How did this legend originate? Ap­
parently it must have been based 
upon some extraordinary occurrence. 
Now work has begun which may 
throw light upon this mystery, and 
which in any case is causjng the en­
tire history of SL Denis to be dis­
cussed.

The French Government is carrying 
on researches in the Abbey of SL 
Denis to recover the many interest­
ing relics believed to have been 
burled when the building was partly 
dismantled at the Revolution.

The principal object of this Search 
is to recover the coffin containing the 
supposed bones of SL Denis, which 
undoubtedly was at one time among 
the most precious possessions of the 
church.

SL Denis was an early Greek Chris­
tian, who In the year 240 was sent by 
Tope Fabian from Athens to Gaul 
with other missionary bishops. The 
Christians in Gaul had suffered ter­
ribly under the persecution of th« 
Emperor Declus.

The details of this stupendous undertaking were fully outlined 
in the daily papers and we are not concerned with them here. It 
is the general principle of making comprehensive plans of the need» 
of the city and then going at the problem in a systematic way with 
which we have to deal. In years past money has been thrown away 
in patching up here and renewing there, and In the end we have 
had very little to show for what we have spent. The harbor com­
missioners have taken up the subject in a business-like way.

It will be/seen that in no eastern state has the 
reform received the endorsation of the people. It 
was defeated in Ohio recently, but the advocates 
of equal suffrage claim that the question was com­
plicated with other issues and did not have a fair 
chance. So far we have heard no complaint that 
the granting of the suffrage to women has men­
aced the interests of the general public, and we 
may expect that the movement will continue to 
grow in strength.

For the better employment of. children in 
their out-of-school time a movement has been 
started in Philadélphia which promises well.

But it will be when 
nations realize that the defeat of a national competitor is of just as 
little use as would be the murder-df a tradesman or a fellow-work­
man by his immediate neighbor and competitor.

All the trend of recent eyents is towards the elimination of the 
sword as thc arbiter between nation and nation 
of civilization. .
, Judged by the standards of the eighteenth century not a few 

of the happenings 'of the last generation would have let loose the 
dogs of war. But th great powers of thc world are no longer inde­
pendent and sclf-cen cd. They are becoming increasingly depend­
ent on each other, and so intricate are the ramifications that a dis­
turbance, however remote directly affects every nerve and artery 
of the world-wide system. Even the most ostensibly belligerent 
of nations must today weigh and consider not merely the compara- 
tive strength of its army and navy, or its chances in the field, but 
the effects that must ensue from the distruction of its credit, and the 
disruption of its industrial and commercial organization. This up­
rising of the .Balkan states against Turkey for the purpose of lib­
erating the oppressed of their own nationality may be, and doub*-- 
less ha^been nictated’to some extent by racial considerations and 
the ambition for territorial expansion. In some of its aspects it 
fouches points that involve what are deemed to be vital interests 
by the greater .powers of Europe. Yet the chances arc that these 
will be amicably adjusted as almost equally dangerous crises have 
been settled of recent years, because of reluctance to face the first 
consequences of war. What is significant is that this reluctance 
affects not only the democratic nations of Europe but the autocra- 

; - cics whose policy is directly under the control of their executives, and 
less amenable, to public opinion. The more governments realize the 
inter-clcpendence of nations the further removed will become 
to the arbitrament of the svyord.

War—that is warfare between civiliz­
ed nations—has Its code of etlquet, 
known as the customs of war, some 
of which are written, others tacitly 
agreed to.

Obvious examples of flighting etlquet 
are the rules which protect the Red 
Cross flag of the ambulance, and for­
bid the use of explosive, or, within 
limits, expanding bullets.

Nominally, & general may use any 
means in hie power to bring his foe 
to subjection, but theîe Is a well-de­
fined boundary-line. A leader may 
cut off hie enemy's food and waiter 
supplies. He may eublect him to all 
the horrors of famine and thirst; tout 
he must not poison his fopd or water.

Suppose a place is besieged, and that 
outside the walls are wells which the 
besiegers cannot effectively hold, and 
which the besieged can reax* under 
cover of night. The besieger would be 
Justified in sending parties to flu up 
the veils with earth and stones,, or 
to destroy them with dynamite. On 
the other hand, to pollute the wells 
with poison, or to throw dead animals 
into them, would toe an Infamy ,

A “prisoner of war" has his right» 
He may be asked to give his parole— 
l.a, to promise not to escape; tout he 
must not be forced to give his parole, 
and is not to be punished for refusing 
to do so. A prisoner on parole who 
attempts to escape is liable to be Shot, 
either when escaping or If retaken 
aliva

An unparoled prisoner may also be 
Shot while in the act of escaping; tout 
if recaptured, it would be murder to 
Shoot him, and he Should not be 
punished for bis attempt, tho he may 
toe placed In more rigorous confine- 

i ment.
| A prisoner may be compelled to earn 
his "keep” by working at his trade, if 

I he has one, or by doing work for his 
captors not of a purely military 
tore.

be is a prisoner: but it would not be 

i fair to put him to building forttflea- 
! tlons.

The customs of war Justify the em- j 
ployment of spies, but under certain ! 
rule» If a soldier voluntarily turns 
traitor, the other side are entitled to 
make use of him; but It Is not "cricket" 
to tempt a soldier to bertray his own 
sida

If thus tempted, a man may pretend 
to turn traitor, and deceive the enemy 
with false information. On the other 
hand, voluntarily to go over to the 
enemy, pretending to be a traitor or 
deserter, would be dishonorable con­
duct—that 1» tf the pretended traitor 
Is an officer or soldier.

A spy, of .course, has no rights, and 
is at all times liable to be shot or 
hanged et sight.

An officer or soldier, however, caught 
In the enemy’s camp, must not be 
treated aa a spy, tout as a prisoner of 
war, provided toe Is not disguised.

If a commander takes part in a 
charge, or persistently exposes himself 
to fire, he must take Me chance of be­
ing shot; tout in to!* affairs It is not 
the "game" to detail marksmen to try 
to “pick off’ your opponent's general, 
tho every effort may be made to cap­
ture him.

When a city or town is bombarded, 
public bu-Udlnge-^uzi 1ère used for de­
fensive purposes—should be spared so 
far as possible. When a piece Is cap­
tured, the victorious foe Is entitled to 
eieze art treasures and so on, and to 
bold them to ransom- To injure or 
destroy them would be the act of 
vandal

When a country Is Invaded the in­
vader can compel the inhabitants to 
supply him with food and other sup­
plies, and to act as guides, workmen, 
and drivera

As we saw in "An Englishmen's 
Home," a person who. not belonging to 
any recognized military force, takes up 
arms against an invader is liable to be 
Shot tike a dog when captured. Re­
taliation Is sanctioned by the customs 
of war. It is military vengeance; and 
takes place when an outrage com­
mitted on one side is avenged by the 
commission of a similar act on the 
other.

Thus .an unjust execution of 
prietmers by the enemy may be follow­
ed bF the execution of an equal num­
ber of prisoners held toy the opponents. 
If the Balkan War develops, there will 
probably be many acts of "retaliation." .

On a Sunday afternoon I spoke at à 
Brotherhood meeting, and was enter­
tained by the single taxers In the even­
ing, Friends took me by motor round 
about the country, across the creeks 
of the sounds.
growing up everywhere, all beautifully 
situated and all giving evidence of 
great prosperity. The suburban dis­
trict at the back of Vancouver, called 
Shaughnesey, has villa residence# aa 
beautiful as any to be seen round Lon­
don. There Is no tax on Improve­
ments. no tax on personal property, 
no tax on business.

"Now. single tax In the rural areas 
of the northwest—Manitoba, Saskatch­
ewan and Alberta—mean» only a very 
small tax, because the revenues re­
quired by the government tf these 
provinces Is small. Also small Is the 
revenue required by the cities and 
towns. I am afraid that many people 
in Great Britain do not see the differ­
ence between such single tax systems 
as exist In the northwestern provinces, 
where taxes are small, and the system 
advocated by Henry George, and called 
the single tax. Anyway, there Is noth­
ing to be afraid of. We can in this 
country proceed on the scientific and 
practical lines followed by the north­
western provinces, and leave the ulti­
mate goal to the citizens et the future.
It Is given to us to be wise In our own 
generation, and to hope that the gen­
erations that follow us will benefit by 
our experience, and decide for thern- 
selves how far they shall proceed along 
the road to the ultimate goal.

The Imbecille.
■ Not so very long ago I spoke, one 
afternoon, tq-the boy» in an Institution. 
I talked, individually, to some of them 
afterwards One boy who wae sixteen 
years old, carried dn his face many of 
the hall-marks of Imbecility. It ap­
pears that he had drifted around for 
years. At the age of eight he had been 
as self-dependent as such a little fellow 
could. He had never known a father,

| and his mother had splashed Into 
eternity thru the medium of drink and 
tuberculosis when the boy had attained 
the age I have mentioned.

I by Dr. H. H. Goddard, 
i Martin Kallikak, at the beginning of 
I the American Revolution, met a feeble­
minded girl at one of the taverns he 

; frequented. She became the mother of 
t a son from whom have been traced 
four hundred and eighty descendants. 
One hundred and forty-three of these, 
there Is conclusive proof, were or are 
feeble-minded, while only forty-three 
have been found normal. The re­
mainder are doubtful or have not been 
traced.

Among these thlrty-stx bave been Il­
legitimate. Thirty-three have been 
sexually Immoral.

Twenty-four were confirmed alco­
holics.

Three were eplleptlcei
Eighty-two died In Infancy.
Three were criminal.
Eight kept houses of 111-fame.
In the record I read: ‘These people 

have iparrled into other families* 
generally of about the earns type, so 

*that we now have on record and 
charted eleven hundred and forty-six 
Individuals.'' ,

Real Social Servies.
The trouble with many of our char­

itable institutions le that they do not 
go to the. root of thj matters that are 
brought to their attention. The fault 
for much of this condition, of course, 
ilea In the fact that there la very little 
of the real “work-together*.’ spirit in 
the city. There ta also an almost total 
lack of centralization.

Two encouraging things, however. In 
this connection have come tp my no­
tice lately. v One of these are the case 
conferences, held every once In a little 
whlld at which social workers get to­
gether and discuss specific problems 
and the beat methods of solving them. 
These discussions are held concern­
ing actual living cases. As yet they 
have not been held In any very large 
way, but I regard them aa being one 
of the really sensible things done In 
thta direction. I wish that every 
charitable and philanthropic Institu­
tion in the city would consent to meet 
with their fellows in such a manner.

But even the most thoroty equipped 
workers of the city will admit that 
they ere often confronted with situa­
tions they are unable to handle suc­
cessfully. There are often people 
whom they are utterly unable to help 
properly. The best that they can do 
is to help them out of the ditch In 
which they find them with no guaran­
tee that they will be able to keep them 
out of another.

But there la a movement on foot to 
handle such cases, 
wimen uptown who really want to 
work are about to get together with 
some of the women now working 
down-town. They will form a person­
al service club, which It Is felt Will, if 
properly conducted, help very greatly 
to bring sunshine and comfort into 
homes which the charities of the city, 
as now constituted, cannot touch ex­
cept In the most haphazard fashion. 
There is room for such a work. But 
care must be taken that only those 
really anxious to throw a little of their 
heart Interest Into the work become 
engaged In It. There must be tact al­
so, for the people most deserving of 
help are always the more sensitive. 
And It le a matter of regret that they 
are those who are most seldom found. 
They suffer alone and In secret
