He declined 
to say what the supply of logs on hand 
was or what was expected, but said that 
he was uncertain as to whether hie mills 
would be running during the summer.

London, April 22.—Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman, ex-premier of Great Britain, 
died tiris morning at 9.16 at his official 
raridenoe in/Dbwning, street.

The cause of Sir Henry’s death is offi­
cially given as heart failure.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman resign­
ed the office of : prime minister on April 
6, suggesting in his letter to King Ed­
ward, who was sojourning at Biarritz, 
Herbert H. Asquith, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer and the theft acting premier, 
as hie successor.. Mr. Asquith was sum­
moned at once, by the King, and received 
the appointment a'few days later.

Sir Henry was born September 7, 1836. 
He was the youngest son of the late Sir 
James Campbell, of Strkcathro, For­
farshire, once Lord Provost of Glasgow. 
He assumed the additional name under 
the will of his. maternal uncle, the late 
Henry Bannerman, of Hunton Court, 
Kent, who bequeathed' to him a large es- 

He attended Glasgow University 
and Trinity .College, Cambridge. In 1860 
he married Charlotte, daughter of Major 
General Sir Charles Bruce. She died in 
1906, and from tfaen Sir Henry’s decline 
in health may be.dated. For nearly forty 
years he sat for the same seat—the Stir­
ling Buighs—and hie record of office goes 
baçk to 1871, when he was financial se­
cretary to the War Office, which post he 
held’ a second time, from 1880 te 1882. 
Diking tiie next two. yearn ' hé Vas1 secre- 
taiy to the admiralty, and in 1884 he 
eeeded Sir George Trevelyan as Irish se­
cretary, filling that office ably until the 
fall <k the Gladstone ministry in 1885, 
in spite of the fact that the Irishmen de­
scribed him as ‘‘the Scotch Sand Bag.” 
In the abort; Government of 1886; he wsa 
Secretary for War, and to that poet he 
returned under the last. Liberal govern­
ment. The Unionists suggested him as a 
candidate' for ' the êpéakership, to which 
Mr. Girtky was appointed. He was chos­
en leader of the Liberal opposition in suc­
cession .to. Sir. William Harooiyt in Feb: 
W»ry, 1899. . The Boer .wwr- proved a 
stumbling block to the administration, 
but notwithstanding the differences be­

A 
few hours before hie death telegram» were 
dispatched to King Edward, who with 
Queen Alexandra is visiting the Danish 
royal family at Copenhagen, the Prince of 
Wales and the cabinet ministère. Immed­
iately newspaper reporters were keeping 
vigil before the house of the dying states­
man, but the only. news handed to thém 
was in the form of a bulletin more than 
an hour after his death. A few minutes 
thereafter a crowd assembled in Downing 
street, but all persons were barred from 
approaching the house by a cordon of pol­
ice from Scotland Yard nearby.

become a real luxury and disappear from 
the menu cards of many restaurante and 
boarding houses. Reports from the Sacra­
mento V'alley and Sonoma, Napa, Tehuma 
and Colusa Counties in California indicate 
that late frosts have damaged about fifty 
per cent, of the growing crop. Damage in 
the Santa Clara Valley also is thought to 
be heavy. A normal crop of prunes will 
total about 170,000,000 pounds. Last year 
about 75,000,000 pounds were produced and 
this year merchants say the crop is not 
expected to totai over 50,000,000, pounds. 
This deficit is expected to send prices sky­
ward.

Mr. Talbot referred to the diauter in 
Bellechasse county, where nine men were 
killed on thé National Transcontinental 
Railway. The commission should take 
immediate steps to prevent further dis­
asters.

Mr. Graham replied that he had been 
informed that for’ the number of yards of 
rock taken out the accidents were less 
numerous than oh ahy other railway con­
struction in America.

Ralph Smith (Nanaimo) introduced a 
bill to amend the railway act. This is a 
bill to make the work day for the de- 
spatchers and telegraphers eight hours, 
but it was not expected that it would 
be put through this session.
Manitoba Schools Up Again.

Armand Lavergne complained that in 
answer to a question of his last week the 
miniater of justice replied that the gov­
ernment was. not aware whether or not 
the new educational laws of the province 
of Manitoba were contrary to the pro­
visions of the educational clauses of the 
autonomy act of 1905. He said the min­
ority were complaining.

Mr. Aylesworth’s answer was that the 
act had been given careful consideration 
and was decided to be ultra vires.

Mr. Bergeron wanted to know if the 
prime miniser was aware that upder 
these acts Roman Catholics were tom- 
pelled to support schools to which they 
could not send their children. He held 
that Roman Catholic Liberals in Winni­
peg were the worst enemies of their own 
co-religionists and warned his Quebec 
friends that they could not go on for­
ever relying on the sense of fair play and 
justice of Protestant and Orange mem­
bers to protect the minority’s rights as 
they had dona in 1895-6.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier deprecated the cry 
of race and religion. No complaints, he 
declared, had come from the minority in 
Saskatchewan. The power hi disallow­
ance, he said, should be used sparingly, 
and the Quebec members should be the 
last to clamor for its exercise.

The remainder of the sitting was occu­
pied in a discussion of the bills by Mr.

(London Standard.)
The weighty and well-considered protest 

made yesterday at a meeting of London 
merchants against the principles embodied 
in the eight hours (mines) bill should by 
itself suffice to arouse public opinion to a 
proper sense of the mischief likely to be 
done if this measure becomes law. Lord 
Newton, who presided, and men like Sir 
John Ellerman, himself a shipowner and 
a coalowner; Sir George Livesay, and 
others who spoke, no doubt have inter­
ests of their own to defend, but no rea­
sonable person win refuse to listen to them 
on that ground when they demonstrate 
from the practical point of view the con­
sequences of the attempt to tamper with 
the conditions c$ a great industry. The 
utmost that can be hoped from this bill 
is that it may prove an advantage to a 
certain section of miners. It will be in­
jurious to every other class, and indeed 
to the nation at large. As for the prob­
lematical benefits, it has been known all 
elong that the coal miners are divided on 
the question. As Sir John Ellerman ar­
gued, this restriction of the hours of labor 
in the mines must inevitably diminish the 
output of coal and increase the price. It 
means additional yearly expenditure of 
£2,250,000 for shipowners. It will handi­
cap the industry of the country, and, 
while the whole population must share 
this extra burden, everyone, from the 
large capitalist to the smallest householder 
will feel this additional tax on his re­
sources. Sir George Livesay maintains 
that it is the poorer dareea who will suffer 
most, and this is more than probable. The 
pretence that the measure is required by 
the dictates of humanity has of 
long h8811 exploded. Coal miners are 
well able to take care of themselves with­
out assistance from parliament. But the 
humanitarian argument may surely be 
employed against a proposal which would 
inflict the greatest suffering with no redf 
or lasting advantage to anyone.
