pore tomorrow, and will unite his divi-
sion with Vice-admiral Rojestvensky in
Tonquin Bay, about May 5. The general
opinion is that their juncture is assured
on the theory that Admiral Togo would
siot dare to risk sailing south to meet Ne-
‘bogatoff, as by so doing he would leave the
way to Vladivostok open to Rojestvensky.

KAMRANH BAY (via Saigon), Apri

behind by :Admiral Rojestvemsky left the
bay and form an ext.nded line stretch-
ing from Cape Varela to the head of the
Kamranh jeninsula, Torpédo boats are
scou ing in ali directions. * The ships seem
to be awaiting Vice admiral Nebogatoti’s
division. ‘Lhe French cruiser Descartes,
with ‘Admiral Dejounquieres, the Krench
commander in these waters, returned to
Nhatrang (near Kamranh Bay) after
steaming round the Russian squadron, and
subsequently returned to Saigon.

The two freight laden steamers captured
by Admiral Rojestvensky were under the
German flag. It is presumed that they
were suspected of having contraband goods
on board.

Has Been Re-established

ST. PETERSBURG, April 27.—The post
of Governor-General of Moscow, which was
temporarily ebolishd January 13, has
be:n re-established by imperial decree and
Gareral Kasloff, former chief of th: Mos-
cow police, has been appointed governor-
general of that city. The administrative
control of the police remains in the hands
of General Wolkoff, whe was appcinted
prefect in January, but the police will be
under the general supervision of the gov-
ernor-general.

ST. PETERSBURG PANIC STRICKEN

Suspected of

Popular Outbrea—lwk” I‘eared. (_)n' Saturday Night
- Next---Many Are Hurrying Away From the
City to Be Out of Danger-—Even the Police

Complicity.

§T. PEFERSBURG, April 27.—A feeling
akin to consternation has been caused by
the publication ip this morning’s papers
‘of renewed rumors of an impending popu-
lar outbreak. It is feared that the slight-
est incident, accidental or malevolent,
among the vast congregations which will
atterid the churches on Saturday night may
cause @& panic with appelling eonsequen-
ces.
The mayor is being urged to convene
the municipal council and take special

] to cope with the situation, and
it is expected that the prefect of police
will “issue 3 reassuring proclamation; but
the alarm is so great that it would have
little effect.

The exodus at Baster will be unprece-
dented. All the accommodation at the
neighboring resorts has already been en-
gaged.

Reports from the provinces indicate

similar fears.. There is a somewhat wide-
spread impression that the police are in-
citing the masses against the inteHectual
classes. !

ST. PETERSBURG, April 27—Kozloff's
appointment as governor general of Mos-
cow upon the eve of the anticipated troub-
les at Kaster (April 30) and May Day.
(May 14) although accompanied by a re-
script in which Emperor Nicholas speaks
of the “Great interior reforms” contem-
plated by him, leaves no doubt of his maj-
esty’s purpose, first to restore tranquillity
with a firm hand.

Kozloff distinguished himself during the
Nihilist conspiracies 25 years ago by hunt-
ing down conspirators, which resulted in
an attempt on his life. The powers gen-
erally interpret his summons from retire-
ment at the age of 68 as being an indica-
tion that the harsh measures of repression
then sanctioned are to be. revived. But
the government takes the position that the
execution of the reforms is impossible un-

til the present agitation and excitement are
guietad,

With General Trepoff in St Petersburg
and Kozloff in Mgcscow ii is considered
that public eafety in the two capitals is
assured. The Liberals consider the appoint
ment to be another reactionary step. A
prominent Liberal said:

“We expected the proclamation of gen-
eral amnesty for political prisoners as an
HKaster gift. . ~Instead the Emperor gives
us Kogzloff.”

Kozloff’s entire ocareer has been epent
in the police or gendarmerie, beginning as
aesistant chief of police at Riga in 1861
and later during the exciting Nihilistic
days, alternating as chief of police of Mos-
cow and St. Petersburg.

The police have ordered that all house-
holders in Warsaw engage extra doorkeep-
ers the next few days. The Warsaw gar-
rison has been recently augmented by four
regiments of infantry and two of Cossacks,
bringing ‘the total garrison up to 57,500.

000,000 to Found a Pension
Fund for Aged College Pro-
fessors in Canada, the U. S.
and Newfoundland. ’

NEW YORK, April 27.—A gift of 8§10,
000,000 by Andrew Carnegie to provide an-
nuities for college professors who are not
able to continue in active service, was
introduced today by Frank V. Vanderlip,
vice-president of the National City Bank
of New York. Professors in the United

States, Canada and Newfoundland will
share in the distribution of the income of
the fund. . . j

United States Steel Corporation five per
cent. first mortgage bonds for $10,000,000
have been transferred to a board of trus-
tees, and steps will be taken at once to
organize a corporation o receive the do-
nation.

Dr. Pritchett, president of the Massa-
chusetts Institute of Technology, and Mr.
Vanderlip, have been selected by Mr. Car-
negie to obtain data on the subject to be
presented at the first meeting of trustees,
which will take place on' November 15.

| Mr. Vanderlip today sent the following

letter to the press:—

“Mr. Andrew Carnegie has transferred
to a board of trustees, consisting in the
main of presidents of the most important
colleges in the United States and Canada,
$10,000,000 first mortgage five per cent.
Steel Corporation bonds.

For a Dignified Pension

“The purpose of the trust fund thus
created is to provide annuities for college
professors in the United States, Canada
and Newfoundland, who from old age or
other physical disability are no longer in
a position to render the most efficient ser-
vice.

«It is- Mr. Carnegie’s belief that. this
fund will not onmly provide a dignified
pension system for a body of most wwor-
thy, self- sacrificing and poorly paid men,
but, that it will be of distinet value to the
cause of education in offering'gn opportu-
nity to the trustees of a college to vitire
members of the faculty who have fhath-
fully served the jnetitution for many
years, and to replace such men with
young, vigorous and efficient professors.

«] am taking the liberty of enclosing
herewith iMr. Carnegie’s Jetter outlining
the nature of his bequest, This letter was
written to the members of the board of
trustees. The list of trustees is also €n-
closed. All have accepted.

Only an astute observer of Chicago af-
faire in August, 1904, would bave connect-
ed Judge Dunne’s decision in the teachers’
salary suit with his own election to the
mayoralty, in April, 1905; yet the vane
pointed that way.

It not only committed him to the “square
deal,” but wae a link in the chain of com-
sequences.

The Chieago Teachers’ Fe-
deration, led by Margaret A. Haley, in
the memorable contest of 1900, when the
tax-evading corporations were forced to
pay their taxes on honest assessment, to
the amount of millions; and again in that
sequel to the tax fight, the salary euit,
decided last August in favor of the teach-
ers by Judge Dunne.

On that occasion, the judge, in render-
ing his decision, after speaking of the
payment into the public treasury by the
tax-avoiding corporationg of the fupd in
controversy, moneys which, with the con.
nivance of the eworn officers of the law
charged with the ‘collection of the same,
were being dishonestly withheld by these
corporations, rebuked the Board of Educa-
tion for sitting supinely by, and commen-
ded the teachers for assuming civic duties
neglected by others, pronouncing them
“diligent creditors.”

The Chicago Teachers’ Federation is less
than six thousand strong; but it is com-
pact, unified, and led by a woman of geni-
us. Margaret Haley’s sins do not include
ingratitude. She has ‘the Irish warmnth as':

The only objection that can be urged
against it is that it will interfere with the
wholesale traffic in franchises and de-
bauchery of its representatives, which has
prevailed too long and too injuriously to
the interests of the people of this eom-
munity.

The Chicago Teachers’ Federation owes
no small part of its achieving force to its
union with the Federation of Labor, a
etep pronounced fatal at the time by the
alarmists, but thus far productive only of
good, in securing better laws relating to
child labor, and in bringing the schools in
touch with the people to whom they be-
long. The Federation is conceded by the
Chicago press to have wielded an influence
during the last four years unparalleled by
that of any other body of teachers. TIts
precise value in the late election eannot
be measured, but intelligent students of
Chicago’s civic problems believe that “in
one generation the schools can revolution-
ize the city with ease if they are focused
for such improvement.” 'They are be-
ing thus focused by the teachers, and
Judge Dunne’s election stands for certain
principles cardinal with them. The teach-
ers are “in politiss,” amd, although they
cannot yet vote, are henceforth a deter.

Senater 8tout had ne intention of war-
ring on the tip system when he intgoduc-
ed his bill. i3 intention was to wipe
out the petty grafting which has grown
up through small commissions paid to
buying agents and employes $o induce
them to favor some firm or corporation in
making their purchages. It was withsuch
a view that the bill was passed by both
Houses. -

It was not until the final vote was be-
ing taken in the Assembly that members
discovered that if the bill passed it would
wipe out the custom of giving #ips or
place the giver and receiver in damger of
fine or imprisonment.

An attempt was made to, have the bill
laid over for a week for amendment, but
the Assembly, by a large majority, refus-
ed to do this, taking the ground that do-
ing away with tips would be a benefi$
rather than otherwiss, Whe bill, which is
very drastic, is as follows:

“Whoever ocorruptly gives, offers or
promises to an agent, employe or servnt
any gift or gratuity whatever, with in-
tent to influence his action in relation %o
his principal’s, employer’s or master’s bus-
iness, or an" agent, employe or servant
who corruptly requests or accepts a gift
or gratuity or a promise to make a. gift or
to do an act beneficial to himself, under
an agreement or with am understanding
that he shall act in any particular man-
ner in relation to his principal’s, employ-
er’s or master’s business, or an agent em-
ploye or servant who, being authorized to
procure materials, supplies ¢ other art-
icles either by purchase or contract for
his principals, employer or master, or to
employ service or labor for his principal.
employer or master, receives directly or
indirecty, for.himself or for another, a
commission, discount or bonus from the
pemsoy who malies puch sale or con-
tract, or furnishes such materials, sup-
plies or other articles, or from a person
who renders euch service or labors and
any person who gives or offers such an
agent, emplore or servant such commis-
gion, discount or bonus, shall be punished
by a fine of not Jess than $10 or more
than 8500, or by such fine and by im-
prisonment for not more than one year.

Wisconsin thus has the honor of lead-
jng in the war against petty graft, for the
law, if properly enforced, will make this
sort of robbery a thing of the past.

It was a question, as business was sus-
i pended for the Easter holidays, how much

! further speculative doubts and fears could
! be worked upon to the detriment of prices.
! The disturbing influences are all of them
{ vague and incalculable. It is not easy, for
| example, to say whether personal animosi-
| ties in the Northwestern railway situation
| are showing or will show themselves in ac-
tual sales of securities, whether there is any
tangible practical motive for liquidation in
| the BEquitable muddle, or how much farther
the necessities of the Western wheat pool
will compel speculators associated with it
to sacrifice their securities. There is room |
for more common-sense treatment of all|
these subjects, however, than the speculative
community has given them this week.
Twenty years ago, when the railroads were
run for speculative ends, there would have
| been good reason to expect, under present
circumstances in the Northwest, a  battle
royal on the floor of the Stock Exchenge.
Such a thing now is inconceivable in the old
gense, in that neither of the rival factions
is, properly speaking, a speculative body,
| with any exposed points to be reached
| through the stock market. Moreover, selling
one another’s securities on a large scale,
when the object is to achieve supremacy
| through a certain majority security owner-
| ship, is equally unthinkable.
Granting that personal feeling runs high
| and rivalry is bitter after the long wrangle
over the merger company, what can possibly
be gained by either side liquidating or sell-
ing stocks short in the Wall street market?
This is the practical question which sensible
| people must put to themselves in deciding
as to the importance of what has been so
much talked of as the ‘‘Northern Securities
uncertainty.” That the struggle might take
| the form of new contests for control is much
easier to believe. But recent happenings
| have tended to contradict also any such idea.
| The show-down of Northern Securities stock
ownings has taken place, and there were no
indications of the corner which some peo-
ple had worried over, nor even any evidence

THE WATER BOARD

Matterrs In Connection With
the Loch Lomond Extension
Discussed Yesterday.

The water and sewerage board met yes-
terday afternoon and discussed details con-
neoted with the water extension works.
A committee was empowered to deal with
the purchase of property at Robertson’s
Lake,

The mayor occupied the chair and Ald.
Bullock, Hamm, Holder, Carleton, Max-

well, Brannen, Frink, Tilley, MacRae, Mc-
Goldrick and Christie were present with
the director, Superintendent Murdoch and
the common clerk.

The euperintendent recommended a 10-
inch pipe be laid from Tilton’s corner to-
wards Seaside park, as it would serve the
district when required. The cost woulfl
be $1,000 and the revenue $26. The appli-
cation was recommended.

It was decided to purchase a hoe and
rig for the use of the resident engineer,
H. G. Hunter.

On motion of Ald. Frink, it was de-
cided that the city acquire the right of
way at Desmond’s, near Lmtimerfe Lake,
extending southwest to the pipe line, now
the property of Superintendent Murdoch.

Two hundred dollars will be given the
contractors to build the road. The board
took up the consideration of the purchase
of property round Robertson’s Lake, and
a committee consisting of the mayor, Ald.
MacRae, Maxwell and Bullock was em-
powered to act in the matter.

The superintendent said Mr. McArthur
desired to rent the Brayden house, near
the works, at $10 a month. This was
agreed to. :

Two assistant engineers are required,
and G. Gray Murdoch and J. A. Ruel, of
Gibson, were appointed at $5 a day.

The mayor said two engineering stu-
dents from MecGill, sons of Joshua Claw-
son and G. O. D. Otty, were anxious 'to
gain practical experience on the extension
works. They were appointed assigtants at
$1.50 a day.

J. w. GATES AND
HIS WHEAT DEAL

Was a Bold and Successful
Adventurer on Wall Street.

(Meail and Empire,)

A bold and successful adventurer on the
New York Stock Exchange has been turning
his attention of late to the Chicago Board
of Trade. This is John W. Gates, who made
his way into the circle of millionaires by
his achievements in the fleld of trust build-
ing. It was in the steel industry that he
@irst made his mark ds an ‘‘organmizer,” his
most conspicuous work being in the con-
solidation of the leading manufacturers of
wire and related products. Out of the com-
mon stock or ‘“water’’ of the resultant Am-
erican Steel and Wire Company he made a
pile of money before the time came for em-
bracing that company in the huge United
States Steel Corporation. The latter trans-
fer also brought him millions. His interest
inp the United States Steel Corporation may
now be large or it may be small. Certain it
is that his efforts to gain any great influence
in the affairs of that trust, or the ascend-
ency in the constituent Steel and Wire Com-

y, were thwarted by J. Pierpont Morgan.
his defeat drove the Chicago plunger to
seek revenge. He did all he could to pre-
vent the rise of the corporation’s shares,
and to the activity of him and his oclique
was undoubtedly due in some measure the
failure of the Mougan interest to get the
stock up to prices which the dividends paid
seemed to warrant. In another quarter
Gates attacked the Morgan interests. This
was the Louisville and Nashville Railway,
in whose stock he engineered a ‘“‘corner’” o
1902 at a time when Mr. Belmont and his as-
sociate directors were off their guard.
Gates and his c¢rowd got control, and then
sold out to the Morgan people at a price
nearly 60 per cent. in advance of that
quoted when they began their raid. An-
other sensational affair in which he figured
was the fight for possession of the Colo-
rado Fuel and Iron Company. Here he came
into collision with George J. Gould, with
results unfortunate for himself. Then he
got the upper hand in the affairs of the Re-
public Steel Company, his object being
deemed to be to bring about a great merger
of the Southern Steel companies. 8o far
thelr consolidation has not been effected,
but in the exciting fluctations in the prlceo
of the steel stocks concerned he is supposed
to have made another rich baul. His latest
eration i{s that in the Chicago wheat pit.

They saw the
United States Steel Corporation, the English
and Germen makers, selling large quanti-
ties of rails and other iron manufactures in
Caneda; and they saw no reason why they
should not have this market to themselves.
It mattered little that they could not pro-
duce their goods as cheaply as the foreigners
could lay theirs down; or that there was,
in some goods, en inferiorty ia quality
when compared with the foreign products.
Whatever deficiency arose on these accounts
was to be made good, and an attractive
profit provided for themselves, by laying &

special tax on the people of the ominion.
The usual arguments were used to in-
duce the peopla to submit to the tax. It was
explained that the Domdnion would reap an
enormous benefit from having the iron and
manufactures of iron she consumed pro-
duced from her own mines and manufac-
tured within the country. Of course, this
argument is sound—up to & certain degree.
The thing the people did not have demon-
to them was the price they could
have the Canadian iron in-
dustry so stimulated. Manifestly, after &
certain point is reached, the paying of
pounties for such purposes becomes un-
profitable; and in those instamnces where the
bounties is to emable the re-

cipients to sell their product to foreigners
at a lower price than they sell it to Cana-
dians, it becomes an absurdity.

If the steel trust do establish a plant in
Canada the jan iron industry would
receive a wonderful stimulus; the prophec-
jes of those who were foremost in urging
the payment of the bounties and the imposi-
tion of the special duties would be born
out by the facts—so much so as to be ex-
ceedingly disagreeable to the prophets and
their frends. Whereas they would have, un-
der the former set of circumstances, the
competition of the steel corporation to meet,
directed from Pittsburg; they would have
to stand up, under the new circumstances,
to a much stronger competiton when th
great Tival was established at thelr very
doorstep, enjoying practically all the ‘boun-
ties and privileges they have themselves.
To disinterested observers it seems as if it
would have been longer sighted policy 2
the Canedian iron magnates had they been
content to let some trade go to Pittsburg—
enough at least to keep the corporation from
taking the step of establishng & Canadian
plant.

which he had charge which will aggregate
between §2,000,000 and $3,000,000, and,
based on his confession, a voluntary. pe-
tition in bankruptcy has been filed in
the United States district courts, which
cites the mames of as many of Mr. Bige
low’s creditors as he can remember, toge-
ther with a list of assets on which Mr.
Bigelow’s valuation is $1,419,000.

By his own admission, his creditor ex-
tend all over the United States. His in-
debtedness to the Broughead estate is pla-
ced at $100,000. The debt is uninsured.
Tt is also believed other trusts held by
Bigelow have suffered.

Attorney Shooner, who filed the volun-
tary petition in behalf of Mr., Bigelow,
was compelled to make up the petition in
such a short time that it is incomplete and
will necessarily have to be amended. So
far as could be ascertained, Mr. Bigelow
had mo seystem of keeping a record of his
tinancial transactions, and the schedule of
liabilities and assets had to be made up
from a list in pencil on half a sheet of
notepaper in Mr, Bigelow’s handwriting.

Did Not Know Them All

Mr. Bigelow was not positive of the
names of some of his creditors, or of the
pature of scme of the companies, and had
nothing at hand to'refresh his memory, 80
the attorney was obliged to use his best
judgment in figuring out what concerns
were meant.

The revelations as to the system of Mr.
Bigelow in conducting his affairs are such
as to stagger the belief in bankers, to
whom method in such transactions is @s
a sccond mature. ‘Lhe filing of the peti-
tion of bamkruptcy will necessitate the |
withdrawal of the sccuritiess which were
turncd over by M. Bigelow to the First
National Bank as being made within four
months of the failurz, it consitutes an act

The news of Mr. Bigelow’s obligations ¢o
other banks in the United States and that
trust funds of estates had been used, fair-
ly took the breath away from eome of the
officials of the Firet National Bank, who
had been loath to believe the rumors that
their former president had been obtaining
money from outside sources. The verifi-
cation of the reports that the Broadhead
estate had been the loser to the extent of
$100,000 through Mr. Bigelow is contained
in the petition of bankruptcy. John C.
Broadhead, of Kingston, N. Y., one of the
beneficiaries in the estate, will arrive here
Friday to look after his interests.

Mr. Bigelow, in speaking of the Broad-
head estate, said: “It is true that the es-
tate was wvalued at about $1,000,000, but
all the personal property was divided some
time ago. I am indebted to the estate
about $100,000. As soon as Mr. Broad-
head comes, I shall try to arrange with
him to pay back the amount. I will also
retire as trustee.”

The filing of the voluntary petition in
bankruptey was mot decided upon  until
yesterday. It was desired by Mr. Bige-
low himself, as he did not wish to be
forced intec involuntary bankruptey
grough the act of some unfriendly credi-
tor.
