capacity, therefore, is not great.
Democratic Congress

Petrograd, Sept. 23.—The democratic 
congress, according to the present pro­
gramme, will be composed of 1,500 mem­
bers, but demands to participate are ar­
riving from political organizations from 
all parts of the country, and the defi­
nite composition of the congress has not 
been decided. As the organization com­
mittee has decided to give a small num­
ber of seats to representatives of pro­
fessional and industrial associations, tlie 
middle or property classes will not be 
altogether excluded. The overwhelming 
majority, however, will represent the 
peasantry. It is announced that the 
congress may open on Sept. 26, a day 
later than formerly proposed.

Petrograd, Sept. 23—The evacuation of 
Jacobstadt under German pressure is not 
considered by some of the military writ­
ers to indicate an attempt to advance on 
Petrograd, farther than the capture of 
the whole Dvina line.

many things that were eloquent of these 
vanished people—glimpses through shat­
tered windows and beyond demolished 
housefronts; here a table set for dinner, 
with plates and tarnished cutlery on a 
dingy cloth, that stirred damp and laz­
ily in the wind, yonder a grand piano, 
open, with sodden music drooping from 
its rest; here, again, chairs drawn close­
ly together.

Wherever I looked were evidences of 
arrested life, of action suddenly stay­
ed; in one bedroom a trunk open with 
a pile of articles beside it to be packed;

The Canadian business man is asking this question often, now that the 
Military Service Act is the law of Canada. A simple means of answering it at once 
is being provided.,

Medical Boards are in process of formation throughout the country for the free 
physical examination of all men who apply. The first class liable to call includes all 
single men and widowers without children between the ages of 20 and 34 inclusive, 
aH men married after July 6, 1917, being classed as single for the purposes of the 
Act. In a very short time, the average employer may learn how many of his itafl 
are liable for selection. Those adjudged physically unfit will be givena certificate 
which will secure them exemption from any Exemption Tribunal, piose found 
physically fit may itill apply for exemption on any ground. The employer wiU be 
given a chance to decide if he should seek exemption for any employee whose 
physical condition renders him liable for seledtion.

This early medical examination, which quickly decides if a man is liable for 
seledtion or not, is a feature of the operation of the Military Service Act calculated 
to appeal strongly to the business community. It assists in definite planning for the 
future, enabling an employer of labor to learn at once what men will be left at their 
work and those who may be removed for military service. Haphazard withdrawals, 
the nightmare of business men of method and precision, are insured againit by this 
timely arrangement.
