Steamer Service as Usual Despite Ger­
many’s “War Zone” Proclamation 
Being in Effect-Destroy All, Vessels 
and Crews, Reported German Or­
ders to Submarines

Paris, Feb. 18—The new offensive movement by the allies now extends ever 
the greater pert of the battle line, and hard attacks have been delivered at half 
a dozen places. The gains made by the French In the Champagne district are 
considered unusually Important because of the nearness of the French to the 
German lines of communication In that region now. German prisoners utm fn 
that part of the field were In bad condition from exposure end lack of food. 
They declared that many men In the trenches, both officers and privates, had 
gone violently insane from the exposure, the strain of constant fighting and the 
horrible sights which continually greeted their eyes.

Sniping operations on a big scale, as well as fierce cannonades, are reported 
from West Flanders.

In Alsace, the French ere strengthening their positions. This gigantic con­
flict has now been In progress for more than twenty-two weeks, with only one 
Important and decisive devélopment This was the break-down of the German 
forces, defending Alsace and the Invasion of Alsace-Lorraine by the French.

RUSSIAN REPORT
Petrograd, Feb. 18—The general staff of the Russian army reports that on 

the right bank of the Vistula the fighting has been going on In almost the 
same localities with great ferocity fat certain sectors. On the left bank of the 
Vistula there has been no change.

"In Galicia we repulsed an attack with great losses to the enemy. Farther 
to the east the enemy endeavored to attack us, hut without success. In re­
pelling this attack we made prisoners of ten officers and 1,400 soldiers and cap­
tured three machine guns.

"On the front from Kosiouskasa to Mount Vyechkofi the Germans deliver­
ed a series of determined and spirited attacks, forcing themselves vigorously hi 
the direction of Mount Vyschoff. All' these advances were repulsed with heavy 
losses to the enemy.

"Almost an entire battalion was put to the bayonet; the rest of the Ger­
mans were made prisoners. There Is no change In Bukoirina.”

Germany's Reply to United States Pro­
test re Blockade—Keen Interest 

in Washington
Berlin, Feb. 18—The reply of Germany 

to the protest of the United States 
against a blockade of British waters,1 is 
couched in friendly terms, but firmly 
maintains the position of Germany as 
already announced. The answer was con­
verted into code at the United States 
embassy under the direction of Ambas­
sador Gerhard and has been transmitted 
in full to Washington.

The note reiterates Germany’s posi­
tion and seeks to place the blame on 
“Great Britain’s policy of attempting to 
cut off the food supplies for the Ger­
man civil population, by a method never 
recognised in international law.”

The note recommends that the United 
States government send warships to Eng­
land to convoy merchant vessels through 
the danger zone with the understanding 
that vessels thus guarded shall cary no 
war supplies.

Washington, Feb. 18—Interest today 
was keen in prospective developments in 
the situation arising from the announc­
ed intention of Germany to put into ef­
fect her submarine war against merchant 
•shipping in British waters. The timê 
limit set by Germany for enforcing her 
proclamation expired last midnigot and 
officials here feared for the safety of 
American shipping.
PASSENGER TRAFFIC 
TO HOLLAND TIED UP

London, Feb. 18—The Immediate effect 
of the German submarine blockade of 
the British Isles, beginning today, was to 
tie up all passenger traffic from England 
to Holland,

Philadelphia, Feb. 18—James Mar- 
iliall, a negro, on Saturday recanted tes­
timony he gave at the second, trial of 
*x-Police Lieut Charles Becker of New 
York for the murder of Herman Rosen­
thal, which made possible Becker’s sec­
ond conviction by replacing the- test! 
mony of Sam Schepps at the first trial, 
offered in corroboration of the confes­
sions of the “Harlem Murder Confer­
ence." The Schepps testimony had been 
rejected by the Court of Appeals.

Marshall made an affidavit repudiating 
his words and accusing an assistant dis­
trict attorney of forcing him to testify 
under threat of arrest. His statement 
and subsequent affidavit were made in 
the presence of John B. Johnston, an 
associate of Martin T. Man ton, Beck­
er’s chief counsel, and of United States 
Commissioner Howard Long, as well as 
three newspaper men.

The negro declared that a false affi­
davit made by him concerning a raid 
made by Lieut. Becker was the lever 
used by District Attorney Whitman’s 
office to force him into becoming a wit­
ness for the state against the policeman. 
He had signed a fictitious name, Moore, 
to this affidavit.

The document was laid before him, 
Marshall said, and he was informed that 
it would be used as the basis of prose­
cution for perjury unless he adhered to 
the story that he had seen “Billiard Ball 
Jack” Rose and Becker in conference at 
124th street and Seventh avenue one 
bight before the murder. In all the 
chain of evidence against Becker corro­

Sam Schepps, whose testimony at the 
first trial of Charles Becker was large­
ly responsible for the conviction of the 
former police lieutenant on the charge 
of murdering Hermann Rosenthal, de­
clared today that he had no intention 
of repudiating his story. When asked 
if there was any basis for the intimation 
by Becker's counsel that he (Schepps) 
would recant, Schepps said:

“When I have anything to recant I 
know where to go to recant it. I am 
In the business of selling antiques and 
jewelry and I want to forget about the 
Becker case.

Amsterdam, Feb. 18—The Berliner 

Tageblatt discusses the question wheth­
er British submarines are in the Baltic, 
and gives publicity to two divergent 
stories. One version is “numerous com­
munications from well informed sources 
leave little doubt that the recent attack 
on the German cruiser Gazelle was un­
dertaken by large modem British sub­
marines manned by English crews. Rus­
sia possesses no under-water vessels of 
sufficient tonnage and adequate equip­
ment to operate so far from their base. 
It was known some time ago that three 
large British submarines were lying at 
the Russian port of Helsingfors, and it

The town planning 
commission and the town planning 
committee of the board of trade should 
have the hearty co-operation not only 
of the full board, but of the city council, 
and the fullest possible advantage should 
be taken of the opportunity not only to 
get the benefit of Mr. Adams’s counsel, 
but to have as many as possible of the 
citisens hear him discuss the subject 
with which he is so familiar, and which 
is Just now of such veiÿ great Import­
ance to the welfare of this city.

THE PAPER BLOCKADE.
Great Britain’s reply to the American 

note of protest in regard to the treat­
ment of American commerce has been 
received at Washington, and makes It 
perfectly dear that the activities of the 
British fleet are not responsible for any 
depression in American industries. Sir 
Edward Grey points out that of 7T8 
ships sailing from the United States for 
neutral European ports only eight have 
been placed In prise courts, and only 
forty-five temporarily detained. He fur­
ther points out that the effect of the war 
has been “not to Increase but practical­
ly to arrest the decline of American ex­
ports which was In progress earlier In 
the year.” Sir Edward Grey points out 
that the Indiscriminate laying of mines 
by Germany has caused the destruction 
of many neutral vessels, and that in any 
case such a great war as is now In pro­
gress must necessarily affect the trade 
of neutral countries as well as of the 
countries engaged in war. It is further 
pointed out that Great Britain fully 
agrees with the general prindple that 
there should be no interference with 
foodstuffs intended for the civil popula­
tion, but that' It is practi 
sible to make any distinction between 
civil and military populations in a coun­
try so thoroughly organised for war as 
is Germany; and "the British foreign 
secretary adds that Bismarck once ap­
proved of the treatment of food as con­
traband because it would have a tend­
ency to shorten the war, and the same 
view is still apparently maintained by 
the German government.

It is the desire of Britain to avoid in­
jury and loss to neutrals, but Sir Bd- 
fward Grey points out that Germany’s 
announcement of her intention to sink 
all merchant vessels without regard to 
their nationality or character will make 
it necessary for the British government 
to adopt retaliatory measures. He does 
not Intimate the nature of such meas­
ures, but it has already been intimated 
that they will take the form of action 
to shut off entirely if possible the food 
supplies of Germany, by a practical 
blockade of the German coast. The 
threatened German blockade of all ports 
in the United Kingdom was to go into 
effect today* and we shall soon know 
whether neutral ships are to be disre­
garded. In the meantime the policy of 
Britain will not be altered, unless in the 
direction of more drastic measures to 
cut off Germany’s food supply.

The United States has also received 
Germany’s reply to inquiries for fuller 
Information. Germany declares that she- 
will adhere to the policy already an­
nounced, and attempts to lay the blame 
upon the British government. The sug­
gestion is made that the United States 
use its influence to induce Britain to 
permit a free passage of supplies to Ger­
many, in which case Germany would not 
attempt a blockade of British-ports. The 
absurd suggestion is also made that 
American merchant vessels passing 
through the war «one should be escorted 
by American warships.

In the meantime word comes from 
London today that the various shipping 
companies have not altered their plans, 
nor have the rates of marine insurance 
"been, Increased. Apparently they regard 
the threat of a blockade as a bluff, and 
believe Germany can do little if any 
more than she has already done to in­
terfere with British trade.

of the gypsy moth and brown-tall moth 
work In the State of Maine last year says 
that the flight of brown tall moths in 
that state “was anywhere from one-quar­
ter to one-half of the flight of the pre­
ceding year,” and in some sections where 
great damage was feared hardly a brown- 
tall appeared at all. This of course 
means that smaller numbers of the pest 
came over the border into New Bruns­
wick last year.

Major Phllbrook pleads for a larger 
appropriation for the work of lighting 
the brown-tail moth and gypsy moth in 
Maine. The present appropriation is 
$80,000 for both laboratory and field 
work. Unless the amount is increased he 
would advise using the greater part of 
the appropriation for the breeding of 
parasites. While this work is as yet in 
the experimental stage in Maine, enough 
success has been achieved to warrant its 
continuance and enlargement.
Times prints on another page a 
portion of Major Phllbrook’* 
nual report dealing with parasite work. 
It will be of Interest because we already 
have the brown-tall moth and are likely 
to have a visitation also from the gypsy 
moth, with which 189 Maine, townships 
are new to some extent infested.

TOWN-PLANNING

Mr. Thomas Adams, town planning 
advisor of the Commission of Conser­
vation, will visit Halifax next week, and 
it is anticipated that as a result of tils 
Visit further steps will 'be taken in the 
direction of adopting a comprehensive 
town planning scheme for that city. The 
Halifax Echo points out that a confer­
ence of representatives of the provincial 
government, city council and Civic Im­
provement League was held last July 
with Dr. Hodgetts, the medical advisor 
of the Commission of Conservation, in 
attendance, and the commission’s pro­
posed model town planning act was care­
fully considered. Nova Scotia already 
has a town planning act, but the Echo 
says It may be deemed advisable either 
Ito amend that act or rescind it and adopt 
that of the Conservation Commission. 
The whole matter was handed over to a 
joint committee of the 'three bodies al­
ready named, the government, the dty 
council and the Civic Improvement Lea­
gue, with the dty engineer, the city 
medical officer and the provincial health 
officer. It is with this committee Mr- 
Thomas Adams will confer, and they 
will determine the form of legislation to 
be introduced. Mr. Adams will deliver 
an address in the legislative council 
chamber, will speak at another public 
meeting, and also address the Com­
mercial Club. It has been proposed to 
have Halifax divided for town planning 
purposes Into residential and manufac­
turing areas, and it is anticipated that 
the advice of Mr. Adams, who before 
coming to Canada was the head of the 
town planning department of the British 
local government board, and who passed 
on all town planning schemes undertaken 
under the, British Town Planning Act, 
will be especially valuable in this con­
nection.

Mail advices ‘received today by fishing 
interests.' here tell at the sailing of ttie 
island's contingent of 800 men for France 
aboard the liner Chicago, which made a 
apodal stop at St. Pierre by order of the 
French Admiralty on the way from New 
York to Havre.

The fisher-folk, who constitute most 
of the 4,000 population on the two is­
lands, hoped they would not be drawn 
into tiie conflict. They contributed $8,000 
to the French Red Cross.

The government administrator, F. X. 
Chaubauch, announced that the colony 
would be expected to send 800 men to 
fight for France. But physicians found 
only 800 men whom tiicy could certify 
ae physically fit, and it was derided to 
send that number. The contingent in­
cludes youths of 20, and men of all ages 
up to 42 years, practically all to the fish­
eries. V

It is said that French fishing interests 
have notified the St. Pierre authorities ; 
that they will send 112 sailing vessels 
and about 40 steam trawing craft to the 
North Atlantic this spring to prosecute 
Lie fisheries as usual.

FLAT BUTTONS PROOF ,
AGAINST WRINGER

(By Caroline Coe.)
Use only flat-back buttons on garm­

ents that are to be laundered. They stay 
on best and they do not wear the cloth 
when ironed. They are less apt to be 
pulled off in the wringer. Buttons that 
sew through are not so easily broken. 
Nor do they need quite as large a but­
ton hole. Buttons with metal shanks are 
apt to rust and ruin the garment.

Sew buttons on with double thread 
and put the thread through the eyes as 
many times as It will go. Place a pin 
under the button before beginning to 
sew. When eyes in the button are filled 
remove the pin and wind some thread 
around the threads between the button 
and the cloth. Put the thread through 
the cloth tp wrong side of garment, cut 
off thread four inches from goods and 
tie several times.

Wax a double thread and it will pass 
through the holes in the button much 
easier.

Federal Agent Investigate* Causes 
of Waning of Industry and 
Recommends Several Reforms

Bears that fish in shallow water and 
gulls and terns that pluck out the eyes 
of their prey are destroying millions of 
Alaskan salmon, according to E. Lester 
Jones, deputy commissioner of the Unit­
ed States Bureau of Fisheries, who was 
sent to Alaska last summer to investi­
gate the causes of the waning salmon 
supply. The bears, he says, are the 
worst offenders, because they haunt the 
shores of streams during the spawning 
season, and. besides killing huge quanti­
ties of salmon for food, slay many thou­
sands of others just for the pure joy of 
the sport •

The commissioner in hie report tells 
how at Black Bear Creek in the Cleve­
land Peninsula he found the shores for 
160 feet on both sides littered with hun­
dreds upon hundreds of hump-back, sil­
ver and chum salmon that had been 
tossed out of the water by bears. Hardly 
any of the fish had been mutilated ex­
cept the marks of the bear’s claws on 
their backs. All that was eaten was the 
“cheek” of the salmqn, the bear, accord­
ing to Commissioner Jones, being very 
fastidious and preferring that part to 
any other.

As the bears in Alaska are the largest 
in the world, and are noted for their 
ravenous appetites, it is easy to realize 
how much damage they can do. On1 
Kodiak Island, where the full-grown bear 
weighs three-quarters of a ton, the 
deputy commissioner learned from a na­
tive that one of these giants could eat 
a third of his own weight in salmon in 
a single day.

“As in other parts of the Territory,” 
Mr. Jones remarks, “this bear also 
throws considerable numbers of fish out 
of the water, many of which it may 

care to touch for food.”
Destructon by Gulls

While wolves and even eagles are also 
doing much harm, Mr. Jones found that 
still greater destruction was caused by 
gulls and terns. Describing his visit to 
Serra Creek on a rainy day at low tide, 
he says;-

“My attention was first attracted by 
a movement of birds in the water and 
along the banks. As I drew nearer I 
saw thousands of salmon fighting their 
way up the shallow stream, and among 
these fish were the gulls, picking out 
fiçst one eye
flushed this enormous horde of gulls, 
which I believed numbered at least 10,- 
000. Going closer to the stream, I found j 
humpback salmon flopping everywhere, 
with their eyes gone and otherwise muti­
lated from the picking and clawing of 
these birds. I estimated that on this 
creek alone there were within sight 5,000 
fish either dead or dying that had never 
spawned.”

To remedy this condition Mr. Jones 
makes several novel suggestions. The 
ease with which the bears and gulls prey 
upon salmon, he says, is due in large 
measure to the number of obstructions 
in streams which they frequent in the 
spawning season. Besides the falls and 
other natural barriers, some of the rivers 
have ;not been kept clear of timber and 
other obstructions, and are consequently 
providing ideal fishing grounds for the 
natural enemies of the salmon. Whole 
schools are halted on their way up­
stream by these obstructions, with the 
result that the fish fall back exhausted 
into shallow water, only to be preyed 
upon by bears and gulls.

The commissioner mentions a number 
of streams where this is especially true, 
and urges that the government appro­
priate sufficient money to have the 
worst obstructions removed. The falls 
in many places, be says, could easily be 
blasted to give the salmon a free pas­
sage. In other places, where dynamite 
is impracticable, the construction of 
“fish” ladders is recommended.

Sr Kills 168 a Day.
“The gypsy motli parasite is known as 

the calsoma sycophanta and is a beauti­
ful green and gold colored beetle about 
an inch in length. This beetle is a pow­
erful fellow and feeds through the lavae 
and pupae stages of the gypsy moth, 
and its hunt for them is unceasing. The 
parasite can travel very fast. When it 
finds a gypsy it seizes it and rips open 
its vitals in a merciless manner, thus 
letting out the viscera or liquids of the 
body, upon which it feeds. It is very 
predaceous in its habits and when no 
gypsys are to be found, it will attack 
any insect in sight. One of these beetles 
in the laboratory has a record of kill­
ing 168 gypsy caterpillars in a day, agd 
on the average a pair of beetles will de­
stroy 6,000 caterpillars in a season.

The gypsy parasite has a life cycle 
which extends over two years, and like 
the June bug lays its eggs in the ground. 
It lives in the ground through the win­
ter and the following spring emerges to 
begin its work of destruction. It is a 
great traveler and spreads out over a 
wide territory in search of food.

“We have increased the number of 
towns colonized from nineteen to forty- 
seven and in addition to the new towns 
added we have strengthened the towns 
colonized last year. No one need fear 
retarding or interfering with these par­
asites by general extermination of their 
hosts in orchards, as the sites selected 
for colonization of these parasites have 
been chosen in localities where the moth 
colonies will afford abundant food for 
their support until they become strong 
and well established.

In addition to the work of the gypsy 
and brown tail moths, we have been 
called upon several times to assist in 
the extermination of the elm leaf beetle 
and the army worm. In each case men 
from the department have been sent out 
to help in this work.

Jack Johnson and Jess Willard shows 
the marked advantage of t.ie titieholder 
over the challenger in actual glove cam­
paigning Johnson began his pitgilistic 
career in 1901 and since that year has 
figured in seventy-eight bouts for a to- ' 
tal of 666 rounds. During this s*retch of | 
years the negro has won twenty-five con- j 
tests by knockouts and twenty-seven by 
decisions. He also participated ir. twelve 
no decisipn matches and seven draw 
bouts. In addition Johnson has won two 
battles as the result of his opponents’ 
fouls; lost one on his own foil!; one by 
a knockout and t.iree on adverse decisr 
ions by referees.

Willard in his four years in the ring 
has met twenty-nine opponents, these 
battles totaling 205 rounds. His records 
include seventeen victories by knockouts 
and five 'by decisions, one draw, one bout 
lost on a foul and two by being outpoint­
ed complete Willard’s ring figures. Ac­
cording to these tabulations Willard’s
