TESTS CANCELLED
Wednesday night when the candi­

dates for the various classes appeared 
to be examined in Greek, French and 
drawing, they were surprised to be 
addressed by Dr. W. S. Carter, chief 
superintendent of education and be told 
that the night’s papers were cancelled 
and that all papers written Wednesday 
would have to be rewritten owing to 
.the tampering with the examination 
papers.

Many candidates did not have to 
write papers last night and although 
steps were taken to notify them some 
failed to get the word. Some appeared 
this morning late, having heard today 
of the new arrangement.

SOME MISSING
When the new papers were given out

The 
fact may be significant.

Locks and seals failed to protect the 
examination papers in the preparation 
and printing of which extreme care is 
taken. R. B. Wallace of the education 
department office staff, is supervisor at 
the Fredericton examining station, the 
largest in the province. Members of the 
Normal school staff assist him. The ex­
aminations are written in the Normal 
School building, 362 candidates being 
ready for examination for Grammar 
school, Superior, Class 1 and Class 2 
teaching licenses.

WELL PROTECTED

gERLIN, June 10 — Bedlam broke 
loose in the Reichstag today when 

Chancellor Marx defended President 
Von Hindenburg against Socialist at­
tacks for his recent pronouncement 
against confiscation of the former 
ruler’s property. Fist fights threatened 
between the deputies, of the Right And 
Left parties. The Socialist criticism 
was voiced by former Chancellor Her­
mann Mueller, who charged the Presi­
dent with violating the constitution 
in abandoning the non partisan attitude 
prescribed for the chief executive. 

President Von Hindenburg In a pub­
lished letter to Count Frederick Von 
Loebell, monarchist leader, said seizure 
of the property of the former kaiser 
and the members of his family, and 
of other German rulers would be “an 
attack on the constitutional founda­
tions of the state and a violation of the 
fundamental laws of morals and jus­
tice.”

LONDON, June JO — E. W. Beatty, 
president of the Canadian Pacific 

Railway, is conducting a vigorous cam­
paign among British industrialists and 
financiers to secure greater investment 
of British capital in Canada not only 
for the benefit of Canada but also for 
Great Birtain, as an increase of this 
nature is vitally necessary in order to 
meet the growing invasion of Ameri­
can capital.

President Beatty is in England prim­
arily to place orders for the construc­
tion of two new passenger liners of 
17,500 tons each, and five cargo vessels 
of 10,500 tonnage, involving a total ex­
penditure of $15,000,000.

BOOSTING CANADA
All who have met him during his 

negotiatons in this connection have 
been impressed by his advice that Brit­
ish capital would find an extending 
field in the Dominion.

Interviewed today, Mr. Beatty said, 
“Canadian industrial development is 
leaning very heavily at present upon 
American financial interests because 
Great Britain, owing to her own econ­
omic problems, has been unable to take 
advantage of the opportunities offered 
here. The position is now improved, 
and with the pound once more at par­
ity we in Canada are hopeful that the 
close pre-war financial association be­
tween Canada and the Netherlands will 
be speedily restored.”

British financiers say they are anxi­
ous to invest more capital in Canada, 
but it is difficult to persuade those 
with money to invest overseas to fol­
low their advice because of the unfav­
orable impression still lingering after 
the Grand Trunk affair.

10—(CanadianLONDON, June
Press)—By a vote of 186 to 92, the 
House of Commons last evening finally 
approved the imposition of duties on 
imported wrapping and packing pa­
per. The duty is of 16 2-3 per tent. 
An amendment to reduce the period 
of the duty from five to one year was 
rejected by 239 votes to 140.

The duties were first recommended 
by the Board of Trade Committee un­
der the Safeguarding of Industries Act, 
to the extent of 17% per cent, valorem. 
The imposition was not taken up at 
the last session. Taking the imperial 
preference of 39 1-10 per cent, for grant­
ed, ihe new duties should be of ad­
vantage to Canadian paper manufac­
turers, who compete with Scandinavian 
and United States manufacturers in 
the supply of wrapping and packing 
paper to Britain, in addition, of course, 
to the domestic product.

And in bringing in a 
diet of manslaughter the jury added a 
rider recommending mercy.

urns®TWO KINDS OF BASS AND 
THEIR HABITS.

By ARTHUR N. PACK

■pHE small-mouthed black bass has 

been characterized as the gamest 
fish that swims.

It was originally foum^ only in the 
clear, cold rivers on either slopse of the 
Alleghanies, and in certain tributaries 
of the Mississippi from Manitoba, south 
to Arkansas and South Carolina.

Within this area are many streams 
which for various reasons were uut 
inhabited, but introduction to these 
waters has been successful and the fish 
seem perfectly at' home. It has also 
been transplanted ■ to many: of the 
streams of Europe with favorable re­
sults.

The large-mouthed species, the sub­
ject of the illustration, differs from its 
cousin in the character indicated by 
its name, and in other respects. Its 
original range was more extensive, es­
pecially southwardly, where it deigned 
to live in many streams whose tepid 
waters were scorned ■ by its more 
sporty relative. $

This species is less esteemed as a 
game species than its .small-mouthed 
kin, but is still an èxcdlent fish from 
the standpoint of both ■ the angler and 
the epicure.

The pursuit of these fish by the 
commercial fishermen who have found 
means to net them in large numbers 
during the colder months has recently 
resulted in the passing of a law pro- 

‘hibiting their shipment In interstate 
commerce, and their sale at all times.

for the Hudson Bay Railway.

When the House went into 
committee of supply for the 
second time this week on the 
$3,000,000 vote for this rail- 
railway, C. H. Cahan (Con­
servative for St. Lawrence-St. 
George), said that he had found 
the House of Commons to be 
something of a training school. 
His contact with the able re­
presentatives from the Middle 
West had to a considerable 
extent modified his views.

If the Interest cf the middle west 
could be promoted by the Hudson Bay 
route, he did not believe it would ma- 

! terially affect the port of Montreal, 
i and any successful operation of that 
1 route would be approved in Montreal. 
; The feeling in the east was that "the 
/ country should not enter upon large 

capital expenditures until the project 
had been proven feasible and profit- 

I able.

PROMISES OF PARTIES.
Both the Liberal and Conservative 

parties had promised the construction 
! of this road to the Prairie provinces, 
I said Mr. Cahan. The expenditure on 
construction of the railway up to the 
present time was $15,000,000.

He quoted from a report made in 
Sept., 1917, by D. W. MacLachlan, the 
resident engineer for the Department 
of Railways and Canals at Port Nel­
son, in which he declared that ’ the 

| Hudson Bay Railway was doomed to 
certain failure. Mr. MacLachlan re- 

i ported that the Hudson Straits were 
iopen and free from ice for such a short 
i period that ships would prefer to take 
| the St. Lawrence route rather than 
i through Port Nelson. Mr. Cahan said 
ithat any man who had the interest of 
i the country at heart should hesitate 
after reading such a report.

Mr. Cahan read a number of Engi­
neer’s reports from which he said It 
was obvious that there would be many 
obstacles to the completion of the 
road, and also that there would be 
many difficulties of navigation.

MARITIME PORTS.
From his reading of all the records 

he found it difficult to see how any 
business man could assume that even 
after the terminals were completed, 
grain could successfully be transport­
ed. How could Port Nelson, which 
was only open two and a half months 
in the year be expected to attract the 
necessary tramp steamers when the 
Maritime ports, open 12 months in the 
year, could not attract a sufficient 
number to make grain carrying effect­
ive there? Would this government 
build special ships or would it subsi­
dize ships?

The House should know what would 
be the cost of providing ships, light­
houses, radio and all the paraphernalia 
required to make navigation through 
the Hudson Straits and bay feasible.

It was said that the construction of 
the Hudson Bay Railway would open 
up the mineral belt of Manitoba. He 
had little doubt, said Mr. Cahan, that 
there were minerals in Manitoba which 
could be brought out on a railway. His 

\ information was that all these minerals 
were south of Mile 214 on the line. Why 
not spend what was necessary to put 
;the line into good shape up to Mile 214?

Hon. Charles Dunning said with re­
gard to the report of Engineer D. W. 
MacLachlan, that this gentleman was a 
evry excellent engineer, but was far 
from being an expert along all lines. In 
making the report of 1917, quoted by 
■Mr. Cahan, Mr. MacLachlan had gone 
entirely outside his personal sphere and 
dealt with matters of which he could 
hardly be called an expert. Mr. Cahan 
had not quoted reports which were 
made by R. A. C. Henry, an expert 
economist, now in the Canadian Na­
tional Railways, on the project.

H. M. Hannison (Conservative, Sel­
kirk) said that the destiny of Canada 
was northward and the bay project, 
promised for so long, would fulfill the 
dreams of the people of that country.

T. W. Bin, (Progressive, Nelson, 
Man.) said that the whole matter boil- 
pi itself down to the question of 
whether or not Hudson Straits were 
pavigable.

Mr. Bird insisted that conditions 
Were no more unfavorable at Port Nel­
son than they were in a number of 
the ports of Northern Europe.

Hon. Dr. Manion (Conservative, Fort 
William) said that Mr. Bird and other 
Progressives had implied that all the 
Conservatives were opposed to this ex­
penditure on the Hudson Bay Rail­
way. There were some differences of 
bpinion in the Conservative group on 
the subject, but, he admitted, the best 
Speeches so far made in support of the 
estimate, had been made by Conserva­
tives.

Premier J. B. M. Baxter, of New Brunswick, urged that a 
à> way be found whereby coal from the Maritime Provinces would 

obtain a larger home market in Canada. If coal from the Mari­
times was enabled to find an extension of its market, this would 
help alleviate conditions in the industry.

Premier Baxter believed that if coke 
ovens were established in large centres, 
the worth of soft coal produced in the 
Maritimes, as compared with the pre­
sent American anthracite now used, 
would be proven to the people of Cen­
tral Canada. By the adoption of this 
piocess of turning coal into coke, a 
market for New Brunswick coal in 
Ontario would result.

Attorney-General Craig, of Mani­
toba, said that the experience of Mani­
toba with Alberta coal had been high­
ly satisfactory. Manitoba was pre­
pared to do its share in supporting a 
national fuel policy.
