New York, July 16.—Virtu-
ally the entire police force of
Staten Island was marshalled to-
day in a concerted effort to ap-
prehend the slayer of eight-
year-old Francis McDonald, son
of a Staten Island policeman,
whose mutilated body was found
late last night in a hastily con-
structed grave of brush and
leaves near the child’s home.
The body was discovered by a
searching party which had been
seeking the boy since his disap-
pearance on Monday afternoon.

The boy’s suspenders, knot-
ted tightly about the throat, had
been used to strangle him. Nearly
all the clothing had been torn

One Man Saw Him.

5 'Until late last night the police had
few clues upon which to work, only
one person other than the slayer, ap-
parently, having seen the boy after he
went out to play Monday afternoon.
Jacob Stein, a neighbor of the Mac-
Donald family, told the police he saw
the lad at 4.30 o’clock Monday after-
noon making along the road towards
the woods. Just ahead of the boy was
a man whom Stein described as “about
50 years.” Believing the boy was
directing a stranger to the trolley line,
Stein said he gave no further heed to
the pair. So far as the police have

been able to learn that was the last|

time the boy was seen alive.

The police have thrown a cordon
around the island, with watches main-
tained at the ferries and a lookout for
boats putting out from the land by
which the slayer might try to escape.

The scene of the boy’s murder is
enly three-quarters of a mile from
the spot where Mrs. Maude Bauer was
shot and killed last March after her|
car had stalled on a lonely road. Harry
Hoffman, a motion picture operator,
is now serving a 20-year sentence for
her murder.

VOTES AGAIN ON
LIQUOR QUESTION

Saskatchewan Today Deciding
For The British Columbia or
The Quebec System.

(Canadian Press.)

Regina, July 16.—The Saskatchewan
temperance act will go on trial today.
For the third time, since, on June 80,
1815, the bars and wholesale liquor
stores in the province were closed by
legislative enactment, the people will
have the opportunity of voting on the
principle of prohibition. In 1916 the
electors voted out Government liquot
stores by four to one, this.system hav-
ing been substituted by the legislature
for the bars. Four years later the peo-
ple voted by 85,000 to 55,000 to pro-
hibit importation from outside the
province, and since that time there has
been no provision in Saskatchewan for
the legal purchase of intoxicating
liquor for beverage liquors.

“Are you in favor of prohibition id
Saskatchewan?”’ is the first question
which faces the voter today. Having
answered “yes” or “no”, he is request-
ed to say whether, if a government
liquor control system be established,
he prefers: ;

(A)—Sale by Government vendors in
sealed packages of all spirituous and
mait liduors; or

(B)—Such sale by Government ven-
dors, combined with the sale of beet
in licensed premises.

In other words, the voters make a
choice between the British Columbia
or the Quebec liquor systems. Women
will vote, as they did in the.two pre
vious liquor referendums.

Registered Mail
On Ship Rifled

Hamburg, Germany, July 16.—Three
hundred and fifty-six registered letters
destined for Germany were opened on
board the steamer Belgentand today by
robbers who for some time have made
the trans-Atlantic mails, especially let-
ters destined for Germany and Austria,
unsafe.

AMERICAN FLYERS

Cheered by Thousands as They
Landed at Croyden
Today.

Croyden, England, July 16.—(United
Press).—Citcling down to the level
plains of Croyden, where an immense
crowd, held in check by cordons of po-
lice, welcomed them, America’s world
flyers landed their plane sat the air-
drome here this afternoon, having
flown from Paris in less than three
hours. The Stars and Stripes were
flown at numerous points about the
160-acre drome and many Americans
were among the throngs which cheered
Lieutenant Smith and his companions.

Le Bourget, France, July 16.—
(United Press)—In perfect formation,
escorted as far as the English Channel
by five French planes, the American
round-the-world flyers left for London
shortly after 11 a.m. today.

Upon reaching the Channel, the
world flight airmen were picked up
by the regilar Paris-London Express,
which guided them across to England
and to Croyden Airdrome, a few
miles outside the British capital.

“We all feel greatly benefited by the
rest we had in Paris,” Lieutenant Low-
ell Smith, commanding the flight, told
the United Press, just before climbing
into his plane. “We were better re-
ceived than at any place so far.”

The American airmen will receive
the Legion of Honor from Ambassa-
dor Jusserand at Washington, if the
American Government consents.

~SILVER PENNIES

FARMER GOVERNMENT,

They have a Farmers’ Government
in Alberta. It was pledged to econ-
omy and better methods of administra-
tion. So far as economy is concerned
The Calgary Herald entertains doubts.
The Citizens’ Research Institute of
Canada has made a comparison of the
cost of government in different prov-
inces for 1922. Taking the figures for
the three Prairie Provinces, The Her-
ald points out that the per capita ex-
‘penditure in Alberta was notably
greater than in Saskatchewan or Man-
itoba, the debt charges much greater,
and legislation and general government
more expensive. The gross cost of gov-
ernment in Saskatchewan in 1922 was
only seventy-one per cent. of the gross
cost in Alberta, and in Manitoba it
was only sixty-nine per cent. Continu-
ing The Herald says:

“While Alberta’s cost of provincial
government in 1922 was $3.98 higher
than in 1920, Saskatchewan cut the
cost of government in the same periol
by $1.08 per capita, and Manitoba re-
duced hef expenditures by 85 cents per
capita. These figures illuminatingly
reveal the upward trend of government
expenditures in this province. They
prove that the total cost of government
in Alberta in 1922—the first year of
the Farmer Government—was $2,312,-
624 higher than in 1920.”

Admitting that the Farmer Govern-
ment had to assume debt incurred by
the preceding Government, The Herald
says that, omitting this charge alto-
gether, the expenditure in 1922 shows
an excess of $1,282,829 over 1920. It
therefore contends that there is no in-

-dication of the economy of expenditure

which the farmers claimed would be
the result of returning a Farmer Gov-
ernment to power. There is no charge
that the Government has been corrupt,
but the expenditure of Alberta, like
that of Ontario, appears to make it
quite clear that to exchange govern-
ment by one of the old parties for gov-
ernment by the Farmer Party does not
make it any less expensive.

EGYPTIAN AFFAIRS

It is a curious fact that the Premier
of Egypt, who was a very pronounced
advocate of independence for his coun-
try, should be singled out for assas-

it sination by a hater of England. Hap-

pily the criminal did not succged in
taking the life of Egypt’s strong man.
The assailant has confessed that he
wanted to kill the Premier to prevent
any further negotiations with Eng-
land, and because the Premier had de-
scribed the British Parliament as hon-
orable and reasonable. Premier Zag-
lul was to have started for England
this month, to discuss Sudan affairs
with the British Government, and any
recognition whatever of England was
resented by the group to which the
would-be assassin belonged. One could
understand that a ‘misguided fanatic
in Egypt might attempt the life of an
English official, but even a fanatic
ought to be consclous of the reaction
of sentiment which would follow an
attack upon the life of the Premier,
who is putting forth every effort to
bring about that which the extremists
desire, but who believes in a policy of
peaceful negotiation rather than an
appeal to arms.

The story of England’s work in
Fgypt is one that has commanded the
edmiration of the world. Patiently

1t is conceded that more de-

and in the face of tremendous diffi-
culties Egypt has been raised from a
state of chaos -to a fair degree
of prosperity, and all through the years
the British policy has been to educate
the people in self-government so that
they might eventually assume control
of their own affairs. A great deal of
the trouble was caused by young
Egyptians who were encouraged to
secure an education and who, as they
grew older, believed themselves quite
competent to direct the affairs of the
country without any assistance from
foreigners. Their towering ambition
would brook no challenge, and they
have been the cause of much injury to
their own country. Unmoved by their
agitation, British policy was main-
tained and today Egypt has control of
her own affairs. She is not content,
apparently, with anything short of con-
trol of the Sudan, and her Government
is laboring toward that end. England,
however, has large interests at stake,
and in whatever negotiations may come
about these will not be overlooked. It
should be possible by friendly con-
feredce so to adjust the relations of
Egypt and Britain as to.satlsfy reas-
onable Egyptians without imperilling
any important British interests. Before
the end of the month the Egyptian
Premier will start for London.
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Mr. John T. Dale, a successful farm-
er of Glenboro, Man., does not believe
that manufacturers, trade organiza-
ttions and labor men should have all
the benefits of organization.

A NON-CANADIAN.

(Vancouver Province.)

Some weeks ago, through an inad-
vertence, a letter appeared in- The
Province, the writer of which—an Eng-
lishman—made it plain that he did no’
wish to be called a Canadian, though
he lived here and had done so for
many years. The oddity of this cor
respondent’s desire, while it might
afford a mild amusement to some
readers, has very naturally proved
offensive to others, who have written
to us and complained of this non
Canadian’s singular attitude. They
have complained on the grounds that
it is not gentlemanly; that it is un-
gratefal; and that it is rather con-
ceited. Others have adduced the fact
that it is contrary to English form, for
if ther is anybody who as a rule takes
up residence in a new country with
the hearty idea of making the best of

it it is the Englishman and the de-
scendent of English parents. As such,

the man who dislikes being thought a
Canadian, places himself out of court,
for he is like that Chinese immigrant
who, rejected by Ontario and repelled
by the United States, stood upon the
bridge at Niagara, a man without a
country. To be a nominal Englishman
and yet not true to pedigree is ‘mis-
fortune enough for any one to bear,
and the Canadian public may well
sympathize with a person suffering
under such a sad fate.

THE WONDERFUL FINN.

(New York Herald-Tribune.)
Great, greaten, greatest is Paavo
Nurmi, of Finland. The chroniclers
at the Olympic scene have been oblig-
ed to exhaust superlatives in acclaim-
ing the feat of the runner who in
quick succession won the 1,500 and
5,000 metre races, two of the hardest
tests of all, breaking an Olymple
record and a world record and jogging
off the field without a sign of fatigue.

Never, perhaps, was_there a runner
of equal hardiness. There may have
been one in the long list of Olympic
victors whose names were first re-
corded in 776 B. C., but since the mod-
ern revival of the games no other ath-
lete has approached the performance
of Nurmi. By some miracle of phy-
sique, aided by intelligent use of
power, he has been able to extend the
common limit of endurance of the
human racing mechanism.

While Nurmi excels even his own
countrymen in long distance running
they also are superior in that sport to
the athletes of other countries. I¢
there something in the composition of
the Finnish race that gives that north-
ern people .an extraordinary aptitude
for devouring the metres? Unless eth-
nologists are entirely mistaken the Fin-
nish. blood afar back is Mongolian.
The pure Finns are not related to the
Europeans or the transplanted Euro-
peans of America to whom they show
their heels. 'Their prowess on the track
is not explainable by any trick of
training. It must consist of a peculiar
native inheritance. That is at least a
plausible theory.

A SELF-TAUGHT PREMIER.,

(Toronto Globe.)

Glasgow University has conferred
upon the British Prime Minister the
honorary degree of Doctor of Laws in
recognition of his achievement of at-
taining “to the highest office in the
State without the aids of birth or
wealth.” In acknowledging the honor
Mr. MacDonald said it was his first
connection with a university. “I am
one of those Scotsmen,” he said, “who
had a very good board school educa-
tion, directed and inspired by one of
the greatest of men, an old donjinie.”

The Premier made no boast of his
unindebtedness to any higher seat of
learning. He confessed that he would
never experience again the same heart-
breaking feeling as he did when he had
“to pack up every vestige of hope of
ever being able to attend a university.”
He was thinking of the proud tradi-
tion which impels many a poor Scot-
sish family to make sacrifices so that
at least one of its members may go to
Aberdeen, Edinburgh, St. Andrews or
Glasgow to pursue the ways of knowl-
edge. The future Prime Minister was
denied the privelege, but it is possible
that in the long run it has proved no
deprivatipn. He had the root of the
matter in him, and the closing of the
doors of the university against him
may have strengthened his resolve to
win the prize of learning by his own
efforts. Wealth and birth would have
opened the doors, but they might have
dulled the edge of ambition. This
Scot, self-taught after an elementary

education, today can hold his own by
pen or tongue with the polished prod-
ucts of Oxford and Cambridge.

LEGISLATORS URGE
HOME PATRONAGE

Premier and J. D, McKenna,
M. L. A., Address Nau-
wigewauk Audience.

That there was no need for the citi-
zens of New Brunswick to go to the
White Mountains in search of scenery
—for the scenery of New Brunswick
excelled, in his opinion, even that of
the Alps—was one of the many com-
plimentary statements made last night
about this province by Hon. P. J.
Veniot, the Premier, during an address

before the Nauwigewauk Agricultural
Society in Nauwigewauk last night.
Both Mr. Veniot and J.'D. McKenna,
M.L.A., of Sussex, who preceded him,
urged - the farmers to co-operate more
closely among themselves and with the
people living in the other parts of the
province, assuring them that such co-
operation could result in the better-
ment of conditions all over.

Premier Veniot said that the de-
velopment of the water power of this
province would be its salvation in the
industrial line. He said that he had
already received communications from
four large paper concerns regarding the
building of paper mills in the province.

Four Mills,

If the water power is developed, he
said, there would be paper mills estab-
lished one on the Miramichi, one.at
Oromocto, on the St. John river, an-
other at Grand Falls and the fourth at
Campbellton. These were assured, he
said, if the natural resources were de-
veloped.

The Premier painted awrosy picture
of what prosperity would come to the
country in the event of these large
mills being established.

He thought that the province and
the country as a whole had about,
reached the trough of depression and
that from now on conditions would
begin to improve.

It had been said that the province
was not producing enough to supply
the local market but in spite of this in
1921, he declared, the balance of trade
in favor of New Brunswick was almost
$70,000,000 while that of Nova Scotia
was in the vicinity of $80,000,000 in
that year.

Mr. McKenna particularly stressed
the work which had been accomplished
to the farmer’s benefit by the co-oper-
ative movement. Seven years ago, he
said, the large concérns would not sell
to the farmers direct but now they
were vieing with one another for the
business. He warned them to stick
close to' their associations and not.to
listen to the talk of outsiders who were
trying to break up their ranks. If
these people accomplished their object,
he said, the period of high prices would
return, which would mean hardship for
the farmers.

He quoted several instances in which
the associations had accomplished great
things for the farmers.

Both Mr. McKenna and Mr. Veniot
spoke strongly in favor of patronizing
home industries, and referred to sev-
eral instances where people could pat-
ronise these industries and. were not
doing so.

He
vdmitted that he had preached agalnst
the burning of flery crosses but in-
jisted that he had avoided direct men-
sion of the Ku Klux Klan.

Afterward they de-
clared they were convinced that the
anti-Klan minister has been the victim
of a carefully pre-pranged and dia-
bolically executed plot.

“He was drugged and drag-
ged away and tortured, tortured so
horribly that 1 don’t see how any
human being could have done it.

“He must have been doped some
time before he left Berkeley, on his
way to Orchard Lake and Flint. He
stopped at a bank to cash a $556 check
T'he signature on that’ check is his sig-
nature and yet it is not his.

L. S. Storrs Addresses Ad-
vertising Men at Conven-
tion in London.

! L«ndon, Eng., July 14.—Adyertising,
| as applied to public utilities, was dis- |
| cussed today in a speech before the
{ Association of Ad Clubs of the world
l
{

by L. S. Storrs, President of the Con-|
necticut Company of New Haven.

“Advertising, especially in the elec-
| tric railway field, is comparatively new
| in the United States,” he said. “It took
| almost a death blow to our industry, |
during the late war, to make us rculize1
| what publicity could do for us. But
| now we know, and have taken up this
agency never to lay it down again.

“Possibly nowhere may be found
more concrete proof of the good re-|
sults of advertising and publicity than!
in our electric railway industry.

“TI'he founders of the electric rail-
ways in the states, less wise than your
transportation men, built around a
fixed rate of fare. As a result, when
the war forced up wages and other
costs and five cents no longer pro-
duced sufficient revenue to meet ex-
penses, our question was to convince
the public that a higher fare was
needed and no more than just.

Here entered publicity and advertis-
ing. Not a dozen electric railway com-
panies in the country were advertising
consistently, our national association
paid scant attention to publicity, and
so, our story was virtually unknown.
Leaders Urged More Ads.

“A few leaders of the industry, real-
izing the seriousness of the situation,
began urging more advertising and
publicity, and as a means of encourag-
ing the work, entered upon a new pub-
licity policy in connection with the
national association’s activities. It was
the motto of the Associated Adver-
tising Clubs of the World, somewhat
extended, “Truth in Advertising and
Publicity.” Furthermore, the policy
was carried out to the letter. The
whole truth about the situation favor-
able and unfavorable to the industry
—and there was plenty that was un-
favorable, was laid before the publie.

“Co-incidentally, companies through-
out the country were urged to adopt
the same policy. Now, six years later,
more than 800 companies are using ad-
vertising and publicity of many kinds.
Newspaper advertisements, posters,
booklets, motion pictures, stickets and
speakers are being used to tell the

story of the electric railways to the
American public.

“Results pay a high tribute to the
power of advertising. When our indus-
try began telling its story to the pub-
lic, one-sixth of its total mileage was
in bankruptcy and the rest was headed
for a crash. Today, practically every«
large property has emerged from re-
ceivership. The nickel fare, or any fixed
fare appears to have been shaken off
for all time, and the average fare is
about 7 cents compared with five cents
six years ago.

Service Goes With Ads.

“Nor is the monetary result the only
one from this publicity. It was quick-
ly realized that advertising is wasted
unless service goes with it, and as a

result service has greatly improved.
Furthermore, the advertising men have
brought most of our executives out of
their shells. The public now realizes
that they do not have horns, as dema-
gogues long have insisted, and the
public ‘and managements alike have
learned the wisdom of Charles Lamb’s
remark to the effect that it is difficult
to dislike a person one knows.

We have only started our advertis-
ing work in the electric railway field,
but it is growing and we are optimistic
over its future. 1923 something like
$2,500,000 was spent for advertising by
our electric railways. The appropria-
tions of several companies exceeded
$100,000, and a number of them are
approaching a two per cent. gross ap-
propriation. That is a fair start, but
it is not the end, for results have con-
vinced us that full and truthful pub-
licity pays.

BIDS ON ORPHANAGE
SCHOOL ARE ASKED

Building Will be of 2 Stories
With Basement—What
Plans Show.

Plans for 4 school building for the
New Brunswick Protestant Orphans’
Home at Fairville have been completed
and approved by the directors’ com-
mittee and tenders f{c- the work will

be received by the arcmtect, Garnet
W. Wilson, until July 25.
The plans show a building 50 by
641, feet, two stories and basement,
containing three class-rooms on the
ground floor, one class-room and an
auditorium on the second floor, with
toilet rooms and heating apparatus in
the basement. The entrances will be
on either side of the front, with roomy
vestibules and easy stairways leading
to the second floor. Coatrooms as usu-
ally provided in public schools, have
been omitted, thus reducing the size
and cost of the building considerably.
The coats will be hung in the cross
corridor.
The accommodation of the four
class-rooms will be for 162 pupils, and
the auditorilum will seat 275. Should
more class-rooms be required later, the
auditorium could be remodelled into
two class-rooms to hold 42 each. The
auditorium will be used for Sunday
services for the time being. :
The interior will be finished mod-
estly with plaster walls and ceilings,
Douglas fir wainscotting and birch
floors. The basement partitions will
be of hollow terra cotta tile, thus les-
sening the fire hazard, and making
more sanitary toilet rooms. The
building will be heated by steam, and
electric wiring installed sufficiently to

take care of the corridors, auditorium
and basement.

The building is so designed that it
can be built either of brick or wood,
and the directors hope that the lowest
tender for a brick building will be
within the limit which they feel
should be expended on this building.
The intention is to have two rooms
made ready for use as quickly as pos-
sible and the whole building completed
by the last of December. In the mean-
time temporary teaching quarters will
be improvised in parts of the old and
new buildings.

$100.578—22 Firms Pre-
sent Bids.

Fredericton, July 15—Province of
New Brunswick Bonds to the value of
$1,161,000 were purchased this after-
noon by A. E. Ames & Co., of Toronto,
and Montreal. They are Canada and
New York payments bonds bearing
interest at the rate of five per cent.
The price paid by A. E. Ames & Co,
the highest bid among 22 bids for
both Canada and New York and Can-
ada payments, was 100.5878. The in-
terest rate at that figure is 4.98.

The highest bid for Canada pay-
ment alone for bonds of 20 year per-
iod was 99.208, made by Wood, Gundy
& Co., Eastern Securities and Royal
Bank of Canada, making a combined
bid. The interest rate at that figare
would be 5.07. The difference in the
two bids was $15,438.97, which is con-
sidered sufficient to pay the exchange.

The Government record, he. said,
had nothing to fear at the hands of
the people. During the administration
of Hon. Dr. Foster, he said, and to the
present time the present administration
had reason to fear no criticism of its
regime.

Challenges Opponents.

He challenged his opponents to place
their fingers on one piece of corruption
since the present administration took
office.

He thanked those attending for the
wonderful demonstration given today.
He took it as public approval of the
government’s record. He felt that the
fact that a delegation of 70 to 75 from
York was present augured well for the
party in that county which had opposed
the present party in power since 1894.
Carleton, Victoria and Charlotte, which
had been in whole or part in opposi-
tion, were well represented. Those
counties, he said, were coming back
to the fold.

The only charge made by the oppo-
sition was that the present government
was extravagant. If, in carrying on
in the proper way the government had
to spend money and that was extra-
vagance, then the Government would
continue to be extravagant, he added.
‘The Public Debt,

‘While the public debt was increased
the present administration was pre-
pared to pay the debt, dollar for dol-
lar, when it came due. This was not
the position of the last government, he
charged. He said they left a debt of
more than $5,000,000 for which no pro-
vision was made. For this sum a sink-
ing fund was created by Dr. Foster’s
Government.

Musquash Development.

The Musquash development, Mr.
Veniot said, was paying its own way
and was not and will not be a burden
on the taxpayers of the province. The
users of the hydro would pay the cost
of retiring the $3,050,000 bonds out-
standing.

The debt, he said, had been increased
by $2,950,000 for good roads, but not
before provision was made for the pay-
ment of the bonds when they fell due.
From $42,000 in 1917, automobile fees
had increased to $414,000 this year,
which” had been earmarked to liqui-
date the debt incurred by providing
good roads.

Says Opposition Unfair,

The opposition, he said, was unfair
in its arguments, particularly in the
country districts.

Loud cheers greeted his announce-
ment that yesterday, for the first time
in the last 13 years in Canada, provin-
cial bonds were sold above par, when
New Brunswick sold a block at one-
half of one per cent. above $100.

The revenue of the province since
1917, he said, had doubled without im-
posing undue taxation of the people.
The only increase made in taxes was
in the road tax, which was lifted 15
cents a $100, and went directly back
to the people. Stumpage had been in-
creased by a better rate and a larger
cut.
Colonel Alexander McMillan was
chosen as temporary chairman and
took charge of the meeting.

E. J. Henneberry was chosen tempor-
ary secretary.

Organization Formed.

On motion of W. M. Ryan it was
decided to form a Provincial Govern-
ment Association.

The following committee was named
by the chair to consider resolutions
and bring them before the meeting:
L C. Rand, J. T. O'Brien, Dr. W. E.
Foster, Guy Porter, P. P. Melanson,
A. J. Doucet and J. B. Dickson. This
committee retired to report this after-

noon. .

After Meeting in

IN THE - MARITIMES

Representatives of Two Races
at Old Fort Beausejour
Today.

‘Moncton, July 16—On the site of old
Fort Beausejour, now called Fort Cum-
berland, one of the last French strong-
holds in Acadia, this afternoon, lead-
ing representatives of the French and
the English descendants of those in
the country at that time will be pres-
ent to see the unveiling of a marker
erected on the site by the Historic
S‘iites and Monuments Board of Can-
ada.

The monument will serve, as it
stands on the ramparts of Fort Cum-
berland, as a mark of Fort Gaspereau
or Fort Monckton, at Port Elgin, and
of Fort Lawrence, which has now al-
most completely disappeared, but which
was erected on the Nova Scotia side of
the Missiguash river by the English
forces.

The unveiling will be by Mrs. Josiah
Wood, wife of Josiah Wood, of Sack-
ville, formerly lieutenant-governor of
New Brunswick. She will be accom-
panied up the steps which lead from
the interior of the fortifications to the
monument by Rev. Father Cormier, of
Shediac, and Dr. H. A. Powell, of St.
John. The latter, besides representing
the English-speaking people, is there
on behalf of the New Brunswick His-
torical Society. Both will speak.

Nova Scotia will be represented by
Major Edwards and Harry Piers, presi-
dent of the Nova Scotia Historical So-
ciety. Both are from Halifax, and
will give addresses. Representatives
from the Colonial War Societies of the
United States were also invited to at-
tend, as the New England colonists of
that time, 1755, took an active part in
all the campaigns in Acadia.
