O b England’s Most - Prosinest
Statesmen 30 Years Ago

London, Jan. 8—Viscount Cross, one
of the most prominent ' Conservative
statesmen in England about thirty years
ago, died today. He held offices in gev-
eral cabinets as secretary of state for the
home department, secretary of state for
India, and lord privy seal. He was a
member of the House of Commons for
twenty-four years, and sat in the House
of Lords for twenty-eight years, having
been made a peer in 1886, He was
ninety-one: years old.

Regina, Sask., Jan. 8—Late last night
it was announced that, in view of the
acute labor situation and threats of vi-
olence emanating from the leader of the
“unemployed gang,” Regina will prob-
ably be under martial law on Friday
night. Superintendent McGibbins, of the
R. N. W. M., Police has offered to send
a detachment to patrol the city. The
city is thoroughly alarmed and a move-
ment is on foot to call & mass meeting
to discuss the situation.

TROUT HERE 10 STOCK THE

NEW HATCHERY AT LITTLE RIVER

Salmon Spawn to Arrive Next Week
---George McAfee Appointed Super-
visor of the Hatchery

The new fish hatchery which has been
established at Little River has been com-
pleted and the first stock for it has ar-
rived in the city. The plant, which is
located on the Little River above the
city reservior and about five miles from
the city by the Loch Lomond road, will
be devoted to the culture of trout spawn
and salmon spawn which will be used
for restocking the fisheries of the prov-
ince. :
S. J. Walker of the department of
marine and fisheries, Ottawa, arrived in
the city yesterday with 250,000 speckled
trout which will be placed in the hatch-
ery. Another shipment of a million or
a million and a half salmon spawn will
arrive here during the next week for the
same purpose. Mr. Walker will supervise
the preliminary work in connection with
the opening of the hatchery and will re-
main here until May to assist and in-
struct George McAfee, who has been

given the appointment of supervisor of

the. hatchery. In May Mr. Walker will
take charge of the shad hatchery at the
Narrows on the St. John river.

Speaking of this feature of the work
of the department Mr. Walker said that
the plant which they already have at
the mouth of the Little River was mere-
ly a retaining pond where the salmon
were kept and stripped of their spawn
which was then shipped to hatcheries
elsewhere. The new hatchery would en-
able the department to hatch the spawn
asd replenish tre fisheries from tre na-
tive stock. The young salmon would
be placed in tidal rivers where they
could find their way to the sea as they
grew older. The trout would be used
to restock the brooks and streams ar-
ound the province.

A. C. Finlayson, of the same depart-
ment, arrived in the city last evening and
left this morning by the D. A. R. with a
shipment of speckled trout for the hatch-

They are Thomas Hyland' of 448 West
30th street and Thomas F. Brennan of
820 West 27th street.

Murphy was a waiter, aged thirty-

a year ago when one of his bartenders
was shot. Hyland had. been
ut the grand jury failed to indict.
The gang went out, but before mid-
night Hyland returned and with him
came Brennan. Hyland insisted upon
being served, according to Bello. He and
Brennan were behaving boisterously,
when Bello signalled Murphy to go for
a policeman. As Murphy reached the
side door opening into 27th street four
shots were fired. o of them struck
waiter, The other shots raked the
rs and shattered bottles of liquor
back of the bar.

CONVICTS MUTINY

Four Prisoners Killed and 53 Wounded,
and 18 Warders Injured

Cairo, Egypt, Jan. 8—Four Egyptian
convicts were killed and fifty-three
wounded when - the prisoners confined
in the neighboring Tourah penitentiary
mutinied and were fired on by the guards
Eighteen warders were wounded.

A conspiracy to break jail had been
suspected, and the convicts were parad-
ed in tlie courtyard of the prison. The
wardens began to search them, and one
of the prisoners struck a.searcher. This
was the signal for a general onslaught
on the wardens by 1,800 prisoners and
the officials were in imminent danger of
their lives. ”

The armed guards of the jail then
mounted the high walls surrounding
the courtyard and fired a warning vol-
ley of blank cartridge, which had no ef-
fect in checking the mutineers. The
guards then loaded their magazine rifles
with ball cartridges and fired several
volleys into the closely packed mass.

FIAD THAT JOAN JASPER WAS
GULTY OF MANSLAUGHTER

Mystery of Edwin Drood Matter Of
Mock Trial by English Literary Men

London, Jan. 8—Students of ' Dickens
gathered at King¥ Hall, Covent Garden,
last night, and gathered up the threads
of Dickens’ unfinished tale, “The Mys-.
tery of Edwin ,Drood.” The entertain-
ment took the form of court proceed-
ings, in which John Jasper was placed
on trial for the murder of Edwin Drood.
Ahbout mid-night the jury rendered the
following verdici:

“In the British spirit of compromise
we adJudge the prisoner guilty of man-
slaughter.”

G. K. Chesterton, novelist, acted as
judge. Bernard Shaw, was the foreman
of the jury. J. Cuming Walters, dn au-
thority on Dickens, was leading coun-
sel for the prosecution and W. W. Crot¢h
author of Charles Dickens as a Social
Reformer, acted for the defence.

The jury was composed of Bernard
Shaw, foreman; ' Sir Edward Russell,
W. W. Jacobs, William De Morgan, Wil-
liam Patt Ridge, Arthur Morrison, Wil-
liam Archer, - Justin H. M’Carthy,
Francesco Berge.r, Ridgwell Cullum,
Coulson Kernahan and  Thomas Sec-
combe. The witnesses were in character
costume.

VAST TIMBER DEAL

Uncle Sam Selfs 1,000,000,000 Feet in
Kaibab National Forest in Arizona

Washington, Jan. 8-—The sale of a bil-
lion feet of standing timber from the
Kaibab National forest in Northern Ari~

zona, with authority for the construction
of 200 miles of railroad by the purchas-
ers through one of the richest sections of
the west has been approved by Secretary
Houston of the department of agricul-
ture.
- Bids will be received up to the middle
of June this year; then three years will
be allowed the successful contractors for
building the railway. The timber will be
cut gradually -over a period of 25 years.
This project is the most gigantic
launched by the forestry service since
ils creation. So carefully have the ser-
vice officials mapped out their plans that
by the end of the contract period the
land first bared by the cutting will have
been reforested by a new growth and
the scenic beauty will remain unmarred.

Recognizing the difficulties whieh lie
in the limited transportation facilities,
the service decided that the contractors
should be allowed to construct a 1]-
road connecting Colorado and Utah
the Grand Canyon, which heretofore has
been accessible only by the southern ap-
proaches. For several years the construc-
tion of 'such a road has been considered
by various capitalists, but it has been
stated that the lack of assured traffic
proved an effectual barrier.

It was pointed out at the department
that a contract for a billion feet of tim-
ber will overcome this difficulty and pro-
vide a commodity transportation which
with the tourist and local traffic includ-
ed, will place the project on a paying
basis.
