Paris, Aug. 5—Assured of England’s support and protection of 
the French coast from German attack, France today hurled more 
than 1,000,000 men toward the frontiers of Germany and Belgium.

Those advancing on Germany will not stop at the border, but 
those advancing on Belgium will be held there unless King Albert 
appeals for help.

General Joffre, the commander-in-chief, took control of the troops 
on the German border in person today, superseding General Lunier, 
who will command the northern division.

London, Aug. 5—An official report from Paris this morning says that the 
German cruisers Goeben, Breslau and Panther, after bombarding Bona, were 
trapped by the French fleet which captured the Goeben and Breslau and -sank 
the Panther.

London, Aug. 5—A deapatch to the "Chronicle” from Paris says that after 
bombarding the Algerian town of Boos, the German cruisers Goeben, Breslau 
and Panther were caught by British and French squadrons which had been 
awaiting them. The French warships captured the Goeben and Breslau and 
sank the Panther.

The French vessels hurried over from Toulon In time to Intercept the 
German warships as they fled eastward following the bombardment of Phillip- 
ville and Bona. British warships steaming "eastward from Gibraltar forced 
the German vessels to choose an effort to escape eastward and they were en­
trapped by the French.

BOMBARDING OF TWO BELGIAN TOWNS 
OF NAMUR AND LIEGE BY THE GERMANS

IBrussels, Aug. 5—The German artillery Is bombarding the Belgian towns 
of Namur and Liege. Heavy field guns were placed in position today and when 
the surrender of the dties was refused the shelling was immediately begun.

The Belgium troops successfully resisted the first attack upon Liege, turn­
ing back the right wing of a force of 80,000 Germans invading tile little king­
dom. Heavy losses were sustained by the German infantry. The attack was 
renewed today with the support of the artillery.

Brussels, Aug. 5—It was officially announced today that the Belgian forces 
have effectively checked the German advance. The attacking forces have suf- ■ 
fered heavy loss, while the Belgian casualties were trifling.

Paris, Aug. 5—The German advance attacked the French outlyfhg post of 
Petit Croix,- scene of Monday's annihilation of a German Uhlan column, at day­
break today. An advance guard of skirmishers with supporting artillery 
charged the French earthworks, but when it was found that the French were 
in force the troops withdrew and a long range artillery duel began. It is sale, 
at the War Office that the objective of the attack is probably to isolate Bel­
fort,

The latter fort is so strong that ft can easily withstand any assault that 
can be directed against it, but in accordance with the German war plane it is 
believed here an attempt will he made to threaten it so that its garrison will 
have to be maintained at war strength.

AIRMAN SHOT TO PIECES
• Brussels, Aug 5—A German aviator flew across the Belgian defenses out­

side of Liege today. He was greeted with a storm of bullets from the forces 
and literally shot to pieces falling to the ground in the middle of the Belgian 
forces. As a result the other German airmen who had been seen in the dist­
ance flew hack to the German lines.

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In The North Sea
London, Aug 5—A naval battle between German and British warships is

NOTHING NOW BUT WIRELESS ■

New York, Aug. 6—Direct cable com­
munication with Germany was stopped 
today.

The German Atlantic cable line from 
New York to Emden, via the Azores, 
was cut about 1.80 a. m. at some point 
east of the Azores, possibly by British less, 
warships. The Commercial Cable Com­
pany, which operates the American end 
of this line, made the announcement of 

’the cutting today, and refused to accept 
messages for Germany. It was denied 
that the lines had been cut by British 
warships on this side of the Atlantic.
The cable was working, according to 
announcement, as far as the Azores.

Charles P. Adams, second vice-presi­
dent of the Commercial Cable Company, 
said there was no trouble with the re­
gular Commercial Cable Company’s lines 
which run from New York to Nova 
Scotia and thence to points on the 
English coast. Communication with 
England over these lines was still being 
maintained. . No hope was held out 
however, for any immediate restoration ritory.

I of the advance désigna Is this dress to 
1 novelty sponge It le made without a 
lining, the waist having as the out­
standing-feature long; one-piece raglan 
sleeves The cellar Is of dark silk 
bound -with a bias told of the drees ma­
terial. Four and a half yards of sponge 
will make the model, since the mate- 

| rial is usually 44 Inches wide. A quar­
ter of a yard of 36-inch silk win be re­
quired for the Japanese collar.

As the front gore of the skirt Is cut 
from an open-width of the material the 
sleeve and front may be arranged on 
the same section of the goods for pur­
poses of economy. There are Indica­
tions for cutting both the sleeves and 
skirt shorter. If desired, 
section ofr the skirt, bask gore, piecing 
for upper section, collar and back are 
cut from a fold of the goods. The pat­
tern parts lettered L K. D and O are 
arranged on a lengthwise fold, the oth­
ers on a lengthwise thread of the 
eponge.

The murder of Jean Jaurès on lasb 
Friday removes a very remarkable figure 
from French public life, and incidentally 
serves as a striking lesson to those who 
make it a practice to persistently assail 
and abuse the rulers of their native 
land. Abuse of this kind sometimes 
leads in times of peace to attempts up­
on the life of the chief of the state by 
cranks whose minds have been inflamed 
by what they have read and heard. But 
when the nation goes to war, the shoe 
is on the other foot, and those mentally 
unbalanced turn their hands no longer 
against the head of the nation, but 
against his assailants.

In the presence of war with one or 
more foreign powers, internal differences 
are in ninety-nine cases out of a hun­
dred, stilled for the nonce, party lines 
are effaced, and the rivals and antag­
onists of yesterday join hands, to show 
a united front to a common danger.

We saw a striking evidence of this 
last week, in the British parliament, 
when, in response to the stirring ap­
peal of Premier Asquith, the bitter con­
test concerning Ulster and Home Rule 
was by common consent postponed in­
definitely, so as to admit of the empire 
showing a united nation in face of the 
greatest foreign war which England has 
ever been called upon to face.

It is the same in France, and the 
people now, in view of war with Germ­
any, are full of bitterness against those 
who for the sake of mere party consid­
erations, or still more selfish personal 
Interests, have fought so relentlessly 
against President Poincare, for having 
insisted on restoring the three years 
compulsory military service system,| 
which in the opinion of all experts is in­
dispensable to the efficacy of the French 
army.

Such men come to be looked upon in 
moments such as these, as traitors, and 
as national dangers, and it is these con­
siderations that led Raoul Kilain, who 
seems to have been the son of an in­
sane mother, to kill Jean Jaurès, as the 
acknowledged leader of the Radical 
movement against President Poincare, 
and against the three years’ military 
service system.

(Montreal Journal of Commerce.)
A New York despatch says:

When the news became known to London the indignation of the populace 
knew no bounds. An attempt was made to wreck the German embassy by 
thousands of infuriated dtUens and thousands of Metropolitan police, includ­
ing the whole of the mounted force, struggled for over an hour and a half 
against overwhelming odds. The building was partially wrecked, but nobody 
was seriously hurt among its occupants, though scores of people in the crowd 
were trampled by the police who repeatedly charged the mob.

The admiralty offices were a blase of fight all the evening snd shortly 
after midnight the first lord, Winston Churchill, rushed to Buckingham Palace 
with Sir Edward Grey.

The building and ornamental stones 

of the maritime provinces are the sub­
ject of a report by William A. Parks, is­
sued by the department of mines at Ot­
tawa. While in Quebec limestone of the 
best quality for building purposes is ab­
undant, in New Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia it appears to be rare. The reli­
ance of the builder and architect is on 
granite and sandstone.

Its wants in this matter 
are supplied largely from the United 
States, while some has been brought 
from Scotland.

What is said in Mr. Parks’ report 
about the sandstones of New Brunswick 
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island 
suggests that its wants might well be 
supplied from nearer home. The colors 
of the lower province deposits range 
from olive green, through grey to red 
and brown, so that all tastes may be 
suited. The stones have been used also 
in the construction of public and other 
buildings and have stood the test of time 
and the weather. They might well be 
more used if more was known about 
them.

But at a ball the 
emperor and the school girl danced to­
gether half the night in defiance of 
court etiquette. The very next morning 
the betrothal was announced. In Aus­
tria there is a betrothal ceremony, and 
as the guests came out he said to his 
bride-to-be:—

“This is the happiest day of my life. 
I owe my happiness to you, and I 
thank you for the light that you have 
brought into my life."

Perhaps it was the happiest day. For 
that dream of youth crumpled and 
csorapled as the-petak of a Yose, a trag­
ic red rose of passion come untimely to 
flower.

The empress was said to be the most 
beautiful woman in Europe. She had, 
too, a trace of Hungarian ancestry, and 
this was a good omen from the national, 
point of view. Her very name, Eliza-' 
beth of Hungary, was good to hear. Hy­
pochondria and Jealousy were the rocks 
that split the bark. In a platonic way 
the emperor had a great friendship for 
the Archduchess Elizabeth, and this the 
young Elizabeth was fool enough to re­
sent. A more real trouble was the poli­
tical ambition of the Archduchess Sophia 
who resented the enormous popularjjow- 
er of her daughter-in-law.

The announcement of war, the sum­
moning of parliament and the prepara­
tions for the international conflict have 
made their influence felt on the Dugal 
inquiry.
