He considered 
that young men who had left school to 
enter business and meanwhile engaged in 

^church work were better qualified for the 
ministry than boys who went direct from 
high school to college.

Canon Sisam thought a diocesan paper 
practicable and Archdeacon Newnham told 
of a previous experiment along this line 
which had to be discontinued.

Archdeacon Raymond said that unless 
some members of the synod were prepared 
to give such a paper careful attention and 
much time it could not succeed. It would 
be of great value, however, in disseminat­
ing news and notices of importance to the 
diocese but for which room could not be

The estate, valued at 
about $20,000 is distributed chiefly among 
members of the Barton family, the only 
bequest otiteide of the family being one of 
$200 to Charles I. Rawson of Oxford.

Red Cross and its activities throughout 
the world. ,

The papers are all carefully filed. The 
will was executed on Feb. 27, 1912, in 
Glen Echo.

Touching the matter of child welfare, 

Dr. Hyde, president of Bowdoin College, 
Maine, made some striking statements at 
the Maine. State Conference of Charities 
and Correction. Among other things he 
said:— •

‘There should be established In all 
town» and cities of considerable size the 
intermediate industrial schools for chil­
dren over fourteen years. of age. The 
birthright of the child requires that the 
city shall furnish enough playgrounds, 
well enough located, to give all the boys 
•pd girls a chance to play, and be pro- 

‘ tested and guided in their play. It is part 
of 'the birthright of every child to have 
the best kind of bigness, the bravest kind 
of.strength, the purest kind of goodness 
brought home to him in the persons of 
men and women who get near enough to 
hiifi, and share enough of his life with 
hint, to let him see and feel their big 
heartedness, their strong manliness, their 

| pure womanliness for what they really 
Ï are."
: In his remarks concerning the function

of the law in promoting child-welfare, Dr. 
i Hyde said:—
t "The first step to give the child his 

heritage and make the'future citizen what 
he or zhe should be, is protection by law 
against premature, excessive and injurious 
labor. Every right-minded and intelligent

___person is now alive to the evils which,
until seven years ago, passed almost un­
challenged; and the public is coming to 
agree in general upon * programme indors­
ed by the commissioners on uniform state 
laws Aug. 26, 1911, the essential features 
of Which are as follows: Freedom from 

- competitive industry, commercial and me- 
1 chemical up to fourteen; from fourteen to 

sixteen freedom from excessive hours, 
night work, or occupations dangerous to 
life, health or morals; opportunity for 
fundamental education and normal health 
and development as a condition of em­
ployment, and protection up to eighteen, 
and, where necessary, up to twenty-one 
against specially hazardous or demoraliz­
ing employments.”

The law must also provide a means 
whereby children may be protected when 
necessary from their parents. In other 
words, a Child’s Protection Act is a ne­
cessity which a Christian community can­
not afford to overlook. .

The refinery wdl have a great advantage 
over rival concerns in Upper Canada on 
account of the fact that raw sugar is ship­
ped from the West Indies chiefly from De­
cember to April during which period the 
other refineries will have to bring it part 
way by rail while the local refinery can 
have it landed at its own docks all the 
year around.

Considering the unfavorable weather all 

summer, Kennedy and Macdonald, the con­
tractors, who have the territory from 
Woodstock to Centreville are extremely 
pleased at tile large amount of work done 
on their contract.

There are three divieional engineers on 
this section, Mr. Wetmore at Woodstock, . 
Mr. Croasdale farther north, and Mr. Me- 
Kenzie from Lakeville to Centreville. The 
latter has been going over the right of 
way in his territory, locating and erect­
ing campe. The sub-contracts have been 
let and work will commence immediately 
to be continued all winter in the rock 
cuts.

Some 500 men are now employed on this 
section. About sixty Bulgarians have left 
within the past two weeks, en route to 
Bulgaria to join their former regiments 
now having a successful war against the 
Turks; there are about seventy-five more 
here, who have decided to /stay with the 
job, feeling satisfied that the Turks can be 
trimmed without their assistance. -

The sub-contractors who will be con­
tinued until this section is completed, and 
who will do all the wfk with probably 
one more additional contractor, commenc­
ing from Woodstock going north, are A. J. 
Mclnnis, Kennedy and Fraser, W. McD. 
Archibald, Mitchell and Sutherland, Mc­
Millan and McGillivray; these contracta ex­
tend to Lindsay, but the two former firms,
A. J. Mclnnis and Kennedy & Fraser have 
finished their first contract and are mov­
ing north toward Centrevile.

The fencing and telegraph pole contract /*> 
on this section is held by Flemming jfc 
Babkirk; they are rushing the work and 
have now reached Lindsay.

Scott & Kelly the sub-contractors below 
town have a large crew of men grading on 
the west side of the C. P. R. near the 
lower end of town, to enable a spur line 
to be laid to connect with the C. P. R., 
so that the steam shovel, rails, etc., can be 
got to the work being done personally 
by the contractors, the steam shovel in 
particular being required by the contract­
ors as soon as it can possibly be got in 
by rail; it will take nearly a month be­
fore the grading will be finished to enable 
the spur line to be built.

Kennedy and Macdonald are personally 
doing some seven miles of heavy rock cut­
ting; they have 150 men at work; start- " 
ing at the Hoolton road, near the Trot­
ting Park, they have finished some three 
miles up to the crossing of the Meduxne- 
kik; some of these cuts were 50 feet deep; i 
they will now commence the other four 
miles after crossing the creek, which will 
be really heavier work than the three 
miles completed. These seven miles of 
heavy cuts will be completed by May 1st., ■ 
when Gallivan’s swamp will be reached 
and it will be a comparatively level coun­
try from there to Lakeville.

The contractors, Kennedy and Macdon­
ald, have decided to build the bridge 
across the creek themselves; they are 
working on the excavation and founda­
tion at present and will continue during 
the winter months. The bridge will be 300 
feet long.

Sea of Marmora.

These, however, are only flying columns. 
The main body has not yet commenced the 
attack on the Tchatalja fortifications.

According to statements made by prom­
inent public mon in Sofia, Bulgaria will re­
ject mediation until- Tchatalja has been 
captured and Adriànople has fallen, and 
although it is said that entry into Con­
stantinople is no part of the allies’ plan, 
Bulgaria will not listen to the suggestion 
of peace negotiations unless Turkey gives 
an undertaking to bring no more reinforce­
ments from Asia.

Sofia, Nov. 6—The Turkish army, com­
manded by Nazim Pasha, was completely 
crushed in the great battle of the last two 
days on the Serai Tchorlu line. Accord­
ing to the semi-officials the Turks lost in 
killed and injured, more than double the 
losses at Lule Burgas. The Bulgarians are 
now pursuing the defeated army.

an elevator shaft in the Opera House 
block on Saturday last, was begun by 
Coroner Berryman in the police court 

last night. Most of the evidence sub­
mitted was concerning the nature of the 
protection of the shaft and the openings 
leading to it at the time of the accident. 
The witnesses were Chief Kerr and Dis­
trict Foreman Charles Jackson of the 
fire department; John Kenney, factory in­
spector for New Brunswick; Harry N. De- 
Mille, Maurice A. Ring and George Lobb.

Chief Kerr told of inspecting the elevat­
or in company with Mr. Jackson, 
considered the entrances to the elevator 
shaft on the second and third floors were 
good, but that the one on the first floor 

not. He thought that if there had 
been a guard inside the door that the ac­
cident would not 'have happened. He also 
said that there were no lights near the 
elevator.

Inspector Kenney gave a report of hie 
inspection of the building. He testified 
that he found the lower entrance protect­
ed by two narrow doors, fastening in the 
centre, and also by a low picket gate 
which lifted up and down. The entrances 
on the second and third floors were pro­
tected with low gates. He thought the 
protection was sufficient for all practical 
purposes.

Harry DeMille told of finding the body 
in the elevator shaft, and of taking it to 
the hospital. George Lobb told of being 
with Cribbs and others in one of the

Janry , Most people at one time or another have 

observed a dog burying a bone, and have 
said to themselves : —-“The dog has had as 
much food as he requires, and is burying 
the bone so that he ipay go to the spot 
and dig it up again when he is hungry. 
Probably they are right, but I think it is 

always the fear of hunger in the^ fu­
ture that prompts the dog to “bury,” as 
the following instances may show.

I owned a cocker spaniel. He was a good 
worker, and a very good retriever. I took 
him out one winter evening when I was 
shooting rabbits. I was nearing home in 
the dusk when a rabbit jumped out of a 
tuft of grass and ran back. I shot him. 
The spaniel, which was usually very quick 
to retrieve, did not return. I waited and 
whistled in the dark, and at last went 

, and found the dog looking very self- 
conscious. I looked about, and found the 
rabbit nearly entirely buried in some loose 
sandy soil. I had never known the dog to 
do this before, and he never did it again.

The same dog one day brought a large 
bone into a room, and at once proceeded 
to dig an imaginary hole in the carpet, in­
to which he carefullv placed the bone. He 
then with his nose filled in the hole with 
imaginary earth, ,and after removing the 
imaginary earth from his toes by scratch­
ing backwards, walked away perfectly hap­
py, the bone lying on the carpet all the 
time. The whole performance was most 
ludicrous to watch, but the dog was most 
serious throughout.

At another time I was shooting in Nor­
folk^—partridge driving. It was a stormy 
day and at luncheon we had only seven­
teen partridges and one hare. We lunched 
at the keepers' cottage, and the game was 
laid out in front of the cottage door. Two 
retrievers—one a keeper’s dog—were left 
outside. When we came out from luncheon 
only one partridge and the hare were to 
be seeq. We suspected tramps, as the road 
was near at hand; but some one saw some 
feathers in the garden, from which pota­
toes had recently been lifted, and on in­
vestigation it proved to be one of the par­
tridges, which had been buried by the 
dogs. We then hunted the whole garden, 
and found all the partridge* more or less 
buried except one, which we eventually 
found in the kennel of a retriever which 
was chained up near by. They probably 
gave him this one to play with, as he could 
not join in the fun. All the birds 
quite unharmed.

The last case is that of a non-sporting 
dog burying an inanimate object. A little 
niece of mine, who seems to have a won­
derful power over dogs and other animals, 
has a small Yorkshire terrier. This little 
dog wae exceedingly jealous of a large 
Teddy bear which I had given her. Seeing 
how jealous the dog was .the little girl 
used to tease him by fondling the Teddy 
bear. This used to make him perfectly 
furious, and he gave vent to his feelings 
in unmistakable manner. One morning the 
gardi^er saw the little dog carrying the 
Teddy bear across the garden. The dog 
took it to the shrubbery, where he dug a 
big hole and consigned poor Tedy to his 
last resting place. It wae never found, 

the grave must have been deep. In this 
instance there could have been no question 
of the prospect of a good dinner in the 
future.

86% Geneva, Nov. 7—A great work is near­
ing completion in the heart of the Alps 
which has been earned on during the 
last six years at the cost of $20,000,000 and 
of many human lives. This is the Ber­
nese Alps Railway—a line which, although 
but forty-eight miles in length, has a his­
tory going hack some fifty years.

After many vicissitudes and a long ser­
ies of parliamentary debates the scheme of 
a line which should transact the Bernese 
Alps was definitely adopted in 1906* and 
the work was started in the same 'year. 
It would be no exaggeration to say that 
the building of the Bernese Alps railway 
was one «f the most difficult railway en­
gineering feats ever undertaken. Not only 
was it neee*ary to pierce a tunnel 
through the immense masses of the Bern­
ese Alps range, but the line on either side 
of this nine-mile-long tunnel had to be 
carried through wild, precipitous country, 
where the laying of a railway track was 
accompanied by almost insuperable diffi­
culties and many dangers.

The new line starts at Spies, on the 
beautiful Lake of Thun, and proceeds via 
Frutigen to Kanderateg, where the north­
ern portal of the great tunnel is situated. 
The first section of the line, from Spies 
to Frutigen, has been open for some time, 
and her* the trials of the powerful elec­
tric locomotives destined for the Lotech- 
berg service have taken place. These elec­
tric locomotives are the moat powerful al­
ternating current locomotives in the 
world, and each can do the work of two 
Gothard steam locomotives, being capable 
of hauling a train of 310 tone on a grad­
ient of 1.37 at a speed of twenty-six miles 
an hour.

The line is carried over a magnificent 
viaduct of thirteen arches after leaving 
Frutigen, and thence follows the left side 
of the Kanderateg Valley A series of 
fine embankments, graceful bridges and 
viaducts overcomes the natural obstacles 
offered by the terrain, and midway be- 
tween Frutigen end Kenderetek there is 
an interesting point where the railway de­
scribee a gigantic loop, and the track crow- 
es three times »t different levels.

At Kendersteg the line entera the tun­
nel, which was four and a half year» m 
the making, and emerges on the other aide 
of the mountain range at Gtoppenetein m 
the wild Lotsohen Valley. Here, in tins 
avalanche-swept «pot, elaborate precau­
tions have been taken to prevent the de­
struction of the line by falls of anew 
tnaraea, barriers having been constructed 
at intervals up the mountain side to break 
their force, while the track itself is 
guarded for some distance by a mighty 
granite wall.

Hitherto ostrich- 
farming has not been carried on to any 
large extent in Great Britain, but recently 
an expert in the industry who visited 
the Scottish Highlands, said that the 
Highlands was an ideal place for rearing 
the birds, and an effort is to be made to 
start a farm probably near the Tros- 
saclis district.

For some time Karl Hagenbeck, whose 
continental zoological gardens are known 
throughout the world, has held the opinion 
that if ostrich farms were started’ in the 
Scottish Highlands the feathers of the 
birds would be even better than the feath­
ers now obtained from South Africa. Con­
trary to the common belief, the cold 
weather, it is said, would not have a bad 
effect on ostriches if they were allowed 
freedom and not kept in a small enclosure.

1, 1910 show that the total popuUtion of 
Germany has increased by 15.18 per cent, 
in ten years. One of the most remarkable 
facts shown by the new statistical tables 
is the importance of the foreign element in 
the German.; Empire, and the extent to 
which the foreign and foreign-born. popu­
Ution haa recently increased. With a 
population of 63,925,993 subjects of the im­
perial throne, Germany also counts 1,259,- 
873 foriegners within her frontiers.

It is patent that Germany is importing 
brains and labor, for the increase in the 
foreign popuUtion has been four times 
as rapid as that of the native population 
—the increase indeed was nearly 20 per 
cent, in only five years, the total addition 
to the foreign popuUtion within this peri­
od being 231,313.

There is little fear that the .character of 
the nation will be changed in consequence, | 
as more than half the foreign element 
comes from German-speaking Austria, and 
the next largest element comes from Hol- 
Und, a country which haa more in com­
mon with Germany than most of the other 
nations. In all, there were 144,000 Dutch­
men, 137,000 Russians, 104,000 Italians, and 
68,000 Swiss. The Rhine provinces con­
tinue to be more international than any 
other part of the empire.

Most encouraging conditions regarding 

the general health of the city are provided 
in the statistics furnished in the annual 
report of T. M. Burns, secretary of the 
board of health, for the year ended : 
October 31, now ready for presentation at ^ 
the annual meeting on Tuesday next. The f 
figures disclose the fact that the number 
of deaths during the twelve months was] 
considerably 1 less' than for many years 
previous, and also show that the deaths 
from infectious disease is fully fifty per 
cent, below that of other years.

That the secretary is in a position to 
report such conditions is beleived due in 
no small measure to the precautions exer-- 
cised by the board and the care taken 
in stamping out disease and preventing its 
spread while the atmospherical conditions 
during last year were also instrumental in 
checking infection, particularly with dis­
eases amongst children.

There were 654 deaths reported as com­
pared with 760 for the same period of the 
previous year. The causes of death of 
course embrace a wide range of diseases. 
Tuberculosis took the lead having e ghty- 
six victims in all its forms, seventy-eight 
of them succumbing to tuberculosis of the 
lungs.
