Daylight Saving Plan Goes Into
Effect At Twe O'Clock on Sun-
day Morn g Protestant Churches
on New Time Tomorrow; Cath-
olics Retaia Old for Day

Go to bed an hour early tonight. Be-
fore doing so, put the hands of the time-
pieces ahead an hour. When morning
comes the daylight saving plan will be
in effect. : :

The bill' providing for the adoption
of this important measure of war econ-
om{l and convenience was assented to in
parliament yesterday by Sir Charles Fitz-
patrick, acting governor-general, and has
been proclaimed in a special issue of the
Royal Gazette.

Two o’clock on Sunday morning is the
hour when the change goes into effect,
this time having been selected as one
when least inconvemience will be caused
by the change, especially by the rail-
ways, which will conform to the new
| order of affairs with as little dislocation
to the service as possible. :

By Monday all Canada, as well as the
United States and the majority of ‘the
European nations, will be operating on
the new time schedule. For most of the
citizens this will mean getting up an
hour earlier in the morning and turning
in an hour earlier at night. For the
average citizen there will be little incon-
venience in the change and the benefit
will be the 'use of an extra hour of day-
light with the consequent saving of a
vast amount of illuminating material—a
matter of vital importance to the nation
in view.of the coal shortage.

The one exception to the general
change in the city tomorrow will be
found in the hours of service in the Ca-
tholic churches, which will be held ac-
cording to the old time. This is being
‘dene on account of the shorkness of fhe
notice given and the fear that many -of
the people may neglect to confofm to the
change on the first day and might ar-
rive an hour late, and so miss mass,
while worshippers arriving at the church
according to the new time would be an
hour early. The ' Protestant = ‘churches
will follow the new time tomorrow and
the Catholic churches will fall in line on
Monday. ; i

The railway trains which are running
when the time changes, will complete
their runs on an hour late schedule. All
trains starting their runs after the
change occurs will operate on the new
time,

The street railway will conform to the
daylight plan when their cars leave the
barn tomorrow morning. 2

Moncton, N. B.,, April- 18—The z{-
tion of daylight saving time -will. make
no difference in the time figures'of trains
on the Canadian Government Railway.
An official circular instructs that all
clocks and watches are to be set one
hour ahead at 2 a.m. Sunday, so as to
indicate- 3 a.m. -The timetable now in
effect on the railway will theréfore re-
main unchanged.

' VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

If/ the legislature of New Brunswick
ean see its way clear to accept and pass
at this session the bill providing for a
Vocational Education Board and the in-

. — troduction of vocational training in this

pmvénrﬁe, it will have added another to
a very notable list of progressive meas-
ures, that will mark the present session
as one of the most fruitful in the legisla-

, tive"annals’ of the province. If to the
roads hill, the forestry bill, the compen-
sation bill, the health bill and others
can be added the vocational education
bill this house will be able to congratu-
late itself on having ably served the
highest interests of the province:

The committee on vocational educa-
tion, whose findings and recommenda-
tions are published today, begin with the
statement of some startling facts. So far
as they have been able to estimate there

are '16,000 children between fourteen and

eighteen years of age in this province who
are not in school. Last year there were
only 2,097 pupils in the public high
schools, and of these only 845 were in the
eleventh grade. Only 8.2 per cent of the

pupils enrolled were in high school, and

only .6 per cent in Grade XI. To give
‘another illustration, there were last year
in round numbers, 16,000 pupils in Grade
1, 1,700 in Grade XIII, and 860 in Grade
XL g

This means that the vast majority of
pupils leave school at too early an age.
Our course of education makes admirable
provision for the small percentage of
pupils who go on through the high school
to college and the professions, but does
not provide properly for the great num-
ber who leave school and go into the
industries. The only attempt to pro-
vide for their needs is the limited work
done in manual ning, home economics,

and elementary agriculture. The new!

aim is to take care of pupils over twelve
years of age who are practically certain
to go into the industries, and for their
benefit to make provision first for what
is styled pre-vocational training and
later for practical training along a chosen
line.

The report of which portions are print-
er today gives actual illustrations to show
how much earlier the boy acquires profit-
able earning power when he has had the

vantage of vocational training. There
is also the very important consideration
that if a Doy becomes interested in the
vocational part of his work he will stay
longer at school and so become mére pro-
ficient in the other branches of education,
and a more intelligent and useful citizen.

Vocational training has long since
passed the experimental stage. This
province is very late in starting ana
should delay no longer. Prompt action
means greater efficiency for the young
citizens who will come to manhood and
womanhood in an age of the most strenu-
ous competition in industry and com-
merce that the world has ever known.

1t will be seen that the plan of the
committee provides for a vocational edu-
cation board. The bill enables the vari-
ous communities to imtroduce vocational
training and get substantial assistance
from the province. It is also suggested
that regional vocational schools be es-
tablished, beginning perhaps with Sussex
and Woodstock, where more advanced
schools could be established that would
care for the needs of the advanced stud-
ents of a considerable surrounding area,
who desired to take more than the or-
dinary vocational course in the publie
schools. ‘Eventually the growth of voca-
tional devartments or schools would

reach out to embrace the whole prov- |
ince. i

Every reader of the Times should read
the summary report printed in this issue.

Reverting to the $14,000 paid by the
Power Company to the city, Mr. MecLel-
lan said that this payment relieved the
company of its charter obligation to' re-
move snow and repair streets. ‘If ‘they
were not getting value they would not
have renewed the agreement several
years ago. =

Commissioner Fisher spoke in support
of the hill. Regarding the Power Com-
pany he pointed out that the company’s
use of the streets does damage the pave-
ments.

This concluded the hearing and the
committee arose.

| Proceedings of Annual Meeting
t Held Yesterday — Mrs. E. A.
Smith Re-elected President

The annual meeting of the St. John
Local Council of Women ‘was held yes-
terday afternoon in the Natural History
Scciety rooms. Following the address of
welcome by the president, Mrs, E, Athey-
ton Smith, reports were read by the
recording and corresponding secretaries,
the treasurer and by representatives of
affiliated societies.

Mrs. E. A. Smith, president, spoke df
the ‘activities of women in all spheres of
life. “Every woman’s heart today,” she
said, “throbs in sympathy, love and de-
votion with the great heart of your be-
loved empire in its hour of bitter stress
and peril.” .

Mrs. A. W. Estey, recording secretary,
then gave her report in which she pointed
out that there were twenty-eight so-
cieties now affiliated with the council.

The corresponding secretary, Miss
Amelia J. Haley, then presented her re-
port. She said, that 465 pairs of socks
had been collected through the medium
of the committee of the council and the
affiliated societies. These were sent to
Lieutenant-Colonel D’Aigle on the day of
the battalion’s departure for overseas. In
May a concert was given for the N. B.
Kilties Battalion under the council’s aus-
pices, and $§300 was realized for the bat-
talion and $100 for the council’s treasury.

In compliance with a request from the
national service department of Ottawa a
food conservation campaign was organ-
ized and cards, etc., were distributed
throughout New Brunswick.

In December a rosebud day was held
and $2,051 was realized for the benefit of
the Children’s Aid Society. After the
Halifax disaster 97 cases and 17 boxes
of clothing were collected and forwarded
to Truro. Cash donations of $800 were
collected and expended for new clothing.

Less than eight per cent. are in second-
ary grades. (See App. B.)

4 Grade IX,, 1,103; grade X. 651;
grade X1, 848. This is the distribution
of pupils in the high schools of New
Brunswick last year. Those pupils that
do not reach- secondary - grades very
largely drop. out before graduating.
These figures show conclusively that the
New Brumswick schools are not training
our young in adequate numbers through
the secondary school period; nor are they
carrying a large proportion through the
elementaryp grades. It would seem that
.the present secondary “school training is
not acceptable to the great majority of
our people.: : !

5. Sixtecn thousand of secondary school
age not in school. © There are at least
20,000 persons ‘in- the province of New
Brunswick between 14 and 18 years of
age,”i. e, of secondary school age; 2,068
of these are enrolled in the public high
schools; 769 are attending private schools,
There are scattered throughout our rural
schools, but these 'for the most part are
not doing work''-of secondary grade.
There are therefore at least 16,000 young
persons in New Brunswick of high
sehool age who'‘are not under any sys-
tematic educational influence.’

_6. The great majority of our young

- 40
eniter ind ti}i ediately upén leaving
the'public' school! * Of thése two groups
the latter comprises the great majarity
of our young people. Our schools are
delesting those wito'can and wish to’ take
a university couyse. The records show
it to‘be a comparatively small number.
Most of our young people are destined to
enter industry.

7. No facilities are at present offered
by our schools to prepare this great ma-
jority for profitable emiployment. The
schools at present aim- and pfepare stu-
dents to enter college. The large num-
ber of girls and boys indicated are al-
lowed to enter inidustry without a satis-
factory elementary education and entire-
ly .destitute of specific training to fit
them for profitable employment.

8. Apprenticeship and: home instruc-
tion in occupations have disappeared.
Formerly workers were- trained through
the activities of the home and by means
of apprenticeship agreements. The old
home occupations have now become com-
mercialized, so that boys and girls no
longer “learn to do by doing” in their
homes. Industry has been to a large ex-
tent ‘divided up ‘into highly specialized
processes. The worker learns one of

in industry he gets no chance for thor-
ough training. Vocational education
would therefore be greatly appreciated
by this large group of young people. New
Brunswick has ' 100,000 workers en-
gaged ‘in industry to say nothing of 75,-
000 housekeepers, many of whom would
appreciate opportunity to increase their
earning ‘power " dand efficiency. Will it
pay the provinee of New Brunswick 'to
train these 16,000 adolescénts and this
large number of workers for higher effi-
ciency and greatetr production?

9. The economic value of vocational
education. An increase of ten cents per
day in earning power would mean $3,-
000,000 added income to: New Bruns-
wick workers. Ten cents per day is a
very moderate increase in earning power.
Many workers have increased their earn-
ing power by ten times this amount by
a short course ‘of vocational' training.

In the spring of 1911, Henry Neil of
Chicago discovered that the juvenile
court of that city was taking children
from their mothers because the mothers
were too poor to support them.

“What do you do with these children
when you take them away from their
own mothers?” asked Judge Neil, him-
self the father of seven children and
knowing the suffering of parents when
compelled to give up their children.

“The “charity Institutions” take them,”
was the reply to the judge, who daily
broke up families and tore small children
from the arms of their mothers. Often
the mother fell upon the floor in agony
or tried to kill herself,

“Who pays-the cost of the institu-
tions?” was Judge Neil’s next question.

“They are paid $10 a month for each
child from county tax funds,” was the
reply of officials.

“Why not pay this $10 to the mother,
and permit her to keep her own chil-
dren?” he asked.

“That cannot be done,” said the wise
judge. “The’ law says we must take
the children away from their mothers
and place them in institutions.”

“Why not change the law?” was Neil’s
question as he continued his.investiga-
tion among institutions and officials.

In March; 1911, he went before 'the
state legislature of 'Illinois, and asked
them, to adopt an amendment to the
juvenile court law. authorizing the juv-
enile court to pay the $10 a month to
mothers and ‘permit them to keep their
own children. The legislature . uagreed
with Judge Neil and the law was adopt-
ed unanimously.

The law was to go into force on July
1st, 1911. On June Ist Judge Neil was
in the juvenile court of Chicago. A mo-
ther sat in a chair before the court. She
held an infant in her arms and two
other children, aged two and four, held
to her skirts. She tried to embrace: the
little one at her knee. The court was

‘F rench Artillery Noﬁ Have Daily Maps
[ Showing Fositions to Margin of Five
Yards /

French Front, March 10—(Correspond-
ence of The' Associated Press)—Accur-
acy and efficiency have been made pos-
sible for the French artillery by the in-
vention of an instrument that enables
French map-makers to locate almost ex-
actly an object within the enemy lines
which has been photographer from an
airplane. In transferring to a map the
photographed object, such say, as an en-
emy battery or munition dump, the mar-

gin or error is limited to less than five
yards.

This permits the French artillery to
pour its shells with almost certain aim
on to German gun emplacements, trench
positions, cross-roads, cantonments, rail-
road lines, aviation camps and other en-
emy organization. It is unnecessary for
the gunner to have even a distant view of
the object he is firing at.

To take a photograph of the enemy
lines from a French airplane is an easy

The flashes of guns as
they are fired from the German side
form one valuable adjunct to his work,
but the most important of all is the cal-
culation of the speed of the sound of
the firing charge of the German shells.
This has been brought to a basis of such
perfection that the guns can now be
located with almost absolute accuracy.
In fact in recent operations it has proved
that the system of observation by sound
has given sucgessful results in more than
80 per cent of instances.

In every army there is a branch of the
geographical section and each is furn-
ished with a complete lithographic and
zinographic printing plant and skilled
workers, photographers and mathematic-
jans from all the various sources, dozens
of copies of the corrected maps are ready
for issue to all the staffs of corps, div-
isions and brigades comprised within the
army concel

It is hoped that the
other provinces will fall in line in the
same manner. The pcople in the cities
could do a lot to help the farmer.

It-is estimated that
45,000 people -east of the Great Lakes
could spare the time to. do this and it
would be an inestimable help to the
farmer and would mean a great increase
in production.

General's Party of Servants, Clerks,
and Signaiers Beat Off Heavy
Attacks

The exploit of Major Gen. George

Glas Sandeman Carey, referred to by
Premier Lloyd George in the House of
Parliament, was performed between
March 22 and March 28, on the left of
the British Fifth Army, just below St.
Quentin.

Here the Gérmans on March 21 drove
a wedge between the Inniskilling Fusil-
iers and the Ulster troops which would
have ultjmately separated the Third
Army under Byng from the Fifth Army
under Gough. The former held fast and
the latter was giving way on the 22nd,
when Carey organized a “scratch” bate
talien in the rear, filled the gap and for
nearly six days kept it filled until re-
jieved. .

How he did this, says the New York
Times, was described by Philip Gibbs
in a dispatch from the front dated April

“The enemy struck in between these
Ulster troops and battalions of Man-
chesters, Bedfords, Yorkshires, afid Scot-
tish fusiliers on their left, and it was
necessary to draw back toward Ham. To
fill up the gap 200 men from headquart-
ers—staff clerks, servants and signallers
—assembled, and with great gallantry
held tue:: ‘round. ‘L'o pioneer battalious,
among them young citizens of Belfast,
rifles were given, and they became a
fighting force which beat off heavy at-
tacks.”

“THIRTY YEARS AGO_ |

BY JOE PAGE

Every 'now ‘and “then’ a. paragraph or

two; written by American baseball
writers, contains the information that the
baseball game will not be seriously af-
fected during the season of 1918, and as
if ‘to cap off the contention, they usually
wind up with something on the. follow-
ing order: After more than three years
of war, basebull still holds it§ popularity
in Canada, as witness the large gather-
ings at the various league games
throughout that country in the last sea-
son.
Again—Baseball not affected -by the
war, as evidenced by the excellent show-
ing of the International League in point
of attendence at both Montréal and To-
ronto, Canada,

Again—In spite of the war baseball
still holds the affections of the Canadian
public. Toronto, winner of the Interna-
tional League pennant, not only ﬂnished!
first, but had one -of its biggest if not the :
biggest, - financial years,- and this after
three years. of war.

The latest one is from my friend,
Thomas S. Rice, representing the Brook-

lyn Eagle, im the city of churches—
Brooklyn.'! While the gentleman un-
doubtedly looks for a diminution so far
as baseball attendance is concerned, he
writes that when the boys from America

get thoroughly into the greater scrap,'

“Over There,” and America would be
reading the first of its horrible death
lists about the time it would be read-
ing the first ‘of the baseball scores, per-
haps if the United States had already
been in the war three years, as Canada
has been, and the public had become
calloused, the effect might not be so seri- |
ous. &

One thing is this, I cannot find where |
they get this kind of dope. Any and'
everyone familiar with baseball and
sports in. general throughout the whole
of Canada, knows absolutely that if
there is any one thing that -has suffered
by reason of war it has been athletic
sport (professional), and the professional
baséball leagues either under organized

/ or independent. government have suffered

by far 'more than all the rest of athletic
sport put together. 7

When the war broke out in :August,
1914, there were organized  professional
leagues in Canada from the Atlantic to
the Pacific.. Today how many of these
leagues are there in existence? None.
Here we have the International League
going to the wall only a short time
ago, vand this was supposed to be the
premier league, after the two majors.
While there were but two cities repre-
sented from the Canadian side—Toronto
and Montreal, the former city hes been
touted all along the line as being one of
theé greatest baseball cities outside the
major league on the continent, and mind
you, this during the war and what’s
more, in the third year of the war.

Freedom of Seas in Wartime a;

Chimera, He Declares—Vic-
torv Over British Fleet Weuld

Not Secure Trade With Un-
friendiv Nations.

New York, April 12—In rejecting un-
ceremoniously the German idea of free-
dom of the seas, Captain Persius, the
German naval expert, in an analysis of
the question in the Berliner Tageblatt of
March 2, recived here, reaches this con-

“We can, in'bther words, gain freedom
of seas of advafitage to us:only by means
of peace Py un&‘rétanding. Every peace
by . force would ‘seal the unfreedom  of
the,seas for us aifo in times of peage.

‘Azores as a base of support for our U-
‘boats there would follow, in ¢ase of the
destruction of treaties, a mutual des-
truction of merchantmen which, neces-
sarily, would have te be avoided by both
sides as sheer nonsense. That would
lead "then to the desired freedom of the
| seas.

British Sea Power.

Captain Persius then says: “Even if
the British sea power which today dic-
tates the conditions under which the
seas are to be used, could be broken,
hardly anything could: be gained thereby.
 For, if the British fleet would have to
cede its position to some other power,
the latter would undoubtedly pursue, not
a policy of sentiment, but one of materi-
alism—to do what best serves its own
interests. Ther never will be an undis-
turbed use of the seas in times of war.

“It should be clear to us that, even if
our army and fleet should achieve the
greatest victories we could not force the
other nations to trade with us and could
not force them to exchange raw materi-
als for our industrial products. If other
nations are not willing to resume friend-
ly commercial competition, then our mer-
chant fleet would be ¢f no advantage to
‘us. .
“Our enemies in the west hold in their
hands a large part of our possibilities of
existence. ‘Having this in mind, Dr
Michaelis, the chancellor, said in the
Reichstag on July 17, 1917: “We must
safeguard the conditions of existence of
the German people on the continent and
abroad by understandings and :compen-
sation.”

CAR TRACKS AS PLAYGROUNDS.

One of the mottoes in the safety cam-
paigns recently carried on in various
cities throughout the country is “Bear

ous playground.” The warning is whole-
some for all streets used by uny consid-
erable traffic.

If children are to be warned off the
streets, however, some other playground
must be provided. A study ‘made some
months ago in four typical neighborhoods
in Kansas City showed an average of
nearly 85 per cent of the area taken up
with streets and alleys and less than &
per cent in private yards and vacant lots
usable for play. The fact that there is
nearly seven times as much street space
as private play space in these typical
neighborhoods helped to account for the
fact that 71 per cent of the children out-
doors after school were found on tihe
street or alleys.

This condition has been partly met in
some cities by spring - playgrounds in
school yards which are being tried as-an
experiment. But if the full value of Lhe
pley is to be obtained the work should
be extended to all schools and put on a
permanent basis.

CUT OFF PHONES AT BORDER.

American Companies Act Against Ger-
man Agents in Mexico.

El Paso, Texas, April 18—Telephone
communication between American and
Mexican border towns is to be suspend-
ed for the period of the war. This ac-
tion is voluntary by the telephone com-
panies and designed to prevent informa-
tion regarding military movements reach-
ing German agents in Mexico.

Communication has been severed be-
tween Brownsville and Matamoras, be-
tween Laredo and Nuevo Laredo, and
Eagle Pass and Piedras Negras. The
same action is to be taken between here
and Juarez, and at Douglas, Naco,
Nogrles, and San Diego, west of here.

in America and Mexican towns opposite
here has been discovered, and the action
