THE NEWFOUNDLAND QUESTION.

M. Spuller Thinks Problem Difienit
Bat not of Great Intrinsic Ime
portance.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Loxpox, June 20.—The Post publishes
an interview with M. Spuller, formerly
French minister of foreign affairs, rela-
tive to the Newfoundland fisheries gques-
tion. -

Mr. Spuller said he believed that Eng-
land had no cause to feel alarm, because
of the threatened secession of Newfound-
land. The problem was a difficult one,
but it was not of great intrinsic im-
portance, France was bound to main-
tain her prestige and was naturally
averse to & pecuniary solatium.

Salisbury had been open and concilia~
tary thronghout and the negotiations had
been of the most amicable character.
There. was no feeling against England in
France on this account, such as existed
on the Egyptian question.

It is stated that France will probably
admit the principle of exchanging her

fishery rights in Newfoundland in réturn
for the privilege of assuming absolute
control over Siam and Madagascar.

The first day at sea she ac-
complished 418 miles, and she followed
this;with 460, 459 and 470 miles. This
took her up to the icebergiregion. From
11 o’clock on the morning of June 11 up
to 7 o,clock that evening the Columbia
passed through a flotilla of bergs. Few
Atlantic travelers ever enjoyed a better
opportunity to view the icy monsters in
all their magnificence than did the Col-
umbia’s passengers. The procession of
bergs numbered over thirty, one being
over 200 feet high and 1000 long.

On clearing the iceberg regions and
nearing Fire Island the Columbia ran
into a dense fog. This compelled Captain
Vogelgesang to reduce his speed and
lengthen his voyage several hours. The
daily runs of the Columbia after passing
the banks were 469, 492 and 282 to Sandy
Hook. The Columbia was off Fire Island
at precisely 12 o'clock on Thursday even-
ing, but owing to the fog was not report-
ed.

The voyage speed which the Columbia
attained during the trip was 19.02 knots,
which is equal to 21.69 miles an hour.
Her biggest day’s run was 492 miles,
bringing  her speed up to over twenty
knots an hour. Comparingthe Columbia’s
latest achievement with that of the
Queenstown record, it is equal to a
Queenstown trip of six days and two

THE GREAT FIRE.

To-day is the thirteenth anniversary
of the great fire, the greatest disaster
that ever befel this much scourged city
The morning of the 20th June, 1877
opened as bright and beautiful as to-day
has done, but when nignt came half the
city wasin ruins and many who had
that morning counted themselves rich
were reduced to poverty. We will never
know how many hearts were broken, or
how many good men and women re-
ceived their death blow on that memor-
able day. In many cases the savings of
a lifetime were swept away in a
moment, and in  others the
proyision which the dead husband had
made for the support of his widow and
children was utterly lost. The great
fire was a calamity so great that its
full effects can hardly be measured but
its injurious ¢onsequences were less than
the continual existence in this city of a
newspaper man whose mission for years
past has been to speak cvil and dis-
couraging words of this city and Province
and of the Dominion of Canada. The St.
John Evening Globe has done more in-
jury to St. John than the great fire, and
yet there are people who call themselves
loyal to St. John who continue to give it
their support.

NOT AST. JOHN PAPER.

Our esteemed contemporary the St
Croix Courier is not well pleased with
the people of St. John because of an ar-
ticle which has recently appeared in the
Sun. This article accused the people of
8t. Stephen of being engaged in smug-
gling operations, and gave them a very
bad reputation in other respects. This
imputation the Courier very naturally
resents, and in doing so it says;—

But it is not for the purpose of calling
attention to the falsity of these articles
that we refer to them now. It istoshow
the spirit which animates the press of
St. John when anything of a slanderous
nature appears respecting St. Stephen.
The St. John Sun publishes the smug-
gling article notwithstanding its know-
lege, for this knowledge it must have,
that the statements contained in it
are not fair to the St. Stephen of to-day,
and tend to create a false impression
respecting the business men of the town
and to injure their trade, This policy of
falseh and misrepresentation has
been pursued by St- John towards St.
Stephen ever since the town became a
formidable trade competitor of the city
in many lines of business, and we pre-
sume it will be followed to the end. It
is an unfair, a selfish and an unmanly
policy, however, and will not commend
itself to persons living outside the limits
of 8t. John. By thisg)olicy, which is not
directed against St. Stephen alone, but
ineludes every town of any consequence
in the province, St. John is injuring itself.
It is this policy that has made the pro-
vince a unit in opposition to St. John in
all matters in which there was a possibi-
lity of a clash of interests; it is this
policy which has hindered the growth
of 8t. John in the past and will continue
to do so until a change is reached.

Here the Courier is guilty of the unfair-
ness of making the whole population of
St. John responsible for an article which
appears in the Sun. Now our esteemed
border contemporary ought to be aware
that the Sun is not a representative of
St. John feeling at all in this or any oth-
er matter. The Sun, although published
in 8t. John, is really published in the in-
terests of Halifax its editor being a Hal-
ifax man and its business manager also
a Halifax man. If the Courier desires
a proof that the Sun is published in the
interests of Halifax and not of St. John
we will furnish it with one which
ought to prove conclusive., Fifteen
months ago it was proposed to build
the Harvey-Salisbury line as a
government work, a design which if it
had been carried out would have com-
pletely side tracked St. Johin and cut off
this port, as well as the perts of Charlotte
county from the benefits of the Short
Line, carrying the whole business of this
this line to Halifax. The Sun supported
this monstrous proposal and lent its in-
fluence to a scheme that would have de-
barred this port forever froin any chance
of becoming the winter port of Canada.
This is the kind of a St. John newspaper
the Sun is.

FIFTY YEARS AGO.

“The choir will now fiddle and sing the
47th psalm.” The introduction of instru-
mental music in divine worship until
half a century ago was regarded by many
sincere Christians as little less than
blasphemous, and it appears that Rev.
Mr. Wilson of Toronto has not abandoned
the views in this respect that he inherited
from his fathers. Fifty years ago in very
many church choirs, both American and
Provincial, the “tuning fork” with which
the leader determined the pitch at which
the hymns should be sung, was hardly
less essential at a church service than
the bible or psalm book, but by a major
ity of the rising generation its use could
never be determined. It bas gone away
into obscurity with the bell crowned hats
and camlet cloaks of our grandfathers
and grandmothers. How the idea that
instrumental music could not be used at
divine service without irreverence
ever became 80 general as it was
fifty or one hundred years ago,
we will not attempt to explain.
It certainly was without scriptural war-
rant. There was a time, too, within the
recollection of many of us, when few
clergymen wore a beard. Some of us
probably remember the first clergyman
they ever saw in the pulpit with an un-
shaven face. Our first bearded clergy-
man went so far as 1o wear a mustache,
which bad hitherto been an unheard of
atrocity, and into his choir where before
nomausical instrument had been used save
the tuning fork, he intrcduced a violin-
cello, & violin, a cornet and a flute. The
innovation came near breaking up the
church, but our bearded clergyman was
equal to the occasion, and in spite of the
opposition of his more conservative dea-
cons, “the band,” as the choir was deris-
ively called, continued to play, and

under the cheerful and kindly minis-
trations of its pastor, the church in its
membership and attendance multiplied
exceedi.gly. In those days the children
of religious parents were not permitted to
read a newspaper or any secular book
or ramble in the fields while the Sab-
bath lasted. -Apart from the bible they
had Baxter’s Saint’s Rest, Krumnacher's
Parables and Pollock’s Course of Time,
and a few other books of a kindred char-
acter wherewith to occupy their minds.
In those old times, it was among the
Methodists, if our recollection serves us,
women were subject to discipline if they
attired themselves in any of the gorge-
ous colors that are so popular to-day,
They dressed in the sober colors worn
by the Quakers, without feathers,flowers
or ribbons; the use of the latter, if suffi-
ciently subdued in tint,was permitted
provided they were "not made up
in bows, knots or ruffles. Women
must have been very self denying in
those days; but we think with all-their
self denial the lives of many of ther

must have been nothing but a continual
martyrdom. We find no evidence that
by the austerities of fifty years ago, only

-| afew of which have been alluded to, they

men and women of that time wer
brought especially near to God. It seems
to us that they had an undue regard . for
outward appearances, while today . we
feel, whatever appearances may be,
God reads ms through and through
and that the tie of one’s ribbon
or the cut of one’s beard is as
nothing in his sight. We believe that
the men and women of this generation
live nearer to God than the men and
women of the past, because they have
grown more to regard him as a father
whose protection is always about them
and whose mercy exceeds human com-
prehension.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Queen Victoria has been on the throne
fifty-three years to-day, a fact that will
be remembered with pleasure by all her
loyal subjects. May she live to see
many returns of this important day, and
leave behind her the record that she has
reigned longer than any other English
sovereign.

A GOOD ARRANGEMENT.

The ‘‘Fisheries Intelligence Barcan’*
to be Continued this Year.

During the fishing season of 1889 the
Hon. Charles H. Tupper, minister of
marine and fisheries, caused to be or-
ganized and operated as an experiment
a system of reporting by telegraph from
a few of the principle fishing stations on
the coasts of the Maritime provinces to
the Halifax agency of the Department of
Fisheries information as tothe catch
and movement of mackerel, and such
other intelligence as regards bait as
would be advantageous to the fishing
vessels seeking fares. The information
thus conveyed was collected at Halifax
and a summary of the result telegraph-
ed through the Associated Press des-
patches to the principal cities and towns
in the lower provinces, so that persons
interested were enabled to know in the
early morning what the movements,
catch, ete., of mackerel and other fish
had been in the fishing 'ocalities twenty
four hours previous. The service, which
was called the “Fisheries Intelligence
Bureau,” apart from being most usefuls
as above indicated, proved equally so to
the fisheries protection schooners in en-
abling them to promptly visit such parts
of the coast where fish were being taken,
thus affording protection to Canadian
fishing vessels and interests. The result
of the experiment of last season proved
very satisfactory, and the possibility of
its being made still- m-re beneficial
wus made still more apparent. The
Minister has, therefore, recommended to
the Government, and has been anthoriz-
ed to establish during the present flshing
season the “Intelligence bureau” on an
increased scale of usefulness.

THE METHODIST CONFERENCE.

The Report on Sunday Schools—Tems
perance and Other Subjecis Denlt
with this Forenoon.

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

FreDERICTON, June 20.—The Methodist
conference met at 9 &. m., with usual for-
malities.

A comunication was read from Rev.
Dr. W. H. Withrow on the subject of
Sunday schools. The report showed a
great growth in Sunday school work
throughout the year. There are now
within the bounds of the general confer-
ence 2,922 Sunday schools, 27,238 teach-
ers and 218,321 scholars; $27.851 were
raised for missions, and $114,527 for
Sunday school purposes. There has also
been a gratifying increase in the circula-
tion of Sunday school papers and the
Methodist Magazine. There are now eight
publications with a combined circulation
of 316450. The income of the Sunday
school aid fund has increased and is
now $10,337. During the year 120 young
people had been received as members
and the fund is in a flourishing condition.
The report was received and sent to the
committee on Sunday schools.

A communication was read from J. T.
G. Carr, ry of the sustenation fund
committee, giving the names of speakers
at the public meeting on Monday night.
The order for the meeting was made.

A communication was read from D.
H. Brtehrous, secretary of the committee
of general conference on temperance, en-
closing the resolution on prohibition
passed by the Presbyterian General
Assembly and inviting the action of
Conference thereon; referred to the Tem-
perance committee. 4

J. J. McLaren sent in & communication
from the Dominion prohibitory alliance
asking that a resolution favoring total
prohibitation of the liquor traffic be
passed by conference and that a commit-
tee of four be appeinted to meet with the
Dominion Alliance on August 14, at
Montreal, Referred to the committee on
temperance. :

Rev. James Crisp presented the report
on statistics showing the total member-
ship of the churches to be 11,369 and the
value of church property $914,980. Fol-
lowing are the receipts of the connexion-
al fund during the year:—

The report was briefly discussed when

it was pointed out that the reports from
the different circuits were not complete
and some of the figures only approxim-
ately correct. The report, however, was
received as it was impractical to correct
it while passing fthrough ;the press, as
was done last year.

Rev. W. J. Kirby, secretary of the
Sunday school committee: of the. con-
ference, read the annual report of com-
mittee. The report deals with the
advantage following Sunday.school ‘work
and recommends that a resolution en-
dorsiug the work of the Sanday school
association where it is impratical to
organize a church school. They also
advocate that a day be appointed for
children’s day. There are in the con-
ference 399 preaching appointments, 208
schools and 12,330 scholars and 1,584
teachers and officers.

Dr. Wilson thought there was not
enough ananimity in the Sunday school
association to warrant the conference in
commending it so highly as 'in the re-
port. He contended that the contribn-
tions of the Methodist schools were more
liberal to the association than to the
Methodist church. The sum total of ten
circuits was $1,974 to the Methodist
church and $39.43 to the association.
He thought it would be better to give
assistance to the Sunday school Aid
Association which was doing an ex-
cellent work,

After some further debate it was
moved that the report be referred back
to the committee for alteration, but an
amendment to take up the report section
by section was carried and all the recam-
mendations of the -committee were
adopted.

Rev. C. H. Paisley presented the
report of the supernumerary committee
showing the condition of the fund dur-
ing the year. Owing to the fact that the
treasurer of the fund is settling a claim
against an estate the income of the year
has been reduced.

The whole question of supernumerary
fund will come up for general discussion
on the report of the united committee of
the maritime provinces. This report was
taken up section by section. Some of
the changes recommended are quite im-
portant to the contributions and benefi-

caries of the fund. The question was
still on when the conference adjourned
at noon.

It is very probable,
however, that this will be the ultimate
result of the movement, Workmen of
all kinds now work only nine hours a
day throughout the city in all the differ-
ent trades. The dry goods and hard-
ware stores close early every evening
but Saturday, and the clerks and pro-
prietors have leisure for the social enjoy-
ments of life. The wholesale grocers,
the hardware clerks; the lawyers and
others have a half holiday o Saturday,
but the grocer toils on early and late,
working 12 or 15 hours every day from
Monday to Saturday,” and on that day,
when so many others are enjoying a half
day’s recreation,he toils harder than ever,
not for 9 hours but in most instauces for
18 hours, and has a hard time from en-
croaching on the Sabbath.
