THREATENING CLOUDS.

Ominously Dark Spotson the Enropean
Heorison.

Loxpox, June, 30.—The sky has of late
been so very clear at home and the
weather so unnaturally calm,’that acute
observers have felt morally certain that
a storm is brewing somewhere. Never
did any Ministry have a longer run of
good luck than the present, and in
domestic affairs that luck is likely
to continue. The hopes of the
Gladstonians that it would make
some fatal mistake, that it would
trip itself up or be tripped up, that the
dissolution of Parliament would be forc-
ed on it, have all been abandoned now,
from the Grand Old Man downwards. It
is seen and admitted ‘that Parliament
will run its usual course and that the
Unionist  alliance will remain
invincible, at any rate until it
is subjected to the test of another general
election; but when all is going well is the
time to look out for a reverse or a shock.
Three different clouds have risen on the
horizon which may lead to serious mis-
chief, and I would advise your readers to
keep theireyes upon them until they dis-
perse or burst.

THE EGYPTIAN QUESTION.

The first hangs over Egypt. The Eng-
lish newspapers as a rule have dismissed
very lightly the recent action of France
in refusing her consent to the conversion
of the preference debt until England fixes
the day for her withdrawal from Egypt.
But it is no light matter. Itindicates a
temper which might at any moment pre-
cipitate a crisis. It may even
indicate a more settled intention
to produce a crisis whenever an oppor-
tunity serves. That the English have
no right to be in Egypt is certainly the
fixed belief of the French Government
and the French people, It is pretty well
understood that General Boulanger in-
tends to calluponther to go when, if ever,
he reaches power. There are those
who think that the present Govern-
ment propose to forestall him in this
move.

‘women -are carried off or subjected to
most horrible cruelties; and still Turkey
looks on with a smile, and the great pow-
ers, England especially, are being made
indirecﬁy accomplices to  these
frightful outrages, for it must
be remembered that there is a special
lo-Turkish convention in existence
which binds Turkey to protect her Chris-
tian subjects against the very scoundrels
who are desolating Armenia. Lord Ba-
lisbury entered into that convention,
which does not save it from being openly
violated under his very eyes. Itis im-
probable that the English people will tol-
erate thid state of things much longer;
but even if they were disposed to do so,
there is'another power which will cer-
tainly interfere, and that power is Russia.
The treaty of Berlin has been contempt~
uously set aside by Turkey. Russia may
find in that a plausible way, even a just
and strong ground, for interference. She
may require England to put an end to
these crimes in Armenia, or insist upon
doing it herself. In the latter case Eng-
land must either stand passively by and
see the coup de grace inflicted on the
Sick man of Europe, or she must
o to war to save Turkey. The
atter isan alternative which the nation
is notlikely.to approve. The Crimean
war will never be repeated. There is
still another fact to consider. Franee is
believed to have a very thorough under-
standing with Russia. Both these pow-
ers contemplate the English occupation
of Egypt with the same eyes. At any
moment such a. pressure could be
brought to bear upon England as to
Jeaye her no alternative but to
retreat from Fgypt under ‘pressure or
fight. A more serious situation can
scarcely be conceived. Of courseit may
allblow over, as so many other threaten-
ing complications have blown over
during the last three years. The great
European powers are so armed to the
teeth, andso strong, that each is afraid
to begin: but there are very curious signs
in the preparation in Russia. Lord Salis-
bury saysshe will not admit that England
is responsible for the preservation of order
in any part of the Turkish dominions,
vet the Treaty of Berlin and the Anglo-
Turkish convention inferentially made
her so. Russia may hold her to her ac-
countahility. Many ,a great war has
been waged before now with infinitely
Jess excuse. Lord Salisbury urges Par-
liament to trust to the slow action of time
and to the exertions of the missionaries ;
but suppose Russia declines to wait for
time, or even for the missionaries? If
she is ready to strike she will doso, If
she does not strike, it will be merely
because she is not ready.

WHO'LL WIN?

SULLIVAN’S DISSIPATIONS HAVE
LOST HIM SUPPORTERS,

While Kilrain’s Good Care of Him-
self lias Won Him Friends.—Yet
the Big Fellow is Still Strong in the
Hearts of Sporting Men.

New York, June 29.—One of the first
New York men seen wasEd Holske, who
said :

“I am putting my dollars on Kilrain.
My reasons for doing so are that I think
he is a wonderfully clever sparrer,and be-
cause he has never dissipated and has
trained conscientiously. His fight with
Jem Smith proves he is on the topmost
round of the pugilistic ladder.”

Dominick McCaffrey declares his be-
lief that Kilrain will win.

“Why ? Because I think he’s the bet-
ter man.”

Mike Boyle—Sullivan will come in
ahead, in my opinion. He is a great
boxer, and then his famous rushes are
demoralizing  to the other party. His
agility, considering his weight is remark-
able.

“Then reports from Belfast irdicate
that he is training to fight for his life.
He will enter the ring in as fine condi-
tion as he ever did, I think.”

Billy Edwards remarked thoughtfully :
—*‘While, of course, prophesying is some-
what difficult, still I think Kilrain has
somewhat the better chance. He has
taken much betier care of himself than
most pugilists do. He is a faithful work-
er and has a cool head.”

John Allen: “I believe Sullivan has
the call. He was certainly the greatest
fighter in the world once, and I don’t
think he has lost so greatly in power as
people suppose.”

Hall Robinson—Which will win?
Why, Sullivan is going to carry my
money, I think he has entirely recovered
his former rugged health. Given Sul-
livan well, I don’t believe any one can
down him.

Pat Boyle declared Sullivan is the win-
ning card this time.

“He is said to be in perfect health
now, ” said Mr. Boyle, “and Sullivan
well is invincible. His sand and vim
are greatly in his favor, and he has got
boxing down to a pretty fine point, too.”

Gus Tuttle—I am of the opinion that
Kilrain ' is now the better fighter.
Naturally he would be. He has always
lived moderately, and, of course, condi-
tion is everything in a fight. He has
improved greatly as a boxer and wrestler
too, in these last years.

Warren Edwards—Judging by the
lives the two men have led, these later
years, I think Kilrain ought to win. - He

_lis bj‘ girong and clever, and has fhe

willgountetbalance Sullivan’s well-known
rushing abilities.

Richard Darling—Well, Sullivan, I
think, retains enough of hisold vim and
spirit to carry him throngh a winner.
Even if his condition is not so good, I
believe his spunk will counterbalance
this, and his boxing ability is unques-
tioned.

DOUBTERS IN BOSTON.

Yet it Seems that at Heart the Hub
Would Have Snllivan Win,
[Special to the Evening World,]
Bosrox, June 29.—The sporting men of
this city do not seem to take much in-
terest in the coming fight between John
L. Sullivan and Jake Kilrain.
It is very doubtful if more than two
will journey from here to New Orleans to
see the fight.
Some of them are still of the opinicn
that the fight will never come off, and
the reason given by others for not
going is that the weather will be too hot
down there.
If the the two men had agreed to go to
California and have their battle, and un-
der Queensberry rules, we would know
what to expect. There would be a win-
ner on his merits. Their is notelling what
may happen in a stake-money fight open
to anybody who wants to go.”
Billy Mahoney. a warm friend of Sulli-
van, is confident that the big fellow will
redeem himself in his fight with Kilrain.
“I've seen both men fight,” said Billy,
“and my money goes on Sulilvan every
time. Kilrain may be as strong and as
clever as John, but when it comes to
striking a blow, Sully can double dis-
counf him. T believe the fight will be
a short one.”

Kilrain has more supporters in this
city than one would imagine, and a
number of them were once considered
Sullivan’s stanchest friends.

But little betting has been indulged in,
and in nearly every case where money
was wagered the Sullivan end has given
odds.

Capt. Cook, of the Police News, said :

“The man who lasts will win the fight.
Everybody knows what Sullivan could
do when he was Sullivan. Kilrain
wouldn’t fight him if he thought he had
the John L. Sullivan of’82 to contend
with.

8r. Lours, June 27.—When Tom Kelly,
the ex-champion middle-weight, who
seconded Paddy Ryan in the latter's fight
with Sullivan, was asked what he thought
of the Sullivan-Kilrain mill, he remarkec:

“I have never seen Kilrain fight and
do not know what he can do; but taking,
it that his fight with Jem Smith was on
the square, he must be a good one, for
Smith is the acknowledged champion
of England, and but for darkness coming
on Kilrain would have won.

THE TROUBLE |H EAST RFHICA

It is not necessary to look to German
influence for an explanation of the
troubles at Delagos Bay between the
Portuguese authorities and certainBritish
suhjects who were engaged in building a
line of railway from ‘Lourenzo Marques
on Delagoa Bay to the Transvaal border.
The government of Portugal has always
been sufliciently jealous of foreign in-
fluence either at Delagoa Bay or else-
where in  her colonial possessions,
and  never required the incite-
ment of any other power to
take a reactionary part. The line of
railway over which this trouble has
arisen is 57 miles in length and reaches
almost to the boundery of the South

African Republic. It was proposed to
continue the line to Pretoria with branch
lines to important centres. Itis a line
which could only be beneficial indirectly
to British interests, and therefore the
Portuguese government, in interfering
with it as they have done, have merely
injured the private interests of British
subjects. It appears that the first
accounts of the affair were much

exaggerated. There was no vios
lence on the part of the Portuguese
and no disturbance. - The agents of the
railway company have handed over the
line to the Portuguese officials, and have
made a valuation upon the work they
have already done. The directors of the
winijguese company at Lisbon, with{
Lag i, hnve"'im the govern-
ment that t_they=fave no intention of
resistin: - the decree cancelling the

ssion, but will seek legal redress.

#’\Inrqms of Salisbury in the House
of Lords has expressed the opinion
that DPortugal’'s = action in cancel-
hng the railway concession is high hand-
ed and unjust, and the British
government has informed Portugal that
it would be held responsible for all
British losses. This is no doubt a pro-
per attitude for the British government
to take, but it gives no
color to the belief that the action of Por-
tugal in cancelling the railway conces-
sion was with a view to interfere with
British interests, as distingunished from
other  European interests  which
areseeking a  foothold east-
ern  Africa.  If  Portugal had to
choose  between jritish  and  Ger-
man interests there cannot be a doubt
that our mother land woeuld have the
preference.

The despatches inform us that Portu-
gal has agreed to submit the whole mat-
ter to arbitration, so that the acute stage
of the trouble may be said
to be ended. As the only question to be
submitted to arbitration is with respect
to the damage suffered by the railway
company, the matter resolves it self into
a mere matter of dollars. The railway is
built almost to the Transvaol border and
Portugal is so determined that it shall go
no farther, that she is willing to pay the
cost of what has already been constructed
and close the road, That is the mean-
ing of the recent action and it shows a
determination on the part of Portugal to
resist the march of improvement in
Africa, which may become a matter of
serieus consideration to other European
aations, which are interested in the de-
velopment of Africa.

AFRENCH CANADIAN CONVENTION.

The French Canadian residents of the
States of New York, New Jersey and
Vermont are holding a Convention in
New York City. A reporter of the New
York Sun who bhas been among them
says of the members of this Convention:

Canadian delogates of three States. All |
of them are dressed in a fashion indicat-
ing a long sojourn on this side of the St.

Halifax, over the Intercolonial, and this
must soon be followed by a reduction of
passenger and freight rates over the
same road.. Cheapened rates of trans-
portation will create more traffic all
round. - Six tons of “fresh fish
a day to the Upper Provinces,
over the Short Line! Isn’t this new busi-
ness? And it is only a sample of what is
to come from a hundred sources. If only
the retail dealers in Montreal, Toronto,
and other western cities knew how to

lumbcrmg andin manufactures the Mari-
time Provinces then may hold their own
and in addition to these advantages you
have special resources, you have ship-
building for ocean traffic, with the im-
mense earnings of your ships in all parts
of the world.  You have shore fisheries
of the great wealth of which
even the great province of
Ontario has no correct idea; you have
the coal fields of the Dominion east of
Manitoba; you have iron and coal lying
together, whereas, if Ontario is to smelt
her! iron she must bring the coke many
hundreds of miles from the United States;
you have the only workable gold mines
east of the Rocky Mountains; you have
in New Brunswick mountains of red
granite, the valae of which is only begin-
ning to be appreciated, and I might say
mountains of limestone; and you
have in Nova Scotia exhaustless
deposits of gypsum, yet to be regarded as
one of the most important exporte of
Canada. And you have, among your
hundred points of water shipment, the
only winter ports of Canada, and those
lying nearer to Europe than any other
harbors of the American continent. Re-
flect on these things, and say what you
have to fear in the race for wealth and
commercial importance, from any
part of the Dominion. Your geographi-
cal position for conducting the Dominion’s
trade with the West Indiesgives you the
absolute control of that trade, It is the
duty—the imperative duty—of the Mari-
time merchants to claim it boldly. The
demand of the Montreal Board of Trade,
that Montreal must be made the sum-
mer port of the subsidized steamers ply-
ing to the West Indies and South
America, is simply superlative im-
pudence. The idea of compelling West
India vessels to make their voyage end
in the interior of the continent! The
next demand will be that a subsidized
steamer shall charge no higher freight
on molasses and sugar carried to Mon-
treal than to St. John, and what advan-
tage for the West Indian trade will your
geographical position be to you then?

I can’t recall in Canadaa
single establishment where delicate fresh
salmon and mackerel and shad and trout
are properly cared for, except that of
Brown Brothers, St. Catherine street,
Montreal; it would be money in the pocket
of dealers in fish and game and meats to
inspect this firm's premises, and learn
how to preserve such properly in admir-
able condition for anindefinite time, and
to be ableto buy when the market is
lowest and sell when prices are at their
highest. Herein Toronto the treatment of
fresh fish is such that the wonder is any
one buys it.  If your wholesale shippers
will give a little attention to missionary
work among the retailers in the cities up
here they will find it pay.

Another evidence of appreciatior of the
Maritime Provinees is seen in such an
enterprise as that of “The Maritime
edition of The Montreal Herald.”

They also find
down below a peg factory, the only one
in Canada, a condensed milk factory,
tobacco and cigar factories, boot and
shoe factories, clothing factories, brew-
eries, sending out as good ales as any in
Canada, mills for making merchant iron,
nail plate, nuts and bolts, tacks etc.
great works in Londonderry and New
Glasgow which produce the only pig
iron and steel thatare turned out in
in Canada, skate factories (the only ones
in Canada), and biscuit and confect-
ionery  factories, brass goods,
mining and mill machinery,
stoves, mantels and grates
and a host of other articles, more partic-
ularly those entering into the construc-
tion of ships, are all manufactured to the
point of perfection in the maritime prov-
inces; and it is only now,—twenty-two
years after confederation—that the Upper
Provinces are beginning to realize how
thoroughly equipped for business the
lower Provinces really are. The Mari-
time Provinces have notthe fruit country
of which Ontario boasts; youdo not grow
grapes and peaches ia quanity down
there, although your apples, pears and

ON A PIRATES ISLE

BY A NATIVE AUTHOR.
[Written for the Gazette]

I have #aid already that I had plenty
of patients; indeed, I doubt whether
there was one person on the island who
did not pass through my hands. At first
1, of course, knew nothing of medicine,
but the reading of such medical works as
I could get hold of combined with experi-
ence soon made me a tolerable practi-
tioner so that I was able to give a pretty
correct diagnosis of a cas>, I am sure
that I reduced the rate of mortality
among the people of Aku very consider-
ably, and, in the couvrse of years, I came
to be regarded as the greatest man
on the island, after the chief.
Althongh a great deal of specie came
into the hands of the Malay from the
vessels they plundered ; they conducted
nearly all their business by means of
barler, and payments were made in
kind. This suited me well enough up to
a cerfain point, but my wants were
limited as to food and raiment so that I
gradually hbegan to get matters onla
specie basis, so far as my own transac-
tions were concerned. In this way, in
the course of years, T accnmulated a great
deal of gold in the shape of British,
American, Indian and Chinese coins, as
well as gold, jewelry, and gems, many of
which were presented to me by grateful
patients. Although fond of gold orna-
ments, the people of Akn have but an
imperfect appreciation of the worth of
precious stones, and I had no difficulty
in collecting many that were of great
value.

Among the amusements in which I
indulged at Aku was fishing. Fish were
very abundant just outside the harbor
and Sam the Chinaman and I with little
Dirck went out regularly two or three
times a week. We had a small boat,
evidently the jolly boat of a brigor

this also. Then the cases of books had !
to be stowed away, and this occupied |
many nights, for every case of books put
on board an equal weight of ballast had
to be discarded. It was a tedious job
for we had to keep the craft in proper
trim, and the cases were so large and
numerous that they took up most of our
forecastle and cabin room.

When all this work was done and the
Exile contained all my worldly goods and
posessions I told Dirck and Sam that we
might start any day and that every
time they left the house to go fishing
they must so arrange their affairs as if
they were leaving it for good. I had
matured in my mind a plan which I
thought would baffle the boldest Malay
thatever cut a throat. My scheme was to
start at the begining of a gale and as the
prahs are not good sea boats I felt confi-
dent that in such a case any pursuit
would be made too late. We therefore
went fishing every day and waited for
the hoped for gale that was to waft us to
freedom.

It was a full fortnight before the gale
came, but it was one worth waiting for.
It was from the south and therefore
directly on the land. An hour before
night-fall two of the prahs came flying
in for a harbour like frightened birds, al-
mdst with the speed of the wind, and, as
they passed us at anchor hailed usto
say that there was going to be a storm
and we should make for the port. Just
before night-fall we up anchor and under
close reefed sails stood away towards the
coast of Borneo. We had nearly two
hundred miles of clear water ahead of
us and had plenty of sea room. We
were all filled with high hopes and only |
wished that we might never see the |
pirate island of Akn again,

That night it blew very hard but the
Exile gallantly breasted the waves and
made a good course; all next day the wind
continued strong from the same direction
and all the second night. With such a
wind it was impossible for the prabs to

up and which I had purchased for my
own use. On more then one occasion we
got caught in a heavy blow and had dif-
ficulty in making the land, sothat I often
hoped that chance would throw a larger
craft in my way.

I had now been some six
years on the island of Aku, and
was, I suppose, as content as a white
man could well be who was in a nest of
pirates. I {ried to shut my eyes to the
nefarious trade in which they were en-
gaged and succeeded in doing soto a
limited extent. Still I knew too well
that every thing they possessed and
every article I obtained from them had
been purchased with human blood. I
never ceased to cherish the hope of ecs-
cape, but I felt that to be an operation
not to be lightly undertaken for failure
meant death. I therefore waited patient-
ly knowing that my chance would come
in time. Six years had passed, as I said
before, and Dirck had grown to be a fine,
stalwart young man of eighteen; Sam
had became so thoroughly accustomed
to our ways that every want was antici-
pated. Faithful and true in all elseI
could trust him with my life, if necessary.
As for Dirck we understood each other
well and our plan was to leave Aku
when a favorable opportunity came.

One day;4t the Time T huve boon
speaking of, a prah came-into the harbor
with a ship’s boatin tow. It was either
the long boat of a large merchant ship
or the launch of & man-of-war and was
a prodigiors affair about thirty feet in
length and big enough to carry sixty
men. As she was towed past I said to
myself ‘here is the crafé that may yet
take me back to civilization. But cau-
tion was necessary even where taking
the preliminary steps to secure this boat
for suspicion seldom sleeps in the bosom
of a Malay. She was of no earthly use to
any one on the island except myself and
I let her lie moored to a buoy for three
or four weeks before I pretended to no-
trce her. One day the chief had come to
see me and as we sat under the awning,
he remarked on ihe extreme clumsiness
of this big boat as compared with one of
his prahs. I agreed with him but said I
thought that she wonld make agood fish-
ing boat.

* Why yes,” said he, “she would, if you
would like to have her I will give her to
you.”

I expressed great pleasure at the gift,
and meant it {oo, and next day the big
boat was moored along side my house.

She was a big boat and no mistake
with a capacity of at least eight tons for
she was broad and deep as well as long.
I feit certain that such a craft properly
prepared and rightly managed would
make almost as good weather of it as a
ship and was fit to go anywhere, With
this craft in my possession I felt that the
four thousand five hundred miles of water
that lay between me and Melbourne did
not prevent an jimpossible obstacle and
that I might see the faces of white men
again. But a great deal remained to be
done before we dared to venture on such
a voyage. I named my new acquisition
the Exile and fitted her with two masts
carrying a foresail and mainsail without
any jib. All that season we used ber for
fishing and found her weatherly, handy
and reasonably fast. Several times we
remained out purposely in rough weather
and found that she did not leak a drop.

Next year I had her decked over and
a little cabin about eight feet long which
rose about six inches above the deck line
constructed aft. This turned her into a
snug little schooner, but it made more
ballast necessary and we carried several
tons of it. With the deck we found her
more snug and comfortable as a fishing
boat, and thus a second season passed
away. It was not until the fourth year
year after I had obtained the big boat
that we were in every way ready to em-
bark on the long voyage which had never
been out of my thoughts for a
moment since the Exile
came into my possession. I had long
before confided our plans to Sam, the
Chinaman, who was most enthusiastic
over the idea of getting away from Aku
in my company. With this goal in
sight he was ready to undertake any toil
in the way of preparation, The boat had
been hauled ashore and thoroughly
graved, although she did not leak a drop.
Then provisions enough for a possible
two months voyage had to be got ready.
By great good luck, Sam had succeeded
in purchasing a large quantity of canned
goods, chiefly meats, and two or three
barrels of biscuii, so that we were rea-
sonably certain, that although our food
might be indifferent there would be
plenty of it. The water question was
another tronblesome one, but we man-
aged to provide ourselves with enough of

leayve port or to make any headway
against it if they did chance to get out.
The second morning the wind chopped
suddenly round to the north west and
blew hard for four days during which
we ran far beyond all possible pursuit.
On the fifth day from our leaving Aku
we passed the straits of Sunda and enter-
ed the great Indian ocean. Then we
felt that we were safe.

It would be a tedious and unprofitable
task for me to relate the remainder of
our voyage to Melbourne which was
quite uneventful. The weather was mod-
erate and the Exile proved herself a
splendid craft in every way. ' I had my
quadrant with me and we kept our reck-
oning as closely as if we had been on
board a ship. In just forty two days
from the time we left Aku we cast anch-
or inthe great basin of Port Philip. No
person {ook the slightest notice either of
our boat or of ourselves; we were taken
for fishermen.

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TROUBLE AT DELAGOA.

The Portugese Have Destroyed Part of
the and ¢ Other

offences.

LoxpoN, June 20—A despatch from
Delagoa!Bay reports a serious state of
aflairs there, arising from the railway
troubite: — A portion of tho railway has
been desiroyed by the Portugese, and an
English engineer who tried to defend
the works was fired upon. The foreign
resideni{s are greatly alarmed and are
crowding to the British Consulate for
protection. The Portugese have placed a
British interpreter under arrest. The
English residents demand his release.

The Standard commenting on the reso-
lutions adopted by the shareholders of
the Delagoa Railroad Co., yesterday,
blame the shareholders for imprudence.
It urges that it will be useless to force
Portugal to fulfil its  concession
to the company and thinks that Portugal
should merely be compelled to return to
the company the money it has expended
as an indemity for the disturbance it has
caused at Delagoa  Bay. It
says even Lisbon must be block aded
if that step is necessary to obtain_justice.
The Times is in favor of forcing Portugal
to fulfil its concessions. The reportreceiv-
ed by the Chronicle from Durban that the
Portugese decree cancelling the conces-
sion has been rescinded is not confirmed.
