Somehow the woman
escaped angd i stil] at large. |

From papers found on Mohon at po-
lice headquarters his room and that
of Ralston were located on Ninth
avenue near Union street. Here Thomas
B. Foster, operative in charge of the
Puget Sound secret service | district,
found and arnested Ralston and Cora
St. Clair, with whom Ralston| was liv-
ing. The woman, however, the secret
service men think, is not implicated.
When placed under arrest Ralston was
found handling implements and trink-
ets of a complete counterfeiters outfit
lying about the room. He also ;ad some

ccunterfeit halves and dollars in his
possession. : 1

WITHDRAW TROOPS

PERSIAN NATIONALISTS
PRESENT PETITION

Strong Feeling Exists Against
Presence of Soldiers in
Country.

Teheran, Persia, June 14-—-The strong
feeling against the presence: of the
Russian troops at Tabriz has found ex-
pression in a petition signed by a com-
mittee of Kasvin nationalists, a copy
of which was forwarded to every for-
eign representative at the capital to-
day. The - petitioners’ ‘also . protest
against the threat alleged to have been
made by the Russian government to
treat' them as outlaws.

Head of South American Re-
" public Passes Away
Suddenly.

Washington, D, C., June 14.—Alfonso
Penna, president of Brazil, died at 7.30
o’clock this morning, according to dis-
patches received here from the Ameri-
can minister at Rio de Janerio.

Dispatches, from the Brazilian capi-
tal last night stated that Penna was
dangerously ill. Up to that' time no
knowledge had been received that he
was not enjoying his usual heailth,

At the time of. his election to the
presidency, Penna was vice-president
of the republic and president of the
Brazilian senate. Previously, he serv-
ed as president of his state, and gov-
ernor of the bank of the republic. He
was elected to the highest office in the
land in 1906, ahid would have remained
in office until 1910, During his adminis-
tration he aceomplished much good for
the' republic; THé& icoftsummation of the
recently signed arbitration treaty and
the negotiation of a sixty million dol-
lar loan for naval purposes were
largely the results of his diplomacy and
ability.

SAYS CONVICTIGN DUE ™

TO CLAMOR.OF CROWD

Devoted Wife Confident His
Appeal Will Be Sug-
cessful,

New : York, June 14.——Sc6rnlng sym-
pathy or mercy, Chas. W. Morse con-
Yicted bank wrecker, sent word t'o-day
to the United States Court of Appeals
that he asked only for simple justice.
The message wag brought by. attorney
Martin Littleton, who said that Morse
was ready to accept his pupishment
if "the court believed him to be guilty
as charged.

Morse, in his message, said there was
no use for him to appear personally to
hear the arguments in his case but he
wished to make it plain that he had
been unjustly convicted. He said that
he was a victim of the clamor of the
multitude for blood and that he now
demanded his rights as a citizen.

Mrs, Morse, wife of the convicted
banker, sat in the court room through-
out the procedings. She conversed with

Littleton frequently and seemed to be.

making suggestions ag to the conduct
of the case.

Mrs. Morse has made a brave fight
for her husband, selling hér furniture
and dismissing - her servants te pro-
vide money to re-imburse his creditors
and carry his appeal to the higher
courts. She expressed her confidence
to-day that her husband would be re-
leased from prison as the result of his
appeal, s

Mrs. Morse showed her disappoint-
ment when Littleton informed hep that
Special Acting Assistant Attorney, Gen-
eral Stimson had refused to accede to
his application to bail for her husband.

The court granted Littleton’s petition
to be allowed to argue an appeal, from
Morse’s conviction and refused his ap-
plication for bail. Each side was*allow-
ed three hours for argument.

Opening his argumeént, Littleton se-
verely arraigned the newspapers which
had attacked Morse during. his finan-
cia] reverses and trial. He then pro-
ceeded with his legal contentions.

By next July the ¥squimalt Water-
works Companry expects to be in.a po-
sition to |deliver 15,000,000 gallons of
water at |Esquimalt. Already prelim-
inary preparations have- commenced on
the work |and within about a week’s
time the Aactive operations will com-
mence. If the pipe arrives in time the
Esquimalt| company will. have the un-
dertaking |far enough .advanced to al-
low. of thle delivery of water within
the Esquimalt peninsula. ;

At the present time no water is ob-

fained from Goldstream for  Victoria
West. THe Esquimalt company de-
pends upon Thetis lake for that pur-
pase, using the Goldstream supply for
power purposes only. In order to de-
liver water in the Esquimalt district
it will be necessary to put in a new
reservoir below |the present dam used
. for generating power for the electric
company. | The clearing of the site is
being done in anticipation of putting
in the reservoir,

The purpose jof providing for the
bringing In of 15,000,000 gallons of
water eveny 24 hours into the area con-
tiguous to| Esquimalt harbor will give
rise to a good deal of conjecture,

T. Lubbe, manager of the Esquimalt
company, says his corporation have in
viéew first (the object of supplying the
water for industrial concerns which it
is felt will be located on the harbor,

In this ponnection it has long been
felt that Esquimalt would shortly be-
come & hive of activity. The harbor
fs an idea] one and industries it has
been felt would eventually be estab-

lished there on a very comprehensive
scale. That the C. P. R. has this in
view is recognized. Recent purchasers
of waterfront from the E. & N. on this
harbor have not failed to notice that
the avenues to ‘deep water are being
carefully guarded by that company,
creating ‘the impression that the big
corporation has definite propositions on
hand which will mean industrial de-
velopment at this important point.

Now comes the project on the part of
the. Esquimalt company to provide the
means for delivering 15,000,000 gallons
of water a day within reach of any in-
dustries that might be established
there. 3

The bringing of a pipe line such as
is proposed to Esquimalt will give an
opportunity for the company to con-
nect up the Vic¢toria West supply with
it, It will also afford an opportunity
for the city to get its wateér supply
from Esquimalt by the gallon if such
a policy shduld’ be decided upon in
compHance with the provisions of the
act. Under the act, if such a course is
decided uipon, fifteen months" notice
has to be given, and the company is
obliged to delivér the water within that
time. According to the plan of the
company for putting in this new pipe
this could be accomplished it would
seem.

The capacity of the pipe proposed to
be 1ald to Esquimalt is a very large
one, 15,000,000 gallons a day. When it
is taken into aceount that the city’s
supply will not for some time exceed
3,000,000 gallons a day, a better idea
of the supply cah be understood.

LOTS OF WATER
THIS SUMMER

MAYOR RENEWS HIS
PROMISE OF SUPPLY

Cold Winter Set Back Work on
Reservoir—Complete in
Ten Days.

Mayor Hall, at the meeting of the
streets committe on Friday, renewed
his promise that there should be an
abundant supply of water this summer,
and expiained the reason for delay in
the fulfilment of the pledges he gave
during the last election. - He did so, he
said, to set at rest anxiety expressed
by press and peoplé in regard to the
adequacy of the supply, and he as-
sured the council that within ten days
citizens will be using - water from
Smith’s Hill rgservoir.

His worship saiq that while citizens
had a certain right to be anxious, and
had been promised they would have
plenty of water this summeér, and
while they always looked forward to
there being no shortage of water this
summer ‘it was supposed by Engineer
Adams that everything would be fin-
ished by June 1st, and he built on cer-
tain climatic conditions. They all knew
that last winter was an exceptional
one, that the frost was more excep-
tional than in thirty years and that it
detained the work. Had it not ‘been
for that everything would be fixed and
running to-day. 3

He had made full inquiries that day
from Mr, Raymur and Mr. Kempke,
and unless something unforseen took
place there would be water in the res-
ervoir and the people would be using
it from there somewhere about the
week after next, somewhere about ten
days hence, as he had §tated the night
before. Had it not been for the frosty
weather the people would ,be using
water from the reservoir to-day.

Sometimes if citizens would help the
council it would be better than criticiz-
ing and making cértain ' statements,
such as that if the work had been done
by contract it would be much further
ahead. If it had been done by con-
tract he did not believe that the city
would ever have it done for the money
or anything like it. Years ago, when
gas and water pipes were put down,
no plan was made of their location and
this had given much extra work to-
day, In some cases the mgins went
off at an angle four or five feet from
a straight line, making it necessary to
dig one trench to lay the new main and
another to take up the old main, which
had given rise to a lot of talk among
citizens about digging two trenches.
Had the work been done by contract
this would all have been an extra) and
so - would the necessary ' changes of
grade in laying the salt water mains.

As to giving more water, that was
at present impossible. Citizens should
bear with the department until the sys-
tem was connected up.
had pushed the waterworks scheme as
fast as could be done, when it was re-
membered that $619,000 had been spént
in liittle over a year. The Hillside
avehue pipe was not down, due to de-
lays on the part of the contractors for
the pipe, but it was not necessary for
it to be down in order to use the reser-
vdir.

Eight persons are reported deaqd in
the town of Lambese, and it is belleved
that many other dead or injured wil
be found in the debris of houses that
collapsed there. A search of the ruins
is being made by troops which wera
hurried to the scene.

The people of Toulon were panic-
stricken ang fled from their homes and
from the cates,\ taking refuge in the
public square.

Scores of large towns and citjes also
felt the shock and the property damage
is expected to be heavy.

The earthquake was severe at Cannes
Land Nice, according to messages re-
celved from those cities, Many per-
sons were injured in the larger cities
through the populace becoming panie-
stricken and stampeding for places of
safety.

Ong Hundred  Passengers
Thrown Into Water—One

ager, A, T. Goward. This was approved.

agreement between the city and the
company, Mr. Goward was present

The “comparnly, having in view very
heavy expéndituré in the develdpment
of =what it believes will prove &n. in-
exhaustible. source of power at Jordan
river, needs an assurance from the
city for the protection of bond-holders
that it will not go into the business of
developing power, or that if it ever does
it will mot be until it has made an offer
for..the. acquisition of the company’s
works. In return for this the company
offers some concessions, among which |
are energy for street lighting 4t one-
half what ‘it cost the city to develop-
energy now, and the reduction:of com-
mercial lighting rates. to what they are
in Vancouver now,

A Jetter was read last night from Mr.
Goward, pointing out that no action had
been taken by the city onthis, and that
if nene was taken by June 25 the com-
pany would regretfully have to with-
draw the offer. made.

No Further Concessions

Mr. Goward said this letter had been
writtén only after very serious consid-
eration by the company and after many
meetings He read a letter from J.
Blundell Brown, an Englxsh director of
the company, stating that he would not
be able to come over her®, and adding
that the company could make no furth-
er concessions than those outlined in
the yproposed : agreement; that if the
city did not act on it it would have to
be withdrawn. Mr. Goward pointed out
that the Jordan river scheme meant the
expendiutre of a million and a half, and
immediate action was necessary to en-
able the company to findnce it. All the
company wanted to know was whether
the city' felt like gobing’ en with the
matter and putting it before the rate-
payers, or thought it was not a good

Ald. Turner moved- that the council
approve of: the principle of the agree-
ment- and instruct the solicitor to, pro-
ceed at once with the preparation of a
by-law, in consultation with the mayor.

City Solicitor Mann projected himself
into the discussion at this. point.

“Why refer it to'a committee of four
or five “and ‘Keep this thing dragging
for months?” asked "Ald. Turner. I

Electrician’s Opinion,

Mr. Hutchison replied that the gist
of the agreement was thdt the city was
to enjoy a reduction of fifty per cent
in the cest of street lighting, but in
order to fit the city system to the kind
of current the.company would supply
there :-would -have to be a large invest-
ment.4in plant and lamps, which would
mean 35 per cent more cost and 50 per
cent more ‘maintenance. .This invest-
ment- was nécessary whether the com-
pany: supplied power or the city in-
creased its output and brought the
system up-to-date. As it did increase
its output the cost of producing énergy
pver lamp would be reduced. Of the
present 360 lamps 200 were of the new,
long-burning type and were tended by
one trimmer, while it took three trim-
mers to look after the other 160. FHe
would undertake to care for double the
number of lamps with three trimmers.
A reduction of 30 to 40 per cent in the
cost of energy and of 50 pe® cent in the
cost of maintenance was not nearly
offset by the 50 per cent reduction the
company offered. As to the reductions
in commercial lighting rates he thought
a fixed amount per kilowatt hour by
meter should be stated. The city elec-
trician saiq that statements made by
Mr. Goward before the board of trade
and nrivate bills committee were ex-

the’

aggerated to the extent of 50 or 60 per
cent. The cost per lamp per annum. of the
city lights_does not exceed 8100 nor yet
approach anywhere near it.. The city’'s
plant was a thoroughly . efficient one.
Mz, Coward replied that Mr. Hutch-
inson’s:idea that the company had of-
fered to run the city's street lighting
for 50 per cent less than it now cost
was absolutely wrong and where he
got it was not clear, The company did
not want to have anything to do with
the arc light. It offered a rate of $38
Per lamp per annum which the city
did not want to accept. It wanted
electrical energy on its own switch-
board at the station, and this the com-
bany offers to supply at one-half wha:
it costs the city to develop energy now.

The company also said it would make

all lgnting ratesg to citizens the same
as Vancouver -has now.

Ald. Fullerton asked if -~ Victoria
would benefit by a fall in rates in Van-
couver.

Rates in Victorias

““No,2! replied Mr. Goward, “but I say
that if-the rates go up there ours- will
not.. *This matter has been put off from
yeax to year. We finally sent you an
agreement on March 22nd and up to the
present we have heard nothing of that.

If the'council does not want the agres-,

ment they have only to say so. As to
Mr., Hutchinson's remark that our fig-
ures -are-flexible,. this company has al-
ways lived up to its agreements. -New
Westminster we offered to supply at
either three-fourths or three-fifths of
their cost of production and they were
only too glad to.accept it, We say here
we will supply you for half what ‘it
now costs you.  Furthermore, in spend-
.ing a: million and a half we.will havs
to spend a lot of money in and around
.Victoria, and talking to people in.the
city that appears to be what they want.

“It seems to me almost extraordin-
ary that the only people making any
objection in any way are some mem-
bers in this room. We cannot find
them outside; the public seems to be
absolutely in line in support of our
proposition. I do not like this talk
about our agreement. We have drawn
it up after consulting with you and
then your solicitor comes along and
says it is absolutely one-sided. Let us
80 .over it then and have him show
where it is one-sided.”

City Solicitor Mann hastened to as-
sure_the counci] that he and the com-
pany could ,come to an agreement, and
advised that Mr. Goward be given a
copy. of the solicitors’ letter.

Ald. Bishop wanted to know why this
had not been done before instead of
waiting all this time.

The mayor remarked that the council
all knew the reason,

“We do. not,”. retorted Ald. Stewart.

“If you want electrical energy for
your street ‘lighting at half what .it
costs you now you can have it; if you
do not you need not take it. We can
sell it to much better advantage,” said
Mr. Goward.

Ald. Fullerton pointed out that an
important point was whether _or not
the city,K was'to benefit by an
reductions in cost of .production. It
was all very well to reduce the price to
the Vancouver price now, but electri-
| cal developments might lead to. a. big
cut in cost of production, the advan-
tage Of . ‘Which consumeérs here should
Have, 5 .

+Future Reductions.

Mr. Goward replied that the com-
pany had made voluntary reductions in
Vancouyer; until prices there were as
low as any in Canada,-in spite of the
infinitely. high wages paid. There was
nothing to: prevent the company mak-
ing voluntary reductions here, but it
did not want to be bound to follow here
any reductions made in -Vancouver,
where the meeting of competition
might possibly at some time lead to
prices lower than cost of production.
Hé was absolutely convinced that if
there were reductions in the . cost of
production Victoria would benefit by
them.

Ald. Fullerton remarked that Vie-
toria did net want to be boycotted and
have industries settling in Vancouver
because of cheaper power there.

“That is the .strongest possible argu-
ment that can be used in favor of this
agreement,”” sai@ Mr. Goward.

Ald, Turner said the counci].would
be boycotting the city if it refused to
assist the company in the dewelopment
of its Jordan river plans. If ‘:fley were
giving away anything of the city’s they
should get dollar for dollar but they
were not. To refuse assent to the
agreement would be to stand in the
city’s light; to act the part of the dog
in. the manger.

The council adopted Ald, Turner’s
motion, the mayor, Ald. Henderson and
Ald. .Turner -to act with the city so-
licitor in drafting a by- law for; early
submission to- council.

IN ESQUIMALT WORKS

Doubt Raised aé to  Whether
City Can Buy Out Whole
Undertaking.:

(From Friday's Daily.)

A new hitch was developed -in - the
negotiations for the acquiring by the
city of the works of the Esquimalt
Waterworks “eompany. It comes from
the city's side, and after the recent
legislation-which wag supposed to have
completely- cleared -the way the alder-
men are quite taken by surprise.

When the matter was taken up at
last night’s special! couricil meeting
City Solicitor Mann, who drew the act
passed last™ gession providing for :the
expropriation of the company’'s works,
sprung his isurprise, informing the
council that it was doubtful if it could
expropriate the whole of the company’s
works and undeftakings.: Incidentally
the mayor and city solicitor confirmed
%he truth of a news story published
by the Times several weeks ago, to the
effect that the company would fight, the
city. to the Privy Council, if need be,

The . mayor called the 'attention of
counci]l to the necessity for deciding
what further actions it would take in
regard to the Esquimalt works, .

“I will. make a motion .to go to
Sooke,” said Ald. Fullerton. “We will
have to go there eventually ‘so let us
end this matter -at once. I wil] post a
notice if I have to, but if not I make
the motion now.”

Ald. Mable moved that the city pro-
ceed to expropnate under the act of
last session.

City Solicitor Mann said the council
must first decide what it wanted to ex-
propriate.

“The whole works, of course, as the
act gives us authority,” said Ald.
Mable. 3

Mr. Mann threw his damper on the
proceedings right there. He told the
council. they cquld  expropriate the
Goldstream works, they .might be
able to expropriate its plant in Victoria:
West but. .it was., a grave question
whether they could 'expropriate Thetis
lake, the company being engaged in
furnishing a public service. He ad-
vised the council to secure the opin-
ion of E. P. Davis, K.C. Vancouver,
an absolutely free and unbiassed man
and the most- eminent in the whole
province. Mr. Mann, added that it was
stated publicly that the company in-
tended to challenge the citys’ right to
expropriate its whole work.

In view of thig statement, and of the
fact~ the®t -emfropciation: proceedings.
would cost $25,000. to.- $30,000, which
would be -a dead loss if the proceed-,
ings were upset or the people turned
down the ratifying by-law, several ald-
men who have been willing to take the
Esquimalt plant at a fair figure at
jonce declared themselves in favor of
going to Sooke, and going at once. It
had been the understanding of all that
the whole of the company’s undertak-
Lings were to be acquired.

Ald Fullerton said he was convinced
from what he heard among citizens
that they would not approve of the
payment of even the minimum of $700,-
000. If the council were to go ahead
with expropriation proceedings it would
simply be procrastinating two or three
yvears and setting back the fina] going
to Sooke. Had the city ample water
supply till then?

The mayor said that even if the city
went to Sooke Lake it would have to
face litigation from the company which
would be carried to the Privy council.
It would be necessary to tunne? through
the Esquimalt company’s land.

‘“We have the right to do that,” said
Ald, Fullerton,

The mayor replied that the first
thing the company would do if the city
turned a spade would be to get an in-
junction.

“Then they are determined to hold
us up and force their property on us,”
was Ald. Fullerton’s comment,

“The less we have to do with them
the better,” added Ald. Raymond,

It was decideq to take the opinion of
Mr. Davis, who-is in the city attending
full court, and present it to the coun-
cil ‘at once, 'when further action will
be decided upon.

‘Workg of local improvement for which

application has béen made should be;

completed without delay, and that to
this end the assistance of contractors
shoulg be obtained.”

Mr.  Leiser ;said that the -boarg of
trade had: taken up the discussion of
civic affairs for‘the purpose if possible
of aiding the council.
ion that the present method of doing
work was wrong. At the present rate
of progress the work in hand would
take a very long time to complete, and
there wags other 'work needing attention.

J. J. .Shallcross referred to the need
of havihg the work -done with efficiency
and-dispatch. There was no desire:on
the part of the board of trade or any
Of the advocates of contract work to
have the wages of the working men
lowered, but simply tqo push the work
ahead. There wag an immense lot of
work in hand and much more: was
Wwanted done, amountigig in all to some-
thing like $1,000,000. At present the city
was' employing more men than Seattle,
Portland and Vancouver combined. In
order to keep up with the work an im=
mense expenditure would have to be
made in plant and the difficulties of
conducting the work 'Wwould he much
increased.

Continuing he said he did not thmk
they should try to cheek: the demand
of property owners to make improve-
mens at their own expense,

Ald. Turner on being called upon, said
he'came to the meeting to get informa-
tion,. They- knew the::stand:-he tpok:
He was in full accord. with the last
speaker -but he-did nog dntend to make
a speech,

Ald. McKeown <a1d the city counecil
had many difficulties to encounter. At
first they thought they could get rock
from Mount Tolmie,: but they were
stopped: at that point. . Then: they tried
the Indian reserve, but they could not
get permission to go there. He 'showed
that by getting a new &¢riisher-and roll-
er angd other machinery they could push
matterg: and get ahead three times as
fast as at present. Many of the works
had been kept back by the owners
themselves. They changed their minds
as to the material they wanted. * It
was his opinion that they could get
along as fast with day labor .as with
contract work. If a man was compe-
tent to inspect work it was his o})inion
that he was competent to run gang
of men and do the work himself.

Ald. Turner claimed that the city
staff was unable to handle all the ne-
cessary work. It was his opinion that
unti] the contract system was intro-
duced they would not get ahead much
faster than at nresent.

Col. Prior agreed with Couneillor
Turner that the contract system*® was
the proper way to do the work. He
thought the men would as soon have
the work done that way.

H. Slater said he had some property
which he wanted opened up and. he
founq difficulty is getting it done. He
favored contract labor,

J. L. Beckwith, while favoring a cer-
tain amount of contract work, said the
petitions called for day labor and the
only way to get it done was to back
up Ald, McKeown and get more ma-

Attorney Nicol, representing Gould,
moved to dismiss certain parts of Mrs.

Mrs. Gould simply asks for a sep-
aration, alleging cruelty and “aban-
donment, but Gould has started a
counter suit, naming Dustin Farnum,
the actor, and- Col. Wm.

Since -the proceedings were begun,
two years ago, Mrs. Gould has been
receiving alimony at the rate of $25,-
000 a year.

Nicol’s motion was overruled and
Attorney Shearn outlined Mrg. Gould's
case. He declared it was simply- an
act for maintenance and separation
despite the notoriety that had been
given it. Shearn said that his .client
did not believe in divorce and refused
an offer from her husband, who prom-
ised to furnish  her with evidence
which would assure- her a decree un-
der the la\vs of New York.

CHICAGO WOMAN
-DOCTOR STABBED

Wounded for Refusing to Cdm-

Accident on Great Northern
Seven Miles From

Burrard is a. Great Northern station,
seven miles from Vancouver. ’

ter is to ‘be investigated. It has been
stated, however, unofficially  that : the
Port Guichon- train should have side-
tracked this side of Burrard, and wait
for the flyer.

~ LESSENS PRESSURE

Householders Object That They
Cannot Get Water for
House Use.

premacy. Germany must at least rule
the North Sea, and no interference with
her will be brooked.”

The Free Press’s report of the pro-
ceedings is as follows: J -

Kiel, June 7.—The strongest anti-
Brglish note yet heard in German
semi-official circles dominated Satur-
day’s annual meeting-of the German
Navy League, under the presidency of
Admiral Koester, - All -dissimulation
was thrown aside and the delegates
openly advecated the accelerated up-
building of the German navy ‘‘to con-
test the present n#ival supremacy of
England.”

In nearly every utterance there was
marked hostility to England and the
resolutions, which weére adopted unan-
imously, plainly favor the building of
a Geérmany navy that will stand su-
preme in the world. The annual re-
port disclosed that there are nearly a
million members of the league, all
¢lamoring for a bigger navy. The
league alzo went on record in urging
Qefmany to be supreme in aérial ®quip=
ment, expressing its belief that the
wars of the future will be dec1ded in
the air.

President Koester's speech was sen-
sational in the éxtreme,

“Our naval policy must be persevers
ed in,’” he said. “Germany must con-
tinue heér ‘work and perfect a fleet
Wwhich will enable us to ‘¢ope with our
most powerful rivals:; ' “There must be
no going backwards ‘betausSe of criti-
cism from abroad.

“A fleet that will keep the Germdn
nation where it belongs among the
powers of the world s an immediate
necessity.”

“England’s claim that she must rule
the seas is preposterous,” he declared,
as the entire assemblage applauded.

{ “England ‘has no divine right to dom-

inate the ocean., Germany and the
other relgning naval powetrs must con-
test for supremacy: QGerthany must at
least rule.the North Sea and no inter-
ference with her can be brooked.”

Prince Henry of Prussia made 'a
speech to. the conference this after-
noon in which he extolled the work of
the naval ledgue. By 86 doing He is
conridered to have given wirtual ap-
proval of theé uttérances made against
Hngland,

Then follows a description of the
manner _in' which the report was re-
ceived in  England:

London, June 7.—While details of the
meeting of the German Naval League
at Kiel ‘have not been received
here, the fact that the Germans openly
threw off the cloak of secrécy and
admit Germany’'s intention of wrest=
ing from England control of the
seas, has merely accerituated the bit-
terness: of © the . British anti-German
feeling.

The extreme national anti-German

feeling is so intense that nothing short
of actual war could add to it.
The effect  of the German Naval
League meeting, however, is certain to
be -the- immediate construction of the
eight new Dreadnought type of battle-
ships, .which the - British: government
had hoped to delay because-of the corn-
dmon of the national finances.

‘officials .to reassure the British nation,
the people generally are convinced that
Germany’s sole purpose in strengthen-
ing her. fleet.is fro ,the purpose of at-
tacking England,

1t fis. clajmed on all sides=that - the
German hostility to Englanddis. so pro-
nounced. .that even in theatres their
slurs. on  Great Britain are the surest
way the performers ¢an make them-
selves .popular,

The: Naval: League meeting: follow-
ing so closely on the heels of the ad-
migsion that the Kaiser and the Czar
are to meet, has done more to con-
vince the British public that Germany
is their enemy' than . anything  that
¢éould have happened.

With Russia lined up alongside of
Germany, Austria - and Italy against
England, the inclusion of France in the
compact is confidently. expected, and
there is a seeming disposition on the
part of many influential Bnglishmen
to fawor the plan of picking a quarrel
with Germany at once, and.then send-
ing the vast English fleet to wipe out
the German navy béfore it can be
madée_ strong enough to effectively de-
feat the British navy on sea and be-
fore its system of airghips can be made
practicable.

A‘fter all; calmly reviewing the évents
of the past couple of weeks, can it be
honestly said’that the remarks of Ger-
man speakers at the Naval: League
meéting were one whit more sensa-
tional, alarming o fiery than the words
of Lord Roberts; Mr, Balfour or BEarl
Grey at public assemblies in London?
Nothing could bg more repugnant to
the mind of a thoughtful- man, not tb
sdy 1o the-mind of a statesman imbued
with a- fitting sense of his responsibili-
ties, than a thought of the awfyl con-
sequentes of a war between two such
powers as Great Britain and Germany,
not to speak of the possibility of a
general European conflagration. We

We do believe that the passions at
present 5o inflamed will cool off, and
that before long the representatives of
the two nations will be wondering
what all:the fuss was about.

VICTORIA BOY DOES
WELL IN ALBERTA

A. R. Pennock of This City Has
Valuable Home-
stead.

- (From Monday’s Daily.)

A notable example of how Viectoria
boys succeed, recently observed, is the
case of A, R. Pennock, eldest son of
the well-known Yates street jeweler,
This boy-—he is barely twenty years of
age—conceived the idea a little over a
year ago, of taking up land in the pro-
vince of Alberta. On approaching his
father on the subject, -that gentleman
willingly gave his consent; but took
the sensible course of impressing upon
the boy that he was adopting this ca-
Teer on his own responsibility and
would have to carry it through on his
own shoqlders, without any expectation
of assistance from home should his
yoqth and inexperience land in finan-
cial gifficulties.

In no way daunted by prospective

,troubles, young Pennock started out to

make his way in the world, having with
him as companion another lad of about
his own age, named Pringle, an eastern
boy of sterling qualities.- Having se-
lected and filed on their respective
homesteads, the next thing to do was
to find a means of livelihood, as nel-
ther of them was the possessor of much
working capital—Pennock in particular
having less than $100. Choice of occu-
pation is not very varied in a newly
settled country like the part of Alberta
in which the boys had located; but a
man who is honest, heady and willing
to work can generally fing employment,
and it was not long before Pennock had
secured a° position with one of the
Grand Trunk railway’s grading out-
fits as caretaker of a team of six
healthy mules. For a boy who barely
knew how to harness a single horse,
such a job as caring for and driving
half a dozen mules in a team might
have been considered as presenting in-
superable difficulties, but the ' young
Victorian was made of the right stuff,
and handled his unruly charges with a
skill and success which provoked the
astonishment and admiration of the
foreman of the gang, who had original-
1¥ offered him the work more in a spirit
of & rough joke on a “tenderfoot” than
because he thought so young and inex-
perienced a lad was capable of tackling
it. So well, indeed, did young Pennock
acquit.- himself that he was requested
to return and take up the same job for
the following season.

The homesteads which the two lads
have selected are in the vicinity of
Erma, a new townsite on the line of
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway in
Alperta, and since they took up the
land the company’s rails have been
laid ‘right through their property,
which is not more than half a mile
from the town. This latter place, al-
though 'but five months ol4, is, like all
the - prairie railroad towns, growing
with amazing rapidity. It already
boasts of several business establish-
ments, lots are being bought up rapid-
ly, and a railway station is in course
of construction. The properties of
young Pennock and Pringle adjoin each
other, the land is of very high ‘quality
and their position on the railway so
close to a growing town places both
these lads in the enviable situation of
owning property worth several thou-
sand dollars, secured through their
own hard work at an age when'many
boys are still being supported by their
parents,

W. H. Pennock, who left Victorla. a
few weeks ago to visit his son in his
new home, has just returned here, and
is naturally highly gratified at the
boy’s success, and also very - pleased
with the prospects -of Alberta, the cli-
mate of which, he says, though severe
in winter, does not appear to be in any.
way injurious to health, judging from
his son’s appearance.

While Mr. Pennock is proud and
gratified at the financial and social
standing his son is taking at so early
an age among his followmen, he lays
stress on the good influences resulting
from the boy’s early training, he hav-
ing been for a number of years con-
nected with Christ Church cathedral
here, where he was a member of the
choir and where he received a train-
ing which developed in him the indus-
try and steadiness of character which
have supported him so well onh his en-
trance into the battle of life.

LOOKING AFTER

CANADA’S INTERESTS

Higher Prices for-Produce as
Result of Commissioner
Ruddick’s Work.

: '-'== ¢

The Liverpool:Journal of Commerce
recently contained a long editorial ap-
preciation of the work being done in
behalf of Canadian exporters by J. A.
Ruddick, Canadian dairying ‘and cold
storage commissioner. Mr. . Ruddick
recently appeared before the select
standing committee on .agriculture
and colonization and explained what
the Canadian government is doing for
the promotion of Canadian interests in
England.

Among other things, Mr, Ruddick
explained that quite recently, .in.con-
Sequence of some experiments made
by one of the inspectors, quite a revo-
lution has been produced in the hand-
ling of milk and the. manufacture of
cheese; in milk production the prize
system has resulted in a farmer in
western Ontario delivering over 8,000
pounds of milk per cow during the sea-
Son; in the same distriet nver 100 large
factories have been estal'ished for the
cool curing of cheese; some 660 cream-
eries have already- received the full
bonus for providing cold storage ac-
commodation; large”  Sums of money
have been -spent in providing thous-
ands of special iced-cars for the con-
veyance of fruit, and, above all, there
is a tireless inspection of all kinds of
produce in every state of its manufac-
ture and shipment carried on by men
who are ag sympathetic as they are
scientific.

It would be strange if all this work
and organization did not bring forth
excellent results, and indeed the uni-
versal testimony of importers of Cana-
dian produce to this and other Euro-
pean countries is unanimously to this
effect, says The Journal of Commerce.
Higher prices are received for the
cheese and fruit, it is now the excep-
tion for heated cheese to arrive, by
the avoidance of the exposure of fruit
in the open sheds-enormous improve-
ment has been effected, whilst the bet-
ter transportation facilities, = added to
all that is done for the produce before
shipment, have indeed quite trans-
formed previous practices. The cool
curing  cheese, the use of iced cars,
more general cold storage at Montreal,
cool air and forced ventilation on the
steamers, and cool storage at the
ships’ side .in Great Britain have all
contributed to this, and the splendid
testimony given by the best houses in
the Canadian trade in Liverpool and
London to the marvellous improvement
effected in the last ten  yeargs more
than justifies all.the expense and trou-
ble that has been taken.

The Journal of Commerce adds an
explanation- of how Mr, Ruddick se-
cured improved methods for the hand-
ling of Canadian butter after its ar-
rival at Liverpool

Mr. Ruddick met the importers of
Liverpool,. had a talk with them and
explained hisposition. Visiting Great
Britain two years after that he found
the importers at Liverpool quite in ac-
cord with his view, and the agitation
had resulted in the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company having installed a
cold storage warehouse in 'their sheds
on the docks. Now the butter is dis-
charged at the Sandon Dock, where
the Canadian Pacific steamers berth,
direct from the ship into the cold stor-
age warehouse. The same practice
prevails at London, so nothing is
heard now about butter being left for
any length of time on the quay.

POLICE DEPORT
EMPRESS GUEST

MAN OF MEANS GETS
HIS WALKING TICKET

City Police Taking Prompt
Action in Suspicious
C_ases.

Having his name written in the reg-
ister of the Empress hotel, and occupy-
ing room number one hundred with his
wife, and being in possession of val-
uable diamond jewelry and momey to
the wvalue of about $200, did not save
an expensively dressed visitor from be-
ing gathered in on Government street
last week by the police, being locked in

Jail and eventually deported as an un-
desirable,

J. Porter came here a week ago from :

Seattle and took a roomm at the Em-
rress hotel, where to all intents and
purposes he appeared a man of consid-
erable means.. Later, he was joined by
Mrs. Porter, who stayed a day or two
with him at the hotel. On landing she
was at first denied admittance, but on
informing the authorities her husband
was here and a guest at the Empress,
he was sent for and declared the
woman to be his wife, when she was
allowed ashore,

She returned shortly to Seattle and
Porter remained -here, giving out he
was interested in the race meet and
intended later to start a book in the
ring at the course. Hig statement was
that he was in advance of his partner,
a Seattle man, to look over the situa-
tion. He, however, intended to wait a
few days before coming to a decision.

Porter was suddenly gathered in by |

the detective force < on Government
street.. He was quietly advised to walk
up to the police station, where he was
locked up. From information received
the police had every reason to believe
Porter to be an undesirable. In reply
to all questions he was informed he
would be held for deportation. ‘He pro-
tested and showed a considerable sum
of money, and gave his address as the
Empress. Porter also requested to be
allowed bail that he would not have to
sleep in jail. His request was refused.
and he was kept in jail over night,

The next day he was deported, his
hotel bill being paid, but it is rumored
the deportation did not take place
without threats from Porter that he
would bring an action against the of-
ficials here.

The police have, since the advent of
the race meeting here, been keeping a
watchful eye on all strangers of what-
ever class. They claim Porter was “n>
good.” Saturday six were gathered up
and have been sent back across the
Sound. One vag appearéd in ¢ourt this
morning, and will be given a chance to
get out, which he says he will take at
once,

The police records since the opening
of the races have not been burdened
with a long list of wicked ones. The
busineSs of the police court has not in-
creased above what it was' formerly.
The sudden manner in which the local
police took action from the commence-
ment appears to have had the desired
effect, and the tough element is giving
Victoria apparently a very wide berth.

DENIES MARRIAGE
~ TO INDIAN PRINCESS

leaquin Miller Says Woman
Saved His Life-in Pioneer
Days in West.

San Jose, Cal, June 1l.—Deénying the
Tomantie story of his early marriage to
‘Sutatot, a Shasta Indian woman who
died recently in Redding, Joaquin Mill-
er yesterday stated that he always re-~
garded the Imdian as one of his best
and truest friends and pald a warm tri-
bute fo her womanliness and character.

The story told by the venerable poet
of the California mountains, while not
authenticating the tales of his attach-
ment to the Indian princess, is filled
with the romance of the pioneer west-
ern «days,

During the Indian uprisings of the
early fiftles, Sutatot saveg Miller's life
and nursed him back to health after he
had received almost fatal wounds dur-
ing a bloody battle. -

“Al] the Shasta tribesmen were my
friends;” sald Miller, “and when the
pioneer had trouble with the unruly
Modocs; the Shastas fought shoulder to
shoulder with the white men.

‘“During the fiercely fought battle of
Castle-Roek in/1855, many of the Shas-
tas were slain. I was wounded in the
head by an arrow and through the
body by a bullet. After the battle, Su-
tatot, whose two brothers had fallen in
the fighting, had me removed to her
own ten and cared for me tenderly un-
til I wa™ gble to be taken down the
river.

“During my convalescence I went to
Eurcope and while on the continent I
learned that Sutatot had been taken

pgisoner by the Modocs. Later, I was
happy to hear that Jim Brock, the no-
ted scout, had secured her release and
had made her his Wwife. :

“AJl} stories that I married Sutatot
were cut from whele cloth. She hursed
me back to life after T had been shot
down.

MYSTERIOUS DEATH IN
HOSPITAL FOR INSANE

Autopsy on Patient Showed
_Ten Ribs Were Fractured
Before Her Death

Los Angeles, Cal, June 11.—An au-
topsy by. the. coroner’s, surgeon here
yesterday. upon the body of Henry
Grassmee, who died u -amysterious
circumstances at the Sotthen Califor-
nia hospital for the ipsgne at Patton,
revealed that ten of the man’s ribs
1§ were fractured before death.

‘Who ‘is . responsible for QGrassmee’s
death.is not known.. .As M. C. Neuner,
prestdent of the Neuner company, was
a friend of the deceased, had known
him ané bhis family from childhood and
had given the man employment for
ecighteen years, he was the first to re-
t ceive news of the suppased accident.

This ‘information came on Monday
night in the farm of a telegram which
merely . stated that Grassmee had@ met
with an accident and was in a critieal
condition.  Neuner went with Mrs.
Grassmee to the hospital and upon his
return to Los Angeles said:

‘1 do net know who is responsible for
my friend’s death. I have every rea-
son to believe that the authorities know
and do mot care to tell. We had the
body sent to Los- Angeles, where fu-
neral services will be held to~day, The
remaing will be cremated.

“When I returneg home I foung a let-
ter at my office.from Dr. Wilson, the
assistant superintendent at Patton, The
whole thing sounds bag to me.”

The Quinquennial Congress of the
Internationa: Council of Woinen, which
will be held in the Toronto' University
buildings from June. 15th to 30th is the
third meeting of its kind to take place.
The first was held in Berlin, Germany,
in 1889, when ten countries were rep-
resented, and the second in ILondon,
England, in 1904, when eighteen were
represented.

Honolulu, June 12.—A conspiracy
to gain control of the sugar industry
of the Hawaiian. group of islands was
unearthed here when the office of the
Jiji, a Japanese newspaper, and the
offices of the Japanese Higher Wage
association were entered 'by officers
with search warrants and incriminat-
ing documents seized. It is stated

through it, the general affairs of the
islands.

Between 5,000 and 8,000 Japanese
are involved in the strike of planta-
tion laborers, which has been in pro-
gress for over a month.

The members of
this ; organization are largely British,
but & few: German and French ships
are included. Under penalty of a heaVy
fine, the. owners are not allowed to
charter their ships for less than the
minimum rate, which from Puget Sound
and Portland is 27s 64 for grain.

On account of the over supply of
tonnage and the lack of wheat for ex-
port, the union suspended its rates un-
til May 1st of this year. According to
the report of A. H. Pollak, honorary
secretary, the committee concluded
that conditiong are auspicious for en-
forcing combination freights, The sec-
retary says:

“The committee was pleased to note
that business has already been done
from the North Pacific. for new sea-
son’s loading at rates in excess of the
existing minimum rates of freight, and
it was decided to maintain these as at
present fixed. No change wag made In
the existing minimum rates or condi-
tions. It was decided to hold the next
meeting of the committee in Paris on
November 11th.”

Discussing the prospects for the fall
export season, an English authority
under recent date writes:

“If the crop from the North Pacific
is not a very large one, disaster awaits
the large . fleet of sailing ships which
already have been lying up for several
months while steamers chartereq out-
ward with coal for the American ad-
miralty will in all probability have to
face a ballast trip to Java, Vladivostock
or Australia.” 7

Good news for shipowners comes
from the west coast of South America,
a correspondent writing:

“Supply and demand has asserteq it-
self on the West Coast and raised ni-
trate freights to 21s without the inter-
vention of the union.”

If this remunerative rate continues
from nitrate ports it is not likely that
many sailing ships will come North in
ballast to seek grain here during the
fall and winter. . For a long time nitrate
freights have been seriously depressed.

UNCLE SAM WILL :
. PAY BOARD BILL

Japanese Caught by Immigra-
tion Agents Are Held
in Hotel.

San -Diego, Cal.,, June 12.—Eleven Ja-
panese immigrants caught by United
States immigrantion agents are housed
at a local hotel because the law for-
bids their detention in jail. Uncle Sam
will have to pay the bills.

The eleven Japanese were caught
here after systematic work by secret
service and Iimmigration men, It is
believed. by local immigration inspec-
tors that a plot for wholesale smug-
gling of immigrants exists, and extra
deputies have been added to the force,
Sixteen additional agents were sent
out yesterday to the Mexican line.

All:Japanese' were carrying passports
when arrested.

T¥me
and again he has asserted, through his
newspapers, that when the facts are
given to the public his innocence will
be assured.,
