Mayor Magee of Pittsburg

Stepped in and Settled the Car Strike — Cars Running

as Usual Today.

Pittsburg,June 28—Greater Pittsburg is
happy today in the realization that it
does not have to walk down or around
town. Street railroad traffic was resumed
at an early hour and regular schedules
rcaught up before 7 o’clock. The etreet car
strike was declared officially off before
midnight last night. Two whole days,
between pouring rain and a sun which
made wet clothes steam, the residents
of the Smoky City struggled the best way
they could against poor steam trains and
dray carryalls. The poor men walked,
the well-to-do walked, and the affluent
walked. There was no alternative.

The serious side of the two days’ dis-
turbance lies in the loss to the street car
company in fares, the loss of wages to
working men, the loss to department
stores in extra police and the general

’

demoralization of business cowltas )
throughout the city. It has been estimi.c-
ed that Monday alone brought the total
cost of the strike close to $250,000.
The agreement made and signed by the
Pittsburg Railway Company and the Am-
algamated Association of Street and Elec-
tric Ry. Employes last night, it is predict-
ed, will forestall traffic strikes in Pitts-
burg for years to come. The union men
claim they have gained their points, while
the car company are just as strong in
their assertion that they stood firm.
Mayor Magee, however, smilingly stated
that he belived al the men " were satisfied
and the arouble had been for once and
all done with.

“BRITANNIA’S FLESH |
. GLOWED WITH PRIDE”

POOR DOCUMENT

The Fleet and the Men—Haro'd Begbie Teils of the Impress-

ions of Witnesses of the Great Naval Pageants

(Harold Begbie in London Chronicle)
~ On Saturday there was something new.
Britannia's flesh did not creep. It glowed.
Sea and Sky were like two: prize-fighters

retired to their corners after a round of
hard pounding. Every shade of bruise
was_in. the clouds, which were puffed ‘and
bagged and swollen; -every shade of sick
green was in the sea, which suggested a
winded body and a sinking stomach. These.
two antagonists regarded.each other. They
appeared to be waiting for the next round.
The sound of the wind was like the mur-
mur. of conversation round the ring.
Every now and then the rain fell; every
now and then a pale sin, like a hammered
eye, peered out of the browh-paper sky and
produced the tinge of thunder in.the green
sca; ‘always the wind blew. It was cold,
melancholy, depressing. But—you could .al-
most see Britannia’s flesh glow with pride.

« A' HUMAN CABLE

The Fieet at Spithead, dressed rainbow
f.aph{on, and manned with straw-hatted
bluejackets holding hands like a human
cable, stood black, silent and immovable
on ‘the green sea, It looked like an iron
city trying to be festive with a little bunt-
ing. There were streets of great mansions,
streets ‘of middle-class villas, ‘streets of cot-
tages, and—where the submarines were

‘| gathered, veritable dwellings of the sub-

merged—slums. The silence of this iron
city, ‘the steadfastness of its inhabitants,
made one 'think of a city of the dead. The
funnels ‘and masts poeinting upwards, the
guns and ‘booms pointing outwards, broke

'the great mass of solid iron, and suggest-

ed immense scaffolding, ‘“‘through which
the sun did peer as through a grating.”

The ‘Fleet at Spithead looked very grim.
There were eighteen miles of it. It appear-
ed to occupy the whole ocean.

Britannia . locked and asked questions.
Was this the British navy? A part of it.
Only a part? Ready for action. What—
immediately? Well, two hours to get up
steam. Otherwise quite ready—stores, am-
mimition, ‘coal? Yes. Wonderful! What
could compare with it? Nothing.

.An officer standing by my side pointed
to a modest cruiser. “That is the finest
ship in the navy.” I asked for information.
“It is mine,” he replied, laughing. “You
prefer it to the Dreadnought?”’

And then while the British Empire ex-
claimed with increasing admiration at the
strength and power of this vast Fleet, the
young officer spoke to me of something
that politiciane and newspaper writers
sometimes forget. He spoke about “the
feelings” of the navy.

BEHIND THE GUNS. :
i

. There are people who talk of the navy
in: terms of iron.. They forget the blood.
It is natural enough in a club smoking-
room, in a newspaper office, in a London
drawing-room, or inland' in .a country
house to discuss the navy as something
which consists of tonnage and armaments.
People. who have never heard of a tom-
pioni and who have no notion of a turret’s
interior cannot conceive of the navy ex-
cept as a number of ships. On BSaturday
every writer of the Empire with whom I
conversed in the down train spoke of the
navy. in this fashion; in the up train they
spoke of the men. The bluejacket is more
than a Blue-book; there are no statistics
thit can express him. Figures will give his
shooting; neither language nor figures will
give him:

it is necessary to visit the fleet to un-
derstand the navy. On the sea you think
of the men and forget the ships. The Brit-
ish navy is a manhood.

The young officer at my side spoke of
the men, and of their feelings. He said
that they felt rather hurt by the news-
paper language of panic. They could not
understand it; they knew it was without
reason; but' the chief point he made was
that this scare language hurt the feelings
of the navy. The British navy does not
like ‘to find itself, day after day, advertised
to'the world as unfit. It calls itself ready.

As for this’ new language of Dread-
noughts, h& smiled, and said that he would
as soon be on many a ship described in
newspapers as obsolete as on the Inflex-
ible or the Invincible. He spoke of the
speed of these obsolete ships, also of their
gunnery. He thought that something de-
pended ‘on the men as well as on the arm-
aments. He said that every ship at which
weé were looking was manned by British
bluejackets, and could hit what it aimed

at..
| Onme of the editors of a Canadian news-

paper said to me that this review was like
a sudden.light. He was laughing all over
his face, and was full of high spirits. I
asked him what had most impressed him.
He said, “The men.” An editor from
South Africa who had witnessed the siege
of' Ladysmith said, “This is the day of
my-life’  He. burst out laughing, and said,
“Every boy is a man. I heard a little kid
say to a party of bluejackets nipping up
a ladder like monkeys, ‘Tumble up there,’
as though disgusted with them. I shall
remember that boy’s face and the look in
his eye, and his little voice saying, ‘Tumble
up there.’ It was rich!”

There was a famous politician in the
party, who thought that the impression
made was too great, that colonial editors
would return and say “The Empire is

He Was Nominated By the County Convention Last Night and Made a Ring-
-'f‘ng Speech of Acceptance—Hon. C. W. Robinson lIssues a Sweeping
Challenge to the Premier and Shows How Mr. Hazen Has Broken His
Pledges to Liberals Who Helped to Place Him |
Enthusiastic Over Their Candidate and Pledge

in Power—County Men
Him Their Support.

At an open convention of the Liberal
party of St. John county, in Berryman’'s
Hall last night, Allister F. Bentley, of St.
Marting, was unanimously chosen as the
candidate at the forthcoming contest for
the seat in the local house made vacant by
the appointment of Hon. H. A. McKeown
to the supreme bench of the province.

Councillor Donovan and Councillor Coch-
rane were both nominated, but withdrew
in favor of Mr. Bentley. "here was a big
attendance, great enthusiasm Jrevailed, and

Mr. Bentley’s nom:nation was received
with much heartiness. He was assured of
every support, and of his victory none
felt any doubt.

There were stirring speeches, by the
nominee, by Hon. C. W. Robinson, lead-
er of the opposition; James Lowell, M. P.
P., Coun. Cochrane of St. Martins, Dr.
McVey of Kings county, E. H. McAlpine
and others. The issues of the day were
clearly dealt with, premier Hazen being
sharply criticized for his broken pledges
and general inconsistency of policy.

The convention was held in the rooms
of the St. John the Baptist Society and
was especially large and representative,
prominent Liberal workers from the city
being present in addition to all the dele-
gates from the parishes and others from
the county.

Alex. ¥. Johnstone moved that James
Lowell, M.. P; P.. be chairman, and on
Mr. Lowell assuming the chair, with Jos-
eph O’Brien of Fairville, as secretary, it
was moved by Fleming Johnstone that
Coun. J. M. Donovan of Simonds be the
candidate. Mr. Donovan expressed his
thanks for the honor but declined as he
{elt that his duties as a munieipal council-
lor, and his occupation as farmer, demand-
ed all his time. He had ajcolleague, how-
ever, in the council, Coun. F. M. Cochrane
of St. Martins, whom he took great pleas-
ure in nominating. :

Mr. Cochrane was also grateful for the
proferred honor. He felt, however, that
he too must decline. He declared him-
self in thorough sympathy with the Lib-
eral party in whose ranks he had often-
times fought. No matter who the candi-
date might me, he could promise his un-
divided support, and he had no doubt he
would be returned by a handsome major-
ity. -~ /

A. F. Johnstone then nominated Allister
F. Bentley of St. Martins. It was un-
necessary, he said, to introduce Mr. Bent-
ley. All were familiar with him as one
of the most substantial business men of the
county and one calculated to look well af-
ter the interests of the people.

Mr. Bentley was unanimously chosen
and was received with cheers. In his
speech of acceptance he made an excellent
impression as a clear forceful speaker. In
thanking the delegates for the unanimous
honor conferred upon him, he said the
nomination was unexpected and iunsought.

‘But if I pay them,’ Mr. Flem-
ming must have replied, ‘I shall have a
deficit of $60,000! Better close the accounts
up now.” (Much laughter.)

“Notwithstanding all they told us, gen-
tlemen, that nothing would be carried
over, we found, in answer to an enquiry
in the house, that of $080,000 expended on
bridges, nearly every dollar belonged to
the previous year.”

“The present government have enjoyed
an income -we never had.

For instance, the way he signals to the
pitcher?

Probably not, for as a general thing no
one but the pitcher can see what the
catcher calls for.

When the backstop squats down behind
the batter and holds his mitt edgeways,
or perhaps turns it o the palm faces the
pitcher, he tips off to his battery mate
what he thinks will fool the ter. ’

1f he wants a’ fast stright ball, he hold
down his index finger.

If he thinks the batter will go after a
curve ball, or bite on it, as the players
call it, he holds two fingers down.

If he wants -the pitcher to waste a ball
80 as to give him a chance to nip a run-
ner, he holds down his thumb.

There are times when the catcher gets
an instinctive hunch that his signals are
‘being tipped off, either by a runner on
second, who may be in a position to see
his signals, or by someone in the bleach-
ers armed with a field glass. Then he
switches it, and one finger may mean a
curve or a waste ball or vice versa.

In addition the pitcher has in his rep-
ertoire signals that tip off the pitcher
when to throw to first to. catch a man
napping; to the second baseman and.
pitcher, or to the pitcher and ehortstop,
8o they will act in concert to get a man
asleep off second; or to the third base-

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CHIEF ENGINEER OF G. T. P .
- COMMISSION HAS RESIGNED

Hugh Lumgden Has FTc.anderet_l His Resignation to Hon. Geo.
P. Graham—His Action Was Not Unexpected

Ottawa, June 28—Hugh Lumsden, who
was appointed chief engineer of the Na-
tional Transcontinental Railway Commis-
sion, when the commussion was formed,
bas tendered his resignation to Hon. Geo.
P. Graham, minister of railways.

The resignation does not come as a sur-
prise. It has been known for some time

that Mr. Lumsden has found his duties
pressing heavily upon him'and some time
ago intimated that he would not con-
tinue at this post unless his salary was
increased and he was given a leave of
absence.

It is understood that there has been a
feeling on the part of the authorities that
Mr. Lumseden has stayed too closely to
his desk and has mot personally gone suf-
ficiently over the work which is in prog-
ress along the line of the National Trans-
continental Railway for the purpose of
chedking up the work of the district en-
gincers and the engineers under them. It
is the -custom of the chief engineers to
keep familiar with the progress of rail-
way construction of great magnitude by
frequently visiting the places where work
is in progress. 1t is recognized that the
work on .the National Transcontinental
is being carried on in rough and remote
country which makes it difficult for any
but an active man to go over the line.

Mr. Lumsden’s resignation, it is under-
stood, is more directly due to the recent
work of the board of arbitration on class-
ification, of which Mr, Lumsden was a

member, representing the National Trans-
continental Commission. Mr. Kelliher,
chief engineer of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
was a second member of the board repre-
senting that company, and Collingwood
Schreiber, consulting engineer of the de-
partment of railways, was the third, have
ing been agreed upon by Mr. Lumsden
and Mr. Kelliher.

As the Grand Trunk Pacific under their
contract will have to pay a rental of
three per cent on the cost of .the Na-
tional Transcontinental, they have had en-
gineers on the work' checking the classis
fication of material. made by the govern-
ment engineers, who were responsible to
Mr. Lumsden. There have, as is always
the case, been differences of opinion over
the classification of material at some
points. The statute provides for the ad-
justment of euch differences by a board
of arbitration consisting of the chief en-
gineer of the National Transcontinental,
the chief engineer of the Grand Trunk
Pacific and a third to be agreed qon.:
The Grand Trunk Pacific, while hiing
statements of objections to classification,
showed a good deal of reluctance to sub-
mitting the disputed -points to arbitra-
tion, and though pressed by the National
Transcontinental Commission to have the
differences arbitrated as fast as they de-
veloped. The company abstained from
authorizing their chief engineers to join’
in the arbitration until the commission
intimates that they would take the mat-
ter to the supreme court, as the statute:
provides.

AARON JENKINS FATHER OF
DEPUTY CHIEF DEAD AT 84

Aaron Jenkins, father of Deputy Chief
of Police Fred W. Jenkins, died at his
home, Cody’s, Queens county, on Sunday
in hig 84th year. He had lived a vigorous
regular and model life and when the end
came he peacefully slept away. A week
ago he was taken to his bed but suffered
no pain, it being a natural disorganiza-
tion of the life forces. On Friday he be-
came unconscious and on Sunday at 11
o’clock he breathed his last.

Mr. Jenkins was of Loyalist descent,
his grandfather coming from Maryland
with the Loyalists and settling on the
Bellisle. -

At twenty-two years of age Mr. Jen-
kins married Miss Little, daughter of Dr.
William Little, of the Narrows, Queens
county; they have had sixty-two years
of happy married life together, and to-
day Mrs. Jenkins is vigorous and in good
health, only three months younger than
her husband.

On their marriage Mr. Jenkins bought
a large tract of land stretching back from
the bank of the river, covered with tim-
ber, and their first home was in a camp
which he built on a clearing he made in
the forest.
