Mr. Mills repeated Mr. Davies* protest 
againat the passage of the modus vivendi bill 
without more lighk He hsi received, an 
English blue book opnt|kinipg the minister of 
justice's report to the imperial govéî nmeu^'v 
respecting the treaty then in negothrt*’ 
between Newfoundland and the United 
Stater. He regarded it as a most singular 
proceeding forxthe Canadian government to 
intervene in negotiations which the govern­
ment of Newfoundland, for .the advantage of 
that country, was carrying on with the 
United States and which treaty dealt ex- 
clusively with trade between those two 
countries. There might be circumstances in. 
which the interference of one oolony with 
negotiations of another could be justified, 
but it was certaintly an extraordinary state 
of affaire. He wanted information regarding 
this report of Sir John Thompson’s, and 
considered that it should be brought down 
before the house, was asked to retd the 
modus vivendi bill s third time.

The minister of justice explained that the 
information required by the 
Both well bad nothing whatever to do with 
the mbdus vivendi, and any speaker disons-' 
sing the bill who got so far away- from his 
theme as the Newfoundland correspondence 
should be called to order.

It would 4 
rather have been extraordinary if the gov­
ernment had allowed the interests of Can­
ada to be sacrificed without protesting or 
intervening. It would have been criminal to 
have remained silent and inactive and he 
would do Mr. Mills the justice that had the 
government refuted to interfere Mr. Mills 
would have eloquently add properly de­
nounced the ministry for negligence. Sir 
John Thompson declared that it was now 
and always had been the custom when one 
c ilouy was engaged in negotiations to con­
sider the effect on all the others. He would 
mesure the bon. gentleman that so far from 
considering intervention an extraordinary 
proceeding, so long as the government was 
in the' hands that now controlled it, it would 
interpose in any or every esse, on every 
possible occasion when negotiations were 
pending which threatened Canadiari inf cr­
ests.

The record of the Department of 
Fisheries lit its dealings with the people 
of the Miramichi district, has. been one 
of almost constant irritation and con­
flict ever since Confederation, greater 
dissatisfaction with the government 
growing ont of the administration of 
that branch of the public service, than 
from all other causes combined. In­
efficiency, neglect, double dealing and 
a mischievous disposition on the part 
of local officers have, donbtlees, had

Of the prospects of the Wood trade, the 
London Timber Trades' journal of 9th 
met says:—

“Regarding the general tone of the 
timber trade, the tendency is decidedly 
firmer; prices have been drooping daring 
the past twelve months, and until very 
recently no bottom was discoverable, but 
if we can trace no pronounced uprise, 
yet there can be no doubt things have 
reached their lowest level. The general 
body of consumers have benefitted by 
the excessive importation of 1889, but it 
is at the expense of the trade, for it 
brought prices of spot goods down on an 
average quite 20 per cent., if not more, 
and this loss of course fell on the shoul­
ders of the middlemen. The cheap 
scale of values now dominant induces buy­
ing, as we have recently seen exemplified 
in the public saleroom, but we can hardly 
say that it generates consumption, unless 

. it is accompanied by sound credit and 
• money easy ; ptoety of idle capital induces 

house speculation when the materials for 
the work can be got abnormally cheap.

That Sent County Crown Land Case-
■;AT AUCTION !Bichibucto, May 19, 1891.

Mr Editor :—1 observe in your last 
issue that you refer to the judgment given 
of the Court last term in the case of Steven- 
•on, appellant vs. Flanagan, respondent. 
The Court virtually sustained \fr. Flana­
gan’s contention and decided against the 
Crown officers, ' t

Mr. Flanagan’d contention was that in 
order to clear tibe land so as to fulfil the 
conditions necessary to entitle Мак to liie 
grant, the Locatee could cat down standing 
trees, sell them or peel the bark and sell 
that and if he oonld do so, he could employ 
others to do so, or sell the right or privilege 
to do so to another, as was done in this caee 
of Antoine Robicheau to Daniel Robichean. 
The Crown Land officer here has frequently 
seized bark peeled from tress cat down for 
the bona fide purpose of clearing the land for 
cultivation, and appears to have had hither­
to the idea that the locatee mast .barn valu­
able lumber on the land whilst endeavoring 
to fnlfil the conditions and ekeing oat a pre­
carious existence in the meantime, which is 
absurd. Stress is laid on the fact that 
Antoine, the Locatee, was not called by the 
plaintiff bat the case was postponed by the 
Crown three times and Antoine was here 
subpoened by both parties, but unfortunate­
ly was not in attendance when required, 
which made the case somewhat lame for the 
respondent when the evidence was read be­
fore the Court of Appeal.

But on the trial the whole question turned 
on the right of the Crown to seize lumber or 
bark peeled from lumber cut down for the 
purpose pf clearing the land in order to fulfil 
the conditions entitling the Locatee to a 
grant, and »e you will see from the judg­
ment of the Chief Justice, that -contention 
is sustained by him and the appeal is only 
allowed because the Court thought the evi­
dence insufficient.

That question was, however, directly sub­
mitted to the jury, and found in favor of 
the respondent as it was really the only 
point in the casfB.

teUished is Halifax і» that of the Parkins 
cutlery company. It was not inaugurated 
With any flourish of trumpets or newspaper 
notoriety ; nevertheless, having the Canadi ш 
field practically all to itself, it ought to have 
a successful future. Nearly all the raw 
material entering into the manufacture of 
cutlery is produced in Nova Scotia ; the 
principal article imported is high grade steel 
for the finest blades. The protection afford­
ed by the tariff averages 26 per cent, so that 
all that is needed is the establishment of the 
industry by practical men, aided by suffi­
cient capital, to supply the home market 
A year ago B. S. Parkins, who .had been 

. engaged in the business in Sheffield, came to
Halifax, and started the manufacture of 
knives in a building at the head of the Arm, 
near Feneriy's shovel works. Then he 
brought oat several experienced workmen 
from Sheffield, and began to introduce his 
goods in the local market His enterprise 
was favorably regarded by Halifax wholesale 

, and he received orders from all the 
leading houses. The business has since 
extended to New Brunswick, P. B. Island, 
Quebec end even ns far west as Ontario. 
The demand grows so steadily that Mr. 
Parkins finds it necessary to remore to 
larger quarters, and will establish himself 
in tire city, and ran hi» machinery by steam 

— Л instead of water -power. At present oper­
ations have been confined to the manu­
facture of the cheaper hind of pocket knives. 
A 25 cents jack knife is a simple contrivance, 
but its manufacturers give employment to 
several specialists. One man forges the 
blade; another man grinds and polishes it; 
a third aawa the handle: » fourth ente and 
drills the scales, fixes the spring and puts 
the varions pieces together. Then the 
handle is ground and polished, the blade 
sharpened, etc. Moat ef this woik is done 
by machinery; but each is a basinets in 
itself; the man who forges the blade* knows 
nothing about grinding or polishing, nor 
does the grinder know how to hammer out 
the blade, Mr. Perkin», however, has » 
practical knowledge of all the branches. 
While on .this point, it may be mentioned 
that among the machinery is » email im­
proved boring machine, the invention and 
manufacture of Harry Hill, of the electrical 
department of the Halifax Gas Company. 
This machine does faster and better work 
than the one hitherto need, and is also an 
economiser of labor. The commoner kinds 
of blades nee stamped; but the better 
qualities are forged. Of the latter, one man 
can forge about 18 dosen a day. The 
handles are made of bone, ash, rosewood, 

and the output of knives it 
gross per day. Mr. Parkins 

•ought outside capital, and the factory is 
now in the hands of a company, with an 
authorised capital of $20,000. With the aid 
of new capital, the company will branch ont 
into the manufacture of table knives- and 
folks, carvers, butchers knives, «sors, etc. 
They are now filling a large order from St. 
John for pocket knives. With the cheap 
raw materials to be obtained in Nova Scotia, 
the ‘ protection afforded by the tariff a 
market of 6,000,000 people to supply, with 
the necessary capital and intelligent 
managemt, this factory, from its small be- 
gining, ought to grow into one of our meet 
successful industries. —Herald.

The twenty that were left did not appear 
to be any obstacle to a young widow with 
OB# child consenting to become the • third 
wife of the jolly little man, for he was 
known ne one of the happiest and most 
genial of men, although it kept him toiling 
like a slave to keep a soon of months in 
bread. The third Mrs. Heffner became the 
mother of nine children in ten years, nod the 
contentment and happiness of the ooeple 
were proverbial One day, in the fall of 
1885, the father of the forty-one children 
Was crossing a railroad track, and rise ran 
down by » locomotive and instantly killed. 
Hie widow and twenty-four of the forty-one 
children are still living.
