Slowing the “Fast Line.” -

The ApvANCE has, for years, advo-
cated the idea that it is futile to discuss
the establishing of a fast passenger line
between Great Britain and Canada,
unless the claims of vertain ports to be
its termini are ignored. @ We have
always contended that s’ ohn, for
instance, should exert all its influence
in the direction of securing for itself the
position of Canada’s terminus for trans-
atlantic freight business, especially in
winter, while it should yield to Sydney,
Halifax or some other Nova Scotia
port & similar position in regard to the
fast passenger business—both winter
and summer,

No good reason -can be urged for
using either St John or Quebec in con-
nection with the fast line, and we are,
therefore, at a loss to understand why
so able a public man as Mr. Tarte,
Dominion Minister of Public Works,
while affirming the true idea on which
the choice of a fast line terminus should
e chosen, shows that he is prepared to
sacrifice it for a part of the year, doubt-
less for purely local reasons. He says:

“My idea would be to have Quebec the
summer terminus of the fast line, Halifax
the winter terminus for psssengers, and
St. John for freight. The reason for this
is obvious. The 0. P. R. must be de
pended upon almost exclusively to supply
trade for the winter port, and their own
line runs only to St. John, se that the
Canadian line should furnish it with re-
turn freight. For the passenger terminus
my idea is to have passengers landed
where they can get along as fast as possi
ble, and freight carried on the very fas
liners is generally of a perishable natare—
that is the reason why I would make
Halifsx and Quebec the termini of the
fast line sad have the freight boats go tw
8t. John.”

To have a line fast, it is absolutely
necessary, as we have frequently point-
ed out, first : that the shortest possible
route be selected and, second.: that the
shortest possible portion of it be used
for steamship and the greater for rail
transportation. Sydney, or some other
Cape Breton port claims firat place as a
fast line terminus, while Halifax,
because of its prominence as the great
British-Canadian paval station of the
Atlantic, is also entitled to considera-
tion. Quebec can expect to be con-
sidered only in connection with the nse
of Bellisle Straits as part of the route,
and, even then, it has dwisadvantages
whioh would be fatal to a fast line ; hut
to select any route save that south of
Newfoundland for the purpose would
bandicap its success from the start,

It is, therefore, of the first import-
ance that the western Atlantic port of
the fast line shall be in Nova Scotia,
both winter and summer.

If Mr. Tarte fails to divest himself of
his Quebec sectionalism in connection
with the proposed fast line he will be a
contributor to its non-success to an
equal extent with those who, for
similar reasons, advocate the alleged
claims of St. John in the same connec-
von, Until The public men of the
Dominion, therefore, display ability
and breadth of mind which will enable
them to overcome and ignore sectional
claims, we shall have no fast line ; for
if our natural advantages are to be
handicapped and sacrificed to petty
self-seeking contentions between prov-
inces, we had better leave the develop-
ment of the great idea to those coming
after us, who will have learned better
than ourselves the necessity of broad
ideas to the success of the undertaking,

The Intercolonial avd Canadian
Pacific Railways change their time
tables next week and the new ones are
made up on the new standard time.
It is probable that the new order will
be observed generally throughout the
Province.

Beginning on Sunday morning at ten
o’clock, Atlantic Standard time, trains
will be run over the Intercolonial Rail-
way in the Maritime Provinces, as far
west as Campbellton on Actlantic Stand-
ard time, which is one honr faster than
the time heretofore used. Thus, for
instance, the Maritime Express from
8t. Joho and Halifaxarriving at Camp-
bellton at 4.05 atter next Sunday

morning; will - leave .Cappbeliton lor

time table, because Eastern Standard
time—which is one hour slower than
Atlantic Standard—is to be observed
from Campbellton westward.

The Maritime Express which now
leaves St. John at 17 o’clock (5 p.m.,
Eastern staudard) will leave on Monday
evening néxt, and thereafter, at 19.30
o'clock (7.30 p.m., Atlantic’' Standard)
which is just one and a half hours later
by elapsed time than at present.

It is expected, however,—and it will
certainly be most convenient for every-
one in the  Maritime Provinces, and
obviate confusion—that Atlantic Stand-
ard time shall be generally adopted for
all purposes hereafter. Ou the Mira-
wichi, it is only abeut twenty-six
minutes faster than solar time, so that
the difference is not materisl. Church
sorvices, working and meal hours, etc.,
can be readily adjusted o it, and as
courts, banks and other public institu-
tions must observe it, by law, the new
order seems desirable in every way.

We observe that srme of the minor
papers are carping over the name
apphied to the new standard time
adopted for the Muritime Proviaces,
contending that because it was once
called Intefoolonial standard- by Sir
Sandford Fleming and is so desiguated
in an Eoglish almanag, it is & misnomer
to refer to it as “Atlantic Standard.”
As the meridian of the new time is on
the Atlantic and the Atlantic is broad-
er and more universally and definitely
known than the .word Intercolonial—
which has several significations—
«Atlantic Standard” is by far the best
designation. What’s in a name, aay-
way? We expect to see sensible paople
adopt the new time and leave the dis-
cussion of its name to the corner
grocery debating class.

Lumber in Liverpool.

London Timber Trades Journal of 31st
May, in its Liverpool notes, says :—

The holidays being now over, there is a
general turn to serious business, and it all
reports from country districts be tiue,
thera iz an improvement in trade which
«ill be welcomed by the importers of tim-
ber in thia district.

Considerable business has been done in
the past few days in spruce deals for
future delivery in the Lancashire potta.
Prices have ruled at £7 10s, c.i.f. for poor
specifigations containing sbout 55 Lo 60
per cent. of 3x7 and 3x8 inch, but forany
better lines of dimensions than these
higher prices are wented.

The weekly arrivals per liners have been
dealt with on private terms from the
ship’s side, and all, or nearly all, have
gone into consumption.

The Norwegian barque *‘Johanna,” for
Halifax, N. 8., to load & cargo of spruce,
went ashore on Tuesday upon s sunken
veef, and has become a total wreck.
Happily the crew were rescued.

Professor Robertson, Dominion com-
miwsioner of agriculture, who has retura-
ed from Ecgland, states ghat Canadian
affairs and Canadian prodicts are ooccupy-
ing a much larger attention there than
ever before.

He had several interviews atthe de-
partment of the imperial government
regarding future shipments of Canadian
supplies to South Africa and found the

authorities most favorably disposed to |

Oanadian products. The hay and flour
shipments to Africa have given exceeding
satisfaction. He found, however, that
even one inferior bale of hay in a ship-
ment had a tendency to seriously injure
the reputation of the shippers. While in
Enogland he went before the committee on
remounts to give evidence regarding the
supply of horses from Canada. He point-
ed out to them that Canada would supply
from 10,000 to 30,000 horses per year
suitable for artillery, cavalcy and mounted
infantry. All that was required was a
steady market, which would encourage
farmers to keep up the standard of
breeding.

A notable increase has taken place in
the quantity of cheese, butter and bacon.
The value of these exported from Canade
has increased from $19,456,644 in 1896 to
$35,812,434 in 1901, and will occupy &
relatively better position on the market of
the United Kingdom. The newspapers
have given much prominence to the dis-
cussion on preferential trade.

I. 0. R Extension.

An Ottawa despatch says :—

**While the repurt is current here that
the dominion government has had some
negotiations with Mr. Booth lueking to
the purchase of the Canada Atlantic Rail-
road as a means of exteunding the govern-
ment road to the Georgian Bay, nothing
defiuite is obtainable. It is well known
that Mr. Blair favors an extension of the
Iatercolonial westward to a port on the
Great Lakes, but whether this can be ac-
complished just now remains to be seen,
all that can be eaid is that there appears
te be some neygotiations on the tapis.
Mackenzie & Mann were here all yester-
day watching what was going on."”

A Halifax despatch of 7th says :—

The ‘Chronicle’ to-day announces that
an arraugement is sbout to be entered
into between the Dominion Government
and the Canada Atlantic which will result
in giving to the Intercolonial entry into
the wheat territory of the west. The
scheme, inshort, is that in return for
permanent traffic arranyements on the
(Canada Atlaniic Railway, the government
will guarautee the interest on the bonds
of the company, to enable them to double-
track their line from Coteau to Depot
Hacbor. It is further stated that the
Deminion will hardly be_ever called upon

%0 expend money on interest sccount, and |

it will pince the [ntercolonisl in a position
to successfuily compete for the export
grain trade.  If this arcangement is con-

e sommaed the I, O, B, mll have practic-

ally a direct line from the great lakes to
the Atlantic seaboard, and be in a posi-
tion to supply export buriness at both of
the ports of Halifax and St. John.

A Sidelight on the Wood Trade of
" South Africa. =

[FMimber Trades Journal.]

A report from Mr. James Cumming,
who was sent from Cunada as a Special
Trade Commissioner to South Africa, has
just been published, and in it are some
instructive comments upon the wood
trade of that region. After pointing out
that Sweden, Norway, and the United
States have hitherto contributed the bulk
of the requirements, he expresses the
opinion that South Africa should become
one of Canada’s largest customers for
lumber of all kinds. The southerg part
of Africa is compuratively treeless, and
will always import all kinds of wood. The
principal buildings throughout the coune
try consist of wood and iion, and the
scarcity of lime for plastering makesa
large demanda for wouden oceilings wnd
interior house fittings, considerable quan-
tities of planed and grooved boards being
imported for those purposes. Every-
thing in the wood line intended for South
Africs, the Commissioner advises, should
be finished as nearly as possible, so that
little carpentry skill is required to fix it.
Dressed lumber should be in long lengths,
say, 12ft. 024 fi. A steady demand
exists for red pine and spruce, planed and
unplaved, from 12 ft. to 25 ft. in length,
§in, 1lin., 1}, 1}in, and 2 io. in
thickness, by 6 1., 8 in., 910, and 11 in,
in width. British Columbia cedar is in
demand, and lately Oregon pine deals
have been introduced. We learn from
the report that Canadian pine doers are
highly thought of, and the lead which the
Dominion manufacturers have in thie line
-hould develop into a big trade. Hitherto
thipments have been made via New York.
Kuouckdown cases, the requisite pieces for
euch box being wired in one buudle, are
considerably used. Iu addition to these
goods, large quantities of rough timber are
slsw used for, pitprops in  the mines, and
for docks and bridges, but the ravages of
the white ants in some districts cuuves
pitch pine to be preferred fur work touch-
ing the ground.

From snother report we leatn that a
Dutbun firm of saw millers possesses what
is said to be the largest and best equipped
plant in South Afcica. It has a compglete
outtit of all kindse of wood working
machinery, and is extensively ocvupied in
window making and general joinery, as
well as sawing. When times are brisk it
employe 80 Europeans and 200 natives
and others. Its yards and builuings cover
three acres of ground in & very valuable
sitnation in the town. Of match factories
there are two owned by compauies in the
vicinity of the town, and a third, private-
ly owned, at Bellairs, a auburb of the
town. One of these factories employs 120
hands, and is capable of turning out 3,000
cases, each vontaining 50 gress boxes of
matches, in 12 months. Splints and all
ingredients huve to be imported, as the
materials are not nbiuinable within the
colony. It appears to us that the demand
from South Africa for woud gouods of
varions kinds will in a few years profound.

The Parisian, with the Coronation con-
tingent, Governor-General and provincial
premiers, satled from Quebec oun Saturday
vight.

blown.

The towecrs for the Marconi system at
Table Head, Ospe Bietou, have been
erected, and work on the plan has been
pushed along.

Cal-
gary is the ceutre of the great ranching
country and it was surprising that hun-
dreds of able and prospervus ranchers,
representing literally *‘The cattle on a
thousand hills,” should assemble at the
meetings which had for their object the
fostering of intevests in which every
farmer and rancher of the plaius of Alberta
is concerned. It is recognized im the
Weast, as well as in the Kast, that those
who engage in any branch of sgriculiure
or in pastoral pursuits are entitled to rank
high in the community, their occupations
calling for as much skill and intelligence

| as any of what are termed the higher

professions.

The stuckmen of the Territories come
together tu interchange views and experi-
ences with regard to the care, breeding
and improvewent of stock, to receive
instruction from wen who have madea
life study of such matters, and to enjoy
sociul fut-roourse one with another.

A Boon to Lower Mir
Farmers. —

One of the principsl drawbacks in the
occupation of farming slmust everywhere
is the expense and difficulty of obtaining
fertilisers in nufficient quantities to kesp
the land in proper condition for the yield-
ing of orops.  On the North Shore this
difflculiy is all the greater, because few of
our farmera are stock-raisers to an extent
sufficient to feed their orops on the farm
and thus, in a large measure, return te
toe soil the equivalent of what is taken
from it. The observant visitor, therefore,
too often sees impoverished aund ‘‘run.
out” land, alternating with fruitful areas,
which represent, on the one hand, atten-
tion to the all-impertaut matter of
fertili:ing and, on the other, neglect of it.
[t is true that, in some localities, fertil.
isers are not readily obtainable, but it is
also true thut some who assume to be
farmers have a very inadequate realization
of the fact thas it is 1mpossible to attain
to any appreciable success in agriculture
unless a systematis enrichment of the
oropped soil by artificial meaus is maiu-
tained. Anyone who puasses along
through the suttlementsof the lower
Miramichi river and bay—Lower Neg-
castle, Burnt Church, Neguac, Tubusintac,
Napau, Black River or Hardwicke—can-
not fail to observe a great difference
manifest in adjoining farms. One olase
bears the evidences of attention on the
part of the owners to the matter of
fertilising—the other of negleot in that
respect ; and, yet, as a rule,the opportun-
ities of both owners for maintaing their
land io ‘‘grod hea:t” are equal The
difference in the two clas-es of holdiags is
that between knowledge of the science of
farming, combined with industry aund
thritt, and a luck, or want of appreciation
of such knowledge, combined with lazi-
ness.

The farmers of the districts relerred to
have always had within their reach one
of the best natural fertilisers known to
agriculturists—viz. mussel-mnd. It is
found in abundance in our bays and rivor-
mouths, and is really dead oyster-beds,
in the mein, composed of oyster-shells,
and silt which has takeu the form of mud,
It has, however, been difficult and expen-
sive to prucure by the methods in vogue

heretofore on the Miramichi as well as in |

other North Shore localities and
Prince Eiwaid Island, where it also
abounds. A device known as the ‘“‘mud
digger” has been the unive sally used
machine for raising the material, which is
found in depths of water from three to
twenty feet, the beds or deposits, them-
selves, ranging the same depths of soil,
The diggers are, in moat caces, & species
of ‘‘spoon” dredge worked by horse.
pwer fiom cumbrous timber-framed
devices, gevnerally placed on the ioe
powards and in the sprivg of she year,

and those who operate them have st
timea to run the risk of losing them by
sudden thaws of the ice, while the
farme's who haul away the mud us
raised sometimes l.se their teams fcom
the same cause. The mussel-mud,
however, is snch a prime necessity to
successful farming in the districts where
it is procurable that the more thrifty
and enterprising farmers are willing to
ge to any reasonable risk in getting it.

The apirit of progress has, we are glad to
obeerve, inspired the New Brunswick Legis-
lature to pass an act Lo encourage an improv-
ed method of procuring this fertiliser and
placing it more cheaply, nnd in larger quanti-
tiesthan heretofore, within reach of our farm.
ers; and an enterprising aud tngenious Black
River man is the first to take advantage of it
for the benefit of the lower Miramiohi farm-
ers. The act provides a bonus of $500 to
anyone who builds aud equips & steam or
other power mussel mud dfedge of a capacity
not less than 100 tons per day, the price at
which the material is sold to be subject to
the approval of the Lisutenant-Governor-in-
Couneil aud the machine to be uander boands
to be operated in the raising of mussel-mud
aod furnishing same to farmers for at least
five years,

A representative of the ADVANCE made a
very pleasant trip on Friday last to Little
Braoch, Biack River, ia company with
Measrs. T. A Peters, Deputy Commissioner
of Agriculiure; Ruger Flansgau and Jamee
Miller of Chatban, for the purpose of
inspecting what is designated a steam
dredge for raising muesel-mud, built and
equipped by Mr. F. A, Fowlie of that place.

Inetead of the old contrivance to be work.
ed from the ioe Mr. Fowlie has a very per.
teot and etficient dredje that can be worked
inopen water. Itis s regular dredger on
the ‘‘orange peel” principle; that is it re-
sembles a quartered orange-peel. It is of
herd steel and is operated by a four horse
power Northey gasolene engine aad lifta 250
lbs, of mud or other material at each *‘grab.”
It was worked in only two feet of water ou
Friday, ae Mr. Fowlie did not expect Mr.
Peters on that day and the machine lay
agrouad in Little Branch, jast below the
Fowlie mull, the tide being low. The
dredge made two descents every forty
seconds, lifting and dumpiog themiterial
takea from the bottom of the river, In six
feet uf water 1t averages two lifts each min-
ate. Mr. Fowlies olam that it has a
maximum oapadity of 120 tons o day was
therefore amply veritied. The boat contain-
ing the dredging machinery is of the scuw
olass, 30x12 fs. and 2 s, 6 1n. deep. Itisa
stern-wheeler capable of & speed of five or
six miles an hour, There are also two
decked scows for carrying the mud and a
third under sonstruction, They are 45x12
ft. and 2 ft. deep and have & oarrying
capacity of 50 tons each. Orders are now
booked for several thousand tums, some ot
the enterprising furmers of Black River and
Napan waating 1000 tons each. It is realis:
ed that if the dredye is used in transportivg
the material to the farm-landings of purchas-
ers, valuable time will be loat. The farmers
are 00 much pleased with the machive that
they want to see it as work digging all the
time possible, and a oumber of them are,
Sherefore, buildiag scows either singly or in
partoership, 20 aa to do their own travs-
portation after Mr. Fowlie gives them their
loads. He can sell them the mad alongside
ot from 10 cents per tou, as a minimum price
for raising on large orders, to 15 cents for
smaller lots. The price, delivered, is from
25 vo 35 cents, dependingon the quantity
ordered and the distance te point of delivery.

Mr. Miller who examined &he engine,
dredge sud working gear reported very
tavorably on it and Mr. Peters ‘was quite
satistied that Mr. Fowlie wae fully entitled
to the subeidy provided by the Aot of
Aswembly, We have no doubt that other
communities, when they kaow what oan be
doae on the lines followed by Mr. Fuwlie,
will waat the benetit of similar dredges.
They will revolutionise the fertiliser business
where museel-mud is available snd prove of
great value in developing the agrioultural
interests of the oountry. Such aide to
agrisulture are oaloalated todo a good work
io makjog the youog people satisfied with
the farmer’s profession, which, after all, ie
the best and moet independent existing.

The inspecting party were most hoapit:bly
entertained by Mr. and Mrs. Fowlie, and
returned with the mest pleasing recollections
of their visit to Little Branoh whioh, with
ite saw-mill run by the heirs of the late Geo.
Fowlie, ita picturesque surroundings and
industrious and intelligent people ie a deasir.

An Important Trade Meeting.

Toronto, June 4.—~The feature of the
conference of boards of trade and chamb-
ers of commeroce of Oanads, which opened
at the parliament buildings today under
presidency of A. E, Ames, of the Toronto
board of trade and with almost 100 dele-
gates in attendance from all parts of
Oanada, was unqueationably the warked
diversity of opinion manifested as to the
trade relations that should exist between
Canada and the motherland.

In opening the ocunfereuce Mr. Ames
said the busiuess men did not desire to
usurp the functions of government but
simply to express their views on some of
the questions that would eume before the
imperial conference in London, during the
summer,

The debate of the day was on a resolu.
tion presented on behalf of the Montresl
board of trade by Gen, E, Drummond to
the effeat that the counlerence was of
opinion that Great Britain would serve
best the interests of the empire by giving
the products of her colonies a preference
in her markets us againet the products of
foreign countries, it being believed that
such preference would siimulate trade and
develop onlgpial enterprises and, more-
over, serve to make the colonies attrac.
tive uot only to the large number of
British subjects emigrating annually from
the British isles, but also to the sucrplus
population of other countries and ac the
same time benefit Great Britain by largely
freeing her from dependence upun foreign
countries for her foud supplies.

Mr. Deummoud made & vigerous argu-
ment for his motion saying that ere long
Great Br.tian would see the best way of
teaching the virtues of free trade would
be tu give other nations a taste of their
own medicine. 1f Englund gave her
eolunies a preference on fuodstuffs within
156 years she would be independent of
foreign supplies,

The first amendment to the motion was
adopted unanimously and peovided that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier be urged to favor »
joint British and colonial royal commission
to consider the best wmeauns of bringing
about & preference,

The next proved an spple of discord.
Geofge MoLagan, of Strsiford board of
trade, uffered iv as follows :--

“The general fesling throughout New
Brunswick is that the pesce terms are en-
tirely satisfactory to the English and st the
sasme time very satisfuctory to the Boers,
The latter had proved themselves hovorable
foes and it was but 1lght that some conces-
sion should be msde.

Lord Kitchener replied, on behslf of the
army in Soutk Africs, tendering its sincers
thanks for the congratulations of the govern-
ment, which he was sure the troops would
receive with great satisfaction,

Iain, the Birmingham Post, says today thefl
on account of his sge snd infirmities, the
Britisb government has waived ite claim of
the ackoowledgyment by Mr. Kruger of
British sovereignity over the Tranevsal, snd
has guarsoteed to ail the Boer delegstes in
Europe a ssfe conduct to their homes in
Soucth Africs,

Hsmilton, Bermuds, June 6.—The Boer
officers"who have been living in the. prison
csmps on the island near here have been
sllowed their pirole. Several of them came
ashore here todsy snd were interviewed.
Generals Cronje, Wessels, Boths snd others
were extremely reticent, but they said they
were glad the war wns over and would be
delighted to get bsck to their homes. It is
uoderstood that the rank asud file of the
Boers will be sllowed sshore in batches of
ten. The officers have been invited to an
“‘at home” at Government House tomorrow.

Loodon, June 6.—The pesce terms are
well received at Johsonesburg, says the

service at Pretoria, at which 6,000 British
troops were present.

Protoris, June 7.—The srraogement for |
the disposal of the surrendered burghers are
simost complete. No large concentration
wiil be allowed in the outlyiog distriots
owiog to the difficulty which might srise in
f-eding the people. Those burghers who
oan subsist npon their farms will be given 10
dsys rations and sllowed to begin their pew
life immediately, those who are unshle to
subsist upon their farms will be permitted to
juin their families in the camps snd remain
there until their homes are ooce more made
habitsble, snd all others will be divided
amoug the varioud camps,

The outlook for a final satisfactory seitle-
ment grows brighter the more one sees of
the surrendered burghers, and talks with
them,

Pretoris, June 8, —Tne open letter of the
Boer leaders to the burghers 1o whick peace
is aonouoced is en eloguent aud pathetic
document. The leaders thank the burghers
for their nobie sacrifices and express their
sympathy for the bereaved: The letter
concludas :

*‘Now that thers is peace, and although it

Caeting
aside all feelings of bitterness, lot us learn to
forget and to forgive so that the deep wounds

The Loodon Times correspondent at
Pretoria says, ‘“The Boers st Vereeniging
recorded their asknowledgment of complete
defest i a resolution which was prefixed to

ceived the following from Lord Kitch
uader to-day’s date :

*“The disarmament of the Boers is proceed-
ing satisfactorily and good spirit is displsyed
everywhere.  Yesterdsy 4,342 rifles had
been surrendered up to date.”

Despatches received by the Associated
Press from P.etoria confirm the statements
in Lord Kitch ’s tion and say
the whole staff of the late Transvaal govern-
ment with a body guard of 40 meu surren-
dered last Saturdsy.

The following formalitics are observed
when Geveral Boths, General De Wet or any
of the Boer commandants accompany the
British officers who have been detailed to
receive surrenders :

The Boer leader goes out to meet a cow-
mando and returns at its head, The Boers,
who come in, are geperally dressed in dil-
apidated clothing, but have a smart snd
soldiery bearing. The Boers who are to
surrender are assembled and the Boer leader
deliveis an address to his men urging them
to listen to the British officer who has been
detailed on the work. L'he British officer
then makes a speech to the men of the com-
maodo in which he informs them of the
admiration of King Edward and the British
nation for the gullant sgruggle sod the
bravery of their people and promises that
the British autherities will do their utmost
to belp them resetsle on their farms. A
meal is then provided for the Boers, after
which the formal surrenders occur. In
muny iostances the Beers have cheered King
Edward, and they have sometimes expressed
surprise that no army wss sent out to re-
ovive their surrenders. The Boers sre
sllowed to regain their horses and saddles,
and the majority of them appesr to be glad
the war is at an end and that they will now
be able to join their families,

Among the men who surrendered to the
British authoritiee at Balmoral, Cape Colony,
were four Americans, who will be granted
free passage to Delagoa Bay.

A striking sign of the sltered oonditions
in South Africs is that Lord Milmer, the
Britisb high 9)mmissioner, rods from Pre-
toria to Johanneshurg last Satardey sccom-

HOW CONTAGION SPREADS.

The Way to Avoid the Transmis-
sion of Di es.

In these days we have most of us
learned the Jesson that contagion —
. that is to say the ‘‘catching’’ qual-
ity of a disease—is in every case a
matter of a specific microbe or germ.
By specific s meant that each dis-
ease has its own microbe, and one
- cannot catch the disease except . by
receiving in one way or another tha
particular. germ. -

‘These germs have their own man-
‘ners and customs, means of travel
~and prescribed length of life, and it
is by the study of these details that
we learn how to aveid the transmis-
sion’ of comtagious illnesses. We
know, for instapce, that to get ty-
phoid fever or cholera the microbe
has to be ‘taken into the system in
the form of impure food or water,
aud o every year one or more pre-
cautions are taken to have the wa-
ter supplies of our big cities iree
from contamination, and stricter at-
tention is given to the purity of our
food. An outbreak of typhoid fever
is no longer conmsidered, in the old
sense, a ‘‘visitation of Providence,”’
but is recognized as a shame and a
reflection on ‘local conditions, wher-
ever it occurs.

Consumption and whooping-cough,
we know, are passed from one person
to another by means of the expector-
ations, and it is to be hoped that in
the near future we shall put' this’
knowledge to better use than we do
at present, and protect ourselves by
much more stringent rules. . Geueral
expectoration is a public’ offense and
meénace, and should be made a pepal
maftter. The danger with expector-
ated matter is that it dries and then
is scattered by the wind so that one
and all must take the risks. This

, outrage should be so handled by all
in authority that in the near future
the present condition of our cars and
stréets will seem like an evil night-
mare.

Searlet fever _and diphtheria “are’
caught by any emanations from the
body, especially by saliva. The poi-
son can cling for months and years
to clothes and toys and books, and
these tiings should always be de-
stroyed if they have come in con-
‘tact with the sick, and sick rooms
should be fumigated and made scien-
tifically clean before they are again
occupied.

Notwithstanding all our precau-
tions there will always be disease
germs, but the most virulent germ
can do no harm unless it finds its
proper soil, and there is no armor
to compare with the resistant power
;)l perfect health.—Youth’s Compan-
on.

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THE TIME TO CUT HAY. ‘
g i

Mr. F. W. Hodson Gives Some
Valuable Hints on the Ques-
tion.

The aim of our farmers in growing
forage crops is to produce from a|
given area as large a quantity as[
possible of the digestible nutrients in
a palatable form. The time at which
a forage crop is harvested may af-
fect the crop in three ways, viz :—in;
the quantity of material harvested, |
in the composition of the crop, and
in the palatability of the fidder. As
a general rule it has been found that
the greatest amount of dry matter
is secured where forage crops are al-
lowed to fully mature and ripen.
The only exception is in the case of
clovers and other legumes, where the
leaves rattle off and are lost, either
before or during the process of cur-
ing.

It does not follow that when a
plant increases in yield of dry mat-
ter that its nutritive value has pro-
portionately increased. It is quite]
possible that changes in texture and!
composition of dry substance may
ofiset the greater yield. The dry
matter of mature grass contains a
larger proportion of crude fibre thau.
the immature., The plant hardcas in
texture and loses, in both palatabili-
ty and digestibility. It is therefore,!
usually advisable to begin cutting
hay early, and where there is a large.
crop to he gathered work should be-'
gin early in order _aat it shall be
completed before the ggass seeds are.
ripe enough to shell from the heads
of the late cut grass. Chemical
analysis has shown that plants are
richer in protein in the earlier stagts
of growth than when fully grown or
nearly mature. The chicf difficulty
with which our feeders have to con-
tend, is the lack of protein in the
rations made up of our common
feeding stuffs, and they should rec-
ognize theact that by cutting early
they can get two crops of highly ni-,
trogenous fodder, where they can
only get one by late cutting.

CUTTING THE FIRST CROP

even before the headr are fully
grown will tend to cause a vigorous
new growth and in this way a good
crop of rowan is secured.

The two crops are more valuable,
especially for feeding dairy cows,
than one mature crop on account of
the increased proportion of protein.
The early cut hay seems more pala~
table to stock, and weight for
weight, more satisfactory. On the
other hand by late cutting we se-
cure a considerable larger quantity
of carbo-hydrates, which are valua-
ble for feeding, and of crude fibre
which is of low feeding value.

For the dairy cows and sheep,
grass should be cut early, since these
animals do not relish hay that f{s!
woody and lacking in aroma, as is;
the case with late cut hay. For
horses and fattening cattle later,
cutting is allowable, as these animals
subsist mostly on concentrated food, |
and hay serves more for ‘‘filling,”’ as|
horsemen say. In tests made by
Professors Sanborn and Henry in
fattening steers with early and late
cut hay, it was found that late cut‘
hay gave the best results. If cuttingt
is delayed too long the stems of the,
grass become tough and stringy and,
the sceds scatter from the heads. |
Such hay has little aroma and lacks
palatability if not nutrients. Though
an indefinite quantity, the aroma of
grass has real value in rendcring)
hay more palatable. When the sun|
dissipates the dew from the dying.
grass in the 'meadow, we detect the!
escaping aroma, because the dew in!
rising, carries some of it into the,
air. This is one reason why hny(
should not remain scattered over
the field at night. Green colored,
sweet smelling hay Is really the best.
and prudent farmers will not over-
look such seemingly.small points as
preserving the aroma and preventing'
bleaching.

This is the season of the year when
the person who is anxious to lose
flesh may do it with a minimum of
self-denial apd sacrifice. Some pri-
vations are necessary, but in the
spring markets there are substitutes
for forbidden foods that are not to
be found at other times of the year,
especially in the winter.

Every system of reducing flesh for-
bids its disciples to eat cgertain
things. These are forbidden Ms rig-
idly as poison would be to & person
who had no suicidal plans and was
trying to keep in good health. Com-
prehensively stated the forbidden ar-
ticles are starches and sugar. In veg-
etables these cover peas, potatous,
beets, carrots, squash and lima
heans.

Included in the list are also all
kinds of bread, pastry and confec-
tions, and swects of any kind unless
they happen to be made of saccharine
instead of sugar; and unfortunately
the preserves and similar articles
prepared with saccharine are so ex-
pensive as to be practically beyond
the means of any but the wealthy.

If a person of great fortitude and
capable of self-denial in a high de-
gree, should be desirous of getting
thin in a very short time, there is
one method of diet bv which he or
she could do it without the least
possible doubt. It is sumined up by
the physician who jalways prescribes
it as ‘‘Beefsteak and Spinach.”

THE EFFECTS OF THIS DIET

are so wonderful that it is worth
while to describe it, even though it
is a little too rigid for the average
man or woman to undertake. Prac-
tically, the only food to be taken for
the month or more that one con-
tinues this diet, is the meat and the
For breakfast,
when such a meal is likely to be un-
savory, toast and tea or milk or if
the patient is not suffering from in-
digestion—cotice may also be taken.
Saccharine must in any case be sub-
stituted for sugar. At the other
meals only beefsteak, spinach, butter
and toast are allowed. v

This diet must be -adhered to
strictly for at least one month. Then
the wonderful effects will have begun
to show themselves, and how great
the effect will be afterward depends
on the length of time the diet is con-
tinued.

Just now ‘‘spinach and beefsteak’’
form the motto of more men and wo-
men than ever before. If a young
woman finds that her complexion is
blotchy, she may go to a noted skin
specialist, but the chances are ten
to one that he will say to her the
mysterious words, ‘‘beefsteak and
spinach.”” If a man or woman is too
stout, according to his own or some-
body else’s idea, and he or she goes
to the doctor, he will probably say
the same thing—‘‘beefsteak and spin-
ach.” It js not only a diet that is
adapted to the weakest stomach, but
it is wonderful also in its power of
reducing flesh.

There have been cases in which a
rigid adherence to this diet with a
certain amount of exercise has taken
thirty pounds within six weeks off a
person who tried it. The effect on
digestion is in itself wonderful. The
French say ‘‘spinach sweeps the
stomach.”” With rather underdone
beefstenk it forms a combination
which has results in all cases. That
diet is becoming practically the only
prescription which the skin doctors
prescribe for women who have
blotchy complexions as the

RESULT OF. INDIGESTION.

With this diet there are of course
other features of living to be observ-
ed. There should be for instance,
no eating of any kind between meals.
Nor should water be taken with
meals. - No liquid unless it be a
glass of red wine for persons with
whom that agrees, should be at-
tempted if the diet is to have its full
effect. . But between meals, in the
course of the twenty-four hours, at
least two quarts of water should be
drunk. If more can be taken the
diet is going to have so much better
effect.

Of course there is no need of any
such severe dieting merely to reduce
flesh. That may be done without
trouble if the person who is at this

diet. And when the markets are as
good as they are at present, there is
little trouble in finding substitutes
for what is given up.

The list of vegetables that one may
cat with impunity includes, for in-
stance, string beans, asparagus,
spinach,all kinds of salads, corn and
oyster plant. Some persons think
that beets may be eaten so long as
they are eaten  with vinegar. But
there is np reason why anybody
should starve or even lack enough
food on a-diet like this. ‘I'here is no
prohibition on fruits, and rhubarb
unless it be cooked with too 1inuch
sugar, may also be taken with
punity.

'This ample diet of
vegetables is supplemented by practi-
cul freedom ol choice in the matter
of meats.

The amount of exercise taken dur-
ing dieting time is of course highly
fruportant.  The more exercise, the
greuter will be the effect of the cure.
'o persons who are not prepared to
go into exercising on a very extensive
scale walking is a great

to reduce flesh, as fat persons readi-
ly get into n perspiration If it is
possible to tuke violent exercise the
results will be much better.

The person most ignorant of
means ol reducing tlesh does
have to be told that he must
cocktails as he would
that all aleohol is more or less fat-
tening and that whiskey and soda
are fatal to leanness, Iischew these
and the treatment will have the same
good effects upon all who try it.
