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§ | DEAN PARTRIDGE PASSED
AWAY YESTERDAY MORNING
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FREDERICTON, N. B, April 18—
Surrounded by the members of his
family, his physician and his faithful
co-worker, the Rev. Sub-Dean Street,
Francis Partridge, D. D., Dean of
Fredericton, and Canon of Christ
church Cathedral, passed away at the
Deanery at 9.26 this morning, The end
was most peaceful.

After hayng passed a restful night,
it became ‘evident shortly before nine
that death - was hovering about the
bedside and when the call came, a few
minutes later, the Dean closed his eyes
and with a happy expression upon his
face entered upon his long last sleep.
The tolling of the Cathedral bell bore
the sad intelligence to the citizens of
Fredericton. The news was not unex-
pected but nevertheless when it was
borne forth it fell as a blow on the
whole city. Everyone felt that a
Christian, a.true and sincere man, an
upright, active and progressive citizen
had been lost to the oty

Dean Partridge’s death ivill be a dis-

tinct loss, not only to his own dencm-
ination, in which he wes a leader, but
in many other directions. He was a
preacher of exceptionally high merit
and his discourses. ever displayed the
greatest: search, and in their delivery
were most impressive, He was what
may be termed a practical preacher
and by the youngest his sermons could
be understood,
; Dean Partridge ecame to Fredericton
in 1895 and during his residence here,
he has identified himself with many
public inferests.- He was president of
the S. P. €. A, and an ardent support-
erof theeY. M. C. A/ During the past
few years he has suffered at times
from: severe attacks of rheumatism and
about a year ago was confined to the
Bouse for several weeks, with a severe
attack of this disease,

From this last, the Dean never com-
pletely recovered and during last sum-
mer and this winter he has suffered
more. or less, lameness causing him
much trouble. About six weeks ago,
he was taken to his bed but not with
Theumatism. The doctors pronounced
the ailment catarrhal jaundice. As
Wweek followed week the patient lost
§trength, he was unable to take nour-
ishment or retain it when he haa taken
it. Up to Saturday last however, the

Regarding the death of Dean Part-
ridge, Dr. W. O. Raymond spoke as
follows :

“Probably there is no single ciergy-
man of the Church of England in the
Maritime Provinces whose loss would
be more widely felt. As g scholar,
preacher; and ag a member of Synod,
Dean Partridge occupied "a - foremost
bosition. He was esteemed for his
kindly nature equally as for his gréat
abiiities. His removal leaves a vacancy
In the councils of the church not easily
filled, while to his personal friends
his loss will be very keenly felt. The
Younger clergymen have ever found in
him 2.sympathizing friend, and will
Bhare in the genera] eense of loss with
Which the sad news will be received.

Canon Richardson said: “The death
of Dean Partridge is a great loss to
the Church of England, and his place
Will not be easy to fill. A man of
more than ordinary ability, he made
himself a scholar of no mean reputa-
tion, and was recognized as such in
the  councils of the church. As a
preacher he was distinctly above the
average, and his sermons were deliv-
ered with a certain sonorous eloguence
that was all his own. He did not often

nection with. it

speak in the Synodg of the Church, but
it was his Rabit to sit in silence during

the course of a debate, and then, at
its close, to sum up the situation in a
few forceful and well-chosen words.
One of hig most striking charaeteris-
tics wag his kindliness of disposition,
and ,many of the younger clergy will
remember with gratitude' the ready
way in which he gave them his sym-
pathy and encouragement. His loss in
the Diccese will be greatly felt.

“Rev. A. G. H. Dicker paid the fol-
lowinz tribute: 3 .

“It has been my privilege to know
Dean Partridge intimately from the
time of his appointment as dean, and I
ever found him a true friend and wise
counsellor. Through his long friend-
ship with my dear predecessor, Dean

. Partridge was especially dear towards

the Valley church, and the last time
he officiated there was when he
preached at Canon DeVeber’'s funeral.

Those who heard it are never likely to
forget it. At the grand opening ser-
vice of the general synod at Quebec
last October a beautiful hymn was
sung, of which both words and music
were composed by -Dean Partridge,
and at the meetings of the new Can-
adian hymnal committee, of which we
are both members, his suggestions were
of great value. In this and in many
other respects his removal by death
will prove a very serious loss not only
to our own diocese but to the church
at larze.”

The Very Rev. Francis Partridge was
born at Dunsley, Gloucestershire, Eng-
land, Apri! 2, 1846, and is the son of
Chas. Partridge, by his wife, Catherine
Gilmour. He was educated at Lady
Berkley's grammar school, Worton,
and at St. Augustine’s College, Can-
terbury, of which he was an honorary
Fellow, he became classical master in
the first named institution\ Coming
to Canada, he was admitte o the
diaconate 1869, and advanced to ~the
priesthood, 1870, by the late ' Bishop
Medley. He was appointed head mast-

er of the grammar school, - St. An-

drews, N. B., 1869. He remained there
till 1872, when he accepted the rector-
ship of Rothesay. While there he was
made a canon of Fredericton cathedral
and secretary of the Diocesan Synod.
These. positions lapsed on his removal
lo Halifax, to bhecome rector of . St.
George’s church there, 1882. Not long
afterwards he identified himself with
King's College, Windsor, ‘and in con-
‘ rosecuted  his own

" w'. A " e '-
N fromi thai/institution the. succes-
sive degrees of B. D. and D. D. He was
elected clerical secretary of the dio-
cese ‘and -appointed a canon of St.
Luke’s cathedral; 1889, and resumed the
duties ‘of - examiner in classics and
Hebrew™ as well: as lecturer in. canon
and  ecclesiastical law -in King’s Col-
lege. Later he becime a member of
the council of King’s College. Dr.
Partridge took a prominent part in
bringing about the union. of the Angli-
can - church and was one of
the four ' from his diocese to
Tepresent* it in the general synod
that met in Toronto in 1893. In 1895 he
Was appointed dean of Fredericton,
and his name since then has been men-
tioned in connection with the proposed
appointment of a coadjutor to Bishop

; Kingdon. The dean while in Halifax,

was vice-rresident ‘of ‘the :Church of
England Institute, president - of the
Church Sunday School Teachers’ Asso-
ciation, of the St. George’'s Benefit So-
ciety, and of -the Halifax Emigrants’
Home. He holds exalted rank in the
Masonic body.

He is what is called a moderate High
Churchman, believing thoroughly in the
dictrines and position of his own
chureh, but recognizing the good in all.
He married Maria Louisa, youngest
daughter of J. J. Gillett of Bristol,
Eng., in 1868.

EARTHQUAKES, .

How . pitifully weak and helpiess is
man, with his boasted strength and
achievement, beside this awful force
of Nature in her frenzies. “Lord of
creation” he calls himself and swag-
gers over this round earth and stamps
his foot mightily upon it andk inter-
prets its general quiescence as submis-
sion to his master‘y. But when the old
earth, resentful, asserts itself his great-
ness. -vanishes like froth. Before its
wrath in the force of Mont Pelee or

. Vesuvius eruptions, or of convulsions

such as yesterday made horrible de-
vastation at San Francisco, he is as
powerless as the vermin that make
their habitation and live their lives on
an animal’s back. k

And who knows if we are not such
as they? Perhaps these twitchings and
shakings and explosive contortidns are
but the worried earth scratching its
wrinkled hide to rid itself of the para-
sitle pests whose strivings and burrow-
ings and noise have made it frantic.

'Who knows? Certainly not the scien-

tists, who with all their research and
study and guesswork are yet unable
satisfactorily to explain these phen-
omena before which mankind bows in
helpless fear.

—

It is known in a vague sort of a way
that voleanoes and earthquakes are
econnected and are due to some far in-
ternal disturbance; but as to the direct
cause of these disturbances geologists
differ. ‘Some attempt to explain them
on the theory that under a compara-
tively thin crus: the earth is a vast

- molten  mass.. This theory ‘supposes

that the earth, from its original incan-

" deseent condition, slowly cooled and
formed a surface crust; that this crust,

thqggh ever thickening by additions to
its_intericr surface, is stiu compgra-
tively thia and beneath is still the uni-

- versal and incandescert fluid; that by

moventents of the surfacs fissures are
formed through which water finds its
way into the saperheated mass, gener-
ating steam, which causes explosions
which are externally evident in vol-
canic eruptions  ard the tremblings
known as earthquakes,

The chief objection to this theory has
been that such explosive energy gen-
erated in a liquid mass would be trans-
mitted equally to every part of the
erust while, in general, voleanic dis-
turbances have been local. This ob-
Jection, together with other difficulties,
have led to the formation of alternative
theorics. One explaing the convulsions
by chemical action, ‘due to the gener-
ation cof heat by oxidation of the un-
oxidized interior by encroaching water

.and air; another holds that the action

is mechanical, due to the more rapid
contraction of the interior than the

- exterior of the earth, causing compres-

sion ‘and depression of the outer shell;
and there are others more or less in-
genious, but none of them authorita-
tive,

The seismic disturbances of the past
few weeks, culminating in" the San
Francisco horror yesterday, will start
the theorists off again on endless in-
vestigations and arguments and per-
haps will lead to the evolving of new
theories to which students will bow
for a few years until these inXurn are
supplanted. Butf toa layman, the wide-

spread mature of these “canvulsions
scems to strengthen the first supposi-
tion based on the assumption of the
earth’s fluidity.

The force of these internal éxplosions
has been felt over an unprecedented
amount of territory, almost around the
world, A few wesks ago a naticeable
earth tremor passed over all the re-
gion about the Caribbean Sea, the
Scene of the terrible Mariinique disast-
er of a few years ago. Then came the
tremendous awakening of Vesuvius,
with its devastation of a great extent
of rich country and its destruction of
hundreds of lives. Twice during the
past month the Island of Formosa has
been 'visited by earthquake shocks,
which killed many and destroygd prop-
erty amounting to. milllons. The last
shock oceurred last Saturday. Just two
days before that Mount Ranier, in the
State of Washington, awdy upiin the
northwestern corner of the United
States, gave signs of life after, long
quiescence.  According to press reports
the emission of fire and cinders twas
such as to frighten away all miners
and prospectors in the neighborhood.
And now has ¢Pme this . culminating
disaster in San Francisco and vicinity,
the awful éxtent of which is graphical-
ly described on other pages of this pa-
per, and the effect of which has been
felt all over the United States.

Right around the world the convul-
sion has apparently swept, making it-
self terribly felt wherever the earth’s
crust was thin - epnough to allow the
chained energy to burst forth.  This
transmission of what was probably the
effect of some vast explosion some-
where in the earth’s inferior, is diffi-
cult to explain, save on the theory of
internal fluidity, 4

This is by no means the first great
geological “disturbance “which has oc-
curred along the Californian coast line
and especially in the viginity of San
Francisco, even during the short time
this territory has been open. to obser-
vation. Several times in the past cen-
tury earthquakes have bheen felt, some
of them strong -enough to:eause even
8reater destruction than yesterday's
disturbance, had the country been as
thickly settled, During the month
of May, 1812, the whole state was vio-
lently agitated and the shocks con-
tinued with varying severity through
the entire summer. 8o frequent and
violent were they that the people
abandox{xed thejr houses and slept on
the ground. Several missions were
des’troyed .and many people killed,
though no list was ever made. ~This
digturba'nce Wwas accompanied by great
tidal waves which swept far inland
and carried wide devastation. In the
year 1808 similar, though less severe,
phenomena were recorded. In 1865
the whole region adjacent to the Bay
of San Francisco was violently shaken
and many buildings were thrown
down, hardly a brick or stone struc-
ture escaping” damage; but few lives
were lost, though great alarm'wa.s felt.
Since then there has been no great
shock having its focus near the coast;
but in 1872 the whole Sierra Nevada
and the adjacent state of Nevada ex-
perlenced.a tremendous earthquake
which shook down immense quantities
of rock from the mountains and
wrought vast damage, though fortun-
ately in a_ distriet very sparsely set-
tled. Only one village was destroyed,
in which about forty lives were lost.
As recently as 1900, San’ Franeisco ex-
berienced a  slight tremor, not suffi-
cient to cause any general alarm,

The voleanic record of this territory
has undoubtedly retarded its settle-
ment to a considerable dqgree, and the
fear created i)y this tearfui re-occur-
rence of the- trouble will undoubtedly
operate to the prejudice of San Fran-
cisco and its viclnity so that not even
the vast direct loss from yesterday’'s
earthquake and fire will measure the
injury the place will suffer.

—

Thankful we should be—we Can-
adians—that our goodly land is apparr
ently exempt from all such disasters.
From the kind and generous skies
above, down through the teeming soil
to the rich rocks that make its firm
foundation, there is nothing Canadian
—except some of its population—which
is not good.

A portion of the new city hall, which
cost over ‘seven million, collapsed, the
roof sliding into the courtyard and
smaller towers ‘tumbling down, The
great dome was moved, but did not
fall.

The new post office, one of the finest
in the United States, was bagdly shat-
tered, ;

The Valencia, Hotel, a four story

/Wooden buflding, sank into the base-

fent, a pile of splictered  timbers,
under which were pinned many dead
and dying occupants of the house. The
‘ bdsement was full of water, and some
of the helpless victims were drowmed.
Following the first shock there was
another within five minutes, but not so
severe, Three hours later there was
another slight quake.

SOLDIERS SHOOT THIEVES,

At 9 o'clock. this morning a thousand
men from the "Presidio arrived down
town to patrol the city streets. The
13th infantry, 1,000 strong, arrived from
Angel Island a little later and went on
batrol duty at once.

MEN DRIVEN INSANE.

A. W. Hussey ecame to the station
at the hall of justice sifortly before ten
o'¢lock this morning and tola how, at
the direction of a policeman whom he
did not know, he had cut the arteries
in the wrists of a man pinioned under
timbers at the §$t. Catherine Hotel, Ac-
cording 'to the' statement made by
Hussey, the man was begging to be
killed and the policeman shot at him,
but his aim was defective and the bul-
let went wide of the mark. The of-
ficer then handed Hussey a knife with
instructions to cut the veins in the suf-
fering man’s wrists, and Hussey obey-
cd orders to the letter. Chief of Police
Dinan directed that Hussey be locked
up. There has beea no opportunity to
investigate his story, but the police
believe that the awful calamity render-
ed him insane, and that ihs incident
reported to them has no existcnce ex-
cept in the man’s imagination,

Mayor Schmitz sends out orders that
physieal necessities of the sufferers be

The sheds over the Southern Pacifie
Long wharf on San Francisco Bay
have completely collapsed, carrying
with them thousands of tons of coal.

THE IRRESISTIBLE FLAMES.

The fire Swept down the streets so

rapidly that it Was practically impos-
sible to save anything in its way. It
reached the Grand Opera House on
Mission street, and in a moment had
burned through the roof. The Metro-
politan Opera House Co., from New
York, had just opened its season there
and all the expensive scenery and cos-
tumes were soon reduced to ashes.

From the opera hotse the fire leaped
from building to building, levelling
them almost to the ground in quick
Succession. The Call editorial and me-
chanieal departments Were totally de-
stroyed in a few minutes and the
flames leaped across Stevenson street
toward the fine 15 story stone and iron
Claus Spreckel's building, whoch, with
its lofty dome, is the most notable edi-
ficé in San Francisco. Two small wood-
en buildings furnished fuel to ignite
the splendid pile. Thousands of per-

| sons watched the hungry tongues of

|

flames licking the stone walls. At first
no impression was made, but suddenly
there was a cracking of glass and an
entrance was effacted. The furnishings
of the fourth floor were the first to go.
Then, as if by magic, smoke - issued
from the top of the dome. This was fol-
lowed by a most Spectacular illumina-
tion. The round windows of the dome
shone like so many moons, then burst
and gave vent to long waving stream-
ers of flames.

The crowd watched the spectacle with
bated breath. The tall. and slender
structure which had withstood the
forces of the earthquake appeared to
be ‘doomed to fall a prey to fire. After
a Wwhile, however, the light grew. less
intense, and the flames finding noth-
ing to consume, gradually went out,
leaving the building standing but com-
pletely gutted,

The Parrot building, containing
the chambers of state, supreme court,
the lower floors being devoted to an
immense department store, was ruined,
though its massive walls were not all
destroyed.

A little further  down Market street
the Academy of Sciences and the Jen-
nie Flood building and the History
building kindled and burned like so
much tinder.

Sparks carried across the wide street,
ignited the Phelan building and the
army. headquarters of the California
department. General Funston command-
ing, were burned.

The handsome Rialto and Casserty
buildings were burned to the ground,
as was everything in that district.

The scene at the Mechanics’ Pavil-

€d and dead were removed because of
the theatened destruction of the build-
ing by fire, was one of indescribable
sadness. Sisters, brothers, wives and
Sweethearts searched eagerly for some
missing dear ones. Thousands of per-
sons hurriedly went through the build-
ing inspecting the cots on which the
sufferers lay in the Bope of finding
some loved one that wag missing.

The dead were placed in one portion
of the building, the remainder being
devoted to the hospital purposes. Af-
ter the fire forced the nurses and phy-
siclans to desert the building the eager
crowds followed them to the Presidio
and the Chlldren's, Hospitdl, where
they renewed their search for missing
relatives.

Bill Passed island Legisiature last
Night—Navigation Opened.

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I, April

franchise of the Island Telephone Co.
for ten years from the end of the pres-
ent contract, which terminates in 1910.

Green Bushes Now - Hide

FORT DE FRANCE, Martinique,
April 2—When on a May morning four
years age - an expedition which had
been hurried to the scene of the Saint
Pierre disaster brough: the ruins into
view, there was so much of utter deso-
lation, such drifts of seoria and vol-
canic ash over all of the seared and
blasted region that the generally ex-
pressed opinion was that never a green
thing could ever grow there again.

The writer, 'who was a ‘member of
that first expedition, has been afforded
an opportunity of visiting the ruins
again. And such marvels has this tro-
Pical naturs wrdught throvghout these
last four years! Greenness cvery-
where save on the slopes of Pelee itself
and in the deep swales and elevations
of that /lava river -whose -turbulent
brown billows look as though they had
been suddenly stilled when in the mo-
ment of their most violent action.

Over the gray walls green things
have erépt, bushes—some of them 20
and 30 feet in height—have sprung up
in such rank profusion as to make diffi-
cult a passage through them, and be-
neath .the grass 'is' matted two and
three feet~deep..

A few years more and the place will
look more like a primeval wilderness
than the site of a once populous eity,

d-which Pelee within a few méments
converted into a cemetery of thirty
thousand dead. :

It.was six o’clock on a breezy, cloud-
less morning when the little party of
investigators set’ out from Fort de
France in the small coastal steamer
which plies between = Fort de France
and the village of Carbet, loecated a
short distance to the westward of the
ruins, The tiny craft goes no further
than Carbet, and those who wish to
visit the ruins must find some other
means of completing ths journey.

To this end the surf boat of an Am-
erican ‘trading’ vessel was obtained,
and the servicés of two brawny na-
tives were engaged. It is but a thir-
teen mile run to Carbet, and by nine
o'clock the ruins were reached.

The boatmen ran the boat well up
on the silent beach, hampers were car-
ried ashore, a rank undergrowth was
cleared from a space at the base of an
ivy covered wall, and in the shadow
of the green garlanded ruin the break-
fast for the party was spread.

This disposed of, the party hoisted
umbrellas, for the sun was beating
flercely down, and in single file thread-
ed its way through the dense growth
to what was once the Rue Victor Hugo,
the - principal business street of the
town, but what is now but a sunken
roadway, édged about with grass grown
walls. T s

A little distance ang all that was left
of the old cathedral came i o0 view.
Here, too, tiie vines and creepers had
done their work of grace, and all the
lower psarts of the still standing walls
are robed in flowers and verdure,

Aside from jthis omnipresent, green
drapery and the sad gray walls which
the rising green has not yet inundated,
there is little in St. Pierre to attract
the attention.of the occasional sight-
seer and still less for the casual seek-
er of relics.

There are, of course, thousands of
such relics. to be had, but by reason
of the dense growth and thesthick mat-
ting of weeds and grass, these are ef-
fectually hidden from those who for
a day roam aimlessly about the ruins
of the buried ¢ity. 3

The ground was long ago pretty thor-
oughly scratched over and from time
to time some valuable relics have come
to hand. Professor Heilprin, he who
recently made the ascept to the crater
of Pelee, told me that’he had been so
fortunate as to obtain from a native a
bronzé bust of the first Napoleon, tak-
en from the ruins, and which he says is
the finest bust of the little Corsican
that he ever saw.

But the next thing we discovered was
this: that when sex was introduced
into the world, then death was also in-
troduced into the world. Then we saw
that the - old teaching that death was
a calamity and a destruction only, and
the work of an enemy and a monster
was all wrong. Death was a natural
process, as natural and necessary as
birth, and was a complimentary law
to sex. As we thoyght about it, it be-
came easy to see that sex on the one
hand was made for the development
of the race, and death on the other
hand was made for the development
and progress of the race. If one king
were to live forever, there would be no
place for a second or better king. If a
few scholars should hold their place
forever, there would be no place for
other and better scholars, Death was
a natural process or'law, put by a good
God into the universe for the develop-
ment of the reace.

From this it is only a step for us to
see likewise, death 'meant the, pro-
gress, and the development of the in-
dividual. Then even as the chrysalis
must die before the butterfly is to be
set free; as the grain of wheat must
wie, . if it is to give to the world a har-
vest, s0 must the child break away
from his childish body if he is to have
the body and strergth of a man. And
80 at last must this house of clay,
which men finally outgrow, and which
at last becomes only a prison, and a
hindrance, be cast aside for another
body, if the spirit shall go on and ful-
fill its mission in a larger and better
world." - !

So the conclusicn in the whole matter
is that the dream of -the age is true.

Hé that believeth in Me shall
never die.” Going to His erucifixion
He said to His diseiples: “Let not your
hearts ‘be troubled; ye believe in Geod,
believe 2also in Me. In My Father's
house are many mansions; if it were

not so, I would have told you; for I

go to prepare a. place for you. And if
I go and prépare a place for you, I
will come again and receive ‘you unto
Myself, that where I am, there ye may
be also.” T

Jesus never was mistaken, He never
deceived. He never pretended. I be-
lieve Him. Jesus proclaimed the immor-
tality of man. Jesuys demonstrated that
the dead are alive, I do not know, it
would not be profitable to know, the
manner of the Easter resurrection.
When the Corinthians asked of the
dead, “With what body do they come?”
Paul answered, “In‘a spiritual body.”
I do not know, and I do not think the
gospel tells, with what body Jesus
came to His disciples after His’ cruci-
fixion, But He eame. And however He
came, He violated no law of nature,
but rather revealed other and higher
laws of nature. T believe in the resur-
rection of Jesus., The Christian Church
proves it. Without it John and Peter
were cowed, broken-hearted men. Be-
cause of His appearance they became
bold as lions. He convineced Paul, the
keenest Jewish inteliect and the most
doubting.

But I believe in the resurrection be-
cause T believe it is the universal law
of life. Men—men with powerful spirit-
ual vision—saw Jesus alive, We have
not seen others allve after their burial.

Bui they are alive. Our vision only is.

It is not a
single wonder:; it is perennial fact: The
dead are all living. Christ is “the first
fruits of them that slept.”
