Detroit, Nov, 26.-—Three well planned 

attacks of employes and some of the 
patients at the Michigan Home for 
Fetble-Mindtfl at LePeer to break small 
pox quarantine and escape through tbe 
lines of state troops un guard about the 
institution were made last night, and as 
a result a spirited battle took pla"e bet­
ween tne attendants and national guards­
men. Bullets front the soldiers" rifles 
flew thick and fast for an hour, one mau 
being shot in the leg. Finally, the 
would-be qu rantine-breakers were all 
rounded up and driven at the point of 
the bayonet into the institution build­
ings. This is the second effort to break 
through quarantine, and orders have 
been issued to the soldiers if their are 
any more to shoot to kill.

“This is noteworthy because it is, so 
far as we know, the firsi time the thing 
has happened in any market in any gov­
ernment in good financial standing, and 
it seems to be a case of carrying the div­
isions of international politics into tl e 
financial field.

"’That Turkey lias experienced the 
same fate may be due to fhe same kind 
of reasons, but Turkish finance has been 
so long in a bad way and its loans sub­
ject to all sorts of conditions and safe­
guards that had it not been for the Hun­
garian matter no one could fairly impute 
political motives to the French govern­
ment.

“As things are, however, it seems fair 
to look at both refusals from the same 
standpoint, and we come to the con­
clusion that in future the more peaceful 
nations will have a greater relative ad­
vantage in material things even than in 
the past.

New England's Population
(New York World )

New England is the first section to 
make a complete report under the new 
census. Tiie six Slates have a combin­
ed population in 1910 >;of 6,554,000 
against 5,590,000 in 1900 and £4,700,000 
in 1890. The * increase for the decade 
just concluded is 964,000, against 890, 
000 for its predecessor.

Foi more than half ajeentury Maine, 
Vermont and New Hampshire have been 
growing very si owl v, but the increase in 
the other three lias been invariably large. 
Massachusetts, Connecticut and Rhode 
Island, w:th a land area ot only 14,000 
square miles, have 5.024,000 inhabitants 
Rhode Island has more than 500 people 
to the square mile of land area, a density 
equalled by only three countries of 
Europe---En.glaml, Belgium and Saxony.

It is significant that while these three 
old and comparatively crowded States 
are growing so much, Missouri and 
Iowa, with a combined area of 125,000 
square miles, comprising one of the most 
fertile bodies of land on the globe, have 
increased only 168,003, this narrow 
margin being supplied^chiefly by St. 
Louis and Kansas City, while Iowa itself 
has suffered a small loss. Missouri has 
been pi ssed in rank bv little Massachu­
setts, less than one-eighth its size.

It is already evident that the present 
census is going to makeigreater changes 
than any other in the presentation of the 
States in the lower house of Congress. 
The Northeast, the South and the Far 
West are going to gain, while the great 
agticultural States of/the Upper Miss­
issippi and of the Mississippi River 
Valleys are going to lose.

Market for Eelgrass

E. S. MARTIN & SON(Bangor Commercial)
Many people will be surprised to learn 

that several hundred tons of eelgrass are 
shipped annually from Yarmouth, N. S.. 
to Boston and other points in Cue United 
States where it brings a price of from 
>10 to $12 a ton. Reports from Yar­
mouth state that last yeai’s crop is now 
about cleaied up, bat those engaged in 
gathering and curing in this ilistrict ha ve 
been quite busy. The supply on hand 
is greatly larger than at same time for a 
like date for any previous year. Twe 
or three gatherers of this grass, who 
appear to monopolize the export trade, 
buying up from the smaller gatherers 
what thev cure, have erected mammoth 
sheds and are busy storing it away.
They report that the market in the Unit­
ed States is well supplied at this time, 
and that, with the exception of a few 
small lots, there will be very little ex­
ported during the coming year, and not 
a great deal until 1912.

Americans do not regard the sun­
flower, which is said to be one of our 
own native plants, as being of much 
practical service, but in Russia it is 
utilized,in many ways

There the seeds are eaten in im­
mense quantities, raw or r tasted, as 
peanuts are in America, and the oil 
obtained ,by pressing the seeds is an 
important article of food. The fre- 

-qupnt religious feast days in Russia 
restrict the use of meat and lead to a 
large consumption of vegetable oil, 
and the manufacture of sunflower oil 
has consequently grown to consider­
able dimensions in that country. The 
best seeds yield an oil that compares 
favorably with olive oil for table pur­
poses.

Even the upper classes in Russia, 
it is said eat the seeds, the larger and 
finer ones being quite equal to most 
nut; in respect of palatabilily and 
wholesomeness The stalks and dried 
leaves are highly prized for fuel, being 
in some parts of the empire almost 
the onlv available substitute for wood. 
An acre of sunflowers will yield many 
cords of good fuel.

The oil appears to have more of 
the general properties of olive oil 
than has any other khown vegetable 
oil. It takes about a bushel of seeds 
to make a gallon of oil, and fifty bus­
hels of seeds ran be grown on one 
aere of land. As the oil sells at about 
a dollar a gallon, the profit is large.

At one time purified sunflower oil 
was used quite extensively to adulter­
ate pure olive oil. It is of a pale 
yellowish color and decidedly pala­
table.

In addition to the oil from the 
seeds, the stalks when green and the 
oil cake make excellent fodder. The 
fiber of the stalks, which is fine, silky 
and strong, also has a value. In 
China it is woven into beautiful 
fabrics, and it is believed that by the 
use of proper machinery it might be 
used most profitably in this country.

West Land Regulations.Call and let me taKe your measure for your Fall or

Winter Suit
Any person who is the sole head of 

a family or any male over 18 years 
•t old, may homestead a quarter sec­

tion of available Dominion land in 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or 
Sub-Agency fpr-the district. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agen­
cy, on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or 
sister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months residence and 
cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 

: within nine miles of his homestead 
j on a farm of at least 80 acres solely 
j owned and occupied by him or by 
; bis fathe, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
good standing may pre-empt a 

quarter-section along side his home­
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Dut- 
ics must re#de upon the homestead 
or pre emption six months in each of 
six years fiom date of homestead en­
try (including the time required to

homestead patent) and cultivate 
fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right and cannot ob 
tain a pre-emption may enter lor a 
purchased homestead in cer.ain dis 
tricts.
