Fredericton, Dec. 30.~The Provin-
cial Department of Agriculture is
sending out circular lettera to sehool

| teachers throughout the province off-

ering bounties for browntail moth
nests.

In this manner it is hoped to de-
fine the extent of the area infested by
this pest and thus facilitate the work
of destruction now being carried on
by the party cf experts engaged in
the work for the Provincial and Do
minion Governments jolntly.

The bounty being offered ig $1 for
the first nest found in any school dis-
trict and b cents each for every sub-
gequent nest in a district. The num-
ber of nests of brown-tail moths al-
ready found in New Brunswick now
amounts-to five hundred and seventy-
five,

Mosi of the nests thus far found
have been located where the crew of
destroyers working under the ai* §
tion of Mr. J. D. Tothill, of Ottawa,
an official of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture, have been work-
ing. It is expected that in about ten
days’ time Mr, Tothill and his assist-
ants will have completed their work
in Charlotte ~uowny for the present
and will come "to Fredericton and
commence work in the St. John river
valley district.

Government and Mr. Borden’s well recognized progressive
views on naval defence have paved the way for plain spéak-
ing. The Naval and Military Record, & journal whose
suthority to discuss the subject will not be Questioned,
voices this change of tone in a recent issue. ‘It is per-
missible to say now,” declares the Record, “that the Laur
{er naval programme was paltry in cotaparison with that
of the Commonwealth.” \ And again: “In the circum-
stances the Admiralty had to approve the creation of a
few cruisers and destroyers."

As an authoritative statement, giving the views of
naval experts in England on the whole situation, the com-
ments of the Naval and Military Record are worthy of
perusal.

“ not go too far when he stated thaf, viewed in this aspect,
“the expenditure. would have been useless, The new
“ Government has determined to take the advice of the
* Admiralty to consider fully the needs of the Empire and
“ of Canada, and then draw up a scheme, This probably
“means that at an early date the Minister for Naval
* Affairs, accompanied by Rear-Admiral Kingsmill, will
‘ visit London, and after the preparation of the scheme it
‘wi'l be submitted to Canadian opinion at the general
“ elaction, which is anticipated will take place after the

At' the present. momént, the
situation is somewhat improved, and
reports are to the effect that the New
Year will seb a mdre encouraging
state of afralts, During all this time,
the production of iron and steel in
Canada kept up at sull rate and no
doubt the reports will show a record
production for Canada during 1911
Meantime, however, prices were low-
er, in sympathy with those of the

Active Markets Prevailed,
In the financial field a somewhat
similar stute of affairs prevailed in
each country, iroughout the great.

Banks Increase Dividends.
If we take the Banks themselves ag
exnmples of the tendency towards in-
creased earnings, we find the claim
fully supported. During the past yea:
more than one third of all the Cana-
dian chartered banks increased their
dividends, and an even larger number
have already reported increases in
earnings as compared with the year
1910,  Altogether, ten banks decided |
to pay their shareholders 1 per cent,
or 2 per cent. more per annum in the|
future than in:the past, the total of
the increases being 2 1.2,
Increase in Capital.
The tendency of the times is seén
also in the fact that. although the
paid-up capital of the Canadian banks
has largely increased, the number of
banks has not.

I think there would be
a good deéal less drunkenness if there
was an inspector fo look after the
quality of the liquor, and see that the
consumers were nhot poisoned with
drugs,
