while Germany, without waiting for 
Hbc plebiscite and without affording 
itie Allied forces opportunity to pre­
serve order, is robbing these immense­
ly rich provinces of their coal, in

"Selecting some 40 articles which 
are In use every day in the average 
home I notice that the aggregate cost 
in St. John, buying from the least 
expensive sources, is $28.53 ; the Hali­
fax market comes along with the eame 
commodities for 127.33, an average 
saving of three cents per article over 
the local prices. Fredericton resi­
dents pay for the same articles $24.04, 
while Amherst and Charlottetown, 
both places with about the same 
population as Fredericton, pay $23.06 
and $21.31, respectively

"And what a change there has been 
in prices since 1914, when we were 
talking
living? Take staple foods for instance, 
in 1914 we were paying about #7.04 
a week and today the figure to around 
$13.77. The average rent in 1914 in 
this place was about $3.46„a week; 
now it is nearer $5.50. Fuel and 
light cost us H.77 in 1914, according 
to a census from the average families, 
the present figure is about $3.04 per 
week.

"Not only does this apply to St. 
John and New Brunswick but in tho 
western provinces and source» of pro­
duction, the cost of practically every­
thing in reach of the average man has 
gone up and up until now it to pretty 
well out of h-te reach.

Latest reports from the British 
West Indies go to show that the trade 
between those Islands and Canada is 
growing rapidly, and that the bulk 
of the traffic Is carried on by vessels 
of the Canadian Government. Seven 
of these are now engaged In the North 
Atlantic and West Indian trade, and 
thirteen more wHl be ready for sea 
in the coarse of a few months. The 
construction for this year under the 
Government's shipbuilding programme 
will then have exceeded 100,000 tons. 
The initial part of the programme 
will, it is expected, be completed in 
the first half of next year, and forty- 
five ships, of an aggregate tonnage 
of 300,000, will be In operation in con­
nection with the Canadian National 
railways through the Canadian mer 
cantile marine. ,
