One for Fast Mail Service Between
England and Australia Via Nova
Scotia and C. P. R., With Sydney,
Australia, as Terminus — The
Other a Fast Freight.

London, July 13.—The revival of zumors
concerning the Cunard line being acquired
by the Morgan syndicate is the natural
consequence of the = prevailing view
among the colonial premiers of steamship
subsidies. They are unwilling to discuss
any, plan which includes subsidies for any
line running between British and Ameri-
can ports, and are leaving the Cunard
Company to work out its own salvation.

‘There are, howvever, two subsidy schemes
favored by the representatives of Aus-
tralia, New Zealand and Canada. One
provides for a fast mail service betiween
England and Australia via Nova Scotia,
the Canadian Pacific, Vancouver, Fiji and
Brisbane, with Sydney as the terminal
port; the other provides for a fast freight
service. between Miontreal, Cape Town,
Auckland and Sydney. There has been
much informal talk among the colonial
premiens over the practicability of arrang-
ing these services, with subsidies for each
sclieme from both the British government
and the colonies interested. The conier-
ence, however, will not act definitely up-
on the subsidy question, since Mr. Uham-
iberlain prefers to have the colonies them-
selves agree upon a geneml schame before
the co-operation of the British government
is finally invited.

Such a colonial agreement has virtually
been reached, and will be reduced to- defi-
nite form when Messrs. Barton and Sed-
don pass through Ottawa in returning to
Australia. According to this .agreement
the several proportions for mail subsidies
on the first route are four-twelfths for the
United Kingdom; five-twelfths for Can-
ada; two-twelfths for Australia and one-
pwelfth for New Zealand. Two fast- lines
of steamiships will be required on the At-
lantic and Pacific, aad the time from
London to Sydney will be reduced to 26
days. The other subsidy scheme calls for
the co-operation of the United Kingdom,
(anada, Australia, New Zealand, Uape
Colony and Natal, and the construction of
large cargo steamers which could be cca-
vented into troopships in time of twar.

Toronto, July 14—(Special)—The Tele-
gram’s cable from London says: “The
report that James J. Hill has projected
a fast Atlantic service between Labrador
and Liverpool cannot be confinmed here.
The British government is likely-to give
one-half instead of one-third of what Can-
ada gives towards subsidizing the fast At-
lantic line.”

A TIE-UP IN CHICAGO.

Railroads and Freight Handlers in Dead-
lock—Merchants Losing a Million a Day.

—
Chicago, July 14—While the wholesale
business of this city is almost completely
paralyzed and its business men losing
$1,000,000 per day, the striking freight
handlers and the railways are in a dead-
lock and announce their determination to
fight to the finish over the question of
one-half a cent per hour per man, or a
total of about $300 a day; this sum being
divided on one side between 24 railroads
and on the other between 10,000 men.
The situation tonight is more serious than
at any time since the commencement of
the trouble. Both sides declare that ab-
solutely nothing will be conceded. -

TO WEST INDIES.

Canada’s Agent at Trinidad Thinks It Was
a. Profitable One-He Deals With the
Present Condition- of the Sugar Industry
~-Ottawa Notes.

Ottawa, July 14—(Specfal)—The Cana-
dian agent in Triftidad, Mr. Tripp, says
good will surely follow the visit of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association dele-
gates to the West Indies. He deals with
the present condition of the sugar in-
dustry. - On the past season’s crop the
result is a direct loss of £2 to £3 sterl-
ing a ton. This is due to the competition
of the bounty fed industry in Europe. In
viaw of the agreement reached at Brus-
sels to abolish bounties, the Trinidad au-
thorities are anxious %o keep the cane
sugar industry. from going under alto-
gether, but even if the bounties are avith-
drawn such large stocks will be on hand
that the cane sugar producers will be at
a loss for some time to come.

The Trinidad governmeat will pay 13s.

1 6d. per ton of sugar as a bonus to keep

the industry afloat and will lend money
at 5 per cent on first mortgages, but Mr.
I'ripp considers this measure of relief is
not conceived in the broad spirit needed
to cope with the wase. If the sugar -
dustry is wound up, the government has
on its hands a very important problem
in the disposal of 70,000 to 80,000 @dast
Indians. This whole question is at a
most critical stage for the West Indies.

PARIS CELEBRATES
FAL OF THE BASTILE

Miitary Review, Free Theatrical
Performances, Oppressive Heat.

Paris, July 14.—Throughout the fore-
noon in celebration of the fall of Bastile,
the streets were enlivened by martial
music of regiments marching to the Bois
de Boulogne, where the entire garrison
of Panis was assembled by 1 o’clock ia
the afternoon. After luncheon and an
ihour's rest, the troops were marshalled
on the Long Champs race course. 'The
stands there were alveady filled to their
utmost capacity, while 100,000 other spec-
tatons occupied every point whence there
was any chance of obtaining a glimpse
of the proceediags.

On the arrival of General Andre, the
minister of war, accompanied by a bril-
liant etaff and the foreign military at-
taches, who were foliowed by President
Lioubet, the veview commenced. A pic-
turesque figure on the presidential stand
was Ras Makonnen, the Abyssinian gen-
eral, clad in vich attire. e

The marching troops were much ap-
iplauded, especially such popular corps as
the Polytechnic and other military schools,
and the firemen, on whose flag the presi-
dent fastened a cross of the Legion of
Honor, in memory of the firemen who had
perished in discharge of their duty.

President Loubet was greeted all along
the route, going to and returning from
Tong Champs, with much cheering and
shouts of “Vive Loubet” and “Vive La
Renublique.”

Tree matinees were given at the Opera
Francais and Opera Comigue and at other
theatres, which were all filled with -aud-
jences mostly composed of working peo-
ple, many of whom waited from dawn
until the opening of the doors. Free per-
formances for school children were also
given at the circuscs.

During the afternoon the heat was so
oppressive at Long Champs that many
spectators, soldiers and policemen were
overcome.

VERY MUCH EMBARRASSED

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach Resigns
as Chancellor of the Exchequer—
Other Changes in British Cabinet
Likely—Speculation as to What
They’ll Be.

London,; July 14.—A. J. Balfour was fo-
day formally greeted as Great Britain’s
premier, and the mew regime began its
work. The momentous change was mark-
ed by only one really dramatic incident,
the resignation of Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach, the chancellor of. the excliequer.
It is safe to say that Sir.Michael is only
the first of several whose names have
figured largely before the public in the
last half century who.now will disappear
from the political arena. Nothing abso-

As to Lord Salisbury’s aithdrawal, the
main reason is considered by practically
all the best informed to have been simply
a defire for a quiet life on the part of a
man advanced in years.

The dlose of the war in South Africa
and the return of the commanding gen-
eral is considered an appropriate time for
his withdrawal.

Washington, July 13—1lhe appointment
of Mr. Balfour to the English premiership
will not result in any change in the ex-
isting relations between Great Britain
and the United States.’

Des-
pite his many faults, Mr. Balfour remains
the most popular figure in the house of
commons.

“I regard the chamge as beneficial to
Ircland, in the long run. Mr. Balfour has
had much experience with Ircland and,
though he is not yet a home ruler, all his
animosity has disappeared and he is: just
the man to propose a solution: of the long
standimg difficulty. The aftermath of the
war has come, and the majority of the
government, though large, is wanting in
cohesion. But it is useless speculating
further; the unexpected is always the
dominant factor in English politics.”

The public will regret to note that the
illness of Sir John Bourinot has not re-
ceived any favorable symptoms and that
i{n fact Canada stands in danger of losing
another of her most eminent and talented
men. The position of Sir John for many
years put him aside from consideratics
of politics, while his natural tastles and in-
clinations led him to so deem duty above
party that people have come to know him
dnly for his real worth and ability, a con-
stitutional authority of the highest rank,
an able litterateur and a man to adorn
any position of sodial dignity or homor.

that if she had been in charge, the place
would at least have béen kept clean, and
‘the food wholesome, however limited it
‘might be and however economical the con-
duct of the establishment. Perhaps manay
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housewives who make such a slatement
would, if they had been placed in charge,
been "afraid of losing their positions if
they antagonized the commiesioners, or
been inclined to resign in disgust rather
than attempt reform in the face of ob-
stacles. . It requires a lot of courage to
undertake a radical executive course and
at the early stages of the hospital inves-
tigation it was clearly shown that the
commissioners were not in sympathy with
the movement. Having themselves had
the power of appointments to the hospi-
tal it was therefore mot very surprising
that no Kitchener appeared among their
appointees, and again it was unfortunate.

Now, however, that the conditions have
been so conclusively shown up, there can
be no excuse for lack of cleanliness or
inferiority of food hereafter. In view of
the fact that there are women who will
make the veriest hovel an attractive home,
and honest men who will do right
“though the heavens fall,” it is entirely
possible to get employes who can make
the hospital more satisfactory than ever
it was during the period investigated,
even if the complete recommendations of
the commission should not be immediate-
ly materialized. Let us hope, however,
that the superintendent, when an appoint-
ment of one is made, will be something
of a Kitchener.

BALFOUR SUCCEEDS SALISBURY.

The news this morning that the Mar-
quis of Salisbury has resigned the imperi-
al premiership and that the Right Hon.
A. J. Balfour, government leader in the
House of Commons and first Lord of the
Treasury, succeeds him, is not surprising.
The resignation of the Marquis of Salis-
bury had been fully” anticipated at this
time, had in fact been semi-officially an-
nounced to take place, and the only ques-
tion was as to his successor. There had
been various utterances to the effect that
Mr. Chamberlain would be the man, but
although he is a dozen years older and in
some respevts more aggressive than Mr.

- Balfour, there is no doubt that the latter

has been in closer touch with the mow
retired premier and that in his hands
therefore the government will be continu-
ed upon much the same policy as hitherto.

The Marquis of Salisbury has certainly
had his share of public life and enjoys a
record upon which he may well retire.
He was born in 1830, was elected M. P-
for Stamford in 1853, and represented that
borough in the Conservative interest until
his sveeession to the marquisate on the
death of his father in 1868. In 1866 he
was appointed ‘Secretary of State for In-
dia under Lord Derby’s third administra-
tion, and again under Mr. Disraeli in 1874.
He was special ambassador to Turkey and
acted as one of the plenipotentiaries in
the settlement of differences between that
country and Russia at the close of the
war with Servia in 1876, being really
eader at the conferen In 1878 he suc-
ceeded the Earl of Derby as Secretary of
State for Foreign Affairs, and after the
defeat of his party in the election of 1880
became its leader in the House of Londs.
[n 1885, when Mr. Gladsitone was beaten on
1 budget vote, he took office as premier, but
resigned - without meeting parliament after
the general election of Nove;dbei, that
year, becoming once more prime minister
\fter the second general election in 1886,
which position he held until 1892 (succeed-
2d by the Earl of Rosebery) and again
since 1895. .

The Right Hon Arthur James Balfour
‘s a nephew of the Marquis, being a son
of his-sister, the Lady Blanche Cecil, who
married Mr. James Maitland Balfour. The
new premier was born July 25, 1848, and
acted at privahafcretary to the Marquis
of Salisbury when Foreign Minister from
1878 to 1880, and accompanied him to the
Berlin Congress. In 1874 he was elected
M. P. for Hertford and represented that
2qnstituency until 1885, when he was elec-
od for East Manchester, for which seat
he was agaiﬁ returned in 1886. Under
ford Salisbury’s first administration Mr-
Balfour. was president of the Liocal Gov-

| srnment Board, and in the ministry of

1886 he was appointed secretary for Scot-
‘and. In 1891 he became leader of the
House of Commons and First Lord of the
[reasury, which positions he resumed on
the return of the Unionist Party to power
in 1895, having in the interim from 1802
been leader of the Opposition. He is con-
siderable of a golfer and cyclist and like-
wise somewhat of a philosopher, having
published “A Defence of Philosophic
Doubt, 1879,” and “The Foundations of
Belief, being Notes Introductory to the
Study of Theology, in 1895.” Mr. Balfour

is unmarried. :

WHAT IS “MODERATE SPEED?

It is often interesting to study the de-
sisions of the courts in order to watch the
interpretations and definitions given  to
words used in legal enactments. Some-
t{imes it requires several cases~and appeals
lependent upon the meaning of certain
words and phrases, before the absolute
intention and applicavon of the law is
withoritatively settled. A recent instance
is an appeal to the British admiralty to
jetermine what is “moderate epeed”’ for
. vessel in foggy weather. Under the au-
thorities hitherto there has been no defin-
\te rate of speed of so many knots which
sould be called moderate or not moderate.
It was set down by Lord Justice Bowen
a good many years ago that the term
“moderate” is a relative terms; it depends
on place, on the kind of ship aad on the
<ind of fog. Even the lowest number ot
revolutions at which the engines of a
steamer will work is no criterion. In sev-
eral cases the contention was put forward
that a vesscl was at least justified in pro-
ceeding with her engines working so slow-
ly that they just escaped stopping on the

refused to accept this contention.' In fact
it has been laid down in several cases
that if a steamer cannot proceed at a
moderate speed with her engines going
ag slowly as they can work, she must
further reduce her way by stopping her
engines from time to time. ;
There have been various other defini-
tions as to what is, or rather what is not
moderate speed. It has been said that
a rate of speed is not justifiable which
is so great that the vessel cannot prevent
damage, all precautions being taken at
the moment danger is seen. Amother
judge held that much greater speed is
justifiable in the open sea than in crowd-
ed waters, and still another ruled that a
vewel at least must not go so fast that
she cannot stop her way within the dis-
tance at which those on boand her can se¢
another vessel. Yet another authority
held that it would not at all be safe for
a vessel to go up to the speed which ad-
mitted of her so stopping herself. And
now the Admiralty court of appeal has
practically discredited the argument that
the power to stop in a specially short dis-
tance shows what is a moderate speed.
Unfortunately, however, the count has
not definitely decided what is a moderate
speed or propounded any rule to legally
determine such epeed uader varying cir-
cumstances. Each rcase remains yet there-
fore to be determined mpon its respective
merits and what “moderate speed” may
be will probably remain with shipmasters
to determine; if they get along safely,
anything is moderate enough and if dis-
aster unfortunately results to them noth-
ing will prove to have been moderate
enough, even including the sentence of
the court and the claims for damages.

PROGRESS OF THE CONFERENCE

The colonial conference outlook, aocord-
ing to the speech of Australian Premier
Barton at the Guildhall banquet, reported
in our despatoches today, is'not a very
promising one for the development of any
thing practical in the way of preferential
trade within the empire, ‘Lhis, it would
seem, is owing to the absolute necessity
of such countries as Anstralia raising
lange Tevenues through the customs
method of indirect taxation. The difficulty
was foreseen long before the conference
representatives came together and was re-
ferred to in fthese columns with the com-
mentt that even though it might prove
insurmountable and many other of the
much-mooted possibilities of the confer-
ence should prove not immediaitely prac-
ticable, yet the conference could not® fiail
to have good results and would be a be-
ginning for the better progress of our
empirebuilding.

Nothing has transpired at the confer-
ence, so far as has been indicated, to im-
ply a laek of entire harmony or cordiality
in the prinvipal aims. There is no ground
for fear that the empire, or any con-
stituent part of it, will be any the wonse
for the conference; there is every reason
tio believe that better understandings will
have arisen, and in maay minor mattersif
not in the great cnes of the programme,un-
doubltedly progress has been accomplished.
It is yet too soon, however, to attempt
to foreshadow the end of the meeting.
Premier Barton has just given us a hint
of whalt has been transpiring and before
the conferance dissolves a much . greater
solution of even the important proposi-
tions before it may have been arnived at
than he extends hope for. But even if
nothing should come of it in the exten-
sive way so optimistically talked about by
some, the empire will yet remain the
empire, the same flag will float over it
in all its lands and it will be even miore
united than ever should perchance any
foreign hiope of its disintegration such as
existed prior to the South African war
again arise to threaten it.

A MATTER OF ENTERPRISE.

The Halifax Chronicle is inclined to re-
sent The Telegraph’s remarks on the ag-
ricultural college question and says:

«If The Telegraph keeps on meddling
in Nova Scotia affairs in the enterprising
but scarcely judicious spirit which has
characterized several of its recent efforts,
it will soon make a reputation of a sort
for itself.”

The Telegraph’s readers tell it that it
has some reason to be gratified at the re-
sults of its enterprise and reputation, for
they are evidently the sort which win for
it a constantly increasing circulation, even
in Nova Scotia. But the Chronicle fur-
ther asks: “Why does not New Bruns-
wick turn in and build the college itself?”
This question does. not sound very states-
manlike in view of the preference that
Nova Scotia had exercised in the matter.
In fact, in view of all the circumstances,
it is rather a surprising question and
sounds as if the Chronicle were a little
out of temper at something or comebody,
instead of inclined to treat the main is-
sue from an impartial and _broadminded
point of view.

TRACING TRACY.

The outlaw Tracy is the latest person-
age to command attention in the world’s
passing show of scintillating characters
who by their striking individuality call
for a moment’s pause to wonder. Tracy,
it is said, has killed six men and wound-
ed several others since June 9, has been
pursued by men and dogs across the state
of Washington from Seattle, making many
wonderful escapes, but successfully elud-
ing the bloodhounds and astounding the
people by his_coolness and daring. That
he is a man of original resource is shown
by his sprinkling cayenne pepper in his
footprints, which had the effect of
“knocking out” the cogs, temporarily at
least. Eventually, of course, he will be
captured and meet his fate, and when
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his history is' written it may be found
that he was a man of educafion and good
family, as such men ofter are, misguided
into a wrong turning in life through some
lack of advice or disastrous circumstance.
An able character in crime is always re-
grettable because one realizes what good
he might have done had his abilities been
rightly directed.

A FAST LINE ROW POSSIBLE.

The announcement. in our despatches to-
day that the colonial conference in Lon-
don ‘has practically decided upon the prin-
ciple of ‘a fast line of steamships for Aus-
tralian connection via Canada, the details
to be atrranged at Ottawa during a visit
of the premiers of Australia and New
Zealand to this country on their way
home, is news that will be hailed with
pleasure, not only as evidence that the
conference is accomplithing some very
good work, but that the Australasian col-
onies combined with Canada and aided by
Great Britain, may procure for us avhat
would have been almost impossible by
ourselves alome. :

Tt was with a possibility such as this
in view that The Telegraph, in an article
two or three weeks ago said that in the
natural order of events there would be
no eanly pr‘osﬁect flor the finanicial success
of a Canadien fast line, but that it seemed
under exigting circumstances entirely
within the bounds of possibility the
Bnitish. might take the trouble to demon-
strate that they could be absolutely inde-
pendent of American steamship connec-
tion. Even if this should prove the only
outdome of the conference, it will ‘have
been worth nvhile.

AN APOLOGY IN ORDER.

Isn’t it about time for the St. John
correspondent of the Montreal Herald to
order a general apology for his vilification
of the peaple of ibhis city at- the time of
the hospital investigation? It avill be re-
membered’ that early in March ladt, during
thie taking of evidence before the com-
mission, the Montreal Herald published
from its correspondent in this city, among
other things the following statement:
“These stories are not taken seniously, in
fact mobody believes them, and it is gen-
erally expected that they will be flatly
contradicted when the doctors and nurses
get their innings,” ete.

The Telegraph called attention at the
time to this defamation wof character by
the Montreal paper’s correspondent in
this city, and has watched carefully but
unavailingly for some acknowledgement of
the errot. As the etories which the corre-
spondent alleged that mcbody believed
have been fully established in fact by
the report 10f the dommission, it would
seem to ibe the duty of the paper referred
to either to exact now a full apology from
the author of such deliberate misrepre-
sentiations' or procure’ another correspon-
dent whoo will hawve “sufficient entenprise
tio make him-e!f sure of his facts before
he makes statements. |

THE PROMOTION OF AGRICULTURE.

A provingial contemporary which stated
last week that the agricultural schools
in the United States were practical fail-
ures and only had the effect of.diverting
young men from the farm instead of at-
taching them to it, could mot have been
informed of the work of such an institu-
tion as that at Briarcliff Manor, New
York, established by the Committee for
the Promotion wof Agriculture of New
York, a lengthy report of which appeared
in the New York Evening Post of July
11. The object of the institution is “to
offer an indepeadent means of livelihood
for young men and women, especially from
the large cities,”” Its purposes are also
‘to teach ‘that greater returns may be de-
rived from land under intelligent manage-
ment, and finally it aims to develop a
taste for -rural life. :Among its officers
and trustees are such well known men as
Abram S. Hewitt, William Earl Dodge,
R. Fulton Cutting, John G. Carlisle,
Theodore Havemeyer, William Jay Schief-
felin, E. Morgan Grinnell and others to
whom the wisdom of the enterprise heart-
ily appealed. These gentlemen aad their

1 friends agreed to finance the experiment

for three years, with an eye to its future
endowmenit in the event of the success of
the project, and so succesdiul has it been
that it is now announced to have entirely
passed the experimental stage and it is
aceordingly to be moved bo more com-
miodious premises near Poughkeepsie.

The course at this school, it is worth
while to remark, is practical as well as
theoretical,. and stress is laid upon the
business side of agriculture and horticul-
ture. All students are above 18.years of
age. When most of them entered they
knew less than the average unskilled farm
hand. Now, as one of the instructors ex-
pressed jit, “they can go back and show
0ld fammers a few tricks they don't
know.”’ The course includes farm sur-
veying and plotiting, computing areas,
roadmaking and fencing, tilling soils, the
use and application of fertilizers, the mani-
pulation of implements, planting, " eulti-
vating, harvesting, storing, and market-
ing farm, garden, greenhouse, and orchard
crops; ‘the improvement of various cer-
cals, fruits, vegetables, and flowers by
hybridization and selection; and the care,
management, and valuation of poultry,
tarm animals, and bees. Dairy work,
thortioulture and cold storage, it is an'
nounced, will be more extensively treatea
in the new premises. The instrudtors, in
addition to the more obvious subjects,
teach bookkmpi:,ng with special reference
to farm accounts; land surveying and
levelling, geology, ~physics, entomology,
particularly the study of injurious in-
sects; meteorology; agricultural zoology,
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drainage, irrigation, and building farm
structures, such as chicken coops, trellises
and larger objects.

A very valuable feature of the course,
undoubtedly, is the insistence on a
familiarity with current prices of indus-
trial and market products in the grea®
commercial centéers. Along the same lines
of practice mather than theory is the’
planning of a schedule of excursions to

tham forty such tnips to the large down-
. town markets, food shows, fainrs and other
exhibitions were made in the past year.
Some fifty students have been in attend-
ance, the number being limited only by
the accommodations. The tuition fee is
$100 per year and board is $280 addi-
tional, with twelve weeks’ vacation in the
sumamer.

The eminent success of such an insti-
tution surely shows that the agrieuftural
college in its ideal sphere is a most ad-
mirable part of modern education.

New Brunswicker Visits 0ld Home
After Years in Costa Rica—An
Interesting Talk.

Frank Smith and his wife are now visit-
ing his mother at Sussex. Mr. Smith left
Canada some 13 years ago as an expent tel-
egraph operator. He now holds the po-
sition of chief train desatcher of the Costa
Rica Railway with headquarters at Sam
Jose, Costa Rica, Cenltral America. A re-
porter from this paper called on Mr. Smith
Sunday and though busy with
friends he found time to tell something
of the fine country he now calls home.

Asked with regard to the climate Mr.
Smith said that it' was like our sprning.
There are two seasons—a wet and a dry.
The wet season, which corresponds with
our winter, is now on and will continue
until November, when the dry or summer
season commences.

The country is and always has been
since civilized, Spanish, with of course
the usual sprinkling of other nationalities.
Being a mountainous counry the climate
is superb and fever is not nearly the bug-
bear that most people in the north would
imagine although a quarantine relative to
travelers is strictly observed in all the
cities which receive ‘people’ from Central
America, from April 1 until” November.
Port Limon. Costa Rica is the chief sea-
port town, a hustling place of much mer-
cantile activity. In the vicinity of San
Jose is the coffee country; around Limon
in the swampy moist pants is the banana
country. The faot that:bananas require
the swampy ground “keeps many northern-
ers from cultivating' them, Decause of fear
of fever. From two to three million
bunches of bananas are exported from
Pornt Limon in a season and about 300,000
sacks of boffee. The government recently
completed a magnificent sea-wall around
Limon at a great expense, raising the
town eight or ten feet. ;

It is well known that the TIsthmus of
| Panama and the great ‘continent to the
south of it are rich in minerals and lum-
ber, not to mention the products of the
soil  and the great cattle raising facilities
of the Pampas in the south. Whai's
wanted, of course, is capital and interest,
not pecuniary interest, but the interest
of the Anglo-Saxons. Mr. Smith wears
on his chain, as a charm, an ornament of
pure hammered gold somewhat resembling
a butterfly. This, he says, is mentioned
in Spanish history. It was taken from an
Indian grave and is supposed to have
been used by the Indian mail or message
carriers between different and often hos-

tile tribes in the old days. The Indian
wore it on his sleeve and was safe from
molestation.. Mr. Smith says that it is a
common thing to dig such golden mem-
ories of a past race from grave and bury-

The hearing was begun at
Fredericton and after the evidence of the
principal witnesses there had been taken,
it was removed to St. John where it is
now going on behind closed doors. The
charges are that the affairs of the insti-
tution have mnot béen :well administered,
that the pupils have been taught little or
nothing, that they have been-beaten and
otherwise harshly treated and that the
officials. and members of the principals
family have been guilty of immoral con-
duct with the pupils. This institution re-
ceives and is maintained by private sub-
scriptions supplemented by a grant from
the local government. There are several
Kent county students in attendance.
There appears to be a disposition on the
part of the Frederieton newspapers to
treat the matter’ lightly and throw cold
water on the investigation. The Telegraph
comes in for a great deal of blame for
having made the charges and it is claimed
that the motive fordoing-so was to injure
an institution located at Fredericton. This
claim appears most childish. The charges
are of a very grave nature and demand a
most - thorough investigation. The institu-
tion is a public one receiving public money
and assistance, and the people of the
province are so deeply interested in it
as are the people of Fredericton, and
will not be satisfied unless a most rigid
inquiry is maderinto the matter. We trust
the charges will prove to be unfounded
and that Professor Woodbridge and his

DIED SUNDAY MORNING.

Accident Happened Late Saturday
Night—She Fell 20 Feet, Striking
on Rocks--Conveyed, With Diffi-
culty, to Wagon, Then Taken to
Police Station -- Thought Heart

There was mo outcry, no'sound
whatever, and there was no response when
he. went to the spot, leaned. over and cali-
ed to enquire if whoever had fallen

They went down/
the flats and. found lying on the rocks a
woman—Mrs. N}](:Cracken. With great’
difficulty, Saunders says, they carried her
along toward the foot of Princess street,
where there is a rough contrivance of
boards with straps nailed across, offer-
ing means of ascent or descent from a
breakwater to the flats.

The department will take into favorable
cons.deration the extcmsion of rallway fa-
cilities to the town of Sydney Mines. kx-
actly what form these arrangements would
take, Minister Blair was not prepared to
say. 1t will, however, be either an ex-
tension of the I. C. R. to the tewn or
else armngements with the Nova - Scotia
Steel Company for necessary.conmections
and facilities.

The primary cbject of Mr. Blair's visit
to Cape Breton was to dtudy the needs
of the different sections with a view to
effecting swch improvements on the rail-
way as will meet the requiréments,

The proposal is to change the location
of the road to conneat with the Canso
Bridge at Cape Porcupine, then run along
the gulf coast to Harbor au Bouche, to
Antigonish, thence to Pictou -passing to
the north of New Glasgow at a slight dis-
ance. From Pictou, the proposed road
will be coatinued over the Short line to
Pugwash, from which place a link wil be
built conneating that town with Amherst.

This change will rid the road of the
heavy grades at Folly and at the Strait,
and while it will involve a heavy expend-
iture, the depaitment feels that it musb
be undertaken in order to handle the
Cape Breton freight traffic economically
and expeditiously.

MAKING A RAILROAD.

| Hon. John Costigan is Here — Tells

of Company-of Which He is Presi-
dent.

Hon. John Codtigan, president of the
Quebeec & New Brunswick Railway, is at
the Dufferin. In  conversation with The
YPelegraph Hon. Mr. Costigan said the
road would run from Chaudiere Junction
m Quebec and -would conect at Conmor’s
Station on the St. Francis river. with a
braach of the Temiscouta Railroad. This
would - make the .shortest practical line
bbween the west and the Atlantic sea-
Yoard through Canadian territory. ‘Lhe
Dominion government thas subsidized 45
miles of the road: from Chaudiere Junc-’
tion, east, and 18 miles from Connors’
Station up the St. Francis river toward
Chaudiere. There is also a subsidy from
the New Brunswick government and the
company confidently expects to get a land
subsidy from Quebec.

A general meeting of the company was
held in Quebec June 20 when five direc-
tors were . chosen, three from Quebecand
fwio  representing New Brunswick. The
Quebee directors are Hon. Geo. F. Carroll,
Hon. A. Turgeon and Hugh J. Gregory,
wiile Mr. Costigan and J. E. Cochrane,
of Edmundston represent this province.
At a directors’ meeting subsequently,
Mr. Costigan was eledted presideat and
Mr. Turgeon . secrieary-treasurer.

Wiork of construetion is now going on
between Connors’ Station and the mouth
of the St. Fraacis river and it is in-
tended to comiplete this short section
early in October and make a substantial
commencement upon the next seotion up
the St. I'rancis river.

How Assessment is Levied as Compared
With the City--Water and Sewerage Board
to Make Temporary Loan. from, Another
City Account. v b

Y

The water and sewerage board met re-
presentatives of the parish of Lancaster
Friday afternoon and considered the
water rates to be levied in the parish this
year. In the absence of Alderman Miilidgea
Alderman Baxter presided. The water and
sewerage board was represented by Alder-
men Hamm, MecMulkin, Bullock, Hilyard
and Maxwell, Councillors Long and Lowell
were present in the interests of the pars
ish of Lancaster.

Director Cushing said it had not been
proposed to make any change in the rate
for Lancaster from last years’s levy.

Councillor Long moved that the rate for
Lancaster be the same as that in the city-

Alderman Hilyard asked what was the
difference between the rates at present.

Alderman Baxter explained that the
rate in lLancaster was $1 more for the
first family in each house than the rate in
the city.

Director Cushing said the Lancaster

rate was $5 for the first family in each
house and $1.50 for each additional family.
In the city the rate is $ and $1'for each
additional family. This is the only case
where the rates are different, rates for
other water services being identical. -
" Alderman Baxter explained that the act
under which the water assessments were
levied in Lancaster provides for the col-
Jection of a rate 50 per cent in excess of
the city figure. The reason for this is that
the city has to carry the bonds consequent
upon the extension of the water to dan-
caster. The city has not exercised this
right, however, and consequently he
thought the .parish had no . ground:for
complaint. '

Councillor Long said that being the
case he would withdraw his motion.

Councillor Lowell moved that. the rates
be the same as last year. :

Alderman Hilyard asked that some ac-
tion be taken as to a sewer pipe put in
on Victoria street.

Kirdly Werds for Dr. Macintyre.

It is announced in the government ore
gans that Mr. A. E. Macintyre, who is,
or was until recently, editon of The Tele-
graph, has been appointed assistant amal-
yst in the inland revenue department at
Ottawa. Mr. Macintyre is probably, the
only political editor in Canada capable of
filling that position. ‘He studied chemis-
.try in Germany, and for some years prac-
ticed as analyst in this city. During this
time he gave testimony as an expert in
several sensational criminal cases and in-
quests in this province and in Nova Bco<
tia. When Rev. Dr. Macrae became presi-
dent of Morrin College, Quebec, he select-
ed Mr. Macintyre for the chair in chem-
istry; and this position was held so long
as the chair was maintained. Mr. Mac-
intyre’s career as a political' writer and
newspaper man was an episodé in a life
devoted to other activities and did not
indicate a loss of interest ip scientific
pursuits. But there are few professors
of chemistry in Canada who would have
been his equal in the field of journalism,

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Airangements tor <.sslong at St. Stepnen-—-
The Course Outlined.

St. Stephen, N. B., July 12.—The ar-
rangements are NoW perfected for the
session of the Summer School of Science
here from July 22 to August 8. Calais
and St. Stephen governments have made
appropriations for the entertainment of
the visitors and every indication points
to a ‘successful term. Excursions will be
arranged to points of interest. Calais
and other cities in New England will send
students to the classes. This will give
the sessions opportunity for the display
of international friendship.

There will be three classes of subjects
taught, Physical science, embracing phys-
ics, chemistry, geology and mineralogy;
Biological Sciences, including botany,
zoology,physiology and entomology; mis-
cellaneous, including literature, music, ed-
ucation and drawing. Certificates will be
awarded after a reasonably strict exam-
ination by the president and secretary
associating with them the lecturer in each
department. The following courses of
study will be taken up by the members
of the faculty appointed for the different
subjeets

Botany, Prof. G. U:Hay, St. John, and
James Vroom, St. Stephen. The work in
botany will be a combination of lecture,
laboratory and field work. The lessons
will deal particularly with the environ-
ment, life and habits of plants as well
as their structuregermination and growth,
respiration  and assimilation, heat
and light relations , ete. The 1e-
lation of Dbirds and insects to
plants. Flowerless as well as flowering
plants will be considered.

Anhydrous chemistry, or blowpipe analy-
sis, Prof. W. W. Andrews, LL. D., Mount
Allison University. In this class a basis
for the experimental teaching of elemen-
tary chemistry will be shown. Fach mem-
ber will be taught how to make his.own
apparatus and to prepare his reagents and
then how to make use of the blowpipe
in chemical research, in class work and
private study. Five or six compounds of
the following elements will be prepared
and their properties noted: Copper, silver,
gold, mercury, lead, sulphur, arsenic, an-
| timony and bismuth and reactions for the
detection of others will be described.

Chemistry Pritcipal W. H. Magee, Ph.
D., Parrsboro High School—Lectures will
be given on the elements and the prac-
tical work will be illustrative of what is
given in cach lecture.

Drawing by F. G. Mathews, McDonald
Manual Training School, Truro (N. 8.)—
The course will consist of a series of lec-
tures to teachers on the teaching of draw-
ing, illustrated with epecimens of work
by children of all ages from English
schools. The following will be ‘taught:
Brush work, all kinds; free hand draw-
ing, simple forms; elements of form,
natural flowers; type forms, common ob-
jects; gometrical drawing and others.
