I OTTAWA, April 11.

Mr. Mitchell yesterday in moving an 
amendment to motion of Mr. M'Kenzie in 
going into committee of Supply made a pro­
position to Gov’t with a view to avoid liti­
gation as between the Gov’t aud the fisher­
men of his county, that a case should be 
stated between the Gov’t and toe fishermen 
in refereuee to their rights of property in 
fishing privileges, to be decided by the Su­
preme Court, and that in the meantime for 
the present season their fishery regulations 
ol May last be suspended.

The Minister of Marine asked a da 
consider the proposition, and it has 
agreed to by the Gov’t to-day.

Mr. Mitchell slated that he was not speci­
fically authorized to make such a proposi­
tion, but thought as it was in the interest 
of all parties to have the fishermen’s rights 
ascertained with certainty by the highest 
authority in the land, and without expense 
to them, that the course suggested would, 
he thought,give general satisfaction to his 
people.
