EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE.
Dalhousie, Sept. 24.

Dear Advocate:
The charming weather of the past few 

days has been a great boon to the farm­
ers. The crops generally are somewhat 
backward by reason of the wet and cold 
summer, but are now ripening rapidly 
and in many instances are being housed. 
The sharp frost which preceded the 
warm spell did considerable damage in 
the back settlements, much of the buck­
wheat being rendered useless except for 
fodder. Throughout the County the 
crops generally are good, the lightest 
being the potato crop, which was injured 
bv the wet, cold weather in the early 
part of the summer.

The Scenery

in this section of the Province especially 
from Campbellton to Metapedia, and fur 
ther up the stream bearing that name as 
well as along the Restigouche river, is 
magnificent—here and there are to be 
seen beautiful islands, many of which are 
cultivated and are very productive- 
while in the back, ground are to be seen 
the mountains of Bonaventure, whose 
gloriously-tinted autumn foliage does 
much to make up a picture which may be 
equalled, but cannot possibly be surpass­
ed. It is therefore not at all to be won­
dered at that the number of visitors to 
this section in the summer season is on 
the increase, and it only remains for ener­
getic parties to provide suitable hotel ac­
comodation in order to greatly increase 
the volume of summer travel in thi- 
direction. Mr. D. Fraser has erected a 
very fine summer hotel at 

Lovetdalb,
a short distance below Metapedia on the 
New1 Brunswick side, and which has been 
pretty well patronized this season. The 
house is beautifully situated, and persons 
in quest of sport can find it in the fine 
salmon pools in the productive river 
which flows at the foot of the rising 
ground upon which the house is built. 
The main building is 70x36 with two 
wings 34x25, and is surmounted by a 
cupola, from which a fine view mav be 
had of the river and its surroundings. 
It has three stories. The first flat of the 
main building contains a drawing room 
30x20, three dining rooms, the largest of 
which is 22x30, another about 13x14, and 
a third for domestics about 15 ft. square. 
Also a sitting loom, smoking room, and 
two rooms for stores and baggage. 
There are 10 rooms in the second flat, 
and 9 in the third, all nicely and com­
fortably furnished. The west wing con­
tains kitchen and pantries on the lower 
floor, five chambers on the 2nd floor, and 
3 on the third, for domestics. In the east 
wing there are on the first floor three 
rooms, as well as bath room and office. 
and eight chambers in the second and 
third stories. It is intended, I believe, 
to add two galleries, which will extend 
along the front and two sides of the main 
building, from which visitors will be able 
to obtain a fine view of the beautiful 
landscape

At Dalhousie,
or rather at the Point, about a mile dis­
tant, persons by the name of Grant are 

^erecting a large hotel, which when com­
pleted, will of course be well patronized, 
if properly conducted, the spot being in 
every respect a most suitable one for a 
summer residence. This season, how­
ever, the new hotel was advertized be­
fore it was scarcely commenced, so that 
when visitors arrived, they were some 
what.surprised to find prepared for their 
reception, an unpretentious edifice which 
although fitted up comfortably, bore no

resemblance whatever to the handsome | 
structure which appeared at the head of 
the advertisement announcing the open­
ing of the new hotel. The contrast was 
marked, and was varyjng in its effect 
upon the visitors. Some retraced their 
steps and sought other localities, the 
meanwhile indulging in shockingly em­
phatic Anglo-Saxon ; others attracted by 
the excellent location as a summerresort, 
remained, but in some instances gave 
vent to their surprise, before seeking 
their quarters. One family had among 
its number two city-bred young ladies, 
who looked at the structure with amaze­
ment, and one of them, assuming a tragic 
attitude, and with clasped hands and up­
lifted eyes, exclaimed,—

“ Heavens, a Shed !”
The hotel was however patronized by 

some forty or fifty guests, all of whom 
were made very comfortable by the land­
lady, Mrs. Grant, who seems to know 
the requirements of one in her position. 
All who remained were well satisfied 
with their visit, and will in all likelihood 
return when the new hotel is ready for 
occupation next season.

The New Building 
is now partly framed, but work is at pre­
sent suspended, for what reason I cannot 
say, although report has it that the sus­
pension is caused by lack of funds. If 
the Government, as reported has any­
thing to do with the new building, steps 
should be at once taken to pay the men 
who have been working thereon, for at 
the present moment there is much dis­
satisfaction and no little grumbling at 
the unwillingness or inability to pay up, 
of the party who engaged the workmen. 
Matters should be cleared np at once if 
it is really a Government work. When 
the new building is completed, the struc­
ture used for a hotel this season will be 
converted into a dining room and play 
rooms for children.

Two new hotels are in course of con­
struction at Charlo, which is one of the 
prettiest and most thriving settlements 
the traveller will meet ÿth between 
Miramichi and Metapedia. The farmers 
of Charlo are apparently in most com­
fortable circumstances, judging from the 
appearance of the well kept farms, and 
the comfortable residences, many of 
which are handsome and costly dwell­
ings. An old friend, Mr. P. Bassett, is 
the proprietor of the largest of the two 
hotels now going up ; the other is being 
built by a Mr. Gereau. Charlo is a pretty 
place, and has on its immediate vicinity 
good trout fishing, which attracts many 
anglers to the locality during the fishing 
season.

Buildings.
At Moore’s Settlement, above Meta­

pedia, a new school house is being built, 
which it is expected will be ready for 
occupation in a few days.

Further up, at the mouth of the Upsal- 
quitch river, Mr. Andrew Alfred has in 
course of construction a splendid barn, 
which it is said will be the largest on the 
Restigouche. It is 82x42 feet, 20 ft. post, 
three stories. The third story is mainly 
for grain. Teams will be driven on to 
the second floor up an incline formed of 
logs, which will commence about 20 ft. 
from the barn, and extend to the second 
floor about 20 ft. inside, the platform 
being about 40 feet long. It is one of 
the best farm buildings I have ever seen.

The Dalhousie Branch Railway 
is being rapidly proceeded with. The 
force consists of about 200 men and 50 
teams. The work is more than half 
completed. The grading will it is ex­
pected be finished by the 1st December 
ready for track laying. In all probability 
the line will be ready for running early 
in January. Warren, Taylor & Co., of 
Salisbury, N. B., are the contractors.
J. J. Taylor, of Bangor, is superintend­
ing the work. The station will consist 
of a combined passenger and freight 
building, 66x35, and is now being rapidly 
proceeded with by the contractor, Mr. 
Geo. Moffat. It is a short distance from 
the main street, and in the vicinity of 
the public wharf. The railway will be a 
great boon to the people, for which they 
arc considerably indebted to the efforts 
of their energetic representative, Mr. 
Robt. Moffat, M. P.

Maps (not less than nine inches square).

SEWING.
Work illustrating the following steps : 

over-handing, hemming, stitching, fell­
ing, gathering, button-holing, herring­
bone, whipping, binding, patching (patch 
three inches square on a four-inch piece), 
mending (tear in material three inches 
long, properly mended), darning (patch 
at least an inch and a half by three 
inches), knitting, plain and ribbed (a 
square on thirty stitches), socks and 
stockings carefully narrowed in leg and 
foot. Marking, a full set of letteis, not 
exceeding one inch in size.

MISCELLANEOUS.
Any article of practical use in school. 

Any exercise iu arithmetic, book-keep­
ing, algebra, or Geometry, showing neat­
ness and good workmanship.

All work must be plainly marked with 
the name of the person who executed it, 
together with the school and school 
grade.

All designs must state the purpose for 
which they are intended. Thus : “De­
sign for Oil-cloth,” “ Wall Paper,” etc.

Useful articles showing variety of sew­
ing must have marked upon them the 
classes of work shown.

Letter from Dr. Fox.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance,

Dear Sir.—I have just received your 
issue of August 30th, containing a news­
paper article headed “ Rev. Father Ba- 
bineau and Dr. Fox’s inaccuracies.” 
This article, written by the Chaplain of 
the Tracadie Lazaretto, is a comment 
upi. n a Veto York Sun report of an inter­
view with me, a report containing much 
that I said and much that I did not say. 
While I am perfectly willing to acknow­
ledge my liability to err. I emphatically 
protest against being held responsible 
for what is contained in any newspaper 
report or other publication not over my 
own signature.

It is easy to be inaccurate under any 
circumstances. E. g. Father Babineau 
writes :—

“ I am reported as having said that a 
“ clergyman who visited the Lazaretto 
“ here caught the disease and that said 
“ clergyman was unceremonious enough 
“ to run away with a leper’s pipe. This 
is an evident inaccuracy, for nowhere in 
the report is it stated that any clergy­
man ran away with a leper’s pipe or that 
any clergyman was unceremonious 
enough to run at all. Now if the scholar­
ly Father Babineau fails to quote ac­
curately from a newspaper article which 
is in print and presumably lying before 
him on his study table, can he not pardon 
a benighted Sun reporter, who errs in re­
peating from memory the statements 
made in a rambling conversation on a 
subject with which he was unfamiliar. 
To be sure, this inaccuracy on the part 
of the worthy chaplain is of no great im­
portance, and in this respect is not un­
like the inaccuracies of the Sun report, 
which havjg-been unjustly credited to me.

While appearing thus unexpectedly be­
fore your readers, I beg you will allow 
me space to publicly thank Dr. Fish for 
his friendliness in escorting a stranger to 
Tracadie, and to express my sincere ap­
preciation of the polite attention of the 
Reverend Father Babineau and of the 
kindly courtesy shown me by the Rev­
erend Mother St. John.

Death of a Journalist.
The St. Croix Courier of Thursday last 

came to us in mourning array for its pro­
prietor, Mr. David Main, who died a limit 
two o’clock on Thursday morning. Mr. 
Main had been ailing for some time, and 
it was only quite recently that he had 
again felt able to take upon himself the 
duties of editor and proprietor of the 

i paper owned by him. Mr. Main has for 
over twenty years been connected with 
the press of New Brunswick, being first 
connected the Colonial Tresbyterian,after­
wards with the Telegraph, and then h 
became the proprietor of the paper which 
he conducted with much success until his 
death. In business he was active and 
energetic, and took a very active interest 
in the affairs of the Town of St. Stephen 
as well as of the Province generally. 
His many friends throughout the coun­
try will learn with regret of his death. 
He was in his 49th year.

A New Enterprise.
A new departure has been made in the 

shipbuilding interest in one of the East 
Boston yards, where three masted 
schooners of from 400 to 800 tons are 
built for the American coasting trade, by 
having the timber of the frame of the 
vessel all made ready before shipment to 
East Boston. The projector of the idea, 
a Mr. McKie, while in St. John a few 
months ago purchasing and shipping a 
lot of ship timber, was struck with the 
idea that the timbers might as well be 
framed where purchased and thus effect 
a considerable saving in freight, besides 
the fact that labor in St. John is consid­
erably cheaper than in Boston. The 
frame now being got ready is from pat­
terns and plans for a 600 ton schooner. 
What possibilities may not this new de­
parture open up where ship timber is 
plenty, and where ship building has so 
far declined that the yards are waste 
places bearing evidence of what has been 
done in the past. In concluding an in­
terview with a reporter of the St. John 
Telegraph Mr. McKie says :—

Labor is much cheaper here than in 
Boston, but after all, I am of the opinion 
that your labouring men are better situat­
ed than ours, and by the exercise of pru­
dence can lay up more money than is 
saved by ours. Most of the necessaries 
of life are cheaper here than with us, ana 
the inducements to part with one’s money 
are less numerous.

To sum the matter up, by framing our 
ships here, we make a saving of nearly 
one half in freight, we make a similar sav­
ing in the cost of labor, and we get a first 
quality of timber, ready at hand, exactly 
suited to our purpose. Until there is a 
radical change in the timber and labor 
market the business of framing ships 
here for American builders is likely to be 
continued.

Foot Races.
The Miramichi Skating and Curling 

Rink Company have had a first rate race 
course laid oft' in their rink here. The 
ground, which is a sandy loam, has been 
nicely levelled aud a light railing placed 
outside of which is the track, about one 
hundred and fifty five yards long, eleven 
and one third laps making the mile. The 
Newcastle Brass Band were in attend­
ance and show considerable improvement 
since their reorganization.

At 8.15 the first race of three miles was 
started with three entries—No. 1 Small­
wood ; 2, Mutch ; 3, Lumsden. No. 1 
had a slight advantage at the start which 
he kept for several laps then gave place 
to No. 2, but regained the front before 
the next lap was completed, keeping the 
lead to the finish. The first mile was run 
in six minutes, Smallwood being half a 
lap ahead of Mutch and Lumsden plodding 
along in the rear. Smallwood increased 
his lead to a lap and then contented him­
self with just jogging along ahead of 
No. 2, who resting for a lap enabled 
Lumsden to overtake and pass him. 
Race was won by Smallwood, time 24 
minutes, Lumsden 1 lap and Mutch 3 laps 
behind. Prizes 84.00, $2.00 and 50 cents.

The second race was! a race for boys 
sixteen years and under. There were 
five entries, No. 1 Wright, 2 Johnson, 
3 Lumsden, 4 Petrie, 5 Murphy. Petrie 
though under the age required was much 
the largest boy among ithe competitors 
and took and kept the lead from the start 
winning the race in 5 m. 20 seconds, 
Wright next in 6 m. and Murphy third in 
6 m. 10 sec. Prizes 83, @2, 81.

The third aud last race was of five 
miles and brought out six competitors, 
No. 1 Fleigher, 2 II. VVysc, 3 Flick, 4 
Mutch, 5 Lumsden, 6 Keoghn.

Mutch led at the start, aud kept the 
lead throughout, Fleigher and Wysc .be­
ing second and third. The time of the 
winner was as follows ;

1st mile 6 min.
2nd “ 7 “
3rd “ 8 “
4th “ 7 “
5th “ 9 “

Making the whole distance in 37 min. 
Fleigher next in 39 minutes, and Wyse 
third in 39 m. 30 sec. Prizes $7, 84, 81.

It was announced that the next series 
of races would take place on that night 
fortnight. There were not many spec­
tators present, not as many as might be 
expected.

The Merchants’ Bank is regarded as a 
sound and enterprising Institution, and 
it has already opened some twenty-two 
Agencies, extending from the neighbor­
ing town of Bathurst to Bermuda. We 
notice on the list of its Directors and 
Shareholders, the names of some of the 
most shrewd, careful and wealthy men 
of our sister Province. The Bank has a 
paid up capital of 81,000,000 and a ré­
serve fund of 8180,000. We have every 
reason to believe that the new Agency 
will gather from Newcastle and the 
suburbs a fair share of the legitimate 
banking business of the community, and 
we venture to hope that its manager may 
prove as popular and pleasing a towns­
man as Mr. Roderick McKenzie of the 
Bank of Montreal.—Com.

Santiago, De Cuba, Sept. 21.—A ter­
rible hurricane occurred at Nashua on 
the 8th inst. Many houses were blown 
down, fifty vessels wrecked and sixty 
lives lost.

Already about two miles of the Cape 
Traverse railway are graded and the 
masonry work is well under way. At 
the present time there are 200 men and 
about 60 teams engaged in the construc­
tion of this road.

A large portion of the congregation of 
the Horton street Bible Christian Church 
London, Ont., is opposed to union with 
the Methodist Church and has addressed 
the Bible Christian conference in Eng­
land on the subject.

The Leviathan workshops of the Can­
adian Pacific Railway at Montreal are so 
far forward that the company is turning 
out its owe locomotives, and has about 
400 mechanics at work, thereby expend­
ing at least 85,000 per week in the city.

Queen Victoria, it is said, has taken 
the total abstinence pledge, and in future 
wines are to be excluded from the royal 
table. Francis Murphy, the temperance 
worker, is credited with having prevailed 
on Her Majesty to take this step.

Life-preservers are not always what 
they seem. A yacht upset in Long Island 
Sound, and the crew, though encircled 
with what appeared to be good cork pre­
servers, were drowned. It was found 
that sawdust had been substituted for 
cork.

Messrs. Editors.
The late lamentable murder in the par­

ish of Northesk, no doubt caused by the 
use and abuse ef liquor, is made the oc­
casion of another sneer at the Temper­
ance people, (not the first by any means) 
by the Newcastle correspondent of the 
Chatham World. Would you allow me 
to ask through the columns of the Advo­
cate, this sapient writer why he does not 
put the blame where it rightly belongs, 
on the shoulders of those of the com­
munity (himself among the number) who 
can not and will not do without the cup 
which steals away men’s senses as well 
as their worldly goods, and leads them to 
a death by violence or—just as disgrace­
ful—a drunkard’s grave. He well knows 
that efforts were made by temperance 
men to enforce the law and with what 
results ; by men who hold leading posi­
tions in our community doing all in their 
power to aid and abet the illegal vendor 
in pursuing his nefarious calling, and 
further that even the Judges of the high 
court of justice in this province have 
been a powerful aid to the violators of 
law in neglecting to give their legal de­
cision on points referred to them on ap­
peal over one year ago. Whatever may 
be the cause of this delay, so injurious to 
the well being of our people, I can not 
say, but it surely looks like connivance 
on the part of those to whom we look to 
see justice done without ' unreasonable 
delay. The Scott Act is a good one, but 
where the weight of influence is against 
its being strictly enforced, and the same 
influence even puts barriers in the way of 
those who wish it to have a fair trial it is 
almost impossible that it should be en­
forced. One thing is certain, that unti 
the appeals now before the Judges at 
Fredericton are decided on the- convic­
tions against the illegal sale of liquor, 
those in favor of enforcing the Act will 
not move further.

Settml dIuteltigttiM.
Shipwreck and Ims» of iAfe.

Loss of the Barque “ Britannia” 
on Sa^6>; Island—Sad Scenes.

Halifax, N. S., Sept. 17.- The Gov­
ernment steamer “ Ncwfield,”Captain 
Gui'tilord, arrived back from Sable 
Island at noon to day, bringing Captain 
Alfred Garston anil three seamen be­
longing to the barque “ Britannia,” 
which was wrecked on the east bar of 
the ielanAat one a. m. on the 3rd inst. 
The “ !*ennia” left Morant Bay, 
Ja'maica, wn August, with a cargo of 
475 hogsheads, 20 tierces and 170 bar­
rels of sngar, and 25 puncheons of 
rum, bound for Montreal. All went 
well till the 29tb of August, in lat. 40, 
long. 67, when she experienced a 
severe hurricane, in which a boat was 
lost and two lower topsails blown 
awav. The vessel was running on a 
N. N. E. course, the wind being S. W. 
by S., when sne struck. The only re­
maining boat was got out at daylight, 
but ehortfy alter it was damaged to 
such an extent as to become unservice­
able. As soon after daylight as pos­
sible, when the vessel had been dis­
covered ashore by the people on the 
island, a life boat left for the purpose 
of going to the distressed vessel, but 
found it impossible to cross the bar, 
owing to the heavy sea which was 
running. Nothing more could be 
done that day, as the heavy sea 
continued. Next morning (Tuesday) 
it was also too heavy on the boat to 
launch any boat, and in the afternoon 
the vessel commenced to break up. A 
raft was made of a portion of one side 
of the ship, and on this the crew got 
with the captain, his wife} and three 
children. They had been on it but a 
short time when it was swept by a 
heavy sea, which washed off the 
captain, his wife and children, and 
most ot the crew. The captain, being 
a powerful swimmer, regained the 
raft with two of his children in his 
arms. The children died, however, 
shortly after nightfall from exposure. 
On Wednesday morning the raft 
drifted down on the south side of the 
island, but it had now only four 
occupants, three seamen and the 
captain, the others who were washed 
off having perished in the waves before 
noon. The island life boat had gone 
to their rescue, noth withstanding the 
very heavy surf, and the four survivors 
were got safely to land. Oat of 
seventeen persons on board thirteen 
were lost, including the captain’s wife 
and children, and the first and second 
officers. The captain attributes the 
disaster to the fact of an error in his 
chronometer, probably caused by the 
severe weather and the knocking 
about of the ship during the gale. At 
the time the vessel struck there was a 
thick fog which lifted about an hour 
afterwards, when they saw the east 
end light. The “ Britannia” «as a 
barque of 144 tons register, and bnilt 
at Shorebam, Sussex, Ehgland, in 
1878, and was owned by Thomas 
Gates, ot that place. Captain 
Guildford, of the “ Newfield,” reports 
no further wrecks on Sable Island and 
the population well. The gale of the 
29th was felt very heavily there and a 
number ot cattle were drowned. 
Many spots were inundated during the 
gale and some of the buildings were 
slightly damaged, but there was no 
disaster to human life, or loss of 
materials.

Shocking Tragedy in Brook­
lyn.

A shocking tragedy occurred in 
Brooklyn Monday. Rev. James 
Kemlo, lale pastor of the Reformed 
Church in Monntville, N. J., near 
Newark, first cat bis wife’s throat, and 
then, severing his own jugular vein, 
leaped from a fourth story window. 
Both of them died within an hour. 
Mr. Kemlo had suffered from malaria 
for throe months, his head being 
especially affected, aud it is considered 
certain that he was insane when he 
committed the doable crime. The 
scene of the tragedy was the apart­
ments on the fourth floor of the At­
lantic State Bank Building, Nos. 49 
and 51 Fnlton Street. The rooms are 
occupied by Gideon Kemlo, a com­
positor in the office of the Evening 
Post, and,his wife, the parents of Mr. 
Kemlo. The latter and hie wife came 
to visit their parents, leaving their 
children aged three years and three 
months, respectively, with friends. 
Shortly after noon Mrs. Kemlo, Sr., 
left her son and his wife sitting quiet­
ly in the front room, which she occa- 
pied, and started out to do some 
marketing. In a few minutes there 
was a commotion in the room, and a 
cry of fire was raised. A clerk in Ihe 
bank ran np stairs to see where the 
Are was. He heard screams In 
Kemlo’s rooms, and hastened to open 
the doors when he was confennded by 
the sight of Mr. Kemlo drawing a 
carving knife across his throat and the 
blood spurting forth. He rushed 
down stairs for aid, and bad just 
reached the street and was call­
ing to a policeman on the opposite 
side, when be was appalled by seeing 
the suicide’s body falling from the 
fourth story window to the pavement 
belew. The policeman and cthere 
had, meanwhile, hastened to the room 
whence the suicide had precipitated 
himself, and found that he had mnr- 
dered his wife before killing himself. 
The room bore evidence of a terrible 
struggle.

d Hurricane.

New York, Sept. 13.—The effects 
of the storm on Long Island during 
the last 48 hoars has been disastrous. 
Considerable wreckage is reported 
floating in the sound to-day ofl Green- 
port and Sag Harbor. The wind was 
almost a hurricane last night. The 
farmers in tome counties had their 
entire winter crop levelled to the 
ground and mined. The cost of tbs 
crops damaged is estimated at several” 
thousand dollars. The apple crop 
also snffered serious damage. Waves 
in the bay and harbor along the 
Sonnd rose higher la«t night than has 
been known for nearly ten years in 
the month of Sept. At Rockaway 
Beach the damage will exceed 
$10,000. Upwards of l^feet of beach 
was washed away last night. At Far 
Rockaway, bathing houses and other 
small. outbuildings were lifted like 
tinder by the waves and carried out 
to sea. The schr. Ada Lewes of 
Boston was driven on shore in Cow 
Bay harbor. The sloop John Cooper 
was sank in Cold Spring harbor.

A part of the steamboat dock 
was washed away in Oyster Bay har­
bor. The schooner Jane Parsons 
parted her cable and drifted ashore on 
the rocks in the Sonnd near Oak Neck. 
Considerable damage done to the 
shipping in Port JeffersOT harbor.

The people of Meat Cove, Cape North, C. 
B., are alarmed over the presence of a polar 
bear at that place. A few days ago the 
animal attacked a fishing boat, the occu­
pants of which narrowly escaped. The 
bear is said to be of enormous size and a 
light grey. It is supposed to have been 
taken there by drift ice last spring.

The British are rapidly extending a net­
work of railways over India. About $30,- 
000,000 will be spent this year in the con­
struction of new roads.

The Vancouver Island railway is to be 
pushed to completion as rapidly as possible. 
It will open up a magnificent country.

The Manitoba Department of Agricul­
ture estimates that the population of the 
province is now 160,000. In 1881 it was 
65,000.

Alleged Blench Outrage.

Admiral Commerell, of the British 
flagship Northampton, was engaged 
at St.John’s N. F., on the 3rd iust, iu 
an investigation of a serious outrage 
recently said to have been perpetrated 
on four British vessels by French fish­
ermen, headed by the shore Captain, at 
Cape Onions, on the northeast coast 
of Newfoundland. Early in August 
four British fishing vessels came to 
anchorage at Cape Onions for Cod- 
fishing. As soon as they had launched 
their skiffs, a number of Frenchmen 
ordered them to weigh anchor and 
quit. They refused, whereupon the 
Frenchmen commenced to unbend 
their sails, seized their oars and car­
ried them to the shore. Having strip­
ped three vessels, they next boarded 
the schooner Comet. Captain 
Aylward showed fight, delivering 
some lusty blows on the Frenchmen 
and putting them flight. The assail­
ants thi n turned on Captain Aylward 
and ciew with boat hooks and gaffs, 
and severely maltreated them. They 
then stripped bis vessel. Two 
days after a French cruiser arrived on 
the scene and, after some inquiry, re­
stored the sails and gear to the vessels, 
but ordered them to quit the harbor. 
All four vessels retired under protest. 
The people ol Newloundlaud are in­

dignant at the outrage, and it is not 
unlikely to lead to international com­
plications.

The Bake Superior Boats.

THE “ ATHABASKA” ON THE OCEAN.

The “ Athabaska,” the first ot the 
iron steamships bnilt on the Clyde 
for the Canadian Pacific Railway, for 
service on Lake Superior, is at pre­
sent on her way out to this port, and 
is expected to arrive at the beginning 
of next week. On arrival here she 
will be put into Tate’s Dry Docks, 
and cat iu two amidships for passage 
through the canals, as she is too long 
for the locks. She has been specially 
constructed, however, with a view 
to this operation being made, and 
the work will not be such a difficult 
matter as the cutting of the “ Cam- 
pagna” and other vessels which have 
passed through the canal in this way. 
The steamer will be taken up as far as 
the head of the Welland Cana! in two 
sections, and there pat together again 
and fitted with the superstructure. 
The “ Athabaska”will be followed 
about ten days later by the sister 
ships “ Alberta” and “ Algoma”.

The“ Athabaska” is a steel screw 
steamer measuring 270 feet ny 38 feet 
by 23 feet, and her hold is calculated 
to carry 2,000 tons of wheat iu bulk. 
The superstructure contains thesaloon 
and state rooms tor first class pas­
sengers, while the steerage, capable 
of accommodating from 500 to 600, is 
between decks.

of green food to sharpen the eppe- 
tile, and keep up good digestion. 
We have found gn en corn stalks, 
especially sweet corn, an excellent 
article in tbe stye, to be fed in con-, 
nection with corn on tbe cob, and 
corn meal, and other rations. We 
have never seen pork made more ra­
pidly than with this kind of feeding. 
It will be pafe to feed all that the 
swine will eat up clean, and no more. 
Slack up the feed a little when any­
thing is left in the trough. This 
will require a 1-ttle attention, but the 
pigs will grow so fast, that one can 
afford to linger by the stye a few 
minutes, once in a day, to see tbe fat 
accumulate. Corn is high this sea­
son,'and we want to make the best use 
of it.

Btgislalion Against Weeds.

The Statutes of Illinois provide 
for the appointment of a “ Commis­
sioner of Canada Thistles” for each 
township or election precinct in the 
State, who is to ho'd office for three 
years, and to be paid 82 a day for 
each day necessarily spent in the per­
formance of his duty. It is his duty 
to “ diligently search his district for 
Canada Thistles, to prevent them 
from going to seed and from spread­
ing in the public highways and in un­
occupied ground, as well as in in­
closed lands when the occupant fails 
to do so after being notified,” and to 
employ the best means to insure their 
extermination.

The last New York Legislature 
passed a law to tike effect on Sept. 
1st, 1883, providing that any person, 
company or corporation that shall 
sell or give away in this State any 
seed of Timothy, Herd’s Grass, Red 
Top, Meadow Fescue, Kentucky Blue 
or June Grass, Red, Medium or Al- 
sike Clover, which shall contain any 
seed of white or Ox-eyed Daisy, 
Ragweed, Quack or Canada Thistles, 
shall pay or forfeit for “each and 
every” offense 850.—Rural New 
Yorker.

The Dry Time.—The springs and 
water courses are unusually low ; we 
have had no rains to reach them for 
some time and meadows that are 
often wet and boggy can now be safe­
ly passed with teams. This offers an 
excellent opportunity for getting off 
the bay, and also for making drains 
and improving such lands They are 
often so located as to admit of drain­
ing without heavy outlay, and such 
work always pays a good return, even 
if it be for no other crop than grass. 
Such lands produce a very heavy crop 
of grass when drained and dressed 
with a little loam or sandy gravel, 
without much manure. I have 
known cases where the first crop of 
hay, after draining, paid the whole 
outlay of draining, clearing up, dress­
ing with sand, and seeding down to 
grass, and the owner thought the 
land was likely to produce at least 
two tons to the acre for five years, 
without any further outlay. Thefe 
are many such spots in New Brun­
swick that well deserve the attention 
of their owners ; often they are in 
large tracts, divided among mauv 
owners, in such cases our laws wise­
ly provide that a majority of the 
owners or the owner of more than 
half of the tract in question, may 
drain the whole and levy I he proper 
portion of the expenses from the 
others, if they do not agree about it. 
The law also provides that a man who 
owns a piece of low land the drain­
age of which passes through his 
neighbor’s land, may enter said 
neighbor’s land and dig out the water 
course, throwing the earth at one side 
and the owner cannot obstruct it 
without becoming liable for damages. 
With such provisions in favor of 
draining, why does not the wet places 
be made productive?

Bedroom Ventilation.

Is it necessary to state that the 
sickening odors so perceptible at the 
first of the morning in any ill-ventil­
ated sleeping apartment arise from 
the fact tnat a considerable volume 
of carbonic acid, with the vapor of 
perspiration and other animal ex­
halations are mingled with the at­
mosphere of the chamber? Science 
proves that all these products are 
deadly poisons. Nature expels them 
from the system because they poison 
the system. Yet we insist on in­
closing them within four walls. We 
shut up doors, windows, and even 
chimney places, that not a particle 
may escape Nay, we surround our 
beds with close jlrawn curtains for 
the express purpose, it would seem, 
of preventing ventilation, for the ex­
press purpose of hugging close to the 
poisonous atmosphere of our own 
bodies, and so re-absorbing into our 
systems the very atoms which, by the 
laws of God, have been cast out be­
cause they are detrimental. That 
we do re-absorb these poisons needs 
no proof. The same act of breath­
ing which renders them perceptible 
to the sense of smell causes them to 
Visit every air-cell, to permeate every 
blood-vessel of the lungs, and come 
into positive contact with all the 
countless myriads of streams which 
are traversing the one hundred, and 
sixty six square yards of respira­
tory surface.—The Outlook.

Early Fattening of Animals.

It is quite as important to fatten 
and market economically, the animal 
products of the farm, as it is to raise 
them. A pound of beef, pork or 
poultry, can be made much cheaper 
in September and October, than later 
in the season, when a large port of 
the rations must go to keep up ani­
mal heat. There is no sleight of 
hand in laying fat upon an animal’s 
carcass, it must come out of good 
honest food in the rations fed. The 
temperature in the latter part of sum­
mer and early autumn, is in favor of 
the best use of all the fattening ar­
ticles of food, while there is enough

Cows, when at liberty to select 
their sleeping places, out of doors, 
will be observed always to lie down 
upon the side of a dry knoll, if there 
is one in tbe yard or pasture, never 
lying with the back down hill, but 
always with this towards the higher 
ground. This affords more than one 
lesson pointing towards thrift ; and 
bear in mind that there can be no^full 
measure of thrift without comfort. 
These lessons are (1) 'no farm animal 
will select a resting or sleeping place 
that is not entirely dry, unless 
forced into a wet one ; (2) that the j 
comfort of t he cow, while confined in : 
Iter stall, can he added to, bv giving : 
her an abundance of bedding, that 
this may afford an ample cushion in 
whichever direction she tin ns her 
back.
