HE PREFERS CANADA.

A Vermont Farmer Tells Some Plain 
Truths: Something For Canadians to 

Ponder Over.
(Montreal Gazette.)

Mr. Doloff, a farmer, of Newark, Vt., 
who is nt present oil a t isit to this city, 
in the course of a conversation with a 
Gazette representative yesterday, spuke 
freely about the position of the farmer in 
the Eastern Staffs. He showed clearly 
that so far f rom Canada being bcnefitc l 
by annexation she would he injured 
thereby, and argued that at the present 
time Vermont would he more prosperous 
if it belonged to this Dominion than it is 
under the rule of Stars and Stripes. He 
said that in Vermont farm taxes were 
heavy, hired help was scarce, and conse­
quently wages were high, whilst produce 
was difficult to dispose of. The result, 
there foi e, was that farmers were growing 
poor. This had been the case lor twenty 
years, but matters had got worse during 
the last decade and a half. The reason 
why the Vermont farmer could not sell 
his produce rapidly was because the mar­
ket was Hooded with the surplus from 
the Wes', which was sold at a lower rate 
than the local farmers could afford to 
offer their produce at. A farmer who 
hired help could not make a living, but 
if he could work the farm with the mem­
bers of his family only he< might 
get along. The Canadian farmer 
had a better market for bis pro­
duce in the Dominion than his 
Vermont brother had across the line. 
In that State a person could hardly sell 
a farm at all, and if he did manage to 
dispose of it, it was at a pi ice much below 
its value. He mentioned a case which 
occurred a few years ago in wh ch a farm 
woi th $2,200 was sold for $750, the seller 
coining to Canada, where he purchased a 
farm, and at the cad of twelve months 
disposed of it for $150 more than it cost 
him. As showing that the Canadian 
market was belter tor the farmer than 
that of the States, Mr. Doloff said that 
only list year hogs were purchased by 
Canalians in Newark, the duty paid 
upon th.‘Ill, and they weie dressed and 
sold iu Sherbrook. At the present time 
Vermont would be more prosperous if it 
belonged to Canada than it is as part el 
the St lies. Tlia taxes lic e were com- 
piratively nothing to what they were in 
Vermont. If we had free trade with the 
States this country would he swamped 
with the surplus produce of the West, 
wliicn would be sold at a cheaper rate 
than the Canadian goods.

Hon. Me. Mtchell wishes to be 
looked upon and recognized as a states­
man, acoording to bis own ideas the 
leading statesman in the dominion, hav­
ing done so much towards its welfare, 
yet he admits—great man that he is— 
that Sir John A. Macdonald pulled the 
wool over his eyes in various ways.

While we have no establishments here 
engaged in these manufactures, yet our 
people are benefited by the goods be­
ing sold so much cheaper than ever be­
fore, and the poor man can clothe him­
self throughout at a very reasonable rate 
without buying a single dutiable article. 
As stated by Mr. It. B. Adams—Mr 
Mitchell “ must think the electors are 
children or fools’ when he tries to

The question has frequently been asked why 
Mr. James Troy, was put forward to speak at 
the meeting on Thursday afternoon, without 
being called for, and there are several replies.

Spool Factcry Burned.

Shortly after six o’clock on Wednesday 
morning Lst the Newcastle Spool factory was 
discovered to be on tire at the upper end. A 
brisk Southwester'y breeze was blowing at the 
time and in a few minutes the main building 
was a mass of liâmes which rapidly extended 
to the boiler and engine house, the drving 
house and a long shed wherein was stored e 
large quantity of squared birch all ready for 
the manufacture of spools. Nothing Was 
saved but the consents of the blacksmith shop 
which was the last to catch fire. No water 
was thrown on the tire owing to various 
circumstances. Steam was got up in the fire 
engine as soon as the alarm was giye and an 
effort made to stretch the hose, but owing to 
the depth of snow the hose carriage and hose 
could not begot along at all and lengths of 
hose were run otf, uncoupled and dragged to 
where wmted. In this operation quantities 
of snow got into the the hose and when the 
steam fire engine was started this snow pre­
vented the passage of the water and when the 
water pressure had reached the vicinityof 200 
lbs several lengths of hose burst in places.

The loss is a serious one to the proprietors as 
well as the town. To the proprietors the 
loss amounts to §20.000 of which $5.000 i 
insured ; to the town because it was expected 
to be in a short time running and as when run­
ning it employs about 40 hands winter and 
summer, the loss of employment will be much 
missed.

By this time Mr. Adams had become 
so hoarse that he could not speak, and 
his brother, Mr. Richard B. Adams, of 
Chatham, pushed through the audience, 
mounted the stage and forcing his bro­
ther to ietlre, declared that he believed 
his brother could only continue his 
speech at risk of his life, which even his 
opponents could not desire, and said he, 
though he had uever addressed a public 
audience before would speak for him in 
reply to Mr. Mitchell.

He would commence at Unrestricted 
Reciprocity, where his brother left eff 
What was this question. Neither Mr. 
Mitchell nor any one in his interest at­
tempted to show what it was. It meant 
that the customs houses along the 
border line were to be swept away which 
meant a loss of sixteen million dollars. 
He ha i heard Mr. Mitchell at'empt 
to explain where the loss would be 
made up. He would sweep away the 
Superannuation system, and yet he was 
one of those who had helped to frame 
it. (Cheer.) In place of everything he 
had formerly supported he now proposed 
to give us the new fad, Unrestric ed 
Reciprocity. Canada has to raise thir­
ty-five millions of dollars every year 
and cannot be governed for less, and 
yet Mr. Mitchell proposes by the savine 
of one million dollars from the super 
annuation list to make up this amount. 
Did they know what direct taxation 
meant? What they knew of it would be 
intensified tenfold when the tax gather­
er went around fo», $15 per head on 
every family. Direct taxation had 
proved itself a curse everwherv. It 
had been imposed in the United States 
daring the war but when peace came it 
had been swept away. Unrestricted

On motion of T. W. Crocker, Conr 
Kerr, of Chatham, was appointed Chair­
man, who after a few remarks introduc­
ed Mr. Mitchell, who preferred to wait 
until Mr. Adams came, and to whom he 
offered the privilege of speaking first 
which was declined, and Mr. Mitchell 
commenced his address to ’-he electors 
present. The first part of his speech 
was altogether taken up by a long re­
capitulation of what has become ancient 
history, of “ what I, Peter Mitchell, did 
fur this county. This old story Is so 
fami iar to the people of Northumber­
land ihnt it is not necessary to give a 
report of it, it has been heard so often 
that they have become tired of hearing 
it

Those suhjec’s were—Confederation, 
his acts when Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, the route of the I. C. R. etc.

In alluding to the fisheries he said he 
had got the people*thc privilege of fish­
ing for smelts as far up as Newcastle, 
which was a privilege, but the Govern­
ment had prohibited it now. Vote for 
him and he would restore to them the 
right to fish smelts at Newcastle, bass 
on Vue Northwest, and to catch salmon 
above tide water. And why were these 
prohibitions enforced against the people 
of Northumberland, jnst because he 
would not act like a Jack-in-the-box at 
the instance of Sir John A. Macdonald.

When did the smelt fishermen or any 
other fishermen complain of any injus­
tice that he did not strive to remedy it, 
but it was not the case now. And first 
the smelt fishing was prohibited above 
Chatham and then to anywhere above 
Middle Island, and he had learned that 
there was a move proposed on the part 
of the government to do even worse 
than this, to confine the smelt fishery to 
the Bay. This smelt fishery was one of

Reciprocity means the passing of 
manufactures and natural products free 
between Canaria and the United States, 
but it was a fallacy and could not be 
carried out. Wool pays forty per cent, 
duty, in the United Slates which In 
Canada is free and wool would be en­
tered in Canada and then passed through 
into the United States, and this fact 
showed what fraudulent statements 
were made to help effect a purpose. It 
was but a fad, and the United States 
wju d not permit us to manufacture 
free w. of and send the goods into that 
country. American Citzens got the 
credit of Deiug shrewd business men, 
and knew better than to authorize any 
such system.

Mr. Davies, of P. E. I.,—who was to 
be the Minister ol Marine and Fisheries 
when the Liberals got into power—and 
not Mr. Mitchell—declared that it was 
impracticable to have unrestricted reci­
procity while Canada and the United 
States had different tariffs. The com­
mercial union fad had been started by 
the author of the unrestricted reciproci­
ty fad, and was based on the idea that 
both countries should have one tariff. 
But the people of Canada did not want 
their tariff raised to the United States 
level, did not want a duly of 40 per cent, 
on wool etc., and so ibe unrestricted re­
ciprocity cry was raised.

Unrestricted reciprocity was the veri­
est nonsense ever Uttered, and on the 
5ih of March will be buried so deep in 
Canada as to never be resuscitated.

Canada could now make a bargain and 
if t-he did not get a fair one then she 
could go on as she had done. Now was 
the time for such a movement. Unres­
tricted reciprocity means bankruptcy 
forC nada, and bankruptcy means ab­
sorption into the United States. No 
one wanted t ,c country to become bank­
rupt. That is the policy that Mr. Mitch­
ell must adopt; it is the policy his lead­
er has laid down. Mitchell tells yon 
that the Guvernment has Imposed on 
the country a heavy d ;bt. Wbat part of 
it did he not vote for? Was he not in 
favor of assuming the debt of the Pro­
vinces? Did he not vote for the canal 
appropriations? Did he not vote for the 
sixty millions for Canada Pacific expen­
diture.-? (Cheers.) Mitchell in his card 
says lie is in favor uf such a measure of 
re iprucUy as is consistent with the 
finances of Canada. This is the policy 
of tlie government. Mitchell has stolen 
Sir J din’s clothes and is masquerading 
in them. Yet though he puts this in his 
card he is belorc you as a supporter of 
Mr. L airier and his policy.

He was sorry he had not heard the 
wn de uf Mitchell’s -peech and also that 
he was not aole to reply to what he had 
heard as he would like to do, yet he 
must say that the course proposed by 
Mr. Mi'chell was an utter Impossibility. 
He would like to deal with many of the 
questions brought forward but there 
wereorii rs present who were better 
able to answer Mr. Mitchell than he 
wa .

Mr. Mitchell had said that he would 
lead the poll in Chatham, that they gave 
him a majority of 407 at the last elec­
tion, but be would assure bim they 
would never do it again. Why ! in bis 
place in the House oi Commons he op 
posed a grant of $1500 to rtptir the 
Post Office building in Chatham and how 
could he expect after that to lead iu 
Chalham. He (Adams) asked that on 
the 5:b uf March they would elect to 
the Parliament of Canada a man who 
kn:w what we wanted and who resided 
among us, and he asked lor othe-s no 
matter on which side they spoke, as 
go< d a hearing as they bad given him. 
(Cheers.)

Mr. Mitchell rose tj reply amid gen­
eral confusion. Cries of “ Tweedie, 
Tweedie.”

At last order was restored and Mr. 
Mitchell spoke, lie was sorry that Mr. 
Michael Adams was not able to follow 
him as then they would have heard 
a gentleman who knew what he was 
talking about. Richard Adams did not 
know the difference between commer­
cial union and unrestricted reciprocity. 
Commercial union meant a common tar­
iff for botn countries, the revenues to 
be pooled, while unrestricted recipro­
city meant free trade between the two 
countries, each having its own tariff. 
It was the duty of the Ministers to pro­
vide for the loss of revenue, if they 
could not do so let them give way to 
men who did know how to dea! with It. 
He bad opposed the grant fur the Chat­
ham Post Office because he wanted a 
new one. (A voice)—“Why did you 
buy it?" Eeca1 s : the office was kept in 
a hovel and that wrs the best unoccu­
pied r.uimiug to be had.

Don’t 
jump at ibis without considering i s ef- 
lects. The loss of revenue would be be­
tween SIC.OOO.QOO and S17.l)uO,UOO. 
IIuw was the loss to bo made up except 
by direct taxation? Ail parties in Op­
position cry out for reforms and re 
treuchmeut, but when they got into 
power they fail to carry out the reforms. 
The duty to be collected under unre­
stricted reciprocity would not pay the 
fixed charges on the treasury. Under 
unrestricted reciprocity the United 
States must manage our whole business. 
He read from speeches of the United 
Slates politicians to prove this. He 
could not believe that the people of 
Canada were ready to give the Congress 
of the United States the power to fix Its 
tariff and raise it to 45 per cent. He 
as a Liberal [Robt. Murray Jr.—A Lib­
eral traitor.]—be as a Liberal had no 
desire to band over the tariff of the 
country to the United States. It had 
been charged that the local members 
were supporting Adams because of his 
support of them last winter.

Mr. Tweedie—Mr. Crocker said at 
Black Brook that you had assented to 
that as a fact.

It was thought that owing 
to Mr. Crocket’s bashfuluess he bad put 
Mr. J’roy forward to explain what be 
had said at Black Brook, and which had 
been stated to be uutrue. Bu*, to iliu 
surprise of the electors, Mr. Troy pro­
ceeded to gi ve his views as to the N allou­
ai l'olicy, Unrestricted Reciprocity, and 
as soon as this was discovere t the con­
fusion became worse, and the cries for 
“l’weedie, Tweedie,” were continuous. 
The chairman,with others at last restor­
ed order aud asked that Mr. Troy be 
allowed to apeak for ten minutes and 
then Mr. Tweedie could speak for ten 
mlnuus.

Let bim speak for half an hour if he 
wants to said Mr. Tweedie.

M-. Troy then continue J until the 
patience of the audience was worn out 
when the uprefar again commenced. Mr 
Troy folded his arms a'd said he 
would say what he had to say if he re­
mained until dark. Mr. Tweedie then 
said he wouid address the crowd outside 
and in a few minutes, out of an audience 
of about a thousand perhaps one huu- 
dred were left to listen to the remainder 
of Mr. Trow’d weary platitudes, which 
were soon brought to a close when he 
found nine tenths of his audience had 
left. It was indeed a moving address.

In the meaniime according to the

first on the seeps then on a chair, and 
finally on a table that was brought for 
him, kept the crowd in good humor. 
Mr. Mitchell had reminded him of the 
old song, “Sing to me the auld Scotch

THE OUTLOOK FOR THE 5th OF 
MARCH.

That the government of Sir John is 
going to have an overwhelming majority 
on the 5ih of Mardi, theie is not a sha­
dow of doubt, Fiom British Columbia 
in I lie west to I he extreme end of Cape 
Breton in the ea-t comes the most cheer­
ing news that Canadians are going to 
stand by the old Biitish Flag on the "day 
of battle. Hundreds of leading Liberals 
throughout Canada have come out open­
ly and denounced the Caitwright-Liurier 
combination. These loyal men arc Brit­
ish and not Yankee sympathizers. Brit­
ish Columbia and the Northwest will 
send a solid delegation to support Sir 
John as they did in the past. Ontario 
will increase Sir John’s support from 
that Province in the next parliament by 
eleven, and the province of Quebec where 
Hon Mr. Chapter,u, Sir Hector Langevin, 
Sir Adolphe Garun, senator Tassi, and 
Speaker Ouimet are leading the forces 
against Laurier and Mercier with excel­
lent effect.

profitable feeding is he who is 
thoroughly acquainted with the 
animals be has in hand, and possesses 
the requisiti knowledge of the pro 
per preparation of food for them, eo 
as to make the best use of the cheap­
est foods at bis disposal. While it 
undoubtedly acts as an incentive to 
know what ideal feeding is, yet the 
actual practice must vary as the re­
sources of farms differ in extent. 
Each must decide this for himself, 
but in doing so it is the very worst 
policy lo turn a dull car to the ex­
periences of others.

A most interesting and instructive 
paper written by Henry F. Moore, 
giving the practices of tne stockmen 
in Great Britain, in respect to the 
preparation of food for stock, ap­
pears in the journal of the Royal 
Agricultural Society of England, for 
last yeai. The subjects of dialling 
or cutting, mixing, cooking and 
steaming foods is fully discussed by 
the most prominent stockmen of 
Great Britain.

Tue most striking feature of the 
British method of feeding is the 
economy displayed, as clearly shown 
in the fact that straw is in almost 
every case used for feeding, and 
only the less sweet or spoiled and 
coarse portions being used for litter, 
one stockman even following -the 
practice of buying straw especially 
to mix with his hay, as he considers 
that a better feed than bay alone is 
in this way obtained. The e is also 
a general consensus of opinion in 
favor of cutting foods, no less than 
70 per cent, practice it, 20 per cent, 
partially, 20 per cent, partially so, 
and only 10 per cent, not at all. 
The strongest reasons given in favor 
of the practice are the avoidance of 
waste and the greater fac lity it 
affords for moistening and mixing 
with various meals. The mixing of 
foods is almost universally followed, 
but the mixtures are so various that 
no general rules can be deduced 
from the replies. The most evident 
feature is said to be that the use of 
meals of various kinds of grain is 
becoming mor- and more common. 
A great variety of opinion is expres­
sed on the economy and usefulness 
of cooked or steamed foods, but on 
the whole it is said that there is not 
much in favoi of the system as there is 
in favor of cutting and mixing foods. 
The results of experiments are very 
pronounced in showing that the 
digestibility of iood is not increased 
by steamffig. As Sir John Lawes 
points out, howtver, this method of 
preparation may h„ve practical ad­
vantages such as the avoidance of 
waste, by making the most of the 
foods so prepared, and by the more 
thorough incorporation of the various 
mixtures empbyed. It may be 
state further that for young stock 
and for aged cattle with defective 
t?eth it might ne uied to advantage. 
The general opinion expressed is not 
favorable to its use for stock wbxh 
required ha-diness, and it is also 
decidedly stated by many, that 
animals fed with cooked or steamed 
foods do badly afterward when put 
on pasture. Sixty-five per cent, of 
the correspondents either art oppos'd 
to it or have no opinion to offer, and 
only 35 per cent, follow it. The 
lessons brought out by th • enquiry 
are summarised to be, that good 
feeding consi.ts of making the best 
use of the foods available or most 
cheaply obtainab'e under given cir­
cumstances. Speaking broadly, it 
is stated that cutting straw and bay 
and giving these foods as a portion 
of a uiixt. rc (grain, meals and cake 
aDd pulped roots being most usually 
added), may be generally adopted 
with advantage. Cooking and 
steaming caucot be to genera1 Iv re­
commended. The vaine of 'these 
operations a-e clearly limited, and 
in the ci e of hardy animals, may >e 
non-existent. With us however, 
the warming of food has a distinct 
value, owing to our climate which 
those under-other conditions could 
not appreciate.— Canadian Life

Thus the 
Frenchmen nndvub’ed y hrought 
with It m th’ pick of he horses and 
catt'e of bis own native district, 
whil; the IIo lander would, as a 
matter of course, i ■ port his lavorite 
black and white cow. Evidences of 
this are still easily perceptible to the 
casual observer in the older pro­
vinces of Quebec, vbe-e the type of 
the French cattle are easily dis in- 
guisbable at the present day. Tin- 
origin of the native scrub can there­
fore only be attributed to the in­
judicious mating, ha dships, and 
bad management, that they have 
through a course of long years un 
dergone ; and sad to relate, we have 
only too frequent enamel s in out- 
time of the case and celerity with 
which scrubs may be obtained by 
this treatment from superior ances­
try. We are a'most disposed lo 
lavish our sympathy and p ty on the 
scrub, did we not feel compelled to 
reserve it all for the unfortunate 
owner who is harboring an anima1 

ho makes no return for its keep, 
but strictly follows the advice give, 
by the miser to his son, “G t al 
you can and keep al! you get.” IIo v 
cvc much, then we may pi y the 
scrub, wo must urge the farmer in 
Uts own inters,‘,3 lo permit him tto 
standing-room on hi< farm. A 1 >ng 
continued course of good breeding 
and feeding wou'd, probably, rest.l 
in some slight improvement, bât the 
progress would be very s'ow. The 
downward coursa in everything is 
always more rapid than the upward, 
and life is too short for such experi­
ments. therefore, for quick advance­
ment in this direction, recourse 
must he had to some purebreed. 
The scrub milt, ped'grce or native, 
should be got tid of at once, and the 
scrub female shoull follow as soon 
as possible and be replaced by those 
that wi 1 not only pay for their keep, 
but will also yield a handsome an­
nual prr ft’. The farmer in these 
days of competiVon and restriction 
cannot afford to keep animals to look 
at, but must have those which g:ve 
him the largest returns. Let him 
use-none but the best pure-bred 
males of whatever breed suits his 
requirements, and let him not he in­
duced to use an inferior animal mere­
ly because be has a good pedigree.

Economical but liberal feeding, 
as well as good care and comfort-tble 
well-aired stabling, must likewise he 
provided, for the shel tr of a barbed 
wire fence or even a rail fence, with 
the heavens for a roof, is not suffl- 
cent in cold weather, whiie-lt Sum­
mer-fallow in Summer is neither 
nutritious nor economical. It is only 
by a strict avoidance of such unpro­
fitable and injudicious practices lha 
the scrub will disappear *’rom cur 
land ; and we trust that the time will 
sb rrlly arri ;e when the scrub will 
become such a rarity that he wili 
exist only in the museums along 
side of those extinct an’mtls—the 
Mastodon and the Mega herium .— 
lb.

DISHORNING CATTLE.

The dishorning of cattle is at the 
present time creating a widespread 
intero A amongst stockmen, chiefly 
aroused on account of the contest 
going on in several countries between 
the authorities of hnmanc societies 
and tho e who arc fo'liwing this 
practice. In England, Scotland, and 
Ireland, tho matter is at present 
receiving considerable attention, In 
the courts as well as out of them 
With our Iriends across the line, and 
also with ns, mo'e than usual interest 
is attached to this question, as it has 
an important hetriug ou ono of our 
latgest indus'rica That dishorned 
cattle arc more ens Tv tended, more 
tractuffe. g've less troutde in ship­
ping, and are less liable to inj are each 
other or their attendants we read.ly 
believe, but we cannot convince 
ourselves that even to secure these 
qualities it is justifiable to submit 
animals with matured horns to the 
c ue! and reprehensible operaVon of 
having them sawn off.

RULES TO GUIDE DAIRYMEN.

The prediction of pure, whole­
some milk ehou'd he the I cud ng 
objeet of the dah\ man, whether he 
i-t supplying whole milk for ci y 
trade or cheese factories, cream for 
cream r es, or making l utter on the 
faim. Milk may not only be poor 
in quality, hut it may become ex­
ceedingly poisonous through putre­
factive changes brought on by ne­
glect and carelessness. Instances 
arc becoming more plentiful of 
poisoning through eating cheese 
which has been made from milk pro­
duced by cows kepi under unhealthy 
c auditions. D . Vaughm is anlhor- 
i y for the following rules for the 
production of healthy, nutrilous 
mik :

1. The cow should be healthy, 
and the milk of any anirati wh ch 
seems indisposed shoull not be 
mixed with that from perfect 1> 
healthy cows. 2. Cows must not 
be fed upon swiff, or lhe refuse of 
breweries or glucose factories, or 
upon any fermented fued. 3 Cows 
must not hi allowed to drink stag­
nant wa cr, but must have access lo 
pure fresh wat;r. 4. Cows must 
not be worried or best’d before be­
ing milketL- 5 The pasture must 
he free acorn noxious weeds and 
tiro barn and yard must be kept 
j'ean. C. The adder should be 
washed, and then wiped dry, be­
fore each milking. 7. The milk 
must at once be thoroughly cooled.

This is best done in tho Su nmer 
by placing the can in a tank o! 
cold water, or ice water, the wa'er 
being the same depth as the milk in 
the can. It wcu'd t-c well if the 
water in the lank fould be kept 
flowing; indeed, this’ is necessary 
unless ice water is used. The tank 
shou'd be tborougly cleaned to pre­
vent bad odors. Tho can should re­
main uncovered during cooling, atid 
the milk be gently stirred. The 
temperature should be reduced to 
G0° Fahr. within an hour. The can 
shou'd remainin the cold water until 
ready for deliver”. 8 In Summ ;r 
when ready for deiivety, the top 
should he placed on the can aud a 
cl >!li wet with cold water should be 
iprca l over the can, or lefrigeratir 
eans may be used. At no - eason 
should the milk be f. ozen, but no 
buyer shou d receive milk which ha* 
a temperature higher than 65° Fahr. 
9. The only vessels in which milk 
should bo kept are tir, glass, or 
porcelain. After using the vessel 
it should first he rinsed with cold 
wet r, then scalded, and, if possible, 
expu.-ed to tho a r and thoroughly 
dried.— lb.

Surprising results are given in the 
National Stockman f om experiments 
with French cavalry horses, in which 
the object sought was to arcertain 
the best method of feeding for arm, 
service. It was found that when 
the hay was increased in the ration, 
and the st aw d .crease 1, that the 
horses became indolent and liab’e to 
sweat with the ^lightest exertion ; 
nut when the straw was increased in 
'Iteration and the quantity of bay 
lessened the horses were ful strength, 
sweated less and returned to the 
stables after the exercises were 
over without a wet hair. The same- 
good results, it is said were obtain­
ed by increasing the proportion o! 
oats and diminishing the hay. As a 
result of these experiments it was 
decided to very materially reduce 
the amount of hay issuei , and to 
increase the proportion of cats serv­
ed cat.
