!_ “7" ATTAR OF ROSES.

How This Deliciots nnd Expensive
Perfume Is Made.

The word “atta® js from the Arab
“jtr” and means perfume. So attar of
roses Is simply perfume of roses. It is
brought from Turkey and the East In-
‘dies in small vials and is very costly.
Even on the ‘spot where it is manufac-
tured it is extremely Jcar, because it
requires 100,000 well grown roses to
yield but 182 grains of attar.
Its high price causes it to be often
adulterated with some essential or fix-
ed oil or with spermaceti. Iowever,
the adulteration may be detected by
testing it in a watch glass with a drop
of sulphuric acid. If the attar be pure
4 It will remain colorless, for pure attar
/ot roses is colorless, but if it be adul-
terated it will become darkened.
In rose flelds, where the roses are
grown for the purpose of making the
attar, the bushes are planted in Tows.
In the early morning they are laden
with beautiful rcses, but ere noon
comes they are all gathered and their
petals distilled in clay stills, with twice
their weight of water.
The water that ‘“‘comes over” s put
into perfectly clean vessels and Is then
carefully covered with damp muslin
clothes to keep out dust and insects. It
is afterward exposed to the night air
or to artificlal cold. By morning a
film is swept off with a feather and
very carefully transferred to a small
vial., Night after night this process is
repeated until all of the precious oll is
separated from the water.

BUSINESS SENSE.

A Well Ordered Desk Means a Well
Ordered Mind,

“There's one piece of advice,” said
the senior partner, “that I'd like to
glve every young man taking a busi-
ness position with a desk attached to
it.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NCRTH-WEST.

Homestead Regulations.

Any even numbered section of
Dominion Lands in  Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of
160 acres more or less.

Entry must be made pcrsonallyl
at the local land office for the dis-,
trict in which the land (is situate.

The hnomesteader is required to
perform the conditions connected
therewith under one of the follow-
ing plans:

(1.) At least six months’ resi-
dence upon and oultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

(2.) If the father (or mother,
if the father is deceased) of the
homesteader resides upon a farm in
the vicinity of the land entered for
the requirements as to residence
may be satisfied by such person,
residing with the father or mother.

(3.) If the settler has his per-
manent residence upon farming
land owned by him in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requirements
as to residence may be satisfied by
residence upon the said land.

Six months’ notice in writing
should be given to the Commlsslon-}
er of Dominion Lands at Ottawa’
of intention to apply for patent.

fully white soft meal, far whiter and
purer than the best flour. Then it is
beaten into a thick paste and eaten
with a little flavoring ,composed of
a locust or a caterpillar, which the na-
+ tives seek in decayed trees. Another
| way of eating this native luxury is by

bakingz the roots after soaking them
' and eating it as you would a banana.

George Ellot's Savonarola,

Savonzrola is one of the most strik-
ing characters in George Eliot's great
historical novel “Romola,” the scene of
! which is In Florence and tlie period
that of Savonarola’s career. The idea
{ of writing the book occurred to the
novelist while on a visit to Florence,
and on a second visit to the city, In
1861, she began to carry out her proj-
ect. The subject and design were for-
eign to the author’s genius, but she
spared no pains in making a thorough
study of the locality, the people and
the literature of the Italian renals-
sance for the purposes of her story.
In her own words, the work “plowed
into her” more than any of her books.
She began It, she says, as a young wo-
man and finisbed it as an old woman.
Her picture of Florence and Savona-
rola is undeniably impressive, and
some critics declare “Romola” to be
George Eliot's greatest novel and the
! character of Savonarola one of the
finest delineations.—Pearson’s.
