The reappearance of Li Hung Chang 

In the field of international politics 
recalls vividly idhe last time thait he 
figured prominently when some of his 
peculiarities and the cire unir tances 
which surrounded1 hiis visit to Eng­
land came near injuring the prospects 
of his country.

When Li was in London four years 
ago he occupied HoLford House, one of 
the most, palatial residences in the 
British metropolis. The Oriental Bis­
marck’s retinue, however, did not ad­
mire the English style of architecture 
and decorations, andi showed their 
contempt for all this magnificance in 
various ways. For Instance, they 
cooked their indescribable eatables on 
the drawing room floor and cast the 
fragments where they pleased. They 
played Chinese leap-frog with the 
priceless Chippendale furniture. They 
decorated the walls iwith, designs of 
their own. They rearranged the hang­
ings and upholstery. In fact, they en­
joyed themselves so much that when 
they deported the owner of the house 
put in a biid flor $50,000 to the British 
government for repairs and fumiga­
tion.

Among Li’s moslt frequent visitors 
was Mr. Panmure Gordon, of Fanmure 
Gordon, Hill & Co., one of the most 
prominent London brokerage houses. 
The cause of the Intimacy was that 
the Chinese diplomat was endeavoring 
to float a Chinese loan for $80,000,000, 
and the broker was assisting him.

The United States Presidential 
Election.

As "Will be seen from our telegraphic 
dispatches In this issue, President Mc­
Kinley and the Repuhi; "ans have again 
canted the Presidential election against 
'William J. Bryan and the Démarrât*. 
Mr. McKinley lias proved htensed" a 
strong, moderate President. He wili 
henceforth have the cord!ai co-opera­
tion of a very able and energetic man 
In Theodore Roosevelt, the Republican 
Vice- President-elect. There is no 
doubt, indeed, Uhat Mr. Roosevelt’s un­
exampled spen.ti.ng tour throughout the 
country materially promo, ted yeater - 
day’s result.

The main issues were those of 
“Sound Money” and “Imperialism.” 
The Democrats did their best to keep 
the silver issue—16 to 1—in the back­
ground; but it is not surprising that 
they did not succeed, seeing Republi­
cans were equally determined that it 
should be kept to the front.

A» to "Imperialism,” so-called, Mr. 
Bryan and his friends vigorously as­
sailed the retention of the Philippine 
Islands, and tihe mixing up of the 
United States with European and Asi­
atic entanglements, as being opposed 
to the earlier traditions of the Re­
public. The Republican position, per 
contra, was broadly this — that the 
Philippines had come to the United 
States In the unsought course of an 
expanding Providential destiny which 
they could not escape, and did not de­
sire to çvade.

Probably this election finishes Mr. 
Bryan as a Presidential factor, in. the 
only way in which he could have been 
extinguished, and it dismisses the sil­
ver crane at the same time.

Both can did j. tes are worthy, exem­
plary men, personally, and Mr. Bryan 
is an unusually graceful and mag­
netic speaker.

It must be said for President McKin­
ley and his associates of .the Executive 
that they have reciprocated, in the 
Chinese troubles, and otherwise, the 
goodwill shown to the United States 
by Greet Britain during the Spanisti- 
American war of a year or two ago.

The Right Hon. Mn Muller.
__ The other day there paseed away, 
at the age of ' seventy-seven years, 
Frederick Maximilian Muller, known 
to the world as . Professor Max 
Muller. Max Muller’s father, Wilhelm 
Muller, was a German poet of no email 
eminence, and some of his lyric», es­
pecially those set to music by Schubert, 
enjoyed great popularity. The eon, 
however, was destined to fame in an­
other direction. He has done his work 
and made his name in the realm of 
pure scholarship, and specially in tihe 
departments of philology and compar­
ative religion. Max Mujler settled in 
Oxford 60 years ago, and identified 
hitnself fully with the life and inter­
ests of that great university. He prac­
ticably became an Englishman, and in 
recent days, when there was bitter 
feeling in Germany against England, 
he was ready to plead with eloquence 
and force the cause of tihe land of his 
adoption. We have not space to men­
tion all his works on Oriental religions 
and ithe science of language, but iwe 
feel that it !s a duty to pay a brief 
passing tribute to one who attained 
such eminence in the sphere of pure 
scholarship, and who, apart from tihe 
soundness or otherwise of his particu­
lar theories, exerted a widespread and 
wholesome Influence.

That he was active up to the last la 
shown by the fact that, suggested by 
the state of affairs In China, a series 
of articles from his pen on the reli­
gion» of China had begun to appear in 
the Nineteenth Century. These possess 
b sad interest now, as specimens of 
his latest work, in a 'line for which he 
manifested lifelong interest. Some time 
ago a volume of his reminiscences, en­
titled, “Auld Dang Syne,” appeared, 
which contains much autobiographical 
matter of the best kind. We called at­
tention to some of these chapters when 
they were first printed in Cosimopolie, 
and we mention them now as reveal­
ing a very genial side of the aged 
scholar’s life. Max Muller's name will 
long hold a high place in the annals 
of Oxford and the literature of Eng­
land.

With regard to China, all the great 

powers have now .had their turn at 
matkring proposals, and at prerent it 
looks as if there was, in this matter at 
least, going to be an Anglo-Saxon al­
liance In the widest sense of that 
berm. Germany and England, we are 
told, have made proposals locking to 
the preservation of the territorial in­
tegrity of China and the keeping open 
of the ports to the trade of the world. 
Tile United States finds that this is 
quite in agreement with her policy, 
hence there is a powerful eombin xtion 
formed to prevent, if possible, the par­
tition of the Chinese Empire. This, 
we are informed by the people who 
know, will postpone the European war 
for some months at least. There are 
some people who always have a big 
■European war coming on.

The proposais put forward now in 
the name of Britain and Germany are, 
of course, set forth in such a way as to 
meet the advances at ether powers. 
Russia and, France have been treated 
respectfully, and it looks as if the 
“concert” was realty oeginmr.g to 
work. Germany has a special posi­
tion on account of the m ;;rder of her 
ambassador, and the appointment of 
one of her generals as commander-in- 
chief. Britain has large interests in 
China which she wishes to protect 
Without taking over Chinese territory. 
The great American Republic1 has now 
gained a real footing in the far east, 
and she wishes to keep free for the 
present from fretii adventures, but de­
sires to see China’ pacified without con­
quest, and kept open to the trade of 
the world. From the point of view of 
abstract theory these two demands 
may seem to "be inconeEstereti It might, 
theoretically, be more consistent to 
take the responsibility of governing 
China or to leave the great empire to 
Itself. Politics, however, Is a matter 
Of compromise, and an attempt must 
be made to make a practical working 
arrangement, even If it is not logically 
cons.stent. This will give China one 
more chance; and if the time comes 
when it bas to be divided, there will, 
a* any rate, be the consolation, that 
such a thing was done only after every 
other means had failed. The poor 
Chinese will have to stand a double 
squeeze, to pay their own officiais, and 
to net tie the damages far aJÎ the mis-

Itixme, Nov. 7.—The pope has ad- i 
dtr&ased to the bishops an encyclical, ■ 
dated1 Nov. 1. The pontiff says he re­
joices at the assemblage of Catholics 
from all parts of the world in Rome 
during holy year, which, he adds, dem­
onstrates that the peoples are march­
ing towards Christ. He exhorts the 
world, to seek the Redeemer, which, 
the pontiff points out, is th eroad to 
truth and Idle, adding:

“As Christ’s coming to the world re­
formed society, so the latter, in turn­
ing to Christ, will become better and 
be saved by following the doctrine and 
tiivine law, by discountenancing revolt 
against the constituted powers and 
avoiding conflicts.”

If .the peoples acted so, the encycli­
cal continued, they would all love one 
another ars brothei s and obey peaceful­
ly their superiors. Neglect of God, the 
pontiff further says, nas led to so 
many disorders that the people are op­
pressed with incessant feats and. au­
gurait. He concludes with urging the 
bishops to make known to the entire 
wonld that /the Redeemer tend Savior 
of mankind alone can 'bring salvation 
and peace.

OREÎW1 RESCUED.
Queenstown, Nov. 6.—The Cunard 

liner Saxonia (Capt. Pritchard), from 
Bog.tor;, Oct. 27, has brought here 15 
members of the crew of the fishing 
schooner Mary Mosquito, which the 
Saxonia. sunk off Gloucester on the day 
of her departure from Boston. One 
member of the crew was drowned. The 
Ounarder was not damaged.

THE FttEiNCH SENATE.
Paris, Now. 7.—The F.en'eh Senate re­

opened its session yesterday afternoon. 
The house proceeded to formal busi- 
ntes. After a very brief and uninter­
esting session the house adjourned un­
til Thursday, after M. Plot had intro­
duced a bill with the object of arrest­
ing the depopulation of France.

— The Gazette to­
night print» Gen. Geselee’fl dispatches 
to the secretary of state for India, 
referring to the operation» for the re­
lief of Pekin, and Gen. Donward’s re­
port of the operations about Tien 
Tsin, Gaseiee, among half a dozen 
others, mentions for special services 
two Americans, “who gallantly sup­
ported our fighting line, viz., Ma jot 
Quinton and Capt. J. R. M. Taylor,” 
both of (the Fourteenth. United States 
Infantry.

Gen. Dorwturd’s reports little news, 
but relating to the withdrawal of the 
Ninth United S tâtés Infantry after it 
had suffered co heavily in the attack 
at Tien Tsin, he says;

“I would specially /bring to notice 
the conduct of Major Jesse Lee during 
the retirement. In him the regiment 
possesses an officer of exceptional 
merit. Among many Instances of per­
sonal bravery during the action, I 
would speoiatiy bring to notice the 
conduct of Captain Stnedley Butler, 
United States Marines. In bringing a 
wounded man in from the front Un­
der hearvy and accurate fire. Butler 
was wounded while so doing, and 
was himself carried out of the firing 
line toy Adjutant Leonard, who, I re­
gret to say, was dangerously wound­
ed in so doing. Capt. Lawton, of the 
Ninth United States Regiment, 
brought me news of their condition un­
der a heavy tire. When returning and 
guiding the reinforcements of his re­
giment, he was severely wounded."

RUSSIA’S REPLY.
St. Petersburg, Nov. 6. — The text 

of the Russian reply to the Anglo- 
German agreement note is publish­
ed. The first peint, providing for open 
ports on the rivers of the Chinese lit­
toral, is favorably received, as U does 
not alter the existing treaties. The 
second point is all the more in har­
mony with Russia’s intentions, as the 
integrity of the Celestial Empire is 
the fundamental! principle of R.ussian 
policy. As regards 'the possibility of 
a violation of this principle, in the 
third article, Russia refers to her 
note of May 28, and repeat» her de­
claration that such violation would 
compel Russia to modify, a» circum­
stances might require, the attitude 
•'he faffs taken up.

RUSSIA AND MANCHURIA.
London, Nov. 6.—A. dispatch to the 

Times from Pekir says that Vice-Ad­
miral Alexieff has addressed a com­
munication to Li Hung Chang, asking 
him what the Intentions of China are 
regarding Manchuria, in inviting China 
to resume the government of the coun­
try under the protection of Russia, 
which Admiral Alexieff assures him 
will toe to the advantage of both coun­
tries.

Thus, adds the correspondent, an- 
other step is reached in the absorption 
of tins magnificent province by Rus­
sia, for protection in such », case 
spells empire.

It was made 
by Johan de F étions, and was com­
pleted in 1389.

1 nones high, and only 6 inches broad; 
and so perfect is Its construction t trait 
i!t is still used to regulate the time in 
the town. It etrukes tone hours, naif- 
hours and quartets with the most ex­
act regularity. A pendulum was adaed 
to tins remarkable clock in the year 
1714, for up to that time it lied o-my 
possessed what medieval clockmakets 
oaitled a “fofLiot.”

But though the Rouen time-regulator 
is iiihe most remarkable in point of an­
tiquity, the rniosit ingenious and unique 
production of ■'? art is owned by a 
wealthy Hindu prince. This clock baa 
no dial, a richly-toned gong being sus­
pended in its place. Beneath this gong, 
on a metal plate, lie a quantity of ar­
tificial skulls and bone» in a heap, 
thçre being just sufficient of these to 
form twelve complete skeletons.

Precisely at 1 o’clock, one skull, to­
gether with the other bones necessary 
to make one skeleton, fly into posi­
tion. The skeleton, by some Invisible 
and mechanical force, leaps to Its feet, 
seizes a maket in its ‘bony hand, and 
strikes the suspended gong a single 
blow. This being done, the mechanic­
al! operations are reversed. The mallet 
flaills hack into its former place, the 
skeleton returns to the heap of skulls 
and hones, falls prostrate upon them, 
and drops instantly to pieces. What­
ever the hour happens to be, a car- 
re gpondwlng number of skeletons go 
through tfads remua rkatole maneuver, 
anti at noon or midnight the scene is 
gruesome in the extreme.

This 
remarkable clock is shaped like the 
head of a negress. Jewels are sail- 
fuily set in the hair, end a richly-jew­
eled clasp takes the place of the us­
ual handkerchief. Pendant from each 
ear is a beautifully-chased, open-work 
earring, and toy pulling one of these 
the hour is shown in the right eye,and 
the minutes in «he left. On pulling the 
other earring a set of sweet-toned 
bells chime the hour.

One of the most wonderful*Vatches 
in the world was made some years 
ago at Geneva. Switzerland, by M. Si- 
van, the well-known elockmaker.

The springs and 
hammers have been replaced toy a disk 
of vulcanized India rubber, over whose 
surface the point moves.
