to the amount of 30,000,000 francs will be
offered.

Reunion of Christendom,

Loxpox, Sept. 10.—Cardinal Vaughn, in
opening the Catholic Conference in Preston
on Monday, spoke concerning the reunion
of Chrietendom. The movement has been
so rapid in the Anglican Church within the
last 50 years, he said, that it had been
difficult vo distinguish often the Roman and
Anglican Cburches. The movement was
spreading fast in the United Kingdom.

The Eastern Dispute.

Loxpox, Sept. 10.—A dispatch from
Shanghai says that according to statements
of Chinese officials the Japanese warship
Hi Yasi, after an engagement with the
Chinese cruiser Chen Yuen, sank while en-
deavoring to reach Japan in order to make
repairs.

COLOSSAL FRAUDS

Number
Vietims,

New Yorg, Sept. 10.—According to
aliegations contained in a complaint filed n
the United States Circuit Court, Judge
Luscombe will be called upon tomorrow to
take action with the objeot of preveuting
the continuation and final consummation of
one of the most colossal frauds in modern
times. The chief actor in this scheme,
Johun C. Beatty, although an American, ut
present resides in Mexico, and his vietims
include prominent New Yorkers and other
residents of the United States and Canada.

How far the scheme has succeeded has
not yet been determined, but cne victim,
James H. Beatty, president of the German
and Northwest Insurance Company of On-
tario, Cenada, and of the Federal Life
Assurance Company, of Hamilton, swears
he has lost $37,500, and it is eharged that
the goal oi John C. Beatty’s ambition was
to fraudulently obtain possession of $7,500,-
000,

The complainants in the case, in eddition
to James H. Beatty, are James C. Aiken,
Benj. H. Doane and Leo Wormser, of New
York. The defendants are Frank A. Miller,
Charles H. Dow, Samuel N. Wood, Finnis
P. Ernst, Frank Church, James H. Brown,
Charles W. Kittredge, James W. Carlisle,
Thos. J. O'Donnell, of Cal fornia,and John
C. Beatty, f Texas, all directors or trus-
tecs of the Colorado River Irrigation Com-
pary.

The known aswets of the company did
not exceed $40,000. It had no bank aec-
count since last Qctober, and was obliged
to give up its offices at 68 Broad street, this
city, last July, for non-payment of rent.

James H. Beatty, the Canadian, pur-
chased 10,000 shares and paid $35,500, and
each one of those mentioned as complain-
ants held 550 shares, At this time it is
impossible to ascertain how much money
has been paid into the company, but all
that has been paid, it is declared, has gone
into the pockets of John C. Beatty.

The company was first organized on Jan.
7, 1892, under the name of the Arizona and
Senora Land and Irrigation Company, but
the title was changed on Jan 9, 1893, to its
present form. Its ostensible object was to
carrv on the irrigation of lavain California,
Arizona, Lower California and Mexico, Its
capital stock was $7,500,000, divided into
150,000 shares of $80 each. According to
the complaint, however, the company was
organized by John C. Beaity for his sole
interest and benefit, and to enable him to
realize $7,500,000 on a tract of worthless
land containing 1,500,000 acrss on the
Altar River in the Province of Sonora in
Mexico, to which he did not even have a

Principal Grant and the Chinese
Immigration Regulations.

Proposal to Debar Smokers from
Church Offices,

But It Will Not Affect Those Now
Holding Office.

Interesting Motions Relating to Ep-
worth League Work.

The Chinese Law Again Scored — Pro-
posed Federal Courts f{or Canadian
Protestant Bodies—RMethods of Raising
Monoy Criticised—An Interesting Sum-
day Sobool Episode.

Monday Afterncon and Pvening,

Committes work went on apace ab the
Methodist General Conference Monday
afternoon and evening. It is likely that
the morning sessions will be given up en-
tirely to committes work, and the after-
noon and evening sessions deveted to
regular businezs. Thirty committeee were
down to meet yesterday in three difierent
groups, but owing to the number of times
some delegates were repeated on different
committees, it was impossible for ail to
meot. Dr. Potts withdrew his motion be-
fore the committee on edueation to give
conferences veto power in the appointment
of university prefessors. The whole mai-
ter was thoronghly threshed out and dis-
cussed until a late hour. The committee
on superannuation diseussed the new cen-
stitution recommended by the commis-
sion, and adopted quite a large
portion of it with seversi slight amend-
ments. In fact so many articles were ac-
cepted as to render the adopiion of the
whole by the committee an assured fach

The committee onitinerancy bad a close
fight over the proposal to lengthen the term
from three to five years. A compromise of
tour vears was effected on the close vote of
20 to 21. This stubborn battle in commit-
tee is not held to augur well for the passage
of the recommendation through conference.

The committee on conference boundaries
will recommend that Calgary circuit be at-
tached to the British Columbia Confarence.
Nothing further was accomplished when
the committee adjourned.

The committee on discipline per-
fected errangements to wade through
the innumerable memorials, motions aund
petitions assigned to it. The commit-
tee was divided into three forces—
one for church ritual work, amother for
administrative work, and a third to con-
sider memeorials relating to quarterly boards
and trustee boarda.

The committee on Epworth Leagues and
Sunday schools did not reach the important
question at issve relating to Epworth
League of Christian Endeavor.

The committee on temperance did not
think it possible to have a third or prohibi-
tion party, and will recommend as a better
way that the interested parties attend the
primary conventions and meetings of beth
political parties and see that staunch tem-
perance en are selected as candidates, =0
that the political predilection cf either
party will not be sacrificed.

The zustentation fund committee decided
that each eonference should have its own
separate sustentation fund, This is In
direct opposition to Dr. Butherland’s
scheme propounded to the confsrencs on
Triday.

The memorials committee passed a reso-
lution relating to the solemnization of
marriage in Manitoba. In view of the fact
that in Manitoba men who are not ministers
in good tanding are allowed to perform the
marriage ceremony, the conference is recom-
mended to secure the union of varions
Christian Protestant bodies in an endeavor
to induce the Manitoba Legislature to take
steps to pravent the same.

The Sabbath observance committee in-
structed the secratary to draw up a resolu-
tion by which S8unday trains, Sunday street
cars, Sunday excursions (especially by
steamboat) and Sunday funerals are con-
demned; in which Sunday bicycling is
called a growing evil that should be dis-
couraged. Sunday parades of societies were
also condemned and Toronto was congratu-
lated on her firm anti-Sunday street ear
stand.

The superannuation committee ac-
cepted the proposal to reduce the super-
annuation board from 28 to 18 members
and ®o save expense.

The book and publishing committee will
recommend the reduction in price of the
Christian Guardian from 32 te §1 a year.

able, they must apply with equal or
better pertinency to the Canadian itir-
erancy. The theory was that a preacher
could tell all be kmew in cne year,
and as Methodist education advanced
Fh“ period was extended to five years, It
i8 now conceded that there exists among
the Methodists no reason for any limit at
all which does not apply equally to all the
t_ienomina.tiona. The Metnodist ministry
is now as well trained a body of men in all
learning as any other body in the land.
This is quite as trne of the Canadian
l!cthodists as it is of our own. Indeed,
¢f Canada it must be said that she is behind
no country in her general literary culture.
Detroit knows, perhaps better than any
other city of our country, the value of the
Canadian pulpit. We import some of our
best preaching from the Dominion, and the
importation is a constant flow. This means
that there is just as good reason in Canada
for s five years’ residence as there is here.

TuesfGay Morning.

It wag but a continuatlion of the work of
previcus days thet characterized this
morning’s session of the Methodist General
Conference, Motions, notices of motions,
and memorials were received and rcferred
in rapid order and the conference has not
yst entered on that interesting portion of
their work—the discuseion of committes
rcports. There is such a quantity of work
before the committess that the conference
adjourned at 12 o’clock to spend the after-
noon in committee work, The delegates
met again at 5 in the evening, however, to
receive Rev, H. J. Pope, the British repre-
sentative,

A very interesting memorial respecting
Chinese immigration received from the
General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in Canada, and accompanied by a
communication from Rev. Principal Grant,
was read by the secretary. The latter said
among other things:

“] Lteg to inclose a communication from
the General Assembly appointing a com-
mittee, of which I am convener, to bring to
the notice of sister churches the unjust and
odious discrimination practiced by Canada
against the Government and people of
China. The object is to secure united
offort in bringing such influence to bear
upon the Government of Canada as
may result in the removal of the
present unjust restrictions. * * *
Should the conference appoint & com-
mittee to consider the question, this sum-
mary may be useful; and should the
committee or the conference desire to hear
more fully from me it will give me much
pleasure to come to you in person, either
next Wednesday, Thursday or Friday.”

A resums cf the action taken by the
Dominion Gevernment, together with the
main provisions respecting Chinese immi-
gration was given. The recommendations
of the royal gommiesion appointed in 1884
to consider the problem, that a duty of $10
a head be collected from each Chinese
immigrant, the proceeds to be applied to
defray ihe expenses of a health officer who
shall inspect and report upon all diseased
or objectionable immigrante, and to pay
the salaries ¢f a joint commission to have
jurisdiction in disputes arising between
the Chinese themselves or between
Cninese and other parties, was not
adopted by the Government, and instead
in 1886° Parlisment paseed the sact at

“present in forca. which imposes a §50 duty

per head except upon Government repre-
sentatives and other speciully fevored
classes, and to which in 1887 amendments
were added enacting that ‘‘no duty shall
be payable in respect of a woman of Chinese
origin, who is the wife of a person whe is
not of Chinese origin,” and that *‘Chinese
may pass through Canada by railway in
bond, subject to bending regulations
adopted by the customs department.”

This legislatien war pronounced by the
doctor as un-British and opposed to inter-
national comity. They had only to reverse
the position, and suppose that China ad-
mitted freely men of all countries save
Cenada, to understand how offensive the
Capadian restrictions were. The latter
were great obstacles to Christianizing
China. As to the cheap labor objection,
he submitted that wherever labor was
engaged in conflizt labor ecould triumph
only by appealing to the principles of
justice and the rights of bumanity; and
that ite cause must be lost when it refused
to recognize that God had made of one
blood all nations to dwell on the face of the
earth, and when it draws distinctions
based upon race, color, creed or sex.
The royal sommission decided that fears of
a very extensive Chinese immigration into
Canada were baselezs. The immigrants
camo from tropical or semi-tropical parts
of China, and the climate of Canada was
not suited to them, If restriction should
be considered necessary it should be made
asccording to treaty between the two
nations, and not by high-handed action on
the part of ons or the other.

The communication from Principal Grant
was referred to the committee on socio-
logical questions.

Dr. Potts, Toronto, then introduced Rev.
J. H. Yotts, Detroit, the fraternal repre-
sentative of the Methodist Episcopal Church
of the United States.

The chairmun nominated the following
committee on the ferm of Jourmal: Dr.
Jjackson (comvener), Ryckman, Bond and
Judge Chesley.

sending over three years, in church history
and biography, giving especial prominence
to history of Methodism; and that a
certificate or diploma be issued by Epworth
League board to those who succesifully
complete the course,

Another motion by Mr. Rowell, seconded
by Rev. J. E. Lenceley, was calculated to
4timulate the growth ot Christian fratern-
ity between Epworth League and other
young peopla’s societies in the churches of
the various Christian denominations of
thiz country. It arranged for the holding
of a series of united conventions for mutual
improvement and advancement.

The same delegates also moved that the
Epwor:h League and Sunday school board
be divided and constitute two separate
boards. A number of amendments to the
discipline were moved, the object of which
was to place Epworth Leagues in the sume
position a8 Sunday schools, requiring them
regularly to report to the official boards.

To save expense Messrs. Rowell and
Lanceley also moved that the membership
of the book committee be reduced by one-
halif.

UNCLE SAM’S CROPS.

Interesting Statement Regarding Cot
ton, Corn, Wheat and Other
Produots.

WasHiNGTON, Sept. 10. —The September
report of the statistician of the Department
cf Agriculture makes cotton show & de-
ciine ¢f 5.9 points from the August cone
dition, which was 91.8, against 85.9 for
this month. The September condirion for
this year is 12.5 points higher than that of
1853. The principa! cause of the decline
was the excessive rainfall throughout the

larger pari of the cotton beli.

The report shows a decline in the con-
dition of corn to 63.4 from 69.1 in Angust
and 95 in July. The present condition is
75 in Kentucky, 70 in Ohio, 55 in Michi-
gan, 80 in Indi&nn, 78 in I}‘llhci»:‘ 51 in
W isconsin, 60 in Mionesota, 40 in lowa,
70 in Missouri, 45 in Kansas, 15 in Ne-
braska and 16 in South Dakota. In most
of the Southern States the condition has
risen and a good crop is certain.

Reports from Indiana, Illinois, Wiscon-
sin, Iowa, Missouri, Kansas, Nebraska,
and South Dakota also show that out of
an aggregate of 40,303,984 acres planted in
those States there have been cut up for
fodder or abandoned 15,506,000 acres, or 38
per cent, which is a littie over 20 per ecent
of the entire area planted in thls country.

The conditicn of wheat, considering both
winter and spring varieties, when harvested
was 83.7, against 74 last year and 85.3 ia
1892. In the principal wheat States there
has been considerable improvement in con-
ditions since the July report. In parts of
the wheat region the crov i= fully up to ex-
pectations, and in other parts the yeld has
exceeded anticipations,

The average condition of oats is reported
at 77.8, against 76.5 Aug. 1, 77.7 Julyl
and 87 June 1.

The average condition «f apples has
fallen during the last month from 44 to
40.8. The condition of peaches iz 21.1;
potatoes 62.4, a decline of twelve points
since last month.

The
acandal has hardly subsided over the thrifty
pensioners of her Majesty, who have been
turning Hampton Court Palace into a
boarding house, when now it is announced
that she has been pleased to grant the stud
house, also at Hampton Court, to Princess
Frederica of Hanover and her husband, with
the benefit of the survivorship. The
Priucess is one of the wealthiest royal per-

gonages in Europe, and she only rarely
ccmes to England for a brief visit. It is
anuounced that the stud house is to be ex-
tengively repaired and improved for her
occasional occupation. This moves Mr.
Labouchere, editor of the Truth, to remark:

“It this arrangement has really been
made, it is 2 most monstrous job and one of
a peculiarly objectionable kind, a8, during
the reigns of George IV. and William IV.
Parliament protested so strongly against
special sovereignary grants that they were
altogsther discontinued of late vears. How-
ever, the Queen has privatély revived the
system of giving roval residenees with
survivorship, and I am informed that
nearly every warrant which has recently
been granted has contained the obnoxicus
reversionary clause, The next sovereign
of the realms will have to live a long time
before he has either houses or apartments
to give away.

““I believe in at least one case the Queen
has signed a warrant granting what really
was an official residence to the wifs of the
present cecupant in case she survives her
husband.”

The Queen’s Troubles.

Scotland is more crowded than usual just
now with fourists and sportsmen, and the
former are givinz those who are charged
with the conservation of the Queen’s
privacy a good deal of trouble. They flock
into the Balmoral district by hundreds, and
prowl around the royal demesne from morn
till eve, in the hope of catching sight of
the soverecign. Whenever her Majesty
takes a drive she is bothered by a chearing
crowd at every place where she changes
horses or takes rcfreshment; and when she
is making calls upon her cottagers and
other humble dependents she is followed, at
some isiance to be sure, by inquisitive
persons of both sexes whom it is impossible
to frown down or frighten away. Women
aro the worst offenders, and some of them
have had the impudence to follow the
Queen’s movements through field-glasses
when unable to foilow her on to private
property, just like certain intolerable news-
paper reporters of whose rudeness her
Majesty complained so bitterly in her
book, *‘Leaves from the Journal of Our
Life in the Highlands.”

Penaities of Gold-Hunting,

Canadians who are thinking to try their
fortune in the new El Dorado «f Western
Ausiralia, should consider some c¢f the
conditions of life in the new gold fields be-
fore starting on a fool’'s errand. Recent
ietters are fall of dolefal tales of hardship.
Not more than five men in a hundred are
lucky encugh to striks it rich, and the
region is already vastly overpopulatad,
The lack of water is a great drawback,
Water commands 25 cents a gallon at
Coolgardie, 37 at Hannens, and 50
cents elsewhere. In the gold district
many horses have died of thirst by the
roadzide. Five hundred men at Coolgardie
are anxious to get work at any wages.

Dr. Behring’s cure is called a
bleod serum. By successive and increased
doses diphtheria virus has been injected
into animals, and they have gradually ac-
quired immunity against the malady. The
blood of such animals injected into other
animals had the effect of conferring im-
munity upon the latter or healing them if
suffering from diphtheria. Of this blood,
Dr. Behring extracted the serum and has
injected it into human beings with wonder-
ful results, Prcfessors Heubner, of Berlin,
and Roux, of Parie, indorsed the cure at the
congress, Professor Roux said he had sp-
plied it at the children’s hospital, in which,
up to last year, 60 per cent of the cases of
diphtheria ended fatally. This year he had
inoculated over 400 children with the
serum and the mortality sank from 60 to
15 per cent. After a few injections the
malady changed almost instantly to fever,
and then eoon disappeared.

With a view of cbviating this an amend-
ment to the discipline was suggested in
which the power of quarterly boards in
respect to ‘‘calls” was curtailed.

Rev. Dr. Porter, representative of the
African Methodist Episcopal Church,
Hamilton, was introduced to the confer-
ence at this stage and received a very grati-
fying welcome,.

The nominating committee reported on
the formation of committees on the rules of
order, civil rignts and privileges and
sociological questions.

Dr. Ross and Rev. Walter Rigsby moved
for an amendment to the discipline 80 as to
allow ministeriai conferences the power to
correct errors of fact or law in respect to
probationers.

Rev. T. G. Williams ecaused a mild zensa-
tion by moving that three general superin-
tendents be created—one to be stationed at
Winnipeg, another at Toronte and the
other at Montreal.

J. R. Lavelie moved that a commission
be appointed to consider the advisibility of
changing the western boundary of the con-
ference of Manitoba and the Northwest and
the eastern boundary of the confsrence of
British Columbia.

A very iuteresting motion was submitted
by Rev. A. C. Courtice, B.D. It was that,
inasmueh as the General Conference has
affirmed its willingness to negotiate with
other branches of the church with a view
to union, and inasmuch as there is at
present great pneed for economy in the
administration of the missions of the
churches, and inasmuch as there is need for
united testimony and authoritative co-
operation of the churches, theretore it was
desirable and practicable in the judgment
of the General Conference to establish a
federal court composed of representa-
tives of the mnegotiating churches,
It was stipulated that this court should not
have power to deal with any questions of
creed or discipline or affecting the inde-
pendence of any of the churches concerned,
end the resolution went on to outline the
constitution of such a court divided into
eastern, western and central divisions. It
was further suggested that this court
might effect the formation of a French-
Canadian Protestant Church in place of the
miesions of the various churches now exist-
ing. The Presbyterian, Baptist and Con-
gregational Churches were those with whom
it was suggested to open negotiations.

Rev. Dr. Potts related his experience as
a fraternal delegate to the various confer-
ences in England in the year 1802, He
received a very gratifying reception in the
New Connexion, Irish Methodist, Bible
Christian, British Wesleyan Churches in
Norwich, Ashton-Under-Lyne, Belfast,
Newport, Isle of Wight and Bradford.

Rev. J. Elliott, B.A., introduced two
very interesting motions. One related to
the modes of raising money in the houze of
God, and urged that the conference should
realize more and morse that the house of
God should be more sacredly a house
of worship, and offerings zhould
be *‘God inspired and free-willed”
and of a devoted people. Also that the
greatest care be exercised that no enter-
tainment be permitted in the Methodist
Churches that would no$ be characterized
as spiritually uplifting, and that all moneys
be raised by methods above reasonable
adverse criticism.

The other motion by Mr. Elliot was
geconded by Judge Dean, and dealt with
the **pernicious use cf tobacco,” and ended
up by urging that the habit should render
any man ineligible for any office in the
Methodist Church.

An uproar followed and Dr. Carman re-
marked: **That’s a fiery sabject, 1t lights
up too quickly.”

Several members showed a disposition
to debate the matter on the spot until Mr.
Elliot poured oil on the trou bled water by
adding to his motion: **Nevertheless this
legislation shall not affect those who are
already official members of the church.”
(Daughter.)

Dr. Stewart characterized the Chinese
law of Canada as unjust and uncivil,
and moved that the conference should
utter its emphatic protest against such un-
just regulation and inhuman law, and
endeavor to have the same removed from
the statute books.

Thes . motions and notices were all re-
ferred to the business committee for dis-
peosal.

The report of the committee on rules of
order led to a vigorous discussion on a
motion to eliminate the clause restricting
debate to tem minutes to each speaker,
Some delegates expressed themselves freely
and one stated that although London was a
very nice place to visit he could not stay
here all winter. The motion was lost and
speakers will be limited to ten minutes.

The business committee recommended
that the delegates be required to register
daily.

This was with a view cf keeping “tab”
on the attendance, and the clause was re=-
farred back with some contempt.

The report further recommended that
this afternoon and Wednesday morning be
devoted to committee work.

It had been prearranged to receive Rev.
B. J. Pope, the English representative,
this sfternoon, and in view of that an ad-
journment was made until 4:30, the interim
to be spent in committee work.

SENSATIONAL SEIZURE.

Threes Large Mentreal Firms Charged
with Deirauding the Customs.

MoNTREAL, Sept. 10.—The customs
officials in Montreal have made one of the
biggest seizures in the history of the port.
The firms implicated are the Capnada Jute
Company,
and Dominicn Bag Company. The charge
preferred against the firms 1is that for
three or four years they have been import-
ing free of duty jute, known as ‘‘Cream
H eesian,” from Dundee, Scotland, and
which had been partly manufactured, and
upon which there is a duty of 20 per cent.
1t is claimed that the duty accruing to the
Government in three years amounts to
850,000, besides penalties which are roughly
put down at $50,000

The steamship Teutonic, now entered at
customs, has on board a quantity of the
goods for Montreal. The Canada Jute
Company has been in existence for rearly
twenty years, and does an annual business
of about $350,000, and out of which goods
to the extent of about $160,000 are shipped
to it from Dundee annuaily. The firms
claim that they will be able to clear them-
gelves, and that it is more of a misunder-
standing than any attempt to defraud the
customs.

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

St. Andrew’s Church in Belleville, Ont.,
Eurned—Other Blazes,

BeLLEVILLE, Ont,, Sept. 10.—St. An-
drew’s Church was destroyed by fire
yesterday morning. Total loss, §30,000
to $35,000. Insurances, on building, $15,-
000; on organ, $1,500; stained glass, $1,000;
furniture in basement, $600.

THORNBURY, Ont., Sept. 10.—The slaugh-
ter house and barn belonging to 8. J.
Alexander, butcher, of this town, was
totally destroyed by fire yesterday, to-
gether with all ite contents, includiug the
geason’s crop.

CAYUGA, Sept. 10.-—A terrific thunder
storm visited this section last night. The
outbuildings of Mr, Wm. Toppins, North
Cayuga, were destroyed, together with
15.000 bushels of wheat.

DuNvILLE, Sept. 10.—The heavy storm
of rain and lightning at 3 o’clock this morn-
iug was very destructive to barns in this
vicinity. Mr. George Beamer lost a barn
which wae filled with hay, Slight insur-
ance. Mr. Johnston’s barn was also struck
and burned, together with the season's
erop.

PasLey, Sept. 10.—The barns and out-
buildings of Mr. Kenneth McKepezie, con.
12, Bruce, near here, were today destroyed
by fire, caused by sparks from a steam
thresher. Insurance unknown; loss §1,500.

BrRADFORD, Ont., Scpt. 16.—About 8:30
tonight a fire broke out in the Jarge skating
rink in this village, and in about ten min-
utes the entire structure was a sheet of
flames. The fire was confined to the rink
and adjoining shed. Loss, §1,500; insur-
ance, $400.

MassiLLoN, Ohio, Sept. 10.—The village
of Dalton, nine:miles from here, was haif
destroyed by fire today. Twenty acres in
the heart of the town were devastated and
over 50 structures destroyed.

LIVIEG PAY.
The Movement to Give Every [etho-
dist Preachier a Decent Income.

Wherein the Sustentation Fund Has
Failed and Might Be Improved.

To the Editor of the ADVERTISER:

In connection with the meeting i the
General Couference of the Methodist Cnurch
in your city, allow me to call attentiorn to a
matter that needs nrgent attention. The
General Conference of 1890 gave to each an-
nual corference the optional privilege cf
establishing a sustentation iund and oi
providing for the income and distribution
of such fund in such way as might be
deemed advisable. As a result of this per-
misgion seven of the eight western confer-
ences have each estabiished a sustentation
fund, the Manitoba and Northwest Confer-
ence being the only exceptions. The in-
come of the fund in each conference has
hitherto been secured by the taking up f
an annual coliection in each comgregaiion,
which has, perhaps, in some instances, Leen
sugmented by subscriptions. The income
secured from such sources has been inade-
quate to accompiish the object designed in
the establishment of the fund, as the follow-
ing facts gleaned from the minutes of the
eight western conferences for the present
vear will show: The number of ordained
ministers who received less than £6C0 for
salary, board and fuel in the above corfer-
ences, inecluding, in some instances, aid
from the missionary or sustentation fund,
or from beth, is as follows:

The total amount required to bring up
the salaries of all to a minimum of $600, ac-
cording to the reports of the past year is
$29,288.

Iu view of the lack of uniformity at
present existing in the management of the
sustentation fund, and with a desire to sup-
plement the salaries of those brethren who
are stationed on poor ecircuits, and to
strengthen the bonds of connexional
Methodism, a memorial signed by over 40
rainisters of the Niagara Conference has
been sent on to the General Conference,
asking for the establishment of a general
sustentation fund for the benefit of all the
conferences, so that, the richer eircaits
helping the poorer, there may be no
minister from Newfoundland in the east
to British Columbia in the west who is left
without adequate support. The memorial
asks that the incomwe of the fund be secured
partly from ccliections as at present, and
partly from graduated assessment on the
saluries of all ministers receiving §700 and
upwards, according to the following or gome
gimilar scale:

On a salary of $700 an assessment of
yer cent.

On a malary of $800 an assessment of 1
per cent.

On a salary of $§300 an assessment of 13
per cent. 7

On a salary of 1,000 an assessment of 2
per cent, and so on, increasing the assess-
ment by 4 per cent for each additienai $100
of salary.

of nearly one and a half times the amount
furnished by the collections. Although the
total amount thus secured would be sti}i
inadequate to bring up all the salaries to
the minimum of $600, it would go far to
relieve many of the brethren who are
working heroically under great difficulties
for the glory of God and the good of
humanity.

We trust that the General Conference
will take such action upen this question as
will afford material relief to those who are
in the highest sente worthy of it.
