The 
proof of this is found in the fact that 
on March 23 the Japan Gazette records 
an advance in the price of oil from 190 
yen to 225 yen per case, and it says 
that the rise took place after a cable­
gram was received at the Standard 
Company’s office in Yokohama. It also 
states that many traders in Yokohama 
believe that the rival Russian and Am­
erican companies have arrived at an 
agreement.

SKIN GRAFTING EXTRAORDINARY.

Over 16,009 Pieces of Cuticle Have Been 
Grown on a Montclair Boy's Body.

MONTCLAIR, April 23.—The case of 
Fred Griffith, the 12-year-old son of 
John Griffith, who was badly burned 
by firecrackers taking fire in his trous­
ers pocket on July 4 last, is the subject 
of considerable Interest here. The low­
er part of the boy’s body and the left 
leg were frightfully burned. Under the 
most careful treatment the burns would 
not heal, and skin grafting was resort­
ed to. The cuticle that has been placed 
on the boy has been taken from over 
200 persons, principally men. Mr. Gib- 
bon. who has taken a great interest in 
the case, bas contributed 1,000 grafts

Up to the present time 16,100 pieces "of 
skin have been placed on the burned sur­
face, and it is said by the doctors that 
it will take upward of 15,000 more To­
day 500 pieces were taken from three 
persons and grafted. The grafts are 
hardly perceptible, each being about the 
size of a pin head.

It 
was the word of eternal life, holding to 
which we shall be ready to go out when 
eastern nations are opened up and give 
them that which will bring comfort 
to them in their sorrows.

What they do 
expect, and they will be bitterly dis­
appointed if their expectation is not 
realized, is that the United States will 
use its good offices to have the diffi­
culty amicably settled.
