WHAT CANADIANS PAY.

Some Remarkably High Taxes on Neces-
saries and Low Taxes on
Luxuries.

Ottawa, Dec. 23.—The trade returns
in the Official Gazetie show the total
trade for November to amoung to $23,-
677,017, compared w $23,250,729 last
year, an increase of 00,000. The in-
crease is in importa. n exports there
ie a decline of $1,250,000, largely in
agricultural products. The imports
show that the duty collected on rice
was 50 per cent, on sparkling wines
28 per cent, on coal 31 per cent, on coal
oil 64 per cent, on many classes of
agricultural implements 35 per cent,
on earthen and china ware 30 per cent,
on cotton clothing over 32 per cent, on

woollen clothing 35 per cent, on hard-| hoie in her bow.

ware and tools used by workingmen
30 per cent, on paper and envelopes
over 30, and on sugar 23 per cent. In
the face of this campaign orators tell
the people that the tariff taxes the
luxuries chiefly. The duty collected on
gilks was not half that on coal oil and
little less than that on rice, the light
and food of the poor. The average
duty on all dutiable articles was 31 1-5
per cent. The duty collected on man-
ufactures of gold and silver was
smaller than the duties on the neces-
earies of life,

Wholesale Massacre of Armen-
ians at Zeitoun Ordered.

The Sultan’s Murderous Decree
Baid to Have Been Carried
Out.

Disastrous Collision at Sea Reported
—A British Bark Sunk.

Steamer Spree Released ¥From Her Poril-
ous Position—The Feeble State of
Queen Victoria’s Health—Re-
ported Spanish Vietory.

POPULATION OF GERMANY.

Berlin, Dec. 23.—The recently com-
pleted census of Germany shows the
population to be 51,758,364—an increase
of 2,329,894 over tha census of 1890. All
the states of the empire show in-
creases.

REPORTED SPANISH VICTORY.

Medrid, Dec. 23.—A dispatch received
there from Colon, Province of Matanza3s,
Island of Cuba, confirms the report
that the Spamish troops have routed
4,000 insurgents on the Calmena River.
One hundred of the enemy were killed.

THE SPREE.

Liondon, Dec. 23.—The North German
Lloyd steamer Spree, which stranded
on Thursday last on Warden Ledge,

near Totland Bay, Isle of Wight, was
got off, and reached Southampton, un-
der her own steam, but assisted by
tugs. She is making no water and has
apparently sustained no damage. BShe
will go on dry dock for examination.
She is already reshipping her boats
and gear, which were removed in order
to lighten her.

THE QUEEN’'S HEALTH.
London, Dec. 283.—The fact that the
Queen’s health is feeble has obliged her

physicians to order a stricter regimen
for her. Early in the morning she has
e cup of cocoa and a thin toast. At
noon she takes an egg beaten in wine.
At 2 o’clock she thas luncheon, which
is the heaviest meal of the day. This
consists of soup, flsh and fowl. Then
she takes short repose, followed by
a drive or a walk, At 9 ©'clock
dinner is served. Her Majesty then
drinks watered claret or a glass of dry
champagne. She continues her regular
official work, signing papers, dealing
with state matters, before luncheon.

THE SHIPBUILDERS’ TROUBLE.

London, Dec. 23.—The British Admir-
alty, with a. view to possible American
coutingenci:s, has made strong repre-
sentations to the Clyde master ship-
builders for the purpose of bringing the
digpute between themselves and their
employes to an end. It is understooi
that an agreement between the mas-
ters and the men will be reached ®arly
in January. Then the bullding of war-
ships will be accelerated. Japan is ne-
gotiating with the builders for the
construction of a mnumber of cruisers
and torpedon boats.

STEAMERS COLLIDE.
Loondon, Dec. 23.—The British steam-
er Cayo Mono (Capt. Pope), from New
Orleans for Antwerp, has beem in col-

lision with the British steamer Achil-
les, which was outward bound. The
Achilles’ starboard quarter was dam-
aged and she returned. The Cayo
Mono apparently gustained no damage.

The British steamer Alicia, from
Middlesborough for Bilboa, has sunk
in collision with the British steamer
Netley Abbey, from London for Blyth.
The people on the Alicia, with the ex-
ception of five, who were drowned,
were rescued by the crew of the Net-
ley Abbey. The latter vessel was dam-
aged.

The British cruiser Blake, which ar-
rived at Plymouth yesterday from
Chatham, reports that while off Port-
land, at 5 a.m., she passed a large
steamer named Berlin, which signalled
that two of her boats had been
searching for three hours for the
British bark Willowbank, bound for
Glasgow, with which vessel the Ber-
Iin had been in collsion. No trace of
her could be found. The Blake after-
wards saw an empty boat belonging to
the YVillowbank., The Berlin had a
The Willowbank had
a crew of 35 men. They were all saved
by the Berlin, which must have found
them afloat after speaking to the
Blake. The oniy life lost was that of
the pilot of the Willowbank, who went
below to get his clothes. The vessel

went down before he had time to again
reach deck.

MASSACRE ORDERED.
London, Dec. 23.—Telegraphing under
date of Dec. 20, a correspondent at
Constantinople says the Porte has in-

formed all of the foreign diplomats at
the Turkish capital that the Armenians
who are in possession of Zeitoun, hav-
ing s'hpwn themselves to be obstinate
regarding their surrender,the bombard-
ment of Zeitoun will be begun at once.

A corréspondent writing from Marash
expresses the opinion, however, that
the immediate capture of Zeitoun by
the Turkish forces is not possible, and
that the Armenians will be able to hold
the place throughout the winter. The
correspondent also says that there
was a tremendous panic in Adana on
e Tth inst.,, similar to that
which recentiy occurred in Constanti-
nople. During the panic all the shops
were closed. A telegram received in
Constantinople fromn Tarsus on Dec.
18 says many families have fled from
there to Mersina.

The German ambassador to Con-
stantinople, acting under instructions
received from his Government, has
again urged the Porte to prevent a
massacre of the Armenians at
Zeitoun. $Sir Philip Currie, the Brit-
ish ambassador, supported the Ger-
man ambassador in his attempt to
save the lMves of the revolted Ar-
menians. but it is feared that the
Zeitoun district has already been laid
waste.

A communication 4ssued by the
Turkish Foreign Office says that the
Armenians who are holding Zeitoun
have pillaged and flooded dozens of
Mussulman villages near Zeitoun and
have killed 286 Mussulmans, includ-
ing 16 wiomen. The Foreign Office is
also issuing other stories of a similar
charactei The correspondent learns

J that these statements are intended to

prepare the public mind for the an-
nihilation of the Armenians who are
in possession of Zedtoun.

The United States Administration
baes given instructions for the removal
of American citizens from the disaf-
fected districts in Marash, in Asia
Minor, This determination was reach-
ed gt the last Cabinet meeting. Rear
Admiral Selfridge will combine his fleet
at Alexandretta, the nearest point to
Merash, and will direct the American
missionaries and other American citi-
zensi n Marash to come on board his
vessels. In case it should be necessary
to give them protection during their
journey from Mamrash to Alexandretta,
he has been authorized to land a force
of sailors and merines.

London, Dec. 23.—The Telegraph
this morning publishes a dispatch
from Vienna, saying it is reported
there that Mustafa Pasha, command-
ing a Turkish force, has captured the
town of Zeitoun, which was some
time ago taken by insurgent Armen-
jans, and that he has massacred all
the Armenians in the place who daid
not make their escape to the moun-
tains.

CABLE NOTES.

‘A Pekin dispatch announces that the
Dungan rebelllon has been erushed.
The rebels are now fighting among
themsalves.

There was a serious outbreak at Tar-
ragona, Spain, on Sunday. The trouble
was connected with the levying of du-
ties on provisions, etc, entering the
city from other parts of the country.
Several persons were shot by the gemn-
darmes.

The Italian Senate has approved the
credit asked for by the Government to
carry on the campaign in Abyssinia.

The United States minister at Con-
stantinople, Mr. A. W. Terrell, has
gone to Smyrna to confer with Ad-
miral Selfridge, on board the United
States flagship San Francisco, regard-
ing steps to be taken to insure the
gafety of American misslonaries in
Asiatic Turkey,

Two Liberal leaders, Mr. James
Brice and Mr. Arnold Morley, will soon
return to England—one from South
Africa, the other from Constantinople,
where he was the guest of the British
ambassador.

NOW A LAW.

The Venezuelan Commission Bill Signed
by the President.

Washington, Dec. 22.—The President
signed the Venezu®lan commission re-
solution yesterday afternoon. It is
therefore now a law.

At 1:45 p.m. the Senate adjourned
until Tuesday without doing anything
important.

In view of the great importance of
the work %o be discharged by this
commission, it is said that the Presi-
dent will endeavor to secure the ser-
vices as members of men of the high-
est character and ability. None of the
names he has in mind have been ofii-
cially mentioned, nor will they be un-
til the President has been notified by
the persons selected of their accept-
ance of the commission.

The State Departmemt has been in-
formed by some persons of repute, who
have made a study of the subject, that

.there is good ground for the belief

that upon careful scrutiny the claim
of Venezuela to the territory in dis-
pute on the border will be found to be
without solld foundation, and that the
commission will be obliged to find that
Great Britain is really entitled to pos-
session of the whole tract claimed by
her, and perhaps more territory. These
representations, however, have not
shaken the determination of the Ad-
ministration to proceed in the course
it has laid down, for in its view, if the
decigsion is in favor of Great Britain,
there will be a prnactical demonstra-
tion of the uprightness of the motives
of our CGovernment in demanding a
settlement of this great question on
the sole basis of absolute and exact
Justice.

The New York Sun mays: ‘“Excel-
lent information is that the three com-
missioners whom the President will
appoint to investigate the Venezuelan
boundary dispute will be ex-United
States Senator George 8. Edmunds, of
Vermont; Hon. Andrew D. White, ex-
president of Cornell University and ex-
minister to Russia, and Hon. Edward
J. Phelps, ex-minister to the court of
St. James.”

In the Senate the following cable-
gram was read: “The Federal Senate
of the United States of Brazil sends
its greeting to the Senate of the
United States of America upon the
worthy message of President Cleve-
land, who so strenuously regards the
dignity, the sovercignty and the free-
dom of the American nations.”

FATAL FIRE.

Four Persons Suffocated by Smoke in
Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, Dec. 22,—Four persons
were suffocated by a fire yesterday at the
home of Andrew Johnson, 21 Parham street,
in the southeastern section of the city. The
dead are: Andrew Johnson, aged 30, and
his three little children; Jessie, aged 9;
Lena, aged 5; Dora, aged 3. The wife and
mother, Mary Johnson, was taken to the
hospital in an uncenscious condition, and is
not expected to live.

THE TROLLEY STRIKE.

Philadelphia, Dec. 22.—The agree-
ment by which the trolley strike was
declared off early Saturday morning
has been practically repudiated by
President Welsh and General Manager
Beetem, who refused to put all of
the men to work as agreed upon by a
portion of the traction management at
a conference with Mayor Warwick.

JOSEPH COOK BROKEN DOWN.

Niles, Mich.,, Dec. 30.—8. T. Seaxle,
of this city, has received a letter from
his daughter. whio is a missionary sta-
tioned at Kobe, Japan, in which he
says Joseph Cook, the noted divine,
has arrived there recently from Austra-
lia, broken in mind and body. He had
to give up his lecturing tour, and the
probabilities are he will never regnim
his health or mlental vigor.

Anti-English Fecling Increasing in
Venezuela.

Intense Excitement at Caracas, the Cap
ital-Hot Heads in the Ascendant.

New York, Dec. 23.—A special from
Caracas, Venezuela, says: The anti-
English feeling is increasing here.
Fresh flowers are placed daily upon
the statue of Washington, and the
American and Venezuelan flags are
everywhere to be seen, either display-
ed side by side or entwined in signifi-
cant embrace, with the portraits of
Washington and Monroe between. An-
other mass meeting was held on the
Plazia Bolivar yesterday, at which
were heard the cries ‘“Abajo Los.Eng-
leses!” (Down with the English), “Vive
Cleveland Los Estados Unidos!” (Long
live Cleveland and the United Btates).

A demomnstration of all the citizens is
planned to take place on Christmas
Day. The Patriotic Soclety of the De-
fense of Venezuelan Territory issue
protests against the ‘“pretensions and
the past and proposed aggressions of
England.” It also requests the Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs to revoke the
exequaturs of Vemezuelan citizens who
are acting as British consuls in this
country, unless they resign immedi-
ately. Guyana battalions are being
formed The situation appears grave.

A cable dispatch from London says
that at a public meeting yesterday the
Government was petitioned to declare
war upon Venezuela and the United
States, and resolutions were adopted
declaring that England would never
recede from the position she has as-
sumed. The honors paid to the Ameri-
can minister continue. Venezuela is
sending diplomatic missions to every
foreign country. The country applauds
the action of the Government, and the
nation is united.

Iy Bad Trim.

Significant Statements by United
States Navy Officials,

The United States Could Not Meet
Britain on the Sea—Atlantic Coast
Cities Would Be Destroyed.

New York, Dec. 23.—“War with Eng-
land would be a tremendous contract,”
said Rear Admiral Braine to a reporter
at the Brooklyn navy yard, “and one
for which I would not like to be me-
sponsible. I do not think that we are at
all prepared to fight so formidable an
adversary, nor woull I like to predict
the results if we attempted it. But I
can say this for the navy, and say it
confidently. You may be sure that it
will respond at once to the call of duty,
as it has always done.”

“But what an inadequate cause it
would be on which to base a conflict 86
tremendous. The whole business looks
to me political. If we are to step into
the quarrels of all those countries in
South America it seems to me that we
shall_have our hands full. We’ll have
to fight Spain and France as well as
England.”

REAR ADMIRAL ROWE'S VIEW.

Rear Admiral Rowe, retired, the hero
of ghe “ninety-day gunboats’ of the
civil war, those boats which were built
and equippepd In ninety days, and
wihich rendered such effective service
in that much less scientific conflict,
made no bones of discussing the matter
from a practical standpoint or of de-
claring that the odds agalnst the
United States would be almost over-
whelming.

“What would Emngland do on the
outbreak of hostilities?’ he asked.
‘“Would' she not at once descend on
Portland,Boston, New York, Baltimore,
Charleston, 8: vannah, ‘o capture or
destroy them? What could we do to
prevent her? Have we a single battle-
ship to stem the tide of ther impetuous
march? It is the battleships that would
do the business. They are the -only
things to settle the affairs of unations
Have we anything adequate with
which to oppose them? If we have I
have not heard of it. I knew that
New York has admirable coast de-
fenses pamtially completed, but I doubt
if even New York is in a position to
oppose bombardment. We might suc-
ceed, perhaps, against the deep Itallan
or French war vessels, but England
has battleships of lighter draught. They
could come much closer in than ves-
sels of the Italian build.”

‘“But how mbout these English battle-
ships? Could they successfully cross
the ocean?”

“Of course they could. England
builds ships which could go around the
world if necessary. If there is to be
a war It wil be a naval war. The
land forces will play a minor part,
and in discussing it we must realize
that the chief work must be done upon
the water. There would, of wcourse,
be some operations on the Canadian
frontier, but even there we are not
80 strong as some people think. We
have neither fortifications nor ships on
the Great Lakes, while Canada has
both. The Canadian frontier is brist-
ligg with fontifications. With her ship
canels she could fill the Great Lakes
with gunboats in short order, and we
have nothing to contend against them.
As long ago as 1891 I besought our
Government to put two warships in
the lakes and form a naval station,
with & commodore in command. I com-
manded ocn the lakes during a part
of the war of the rebellion, and then
learned by practical experience the
importance of protecting them. But,
as usual, nothing was done.

NOT READY TO FIGHT.

“The navy 1s not anxious to fight.
I think that ¥ a mistaken impression.
No one, certainly, who hus
ceen the deplorable results of fighting
is anxious to enter another war. I
think this whole maitter will set our
statesmen to thinking. I cannot under-
etand the warlike sentiment which has
sprung up in this country in the past
year. Everybody seems anxious to
have a fight of some sort. It ig a
regular fever, an epidemic. Have peo-
ple forgotten what war means. It is 30
years since the last war, and the coun-
try haa not recovered from the blow
ye-t.”

It is under-
stood the reply to Ottawa’'s rejoinder
was dispatched to the Dominlon capi-
tal today, and on this the Greenway
Government will appeal to the veople.
No one questions the result of the
election—it will be the almost unanim-
ous approval of the Provincial Govern=-
ment's stand. The Conservative lead-
ers will hold a meeting tomorrow, at
which a plan of campalgn will be ad=
opted, but their forces are disorgan-
ized and in no shape for a fight at the
polls. It is understood that no attempt
will be made by the Opposition to car-
ry the Winnipeg constituencies, except-
ing the North Winnipeg seat, where
Mr. Fred Drewry, a popular Conserva-
tive, is mentioned as Opposition candi-
date. Messrs. Cameron, McMillan and
McIntyre will be the Greenway candi-
dates in Winnipeg. The date of the
election will probably be fixed next
week and the elections held obout Feb.,
15.

Misapprehensions Relative
Fair Directors Bet Right

to

By Auditor Jewell—Directors Have No
Financlal Interest in the
Western Fair.

They Are Representatives of the People
as Are Aldermen and School
Trustees.

E————

Since it has been decided to submit
to the people a bylaw to grant $25,000
to the Fair Association for the erec-
tion of mew buil@dings, the fact has
come to light that some ratepayers are
laboring umder a misapprehension re-
garding the management of the West-
ern Fair. Some have had the impres-
sion that the directors are ‘in it” to
advance their own interests, and that
they yearly draw sums of money from
the treasury. To get a statement of
the way in which the Fair business
was conducted, and to set many per-
sons right in the matter, an “Adver-
tiser” vepresentative called upon Mr.
George F. Jewell, city auditor, and
auditor of the Westein Fair Board.

“Yes,” said Mr., Jewell, ‘‘there are
many who are strongly of the opinion
that the directors line their own pock-
ets by pushing the Western Fair to
the front, but as auditor of the board’s
accounts, and having access to all its
records, I can assure you that not a
single director has ever dmawn money
from the association. The board has
only three paid officials—the secretary,
Mr. Thos. A. Browmne, the superintend-
ent, Joseph Hooke, and the treas-
urer—Mr. Dan. McKenzie—besides two
or three assistants who are engaged
in the office during the preparation of
the Fair prize lists, eftec.

“Then, again, some are of the opin-
jon that the buildings and grounds are
the property of the Western Fair As-
soclation, but such is not the case.
Every stick in the buildings and every
inch of the land belongs to the city
of London, and all new buildings

~
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which may be erected by the board
under the proposed debenture {issue
will be citizens’ property. The Failr|
Board is constantly improving the'
grounds. Since the exhibition was lo-|
cated in Fast London it has enlarged |
the grounds by the purchase with its{
own funds of a large strip of the old
cemetery property, embracing some ten
acres.

“I think #he directors deserve great
credit for the way in which they have|
worked for the advancement of the
city’s interests. It must be said that
some of the directors—principally mer-
chants—reaceive indirect benefits in the

A Remedy for a Cold.

At the beginning of a cold it is very
good to put the feet in a capsicum foot-
bath, wetting the head and face well with
ocold water.

A housekeeper can easily
prepare this tincture of capsicum herself.
To one quart of vinegar add one quarter
of a pound of red pepper; boil slowly for
fifteen minutes, and bottle for use. Add
two teaspoonfuls to one bath,

When there is danger of a cold settling
on the lungs make a lotion of one part
peppermint oil and two parts of kerosene
dll. Paint the parts where the pain is lo-
cated with this lotion. Lay a fold of flan-
nel over and apply a hot-water bag for ten
cr fifteen minutes. This remedy is espe-
cially good for pain in the back of the head
and neck, soreness and tightness of the
chest between the shoulders.

Care of Shoes When Wet,

A woman dislikes to get her new shoes
wet, because it injures them; but, with
care, the wetting will not hurt them
much. As soon as the wet shoes can be
removed, rub them well with a soft cloth,
to get some of the dampness out, and re-
move all the mud, then rub them with a
cloth saturated with kerosene or vaseline,
Get as mush of the oil into them as pos-
sible, and stuff the shoas into shape, set-
ting them aside for a few hours. Another
application of oil and rubbing will remove
all stiffness, and the shoes will be in order
when wanted.

To my mind remedial leg-
islation by the Dominion Government
is a poor substitute for legislation by
the Province, and if I were a Roman
Catholic and had the choice of taking
remedial legislation from the Dominion
Government now and remedial legis-
lation from the Manitoba Legislature,
even if I had to wait some time for it,
I would wait, holding my constitution-
al rights in reserve until public opin-
ion had an opportunity of reconsider-
ing the situation din the light of Judg-
ment of the Privy Council. (Applause.)

I said the remedial order was prema.-

I take the ground without any
hesitation whatever that the Dominion
Parliament has power to Itgislate
with regard to education in this par-
ticulor case. I take that ground be-
cause I understand the constitution to
mean that, and ithe Privy Council de-
clared that it does mean that. I be-
lieve our system of confederation will
succeed only by observing the consti-
tution to the wvery letter and accept-
ing all its obligations whether we like
them or not, without evasion or con-
tention. But while the Dominion
Government had the right to issue a
remedial order, the time at which such
order should be issued is a matter of
Judgment and policy. I think they
acted thastily. I think a broader
statesmanship would have given Mani-
toba some time to consider the situa-
tion, would have given the people of
Manitoba, irrespective of creed, time
to view the question from every stand-
point, and if they then declined it
would be time enough for the Dom-
inion Government to enforce th= con-
stitutional obligations with which it
was entrusted.

CONCILIATION NEEDED.
What has been ithe effect of this
hasty action on the part of the Gov-
ernment? Just what might have been
expected—Manitoba, has resented in-
terference. And so on one side the cry
has gone up, all over the Dominion,
pass the remedial order, and on the
other side, let there be no coercion.
To my mind the question has com-
pletely outgrown the constitutional
principle involved, and a8 & now
stands it is of overwhelming Emport-
ance, of greater importance than any
question with which we have been
confronted since confederation, and if
I had a volce in the House ot Com-
mons I would implore my fellow-mem-
bers to hasten slowly.

Let us see what is the issue and who
are the contending parties. On the
one side is the Dominion Government
representing the political force of five
millions of people; and on the other
side a member of the family—a sis-
ter Province, one of the smallest at
that—representing the political force
of 160,000, are about engaging in a
very unseemly family quarrel.

How should family quarrels be settl-
ed? I put it to you as a matter of

Is it not by conciliation?

What does history say on this point?
When we had our difficulty with Nova
Scotia, as far back as ’67, because of
her objection to confederation, were
orders issued to Nova Scotia. that un-
less she entered confederation within
48 hours she would be swept into the
sea or cut adrift from the Dominion?
Not at all. Her objections were con-
sidered, her complaints were listened
to and her grievances to a certain ex-
tent removed, and the very leader of
the opposing forces—the Hon. Joseph
Howe—received imto the Government.
That was practical politics. That was
the statesmanship of Sir John Macdon-
ald 25 years ago. Who would say
that in the light of history the proper
thing was not done? (Applause.)

Again, when British Columbla was
in a state of rebellion, during the
Mackenzie Administration because the
Canada Pacific Railway was nct be-
ing constructed as fast as the British
Columbians desired, how did Mr. Mac-
kenzie act in the matter? Were their
remomnstrances treated with contempt?
By no means. Mr. Edgar was sent in
the first place to see if any rearrange-
menits of the terms could be arrived at
that would be satisfactory. Later,
Lord Dufferin, then Governor-General,
paid a special visit to the Province for
the express purpose of bringing amabout
a better state of public opinion. Con-
ciliation, deliberation was the states-
manship practiced by the Hon. Alex-
ander Mackenzie, all honor to his
noble memory. (Much applause.)

THE BOUNDARY DISPUTE.

Another instance, amd omne in which
Manitoba was specially concerned.
You remember the quarrel over the
boundaries between the Government of
Ontario and the Government of Mami-
toba. You remember how by an act
passed at Ottawa in 1881 the Govern-
ment of Manitoba considered itself
authorized to exercise jurisdiction over
certain portions of the territory in
which Ontario had appointed officers of
justice and was administering the laws
of the Province of Ontario. You will
perhaps remember that during a local
election the political strife became so
keen that officers of Manitoba in-
terfered with the officers of Ontario,
both presuming to exercise jurisdiction
in the same constituency. The Ma;m-
toba Government sent down the Win-
nipeg Field Battery to keep the peace,
and the Ontario Government swore in
special constables to restrain the war-
like purposes of ithe officers of -tl’_le
Manitoba. Government. This was in
1883; I remember it well. During the
greater part of the strife, Sir Oliver
Mowat was absent in England; he re-
turned in the autumn. He was inform-
ed of what was idone in his absence,
To all appearance Manitoba. and On-
tario, slster provinces lying mide by
side, were entering upon an unfriend-
ly and unsisterly quarrel. Both as to
money and men and the right of mﬁor
possession, Ontario occupled .the
strongest pesition. How did Sir Oliver
treat this question? Did he issue a
remedial order warning Manitoba to
keep out of 'his Ontario preserves?
Yes, he did issue a remedial order, let
me read it:

Toronto, Nov. 21, 1883.
To the Hon. Attorney-General Miller,

Winnipeg, Man.:

What is the use of Manitoba and On-
tario quarreling? I wish you would
meet me here to try our hands at an
arrangement.

That was Sir Oliver Mowat's re-
medial order. How was it received
by the Manitoba authorities?

Winnipeg, Nov. 21, 1883.
To the Hon. Oliver Mowat, Premier of

Ontario:

Attorney-General not here. Will gee
him. In meantime rely on very best
co-operation in carrying out so reason=
able a suggestion.

(Signed) C. P. BROWN.
Comim of Public Works.

That is how ithe order was received.

In a few days Attorney-General Mil-
ler came down (to Toronto and agreed
with Sir Oliver on a case to be sub-
mitted to the Privy Council, and from
that deal till now Ontario and Mani-
toba have never failed to show ‘“how
good and how pleasant a thing it is
for brethren +to dwell together in
unity.”

SIR OLIVER’'S METHOD.

‘“History is rhilosophy teaching by
experience,” says Carlyle. *“What is
the use of Mamitoba and Ontario quar-
afilling. I wish you would meet me
lhere and try our hands at an arrange-
ment,” wsald Sir Oliver Mowat, the
leader of the Liberal party in Ontario.
‘What does the leader of the Liberal
party in the Dominion say? Has he
not on every platform of Canada re-
iterated the same sentiment? His mes-
sage, conveyed through the press, from
one end of Canada to another, is,
‘“What is the use of Manitoba and the
Dominion quarrelling? I wish you
would appoint a commission to try our
hands at an arrangement.” That is
his message, and if you have amy
doukits as to what the result shall be;
if you doubt the well-known proverb
that “history repeats itself,” let your
fears be caimed when I state: That
Manitoba’s reply to the remedial order
invited this coumse, in the hope that
it might effect a solution to the diffi-
culty. The words used are:

‘“We believe that when 'the remedial
order was made there was not avail-
able then to your Excellency in Coun-
cil full and accurate information as to
the working of 'the former system of
schools.

‘“We also belleve that there was lack-
ing the means of forming a correct
Judgment as to the effect upon the
Province of change in the direction
indicated dn the order.

‘“Being impressed with this view we
respectfully submit that it is not yet
too late to make a full and deliberate
investigation wof the whole subject.
Should such @& course be adopted, we
shall cheerfully assist in affording the
most complete information availabie.
An InVestigation of such a kind would
furnish a substantial basis of fact up-
on which conclusions could be formed
with a reasonable degree of certainty.”

Mr. Manrtin, in a letter to the pub-
lic press, written during the last ses-
sion of Parliament, said: “Everybody
wishes that a solution of the question
may be found without any coercion
on the part of ithe Dominion Par-
liament.”

That the rights of the mimority avill
be treated with the utmost respect by
the Liberal pamty is shown by their
treatment of the Roman Catholic sep-
erate schools in the- Province of On-
tario, and the question therefore which
the electors have to settle very speed-
ily is shall we have a commission, then
an inquiry, then a settlement, peace-
ful, permanent, and satisfactory, or
€hall we have remedial legislation, then
a disruption of the friendly relations
which exist and should exist between
Protestants end Catholics, then the
majority of the people of Manitoba
coerced to wocept a school system which
their Legislature rejected, and then the
whole fabric of confederation riven and
shaken to its very foundations. The
choice is simply Sir Mackenzie Bowell
and coercion, or Mr. Laurier and con-
ciliation. (Applause.)

A COMMISSION SUGGESTED.

‘Wihy should there be any objection
to a commission? A commission is
not a new thing in the history of
Canada. Tt was only the other day
that appointments were made by the
Dominion Government to a commission

to consider the waterways lying be-
tween Canada and the United States.
There is a commission now in session
endeavoring to settle the accounts be-
tween Ontario and Quebec. We had a
commission on ithe labor question, on
prohibition, on the boundaries between
Canada and the United Stotes, on the
western and northern boundaries of
Ontario. We had a commission to
settle the value of our Canadian fish-
eries. We had a commission to settle
the clalms between Great Britain and
the United States, which sat in Geneva,
and considered what was known Rs
the Alabama claims. And was it not
last year that the late Sir John
Thompson and Sir Hibbert Tupper won
for themselves and their country much
honor, one as a commissioner and the
other as the representative of the Can-
adian Government, in connection
with the rights of sealers in the Ber-
ing Sea. Now, if the Provinces have
issued comimissions dn gneat matters
of state, if it is not beneath the dig-
nity of Great Britain and the United
States and imperial Russia to settle in-
ternational affairs involving millions of
money and the consideration of im-
portant questions of internatiomal law,
surely the Dominion Government can
afford, without any loss of dignity, to
refer the matter in dispute with Mani-
toba to a commission composed of the
best men in the Dominion, mot for the
purpose simply of settling the law, for
the Privy Counecil has declared what
the law is, but of finding some way
whereby the grievances recognized by
the Privy Council may be removed
without impairing the integrity of the
School Act of 1890. This ds the only
practicable and statesmanlike solution
of the difficulty, ithe only solution
which will prevent future complica-
tions and remove the question for
ever as it should be removed from the
arena of Dominion politics. (Great
Applause.) o

Gladstone’s essage to the New York
World Attracts Attention.
>
Common Sense Will Work the Solution of
the Vemezuelan Trouble—Wall
Street Relieved.

London,Dec.23.—The afternoon news-
papers today continue commenting ed-
itortally and at length upon the Vénez-
uelan matter; but their remarks are on
the financial rather than on the pol-
itical view of the case. While there is
no abatement of the expressions of be-
Hef that the ground taken on behalf
of the United States is untenable, the
tone is altogether more pacific. Yet
there is a considerable display of sat-
isfaction at the financial difficulties in
the United States. The dispatch which
the Hon. W. BE. Gladstone sent to Mr.
Joseph Pulitzer, proprietor of the New
York World, in answer to the latter’'s
request for a message to the American
people on the Venezuelan question, has
attracted wide attention here and else-
where. Mr. Pulitzer, telegraphed the
American sentiment was at the turning
point, and that once turned the wrong
way, no power on earth could hold
it back, and that a word of peace
end fellowship from Gladstone would
aid to check clamor, to soothe passion,
to endourage sober thought, and may
avert calamity., In reply Mr. Glad-
stone cabled: ‘Dare not interfere. On-
ly common sense required. Canmot say
more with advantage.’

The St. James’ Gazette, this evening
commenting upon Mr, Gladstone’s mes-
sage, says: ‘Common sense would
have averted the shock which has been
given to both countries. It will find its
way out; but it is the Americans wiho
must supply the needful pinch of san-
ity, which they are fully capable of
doing.”

The Wedtminster Gazette advises all
concermed to “‘take a holiday and &
breathing space, and to allow comgnon
sense to assent itwelf.” Adding: ‘“When
both sides discover that there is ample
room for reconsideration, concession
and adjustment, the common sense

CROMWELL'S HEAD.

ARE CAREFULLY PRESERVED.

Sold for Debt and Placed on Exhibition
Before Descending by Inheritance to Its

Present Custodian.

A mummy head, reputed to be that of
Oliver Cromwell, is cared for as a sacred
grust by Mr. Horace Wilkinson at the
country house near Sevenoaks, in Kent,
England, which is his home. It descend-
ed to him from his father, Mr William
Arthur Wilkinson, who at one time sat in
the House of Commons for Lambeth. He
likewise had received it from his father,
Mr. Josiah Henry Wilkinson, the grand-

father, of course, of Mr. Horace Wilkin- !

son.

Documents dealing with the relic have
accumulated beside it, and in particular
Mr. Josiah Henry Wilkinson left in manu-
script what may be called a statement of
the case for it, as Cromwell’s head.

Tradition runs that on a stormy nigh$ ;

Cromwell, Ireton and Bradshaw had been
get on Westminister Hall, that of Crom-
well was blown down.

—that worthy was drunk. When Cox re-
tired from his museum, just off Bond

street, he in turn sold the trophy, there |

being this time three buyers. They were

Young Den-
nehower struggled ‘hard, and was going
down for the third time, wihen, fortu-
nately Wiillie Colcleugh, 16 years old,
son of Malcolm Colcleugh, agent of the

struggling boy. He bravely rushed in-
to the water, up to his neck, and
caught Dennehower by the hair and
pulled him ashore. The rescue®l bhoy,
after hard work, was resuscitated. Ail
the available boafts were immediately
manned by willing hands, and they
grappled for the body of young Ray.
At 4:30 p.m. they succeeded in get-
ting the body, about 100 yvards from
where he jumped out of the boat,

Shelled Eggs,

tin or drum is packed in straw im a
wooden case, and holds the contents of 1,-
500 eggs,the white and yolks being mixed
together, poured into the drum amd the
aperture closed with a bung and sealed,

bad one will spoil the whole cask or
drum.

SETILING DOWN.

Wall Street Getiing Over Its Panlc
Caused by the President’s Mossage
—Few Failures.

New York, Dec. 22.—Wall street, es-
pecially in the immediate vicinity of the
stock exchange, is ordinarily, on a Saturday
afternoon, one of the least frequented and
most quiet strests in New York. Yesterday,
however, almost until evening, crowds of
people thronged the neighboring streets
and groups of members of the exchange,
members of the press and curbstone brokers
were gathered in Wall, Broad and Nassau
gtreets and Exchange place, discussing the
happenings of the day, The general im-
pression was the extreme tension had been
relaxed and that, with reasonable leniency
on the part of tiie banks, a quieting down
would cccur on Mouday.

The great open question confronting the
financial community will be that of the
probable extent of the withdrawals of gold
from the sub-treasury for shipment by the
mid-week steamer. Estimates range as
high as §10,0:0,000 to $12,000,000, but no
definite information was obtainable.

W m, Sherer, manager of the New York
clearing house, tlicught the talk of war a
mistake, and said  that the amount of
money lost during the last two day® would
have purchased the whole Venezuelan
territory in dispute.

Although there have been heavy losses
throughout the list the speculation has been
more conservative than on Friday, and save
for two unimportant failures, there were no
disastrous movements, and prices have been
sustained more strongly than had been
anticipated.

WHOLESALE CIDER BLAZE,

Three Thousand Barrels Buened in Nor-
wich—Big Blaze in St. Kits.

Norwich, Ont., Dec. 22. —8. Allen’s
vinegar works were destroyed by fire yes-
terday. Total loss $40,000; insurance
§14,000. Three thousand barrels of cider
were destroyed.

St. Catharines, Ont., Dec. 22, —Early
resterday fire destroyed a large part of
i’atterson & Corbin’s car factory.
