Ottawa, March 2.—At five minutes 

before twelve o’clock Saturday night, 
the longest sitting of the House of 
Commons since 1896 was brought to a 
close. At that moment Hon. W. S. 
Fielding rose, while Mr. Jacques

"The returns to February 28, 1907, only amounted to $814,617.46, and 
then in March there was a general boom, and March, 1907, was one of the 
biggest month the London office ever had."

New York, Feb. 29.—About thirty 
“joke” marriages conducted by Notary 
Philip Perry at the “Affinity” ball held 
at Stauch’s pavilion, Coney Island. 
Wednesday night, have been taken out 
of the “Joke" class. Two lawyers have 
given their opinions that the mar­
riages are legal, although the notary 
is liable to a heavy penalty for marry­
ing couples without licenses.

Consequently about thirty girls who 
participated as brides In the weddings 
are worried half to death. Many en­
tering Into the spirit of the thing were 
divorced and married half a dozen 
times or more during the evening. Now 
they don't know whom they legally be­
long to.

One of the most disturbed is Mrs. 
Josephine McSweeney, who is the wife 
of a tenement house inspector, and the 
mother of two children. She was the 
champion "marrier" at the ball, being 
wedded and divorced fourteen times.

“I am fearfully worried," she said 
yesterday. "I have destroyed all the 
certificates I had, both marriage and 
divorce. I have heard a lot of people 
say that the marriages were legal. My 
husband keeps telling me that I have 
committed bigamy, and I don’t know 
what to do."

Agnes Burke, of Harway avenue, 
and her cousin and former chum, Ger­
trude Keeley, both of whom were 
married to Henry Kowski, of West 
Eighth street. Coney Island, are at 
swords’ points and have not spoken 
to each other since Wednesday night.

Yesterday Kowski went to Miss 
Burke’s home and said that he con­
sidered that he was legally married to 
her. The family could not see it, how­
ever, and he left without his “bride.”

David Ehrman, a butcher in First 
street, was also married to Miss Burl:e. 
He also considers the marriage legal.

Judge Voorhees, of the Coney Island 
Court, when asked for his opinion yes­
terday, said:

“I am afraid the marriages are legal 
in a way.

Trial of King Dinizulu So Described 
by His Counsel. More wholesome than

Mr. Jellicoe alleges that the Govern­
ment is making a political affair of 
Dinizulu’s trial, that witnesses were 
forced under martial law to make 
statements against Dinizulu, and were 
refused an opportunity of withdraw­
ing them, and that the proceedings 
were purposely arranged with the ob­
ject of effecting Dinizulu’s ruin. Mr. 
Jellicoe declares that he possesses evi­
dence that unresisting natives were 
shot under martial law, that hundreds 
of Dinizlulu’s witnesses were arrested 
and thrown into prison, and their 
whereabouts concealed, and that all 
facilities were refused Dinizulu for 
seeing his legal advisers.

He describes the proceedings as a 
“judicial outrage" and a “disgrace to 
a British colony," and declared that 
the Natal press Is a “palladium of 
licentiousness," and the whole colony 
is exploiting the natives for the fur­
therance of barefaced schemes of pol­
itical adventurers. In an interview. 
Mr. Jellicoe has declared that he will 
fight tooth and nail to get the Imperial 
Government to refuse to sanction the 
act of indemnity for trial of natives 
under martial law.

MANUEL, THE WISE FORM CAMP ON BRITISH BREWERS
PANICSTRICKEN

Portugal's New King to Rule as a 
Constitutional Monarch.

Lisbon, Feb. 29.—An official note ap­
pended to the decrees of the king, 
ordering the elections, explains that 
the cortes, according to the constitue- 
tion. Is charged with an investigation 
of the late reign upon the death of the 

ruler and that it shall correct abuses, 
If any are found, and fix up the civil 
list of the new monarch. The act of 
King Manuel is designed to prove to 

,the country his determination to rule 
, as a constitutional monarch, and to 
this end he does not even shrink from 
reopening the scandals in connection 
with his father's advance from the 
state treasury.

The decrees have produced a good 
initial impression, but their ulterior 
effect upon the fortune of the mon­
archy are doubtful. While the leaders 
of the old "rotative parties," who now 
surround the youthful monarch, are 
confident that they can control the 
coming cortes, the republicans assert 
that an investigation of the reign of 
King Carlos will afford them every 
opportunity they are seeking to dem­
onstrate the corruption of the mon­
archy and the necessity for a change 
of regime.

The return of the monarch to strict­
ly constitutional methods, however, 
robs the republicans of any excuse for 
resorting to violence.

LIFE INSURANCE IN CANADA.
That the confidence of the people of 

Canada in Canadian life insurance 
companies is steadily increasing, is 
shown by the returns contained in the 
annual departmental report, recently 
Issued. The figures show remarkable 
growth, and indicate how closely 
bound are the interests of the people 
of the Dominion and these companies. 
An increase of $19,500,000 in prem­
ium income and of over $570,000,000 in 
net insurance during the thirty-two 
years, 1875 to 1906, is a record prov­
ing the healthy condition of the Can­
adian life insurance business.

Judging from the premium income 
the business of the companies as a 
whole, up to 1880, appeared to be on 
the decline. In 1875 the United States 
companies led in business in the Do­
minion, with a premium income of 
$1.551.835; Canadian companies came 
second, with $706,256, and British 
companies third, with $626,296. Five

New York, March 2.— Hypodermic 
injections of a serum similar to that 
used in the treatment of diphtheria 
are being successfully employed in 
scarlet fever cases in tills city. Accord­
ing to physicians In hospitals on the 
east side, where the disease is un­
usually prevalent now, the last report 
of the board of health showing 797 
eases, more than twice as many as on 
December 1, and the great majority of 
them in the populous section which 
includes most of the foreign settle­
ments.

Berne, Switzerland, March 1.—An avalanche descended today near the 

tillage of Nooponstein. The enormous atmospheric pressure which accom­
panied it demolished a hotel at the mouth of the Loch Berg tunnel, killing 13 
persons and injuring 15 others.

The occupants of the hotel, numbering 30, were surprised while seated 
at the table by sinister rumblings. Almost immediately two children rushed 
into the dining-room and screamed; "An avalanche, an avalanche!" There 
was a rush to escape, but the building, which was of a temporary nature, 
collapsed without warning. Both children were killed along with many of 
those they sought to save. Among the others killed was an American 

Iengineer named Mervart, who was installing American machinery to be used 
, for tunneling.

Washington, Feb. 29.—The Empress 
Dowager of China has recently issued 
three edicts which have attracted un­
usual attention and some apprehen­
sion, particularly in missionary circles. 
The first elevates Confucius in the 
national Pantheon to a god of the first 
rank, and commanding that the high­
est form of state worship be rendered 
to his spirit. The edict reads as fol­
lows:

"Confucius, the Most Holy, is One 
with Heaven and Earth, the Mentor 
and Guide of Ten Thousand Genera- 
tions. His worship is therefore raised 
to that of the Highest Degree as a 
Manifestation of his glory.
"Let the proper Board (Board of 
Rites) decide and report as to the 
proper rites and ceremonies to be fol­
lowed.

"Respect this!"
This is the first time in many gen­

erations that a new god has been 
created, even though old materials 
have been used, and it is therefore a 
momentous event in Chinese history.

Confucius has been worshiped by 
the people of China for more than 2,- 
000 years. There is a tablet to his 
memory in the house of every edu­
cated man in the empire, there is a 
temple provided for his worship in al­
most every town. But, until now, 
Confucius has been a god of the sec­
ond class.

Tiie second edict commands the 
viceroy, Chang Shlh-tung, to take 
counsel with Huang Shoa-chi, com­
missioner of education for the prov­
ince of Hupen, to devise a scheme for 
the establishment of a school for the 
especial study of the teachings of 
"The Mentor and Guide of Ten Thous­
and Generations" at the little town of 
Ch’u-fu, the native place of Confucius, 
in the provine of Shangtung. The ob­
ject of the school is “to spread his In­
fluence abroad and thus improve 
future generations," and an appropria­
tion of 100,000 taels—approximately 
$80,000 is made to meet the expense.

Immediately following the above 
edict came another commanding that 
special attention be paid to the study 
of the maxims of the great sage.
