It does its work perfectly, and as often as
necessary. There {s always a tear ready to be
used in this way.

BEAT AT HOME EVERYWHERE.

As a group bats are of world-wide distribution.
except in the inhospitable polar regions. They are
real mammals, and present an extraordinary varia-
tion in size, from tiny little creatures almost as!
small and fragile as butterflies, to the huge fruit
bats, with a spread of wings like that of a wild
goose,

The heads of bats are strangely sculptured,
some being smoothly contoured and shaped like
those of little foxes; others appear like miniature
bulidogs; and still others have curious cartilaginoua |
nose-leaves upright on the muzzle. Some have the!
entire face molded into a hideous mask repulsive to|
look upon. :

Thelr habits are equally varled to meet special
conditions. Some are eaters of fruit alone; others
feed solely upon insects, while others bite other
mammals, including man, for the purpose of drink-
ing the oozing blood, upon which they subsist. All
are nocturnal, but some appear late in the after-
noon, before the sun sets. Most species, however,
wait until the shades of night have covered the
earth,

Throughout the world the majority of the species
of bats feed upon insects, but there are many fruit
eaters. The teeming insects and plant life of the
tropics afford a never-failing food supply, and the
centre of abundance of these animals is found there.
In some localities between twenty and thirty kinds
of bats exist, with such vast numbeis of individuals
that the bat population far outnumbers all other
kinds of mammals combined,

And, alas! it Is not true that bats prefer a diet
of mosquitoes.

KEEPING SCRAP CLEANED UP SAVES MONEY.
[Contract.]

Salvage of all discarded materials, says J. W,
Radford, makes workmen more careful of machin-
ery and economical of repair parts. Mr. Radford,
who is superintending the construction of about
5,000,000 cubic yards of levees by walking draglines
in the Inter-River Drainage District in Missouri,
believes that it is economy for the constractor to
keep scraps of iron, such as broken machinery parts,
cleared up and disposed of, and not allow these to
be .thrown away along ‘the right-of-way of the |
work. It is his opinion that a failure to salvage |
broken parts tends to carelessness on the part of
the workmen with machinery and repailr parts. it
is not uncommon to walk along work where a drag- |
line or dredge has passed and find broken parts |
left to rust. A worn-out bucket discarded on top |
of a spoll tank is not an unusual sight. Mr. Radford
thinks it better to collect this scrap iron and haul
it where it may be sold or otherwise disposed of,
even though doing so apparently costs more than
to throw it away. A teamster can do this work
at odd times, when he would be doing little work
of any sort, and thus it really costs very little. The
profit comes in the spirit which is instilled into the
employees, who go about their work with more care
and appreciation of the value of the machines they
are operating,

Hearing Is Closed.

These statements were made in his
argument, which closed the hearing.
Proceedings are now closed until Com-
missioner Rutherford makes his report
to Parlfament. In his argument, d-
frey declared that gambling in any
form was a public nuisance and men-
ace; that no government could afford
to go into partnership with common
betting-houses; that men who were in-
terested in raising thoroughbred horses

were ellminated, and that young boys
and men were started on the down-
;:;d path a3 gamblers by this form of

Mr. D. L. McCarthy, representative
of the Cenadian Racing Association,
emphasized the value and importance
of racing as a recreation and a sport
and also as a promotion to horse breed-
ing. Racing, he declared, was respons-
fble for bringing thoroughbred horses
into Canada, and these were absolutely
necessary if we were to have good
horses. The Woedbine track had prob-
ably, he said, as clean a history as any
in the world, and dividends, if figured
over the whole time it was in opera-
tion, were amall,

Mr. McCarthy was of the view that
the young men who wanted to bet
would do 80 even though all the temp-
tation to do so was removed from the
tracks. Betting was indulged in at
football games and other competitive
meets, and would probably go on. It
was impossible to alter human nature
by legislation. He earnestly requested
Commissioner Ruthertord to do noth-
ing which would tend to discourage
good clean racing in Canada. 1f cer-
tain tracks were abusing their priv-
flege they should be penalizea, but the
racing game as a whole snould not be
penalized because a few people acted
umproperly.

Last Public Sitting.

The hearing, which lasted until after
7 o'clock tonight, constitutes the last
pubiic sitting of the comnussion, Com-
missioner Rutherford will now proceed
with the preparauon of his report for
submission to parliament. .

When the evidence was all in at
the afternoon sitting of the racing

that counsel proceed with its argu-
ment. It was desirable to get throuzh
as soon as possible. Mr. Godfrey wanted
permission 10 write a written argument,
but Mr. McCarthy cobjected to this, and
it was finally decided to continue with
the. oral argument immediately.

Mr. Godfrey opened his argument by
indicating the injury caused by race-
track gambling. He read quotations
from a number of authorities to show
the evil effects. He sald that probahly
$25,000,000 were gambled on Ontario
tracks in a2 single year. He stated
that the bank manager, Maynard, who
embezzled $53,000 trom his bank, started
gambling on the racetracks. A young
man began in this way, and before he
knew it, was involved in various othar
forms of gambling.

Says Purses Decrease.

There was a tendency when race-
tracks changed hands for them to fali
from the hands of reputable gentlemen
|into those of gamblers, and then the
i purses decreased and the profits in-
{ creased.

During his argument, Mr. Godfrey
said that Grant Hugh Brown, an alleged

less their owners could race. As far as
racing, es a sport was concerned, there
was not, he said, a single complaint
a ainst it. Thousands of persons de-
rived pleasure from it. The evidence
of Col. Perry of the Royval Northwest
Mounted ' Police was very significant,
showing as it did the scarcity of good
horses In the Dominion,

‘“The horse that is back of all success-
ful breeding,” he said, *is the one which
has been successful on the tracks.”

Gate Recelpts Smaii.

Gate receipts taken at the tracks,
sald Mr. McCarthy, would not be suf-
ficent to run them. It would not be
{ worth while to traln horses for the

purses which would be put up if the
Jockey clubs had no source of revenue
but the gate receipts.

The Woodbine track, in the opinion
of Mr, McCarthy, derived its value from
the fact that it was located so ad-
vantageously in the ecity of Toronto. It
was porbably as valuable as a real
eistate proposition as a racing propesi-
tion.

In closing he requested the commis-
sioner to help clean racing in Canada.
If individual tracks had erred they
ghould suffer, but the sport as a whole
should not.

POLICE OFFICIAL
EMPHASIZES NEED

OF THOROUGHBREDS

OTTAWA, Jan. 80.—(By Canadian

Major T. J, Murphy, Prof. Sherwood |
Fox, Dr. Paul S. McKibbon and J. H.|

Middlesex County Council had in De-
cember, 1919, expressed itself as being|
favorable to making a large grant to
the institution as a memorial to the
heroes of the county, Major A. T.|
Little reminded the councillors. The|
old Kingsmill farm, just north of the
city, an expanse of 200 acres, had been|
secured as a site, and university build-|
ings would be erected on it from time]
to time for a great many years tol
come. The buildings were to be con-|
structed of stone, so that they would!
be permanent, and not need rebuilding’
within a decade or so. By arrange-!
ment, the stone would be purchased!
almost as cheaply as pressed brick.
The structures would be built on a hill. |
The lowest one would be constructed |
on a 60-foot contour and the highest
on a 130-foot contour.
