New York, Sept. 22.—Unusually cold 
weather for the season has been re­
corded during the past 24 hours in this 
city.

Coal Famine at Port Arthur.
Tsing Tau, Sept. 22. — Several col­

liers arrived here within the last ten 
days. It is believed the cargoes are 
intended for Port Arthur. The British 
collier Foxton Hall has transferred her 
cargo of Cardiff coal to the German 
steamer Ericka, which the local au­
thorities would not allow to leave un­
til given assurance that no attempt 
would be made to enter Port Arthur. 
The Ericka sails at daylight and Japan 
is given as her destination, but it is 
expected that she will ultimately make 
for Port Arthur, where the Russians 
are offering stupendous inducements 
for the delivery of coal. S. Davidson, 
an American merchant, who had a 
Russian coal contract and was ordered 
to leave Port Arthur on Feb. 15 last, 
is now at Tsing Tau. He tells the As­
sociated Press correspondent that 
when he left there was less than 200,- 
000 tons of coal there. On account of 
the Russian warships having been com­
pelled to keep up full steam day and 
night for nearly eight months, and tho 
enormous Quantities of fuel required 
for the water condensing plant, there 
must be a coal famine there now un­
less more coal has arrived.

The Japanese have since cut off the 
water, when the garrison would have 
to depend entirely upon the condenser. 
If a coal famine prevails the town 
must be getting water from impure 
water wells, which would also have to 
be served to the sick and wounded 
iceless.

all her subjects.

"So in raising my glass to drink to 
the prosperity of Schleswig-Holstein I 
think especially of my well-beloved 
wife, noble daughter of this fine coun­
try which the sea laves with its waters.

"May God guard her, the first of all 
the women of Germany; may he pre­
serve her, the benefactress of all, to be 
loved by all, even to the most remote 
time. ! 8

"Hurrah for her majesty! Hurrah 
for her province!”

Her husband’s loving words, more 
significant at the moment that their 
eldest child had chosen a bride, over­
came her majesty with delighted emo­
tions.

The Emperor has shown another face 
of his many-sided genius. He designed 
to its slightest detail a fountain the 
plan of which he presented to the Sul­
tan of Turkey, who, much pleased, has 
had the fountain constructed in Con­
stantinople.

Melrose. Mass., Sept. 21.—An outward- 
bound electric car, containing 32 persons, 
was blown to pieces at 8 o’clock tonight 
near the corner of Wyoming avenue and 
Main street, this city, by striking a 50- 
pound box of dynamite that had fallen 
off an express wagon. Six persons were 
killed, three more died of their injuries 
within an hour, and nineteen others on 
the car were taken to the two hospitals 
suffering from various wounds. At least 
a score of persons in the immediate 
vicinity were treated for cuts from fly- 
ing glass and splinters.

At 11 o’clock tonight the following dead 
had been identified: Dr. Malcolm E. Mc- 
Lennan Melrose Highlands; E. B. 
Haynes, Melrose; Winfield Rowe, Saugus. 
Mass., motorman; E. A. Stowe, South 
Boston (died at hospital); Frederick 
Marshall (died at hospital).

The unidentified dead were three women 
and a 3-year-old girl. One of the women 
died at the Melrose hospital.

Edwin A. Waterhouse, George H. An­
drews, of Melrose, each had a leg ampu­
tated. Mrs. John Conway, of Melrose, 
and Dr. Perry, of Wakefield, had both 
legs broken. All of these will probably 
die.

So great was the force of the explosion 
that all but ten feet of the rear portion 
was blown into small pieces, while win­
dows within a radius of a quarter of a 
mile were shattered.

It is a fact not generaly known that 
the advent of the frost goes hard on 
the brickmaking business. Many, and 
indeed most brick-yards, depend" on 
natural forces to do the “making" of 
the bricks. After the clay has gone 
through the first processes and has as­
sumed the form of bricks, the latter 
are piled into rectangular stacks, and 
roofed with boards to keep the rain 
off. The bricks are left thus for some 
days, to be dried, whitened and hard­
ened by the sun and summer air.

London has several brick-yards, but 
London is not distinctly a brickmaking 
center to the same extent as is Detroit. 
Out in the suburbs of that city, on 
Michigan avenue, there is a collection 
of brick plants, which, with their em­
ployes, almost form a village in itself. 
Most of the yards—to the number, in 
fact, of fifteen—are closing down, now 
that the cold weather is coming on. 
This will throw at least 400 men out of 
employment.

Of course, there are some brickmak­
ers who have what are called “winter 
yards," and these are kept running in 
the cold just as well as in the hot 
weather. They do not depend on the 
sun to dry out the brick stacks, but the 
latter are connected with hot-air fur­
naces. The bricks are inclosed on all 
sides, and the hot air is kept filtering 
among them. Of course, this is vastly 
more expensive than the use of natural 
heat, and in London the majority of 
the brickmakers do not use the arti­
ficial plant at all. They are now, there­
fore, closing down, and winding up 
their business for the season. As soon 
as Old Sol returns towards the tropic 
of Cancer, and heats the.air to the de­
gree that is needed for "brickmaking," 
these plants will open up again.

Mr. Ritson, on rising, said that he 
felt that the cause he was about to 
advocate was the grandest upon earth. 
There were a great many misconcep­
tions in regard to the Bible Society 
and its work, and many people held 
aloof from it for various reasons. The 
speaker announced it as his intention 
to try to give a birdseye view of the 
society and its work during the even- 
ing. First he would say that all the 
members of the society believed the 
Bible to be God’s book, and the most 
important book upon the earth. “Every 
other book has its day and then passes 
away," said the speaker, “but the 
Bible remains. A novel of record boom 
has a circulation of 500,000 copies, but 
the society prints the same number in 
less than a month. Those who have 
in the past opposed the Bible have 
passed away, but the Book remains.

Mr. Ritson said that it was the policy 
of the society to remain strictly non- 
denominational, and no notes of any 
kind were ever printed in addition to 
the text of the Bibles which they pub- 
lished. In regard to the work of the 
society he said that the first consider- 
ation was that of translation. It had 
cost them, for instance, $50,000 before 
the first copy had been sold in China, 
after being written in the Chinese lan- 

1guage. The speaker gave a number of 
humorous incidents, showing the diffi­
culties of translation, and, indeed, the 
whole discourse was enlivened by 
touches of humor, as well as lofty elo­
quence.

The system of physical drill used at 
the London Collegiate Institute is a 
smooth-running and well-nigh perfect 
one. Since its establishment it has been 
brought up so well that it is now re­
garded as a department upon which 
quite as much depends as are the 
courses where books and not parallel- 
bars are the chief features. All Cana­
dian collegiates have them and the 
benefits obta led to brain as well as 
body have been recognized by both in­
spectors and teachers. Some seem to 
have the idea that the gymnasium is 
an institution in which each form has 
a half hour or so of play. This im- 
pression is entirely erroneous, as the 
system by which the physical depart­
ment is run, is, if anything, one in 
which discipline is the feature more 
than in any of the regular forms. Every 
minute of the time put in is well em­
ployed and the pupils say that the per­
iod spent in the gymnasium or the 
drill-hall comes in the form of a re­
freshing change to them.

The gymnasium and drill-hall at the 
high school are situated in the base­
ment, the space of which they take up 
entirely, so that some idea of their 
adequateness can be formed. The 
drill-hall is at the front, while the gym­
nasium occupies a space of about 50x40 
feet at the rear. The drill-hall, which 
is generally used by the classes first 
taking exercise, is directly under the 
main assembly-hall. It was built with 
a view of accommodating as large a 
number of pupils as will ever attend 
the school.

London. Sept. 22. — The Liverpool 
Daily Post says, popular as emigra­
tion to Canada has become, the num­
ber who went direct in August falls 
short 225 of August, 1903. To the 
States there has been a large in­
crease in August.

A decided treat was the illustrated 
lecture by Mr. F. G. Todd, of Montreal, 
in the evening. “Parks and Practical 
Civic Art” was a subject upon which 
Mr. Todd, as a professional landscape 
architect, was well qualified to speak, 
and which is of universal interest. In 
dealing with the subject in hand, Mr. 
Todd divided his suggestions into those 
applicable to large cities and those to 
smaller places. There was, he said, too 
much stiffness and form in laying out 
most public parks. It was much bet­
ter to follow nature as closely as pos­
sible. Natural features were some­
times distorted by meddlesome man 
till the result was a disgrace, and an 
offense to the eye for beauty. Mr. 
Todd went on to recommend heartily 
the formation of playgrounds for chil­
dren, and wading pools. They were a 
great factor in educating the growing 
generation and lessening juvenile 
crime.

Municipal Insurance.

Mayor Ellis, of Ottawa, was the prin­
cipal speaker at the afternoon session, 
his address being upon "Municipal In­
surance." He opened by referring to the 
following resolution recently passed by 
the Ontario Union of Municipalities:

"That this convention approves of a 
scheme to organize a Dominion Munici­
pal Insurance Corporation, such cor­
poration, as nearly as may be, to be 
incorporated and conducted in the same 
way as a joint stock insurance com­
pany, with the municipalities which 
become members as the stockholders. 
That as it is deemed advisable to for- 
ward this recommendation to the Union 
of Canadian Municipalities, in order 
that the corporation may become a 
Canadian one from the beginning, it 
does not deem it necessary to consider 
at this time the details of the scheme 
and recommends that the principle of 
it be indorsed and commended to the 
favorable consideration ef the Union of 
Canadian Municipalities for the pur­
poses of elaborating the details and 
placing the scheme in a workable 
form."

Mayor Ellis thought there could be 
no doubt about the benefits accruing 
from municipal insurance. The ques­
tion was whether it was a feasible 
thing. He was aware that as the re­
sult of large fires in Hull, Montreal 
and Toronto, the rates throughout 
many municipalities had been raised, 
and the underwriters claimed as exten­
uation for this action the great losses 
they sustained. The feeling, however, 
among those who had to pay the rates 
was that these were too high. It was 
not right for the insurance companies 
to make municipalities pay for com­
pany losses in other municipalities, and 
Information Should be secured that 
would give the municipalities a chance 
to know whether they were being 
charged exorbitant rates or not. Mayor 
Ellis said he had no intention of calling 
the underwriters bloodsuckers and oc­
topuses. They were shrewd business­
men, who knew a thing or two, there 
was no doubt of that. The total amount 
collected in premiums per year must 
be fifteen or sixteen millions of dol­
lars, Mayor Ellis declared. Municipal 
insurance was a big matter, but had 
never been taken up in a general way. 
If anything was done in regard to mu­
nicipal insurance it ought to be no re­
stricted corporation, but a Dominion 
corporation. The wider the field for 
premiums, the less the risks. This 
scheme should not come into being at 
all unless a fair number of municipal­
ities were interested in it. If this were 
the case, then there was little danger 
of landing on financial rocks.

A feature of the underwriters' in- 
spections that is not popular is the 
constant complaints of the inspectors 
that: “Your fire service is not com­
plete. You ought to get better equip- 
ment, more men, etc.," and up go the
