A BLACK HEROINE.

Her Honesty Weon her a Life Position In
the U. 8. Service.

Cid Sophia Holmes, the most inter-
eating colored wdinan of her day has
left a little story woven around her
memory which will long: live, says the
Atlanta Comstitution, and a record of
which bher race may well be proud.
She died in Washington, Oot. 11,
where she had won her mark of dis-
tinction, as the first colored woman
to be given a_life positiop under the
United States governemnt, which was
awarded by a special act of congress
during Lincoin's administration.
She was at that tume empiloyed as
char woman in _.the division of issues
department, a position to which she
was appointed by President Lincoln.
One evening in 1863, in sweeping up af-
ter clysing hours she found a chest of
bank notes, which bad been carelessly
joveriooked by the employes, and. left
out of the vault. Not knowing “what
to do and fearing to call the watch-
man, of whose honesty she was not
sure, she continued to sweep back and
forth until it was dark, then she drag-
ged the chest as noiselessly as possible
to a place beneath a table and lay
upon thie top as sentinel.
It was past midnight, when Gen.
Spinner, then treasurer, made his
night!y round. He bhad long made it a
habit to sleep in the building' and to
make a persoanl survey of the departs
ment at midnight. ’
The negress listened and realizing
whom it was, called out; to him, and
made her discovery kmown. ' Noted
for his profanity, Gen. Spinner is said
to bave made good use of his powers
upon this occasion and his
wrath in fiery volume. The frightened
woman at his commwand followed frem-
bling toa room ebove, where, at that
unusual hour a committee meet
was called. She was absolved from al
blame, and allowed to returmy to her
home, which she did rejoiting.
Congress . acted upon ber deed of
bravery and valor and subsequently
appointed her to a life position in the
division of issues d«grhnuu' to carry
packages of momey m one employee
to another,at the highest salary paid
to the laborers in the govérnment em-
ply ,which is $60 a month.

Casting Metals,

As 1s well known, some metals are
snsuitable for casting, while otkers,
Ii¥e iron, can readily be east in any de-
sired shape. The property of casting
well Is said to depend upon whether
the metal contracts or expands on so-
lidifying from the liquid form. Iron,
like water, expands in solidifying, and
hence the solid metal may be seen
floating in the liquid iron about it. The
expansion causes it to fill the die Into
which it Is poured, and so it can be
eust easily. Gold and silver contract
fn cooling and therefore are not suita-
ble for casting.
