On the lst of July, 1867, the Provinces of Ontario,
Qýebec, Nova Seotia, and New Brunswick were, under
Rýôya1 Proclamation, dated May 22, 1867, confederated
iiiider'the title of the Dominion of Canada.

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THE LEGISLATURE OP PRINCE EDWARD
ISLAND.

In this province there were two Legblatïve
Chambers until January, 1894, when they were
merged into one--the object of the change being to
lessen the coet of leglalatlon. The arrangement
being peculiar is thus explained in the Statiotical

Yeajr Book of 1895:-
Under the old lawg there were two, Houm : one

called thie Legielative Co=cil,, and the other the
lIouse of Amembly. The Leglolative - Council con-
sisted of thhteen members elected from, certain large
constituencie& The House of Amembly consisted of
thirty members elected from smaUer constituenciee.
The ve CounclUcre w«e elocted by voters,,
who awned, tr«hold or ÀMW& . property to the
value of $M The members of the Houae of Assem-

bly were elected practicelly by manhood suffrage,
that la to, say, there were a number of qualifications
for the electors, such as property, occupation of landq
and performance of statute labor, and, taken alto-

gether,, they practically amounted to Manhood ouf-
frage.

The. purpose of the change made by the etatute
j;assed * In-1893 was to amalgaznate the two Hotum,
and there la now one Home called the Legiolative
Assembly consisting of thirty members. These
thirty members were returned for fifteen constituen-

cies, each conadtuency returning two, members. One
of these members., who Io called a Couneillor, Is re-
turned by the votes of men who own property. free-
hold or leasehold, to, the value of $824, which W the
same qualification as that for a raember of the old

Le-gïslative Council. The other member, called an
Afflemblyman, is elected by the Mneral rote, the

-ame men being able to, vote for him as under the
old law could vote for a member of the Rouge of

Assembly. After they are elected, both Couneillor,
and Afflemblyman stand In the same poottion. They
