W HEREAS by the Parliaientary Representation Act of Preamble.

10 afected thercby shall be read as one Act ; And whereas
it is also desirable to promote the developement of Mechanical
talent among the people of this Province, by disseminating
instruction in mechanics and the kindred sciences, and by
aflording incrcased facilities for the study of Models and

15 Apparatus ; And ,whereas for the attainment of this object,
by these means it is expedient to provide for the establishment
of Central Boards of Administration in Upper and Lower
Canada respectively, connected and co-operating- with the
Mechanies' Institutes of the several Cities, Towns and Villages

10 in ihe pursuit thercof; And whereas it is also desirable
to extend encouragement to Arts and Manufactures, and stimu-
laie the ingenuity of Mechanics and Artizans by neans of
prizes and distinctions, distributed and awarded on the saine
principle as lias been already so successfully applied to the
eneourgement of Agriculture in this Province : Therefore,
ller Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the
Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada, enacts as follows:
