"VHEREAS the inhabitants of the Village of Bradford, in the County of Preamble.
Y Simcoe, have, by their petition, prayed to be incorporated ; And '
whereas, by a census of a population taken by the Collector of taxes for~
the Township of West Gwillimbury, on the the 31st day of December last
5 past, acting under the authority of the School Trustees of School Section
No. 7 in the said Township, it appears that the population of the said
Village is over Nine Hundred and Fifty, and was then, and is now, rapidly
increasing, and that by the end of the present year it will probably far
