A similar process was adopted in regard to
the mapuscripts of the New Testament,
several of the most ancient and venerable
manuseripts being described, including the
Alexandrian (known as A.) which is in
the British Museum; the Vatican (B.)
which is in the Vatican Library in Rome;

that found by Beza at Clermont, in France,
and called the Codex Claromontanus (D.);
and above all the Sinaitic Manuscript, dis-
covered by Tischendorf, already referred
to (called Codex Aleph.)

script of Tischendorf, a discovery which

Being a manuseript of the fourth cef-
tury, and the only one of the ancient and
great manuscripts having the booke of the
Véw Testament complete, its value may be
imagined.

FRAUDULENT QuUoTATION.—The dis-
creditable devices to which the Ritualists
are driven in their desperate attempts to

His sovereignty is
that of a priest, -but if God so ordained,
who, without sin, can overthrow it? This
act, therefore, is both treason and rebellion,
which both natural®and revealed morality
condemn as capital crimes. The rebellion
act, however, has a deeper character of
guilt in two ways—of sin and of sacrilege.
[t is sacreligious, first, because violence is
offered to a sacred person—the 1idst sacred
person on earth ; the head of the Christian
Church of Jesus Christ. It is sacreligious
also, because it is the breaking up of the
Christian order of the world, and the
destruction of the Providential dispensa-
tion by which the Christian world has been
formed and sustained.
