“We are hoping that among the 
Italian ladies ot the Central Com 
mittee for the restoration ot the holy 
linens end of all the ecclesiastic 
vestments there will be a noble race 
to do good and to do a great deal, 
and at the same time that all the 
cl> rgy, bishops and lay population 
will assist in the early accomplish­
ment of tbe good work.

“We bestow our benediction heart­
ily on all who for the good cause 
have given and will give their 
names.

CATHOLIC NOTES
IRELAND SEEN THROUGH IRISH 

EYES
Ottawg, January 7.—The New Year 

ushered in the first improvement in 
the Catholic School question in 
Ottawa which has occurred in several 
years. As the first step towards the 
goal of two Separate School Boards 
(one English, and one English- 
French,) two Committees of Trustees 
have been formed by the Separate 
School Board, one English, to which 
is entrusted the management of the 
Englltli schools, and one French, to 
which is entrusted the management 
of tbe English-French Schools. The 
English Committee of Trustees rein­
stated the English teachers and tbe 
schools reopened with a full and 
competent staff of teachers amid the 
good will cf all.

There pessed away last week one of 
the links between the great ware of 
the past and that through which we 
have just come. The British army 
mourns Sir Evelyn Weod, the Catho­
lic soldier, whose last words were 
appropriate to bis life : “My God, 
my king, my country." At the age of 
seventeen, the late field marshal, who 
was eighty-three when he died, bad 
won the Legion of Honor and three 
medals in bis first war. It is said he 
won tbe Victoria Cross five times 
over during tbe Indian mutiny ; and 
he went through the Crimea and all 
the wars of his day with ever increas­
ing honors, until at seventy-seven he 
offered hie services to the govern­
ment in tbe Great War of 1914.

London, December 5.—In Belgium 
tbe formation of a cabinet ot five 
Catholics, four Socialists and three 
Radicals has been a very difficult 
affair, but it is accomplished. How­
ever, there is a serious danger sign for 
Catholics, and that is that the most 
important Ministry, as far as they 
are concerned, that of education, is 
in the hands ot a Socialist. For 
some time the danger of a Socialist 
majority in Belgium has been for- 
Eeen, and the Jeuits have been com­
bating Socialistic Influences amongst 
the people by the formation of social 
works inspired by Christian ideals, ot 
which a brilliant son of St. Ignatius, 
Pere Meeus, who has just been decor­
ated by thd King, has been the 
pioneer.

Verdun, France.—The National 
Catholic War council of America is 
doing great work in War-torn Verdun 
at its house La Maison Sainte Del­
phine. It was a difficult task to And 
a house capable of being repaired, 
and it was bard to get workingmen, 
as even Verdun has labor troubles. 
Furnishings hud to be sent from 
Paris by motor truck, due to freight 
congestion. The most appreciated 
work done for the women is supply­
ing sewing machines. Cloth is 
furnished too when needed. Social 
service work for girls, including edu­
cation, entertainment, etc., and play 
facilities and a hot noon lunch for 
children are features ot the work.

Argentina.—The following remark­
able statistics show what a wonder­
ful civilizing work is accomplished 
by the Salesian Fathers in Argentina. 
Last year, the Salesian Fathers had 
in their charge 53 educational estab­
lishments, primary, secondary, nor­
mal, agricultural and arts and profes­
sions ; 5 653 pupils were halt boarders, 
rest day pupils ; the artisans were 
1,168, free 1,124, and half tnitiop 
283. The holiday oratories were 
attended by 8,545 children, all boys. 
Tbe Sisters of Mary Ausihiatria 
direct 30 colleges, with courses from 
elementary to normal ; 1,063 pupils, 
besides many half boarders, in all 
6,340, of which number 2,284 enjoyed 
free tuition. The holiday oratories 
had also an average attendance ot 
7,230 girls. How much have the 
Socialists and the so called liberals 
done for the people ?

Reims—The Carmelites who dur­
ing tbe War were refugees in Dijon, 
have now returned to Reims, hoping 
to continue their religious life in the 
city. F'or the present they will have 
to be sheltered in what remains ot 
one of their schools. Their convent 
where they lived before the War is 
now merely a heap of rubbish, where 
only a rat could And any sort of 
shelter.

Sao Paolo, Brazil.—The French 
consul has presented the insignia ot 
a chevalier of the Legion of Honor to 
Sister Theodore, on the occasion ot 
her eighty-fourth birthday. The 
Sister is a member ot the congrega­
tion of St. Joseph of France. At the 
ceremony, when _M. Lucefardi pre­
sented the insignia to Sister Theo­
dore, the civil authorities of Sao 
Paolo were present, to show their 
esteem for the Sister.

Paris.—The King ot the Belgians 
has been conferred on Cardinal 
Amette, Archbishop of Paris, she 
Cross of Grand Officer ot the Order 
of Leopold, the highest Belgian decor­
ation. M. Pams, the minister of the 
interior, has sent to the Cardinal the 
brevet of the decoration, and also the 
insignia.

The destroyer “Reid" reeently 
launched, was named in -oner of Cap­
tain Samuel Chester Reid, whe lived 
from 1783 to 1861. Captain Reid fought 
a remarkable naval fight with the 
Britieh squadron at Fayal (Azores) in 
1814. Hie two daughters, Mrs. Isabel 
De Cesnola and Mrs. Louies Gouver­
neur Savage became converts to the 
true Faith.

London, Saturday, Jan. 17, 1920 TO HELP REBUILD 611 RUINED 
CHURCHES

With the aim of collecting 81,000,- 
COO toward a desired 810,000,000 fund 
with which to restore the 611 
destroyed or devastated cathedrals 
and churches of Italy, Mgr. Cav. Uff 
Oreete Pantelini has come to the 
United States, opened an office in 
Aeolian Hall, No. 88 West Forty- 
second street, and is making an 
appeal “to the traditional generosity 
of America."

Mgr. Panlalini has the blessing of 
Pope Benedict XV. upon his mission 
and none other then a sister of ihe 
Pontiff is president of the Women's 
Branch of tbe Society to Help 
Devastated Churches in Italy. She is 
Countess Giulia Persioo Della Cbieea. 
The Dalians themselves expect to 
give the other 810,000 000. and the 
drive is well under way in Italy.

The Monsignor had an audience 
with Benedict XV. tbe last thing 
before leaving for these shores, when 
the Pope imparted his benediction 
and expressed hie heartfelt hope for 
tbe success of tbe appeal In America. 
Mgr. Pantelini has a letter giving bis 
official seal of approval and com­
mendation from Arcbbiehop Giovanni 
Bonzano, of Washington, D. C. And 
there is an official letter of introduc 
tion on its way here from Cardinal 
Peter La Fontaine, Patriarch, of 
Venice, who is president of the 
Society to Help Devastated Churches 
in Italy. As soon as this arrives the 
Monslgnor will have an ancience 
with Archbishop Patrick J. Hayes, in 
whose diocese the headquarters of 
the Ami rican branch will remain.

The headquarters of tbe society 
are in Venice as it is in this vicinity 
tiat most of the War-torn cathedrals 
and churches are located. Monsignor 
Pantallni was sent to America under 
the joint auspices of the Holy See, 
the Italian Government and the 
Society. Tbe lay chairman of the 
organization is Count Senator Filippo 
Grimani, Mayor of Venice.

OFFICE IN AEOLIAN HALL

One of the first acts of Monsignor 
Pantalini was to have the American 
branch of the society incorporated. 
His office in Aeolian Hall is No. 738, 
as in an effort to reduce tbe over 
head expenses of the American drive, 
the distinguished miseionrr is enjoy­
ing tbe hospitality of Gino Ales 
sandri, a musician. Mr. Alessandri 
is also eciirg os interpreter for the 
Monsignor. The priest was accom­
panied to this country by ltinado 
Deville, a lawyer of Turin, Italy. 
The home of Nonsignor is In Milan. 
They are slopping at tbe rectory of 
the Church of Our Lady of Loretto, 
No. 308 Elizabeth street, of which 
the Rev. ‘Giuseppe Sillpigci is 
pastor.

Monslgnor Pantalini was born 
fifty two years ago in Milan. He has 
long been a warm personal friend of 
Pope Benedict, and is professor of 
Sacred Art in the Seminary of 
Milan. The professor was educated 
in the Church schools of Milan. He 
was ordained to the priesthood by 
Cardinal Andrew Ferrari, Archbishop 
ot Milan, end served as canon at 
at. Stephen's in Milan.

Of the six hundred and eleven 
churches which are war torn four 
hundred were destroyed. Most of 
those completely wiped out were in 
the small villages of Italy, where the 
people were poor.

There is a moving picture film two 
thousand feet long long now in the 
Custom House which Mgr. Pantalini 
will use in lectures on the devastated 
churches. Part of this Aim shows 
the bombardment near Milan. The 
Monsignor has small architect's 
drawings of churches which he hopes 
to get funds to erect. One plan is 
for a church to cost 825,000, and the 
other is for a modest place of 
worship to cost $10,000. Already be 
has an offer for enough to build one 
of the smaller structures. At the 
most the churches will be but plain 
compared with the artistic gems 
which have fallen prey to the 
Austrian guns.

THE PROGRESS OF BELFAST

In this column, last week, talking 
of the wonderful superiority of Bel­
fast over Dublin and tbe claim that 
Belfast's marked progress was the 
result ot the Orangeman's industry, 
one most important item was over­
looked — an item which must be 
given to your readers in a low 
whisper. Tell it not in Gath—but 
Belfast's great industry, ship build­
ing, and corsequently Belfast city 
Itself was built up, net by a Belfast- 
man, or yet a North ot Ireland man- 
bit by a Hun !

A German engineer named Wolff, a 
native of Hamburg, came to Belfast 
when it was a struggling, poor city, 
with a little ship building yard, 
which, employing 150. men, was 
tottering to decay. There was an 
Englishman named Harlan in charge 
of the yard. Wolff, seeing the 
natural advantages of the Lagan, the 
cheapness and plenttfulness of labor, 
bought up the little yard—and 
astute businessmen chuckled for that 
Belfast had put one over upon an 
ignorant foreigner. Wolff went into 
partnership with Harlan. Harlan 
was made the traveller for the Arm. 
Wolff the organizer, engineer, and 
builder-up. The result of Wolff's 
brainine-s was that he brought up 
the yard, which had employed 150 
men, till he hid it employing twenty 
thousand. This Hun made the ship­
yards and the shipyards made 
Belfast.

Before the War nothing in Belfast 
was too good for the Hun—Belfast's 
corporation presented him with a 
testimonial assuring him that "Belfast 
o«ed everything to him." They gave 
him the freedom of tbe city, and he 
was made Member of Parliament for 
the city, Anyone who breathed the 
word “Hun" in Belfast in those days 
ran the risk of having a sandy row 
paving stone introduced into hie 
cranium. When, now. the flamboy­
ant Orange imagination gets pranc­
ing about the progress ot Belfast, as 
compared with Dublin, it is conveni­
ently assumed that the world is 
ignorant of the fact that said “Pro­
gress” was “made in Germany.”

ARREST OF ALDERMAN KELLY

Among the arrests and deportations 
recently made in Dublin, one which 
caused more stir than any other in 
recent months, was that of Alderman 
Tom Kelly— Honest" Tom Kelly. 
The Government are realizing that 
they nut both feet in it in his case. 
Tom Kelly has been in Sinn Fein from 
the beginning. He has all his lifa 
been a sturdy, un ompromlsing Irish 
Nationalist, working for Ireland's 
freedom. But he was so singularly 
honestand sterling, and unembittered 
against those whom he fought most 
hotly, thi-t he forced and held—and 
ho de—admiration and esteem of 
Unionists as well as Nationalists of 
all brands. He was universally 
known to be a man of peace, who had 
a moderating influence within his 
party. It is known, moreover, that 
Tom Kelly has been for years in 
delicate health, so that the outcry 
raised by all parties over his arrest 
without charge, and his deoortation 
to no one knows where (not even his 
own family being apprised where ne 
is or whether alive or dead, sick or 
well) has given the Castle Govern­
ment some thought-food to chew 
upon.
“UNJUST FORCE PROVOKES OUTRAGES"

There is at ’easl ore brusk Eng­
lishman sitting in the House o! Com­
mons, Cap aln Wedgewood Benn, 
whom the English Government would 
prefer to tee sitting by his own Are 
side. In a recent debate upon Ire­
land Captain Benn told the House of 
Commons “The condition of affairs 
in Ireland is so infamous that it is 
absolutely essential that some light 
should be let in upon it.” He said 
that the suppression of fairs and 
markets in an agricultural country 
like Ireland, thus actually preventing 
people from bringing food into town, 
was a hideous scandal. “ The crime 
in Ireland,” says Captain Benn, “is 
not confined to one side. It is the 
unjust force which the Government 
was using in Ireland that provokes 
outrages. Step by step, with Govern­
ment suppression there have been 
fresh outbreaks of disorder, thus 
proving that it is the Government's 
perverse policy which provokes the 
disorder."

ALL FEEL EFFECTS OF OPPRESSION

The suppression ot fairs and 
markets in certain parts of Ireland 
was done as a reprisal upon the 
people. The tireatsned enforce­
ment of the Curfew Law, the forbid­
ding the use ot automobiles to any 
except those who come hat in hand 
to the Government effloials and 
obtain permits therefore —and the 
prohibiting of fairs—all three ordi­
nances, passed for purpose of pun­
ishing the overwhelming portion ef 
the nation which is “rebel" are, to 
the chagrin of the Government, more 
severely punishing tbe good loyal 
British blooded portion of the popula­
tion, and even the Government's own 
servants. They ere treated as a joke

CANADIAN EDITORS AND 
POLITICAL FREEDOM 

By The Observer 

England refuses to give Ireland a 
legislature : The Canadian journal­
ists applaud. England decides to 
give Ireland a legislature ; and a 
county majority in six counties 
organizes a rebellion : The Canadian 
journalists applaud.

England decides to give Ireland a 
legislature with exemption ot coun­
ties by option. The Canadian editors 
applaud. England decides to hang 
up the whole question indefinitely. 
The Canadian journalists applaud. 
England decides to have an Irish 
Convention. The Canadian journal­
ists applaud. England decides to 
ignore tbe report of that Convention. 
The Canadian journalists applaud.

England decides to establish in Ire­
land, not one legislature but three. 
The Canadian journalists applaud.

One wonders sometimes whether 
it is possible for the editors of Cana­
dian p ipers to do anything else but 
clap their hands at each new an­
nouncement from London. We sup­
pose they are firmly convinced that 
the Irish people are possessed by the 
devil. They know at all events, that 
the Pope is popular there ; and that's 
quite near enough to Satanic pos­
session for the journalists of Canada.

It Mr. Lloyd George had proposed 
ten legislatures instead of three, the 
hand-clapping from Canada would 
have been no leas. Neither would it 
have been any greater. The press ot 
Canada has a fixed minimum-maxi­
mum of approval for Anglo-Irish 
legislation. It is always good ; it is 
always as good as it could be. The 
only time in Canada s history when 
the Canadian press seriously ques­
tioned the infallibility of a Britieh 
Government was in 1914, when they 
eaw an Orange-Protestant rebellion 
«tatted against the Asquith Govern­
ment ; and then, of course, they 
backed Carson.

That is the only point of possible 
divergence between the Canadian 
editor and the English politician 
let an English politician bo suspected 
of an inclination to give self-govern­
ment to Ireland on terms which 
would make a majority vote rule 
that country as it rules Canada ; and 
the press of Canada is enlisted in 
support of armed rebellion.

If the majority ot the people of 
Canada were Catholics ; and if the 
British North America Act were now 
before the British Parliament, the 
press of Canada would unquestion­
ably oppose it ; demand that we be 
still ruled from Downing Street ; and 
support armed rebellion to reject 
self-government.

Canadian editors write a great deal 
of political freedom ; and most of 
what they write is hypocrisy. They 
do not believe in majority rule ; they 
believe in Protestant rule. They 
-draw a distinction : A Protestant 
minority must not, under any circum­
stances, be made to obey a Catholic 
majority. Quebec may look like an 
exception ; but Quebec is ruled by a 
Protestant majority at Ottawa ; had 
that not been in view, her majority 
autonomy would have been kept 
merged in that of Ontario ; and the 
old Province of Canada would never 
Have been dissolved.

So we see that there is a great gap 
in the theory of political freedom, as 
understood by Canadian editors- 
And, to make their case worse, 
Canadian editors have never got over 
the awe ef English statesmanship 
which they got in their schooldays. 
No government is infallible in Can­
ada ; far from it. No government is 
infallible anywhere, save only in 
England ; but so long as an English 
government does not favor Popery, 
the journalists ot Canada wilUbump 
their foreheads on the doorsteps of 
Downing Street as abjectly as their 
great-grandfathers did before ever 
Canada tasted political freedom.

POPE BENEDICT

APPROVES EXTENSION OF 
BOY SCOUTS

the extension of the Boy Scouts of 
America, has just been received.

It is addressed by Cardinal Gaeparri, 
Papal Secretary ot State, to Mr. 

Slattery ot the National 
Catholic War Council. This organi­
zation is supporting in the field a 
dozen secretaries who are to visit 
every parish and urge tbe benefit ot 
the diversified program of Scouting.

Au effort is being made to induce 
the formation of at least one troop of 
the Boy Scouts of America in every 
church.

The letter, which has been trans­
mitted to the National Headquarters 
ot the Scouts in New York City, is as 
follows :

EQUAL JUSTICE URGES CONTRIBUTIONS FOR SUFFERING 
CHILDREN OF FORMER FOBS

Brussels, Dec 28. — The Pope’s 
appeal for collections on behalf of 
the suffering children of Central 
Europe has produced heart search­
ings among Belgian Catholics who 
felt disinclined to contribute to the 
maintenance of Germans while so 
many of their own and French chil­
dren are aflVoted grievously as the 
result of underfeeding dun to the 
War.

Cardinal Mercier announced that 
the collection would be held in 
behalf of “ those victims of the War 
who were especially worthy ot com­
passion, the children of nations most 
tried by the terrible scourge.”

out distinction ot races or national 
itiee.

There is airing in the Irish press 
just now another instance of that 
spirit of justice to Ireland, which, 
we are told, England is striving to 
practise.

price in England may be keot down 
to two shillings end six pence per 
pound, the Government's fixed limit 
—while on the other hand, in order 
to discourage tbe Irish from indulg­
ing in the unseemly luxury they 
have fixed the price in Ireland 25% 
higher, without any subsidy, so the 
poorly paid Irish laboring man must 
not only go without butter himself, 
but through the money which he 
pays in taxes, he must help bring 
butter within reach of his suffering 
brother, the well paid English labor­
ing man.

NOTER AND COMMENT8 “With blank astonishment and sin­

cere mystification, most people awoke 
to find that the Senate of the United 
States had rejected the combined 
Peaee Treaty and League ol Nations 
with or without reservations. Yet 
to those behind the scenes or in 
touch with the political currents in 
America, there has never been the 
slightest hope that the Treaty would 
pass. Now that the fat is in the fire, 
it is wise and prudent to consider this 
strange happening. For a solid year 
intelligent warning has been given 
to the framers ot the Treaty that 
from the moment ot the Armistice 
American opinion was drifting from 
the Allies. Secondly, that it would 
only be possible to bring about the 
acceptance ot what could be brought 
within the American objects so 
definitely stated as such during the 
War. Lastly, whit does not seem te 
have dawned on a soul at Versailles 
la that Wilson could no more make a 
binding Treaty for America than the 
Kaiser.

“It is almost inconceivable that this 
fact, this keystone to the American 
Constitution, wae unknown to the Brin­
ish Foreign Office and to the phalanx 
ot experts who calmly settled the 
world's future in the consideration 
tbit Wilson could band them a blank 
check on America's future. As in 
the Garden of Eden there 
tree forbidden to Adam, so to the 
original Adamses who ruled America 
it was forbidden to taste one fruit 
only, and that fruit was a foreign 
treaty. The hard and iron cast rule 
wae made that two-thirds of the 
Senate must first approve.

The MemoirA WORLD WIDE TEACHING 
ORDER

The prevailing spirit of unrest and 
discontent with existing conditions 
extends to the school systems which 
» few y eare ago were the theme of 
universal praise. Widespread le the 
Interest in matters educational, 
which is all to the good ; widespread 
alio, ie the expression of dissatisfac­
tion with existing conditicns, which 
is good too, for wisely guided it 
opens the way to better things. But 
while radical changes are sometimes 
advocated the remedy most often 
proposed is more education of the 
same kind that has proved unsatis­
factory.

Until recent years the growth of 
this great teaching Order in Bngliah- 
epeaking Canada was hampered by 
conditions now happily removed.

The Mother House ot the Brothers 
of the Christian Schools (Christian 
Brothers) has just issued the official 
statistics of the Order for 1919, and 
it is interesting to note the world- 
wide expansion of this great Order 
of teachers. During the two hun­
dred years that have just elapsed 
since the death ot the holy Founder, 
St, John Baptist De La Salle, the 
Institute has grown and developsd 
like the mustard seed ol the Gospel 
until its branches cover the whole 
world in a mighty effort to shield 
Christ's little ones from the blasting 
storms ol irréligion and materialism 
through the powerful influence ot 
Christian education.

At the present time the Christian 
Brothers have 784 houses throughout 
the world. Ot these, 425 are in 
Europe, 54 in Asia, 43 in Afrlce, 
255 in North and South America, 
and 7 in Oceania. For purposes ot 
administration the houses 
grouped into 55 Provinces, each 
governed by a Provincial Superior. 
The Superior General and his 
Council ot Assistants reside at the

The 
combination, as the editor of the 
Universe remarks, is a rather happy 
one, since the Jesuits have in toe 
past involuntarily lent a great deal 
of property to various atheistic gov 
ernmeuts in Europe, Mexico and 
elsewhere.—America.

NEED A PURGATORYciently to make ratification of the 
Treaty a question of political death 
to two-thirds of the Senate. It it 
true that the noisy and llamboyant 
side of Irish politics carries on apart 
in America, and that Ireland is not 
made the acid test in the Senatorial 
debates. It is true that Republican 
victories are being won, aud that 
Tammany Hall has been defeated 
heavily. As a prominent Irish Amer 
lean said, he would make bis fight 
not as an Irishman, but as a Repub­
lican, and that the best way to strike 
a blow for Irish Independence was to 
say nothing about it, but to fight tor 
the independence ot America against 
the Treaty. The Irish have chosen 
good vantage ground, and it is as 
difficult to dislodge them as to criti­
cize the ordinary Sinn Fein meeting 
in America, where the Irish Tricolor 
is cheered by the returned American 
soldiers. If people In diplomacy 
■till insist that Ireland is not the 
keystone of the Senatorial attitude, 
they are blinded by a little dust.
Ireland is the issue. But the fra 
mere of the Treaty played into tbe 
hands of the Irish-Americans by 
giving over Shantung to Japan, and 
thereby strengthening a racial toe on 
the Pacific front, and by binding 
America down to join not so much 
in a League ot Nations ai in a fore 
destined conflict with Germany.
The American people think, rightly 
or wrongly, that the Saar Valley 
entails war with Germany eventual­
ly, and America is bitterly opposed 
to sending her armies again to 
Europe at the voting of a foreign 
combine. This is putting it as the 
American sees it. if American arm 
ies are to be sent again to save 
France, they are determined to send 
them voluntarily, and as future Con­
gress think fit, not at the mort main 
of Wilson.

“ British and Allied intelligence 
must be sadly at fault it they 
believed America would accept such 
a Treaty, which is frankly regarded 
as a generator of future wars rather 
than a preserver of the peace. It is 
well that this should be realized, if 
a second attempt is to be made to 
bring Americ i into the circle of the 
League of Nations. America is 
perfectly fair. They have given the 
Prince of Wales and the King ot the 
Belgians as good a reception as 
Europe gave Wilson, and they have 
treated the Treaty in much the same 
way that Europe compelled Wilson 
to swallow his famous fourteen 
points.

“ It should be realized that 
90% of Irish-Americans are behind 
the Senate, and that 80% of the 
Catholic Church in America is 
equally against the League and the 
Treaty. It is said that the League 
was borrowed by the diplomatists 
from the Pope, and that originally it 
is a Papal idea. American Catholics 
do not recognize the Pope's League 
of Nations in the combined Treaty- 
end League they are asked to 
endorse. It is perhaps an act of 
Divine Providence that the H-ily 
Father was not permitted to send a 
representative to Versailles, and that 
the Treaty has gone forth without 
his san, tion. It would otherwise 
have sorely diminished his prestige 
among the non-Catholics of America.

“ People think they can ignore the 
Catholic Church in America, forget­
ful that it is the strongest and most 
powerfully efficient branch of the 
Church which the world has seen 
since the Reformation. It is en 
trenched in the life rf America. The 
War gave it sn opportun ty, which it 
grasped wilh magnifiaient strength.
While foolish visitors were assailing ancient City Hail, nor the fine music 
it as pro German and ridden by the 
Irish, it turned and threw i’s energy 
and idealism into the War with 
absolute self sacrifice. The Knights 
of Columbus, by giving instead of 
selling, entirely did tbe Y. M. C. A. 
out ot popularity in the services.
Catholics give more because they 
had more sons to give. When a 
little Protestant Church of no doubt 
pure Saxon strain put nut a service 
flag of six, Widow McCarthy iu tbe 
same street, it is told, threw out a 
flag of eight stars for her eight sons.
The great Catholic parishes in cities 
threw ont 11 ige of a thousand. It is 
true the American casual! es were 
small proportionately, but the 
numbers were there. The old Anglo- 
Saxon families never he-itated to 
send thtir one or two sons, but the 
Celt and the Slav and the German, 
where he is under Church influences, 
had three and four to send. ' bis is 
a vital fact to be faced in a democ­
racy where one vote is as good as 
another. The old Anglo Saxon does 
not breed in surviving numbers 
except in the mountains and certain 
country districts. The result is that 
Puritan Boston is an Irish city 
today, and New England is being 
swamped from Canada by the French 
Catholics. No member of the ruling 
classes saw this more clearly than 
Mr. Roosevelt, and nobody set a finer 
example by word and deed. But 
then, as he said himself, he had no 
Anglo Saxon blood. It would be 
invidious to give the list of England’s 
friends and protigonlsts in America 
who hid no sou to send, unlike 
Roosevelt and Vale, who sent every 
one they could muster.

“The fut ore of A meric a must, it votes 
are votes, come politically more and 
more not under Irish influences 
so much as under Caiholto influence.
The Irish are only in the ascendant 
as today, when they are leading the 
German, the Polish, the Labor and 
the old fashioned anti British Amer 
lean groups. The groups the Irish 
cannot Influence are the financial, 
the Jewish, the Bolshevist and the 
old fashioned Southerner, who is the 
only pure English community to be 
found in America today. The ruling 
Anglo Saxon in the North is often a 
blend of Dutch, Scotch and Ulster

CALDEY MONKS HELP TO 
CONVERT ENGLAND

CONVEKT A1IBOT TELLS OF MONASTIC 
LIKE WHICH AIDS IN CAUSE

The winning back of England, and 
more especially perhaps of Wales, to 
the Catholic faith, is one of tbe ob­
jects most dear to the Benedictine 
monks of Culdey Island, in Wales, 
who were ticently converted to the 
Cathol c faith after starting their 
monastic life in the Church of Eng­
land.

The story of the Caldey commun­
ity was recently told by its Abbot, 
Aelred, in a lecture at the Athenaeum 
Hall, Brighton, England. It was 
especially interesting as showing how 
the former Anglican community 
found that its life could be fully 
lived only in the ancient fold.

The Abbot told how Caldey had 
been a monastic centre for 1,000 
years, until Henry VIII. dissolved 
the community in 1539. The religi­
ous idaal there was revived nearly 
400 years later, when the " Anglican 
Benedictines," after battling against 
great odds and doing much work in 
the Isle of Dogs, took possession of 
tbe island in 19J1.

In 1912 the " claims of Rome " 
were examined. Early in the fol­
lowing year the demands of Bishop 
Gore, newly appointed visitor to the 
order, showed that there was no 
place for the Benedictine role in the 
Church of England. All but five of 
the 31 members of the community 
submitted to the Catholic Church, 
and the former Abbot made a pilgrim­
age to Rome.

The Holy See recognized him as 
the founder, says The Universe 
(Catholic) of .England, in reporting 
the Abbot’s lecture, and he later re­
turned as Abbot and received the 
solemn vows ot the monks. In his 
lecture the Abbot declared that the 
amount of the Anglican contribu­
tions to the establishment would 
assuredly be paid.

into all other countries, and to sub­
stitute for ordered government ot 
whatever type, the tyranny of a law 
less mob, " without God, without 
masters ar.d without authority."

In today’s Gospel we read of our 
Divine Saviour as a guest at a wed —Catholic Columbian, 
ding feast, a place where perhaps we 
should not- expect to find Him. He 
was more than a mere, ordinary 
guest, however.fotHe always revealed 
Himself as the Teacher of mankind ;
He was always working at the task of 
our redemption, whether He was in 
the Temple at Jerusalem, or in a syn 
agogue, or at the marriage in Csma.
Let us see what lestons onr Saviour 
taught us as He sat at the feast with 
the wedding pa.'ty.

1. First of all Ho teaches us by His 
example that true piety due» not con- 
siat of being gloomy and depreaaed.
He teaches us that there are lawful 
and innocent pleasures, in which even 
the most pious person may take part.
In this way He proves the falsehood 
of that old, miechievous prejudice, 
which prevents so many people, and 
especially the young, from being 
pious and leading God fearing lives, 
because they suppose piety to involve 
the abandonment of every kind of 
pleasure. Many a one says for this 
reaton : “ When I am old, I will pray 
and begin to be good," or “ If I were 
to live bh the priests would have us 
do, I should have no amusement at 
all in life." These are mere preju­
dices and mischievous phrases, which 
rob people of all wish to be good, and 
lead them to live in a frivolous and 
sinful fashion. Such phrases con­
tain no truth at all, but are altogether 
false and misleading. True piety and 
true tear of God do not make us mei 
anoholy, but happy, cheerful and 
contented. They do not preclude 
real pleasures but only sinful amuse 
mente, that are not real pleasures at 
all, and that will sooner or later end 
in bitter sc ITsting. Whilst a man is 
under the dominion of sin, be can not 
be happy and cheerful, lor his con­
science torments him and gives him 
no peace. But as soon as he begins 
to lead a good and blameless life, he 
will be able to rejoice in the depths 
of his heart. There can be no doubt 
that, of ali the guests at the marriage 
feast at Cana, Jesus was the most 
cheerful, because He was the moat 
innocent and most pious.

2. By His presence at the wedding 
our Lord shows Bis esteem for the 
newly married couple. They must 
have been goed, honest, pious young 
people, for otherwise Jesus would 
not have honored them with His 
company. Would that all young men 
and women, as long as they are single, 
lived such pure, chaste, pious and 
honest lives that, when they marry, 
they may be as good as the bridal 
couple in Cana 1 Would that every 
bride and bridegroom could say with 
confidence to one another on their 
wedding day : “ We see many welcome 
guests around ue, but there is an­
other, greater than all the rest, though 
unseen—our dear Lord, Jesus Christ."
This would indeed be a comforting 
thought ; and married life, begun in 
such a spirit, could hardly fail to turn 
out wjbII. We see many unmarried 
psople, who live as if there were no 
God of justice, who never pray, but 
heap up sin upon sin, and then in 
this state enter holy matrimony. Is 
it any wonder that no blessing rests 
upon such a union, and that there is 
neither peace nor happiness in the 
homes of such people ?

3. From our Lord’s presence at the 
joyful marriage feast we ought to 
learn to be careful that all our amuse 
ments and recreations are such that 
Jesus could be present at them.
Therefore you children, who are so 
fond of play, be good and honest at 
your games, and ask yourselves 
whether .Jesus could watch you with 
pleasure; il you can answer’’Yes’’ 
quite sincerely, you are doing right, 
and may go on with your play. You, 
young men and women, have your 
own amusements that may easily be 
sources of danger, unless you think 
of our Lord’s presence. If there is 
anything that He ought not to see, it 
is wrong and sinful. This is particu 
larly true of dancing. Ask your­
selves : “ Are our dances and enter­
tainments such that Jesus could 
watch them ?" If they are not, give 
them up. He sees all that you do, 
and will some day call you to account.
Whatever your pleasures may be, ask 
yourselves always : “ Could Jesus 
take part in them ?" If you have to 
say : “ No," they are not lawful, but 
sinful amusements.

Let us always live and act so that 
our Lord can be with us constantly, 
both in joy and in sorrow, and so 
that He may be willing to come and 
be our guest, as He was once at Cana.
Then we shall feel in our hearts and 
in our family life the happiness 
resulting from His presence, and He 
will bless us, as He blessed the happy 
couple in Cana. Amen.

The beet hope that the present — 
troublesome situation will work out 
into anything better than has been 
and is, lies in the presence in the 
world ot that sentiment and dis­
position that we call the Christmas 
Spirit. In the War we had a great 
deal of it. There was a big job to 
do, and everyone that was any good 
put himself into the doing of it. 
They put aside selfishness ; they j 
forgot money, except as a means to 
help ; tiny thought of life itself as 
something secondary in importance 
to the saving of civilization from a 
great peril. People got almost 
declassified. They suspended polite 
life, and the polite people threw 
themselves into all sorts of 
homely tasks and drudgeries to make 
life go better for the men who were 
in the War. It was a great time and 
a wonderful consecration, and it did 
people lots of good.

But now we all seem to be drifting 
back into everyone-for-himself, and 
yet that seems to be more the fault 
ot habit and fixed methods than of 
any wide defect of disposition. 
People would like to go on with that 
great co-operation ot hand and 
heart that raised five million soldiers 
and sent two million to France, but 
they don’t know how. A great many 
try to keep it up, but the vitalizing 
motive is gone, and most people tall 
back—they have to—on that old and 
compelling interest, the making ot 
a living.

Bnt even that cannot yet be as 
engrossing as it once was. People 
have to make a living, but millions 
of them have tasted something 
better and have not forgotten it. 
Labor, Capital, the Church and 
Society all worked for the War, and 
worked together. Together again 
they will have to work to remake 
the world, and presently they will 
discover if, and take hold. And 
when they do, that will mcanrthe 
triumph cf the Christmas Spirit.

For the only thing that can bring 
the world right, or ever could, is 
religion, and the Christmas Spirit is 
applied religion. Rightly applied it 
puts spiritual things first, and 
material things in the secondary 
relation, where they belong. In so 
far as the world learns how to do 
that, it will be happy, and mean­
while individual people who can 
learn to do it can be happy and 
useful without waiting for laggers to 
discover that for men and nations 
runs the same law of conduct and 
ot peace: "As ye would that men 
should do to yon, do ye also to 
them likewise."

is of interest only to history scholars, 
whereas the truth is that some :I00 
000,000 people, who are indeed the 
“salt of the earth," now believe the 
creed, keep the Commandments and 
obey the Pope, just as their Catholio 
forefathers did in the twelfth cen­
tury.

There ie no doubt that the average 
non-Catholic's inability to place in 
their proper setting the policy and 
conduct of the Church in each ot the 
centuries that have preceded our 
own ie a great obstacle to his con­
version. For the powerful Pro­
testant tradition, so diligently fos­
tered by pulpit, press and platform, 
these 1100 years and more, has given 
those brought up outside the Church 
such an utterly false conception of 
historic Catholicism, that the wide 
diffusion of convincing books like 
Father Hulls account of “The 
Spanish Armada" will first be needed 
in order to correct the Protestant's 
historical perspective of Catholicism. 
“To be deep in history," says Car­
dinal Newman, “is to cease to be a 
Protestant." But nothing, surely, 
will better secure that highly desir­
able depth than the art ot finding the 
right historical perspective when 
studying the Church's past ages.— 
America.

THE PRIEST'S VESTMENTS
There are six vestments worn by 

the priest celebrating Mass—
1. The Amice is a white linen veil, 

which the priest puts over hie head 
and shoulders. It represents tbe 
veil with which the Jews covered the 
face of Jesus when they struck Him.

2. The Alb is a long white linen 
garment which reaches to tbe feet ot 
the priest. I: represents the white 
robe that Herod, in mockery, put 
upon our Lord.

3. The Cincture, or Girdle, is the 
cord tied around the waist to hold up 
tbe Alb. It represents the cords with 
which Jesus was bound.

4. The Maniple, worn on the left 
arm, represents the chains put upon 
our Lord, and also the handkerchief 
with which Veronica wipsd His face.

5. The Stole is a . narrow baud 
which hangs down from the neck and 
is crossed on the priest's breast. It 
represents the cords with which our 
Lord e neck was bound after His con­
demnation. It ie also the distinct 
sign ot the priestly cilice and ia used 
in many ceremonies and blessings.

6. The Chasuble, or outer vest 
ment, covers the body of the cele 
brant, and represents the garment 
with which Chr st was clothed in 
Pilate'e court. The large cross upon 
tbe Chasuble reminds ue of the cross 
placed on Christ's shoulders. At 
solemn Maes the deacon and sub 
deacon wear vestments called Dalma­
tics which resemble the Chasuble 
wern by the celebrant of the Maes.— 
Church Progress.

TASSO’S DEVOTION TO THE 
BLESSED VIRGIN

The great Italian poet, Taseo, was 
like Dante, profoundly devoted to the 
Blessed Virgin, and sang her praises 
in some of the most beautiful verses 
ever written. It happened that he 
was once journeying from Mantua to 
Rome, and although weary and with 
out money, he having made a vow to 
our Lady of Lorrtto, turned out of 
his way to her shrine. Hr might 
have fared badly if it had not been 
for a friend—one ot the princes of the 
Gonzago—who happened to be visit­
ing Loretto at the same time, and 
who ministered to the poet's simple 
wants, and enabled him to fulfil all 
the duties ot hie pilgrimage. That 
done, and body and soul refreshed, 
Tasso wrote an immortal canticle in 
honor of our Lady, and then pro­
ceeded on his way to Rome.

When the poet was about to die, he 
called young Rubens, son of the great 
painter, to his bedside.

“ I once gave your father a little 
silver statue of the Bleesed Virgin," 
he said with much difficulty.

“ And I have it with me now," ex­
claimed Rubens.

A look ot happiness oame into the 
face of the dying man, and he held 
out his hand into which the young 
man reverently placed the precious 
little statue.

“ Take it back when I am dead," 
whispered Tasso. And then, clasping 
the sacred image tightly in the hands 
which were fast growing cold, he 
prayed fervently until the end oame. 
Young Rubens was profoundly 
affected by the scene, and while the 
body of hie father's friend was being 
borne to its last resting place, he, 
instead of occupying an honorable 
position in the procession ot mourn 
ere, which followed it, was prostrate 
before an altar of the Blessed Virgin 
in a quiet corner of St. Peter's in 
Rime holding the little silver statue 
and praying for the soul ot Tasso.—

Hal Reid, the author 
of the “ The Confession,'' came from 
a family of Protestants for four gen­
erations.

P., the 
Superior of the Pauliet Fathers of 
tbe United State», and under hie 
fatherly care and teaching he was 
taken into the Church.—Catholic 
Bulletin.

That there are very few circum 
stances connected with the Span)eh 
Armada whith have not been mis 
represented and distorted for sec 
tarian and party purposes is the con­
clusion that the thoughtful reader of 
Father Hull's valuable little book on 
"The Spanish Armada" can scarcely 
escape reaching. In the course ot 
hie argumentation he shows that the 
most fertile eonroe of the popular 
errors regarding the true character 
of the Elizabethan age is the in­
ability ot the average Protestant 
writer and reader to obtain the 
proper historical perspective for 
those turbulent times.

the familiarity of daily life, Inter­
preted in a way which it would never 
have entered into the horizon of their 
minds to conceive. , . .

"The fact ie, no history can profit­
ably be discussed on an absolute 
ethical basts. Always must the rela­
tive element come In, always, must 
be taken into account the prevailing 
standpoint, the prevailing principles, 
customs and usage», the prevailing 
psychology. For it te only then that 
the events and actions and policies 
of any age can be placed in their 
true perspective, as concrete human 
occurrences to be measured and 
judged in their whole environment, 
and by the whole mentality ont of 
which they have sprung. . . .

full as belowCATHOLIC“ It is the opinion of some and the 
error is already very common, that 
the social question is merely an 
economic one, whereas in point of 
fact it is above all a moral and 
religions matter, and tor that matter 
must be settled by the principles of 
morality and the dictates of religion." 
These wise words of Pope Leo XIll. 
should be taken eerioualy to heart 
by our legislators.

The oonviotion is being forced 
upon ue that the lawmakete of the 
world eerioualy believe that the onre 
tor the evils of the day Is in more lawr. 
The huge bundles ot etatutes that 
are piling np in the légistative halle 
ot the world prove that statesmen 
are obsessed with the delusion that 
industrial and social evils can be 
corrected without the aid ot religion.

Men cannot be dragooned into 
virtue. We may make lawe until 
doomsday. We may fill our statute 
hooka with new enactments. We 
may provide heavy penalties for their 
infringement, but unleee the heart of 
man ie moved by religious sanction 
they will not be observed.

It ie the heart ot man that ie the 
great influenoe in enforcing law, not 
the mandate of the lawgiver or the 
sentence of the judge. The evils 
that we call eocial problems all turn 
around sin. In the moial restraint 
that comes from religion lies their 
only solution.

Moral restraint has been held in 
too little esteem by the world. 
Precept and example have taught the 
ethics of the easier way. Any thing 
that savors of pain or struggle is 
excluded from the modern concept 
of life.

It Is easier to yield to temptation 
than to struggle against it, and so 
it has become unpopular to resist 
the pursuit of pleasure. The revela­
tions of juvenile depravity chronicled

A SPECIALTYAt the present time there la going 

on in Palestine a neat battle for the 
control ol the Holy Land. France 
and England are fencing over it. 
The moral olaima growing out of the 
War incline to England. A new 
element has arisen that puts forth its 
claim based on antiquity. Many 
Jews throughout the world are de­
manding the erection of a State con­
trolled by them : they wish a country 
of their own. This wish is by no 
means unanimous. Indeed, leading 
Jews, throughout the world have set 
their faces strong against Zionism. 
For nearly a century there have been 
many sad spectacles in Palestine. 
The picking of the Holy Places may 
have been pleasant to the Turk, who 
stood with drawn bayonet to keep 
Christian peoples from open warfare. 
Brawls were not unknown. Many 
visitors to Jerusalem, Nazareth and 
Bethlehem, had their religious sensi­
bilities severely shocked by the 
sights frequently witnessed in the 
most consecrated spots on earth. It 
will be very difficult to settle many 
of these disputes, but, at least, there 
can be no historical doubts as to the 
rights of Catholics in the Holy Places. 
The Franciscans, who are the 
guardians officially appointed by the 
Church, should, above and beyond all 
others, receive recognition. There 
may have been some symbolism in 
the decision of General Allenby in 
having a Franciscan friar read his 
declaration after the capture of Jer­
usalem. With the Turk out of 
Palestine, Catholics will flock there 
more than ever before. Exploration, 
under Catholic auspices, will doubt 
less flourish with an enlightened 
government. There is no blinking 
the fact that the Christians will pre­
fer a Christian government, and, 
whilst according to all, perfect free 
dom in rel'gious observances, they 
will be chary in accepting any 
Jewish State.—New World.

.-T.7V-Mr. Motono was a high dignitary 
who after having held the post ol 
Japanose Ambassador at St. Peters­
burg, and Paris was, daring the four 
years from 1914 to 1918, Minis er of 
Foreign Affairs for the Japanese 
Empire, and one of the most devoted 
friends of the Allies.
