move at thÿ end of a three years’ residence.
The French District, while incorporated 

with the Mission work, had followed this plan 
of a Preacher’s undefined stay in a Circuit ; 
bat it has become necessary, in our new po­
sition, to examine attentively into this sub­
ject. For three years past, it has been, 
therefore, the subject of much conversation, 
correspondence, and prayer among the breth­
ren.

We are all agreed that there are great 
inconveniences in being without a fixed, po­
sitive rule on the subject ; it has long been 
generally felt that it would be better to limit 
* Preacher’s stay to a fixed period, rather 
than leave the mailer, as at present, un­
defined and unlimited.

The only difficulty was this,—what num­
ber of years should be fixed upon ; three, as 
in England, or more ? There was much to 
say for a three yetUk’ limitation, and much 
to say. likewise, tor a five or six years’ pro­
longation, Finally, it was decided in the
following manner :—the ordinary, neriod of 
- »■....... ..... . stay to De extended to three
years ; but that when a request for a pro­
longation of stay- was made, such a request 
might be taken into consideration by Con­
ference, upon whose recommendation the 
Stationing Committee might extend the 
period two years longer, making in all five 
years; but that, in no case whatever, can 
the rime of residence be extended beyond 
the period of five year«. This plan will, it 
is hoped, meet the difficulties of the case, 
and be a middle pal It between a too short or 
a too protracted residence ; besides obviating 
the difficulties attendant on the absence of 
any fixed rule.

Dr. Cook was appointed our Delegate to 
the Birmingham Conference ; Mr. Hocart 
was named the Preacher for the official ser­
mon of 1855; and the next Conference was 
fixed for the second Wednesday in Septem­
ber, 1855, to meet at Paris, God willing ; 
the District Meetings to be held in tbe spring. 
These questions having brought our affairs 
to a close, the'venerable President rose, and 
in some well-chosen, pithy sentences, gave 
us parting advice and comfort. He said that 
he felt assured of God’s blessing upon us, 
as well as an increasing affection for, and 
confidence in, Ids brethren of the French 
Conference; to whom he bade farewell in the 
name ot the Lord, At half-past two the 
brethren dispersed, and are, while I write, 
mostly, wending their way towards their 
appointments or their homes.

That 
we have been all mercifully1 kept in health, 
during the excessive befit rif a southern sum­
mer, and an aimosphere laden with cholera 
and deaih, is indeed a matter of devout gra­
titude.

The British Conferefice
The last mail from England brought us infor­

mation of the proceedings of the Conference 
subsequent to our former advices, and up to the 
day ot its close. A new Secretariat has been 
established by tbe appointment of the Reverend 
IV. Kklk to he Secretary of the General Chapel 
Fund,—“ an office long necessary, but not cre­
ated until bis own arduous exertions, aided by 
the pet severing labour of his associates in the 
inanauement of Chapel affairs, and by the libe­
rality of Wesleyan Methodists in general, had 
made it apparent that sus.h an appointment could 
no longer be delayed.’

The President was formally appointed to 
visit and preside at the next Irish Conference,— 
to be accompanied by the Ex-President and 
Rev. John Scott.

The President and Rev. W. Arthur were 
appointed to visit Scotland

Rev. Enoch Wood was re-appointed Presi­
dent to the next Conference in Canada, and Mr. 
Rykrson was nominated co-delegate.

Dr. Cook was re-appointed President of the 
French Conference.

3he Rev. W. B. Boyce was appointed first 
President of the Australian Conference.

From the re|K>rt of proceedings we make some 
extracts which we think will be found to embody 
intelligence interesting to our readers.

And first we quote the following statements 
of the Rev. D. McAfee in reference to 

IRELAND.
The Conference would be glad to learn that 

Ireland as a country had fully gone to the bottom 
of the wheel, and was beginning to rise again, 
lie recollected that in 1843, on some occasions, 
not less than 500,000 followed a mail in national 
Sabbath breaking at the monster meetings. He 
would not pollute the place by mentioning his 
name. Famine, disease, and death swept off 
nearly a million and a half of those who were 
i bus deluded and led away.' Iti addition to this, 
nearly one million and a half had emigrated 
from Ireland in the course of the last seven years, 
principally to the United States, and these were 
mostly Romanists. One million seven hundred 
thousand acres had been sold in the Encumbered 
Estates Court. One million and a half of money 
had been paid for the purchase. One thousand 
insolvent land-owners had been replaced by four 
thousand solvent ones. Mr. Heald informed 
him, in a late conversation, that, at the time be 
visited Ireland, .£3,600,900 had been paid in 
purchase, and only £600,000 of that was the 
money of English or Scotch—the larger sum was 
irom Irish Protestants throughout the country. 
Several merchants of Belfast bad become pro­
prietors. The Romish peasantry, in cultivating 
the soil, had been succeeded by Protestant 
labourers in many places, and an example of 
industry was given to the Romanists hitherto 
•ietmtute °f employment. Thus, the Protestant

Indeed, I feel almost inclined to congratulate 
myself upon the altered position in which I now 
appear before you, compared with that under 
which I visited you eight years ago. Then I 
came as a messenger of peace, seeking tranquil­
lity for our distracted societies in Canada ; now 
I come as the herald^of good tidings, to inform 
you what great and good things God lias done 
for us. Then I came, in connexion with my 
excellent colleague, to negotiate an union be­
tween this Conference and ours. Now I have 
the happiness to inform you that the principles 
of the union then agreed upon have been carried 
into effect, and the result has been all that we 
could have desired, and much better than we 
anticipated. Many difficulties were thrown in 
our way in putting that union into successful 
operation. Tbete were so many interests to be 
consulted, so many points of friction to be avoid­
ed, and so many prejudices to be overcome, that, 
at times, our success appeared very problemati­
cal. But we undertook it in the name of the 
Lord, and such has been the honourable and 
liberal spirit in which your committee has carri­
ed out these négociations, and such the prudence 
ability, and sound judgment, with which your 
principal agent with us bas managed our affairs, 
and such indeed the fidelity observed by all par­
ties concerned, that now, although we had many 
to write and speak against it, 1 do not know a 
solitary individual amongst us who would go 
back to our former state of things on any consi­
deration. A brief contrast of our position seven 
years ago, when that union was finally consum­
mated, with our present state will suffice to 
illustrate what I mean Seven years ayo we 
had six Wesleyan Districts in Upper Canada ; 
now we have 13. Then we bad 98 circuits and 
Missions; now we have 163. Then we had 180 
Ministers and Preachers in our field, now we 
L*v« 333 in Western Canada alone, and work 
prepared for thirty mare, as soon u suitable 
young men can be obtained. Seven years aao 
we had 21,750 church members ; now we have 
32,364, being an increase of nearly fifty per cent 
during that short period of time. Then our own 
people jfkve us about three thousand pounds 
Missionary money, but this year they have laid 
upon God’s table more than £7,300 lor that 
blessed object ; and I believe tbe other depart­
ments and institutions of the church are in an 
equally healthy state. Our Chapel Relief and 
Contingent Funds are fashioned very much after 
your own, and are beginning to tell upon the 
interests of our Connexion. By the latter we 
are able, not only to equalize the labour oil the 
Circuits, but to afford very considerable pecuni­
ary relief to the poorer portions of our work, 
where the people are not able to meet all tbe 
expenses incurred by a regularly established 
ministry of God’s Word amongst them. By the 
good band of God upon us, we have been able 
to meet all tbe claims of our venerable Superan­
nuated Ministers, and the Widows and orphans 
of those who have died in the work. The source 
whence this revenue is derived is threefold. 
First, the one half of our Centenary subscrip­
tions were vested for that purpose, and tho in­
terest is paid over Jo the Treasurer. Secondly, 
each Minister and Preacher amongst us gives 
one pound per annum : and then, thirdly, the 
Superintendents, are is ted by their colleagues, 
like yourselves, apply to the Classes for the same 
object. From these sources the Treasure^ de­
rives a revenue more than equal to the claim." 
against him. Our Annuitant Fund is a kind of 
Joint Stock affair among ourselves, on the prin­
ciple of reversionary payments. It is designed 
to afford relief to our Superannuated men, over 
and above any claims they may have upon our 
regular Invalid Fun3. From these two sources, 
any Minister who travels thirty years may pro­
vide himself with a retiring jiension of £75 per 
annum. In Education we are doing too little. 
We have one College, founded and governed by 
the Church. Our address has informed you that 
the pupils in that college have recently been in­
creased to 150, and we have a fair prospect of 
doubling that number at no distant period. We 
have been exceedingly fortunate in securing a 
valuable man as its Principal, (tbe Rev. Mr. 
Nelles,) who is very popular with tbe students, 
and is likely to prove a great blessing to the 
educational interests of the country. Our Mis­
sionary field is ample and interesting. We have 
fourteen stations among the aboriginal Indian 
tribea of that country, and two industrial achools, 
where the Indian youth, gathered from the scat­
tered tribea, are taught the elements of a sound 
English education, as well as the principles of 
agriculture and mechanism. In a new country 
like ours, we must necessarily keep up a great 
number of Domestic Missions, partly supported 
by themselves, and partly by the Mission Fund. 
The vast flood of emigration, constantly flowing 
from the old world towards the new, renders this 
necessary. The more enterprising part of these 
emigrants go back into the woods, where they 
cut down tbe trees and contend with the embar­
rassments of forest life until they turn a “ barren 
wilderness into a fruitful .field.” These are 
mostly poor, and the poor must have the Gospel 
preached to them. It bas been our ambition 
from tbe first to follow the wanderers in the 
woods ; to preach, cat, and sleep in their (pg 
cabins ; and thus make the sound of the Gospel 
keep pace with the sound of the woodman’s axe. 
God has greatly blessed us in this work, and 
many fields that were once Missions are now 
wealthy Circuits, contributing liberally towards 
sending tbe Gospel towards the “regions beyond.”
It has occurred to me while referring to these 
facta, that some of my brethren xnay have disco­
vered something like an antagonism between

Dr. Green then referred to the union of tbe 
Canada East District with the Conference of 
Canada West, and to tbe transfer to the latter 
by tbe British Conference of the .Missions in 
Hudson’s Bay Territory, and continued :—By 
these arrangements you will at once perceive 
that we have a very large and interesting field 
presented for Missionary enterprise and useful­
ness : a field extending from the Atlantic in the 
east to the Pacific in the west, and Irom our vast 
lakes in the south to tbe Arctic Ocean in the 
north. Yes, sirs, we have now a tract of coun­
try legitimately opened up to our Conference 
equal in geographical extent to all Europe apart 
from Russia. (Cries of “ that's right, put Rus­
sia out of Europe”) Yes, I have no objection-. 
Russia ought, perhaps, to be put out of Europe. 
You will percaive, then, Mr. President, (con­
tinued the Doctor.) I hat we have room enough 
for the full exercise of all our energies, and a 
field sufficiently ample and interesting to call 
out all our resources : arid by the help of our 
God and your prayers and assistance, we are 
determined to occupy -it until our Master shall 
dismiss us from tlie warfare. I have been not a 
little amused since 1 came to this country, in 
conversation with several gentlemen, to learn 
that they look upon British America as a mere 
fringing or fragmentary salvaging of the vast 
Republic of that Continent ! Sir, such gentle­
men ought to know that Her Majesty, our belov­
ed Sovereign, Queen Victoria—God bless her— 
(applause)—that her Majesty possesses a tract 
of country in North America, not only equal in 
geographical extent to tbe entire United States, 
but larger by 730,000 square miles than all that 
great Republic with their lerritories annexed.— 
Nay more, she possesses a territory there larger 
by 292,000 square milts than all Europe put to­
gether, with your numerous families of kingdoms 
and empires, and your forest of crowned heads.

The remainder of Dr. Green’s excellent 
speech, which consists of references to the Unit­
ed States, and judicious suggestions for the wider 
dissemination of Wesleyan Literature in Cana­

Missions In Africa.—The missionaries of 
the United Presbyterian Church of Scotland, 
after years of labour at Calabar, are, beginning 
to reap its fruits. A church with five members 
has been gathered, and there are fourteen or fif­
teen persons desiring to be received. One of 
these persons is the king’s eldest son. and the 
circumstance has produced a most salutary im­
pression.

Mr. Schmid, of the Church Mission at Wil- 
berforce, Sierra Leone, recently baptized 29 
adults in the presence of 800 spectators. The 
Bishop confirmed at Hastings 133 persons, April 
10, 1853 ; and on the 14th at Regent, 750.

The Wesleyan missionaries report great ad­
vances in the social condition of the . natives at 
Faku’s mission, at the Port Natal Colony At a 
recent Lord’s Sapper there were 95 communi­
cants, 25 of whom bad just been received. Six 
years the number was only 6 or 7.— Colonization 
Journal.

Lut for himself, 
could he take the gloomiest views of the gloom­
iest man, could he believe that Methodism was 
doomed to fade, doomed to die, and that he 
should in the cource ol bis natural life witness its 
end, even then, looking carefully at the history 
it had, the work it had done, and the men it 
had raised up, ho would deliberately choose 
that his name should stand on the page of his­
tory as tbe last Methodist Preacher, rather than 
it should be written as a deserting Methodist 
Preacher, and a mitred Bishop.

PROROGATION OF PARLIAMENT.

Parliament was on Saturday prorogued by 
Her Majesty with the accustomed pomp and 
ceremony. A large number df persons assem­
bled in the Park, and along the line of procès 
sion. Her Majesty’s reception, as is invariably 
the case, was most loyal.

A few minutes past two o’clock, the sound of 
cannon announced her Majesty's arrival at the 
House of Lords. Th# Queen, after a brief in­
terval entered the house, leaning on the aim of 
Prinec Albert by whom slie was led to the throne 
—the great officers of the Court being arranged 
on ether side*

The Usher of the Black Rod then summoned 
the House of Commons to the bar, and in a lew 
miuutes the Speaker entered, ai tended by a 
large number of tbe members.

The Speaker after having made his obeisanc 
proceeded lo address her Majesty on lie halt of 
her faithful Commons, tendering at ihe same 
time the last bill of of supply for the services of 
the year. He then enumerated the principal 
measures of the session, and concluded by pray­
ing her Majesty's Royal assent to tbe bill‘en­
titled “ An Act to apply a sum out of the Con­
solidated Fund to the service of the year, and 
to appropriate the supplies granted in this session 
of parliament."

The bill having been received by the clerk at 
the table, the Royal assent was given in the usual 
form, as-also to several other bills.

The Royal Speech having been handed to 
her Majesty by tbe Lord Chancellor, kneel­
ing, was read by her Majesty in her us ual clear 
and harmonious tone as follows :— *

“ My Lord» and Gentliman, ‘
“lam enabled, by the state ot public business, 

to release you from a longer attendance in ]iar- 
liament.

“ Gentlemen of the House oj Commons,
“ In closing the session, it affords me great 

pleasure to express my sense of the zeal and 
energy you have shown in providing means for 
the tigorous prosecution of the war, in which 
notwithstanding my efforts to avert it, we are 
now engaged. This liberality in granting the 
supplies for the public service demands my 
warmest thanks ; and, though 1 lament the in­
creased burdens of my people, I fully recognize 
your wisdom in sacrificing considerations qf pre­
sent convenience, and in provide!ng for the im 
mediate exigencies of the war, without an ad 
dition being made to the permanent debt of the 
country.

•• My Lords and Gentlemen,
“In cordial co-operation with the Emperor of 

the French, my efforts will be directed to the 
effectual repression of that ambitious and aggres­
sive spirit on the part of Russia which has com­
pelled us to take up arms in defence of an ally, 
and to secure the future tranquility of Eurojg.

“ You will join with me in admiration of the 
courage and perseverance manifested by the 
troops ot the Sultan in the defence of Silistria, 
and in the various military operations on the 
Danube.

“ The engossing interest of matters connected 
with the progress of the war has prevented tbe 
due consideration of some of those subjects which, 
at the opening of the session, I had reccommend- 
ed to your attention ; but I am happy to ac­
knowledge the labour and diligence with which 
you have perfected various important measures, 
well calculated to prove Of great public utility.

“ You have not only passed an act for opening 
the coasting trade of tbe United Kingdom, and 
for removcing the last legislative restriction upon 
tbe use of foreign vessels ; but you have also re­
vised and consolidated tbe whole statute law re­
lating to merchant shipping.

“ The Act for establishing the direct control 
of the House of Commons over the charges incur­
red in the collection of the revenue will give

The fleet now before Borna,surd consists of 
the following—namely, the Edinburg, llogue, 
Ajax, and Blenheim (block ships.) and Amplnon, 
Termagant, and Belleisle. The Flench have the 
Admiral's ship l'inflexible, Duperre, Sage, and 
Trident (line-of-battle ships.) that must be towed 
into action ; and five or six troop ships arc now 
her*.

Admiral Chads has been most indefatigable.— 
Every night at dusk, boats with their oars muf­
fled, may be seen quietly departing from the 
Edinburg, and approaching tbe large lort to 
within 100 yards. The most precise sounding 
have thus been taken, the battery is well buoyed.

A letter dated Ledsund, August 8, says :—At 
the moment I write, we have 71 shfps here, and 
everything is activity and bustle. We certainly 
cannot now complain ol monotony or too much 
quiet, lor, what with provisioning, watering, 
manning, and arming boats, and exercising land­
ing 11oops, we have enough to do ; but as for 
quiet, I never expect to be quiet again—the ne­
ver ceasing hum of the busy scene is moat extra­
ordinary. Fancy 12 or 14 brass bauds, all prac­
tising different tunes at tbe same time, in the 
space of a square ball mile ; bugle calls in twen­
ty different keys continually blowing, as A all 
the French troops were learning the trumpet; 
the lowing of cattle, bleating of sheet, blowing- 
off-steam, and the boatswain's rough voice and 
shrill whistle heard above all, and you may turn 
some idea of tfle noises going on around us. A 
cheer, or a merry peal of laughter sometimes 
mingle with the rest, and tell hew happy and 
contented the men are. A very different picture 
is presented at Bomarsnnd ; not a living thing 
to be seen, and the silence of death reigning 
over the smouldering aelies of the town and 
woods around the forts, which have been burnt 
down by the Governor, while inside them all are 
down-hearted and discontented ; they well know 
that they can have no succour for our ships com­
pletely cut it off, and they roust either die or 
be taken pirisoner*. The garrison consists of 
about 3400 men, 500 of whom are militia rifle­
men, and they have two years’ provisions. It 
has been repwirted by a deserter, wbo escaped 
yesterday, that an attempt was to be made last 
night to reinforce the place with 1400 men from 
Abo, who were to come over in 24 gun boats, 60 
in each, but nothing has been heard of it ye,.— 
An aide-de-camp of the Empieror managed to 
cross from St. Petersburg and got into the for­
tress on the 5th. Deserters join our ships almost 
daily ; one man, tjl fine looking fellow, who sais 
be has served 14 years nearly without pay, and 
living upx>n very little else but brown bread and 
water, says he will do so no longer, and, having 
obtained leave to bathe, left his clothes upmn the 
beach, anb swam off two good miles to the Leo­
pard. I believe it is the intention not to employ 
the ships at all, if it can be done without them. 
All our men went away in high spirits, and, of 
course, certain of victory. Every fellow among 
them is considered a lucky dog by those left be­
hind. We have heard nothing of fhem up to 
this time (4 o’clock on the 8th,) but at-will take 
at least three days to get the guns in a position 
before tbe attack can be commenced ; these guns 
weigh 45 cwt. each, and will have to be <1 ragged 
three miles on sledges, ovet jocks and marshy 
ground, from the landing-place to where they 
will finally be planted, and if tbe forts do not 
surrender, it will lake at least a fortnight lo re­
duce them. Their strength Las been very much 
underrated.

A Russian artilleryman, who made his escape 
on the 2d, says that the troops are all living six 
upon four allowance, and the principle part of 
which would be glad to be released and taken on 
board as prisoners. He states they have ali made 
up their minds not to fight if -they can help it, 
and, if rent to do so, will, to a ..nan, run the first 
opportunity, being treated most cruelly by their 
officers.

A telegraphic despatch dated Ostend Aug. 16 
says :—The principal fortifications of Bomarsur.il 
are in possessI9h of the Allies.

The Russian and French Notes.—Nes­
selrode some time ago wrote to the Russian En­
voy at Vienna, on tbe aspect of the war and the 
Austrian demands. This' document came into 
tne hands of the Western Powers, and M. 
Drouyn deLhuys, in accord it*appears with the 
mind of the French and English Governments, 
has sent an able criticism upon it to the French 
Minister at Vienna, for his guidance.

Nesselrode pretty cleverly attempts to show 
that tbe invasion and occupation of the Princi­
palities was not the cause of the war, as it did not 
prevent negotiations, &c. ; and throws the blame 
on the ‘ insulting shape’ of the summons of 
France and England which had also been ‘ pre­
ceded by open provocation’ 1 The following is

The Frericli Minister’s letter is dated at Paris, 
22nd July, and both documents were made pub­
lic only in the end of last week.

that the Kuro- can Powers may infli^nce the 
Government of the Sultan, to establish the free­
dom of fill Christian sects in his "dominions, but 
that the ads must be such as shall spring from 
the sovereign action of that Government- After 
various other observations On Nesselrode's note, 
without attempting to lay down fqrmal conditions 
of peace, he states the following as essential to 
the interest oîJùirope :—

First. That the protectorate hitherto exercis­
ed by the imperial court of Russia over the Prin­
cipalities of Wallachia, Moldavia, and Servia, 
shall cease, and that the privileges granted ba­
the Sultans to these dependent provinces of their 
empire shall, in virtue of an arrangement with 
the Sublime Porte, be placed under the collec­
tive Guarantee of the Powers.

Second. That the navigation of the Danube, 
as far as to ihriôutfall into the Black Sea, shall 
be delivered from all restriction, and submitted 
to the operations of the principles consecrated 
acts of the Congress of Vienna.

Third. That the Treaty of July 13,1841, shall 
he revised in concert by the high contracting 
Powers in the interest of the- European equili­
brium, and in the sense of a limitation of Russian 
power in the Black Sea.

Fourth. That no power shall claim the right 
to exercise any official protectorate over the sub­
jects of the sublime Porte, to whatever rite theÿ 
may belong, but that France, Austria, Great 
Britain, Prussia and Russia, shall lend their mu­
tual co-operation in erder to obtain from the in­
itiative of the Ottoman G vvornment the conse­
cration and observance of the religious privileges 
ot the various Christian communities, and turn 
the generous intentions manifested by his Ma­
jesty the Sultan to the aeconnt of their various 
co-religionists, so that there shall not result 
therefrom any infringement of the dignity and 
independence of his crown.

This able document concludes with the assur­
ance that Austria agrees with France and Eng­
land in the views which it contains.

The C’zar and the Poi.es.—A correspon­
dent of the Vienna Presse writes from Warsaw, 
that the Czar is now coquetting with the Poles. 
The writer says : “ Great hopes arc entertained 
by the inhabitants in regard to the visit Of the 
Emperor to Warsaw in the middle of August, 
which have, in a great measure, arisen trom the 
mild and insinuating behaviour of the authori­
ties there- It is said to be the intention of the 
Emperor to make certain national concessions to 
the Poles. The convocation of the notables, 
agreeably to the organic statue of the kingdom 
of Poland, of flie year 1832, is now much talked 
of. To these notables overtures are to be made, 
it is said, respecting the re-establishment of-the 
public institutions in existence previous to the 
year 1831 (besides the framing of an organic- 
law) ; guarantees to he specified to be given in 
return. This is a subject which touches to the 
quick the whole consistence of the Prussian mo­
narchy in the north ; for it is clearly foreseen 
that a restored Polish nationality, triumphant 
and rampant, would not be content with merely 
Ru.-sian-Poland, ar.d Posen to boot, but would 
also hanker after Dantkic, and the region round 
about there, which were formerly Polish.

The Black Sea.—A letter from Varna men­
tions that during the rcconnoisance of the coast 
of the Crimea a magnificent beach was discover­
ed about eight miles from Sebastopol itself, and 
most favourable for landing. Another letter 
states that Theodosia, oil the east coast of the 
Crimea, is the first place that will be attacked, 
or perhaps Perekop. If the allies could get pos- 
ession of the latter fortress, which is on the nar­
row neck of land between the Crimea and the 
rest ot the empire, the Russian army in the penin­
sula would be completely isolated.

At Sebastopol, active and energetic prepara­
tions are being made upon all accessible points 
on the coast to oppose the landing of troops.— 
All roads—and these are but few—are mined 
at given places, entrenched, intersected, impeded 
with abattis, and flanked with redoubts. The 
inhabitants, it is added, are ordered to quit their 
dwellings at the first signal, and to retire before 
the cordon of Cossacks directed to sweep them! 
their cattle, and their moveables, into the inte­
rior.

The White Sea—Two war steamers of the 
British squadron having destroyed the establish­
ments of the Russian Government to the north 
of Archangel, have entered the Bay ot Onega, 
that arm of the White Sea which reaches far­
thest towards the Russian interior.

The War in Asia.—The Moniteur pub­
lishes a letter from Kars of the 6th ult, stating 
that the condition of the Ottoman army there 
improves every day. Provisions arrive in abun­
dance, sickness aud mortality are on the decline, 
and the morale of the troops is rising under an 
intelligent and energetic Commander. Deser­
tion continues in the Russian army. Almost eate­
ry day from ten to fifteen deserters from the 
Russian Moslem militia present themselves at 
Kars. The Russians have on that part of the 
frontier at most only 17,000 men.

The following is the latest items of the move­
ments in Asia :—

The’ Correspondent of the London Morning 
Chronicle, writing from the Turkish head-quar­
ters on July 16, states,—“ That a desperate ac­
tion was imminent, which would most likely de­
cide the fate of the campaign. The Turks were 
in good spirits, and their artillery in fine order.
If successful, the Ottoman army would advance 
into Georgia.”
- Vienna, Aug 16»—On the 4th an offensive 
and defensive alliance was concluded between 
the Porte and Schamyl. It is said that Schamy 1 
lias obtained a great victory over the Russians, 
but according to Russian reports, General Wran- 
gel had advanced with the Russian troops from 
Erivan and defeated the Turks at Bayzid with 
great slaughter, 3000 being slain, and four guns 
17 colours, and 2 camps captured. The Rus­
sians a ay the same division afterwards occupied 
Bayraid.

not Considered quite safe. But it is reported 
that an armed mob would not allow the Queen- 
Mother to leave Madrid without the payment of 
a large sum of money.

A letter from Madrid, of the 7lh, in the Mes­
sager of Bayonne, says :—

‘ Esparlero is ill. The Queen is constantly in 
tears ; the barrios bajos (low-quarters) are dis­
contented, and seem almost disposed to begin 
making barricades again.’

According to advices from Madrid of the 11th 
the state of Catalonia continues to cause uneasi­
ness to the Government Serious disturbances 
had broken ou' at Tortosa, where the mob burst 
into the Town Hall and massacred the Secretary. 
His mutilated corpse was afterwards dragged 
through the streets and thrown into the river — 
Gérai Du Ice has departed for Barcelona to re­
place General Manuel Concha, as Captain-Gen­
eral. Queen Christina stiff remains in the Pa­
lace. A despatch from Madrid of the 14th an­
nounces the publication of the decree convoking 
the Cortes. There will be only one Chamber.

Death of the King of Saxony.__
A despatch from Munich, dated Paris, Aug. 
10, announces that the carriage of the King of 
Saxony was overturned at Brenbuchel, between 
Munich and Dresden.

The King was killed by a kick from one of 
the horses.

The deceased monarch was a son of Duke 
Maximilean, (who was born in 17-19, and died 
in 1838.) His Majesty first drew breath on 
the 18th of May, 1797, and succeeded, in 
June, 1830, by virtue of the act of renuncia­
tion of his father, to his uncle King Anthony, 
having been co-regent from the 13th Septem­
ber, 1830, to the period ol his accession. The 
King ot Saxony visited England in May, ] 844, 
and was a guest of her Majesty at the period of 
the Emperor of Russia’s unexpected arrival in 
London. The two monarchs met at Bucking­
ham Palace and Windsor Castle, and were to­
gether present at the Ascot race meeting of that 
year. While in England, the King visited 
most of the principal cities and manufacturing 
towns, and his Majesty was entertained by the 
Earl and Countess-. Delawarr, the Earl and 
Countess Amherst, and ' other noblemen at 
their seats in various parts of the country. His 
Majesty was a great botanist, and while in this 
country passed two days in collecting plants and 
specimens in the Isle of Wight.

The King, although twice married, has left 
tio issue by either consort. His first wife was 
the Archduchess Caroline Ferdinandine Therese 
Joseph Demetrie, who was born in 1801, and 
died .1832. His Majesty married, secondly. 
Marie Anne Leopoldine, daughter of the late 
King Maximilian Joseph of Bavaria, who sur­
vives her royal husband.

His Majesty is succeeded by his brother, the 
Duke John Neopotuucene Marie Joseph, who 
married, in 1622, the Duchess Amelie Auguste, 
daughter of the late King Maximillian Joseph 
of Bavaria, (sister of the present Queen Dowa­
ger of Saxony,) by whom he has a family of 
eight children.

The present King is very much devote! to 
literature, and among the productions ot his 
leisure hours roav be mentioned a German 
translation of Dante, with elaborate, notes. The 
extensive circulation which this work lias ob­
tained, and the fact that the notes have been 
translated into Italian, are sufficient proofs of 
the high literary attainments of his Majesty.

Canada.

Railways in Canada.—Seven hundred 
miles of railway are now completed and in use 
in Canada. Over seven hundred miles more are 
under contract, a large portion of which will 
soon be completed. Lord Elgin is reported to 
have said that the passage of the Reciprocity 
Bill by the United States Senate, would “ nearly 
double the value of Canada.” Be that as is it 
may, the passage of that important commercial 
treaty cannot fail to add immensely to the real 
value of Canadian Riilwav stock and swell the 
sum total of semi-annual dividends. Canada is 
keepng pace with the progress of the times in 
her railway enterprises, and if she but completes 
in the next five years the various routes now 
either in progress of construction, under con­
tract, or being surveyed, the country will then 
be so thoroughly intersected by rail, the lakes so 
completely connected, as to afford to that remark­
ably piosperous country opportunities for the 
most full development of its varied resources, un­
der the operation of the recent reciprocal treaty 
with the American Union.—Ini. Journal.

Railroad Accident.—Yesterday forenoon 
news reached us that a serious accident had oc- 
cu^d early in the day on the Montreal and 
New York Railway, while the train was ap­
proaching the Caughnawaya Station. We learn 
that three passenger cars, mostly filled by per­
sons from the neighbourhood of Moor's Corners, 
were proceeding at a very moderate rate, when 
by some reason (unexplained to us) the cars di­
verged from the track, the connexion rod be- 
tween the first and remainining car broke, and 
two cars upset, and rolled down a bank upwards 
of fifteen feet high. The cars were smashed to 
pieces, three Canadian labourers, who were go­
ing to join some work on the Grand Trunk Rail- 
wav, were killed, and about a dozen other pas­
sengers were more or lesefro severely injured that 
a le w are not expected to recover. We have 
not yet learned the names of the unfortunate 
men killed.—Montreal Herald.

United States.
The Elections.—In North Carolina the 

Democrats have elected tlieir governor and a 
majority of the legislature, which will enable 
them to choose two United States senator^. In 
Missouri the Democrats are divided into two 
sections, the Benton and anti-Benton. In con­
sequence of this the Whigs have elected six of 
the seven congressmen ; the other is an anti-Ben­
ton Democrat. Benton, who was a candidate 
for re-election in the St Louis district was de­
feated by Mr. Kellet, Whig, for whom a large 
portion of the anti Benton men cast their votes. 
In the legislature neither party has a majority ; 
the Whigs stand highest, and the Benton men 
next. The legislature now chosen has to elect 
a senator in place of Mr. Xfthison, whose term 
expires in March, 1855. The feuu in the demo­
cratic ranks lost Mr. Benton his seat in the se­
nate last year, a Whig being chosen in his place ; 
and now Mr. Atchison, the head of the anti-Ben­
ton faction, stands a fair chance ot having the 
same measure meted out to him. In Iowa, hither­
to a democratic stronghold, the Whig and anti- 
Nebraska party have elected the governor and a 
majority of the legislature, and probably both 
members of congress.—Aile. «V Journal.

•More Warnings.—We gave, last week, three 
or four cases of fatal accidents, resulting from 
the reckless practice of filling spirit lamps while 
they were burning, or with a light near them ; 
and this week we have to record four more 
deaths from the same dangerous act. On Thurs­
day evening last a servant girl residing in Hud- 
son-street, in this city, was so badly burned that 
she died in the hospital on the following morn­
ing. On Wednesday, the 16th, a man was fill­
ing a la*p in a butcher’s shop in Western Row, 
Cincinnati, when it exploded and burned three 
children, who were in the store at the time, so 
badly that they have since died, and the man is 
not expected to recover.—lb.

New York Crystal Palace.—The Crys­
tal Palace Directors have authorized their Pre­
sident to sell the entire concern, with all the fix­
tures and property of the association, deliverable 
on or after the 1st of November next, for one- 
half its actual cost. The first cost is understood 
to have been about 8700,000. Competent engi­
neers and architects, say's the Journal ot Com­
merce, have decided that the Palace can be taken 
down, removed to the Battery, and put up again 
for 850,000 or less, or be taken down, removed 
to Philadelphia, or Boston, and put up, for less 
than $75,000. Goods and machinery are said to 
be coming into the Palace in considerable quan­
tities, much improving the appearance of things. 
—lb.

The Drought.—The effects of the drought 
which has prevailed for several weeks, in almost 
every part of New England—and indeed far 
more extensively, as reports from various distant 
quarters indicate—are visible particularly in New 
Hampshire, in the neighborhood of Lake Winni- 
piseogee. The corn and potato crops are almost 
entirely destroyed ; and other crops, with the 
exception of bay, which was quite as good as the 
average, will amount to little or nothing.

Casualties.—The past week has been me­
morable for the great number of casualties and 
calamitous events which have occurred, or have 
come to our knowledge. We have had to re­
cord a number of deaths by lightning, particular­
ly at the south, where thunder storms have been 
much more common and destructive than in 
New England ; the explosion of a thousand kegs 
of gunpowder at Maysville, Kentucky, ar.d the 
shattering of the town by the concussion, has 
been mentioned ; then we have had nearer home 
collisions at sea, a boat run down and lives lost, 
in our harbor, gunnin" accidents, railroad acci­
dents, persons killed by the kicks of hones, 
coaches upset in our streets, laborers on new 
buildings have fallen, one or more persons have 
been run over and killed, there have been 
fights and one or more homicides, and last of all, 
a terrible catastrophe in Broad street, the failing 
of two new, spacious granite stores, by which 
three lives were lost and a large amount of pro­
perty destroyed.—Air. Traveller.

Supplies of present crops were being rapidly 
diminished ; stocks very light.

At Pernambuco, to the 13th of July, several 
fatal cases of yellow fever had occtired. The 
tains had been unusualy heavy, causing an in­
undation, which had been very destructive to 
property and the loss of several lives is recorded

petl un­
hurt, being piotvvted by the form of its* parents. 
In other instances some of the victims were found 
terribly bruised and maimed. The catastrophe 
has stricken consternation into the very heart ot 
the city, and the people are appalled bevond be­
lief.

Fully one hundred building-* were unroofed 
and otherwise injured. The storm passed over 
that portion of the city lying between Fifth and 
Twenty-firs: streets. A spier,did block ot four 
story houses’ recently erected on the north side 
of Main, between Eighth and Ninth Streets, 
was completely destroyed, and two or three men, 
it is supposed, buried in the ruins. The bndd- 
ings were built at an expense of S 18,000.

The storm was also very severe in Jvfierson- 
ville, where four houses were blown down.

Odessa.
As we approached Odessa every thing be­

tokened that tve were Cuming into the neigh- 
bout hoi'll of a yteat city. We flashed past 
long caravans of ox-wagons laden with ihe 
wheat of the Ukraine and the tallow of the 
Steppes ; with charcoal from lire forests of 
KUhentfT a hundred miles away ; with dried 
reeds and rushes which are used for luel, in 
dgfaoi. of wood and coal ; with waler-tnelons 
from ihe sandy plains in IttUulous tpianiiiies. 
Tire melons that grow on the steppes are 
the finest 1» the world. They seem to pump 
Up il.e rich cool price from ihe parched soil, 
as the olive-tree of Sicily extracts oil from 
whai appears in the r\lt like the bare rock. 
They supply in a measure the Want of water. 
Instead of ipiUl.ng a glass of wafer to 
q ici.ch the imr-i, you eat a slice . f lemon, 
liera for the Ii'si tune we saw ihe camel 
Cans of Ihe Tartars A pair of huge un­
gainly IWioho in perl B ictrian camels, harness­
ed to an enormous carriage ol wicker work 
led l.y a Tartar guide, sulking solemnly 
along, looming large through the dust.— 
Si.. vly they tu n their long necks, and fix 
their patient eyes upon you, as they hear the 
ranting of I tie wheels, end the shouts ol 
your driver. Before )<>u have fairly made oui 
their forms, they are lost front vision in lire 
impenetrable cloud. You pass on, musing 
of ihe deseit, and the Arabian Nights ; of 
Mohammed flying on swift dromedary from 
the enraged K 'tush ; and of ihe camel Ba­
rak which bore him m the seventh beaten, 
when ihe no (Table mysteries of I he universe 
were laid hare to his eyes. They seemed 
strange.) on of place here unde/ the walls 
of this new city.

The rapid growth of Odessa reminds us 
of our American cities. 1; stands on a 
bold bluff overlooking ihe Black Sea. In 
front sparkle the bright sains, in ihe rear 
Stretch the iiiimeasurahle steppes. You Can 
stand III one of us brood streets and look 
southward over ihe waier or northward over 
the steppe. In either duecti >n the horizon 
is alike no bn,ken ; the plain of send is as 
level as that of wider.

A little more than half a century ago this 
barren c ill was crowned by an obscure 
Turkish fori, hearing ihe name of Hadji- 
Bey. Ii guarded ihe harbour which gave 
refuge t<> a lew miserable Moslem craft, and 
How and, then to a Genoese brig that snug hi 
The waters once burdened with the com- !

republic on ihe shore* id ihe T'auric Cher- I 
sours us. Russia and Turkey were then ai j
war, and Peiemnkm was slowly wresting the j 
shores of the Buck tea from the Sultan.— j 
He ordered Ribas, an Italiau who com­
manded the fleet to lake possession ot the 
Turkish I'lMreas. Catherine fixed upon its 
site as the spill upon which to erect a fort 
to inninium her new dominions, and appoint­
ed Rib,is ss its first governor.

He 
entered the R tsviau service, won ihe fa- 
to.rot Potemkin, and lor his bravery at 
Ismael he received the cross of 81. George 
and à cross of imimr, benemh ihe smoking 
walls of the fortress ; and was ellerweid 
epjtu.meJ governor of Odessa,

In 1801, when he assumed the govorn- 
mem, the population of Odessa amnuuierl 
to 9000, of which number only forty-four 
were artificers. Richelieu soon succeeded 
in attracting large numbers uf5ftukmen to 
the place, and the city grew apace. I he 
Euiperor granted extraordinary privilege» 
to the port. The great ware of Napoleon 
had turned all the west of Europe into a 
camp; agriculture languished, and the defi­
ciency of f.Mtd was supplied by ihe rich har­
vests of ibe Ukraine. Once more llte Ita­
lian merchants found their way imo the 
Black Sea ; and Odessa began to lake rank 
among the great commercial cities of Eu­
rope.

Richelieu governed Odessa eleven year», 
at the close of which the population num­
bered 25 000. It now exceeds 100,000.

All Odessa is eh quenl of Richelieu.— 
His et aine stands in me most public place, 
overlooking the harln ur ; the finest rureri, 
the chief public institutions, the Exchange, 
the Lyceum, the Theatre, bear Ills name ; 
the Hotel Richelieu is famous throughout 
the Russian empire. To see his monu­
ment one needs bur l.tok around.

Odessa occupies ihe extremity of 'bal 
immense plateau, the sides of which plunge 
sheer down inn» ihe Black Ses. '1 he per 
per.dicular cliff is eighty or a hundred feet 
high, lie edge isoccuprrd by the isplariade, 
winch forms whal would lie a fine promen­
ade were it possible l«.i it in be shaded. An 
avenue of trees has been planted there, Inn 
the soil obstinately reluses to second the 
laudable efforts of the government. In the 
ceinte of the esplanade slat,da the bronze 
statue of Richelieu, from ihe huit of which 
a gigantic flight of steps a hundred feel 
broad sleep down to ihe quay. 'These real 
upon a series of arches under which pass 
the streets leading lo ihe port Two lavii.e-, 
which Were once ihe beds of torrents, form 
inclining planes from ihe quay lo the ciiy 
above. The terrace which overlooks the 
aea, it lined with stately edifice», built ot « 
white limetpone eo soil that n may he wink­
ed with a hilchei. This is covered wnh 
cement to preserve it from the action ol 
i lie weal her. The adj icenl elreets running 
parallel wnh the esplanade coniaiu many 
showy edifices ; and broad aireeis sireicli 
through the meanesi portions of'ihe town 
far info ihe steppe. Around the w hole is 
lirrown a wall, not for defence, but for ihe 
purpose of the cuslom-bouse, the privi ege 
of a free port being limited to the space 
within the walla.

The harbour is tolerably safe, being shel­
tered Iront the southern gales, ihough expo­
sed to those of Ihe e..st. 'Th.ee moles 
stretch far out into the hay, dividing il into 
eo many basins. One of these is the qua­
rantine harbour, into which all vessels which 
have passed the Bosphorus must emei. 
Before, however, entering even this, thev 
are compelled to lie fourteen days in ihe 
roadstead If, in the meantime the plague 
does not make its appearance, they may 
then enter the basin, where they are 
permitted lo unlade, and the passengers are 
suffered to pass the remainder ol their forty 
days in the lazaretto on shore.

The Russians boast that this lazaretto is 
the finest in the world. It contains a plea­
sant little garden with a long arcade run­
ning through the centre, in which some 
communication may take place between the 
clean and unrlean. Due care is taken that 
there shall be no actual contact, nor even 
any very close proximity. At a distance ol 
ten' or twelve leet are two wooden fences 
of trellis work, with a close grating of iron 
wire midway between them. Those who 
are performing quarantine are suffered to 
corne up to the inner trellis, while their 
friends from without stand by the outer bar­
rier. They are thus separated bj Three 
harriers and the intervening space. The 
parlies, each wnh his face fialiened against 
the trellis-bars can about their confidential 
communication lo each other at a distance 
of three or four yards. This pleasant gos­
siping place goes try the Italian name of 11 
Farlotorxo—“The Place of Parley.”

Merchandise is even more liable to sus­
picion ol infection than persons. Cotton in 
parucuWr bears a very bad character. Be­
fore it can be admitted into the town, the 
bales must be opened, the contents picked 
io pieces, and spread over a grating, where 
the plagur-deinoii is exorcised hy a twelve 
hours’ luinigaiion with chlorine. Those 
who perform the work of punlymg cotton 
are designated hy the name mortutse or 
“dead men.” They are criminals under 
sentence of transportation to Siberia, who 
are in the eve ol the law defunct. They 
are clad in black leather, ami perform I heir 
functions heavily untied. S une articles, 
suen as fruits, corn, sugar, ami the like, 
hear a much belter character, ami are suf­
fered to be landed at once They are plac 
ed in a warehouse, one gaie'ol winch opens 
seaward, the other to the land, Into this 
the goods are brought by the sailors. When 
these have returned lo their respective ves­
sel, the sea-gale is closed ; 'list toward ilie 
land is opened, and the goods delivered to 
their owners

Odessa is hard y a Russian city in appear- 
nnce. lie principal streets are lined with 
shops wnh sign-boards in every language in 
Europe. Each street and rq-iare hears » 
twofold name, in Russian and Italian.— 
The bulk of the population is of course 
Russian, hut the commerce ami trade are 
almost wholly in the hands of foreigners.— 
The few vessels belonging Ip the prut which 
ply l.eyond ihe Black Sea, are almost with­
out exception owned by Greek traders — 
Austria and Sardipn taken ihe lead in ihe 
number of vessels that leave the port, fol­
lowed at a considerable disiance by Russia 
and England. The languages spoken areas 
various ss the nationalities ol the population. 
The Russian is the language of the great 
mass of the inhabitants; Italian is that of 
commerce ; and French that ol polite so­
ciety.

The intense heal of summer, ihe constant 
sliding dust, the utter absence of shade ten­
der Odessa a very unpleasant place of resi­
lience. The wealthy inhabitants have used 
very laudable efforts to create for themselves 
rural retreats m ihe neighbourhood. But

tions have proved a1 most total failures — 
The only trees wh-ch have been tolerably I 
successful are a species of acacia.

snow often lies for several days in the coun­
try at large. There are not so many high 
mountains, nor large rivers and lakes in 
the country. The mountains ihat exist ire 
generally volcanic in their origin. Almost 
everv acre of the soil is made productive, 
though not especially so by nature. The 
hills aie generally cultivated lo their tops. 
It is acknowledged to be one of the best 
cultivated countries in the world. This 
has become necessary in order that so dense 
a population may be supported, as they have 
lull precious finie commerce, and muei 

i raise their own food or starve. Rice it a 
simple production, and is the principle 
article of food. Aside from rice, they 
raise wheat, Indian corn, vegetables, and 
many other articles that are produced in 
this country.

Japan is a wealthy country, as it abounds 
with gold and silver, copper and other valu­
able metals. Besides, the people are very 
industrious and enterprising, and often re­
mind one of the yankees. They have their 
" merchant princes,” as well as other na­
tion». 1rs education and civilization they 
are beyond most Asiatics ; and are more 
like Europeans The Japanese are like 
the Portuguese in their general appearance. 
'They dress more like the Chinese. The 
higher class dress very nicely| aa well as 
gaudily, They shine in gold.

John B. Gough.
Every body in England who reads the 

news has seen or heard of John B. Gough,
I the temperance advocate. He seems lo he 
| heir, there and everywhere ; now in Edit)- 
; burgh and Aberdeen, ihe next week in 

Leeds and Manchester, and the next in 
London and the larger towns of the south. 
No public speaker of the day seems lo be in 
greater demand. He is full of engagements, 
■ nd cannot overtake one haif of them. The 
reason is that he is a man of striking genius, 
and possesses a power of swaying a popular 
audience as no other living orator can do.

But Mr. Gough is not so great as an ora­
tor, as he is great as an actor. He has no 
literary finish. Ills language is not polish­
ed and chiai lied. His period is not large 
and rounded. There is no grandeur about 
his eloquence. His style is not brilliant, 
chaste and perfect, as we expect in the fin­
ished and highly educated orators. Indeed, 
lie himself admits that he never experienced 
the advantage nf education ; be is entirely 
a self educated man. And yet, as we have 
said, he possesses a marvellous and almost 
unexampled power over his audience. This 
arises mainly, as an actor.

Take, for instance, Mr. Gough’s lecture 
on habit, recently delivered by him before 
the Young Men’s Christian Association in 

i Exeter Hall, and since published, revised 
by himself. ^ Its literary merits, though con­
siderable are not great. There are many

He raises the ghosts of departed drunkards 
with more than a magician’s power, and 
makes them live over again their hideous 
dreams, in which mocking, jibbermg hu­
man lame eve in to glnro at you while he 
speaks ; or he describes Niagara Falls, and 
how a gay parly ol youths are sucked into 
the rapids, and drawn on and on—nil at 
last, awakening from their dream of pleas­
ure, they make for the shore ; * pull for your 
very lives ! pull till the blood starts Irom 
your nostrils, and the veins stand like whip­
cords on your brow !”—But ail tou late ; and 
shrieking, cursing, howling, blaspheming, 
over they go! You see it all before you, 
so vividly is it depicted ; and the hearer can 
scarcely resist screaming aloud, as the 
youths are buried headlong down the tern- 
tile torrent.

earth. The Druids, no doubt, three thou­
sand years sgo, may have “ seen the ele­
phant,” lo whom these bones belonged, 
while they.celebrated the mysterious rites ol 
their religion, in the recesses o( the primi­
tive forests of England. That these huge 
animals disappeared long before the Britons 
invaded Great Britain, ta demonstrated by 
the circumstance that the bones of the Ro 
man soldiers are found much nearer the 
surface of the earth—three limes nearer— 
than those of the elephant.

In digging on the Great Western Railway 
from Oxford, the “ Boswell Bone Caves” 
were found,containing the most astonishing 
evidences of the existence at one time nr 
England, not only of the elephant but ol 

j the rhinoceros and the hyena. They were 
discovered in sinking a shaft into a hill> In 
these caves an incredili e number of bones 
were found, of the elephant, ihe bear, the 
rhinoceros, the hyena, end the ordinary do 
rnestic animals. At a period perhaps almost 
coeval with the deluge, these animals may 
have been as numerous in Great Britain as 
they now are in the regions of the Tropics.- 
The eighth volume of” Household Words”
