Ancient Assyria and the Bible.

The discoveries of Layard at Ninevah,
though carious and instructive in all re:-
spects, are most important for the light they
throw on Scripture. In reading the nar-
rative of the bold explorer, we seem to be
transported back to the days of the Hebrew
prophet, for substantially the same manners
and customs prevail in Mesopotamia now as
did three thousand years ago. There are
still the lodges in the cucamber gardens,
which Isaiah describes; the oxen still tread
out the corn ; the vessels of bulrushes may
still be seen ; and the wild asses of the de-
sert, so poetically alluded to in Job, sll
watch the traveller from a distance, pause
for him to draw Dear, and then gallop away
to the shadowy horizon. To realize the
0O'd Testament, Layard should be read.—
That ancient portion of the Bible ceases to
be the dim, far off record it has heretofore
appeared ; light gleams all along its pages ;
its actors live and muve before us; we be-
come ourselves sharers in ihe story ; and the
past, for the moment, is vivified into the pre-
sent.

The confirmation of the truth of Serip-
ture, derived from the sculptures of Nme-
veb, is not less remarable. The bass-reliefs
on the walls of the palaces, now just restor-
ed to light, after being eniombed for nearly
two thousand years, verify perpetually the
Hebrew Bible. There is still to be seen
the wild ball in the net, mentioned in Isaiah ;
the Babylooian princes in vermilion, with
dyed sttire on their heads, described by
gntid; and warriors bringing the heads
of their enemies in caskets, to cast them

the seventy sons of Abab. There, too, are
painted shields on the walls of besieg-
ed towns, a8 we are told by the Jewish pro-
pbet be bebeld at Tyre. There are also
the forts built over against the beleagured
city ; the king placing his foot on the necks
of the captive princes ; and the idols of the
of the conquered carried away by the vic-
tors, precisely as described by Hosea and
other sacred autbors. There are also the
vian gods, still the same as when their
portrait was drawn five and twenty centu-
ries ago—cut from the trees of the forest,
decked with silver and gold, fastened with
nails, and clothed with purple and blue.—
The very star to which Amos allades s yet
on those palace walls, above the horned cap |
of the idol, though the worshippers bave been
dead for thousands of years, and though the
wild beasts, as predicted, have long made
their lairs there.

Even the enormous circumference which
Joah gives to the walls of Nineveb is fully
corroborated. The three days’ journey of
the propbet is still required io make the cir-
cait of the ¢ ruins on the cast back of
the T;.ri‘—f::‘lbe peuple of Mesopotamia
built their cities as tbe Hindoos sull con-
struct theirs. First, one king erected a
palace, aroond which grew up a town ; then
s new monarch bailt one, for fresh air, on
the verge of the open country, whither soon
followed another town; and this proc-es
was repested till several contiguous cities
were decaying snd being erected, all pass-
ing, bowever, under the general name, and
covering together an extent of ground which
would otherwise be incredible. The light
thrown on Scripture, the confirmation afford-
ed to the Bible, by these receat discoveries
at Nineveh, is 50 remarkable, that it slmost
seems as if that socient eity, alier being
buried, bad been sllowed to Le disinterred

After her form of prayer had
ended, she raised the splendid silken cinopy
overhanging the tumulus, containing the
body of David, and there, in royal state,
was the veritable sarcophagus of David,
having its marble eover adorned with the
most beautiful festoons of grapes—the em-
blem of the Jewish architecture—and other
ancient devices, which she carefully trans.
ferred to paper, yet to be presented to the
public in the pages of the “ City of the
Great King,” soon to make its appearance.
No traces of its ancient treasures remained
that have so ofien been pillaged by the
Eastern monarchs. Hyreanus, the son of
Simon the Maccabee, is said to bave dese
poiled it of three thousand talents, prior to
its exploration by Herod the Great, who,

IN 8T. JOHN'S, NEWFOUNDLAND.

Ox Monday evening, Dec. 7th, the day

following the close of the dedicatory ser-
vices of our new Church in 8t. John's, Néw-
foundland,—of which a detailed account
appeared in our columns two weeks since
from the pen of the Rev. Mr. Daniel, the
respected Chbairman of that District,—the
Rev. Thomas Fox was set apart to the office
and work of the Ministry, with the accus-
tomed solemnities. Through the kindness
of one who took part in the impressive ser-
vice we have been furnished with the sub-
joined statements.
Mr. Fox has for many years laboured
faithfully, and with unequivocal tokens of
the Divine favour, in Newfoundland. Pre-
vented by circumstances from entering the
ranks of the regular Ministry at an earlier
period, his mame does not appear on our
Minutes before last year. Two years must,
therefore, elapse from the ensuing Coofer-
ence before his reception, as we term it, into
full Connexion. Looking, however, at the
peculiarity of his case, and in consideration
of the pressing exigeneies of our work in
the spheres in which Le is providentially
calied to labour, the late Conference author-
ized his ordinstion, so soon as arrangements
could be conveniently made for that purpose.
Such an opportunity was presented by the
recent visit of the President o Newfound-
land.

Tomy young
mind the sermon afforded unspeakable sa.is-
faction, mingled with a strong desire to
serve God. Shortly ufter, the resident Min-
ister preached from the next verse of the
above named t—* Bat the day of the
Lord will so come as a thief in the night ;

with a great noise, and thé elemeats sball
melt with fervent heat ; the earth also and
the works which are therein shall be burned
up.” As the preacher described the last
great day, my mind was <0 im with
the reality, ihat, from that day to this it
bas never worn off. At ibe age of fourteen
I was examined for Coafirmation, and con-

it was then my duty to attend the Lord’s
table which 1 did with wmoch fear snd trem-
bling, and the ordinauce proved a blessing
to me in two ways—first, as it reminded
me of the dying of the Lord Jesus Christ ;
and secondly, as it kept me (at least in part)
from sinful companions, and this, as I review
the past,’is a cause of much thankfulness to
Him to whom I belong. At the age of
seventeen my I6t was cast among the Me-
thodists, and under the preachiog of Messrs.
Henly and Hernshaw [ began to learn that 1
bad s depraved heart, and that | was a guilty
sinner before God, and maust perish forever
unless I was pardoned. The Prayer-meet-
ings also s means of quickening my
soul. 1 felt no, terror of hell, of which I
have heard many speak, but I felt a broken
heart, and could * gricve for grieving my
God.” A friend about this time (who was
anxious for my salvation) put into my hand
the memoirs of Mrs. Hester Ann Rogers,
and it was whilst reading them thet | saw
more clearly the nature of Justification, and
that 1, even I, con'd only be saved through
a living faith in a living Saviour. I was
brought to see sin to be exceedifigly sinful,
and Jesus to be excecdingly ious and
lovely. For three weeks I was led by the
Holy Spiric to confess my sins, and wrestle
in prayer for the great blessing of pardon,
which I saw it to be my privilege to obtain,
and while thas mourning, confessing my
sios, and wrestling in prayer, 1 felt a trost
in the merits and blood of Christ, such as 1
bad never felt before. The promises of
God’s Word all seemed to bz mine, the
love of Christ was shed abroad in my heart,
and I bad a “ joy onspeakable, and full of
glory.” The language of Isaiah xii. 1, was
indeed mine, my heart now flowed like a
river, and at once I felt a desire to publish
the glad tidings of salvation to those who
were living without Christ in the world.—
The Sabbath came, and | felt constrained to
go out to & country village, though quite a
stranger to the people, to tell them about
Christ and his blessed Gospel, and here suc-
cess attended my weak but sincere endea-
vors to do good. A door was opened at my
request, and | prayed and read a chapter
from Mr. Wesley's Testsment, with notes.
This visit was an opening for the travelling
preachers, who came there regularly to ad-
minister the Word of. Life from that time
I was now requested by the Minister of the
Circuit to go out regularly on the Sabbath
day, to exbort and preach to the people, and
in complying my own soul was blest indeed,
and I have good reason to believe the souls of
those to whom I endeavored to preach were
blest also. The Lord had raised up about that
time a band of ers,and with them
I felt bappy that I was accounted worthy to
speak a word for my Master, even Jasus.—
A great number of persons about this time
were leaving for the States of America, and
as a vessel was leaving England for this
Island, I thought to touch here, and pass on
to that great country, where our fathers
fied from persecution ; where they sought &
faith’s pure shrine ; where they went to wor-
ship God. But the good Lord saw fit to keep
me here, and I do not regret it. After
baviog exercised my talents as a Local-
preacher for a time in the Carbonear Cir-
cuit, I was appointed by the District Meet-
ing to take charge of a school at Cupids,
aod to preach regu to that people, under
the direction of the Brigus Minister. The
Word of the Lord soon became “ quick and
powerfol.” Masters and servants, parents
and children, young and old, were truty con-
verted to God. The grace of God wrought
wonders indeed, and very few comparative-
ly remained unconvineed of their lost condi-
tion. I was then advised by two or three
of our Ministers to travel regularly, and to
exchange with them, to which- I consented,
after living in Cupids twelve years. The
District Meeting then removed me to the
Old Perlican Circuit. Here God prospered
His Word, and about fifty were added to
Lord’s Church. The next Circait to which
1 was sent was Grand Bank. A mighty
shaking of “dry booes ' took place there,
and the number of the Circoit was
changed from darkness to light. I was
then appointed to Trinity, and prosperity
there attended the Word.

! (From our own Corespondest )
Canapa, Dee. 12th, 1857.

In willingly assuming the duties which
you have courteously imposed, of Canadisn
Correspondent of the Provincial Wesleyan,
perbaps a general, neighbourly introduc-
tory will be in place, to letters which, while
they will necessarily contain some business
things not very poetic, will be written with
leasure ; and it is my to make
them diversified and suthentic in statement
and in spirit uncontroversial and friendly,—
with more than a that, though T shall
lack the aflaence of incident and prestige
possessed by a European correspondent, the
facts. which the position and progress of
Canada may supply will be welcoms to your
intelligent readers in Eastern British Amer-

ica.

The East sends friendly wishes to the
West for intelligence; and the East is
worthy, and shall bave it, if Providence
permit. | say worthy, for the request comes
from a part of the new world peopled by a
loyal and indepetdent race, many of whose
fathers preferred the flag of “ the Isle” to
the o flag of the American contin-
ent at the elose of the fevolutionary war.—
To be refugees was not degradation, but
manliness snd honesty ; and they have since
beard the flap of the British banner with
beating hearts, and in all circumstances
proved themselves deserving of British pro-
tection and privileges.

Their cluster of Colonies, washed by the
billows of the Atlantic, are a rampart to the
ocean-extremity of Cacada, and the indus-
try, enterprise, and Protestantism of their
best inhabitants make them trust-worthy.—
Their islands are important. New Brun-
swick is a neighbour we like. Nova Scotia
has been a favorité at home and from
bome. And Newfoundland banks will bear
the cable which is to send us without delay
European, Asiatic, and African despatches :
s0 that the bleak and busy island is thus
destined to run up a score against this colo-
ny, which it will require some ingenuity to
pay. Canada is not alome in this hemis-
phere; mnd it calls for fervent thanks that
the sceptre which is beauteous én Great
Britain, is beauteous to us,—and especially
while Vietoria wields it; and to the only
Ruler of princes be rendered our most de-
vout ascriptions for the British power that
guards us, and the British munificence which
makes ours an envied lot. of honour and of
abundance.

The request is not only from the East,
but it is Wesleyan; which pleases me and
bespeaks fellow-feeling, and a wish for
closer acquaintanceship. Is it not some
seventy-seven or eight years since the apos-
tle of Methodism in the Atlantic British
Provinces, William Black, turned to the
Lord and set himself with Divine help to
turn others to Him? And did be not kin-
dle a flame which bas never waned, and is
not to.be extinguished ¢ It is a calumny to
say that Wesleyans depreciate lay influeuce,
for many of their beginnings in the world
can be traced to lay zeal; and while the
laity of Methodism is loyal, may its powell-

The West has a beart for correspondence
with the East, and will delight to be iree and
fraternal. Perhaps the British soldier first
brougbt Methodism to Canada. From time to
time Missionaries were sent from the Parent
Wesleyan Conference.  To Upper Canada
the first Missionary, Losee, was sent by the
New York Conference ; and since then there
has been no retrogression, but advance
among the Aborigines and the new settlers.
Bishops—among whom was the American
Wesley, Asbury, came from the United
Siates. Chosen men of the English Confer-
ence, and of the Canada Conference, have
been Presidents and Co-Delegates, and much
was done by them to perpetuate and extend
the original policy and power of Methodism.
and promote unity. For a time there was
misunderstanding and di:quietude ; but bro-
therly love, and frankness put things right;
and now, the fixed re-union and the incor-
poration 'of Lower Canada and Hudson's
Bay Methodism with the old Confereuce of
Upper Canada are our boasted proofs of
Wesleyan oueness. Every President ap-
pointed from Britain bas brought us prized
advantages, and their services are remem-
bered with gratefalness ; and the cordial co-
operation of the ministers and laity of both
Canadas deserves great praise ; but to an es-
teemed minister, well known in the East,
the Rev. Enoch Wood, for years and now
ably discharging the functions of two onerous
offices, that of President of the Conference,
and of General Snrrintenden of ‘Missions,
—we owe a gpecial gratitude for our uaity,
quiet, missionary extension and remarkable
Connexional prosperity. Since then the
West has known more of the Kast, and the
new Conference has added to our knmowledge
and admiration of Atlantic Methodism, and
uade mutual intercourse gratifying.

The West has good news to send to the
East. This brings me towards the close of
my introductory ; and I sball want other op-
poftunities for that mews. An authority
says, that Canada extends sixteen hundred
miles, and contains two hundred and forty
millions of English acres, and three hun-
dred and fifty thousand ¢quare miles. I do
not make these calculations absolute ; for the
Imperial Parliament bas lately bad its Hud-
son’s Bay Committee, and the pen of the
ready-writer in England and Canada bas
been active enough to show that Canada has
territorial rights beyond the specified boun-
dary. Pretty certain it is we bave some
two millions three bundred thousand inhab-
itants, and that politically, educationally,
commercially, materiaily, and socially (as
the East shall hear) we are making swift
progress. :

There are many energetic churches and
benevolent institutions here ; and the Wes-
leyan not last. Fairly shall all be dealt
with ; but if the East should hear most of
the Wesleyans, there will be no complaints, |
am sure, from you. You have a position, as
to civil diversity. which we bave mot; for
your wotk sweeps through several Colonies,
and you have a fine chance for commanding
effort. We think our evangelical range am-
ple enough ; for its boundaries are the see-
like Lakes south, the Atlantic east, the Pa-
cific west, and the Arctic regions north. In
this immense area of operations the Canada
Conference has twenty Districts, and two
bundred and forty Circuits and Missions,
and not far sbort of four hundred enterpris-
ing labourers of every degree. Revivals
are nuvmerous, and hundreds are saved. - All
bail to these modern pentecosts | We bhave
a very valuable and extensive printing and
publishing establishment, its thief importance
appearing in its being the Conference depot
for thousands of Wesleyan and other stand-
ard volomes, where is increasingly issoed
our widely circulated Christian Guardian,
and other periodicals. 8o popular is_our
Victoria University at Cobourg, that thou-

ds of pounds are now being raised for its

increase! Black did not wait for Episcop
permission, (why should he, or any bod
else 7) to speak of the charity of his beart
for souls, but told it, and the tale was tell-
ing on muliitudes, to the praise of God.—
He like a wise son and servant soon made
known his labours to Mr. Wesley, and he,
with his laration that the
world was his parish, favoured the mew
field with his supervision : and Mr. Black
is 10 be thought of as a man who was hon-
oured with letters from the Founder of
Methodism, and who was greatly assisted,
and effectually directed by them, and to this
cause, as well as to the impulses of bis sanc-
tified nature, and, more than all, t3 the pre-
sence of the Holy Spirit, must we attribate
his signal usefulness, and the origin of a
fame, to which Dr. Richey's elegant and
Wesleyan biographical pen has largely aided
to give perpetuity.
There were oiber agents at the laying of

Methodist structure. True it is, that he
who boids the winds in bis fist turned aside
the coming Dr. Coke and others,and carried
them to the West Indies. And who can
fiod fault with that, when soon large Chris-
tian societies were raised up there and their
defence placed Richard Watson belore the
world in all his majesty ? God knew what
he was doing ; and the price of twenty sterl-
ing millios, ;aid by Britons for emancipation,
ie his glorious justification.
