Dr. Miller's Duck Story.

The late Dr. Miller, of Princeton, as all his
students will remember, abounded in aneedotes,
which he related to his classes from year to
year; to illustrate the points made in his lec-
tures.

A celebrated judge in Virginia was, in his
earlier years, skeptical as to the truth of the
Bible, and especially as to the reality of ex-
perimental religion. He had a favorite servant
who accompanied-him in his travels round his
circuit. As they passed from court house to
court house, they frequently conversed on the
subject of religion, the servant, Harry, venturing
at times to remonstrate with his master against
his infidelity. As the judge had confidence in
Harry’s honesty and sincerity, he asked him a
great many questions as to how-he felt, and
what he thought on various points. .Amongst
other things, Harry told his master that he was
often very sorely tempted and tried by the devil.
The judge asked Harry to explain to him
how it happened that the devil attacked him,
(Harry), who was so pious a man, so sorely,

The first thing which strikes us, in the exam-
ination of the above Table, is the column of In-
crease. It is one of almost unbroken uniformi-
ty, proving how general is the prosperity of the
work of God. There is but one solitary item of
decrease, namely, in South Wales. It is but
just, however, to add that, comparing this Dis-
trict with the return of last year, it is rather a
source of encouragement than otherwise. It
should be remembered, that there was a remark-
able revival of religion last year-in all the
Churches throughout the Principality,—our own
amongst the number,—so that the Welsh Dis-
tricts showed the large increase of upwards of
3,000 members. The slight decrease, therefore,
of 73, after such a religious awakening, and such
an accession of converts from the world, is cal-
culated more to excite our gratitude for the
steadfastness of the many, than to depress our
spirits by the declension of a few.

The spirit of these remarks is applicable to
the Table generally. The increase, although
above 9,000, is not equal to that of last year;
but, when it is considered that that was almost
unprecedented in the annals of our Connexion in
Great Britain, to find in the year succeeding,
another encouraging increase, above the usual
average, is a source of much thankfulness.

Still there is much to lead to humble and se-
rious reflection. When we think of the vast
machinery Methodism employs—such as no
other Churches do, or can, in their present
state of organization—to move the masses and
to shepherd souls, we are somewhat painfully
affected with the result. As a section of the
Church of Christ, we are not doing all that we
can for the steadily and rapidly increasing popu-
lation of our country. We have no doubt, how-
ever, that if, as we had hoped, we had been in
circumstances to report the number of such as
have finished their course with joy, this number
would have been much larger than many persons
imagine; and, comsequently, the gain to the
Church below would have appeared greater, in

As to the important feature of Ministerial suc-
cession, we cannot as yet write with accuracy,
but from all that we can learn, the number of
Candidates recommended by the several Dis-
trict Meetings to the approval of the Confer-
ence, will be found equal to, if not larger than,
that of previous years. To the future we logk
forward with hope and confidence.

On Friday last the mortal remains of the late
Tromas FARMER, Esq., were deposited in one
of the catacombs of Highgate Cemetery, in the
presence of a numerous group of near relatives
and attached friends.

The body had been removed at an early hour
of that day from Gunnersbury House, Acton.
It arrived at the cemetery, as previously arranged,
at half-past onme, in the following order, viz.,
hearse, six mourning coaches containing the re-
latives and friends of Mr. Farmer, and one con-
taining his servants, followed by many private
carriages.

pleasure. The mouth, like that of insects, opens
lengthwise of the body, not crosswise, as with
man and the higher races of animals. It has
two teeth forits food, but three more in the
stomach. Before the pointed nose, the long,
wire-like feelers or horns are stretched out, that
| seem to aid the dimness of its sight. The tail
| or jointed instrument, is its great locomotive, by
which itis raised and propelled through the
water. Beneath this we see lodged the spawn,
in great abundance.

When the young lobsters leave the parent,
they seek refuge in small clefis of the rocks, or
crevices at the bottom of the sea. In a few
weeks they grow much larger, and change their
shell for lobsterhood. In general, this is done
once a year, and is a painful operation. For
some days before this change, the animal dis-
continues its usual strength and vigor, lying
torpid and motionless; but just before casting
its shell, striking its claws against each other,
every limb seems to tfemble. Then the body
swells in an unusual manner, and the shell be-
gins to divide—it seems turned inside out, the
stomach coming away with its shell. In like
manner the claws are disengaged, the lobster
casting them off, much as you or 1 would kick
off a boot too big for us. For several hours it
now continues enfeebled-and motionless, but in
two days the new skin becomes hardened, and
within forty-eight hours the shell is perfetly
formed and hard, like the one just cast off.

The lobster has now increased more than a
third in its size, and like a boy who has out-
grown his pants, it seems wonderful how the
old shell could contain so great an animal as fills
the new. Below, in his native element, he
reaches the age of twice ten years, and loses a
foot or a claw without feeling the loss, for he
very well knows they will grow again. At certain °
seasons lobsters never meet each other without
a fight, and when a leg or even a claw is lost,
the victor carries off this spoil to feast on, while
the vanquished retires for a thorough repair of
his injured anatomy. This is quickly accom-
plished, for in three weeks the new limb is
nearly as large and powerful as the old one.

When hunting, the lobster resorts to strata-
gem, if his strength be insufficient. In vain the
oyster closes the door against his grasping, vice-
like claw, for so soon as the unsuspecting mus-
cle opens its house, in be pops a stone, and the
breach made, the oyster must surrender.

The lobster shows great susceptibility for
magnetism ; placed on his head in the sand, and
passes made over him with the fingers, he be-
comes magnetize.l iusiawi:;, falling asleep. Thus
he will remain for some minutes, and numb as a
piece of wood, when, suddenly tumbling down,
he wakes up, and sprawls about again. This
excitability of his nervous system especially man-
ifests itself during thunder storms and naval en-
gagements. These sounds of thunder and of,
tremble, and so terrified, as to jerk away his
claws. It is said that freebooters often success-

During the proper season, five or six ships sail
between the Thames alome and the coast of
Norway to supply London with. lobsters, and
others bring to Holland more than half a mil-
lion. It is estimated that in Northern Europe
alone nearly five million lobsters are consumed
every year. 1have met with no data to estimate
their consumption in our own land, where they
form so favorite a dish.

‘What an extraordinary creature for our study
and admiration! Without bones on the inside,
still with stomach to digest the hardest materials,
the shells of muscles, oysters, and even its own
—an animal obtaining & new stomach and shell
at stated intervals. Without red blood, circu-
lating, yet vigorous and active ! But strangest
of all, a creature endowed with a vital principle
that repairs such limbs as have beeninjured and
provides new ones for the lost. How marvelous
and wonderful are God’s works, even in the
deep, and worthy of our contemplation !

!of difficulties he has lost his most honest and
| reliable adviser, Prince Orloff, who has gone to
his account.

| The plot thickens around the chair of St.
| Peter. His Holiness, perhaps unhappily for
| himself, has recovered from his illness. But
| pity for the sorrows of a poor old man does not
lrcconcile the Italians to their sovereign Pontiff.
| In defiance of the police, a petition signed by
2en thousand Romans has been forwarded to the
Emperor of the French, urging him to prove
his love for Italian liberty by the withdrawal of
his troqps from Rome. If the Emperor should
grant this request, which is not unlikely, the de-
parture of the last French soldier from the
Eternal City will seal the fate of the Papacy for-
ever, and the triple crown and the golden keys,
and all the mummeries of the sovereign pontifi-
ciate will be consigned to the old clothes’ bag of
History.

It is more and more certain that the Emperor
of the French has no sympathy with the Pope.
A most extraordinary broadsheet has been cir-
culated throughout Paris by thousands during
the past week, the aim of which is to hold up
| the Pope to ridicule, and to show that the only
Viear of Christ in the world is the Holy Spirit,
and the only true Priest is the Eternal Son of
| God. This broadsheet h&s inscribed upon it the
printer’s name, and must therefore have secured
the sanction of the government. The police
have not attempted to limit its circulation. It
is one of the most startling of the signs of the
times. Count Cavour has been invited by the
Emperor to visit France. He is also expected
at Windsor ; and doubtless his mission will have
a political purpose. Who knows but that ere
the dawn of 1862 Italy will be one vas{ King-
dom, and the Papacy a thing of the put’ !

There have been some very edifying episodes
of royal life in France during the last few weeks.
Prince Napoleon and Prince Murat have been,
and yet are, at daggers drawn. The latter sent
a challenge to the former, who requested one of
the Emperor’s ministers to act as his second,—
a request about equivalent to asking the police
to stop this duel. The Emperor has forbidden
the duel, but, at the same time, he is- supposed
to regard the Prince Napoleon with anything
but an amiable eye. The unfortunate publisher
of the Due 1’Aumale’s pamphlet has been con-
signed by the government to ruin. Not satisfied
with condemning him to six month’s imprison-
ment and a fine of six thousand francs, they
have taken away his license and closed his esta-
blishment. Such is the liberty of a Frenchman
in the nineteeth century !
| The departure of French troops from Syria is
| fixed definitely for the fifth of this month, and
every effort is being made to fulfil the engage-
ment. Russia, through Prince Gortchakoff, has
| protested against this departure, and states a
fear that anarchy and bloodshed will immedi-
ately ensue. ‘A Christian Governor of the Le-
banon has been appointed, but how this new
{ arrangement will work is an exceedingly dubious
| problem.

More than one hundred thousand pounds
have been forwarded from England for the relief
|of the sufferers from famine in India. One
| thousand pounds have been contributed as a first
| instalment from Wesleyan Methodist congrega-
tions. The most recent accounts report no
abatement in the extent and ravages of this
fearful dearth. The people are dying by hun-
| dreds daily, and the munificens sums raised for
| their relief are but like the dust in the balance.
| In New Zealand, the native insurrection has

assumed no new phase. Earl Grey, in the
House of Lords, attacked the policy of the
Governor, Colonel Browne. The Duke of New-
castle defended the Colonel, and animadverted
very severely upon the conduct of Bi'uhup
| Selwyn and his clergy, who,#y their rash and
unwise interference, have very much aggravated
the present difficulty. One had always looked
upon the Bishop of New Zealand as a model.-
But even models are imperfect, and here we
have this rash and impetuous Bishop fomenting
the grievances of the natives, embarrassing the
| policy of the government, and tumbling into a
| very sea of hot water. Not many months since
| a great scheme of increasing colonial bishoprics
|was mooted. Bishops were the want of the
|times. They were to solve all colonial problems,
to consolidate colonial loyalty, to conserve the
Church and convert the world. But for all the
practical good that Bishop Selwyn has done of
late he might as well have met with the fate
which Sydney Smith humorously predicted for
him, when he hinted that at the feasts of New
Zealand chieftains there was always “ cold mis-
sionary on the sideboard!” The present Go-
| vernor of the colony is to be removed to another
port, and Sir George Grey is to be transferred
from the Cape of Good Hope to New Zealand.
Sir George is a great favourite with the colonists,
and indeed with his Sovereign, who has just sent
him a superb gold watch as a token of her ap-
| preciation of his kindness to Prince Alfred.
{  Mr. Cobden has at last arrived in England,
and took his seat in the House of Commons last
night, in the midst of loud applause. He was
complimented on his return by the Premier and
the Chancellor of the Exchequer. He has de-
clined a baronetcy offered to him by the Queen,
but intends to accept the freedom of the City
of London, which is to be presented to him as
soon as his health will permit his attendance at
Guildhall. It is said that he has again lost all
his fortune by unsuccessful investments. The
venerable Lord Brougham is seriously ill, and
not likely to recover. Gavazzi is at present in
London, and intends to give a series of lectures
[on the State of Italy. It is confidently an-
I nounced that this eloquent and patriotic man has
recently become a true believer of Christ, and is
now living in the enjoyment of the saving grace
of God. Hispreachingin Italyis accompanied with
great power, and it is to be hoped that as he has
been one of the foremost Apostles of his country’s
freedom, he will also be foremost among the
Apostles of a purer faith.

The Charter provides that none but shareholders
shall be permitted to enter the Palace on Sun-
day, and that no money shall be taken in the
building on that day. To evade the spirit of
this provision, the directors have subdivided cer-
tain of the shares into small allotments, pur-
chasable for a few shillings, and thus brought
within the range of the poorest classes. On
Sunday last the experiment was tried for the first
time, and no less, than forty thousand people,
under the guise of Shareholders, entered the
Palace. Excursion trains ranevery few miputes ;
refreshments were obtainable between three and
five o'clock ; and, by way of giving some sacred-
ness to the Sabbath gala, selections of Church
music were played on the grand organ! To
such a case is ourglorious English Sabbath com-
ing! An attempt will be made to invalidate the
new arrangement, on the ground that, though
it does not violate the letter of the Charter, it
directly contravenes its spirit ; but so vigorous
is the Anti-Sunday league, that it is to be feared
that the attempt will prove abortive. The cele-
brated M. Blondin has appeared in England, and
is to perform at the Palace. Surely the des-
tiny of this man is to break his neck !

In religious circles, the celebrated  Essays
and Reviews” have lost none of their interest.
It is currently reported that the article in the
Edinburgh, in defence of the Reviewers, is from
the pen of Professor Stanley, the biographer of
Dr. Arnold, and the Examining Chaplain to the
Bishop of London. Itisto be hoped that this
is not so. The Church of England, and Chris-
tian truth generally, can hardly afford to lose
Canon Stanley from the ranks of orthodoxy.—
Proceedings have been instituted in the Court of
Arches against Dr. Rowland Williams, one of
the Essayists, by his dioceasan, the Bishop of
Sdlisbury. If the Bishop should not gain the
day, Dr. Williams will have to pay some very
heavy expenses, and so be punished either way.
Another of the Essayists, the Rev. Mr. Wilson,
had engaged to preach a series of sermons in
St. Chrysostom’s Church, Liverpool, the incum-
bent of which is the notorioiis Mr. McNaghten,
who has already secured prominence by his
avowed semi-infidelity. The Bishop of Chester,
however, inhibited Mr. Wilson from preaching,
but Mr. McNaghten, not to be beaten, read to
the expectant congregation the manuseript which
Mr. Wilson had prepared for them. The infi-
dels in the Church of England have overshot
their mark this time, and doubtless the general
alarm and indignation excited by the appearance [
of the Essays will lead to wholesome results.

On the nomination of Dr. Buchanan and
Farl Dalhousie, Dr. Candlish has been ap-
pointed Moderator of the Free Church of Scot-
land. At a large meeting of non-conformists in
London, it was resolved that a monument should
be raised in memory of John Bunyan, the
Bedfordshire tinker. Lord Shaftesbury, for cer-
tain political reasons, with which every sane
man must sympathize, has retired from the
Presidency of the Protestant Alliance.

The regurns from the several Annual District
Meetings of the Wesleyan Church are highly
gratifying. - The numbers show an increase of
about ten thousand members, with nearly twenty-
five thousand on trial. One District alone re-
turns a decrease of members. Ten thousand |
members, however apparently encouraging, do
not realize the increase that might be expected
from our extraordinary machinery. But there
are many reasons for the comparative stagnation |
of the Churches just now. The depression of
trade invariably thins the ranks of Methodism.
Poor people who have been accustomed to give
cheerfully their weekly contribution cannot but
feel bitterly their inability to continue it, and
hence many of them drop away from the Society.
One sign of vigorous health in Methodism is
most encouraging: on all sides unparalteled ef-
forts are being made for the reduction of Chapel
debts, and 'very large sums have been paid off.
When trust estates are thus relieved, a large in-
come will be set free for purposes of ministerial
support, and the number of ministers will be in-
creased in proportion. We feel more and more,
especially in large towns, the want of an ade-
quate ministerial staff. The increase of Minis-
ters and the limitation of their labours by the
division of Circuits will add much to the efficien-
cy of Methodism in England. One hundred
and twenty Candidates for the Ministry passed
the District Meetings last month.

The death of Thomas Farmer, the large-heart-
ed Treasurer of the Wesleyan Missionary So-
ciety, though long expected, has produced a
profound impression throughout the land. His
last hours were calm and peaceful, and those
who were present say that his death was beauti-
ful. His latest thoughts were about Christian
Missions, and one of his farewell deeds was the
sending of a donation of £500 to the Mission in
China. He was followed to the grave by alarge
number of friends, and nearly all the Wesleyan
Ministers in London. Mr. Farmer had no sons,

The Famine in India.

The Indian papers, says the N. Y. Christian
Adrocate and Journal, give heart-rending pic-
wures of the famine at present pervading North-
ern India. Every Christian feeling must be stir-
red up in deepest sympathy, and in desire to af-
ford aid to these poor sufferers. A letter from
Lahore says:

“ It is only by placing together, side by side,
the private communications of friends who are on
the spot or in the neighborhoods, that ome can
form any conception of the acuteness of suffer-
ing and extent of misery daily witnessed and
experienced in those parts. From one of several
now before me, I learn that children are being
sold by their starving parents at the rate of two
annas & head ; the purchasers, I am told, con-
template ‘ empleying them when grown up as
domestic servants, educating them in the Chris-
tian religion, or having them instructed in some
useful art, so that when sent out into the world
again they may be able to earn their bread by
honest labour.” Another friend thus writes:
‘On going out the other day for my usual con-
stitutional, I was driven into the house again,
and there I saw a pitable sight. A young wo-
mau, in the last stage of inanition, had dropped
dead during the night at my gates; while the
crows were rapidly gathering round in anticipa-
tion of a feast. I saw on her breast the body of
a chlid, which; with its mother’s nipple in its
mouth, had breathed its last in the final endeavor
to draw nourishment from the exhaustéed foun-
tain.’ A third writer: ¢ Such horrors, such aw-
ful scenes! The cry rings through the land,
Come over and help us.*

“ 1t is not sufficient to know that mothers
have eaten their offspring, that wives have satis-
fied the raging demands of hunger with the flesh
torn from the bodies of their dead husbands, and
that all the ties of life are torn up by the roots
and scattered to the winds. It is a question
whether, in the ungovernable madness of their
appetite they have paused till life was really ex-
tinct in those whom they have devoured. Nar-
ratives of individual privations and sufferings are
carefully excluded from the official reports; a
piece of folly, for which the authorities and the
Secretary of the Relief Fund cannot be too se-
verely condemned. Doubtless there are hun-
dreds of Europeans in India whose benevolence
and humanity are deeply stirred by the bare fact
that masses of their fellow-mortals are without
a morsel.”

A letter from Nusserabad says “ The accounts
that I have heard of the distress round about
here are truly most awful. Those who have the
means of migrating are all doing so from their
famine-cursed country ; and my military infor-
mants told me that on the line of march they
had passed many camps ot these unfortunate re-
fugees from hunger hurrying on in search a new
Canaan. Everywhere was exhibited the trag-
edy of the deserted village. The aged and the
infirm could hardly be said to be tenants where
the jackal and the dog had disputed sway. Hu-
man beings were seen grubbing up the ant-hills

| er classes are debarred from its use. Thus the
laborer has to spend ‘the whole of his day’s
wages for a single seer of wheat. Old, infirm,
and young women could, in years of plenty,
gain half an anna a day by spinning, and thus
add something to the funds of a family. But
now, with their utmost endeavors, they must
starve. In addition to the scant crops of the
autumn of 1860, another such has been dreaded,
a general failure of the spring crop of 1861.
This would be an evil too dreadful to contem-
plate in all its horrors.”

The Zouaves passed Little Bethel at about 4
o'clock, Bendix’s regiment arrived next, and took
position at the intersection of the roads, but not
understanding the signal the German regiment,in
the darkness of the morning, fired upon Col.
Townsend’s column then marching in close order,
and led by Lieut Butler, the aid of Gen. Butler,
with two pieces of artillery.

Other accounts say that Col. Townsend’s regi-
ment fired first. At all events, the fire of
Albany regiment was harmless, while that of the
Germans was fatal, killing many, and fatally
wounding two others, besides several other slight
casualties,

The Albany regiment, being back of the Ger-
mans, discovered from accoutrements left on the
field that the supposed enemy was a friend ; that
had meantime fired nine rounds with small arms
and a field piece.

The Zouaves hearingthe firing had turned and
fired also upon the Albany regiment. At day
break Col. Allen's and Col. Carr's regiments
moved from the rear of Fortress Monroe to sup-
Iwrt the main body, the mistake at Little Bethel

ving been ascertained.

The buildings were burned, and a Major and
two prominent secessionists named Sivery and
Whiting were made prisoners.

The troops then”advanced upon Great Bethel
in the following crder; Duryea’s Zouaves, Col.
Bendix's regiment, Lieut. Col. Washburn’s, Col.
Allen’s and Col. Carr’s regiments.

At that point our regiments formed success-
ively and endéavored to take a large masked re-
bel }utu-ry.,

The effort was futile, our three small pieces
of artillery not being able to cope with the geavy
rifle cannon of the enemy, being, according to
some accounts, thirty in number.

The rebel battery was completely masked, so
that no man could be sean, only flashes of the
guns.

There were probably not less than 1000 men
behind batteries of the rebels.

A well concerted movement might have secur-
ed the position, but Brigadier General Pierce,
who commanded the expedition, appears to have
lost his presence of mind, afi¢ the 'I'toy regiment
stood an hour exposed to the galling fire.

The order of retreat was at last given, but at
that moment Lieut. Grebble of the rs, in
command of the artillery, was struck by a can-
non ball, and instantly killed.

He had spiked his gun and was gallantly en-
deavouring to withdraw his command.

Capt. George W. Wilson of the Troy regi-
ment, after the order to retreat, took possession
of the gun, and with Quartermaster McArthur,
brought it off the field, with the corpse of the
Lieutenant, which was brought to the Fortress,
this evening. There were probably 25 killed
and 100 wounded.

Lieut. Butler deserves the greatest credit for
bringing off the killed and wounded. Several
of the latter are now in the hospital here.

It should be stated that McChesney’s Zouaves
formed the reserve.

Col. Hawkin’s regiment moved from Newport
News during the day.

An armed vessel went up to Newport News
expecting the Cumberland. All the regiments
are now probably up to their former quarters.
