Tue FaTs o THE HEATHEN.—Rev. J. M.
Thoburn, of India, has & valugble letter in the
Pittsburg Advocate on * The Fate of the Hea-
then,” which reminds one of some of the most
stirring passages of Mr. Wesley's tract om
“ Original Sin.” We make two extracts, which
will interest our readers :

All beathens are depraved and corrupt beyond
all description. During my first year in Indis

ss | began to see more clearly their utter want
of all moral feeling and their refined duplicity.
The next year I was surprised to find how little
I bad known of the depth of their depravity,
and how firmly rooted and grounded they were
in their evil ways. But it has only been within
the past few months that 1 bave learned of
depths of depravity among these people which
1 bad never suspeoted before. Their wickedness
seems like a fountain of unfathomed depth,
throwing up more vile and polluted waters the
deeper down one goes to draw. Their depravity
is awful, frightful, Aorrible. ~There are large
cities within the bound of this mission which are
just as wicked and just as wholly given to the
vilest iniquities as Sodom was on the mornicg
that God's long-suffering justice destroyed it.
St. Paul’s frightful description of the vile prac-
tices of the heathen, in tha fiest chapter of his
Epistle to the Romans, is literally true of the
heathen I find here in India—true as far as it
goes, but it is short of the horrible reality.

But what if these people are sincere, will not
their sins be overlooked on that account? I
wish the question could be asked without the if ;
but granting that for the presnt, let me state
how the case presents itself to me as I take my
Bible in my hard and stand up to presch to
them. I open the Bible, and I find in several
places certain catalogues of sins, or certain
classes of sinners, and in the same connection
the most solemn assertions that all such sinners,
and all persons committing such sins, sre ex-
claded from the kingdom of God. I know that
those around me all practice the very sins
enumerated, and what am I to infer regarding
them and their danger ? For instance, I know
to a moral certainty that every man, woman,
and child within the sound of my voice is s most
unqualified liar, and what am I to tell them their
portion will be? If I look into the Bible before
me for the answer, it is soon found out and
easily understood.

The Church should know.—It is due to the
Church that she be fully acquainted with the
desperate condition of those whom she is com-
missioned to save. There is reason to fear
that not a little of the apathy which is too often
shown by the Church in‘ the work of evangelis-
ing the heathen is owning to the prevalent belief
that, on the grounds of involuntary ignorance
and true sincerity, multitudes of them—perhaps
a majority—are finally saved. Would to God 1
could believe it were s0 ! But as | underatand
God’s word, I can only look upon these people
as going down to idolaters’ graves and an idal+
ster’s perdition. Their case is & desperate one;
there condition, in every moral sense, is fright-
ful ; their depravity too heart sickening to be
long contemplated. Let the Church recoguise
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more abound,” let her go forth courageously and
prove that grace, and soon every heathen nation

will be washed from its poliution and clothed in

robes of holipess.

We hail this memorial as one of the moat sig-
nificant signs that Christianity has shaken the
fid of the Indians in pag , and that
the time of its complete sucocess is approaching.

PrOTESTANT MissIoNs 1IN CuiNa—Sir
Frederick Brace is the British minister to China,
and he takes it upon himself to pronounce Pro-
testant missions in Chioa a failure. So says
Evangelical Christendom.

Sir Frederick Bruce and Lord Russell agree,
ﬁnt.inp- .‘,Pl tant missi in
China s failure ; secondly, in declaring that
Chinese Protestant converts will make no sacri-
fices for their faith ; and, thirdly, that the British
government ought studiously to guard against
its being believed by the Chinese authorities
that Protestant missionaries lie under its pro-
tection.

Have Protestant missions in China been a
failure? We answer without hesitation, No.
China has been open to the Protestant mission-
ary for little more than a quarter of a century.
The millions of China have not been converted,
nor can we allege that there has been any gener-
al movement of the population toward Chris-
tianity. But it is a common experience of mis-
sionaries that the sowing of the good seed may
be carried on for many years with scarcely per-
ceptible result and that then suddenly, after the
command to “ wait on the Lord, to be of good
coursge and waif on the Lord,” has been long
faitbfully obeyed, the missionary lifts up his
eyes and sees the fields white unto barvest. How
long did the missionaries in the South Sea Is-
lands toil in heaviness of beart ? How long did
they wait and watch and weep? How often
did Satan whirper im their ears that the whole
thing was a failure ? and how often was their
own weakness ready to accept the devil’s lie?
But the Lord had not forgotten to be gracious,
and when the blessing came, it came not in
scattered drops, but in rejoicing summer
showers, in rich effasion from the opened
windows of heaven. And now those remote
islands in the sea are ‘temples of the Lord, the
voice of prayer and praise rising from them,
Sabbath after Sabbath, mingling with the great
pealm of the ocean waves, and ascending toward
the throne of God. Who can tell whether, in
the infinitely wise but inscrutably mysteriouys
providence of God, s like fulure may await
China? Who will dare to say that, because the
land is still almost wholly given to idolatry, the
day may not suddenly dawn when the Chinese
will throw their idols to the moles and to the

bats, and say one unto anothér, Know the Lord.

Protestsnt missionaries, it would mevertheless
have been presumptuous in any man to say that
Protestant missions to China had proved s
failure.

But Sir Frederick Bruce’s sweeping and con-
temptuous assertion is not carried out by the
present facts of the case. The Protestant mis-
sions to China have not been a failure.

Now let us hear the testimony of men who
have not counted their lives dear unto them, but
have left all to preach Christ in China.

The Rev. Dr. Legge, missionary at Hong
Kong, states enough from bis personal experi-
ence to prove that they bave been as succeseful
as could have been reasonably expected.

“ I left England,” he writes, * as a mission-
ary to Chins, in 1839. I bave been resident in
Hong Kong (with temporary sbeences, extend-
ing over nearly five yearr) since 1843, I brought
three Chinese Christians with me from Malacca
in that year. Oa the first day of the present
Chinese year the members of my Church came
together, with their families, making an assem-
bly of nearly taree bundred souls. An old man,
very infirm, and almost blind with age, one of
t(he three who came from Malacca, stood up and
said : * When I look at this bouse filled with
Christians, and think that three of us have
grown into this company, I feel that we have
reason to thank God and take courage. If my
children live to be as old as I am they will see
greater things than these.’ Could those who
have been baptized in connection with our mis-
sion in the department of Hwuychow have been
brought to our meeting, it would have been
swelled by about another two bundred indivi-
duals.”

Mr. Donald Matbeson, whose name is a gus-
rantee of thorough scquaintance with the Chi-
nese questions, strongly corroborates, in a letter
addressed by bim to the Weekly Beview, the view
taken by Dr. Legge. Thirty years ago, he states,
“ two or three native Christians were all that
could be counted.” The native Protestant Chrie-
tians he now compautes at ““ not !ess thaa fifieen
bundred.” And, what is especially encouraging,
be mentions several cases in which Chinese con-
verts have been pre-eminently succeasful in
making an impression on their compatriots. A
native catechist proceeded, some years sgo, to
Chong-lok, in the provioce of Canton. He wes
pot heard of for a while ; but a letter recently
announced that nearly two bundred Chinese in

the village had become suxzious inquirers. * A
missionsry was sent to the place, and after a fow
weeks’ instruction he was enabled to baptise one
bundred of them.” Again: “ A Chinese was
oured of a disesse at the Amoy Dispensary. He
went home to Ke Boey a converted man. It

Gemeral  Hiscellanp,
Naval Defence of the British
Colonies.

More than & century ago, the British Colonies
of America, now forming part of the United
States, performed some notable naval exploits.
Among them the most remarksvle was the ex-
pedition agaiast Louisburg. Both by land snd
by ses, the colonists rendered very essential
servioe to the Mother Country in the reduction
of Canada. Bat it seems that up to the present
time, there has been no legal provision for the
establishment of naval forces by the Colonies
in aid of the Empire. During the present ses-
sion of the Imperial Parliament, a bill for the
naval defence of the Colonies has passed both
Houses. It provides that any Colony may, at
its own expense, make provision for the follow-
ing objects. With the approbation of Her Mas-
jesty in Council, to procure, maintsin, man, and
employ vessels of war, on such conditions as Her
Msjesty in Council may, from time to time, ap-
prove ; to appoint officers and men, oun like con-
ditions ; to obtain, if it be desired, officers from
the Admiralty ; to maintsin good order and dis-
cipline smong the men and officers, on board or
ashore, within the colony, and to maske both
officers and men subject to the rules which ap-
piy to the Royal Navy.
The volunteers raised, in any Colony, for the
purpose, will form part of the Royal Navy Re-
serve, but unless it be expressly provided as in
the present act, they will be subject exclusively
to the rules laid dowa by the Legislature of the
Colony. The Admiralty may graat special com-
missions to volunteer officers ; and it may acoept
the services of vessels of war or contigents of
volunteers, offered by any Colony, sad while so
employed they are to be considered part of the
Royal Marine, and the men and officers treated
as such. The admiralty may also sppoint a cap-
taia of the navy or officer of a higher grade to
perfoim in its name and by its authority what-
ever duties may arise under this act, in any of
the Colonies. No provision of this act is ta be
construed to take from or restrain the local Lo-
gislature or Government of any Coloay in the
exercise of any powe: previously yested in it. ,

We may
term it the living fire that burns through, and
gives vitality to the expression of bhim whe
speaks. Perhaps this is as near as we can got.
We can readily tell, however, what it is not.
Loud declamation is not earnestnees.. A man
may bawl, and not have a particle of it; and
many assume (un: ly) veh ce of man-
ner to conceal the lack of genuine earnestness ;
but it is a great mistake to suppose that furious
bellowing, vehement gesticulations and unnatur-
al attitudes make a speaker. One may use im-
petuous gesture ; but it must be apt, and expres-
sive, and not excessive. He may be even vio-
lent, but there must be a cause for it; it must
help on the discourse ; it must seem {0 be called
for ; otherwise, the more vehemence, the more
sawing the air, and “ tearing & passion to tat-
ters.” Thought should bear a due proportion to
the quantity of sound and action. It is slmost
enough to cause sensible men to be afraid of be-
ing too earnest, to aee the boisterousness of
some incoherent and empty speaker who
“Thunders every period o'er
And almost cracks your ears with rant and rear.”
The art of keeping quiet is a great thing in o
speaker. Subdued power is intense power, as &
rule. It is intensified by compression. The
man who bad buried his wife and aix children in
one week, moved s whole audience to tears, by
simply pointing at the sad row of graves when
the last was buried. THb silence which deep
feeling imposes, under such circumstances, is far
more eloquent than words. We have high au-
thority for asserting that :
“ More nature oft, and finer strokes are shown
In the low whisper, that th’ tempestuous tone,

A single Jook mere marks the internal woe,
Thaa all the windings of the lengthened *0.!"
Up to the face the quick sensation flies,

And darts its mean

Love, transport, madness, anger, scorn, despalr,

the nucleus of a Colonial marine, which may be
developed into more important dimensions here-
after. Should the Provinoces of British America
become united, their grest maritime eloment
would probably produce some of the most ime
portant fraits which this bill is capable of bear-
iog. The Coloniesmy be regerded as members
of a great Federation, of which Eagland is the
metropolis and the céntre. They have local
legislatures for local affairs, while the central
authority, on general matters, is co-extensive
with the Empire. This bill provides that the
Colonies may—not that they sball or muet—
provide naval contingents for the defence of the
Eapire. At the same time, this bill may be re-
garded as proof that Eagland expects all the
Colonies to do their duty by taking their share
of the defence of the Empire, and that such of
them as are so situated as to be exposed to sn
attack by sea rather than by land, should con-
tribute some vessels of war for that purpose.
England is powerfal on the ses ; it is the ele-
ment of an insular people, snd the Colonies may
if they will follow the habits of the Empire.
Che colonies are and scattered over
every part of the globe; and as parts of the
Empire any of them are lisble to be attacked in
time of war. Some of them, especially the
British American Provisces and Australis, are
becoming great and powerful ; and the day is
coming when they might greatly assist the oen-
tre of the Empire in the hour of danger. By
uniting their forces, and all of them manfully
and patriotically putting forth their energies,
they could make a display of naval powers such
as the world has never seen. Bat if we would
realize the full foree of this grand spectacle we
must cast our thoughts into that future when
British America, stretching from the Atlaatic to
the Pacific and ocoupying the space of half a
continent, shall bs peopled by s huadred mil-
lions of inhebitants ; and when the combined
fleets of England, British America, Auetralis
and the other Colonies shall far surpass all the
other pavies in the world united. There is
enough in the present bill to suggest this idea,
and we shall none of us be the worse for be-
lieving in and striving after its realisation.—
Toronto Leader.

An English Cure for Drunkenness.
There is a famous preseription in use in Eng-
land, (says the Springfleld Republican,) for the
cure of drunkenness, by which thousands are
said to bave been assisted in recovering them-
selves. The receipt came into notoriety through
the efforts of Jobn Vine Hall, commander of the
Great steamship. He had fallen into
such hifbitual drunkenness, that his most earnest
efforts to reclaim bimself proved unavailing. At
length he sought the advies of an eminent phy-
sician, who gave him a prescription which be fol-
lowed faithfully for seven months, asd st the end
of thet time, hed -lost all desire for liquor, al-
though he had been.for many years led ecaptive
by & debasing: appetits. The receipt, which be
afterwards published, and by which so many other
drunkards have beem assisted to reform, is as

The French have a word which we translate
wnelion, that carries with it ‘a good deal of the
essontisl idea of genuine earnestness. It is a
sort of univn of earnestness and tenderness; it
may be, (but it is not always,) pathos. “ Une-
tion," seys Vinet, * denotes no special quality of
presching, but rather the grace and the efficiency
which sre connected with it by the Bpirit of
God.” “ It seems to mie,” he continues, “ to be
the total character of the gospel; the genersl
ssvor of Christianity.” Another Frenchman
deflnes it to be, “ a mild warmth which causes
itsslf to be felt in the powers of the soul; it
produces the same effect in the spiritual sphere
as the sun in the physical; it enlightens snd
warme's puts light in the soul, and warmth in
the heart.” An American writer speaks of it as
the spirit of deep and tender earnestness in
preaching—the strong and ardent desire for the
spiritual welfare of those to whom we minister,
which takes hold of the beart, and finds its ut.
terance in the tones of the voice—which flnds
expression in the kindling and moistened eye,
in the countenance when lighted up with the
glow of the soul ; this spirit, pervading the grest
and solemn truths of the gospel, as they are
pouved forth from the lips and heart of the
preacher, into the ear and heart of his hearer—
this is what we mean by unetion.

It is reported of Joseph Jobn Gurney, that
when in this country, he addressed s company
of students for the ministry, ss follows: “ My
young brethren, you know when Demosthenes
was asked, Whit is the first thing in oratory ? he
replied, ‘Actioh’; and when asked, What is the
thing of second importance ? his reply was, ‘Ac-
tion’; and what the third ? he still replied, ‘Ac-
tion." *Now,’ said he, *if T were asked, What
is the thing of firet importance in preaching?
my reply would be Unction ; and if, What second,
and, What of third importance ? I would still

case too strongly ; but certainly it is ome of the
things of first importance in a preacher.

As to the sources of this unction in preaching,
they are not scholastic, or earthly. * Ye have
sa Unction from the Holy One,” ssys the apos-
tle. It bas been truly remarked that it is s gift,
agrace. Like the spirit of prayer, it is a preci-
ous gift, which is obtained by near and intimiate
communion with Christ, snd by having the great
truthe of Revelation wrought into our belief and
experiences. If I were asked to name one thing
eontributing more than all else to this intensity
of inward feeling, it would be faith. It must
cotse from the deepest conviction of the reality
of the things that are revealed : and that is the
froit of faith. - “ We believe, therefore we
speak.” Uunseen things that become “substance”
to the speaker or wriler, cannot fail to produce
earnestoess. If & man would have his sermon
palpitsts under his fingers as he composes snd
delivers it ; if Bo would have it grow hot in
bandling ; if he 'would * mightily persuade” his
hearers, and ‘more ‘and more, as be advances,
storaring the outworks of the understanding and
the judgment, plunging hested shot
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| citadel of the will, and carrying the ve..
| fortress of the affections, and planting there the

banner of the Cross, he must live in sight of the
throne, and the tremendous issues of the judg-
ment day ; he must be a man “ fu!l of faith and
of the Holy ‘Ghost."— National Baptist.

The Chair- |
man of the Halifax District read a brief memoir
of the late Rev. John Marshall, who died at
Lunenburg, in July, 1864. Several brethren
gave affecting tesumony to the great zeal, the
ripe piety, and the saintly spirit of this depart-
ed Minister.

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The Yarmouth Conference.

Our Conference at Yarmouth, which opened
on the 28th ult., closed on Wednesday last, bav-
ing bad a barmonious and profitable session.
The review of the various interests of the
Connexion, for the most part, afforded occa-
sion for thankfulness for the past, and en-
couragement for the future. These annual
ecclesiastical gatherings are seasons of great
interest, and are essential in the highest degree,
not merely for the transaction of routine busi-
ness, but also as a means of quickening to
mew ardour the faith, the hope, the zeal and
the love of those who are earnest and promi-
ment labourers in the Church of Ged. It
is. both pleasant and profitable for the ser-

Dr. Pickard spoke at length in reference to this
educational institution. He gave a rapid review
of its history—with which be bas been connect-
ed from the begioning—referring especially to
the circumstances of the rise ; to the early diffi-
culties, and to the marked success of the Male
Branch ; snd then to the rise and early success
of the Female Branch. He referred to the es-
tablishment of the College, and shewed that
though receiving scarcely a fraction of the aid
from witbout, usually afforded to such iustitu-
tions in their struggling infaucy, even with far
less assistance from its professed friends outside
geverally, it bad already secured s position of
efficiency and & place in popular favour.

Already we have bad in our infant Col-
tege during the past year some fourteen or fifteen
students going through & regular conrse, and we
bave bad some fifteen more in the College class-
es. This is as large & number as is to be found
in some greatly veunted institutions. As to our
pest, I find that there are some fifty men in our
Conference who have had more or less of their
training in our institution, and I claim that this
training bae not made them less fit for the battle
of life, and for doing faithful work for God. 1
fiod thst there are others in the various profess-
ions, scattered throughout the land, some in the
balls of legislature, and that every where our
students are beginning to make themselves to be
felt. And now ds to our future, I clsim that it
is due to God, and to His church, that these in-
stitutions should live in your affections. It will
not be unreasonable to calculate, that if proper
effort be made by the members of our Conference,
we shall this year bave double the number of the
students of last year in the Female branch. We
ought to have in each branch of the Academy st
least fifty boarders, and I am satisfied in view of
the present position of the Institution in popular
regard,that proper effort on the part of the mem-
bers of this Conference, will easily secure this
oumber.”

The report of the Committee of the Theologicsl
Institation was read, and adopted. The finan-
cial statement of the treasurer of the fund,—
read and acdopted. The report of the Theolo-
gical Professor was read, and ordered to be
published in the Provincial Wesleyan.

The report of the Wesleyan Academy of St.
John's, N. F. was presented by the Rev. E. Bot-
terell. The Conference was gratified to learn
of the usefulness and success of this important
institution. The Rev. J. Brewster, who returns
to Eoglaud, took an affecting leave of the Con-
ference. The Rev. H. Pope, junr. brought in,
and read the Pastoral Address. It will be found
by our members to be an admirable paper.

AFTERNOON SESSION. The report of the com-
mittee of the Educational Fund, was received,
and adopted, and the proposed minute in refer-
ence to the Fund was alio adopted.

A portion of this afternoon’s Session was de-
voted to inquiry and conversation in relation to
the state of the work of God within the bounds
of the Conference, and the measures necessary
to be adopted for its promotion.

The Great Potential Idea of Me-
thodism.

The year 1760 was signalized by a more ex-
traordinary religious interest than had hitherto
prevailed among the Methodist societies. ** Here
began,” says Wesley, " that glorious work of
sanctification which had been nearly at a stand
for twenty years. From time to time it spread,
first through various parts of Yorkshire, after-
ward in London, then through most parts of
England ; next to Dablin, Limerick, and through
all the south and west of Ireland. A4nd where-
ever the wor k of sanctification increased the whole
work of God increased in all its branches.” Mr.
Wesley’s Journal for successive years records
the spread of this higher Christian experience,
and its salutary effects on all the interests of his
societies. Wherever he went he preached on the
subject as particularly appropriate to the present
developments of the J::ohodiuio movement.
Ia March, 1761, he called many of his preach-
ers together at Leeds, and inquired into the
state of the societies in Yorkshire and Lincoln-
shire : they were prevaded by the new interest.

% Now,” he continued, * whether we call this
the destruction or suspension of win, it is a glo-
rious work of God ; such a work as, considering
both the extent and depth of it, we never saw
in these kingdoms before.”

It was remarked that the professors of sancti-
fication were generally, as st Dublin, distinguish-
ed more then other Methodists as * calm and
soberminded.” Quietness without “ quietism”
became s characteristic of them as a class, and
among preachers and people they were consider-
ed by Wesley to be his most prudent, most re-
liable coadjutors. During forty years he had
been preaching, as he says, this doctrine of
Christian perfection, and throughout that period
many exemplary witnesses of it had lived and
died in his societies. While at Oxford he be-
came convinced that the mystic writers, with all
their errors, bad spprehended a great truth of
Christianity on this tenet. The sketch of a per-
‘ect Christian, by Clemens Alexandrinus, had
excited his ardent aspirations. Bishop Taylor
bad irradiated that ideal of religious character
by his rare eloquence. William Law had writ-
ten ably upon it. Thomas & Kempis and other
Catholic saints had taught and exemplified it
Fenelon had been an illustrious example of it
in both his writings and life. Wesley translat-
ed the life of Fenelon’s friend, Madame Guyon,
and gave it to his people as a practical demon-
stration of the great truth. He also published
in his Christian Library the essay of Dr. Lticas
on Religious perfection, as presentihg génerally
the scriptural view of the subject.

1t appears almost like sn incult offered to hu
man understanding to bring proof that total £5-
stinence is sound i principle, that it bes done
much good for society, and that it camnot be
charged with haviog produced sy ¢vil. That
surely, is saying more for it then c4n Lo said on
behalf of the drinking custon <. ' Have these
customs their foundation in svuud principles P
Have they done much zood for society ? Or,
can it be said of them tbat they ase not charge-
able with the production of sny evil? Tt would
be well if Christian people, Ciristian ministers,
and memiers of churcies, would take up these
questions, end give them s fair and candid con-
sideration, examine them, and ask themaelves in
the Lght of eteruity, * How do these queries af-
fect ue P
In regard to the temperance movement, it is
evident that it is sound in principle. Even the
drunkard, whiie you reason with him on temper-
ance, will tell you that every word you say is
just. He errs, however, in not meking it a per-
sonall matter; and that is precisely the error of
all who merely applaud the theory. They ad-
mit the principle, but eannot, or will not, see
that they are under any obligation to go along
with those who bind themaselves to abstain. Why
not P—What barm will it do? And may it not
do much good ; if not to the person himeelf, at
least by way of example to_ others? Indeed, it
is well known that the example of one good
man, who may not bave required to join from
personal considerations, has often been the
source of blessing to maay.
Again, if the principle bs correct, it is not a
sound objection to say, that because we may dis-
cern inconsistencies and errors of mansgement
in connection with abstinence societies, we there-
fore will ally ourselves with them. The same
objections may, to some extent be urged against
coanecting ourselves with Christian churches.
The duty of a Christian in a case of this sort, is
to draw his light from Bcripture ; and if he find
there that “ wine is a mocker,” and that * it is
good neither to eat meat, nor to drink wine, nor
anything whereby his brother stumbleth, or is
offsnded, or is made weak,” then surely it can-
not be to him a matter of indifference, whether
his voice may be on this side or on that.
It can scarcely be supposed, that a person
thoroughly imbued with Chnastisn principle
should require any great amount of ressoning to
persuade him of the duty of totally abstaining
from the use of intoxicating drinks. The cus-
toms of society may have much to do in keeping
him from following the path which both ressan
and revelation—as we conceive—plainly require
him to observe. Some psople entertain a dread
of being reckoned singular, and will rather con-
tinue a castom which reason pronounces to be
dangerous, and which Seripture declares in the
language quoted from Romans to be unlawful,
Humanity—that feeling of tenderness which
man ought naturally to exercise towards his fel-
low man—calls upon Christians espesially to re-
member-their weak brethren.

The
invention of the iron mould-board and land slide

ments. The first patent approaching this idea
was taken out in Eogland in 1720, and one of
| the ploughs made under it was imported, used
and approved of by Washington, but, getting
out of order, could not be repaired in America.
The cast iron mould-board was first used about
1740. The meking of the first iron ploughs has
been attributed to Wm. Allen, a farmer of La-
oarkshire, in 1804, but an iron plough was pre-
sented to the Society of Arts in London as ear-
ly a8 1773, by a Mr. Brand. Eoglish farmers,
bowever, refused to adopt iron ploughs, and
when Sir Robert Peel presented two to a far-
mer’s club he was told that having tried they re-
jeoted them, because they * made the weeds
grow.” American farmers also for a time re-
fused to use iron ploughs, believing that they
“ poisoned the soil.” We quote :

* The year 1618 is mentioned by an early an-
nalist as the ¢ remarkable period of the first in-
troduction of the labor of the plough’ in Virgi-
pia. In 1625 we fiad the Dutch colony on the
Hudson supplied with ‘all sorts of seeds,
ploughs, and agricultural implements, to which
in’ 1662 was added a first-ciass wheel plough,
with its pulleys, &c., at & cost of sixty florins.
Io 1637 the colony of Massachusetts contained
but thirty ploughs, and Connesticut probably less
than one-third of the number.”

“ As early as 1765 the London Bociety of Arts
awarded a gold medal to Benjamin Gale, of Kil-
lingworth, Connecticut for a drill plough.”

Take Care of the Young Muscles.
The seasomof long, hot days, short nights,
bard labor, and short rests bas come, and it
seems to me it were well to utter s wordef csu-
tiod ta fartmers, be they fathers or masters, who
have the care of boys. Many a boy is ruined
for life in these hard harvest days. Boys are
generally ambitious to become men and do
 men’s work ;” the father is glad to see so much
« grit,” and the lad of fourtesn perbaps is allow-
ed to take soythe or cradle, and go into the field
with full grown men and see how near he can
keep up. With what result? His * grit”
keeps bim along for a while, but, the muscles ot
bis arms, and far worse than this, those of his
chest, soon become strained by what is to him
unnatural labor, and be “ gives out.” Yet the
vital energies of youth are strong, and he seon
seems to recover his exhausted strength, and
again he repeats his efforte. But the forces of
nature each time rally more feebly, he becomes
weak in the chest, bis joints become enlarged,
the sotion of the whole systém becomes dull, the
animus of youth is gone, in too many cases ne-
ver to return. He enters manhood, mot with
the spitit wet goes 10 daily toil 'with a song snd
returns at evening with a shout, but with a spirit-
less step, as if it were a hateful drudgery, and such
to him it is. Farm pursuits become distasteful,
snd aze left at the first opportunity. We won-
der sometimes at the iron eonstitutions of fo-
reigners who seck their homes with us. The
main secret is here. Boys are not put to herd
labor there. You scarcely ever find & young
Irishman of twenty that has ever bandled a
sythe previous to coming bere. It is considered
tkere to be work only fit for full grown men.
‘Think of this, farmers, whea your boys want to
« pitch fa” with the men, and give them s light-
er toil, that shall give heaithful exercise, mot
over-straining labor,—American 4griculiurist.
