Possibility of Independent 
Realm Subject of Conjec­

ture—Huge Funeral
DUNDEE, Sept. 27. — Rt. Hon. 

Winston Churchill, Secretary of 
State for the Colbnles, speaking here 
said that .the Government had gone 
to the utmost limit possible in Its 
offer ft) the Sinn Fein, and that if it 
was rejected the Government had 
not anything ’else to give. “We have 
reached ithe end of our tether,” he 
declared.

The Government was “profoundly 
disappointed by De Valera’s rejec­
tion of the offer of dominion hopie 
rule.”

“Although Great Britain could un 
questionably enforce the existing 
law upon Ireland/’ Mr, Churchill 
continued, “she none the less is 
called upon to clear away aH pos­
sible misunderstandings. If our of­
fer is rejected, we have the convic­
tion that our countrymen will sup­
port the Empire, as will the opinion 
of the civilized world.” The Gov­
ernment’s offer was generous, sin­
cere and unanimous, and could be 
carried into effect immediately. Al­
legiance to the King, whether as 
King of Great Britain or of Ireland, 
must, however, be insisted upon.

“How could he agree to the set­
ting up of a separate foreign repub­
lic in Ireland?” Mr. Churchill ask­
ed. “Not peace, but a real war— 
not mere bush ranging—would fol­
low such «'course., We want’ a con­
ference, but a successful one, he de­
clared. ^

Ulster had made a rsjai sacrifice 
and no longer was a stumbling block 
to the rest ot Ireland. He could, ndt 
see much real foundation for the op­
timism which prevailed, and he was 
still uncertain where the Irish lead­
ers stood. The proposed conference 
was the only thing which stood be­
tween the Government and failure.

De Valera had made it very doubt­
ful whether there was a chance of 
a successful conference. “Wilfully, 
or else under duress, De Valera hah 
proclaimed that his delegates would 
attend as the representatives of a 
foreign >tate.

“The Government would not allow, 
pedantry, hair-splitting or quibbling 
to stand in the way of peace, but 
when Its fundamental principles 
were challenged, It was well to make 
it quite clear there could be no fur­
ther concessions on .the part of the 
Government.

Mr. Churchill warned his hearers 
that if the truce came to an end a

THE CASE OF “BUNNY.”
Editor Ontario:—

As we have heard so much of late 
of a six-year-old boy called “Bunny”, 
kindly permit me to answer . enquir­
ies made by the public in regard to 
this case. He has been under our no­
tice for some considerable time, first 
at Tweed, then at Point Ann, and for 
the last few months at Belleville. 
The father is an employee at Point 
.Ann. We have done all that can pos­
sibly be done in the case to have the 
boy placed in the proper institution 
for the care Ot such cases. But both 
the Hospital for Epileptics at Wood- 
stock, and the Hospital for Feeble- 
Minded at Orillia will not accept any 
patients under eight years of âgé.

We have no place or institution in 
the Province of Ontario, to onr know­
ledge, where this boy can be placed. 
The age of admittance should be re­
duced to six years ot age. But un­
til such is the case the parents are 
responsible to care for him, although 
they have, I understand, nine others 
to care for. May I quote from a par­
agraph of a letter received from the 
department, December 21st, 1920:

I “We baVe not made any provision tor 
Iook|ng after nursling five years of 
age. He should be with his own par­
ents and the state should not be ask­
ed to accept parental responsibility 
when the parents are alive and able' 
to do it themselves';” and also from 
a letter received June 13th, 1921: 
“I cannot imagine this case quite as j 
ted aa you paint-It. Surely a teb*,: 
five and a half years old can be con­
trolled by his parents or somebody 
who would take an interest in him.”

The wotnen, 
who are mostly of the Chinese 
race, are demanding {he ab­
olition of the system of engage­
ment money which is, paid by 
their suitors when the marriage 
contract is made, declaring that 
the payment of money to their 
parents is an insult to their dig­
nity and position as free-born 
women.

Most Formosan marriages 

are Arranged on the basis of 
the engagement money and the 
bride-to-be has little to say 
about the matter.

There are young women who 
insist that the trouble with en­
gagement money is that it is 
too high and desirable suitors 
are often 'kept away because 
they cannot pay the price de­
manded. There is much in this 
^argument which appeals to For­
mosan women, and a certain 
number of the less modern 
men are demanding that en­
gagement money be radically 
reduced to a point where matri­
mony will be easier of accom­
plishment for them.

The Formosans are polygam­
ists. But the modern tendency 
is to remain satisfied with on­
ly one wife. And it is said 
that if engagement money does 
not. decrease soon the habit of 
plural marriages will decrease 
too, because very few men can 
afford to purchase more than 

1 one wife at present high prices.

Chicago Tribune Being Sued for Ten 
Millions

CHICAGO, Sept. 23—The ten mil­
lion dollar libel suit of the city of 
Chicago against the Chicago Tribune 
opened today with counsel for the 
newspaper asking the court to uphold 
a general demurrer based on the con­
stitutional right of the freedom of the 
press. i

If granted, the demurrer would 
have the effect of dismissing the suit 
on the grounds of insufficient evi-. 
dence.

The suit involves the question of 
whether a Newspaper may be sued for 
libel to thp extent of its total value 
and virtually be put out of business 
if the suit is won.

The libel action grew out of state­
ments made by the Tribune in the 
last city election, criticising the pres­
ent city administration for the man­
ner in which municipal finances were 
handled. *
