GEOGRAPHICAL SURVEY.

R. W. Brock Comes Back to Kootenay
for Another Season.

The program of work for the Can-
adian geological survey during the
coming season has been mapped out,
Instead of having a large number of
parties it is intended to reduce the
number and provide better equipment
in order to obtain more satisfactory
results.

R. G. McConnell and J. Keele will
continue to map out the mineral areas
on the Klondike, with special reference
to the gold-bearing gravels and reefs.
R. W. Brock will investigate the sil-
ver-lead, copper and other ore deposits
in the Kootenay district. D. B. Dowl-
ing will make detailed surveys of the
coal-bearing strata. of the foothill dis-
trict east of the Rockies and in the Bow
River Pass in Alberta. W. Leach will
continue his work on the coal deposits
of British Columbia. W, McInnes and
W. J. Wilson will each have charge of
parties on the still unexplored region
southwest of Hudson Bay. Dr. Bar-
low and party will continue to inves-
tigate the nickel and iron deposits of
Ontario.

Nest Coal company for ten thousand

Oswald, secretary of the C. & W., that
Mr. Wells delivered 20 patents to him
on November 20, 1901. Later in the
evening Mr. Wells returned and asked
that two of the patents be returned
to him. Mr. Oswald declined to give
them, and the patents remained in the
vault until the next day, when they
were returned to0 Mr, Wweus as aiready
stated.

To Mr. McPhillips witness said the de-
livery of the crown grants by Mr. Wells
was unusual, as such documents were
usually received by mail.

“"The B. C. 8. had earned a land grant,
and the C. & W. had also, earned a
3and grant. For reasons which he did
not understand, the government chang-
«ed the original grants. It may have
been for political purposes, or it may
have been at the request of parties in-
terested, but the C. P. R. controlling
Dboth the B. C. 8, and the C. & W., it
did not matter at all to the people of
B. C. to which company the lands
were allotted. He considered that in
any event the C. N. C. company was
entitled to its 10,000 acres, and the C.
P. R. was in honor bound to transfer
such lands. Witness suggested the
formation of the Pacific Coal company
to provide facilities by which the C. P.
R. might produce coal for its own pur-
poses in different parts of Canada, so
that the company might be independent
for its coal supply of the Dominion
Coal company and the C, N. Coal
company. The incorporauf of the
Pacific Coal company and the negotia~
tions regarding blocks 4593 and 4594
were coincident, but had no connection
whatever.

It was never contemplated or thought
of by the C. P. R. to float the Pacific
Coal company for the purpose of utiliz-
ing the lands of the B. C. 8.

Sir Thomas said the fact of the

C. P. R., as he had alreaidy explained,
only came to his knowledge 10 days
ago. He felt that the legislature had
acted too hastily and unfairly in pass-
ing the “repudiation” act. The pres-
ent inquiry should have been made be-
fore and not subsequent to the passing
of that *ct. which was an ex parte
proceeding designed to deprive the
company of its rights, The legislature
had now had its eyes open to the real
facts of the case and was in a position
to rectify the error into which it had
fallen.

Answering questions put by Mr.
Helmcken, Sir Thomas said he had
the impression that through the grant-
ing of a charter to another company
to build over the same route, in 1898,
the legislature had practically an-
nulled the C. & W. charter. He un-
derstood that the subsidy act provided
that the lands to be granted when earn-
ed should be chosen -'in alternate
blocks along the 1line of railway,
wherever such lands were available,
failing which the government would
make up the deficiency by substituting
other available public lands in  other
portions of the province. His com-
plaint was that negotiations having
been completed, and crown grants hav-
ing been issued to the company for
lands earned by the company in con-
structing a raiiway through a very dif-
ficult country, the government should,
ex-parte and without a vestige of valid
reason, have passed an act repudiating
their former act. He did not under-
stand at the time it was first brought
to his notice that bill 87 affected the
blocks in dispute. He understood that
bill was to enable the province to grant
the land subsidy to be earned by the
construction of the section of the C.
& W. He did not know who drafted
the bill. Mr. Brown had had so much
experience that he might have drafted
it himself.

In answer to Mr. McCaaul, Sir Thomas
said he did not understand that Mr,
Wells wished to take the grants back
to Victoria. He understood Mr. Wells
intended to Temain east for some
time. -

COAL DETERIORATION.

The British admiralty is making
some peculiar experiments to stop the
deterioration of coal in storage. Un-
der the present system of storage there
is an enormous waste of steam-making
power through the evaporation of the
gas contained in the coal. This is par-
ticularly the case with the mineral ob-
tained from the South Wales collier-

fes, which is used chiefly by the Brit-
ish navy for steam purposes.. The
rapidity of deterioration is illustrated
in the case of all coals used for the
manufacture of gas. Exposure to the
atmosphere for a period of twelve
months makes it absolutely valueless
for that purpose, as all of the gas con-
tained in it will have evaporated in
the metmtlmr:.it i b R “‘-
The admiralty .. experiment ]
rected toward ascertaining ?ife ‘t?!ecﬁl.

WEIGHS MOVING CARS.

Notable Performance of an Ohio Man's
Invention,

A new plant is being prepared at
Youngstown, Ohio, for the accommoda-
tion of the Central Electric and Manu-
facturing company, which will engage
principally in the manufacture of an
apparatus which, it is said, is capable of
successfully weighing and. recording the
weight of each successive car in a train
moving ‘at an ordinary rate of speed. A
feature of this is that the scales can be

The invention is that of ®dward Mec-
Garvey, now in that city. The arrange-
ment of circuits in the apparatus is such
that the recording mechanism.may be
removed to a distance from the scale
and placed, for instance, in the raflroad
company’s general office, the  regular
telegraph line being used to conduct the
impulses. The recorder will in no way
interfere with the regular business of
the line nor will the operation of the

regular instruments -affect the aceuracy|,

of the weight recorder. RS
‘When a car weighing, for example, 96,-

000 pounds is on the scales and the con-

tacts are closed, either automatically or

to vibrate at a rate governed by the
weight of the car, thereby introducing
impulses into the main line circuit lead-
ing to the nearby or distant recorder.
These impulses of current cause the plate
supporting the steel reeds to vibrate
and to transmit the motion to the row
of reeds.

If the com-
pany succeeds in getting title to the
whole country, has it not a perfect right

werty? There are a few presumptuous
asgses who entertain the ridiculous idea
that the C. P. R. should belong to the
country. Such e fallacy is best ais-
posed of by the precedent long establish-
ed by tne company which clearly shows
that the very opposite should and must
obtain.

Never
arcind a few irregularities or that a few
prospectors have unguestionable inter-
ests in the lands. Give the company
the crown grants and its lawyers will
do the rest. If this method has been
successful in the case of the B. C.

A FARMER LAWYER,

No issue of the Mining Record would
be complete without an effusion from
Mr. Clive Phillips-Wolley. It would be
strange indeed if such a voluminous
writer did not occasionally or by aceci-
dent stumble upon some sensible idea.
We are therefore mot surprised to find
in his latest article under the heading
*The Need for Simplification,” a well
«deserved attack upon the useless ver-
osity and vagueness of our statute
Saws. The instances he cites are hap-

such laws in actual experience.

It is one thing, however, for a man
to be able to point out defects; it is
quite another to be able to suggest a
remedy. Let us enquire, from the in-
trinsic evidence before wus, what his
qualifications are, bearing in mind that
his chief occupation is that of a farmer.
He tells us that he “has himself been
through the mill as an English barris-
ter and knows well the arguments in
favor of professional language, but he
knows, too, that a will drawn in the
simple language of Hodge is more valid
often than the most lawyer-like docu-
ments ever drawn.”

We do not know to what extent Mr.
Clive Phillips-Wolley has “been through
the mill as an English barrister,” but
judging by the inaccuracy of his lang-
uage, we should suppose that he “got
tkrough’” many years ago, at a time
when the principal requirement of the
law society consisted in the candidates
eating a given number of dinners at
some inn of court. If a will drawn by
Hodge complies with the law, it is a
valid will. How such a will can be “more
valid,” or “more valid often” than a
document drawn by nomebody else is
a conundrum.

However, we do mnot wish to cavil
over the inaccurate language of our
farmer-lawyer. After announcing his
legal training he proceeds thus:

“So may it be with our laws if we
will only use ordinary English, care-
fully employing only those words of
which we know the exact meaning.”

‘He then proceeds to contrast our
complicated Water Clauses Act, con-
tained in 154 clauses, covering 61 pages,
with Cobb’s American Mining Code,
which defines water rights in Califor-
nia in about a dozen clauses covering
only four pages.

In support of his plea for simplifica-
tion Mr. Phillips-Wolley quotes from the
code:

“1410. The right to the use of running
water flowing in a river or stream or
down a canyon or ravine, may be ac-
quired by appropriation.”

aration and alleged issuance of the
crown grants. Neither was any effort
made to prove that the land is and
ever has been open to applicants for
coal and petroleum licenses who have
complied with all the requirements of
the law.

The prospectors, unlike the railway
people, have no money or private cars
to take them to Victoria, but that
should have been no bar to their hav-
ing a fair hearing and adequate pro-
tection. It was unquestionably as much
the duty of the' committee to have
their side of the case as it was to lis-
ten to the rallway people and rival
politiclans striving to wreck each
others’ reputations.

There are members of the committee,
of the government and of the legisia-
ture who are well aware that reputable
men, having definite and specific
knowledge of all the important fea-
tures of East Kootenay, could have
been brought to the stand and thereby
done invaluable service in protecting
the rights of the people. The Miner
unhesitatingly avers that these men,
had they been called upon, could have
made out a case which would have put
the legitimate prospectors into almost
immediate possession of their rights in
thé Flathead country. What we want
to know—what the public wants to
know—is, why was this not done?

The House re-assembles on Wednes-
day next. No time will be lost in pre-
genting the findings of the committee.
The matter will, we hope, be thorough-
ly threshed out in the House. It may
be that what the committee failed to
do, the House will remedy, but certain
it is that the legislature should not be
prorogued until this question of the
BEast Kootenay lands is sifted to the
very bottom. If there is a foot of
ground that has been, or may be,
wrongfully alienated from the crown,
steps should be taken to protect the
crown and the public in every possible
manner.

CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The affairs, the condition, the future
prospects of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way are becoming more than ever be-
fore matters of the deepest interest, their
relation being so close to the move-
ment for developing the Northwest,
which is proceeding on a scale that is
of tremendous importance to Canada. A
circular issued by Messrs. Hayden,
Stone & Co., Boston, summarizes a state-
ment of the financial and physical con-
dition of this great enterprise. The cap-
italization of the C. P, R. is as follows:
Capital stock ..$84,600,000
Four per cent preference stock. 31,171,000
Four per cent Consolidated De-

benture Stock ... ... ...7... 63,532,415
Land bonds . 15,000,000
Mortgage bonds ... ... ... ... 47,238,086

In connection with the outstanding
land grant bonds the company on 30th
June, 1902, had an asset in deferred pay-
ments on land sales amounting to $7,-
025,254, which with land sales since then
gives a sum that practically offsets the
land bonds.

The line comprises the main original
road that extends 8646 miles, the Minne-
apolis, St. Paul and Sault Ste. Marie,
1412 miles, the Duluth, South Shore and
Atlantic, 565 miles, making the total
system of ‘the Canadian Pacific 10,623
‘miilés.  Besides ‘this ' extensive line”

i railway the company owns and operates

a line of steamships between Vancouver
and Japan, also a Trans-Atlantic line,
go that the C. P. R. literally has an un-
broken line of services extending from
Great Britain to China and Japan. It
also owns and maintains a number of
the finest hotels on the continent, owns
all the restaurants and news stands on
its route, controls its own telegraph and
express service, and is a marvel of com-
plicated but most efficiently worked en-
terprises. The company owns 15,000,000
acres in the Northwest, 8,922,000 in Brit-
ish Columbia and if it had been success-
ful in getting title to the East Kootenay
lands claimed for the C. & W. would
have added 2 1-2 million acres to its
estate. In 1902 the company sold 1,-
589,068 acres at an average of $3.29 per
acre, so that it stands to realize largely
from liquidating its 15,000,000 acres.

The proceeds of the new stock are be-
ing spent in new. eguipments and im-
proving the road-bed and plant. The
past earnings are stated to have been as
follows:

bushels.

ANOTHER JOB.

The attempt to defraud the Rast
Kootenay coal and petroleum prospectors

.is not the only scheme of the Priorites

to help the big monopolies. The immense
timber “reserve” recently established on
Vancouver island for the benefit of the
Island Lumber company has been ex-
posed. - From present indications it
would seem that this last act of job-
bery by the Priorites is a big nail in
their political coffin.

There is a close similitude between the
Island scheme and the East Kootenay
frauds. The small lumbermen and hand
loggers, like the Flathead and Lodge
Pole prospectors, were to be turned down
and given the worst of it so that enor-
mous areas of valuable crown land might
be gobbled up by a big corporation that
had the funds to DO SOMETHING,

It is to be hoped that the Island job

will have the effect of thoroughly
arousing the lumbermen and loggers and

their friends at the Coast to the constant
danger that threatens in allowing the
Prior-Eberts-Wells administration to re-
main in power. We in the Kootenays
learned long ago to distrust the Victoria
corruptionists. The people of this dis-
trict have been deceived too many times
not to be fully determined to turn the
rascals out at the very first opportunity.
The Miner would strongly urge the
Government’s latest victims at the Coast
to follow the example set by Kootenai-
ans and join in a campaign in the inter-
ests of honest government.

A JUSTIFICATION.

In the course of the Morgan trial at
Nelson the other day some gamblers
testified that the Rossland newspapers
had been silenced as to their iHicit
operations by hush money contributed
in the guise of advertisements. In his
summing up Mr. Justice Martin took
occasion to refer to it. His remarks
were decidedly disparaging to the news-
papers of this town.

So far as we can learn, both The Miner
and the Evening World got considerable
advertising from the resorts where
gambling was openly conducted about
a year ago. It is a noteworthy fact
that most of this advertising ceased
as soon as gambling was stopped last
January. The circumstances look
rather suspicious and do not reflect
much credit upon the management of
either paper at the time.

Since open gambling was suppresged
in Rossland the ownership and man-
agement of The Miner has passed to
others who had absolutely no connec-
tion with the paper prior to last Jan-
uary. This journal is now conducted
without fear or favor and ever will be
so long as the present writer controls
its destinies. The present editor of
The Miner defles any man to show that
he ever received a cent directly or in-
directly as hush money or to write
against his honest convictions. But
the fact remains that he has had not
a few opportunities to be well paid
to do otherwise.

Thed bribery and corruption of our
public press and public men is the
greatest curse of British Columbia to-
day It is noticeahle on almost every
side. . But the public is no fool and is

§e{Quick #o discover these things. It is

therefore unnecessary for us to discuss
this phase of the question at greater
length. >

But what about Mr. Justicé Martin—
one of His Majesty’'s supreme ' court
judges? The writer knows Mr. Justice
Martin, and is not particularly edified
thereby. We also knew of Archer Mar-
tin when he was generally supposed
to be & barrister at Victoris; when he
was the guide, philosopher and friend
of Hewitt Bostock, before Bostock had
his eye teeth cut. And so do scores of
others in British Columbia today. For
the present this is all we have to say
concerning Mr. Archer Martin. But as
to Mr, Justice Martin we desire to di-
rect attention to the important fact
that his remarks at Nelson anent the
public press of Rossland might have
been more thorough and explicit. /If
he had taken the trouble, he might
have discovered that the present own-
ership, management eand editorship of
The Miner is wholly innocent of any
connection whatever with the attitude
of this journal while open gambling
was conducted in Rossland last year.
He, however, ignored that point in his
remarks, and, if not because of enmity
towards the writer, he certatnly allow-
ed the impression to be conveyed that
The Miner today is the same as The
Miner of a year or six mtlu ago.

The great trouble is that a large ma=-
jerity of investors in mines are prone
to be influenced by fashionable excite-
ments of the hour.

If, instead of
doing this, they would pay more atten-
tion to the permanently established
camps, they would find themselves bet-
ter off. They should interest themselves
in places like Rossland, where millions
have been spent in proving the values
and where the chances for failure are
reduced to a minimum,

2THE DISMISSAL OF EBERTS AND
WELLS.
FREERREN

‘Although the dismissal of Attorney-
General Eberts and Chief Commissioner
Wells smacks of expediency and selfish-
ness rather than lofty and statesman-
like motives on the part of the Prem-
jer, his action in this instance will un-
doubtedly meet with general approval.

There is no longer a shadow of a doubt
as to the total unworthiness of both
men to act as ‘ministers of the crown.
It is an outrage and a lasting blot on
the reputation of British Columbia that
they were not kicked out long ago. The
Miner is astonished to learn that there
is any probability of Eberts and Wells
displaying an inclination to fight against
their inevitable fate. If either of them
had had the slightest regard for public
opinion as to their ministerial miscon-
duct, they would have resigned their
portfolios and retired from politics be-
fore the special committee of the legis-
lature had half completed its investiga-
tion. It is impossible to consider them
any more as candidates for public office.
They go to their political graves unwept,
unhonored and unsung and genemlly
despised for their many overt and
disgraceful acts of omission and com-
mission. Under Eberts, the conduct of
the Attorney-General’s department was
notorious for negligence and general
maladministration. Wells’ management
of the  Lands and Works department
had become as a stench in the nostrils
of the public. Scores of reputable peo-
ple are available to testify as to not only
the utter disregard of their interests by
the department, but to adduce a mass
of evidence to show that the grossest
irregularities have been and are matters
of common occurrence. We are glad to
learn by this morning’s dispatches that
the Premier has taken occasion to
refer to this in his letters dismissing Eb-
erts and Wells from his cabinet.

Colonel Prior is an astute, not over-
scrupulous and not particularly thin-
skinned politician. He has been in poli-
tics many years and has gained much
experience. He is not lacking in either
cunning or boldness. All this is ap-
parent in the dismissal of two of his
ministers when he finally realized that
the jig was up so far as they were con=
cerned. For a very considerable time
he must have been aware of the unwor-
thiness of Eberts and Wells; yet, as
a sworn minister of the crown and the
head of an administration, he tolerated
them until the eleventh hour. The
weakness of the Ministerialists in the
House was probably the underlying mo-
tive, for, if we are not mistaken, Colonel
Prior has a greater regard for the fruits
of office than for what the Toronto
Globe would term “‘the high, clear, ring-
ing note of statesmanship.” With char-
acteristic boldness and cunning, he has
now burned his bridges behind him, and
will meet the House today without a
working majority. But in so doidg he
evidently hopes to save his own political
life, if not the life of the Administration.
By the time a general election is held

he will have his femces fixed in some|

way and, although the contest will prob-
ably be conducted on party lines, by
raising ‘the old cry of Island vs. the
Mainland and by his control of the Vie-
toria Conservatives he may force himself
into the front rank with 'Wilson and Mc-
Bride. Colonel Prior is by no meaas
dead to B. C. politics, but he ought to be,
and if the Conservatives are true to their
party and the country they will see to
it that he does not “butt in.”

Every indication points to the fact
that the Government will be defeated,
if not today, tomorrow. But supply
will probably be voted before adjourn-
ment. Aside from the probability that
Eberts-and Wells will sink their fangs
deep into the Premiers flank, it is
almost a certainty that more than one
Government supporter will desert to the
Opposition. Axn election will then follow
at an early date.

The country may reasonably anticipate
some lively times in the legislature be-
bore that remarkable aggregation of
freaks is finally put out of business. The
pots will get after the kettles, and much
dirty linen will be washed. We can
already imagine the ‘Premier, smug but
wide awake, attempting to justify him-
self by the dismissal of Eberts and
‘Wells and those two worthies plugging
the Colonel forf all they @are worth. Smith
Curtis will also take special delight in
rib-roasting Joe Martin. for his connec-
tion with the Governme?'t. and, inci-
dentally, attempt to make all sorts of
_political hay in counnection with the
Liberal leadership. But the . funniest
thing of all will be the spectacle of John
Houston, the “practical” politician,
championing the cause of Wells, the fal-
len angel!

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VERDICT OF
THE JURY

Rev. J. B. Morgan Found
Not Guilty of Criminal
Libel.

Addresses of the Counsel
and the Judge’s
Charge.

NELSON, May 21.—It took the twelve
good men and true who formed the jury
in the criminal libel case against Rev.
J. Burtt Morgan, which has occupied
the time of the assize court for the past
three days, just 14 minutes to come to
a verdict at 12:45 this afternoon.

They had been out just 14 minutes
wWhen a knock was heard on the jury
room door, and directly afterwards *he
Jury filed out of their room and took
their seats in court.

Said the foreman: ‘“We find una_nl-
anously that the accused is not guilty
of the charge.” ;

*he had outlined what his witnesses
would prove. He had gone very fully
“ipto the general aspeet of the case then
-and would speak briefly now. Had the
‘case he outlined not been made out up
to the hilt? Had he exaggerated the
municipal rottenness existing in Roses-
land from January, 1902 on? Had he
;at all failed to prove his client’s plea of
justification? It had been alleged that
police blackmail -existed, and ‘did not
“the evidence satisfy the jury that this
was the case. “Blackmail” was eapable
of wide interpretation, and where men
in authority granted privileges to others
‘in the community to violate the law of
the land for a consideration they were
-exacting “blackmail” by their acts. They

Mr. Abbott’s contention was that the

mail,” which Mr. Morgan had made
against Harry Daniel, had. in no way
been proved. There was no evidence to
-support such a thing, and they had Dan-
iel’s sworn denial, practically uncontra-
«dicted, to go upon. If they found against
Mr. Daniel, who had brought these pro-
~ceedings to protect his character, it must
have a very serious effect on his stand-
ing in the community, commercially and

proved about gambling and the rest of
it, it had not been shown that h's client
was connected with the transactions.

He thought the evidence of Daniel and
ex-Mayor Clute was entitled to at least
equal credence with the class of evi-
dence offered by the defence. He read
the article in Truth complained of, and
asked the jury to find the accused guilty
as charged.

Mr. Justice Martin in charging the
jury said the case was of far more than
local importance, as it had a distinet
bearing on municipal government gen-
erally. He read the law bearing on the
subject, and told the jury that the facts
were entirely for them.

Did what he stated exist in Rossland?
The evidence was before them, and he
would not comment upon it,r as they
were quite capable of sifting and under-
standing it.

It was
a bad thing for the community, said the
judge, when the press was muzzled. One
was ashamed to think of what, accord-
ing to the evidence, had happened to the
Rossland papers. - Their attitnde had
been an utterly contemptible one, and
the action of the accused stood out in
marked contrast.

The experiment to raise funds adopted
by the Rossland authorities was a poor
one, and should- not ‘be followed by any
self-respecting community. An official
could not accept office and evade the
plain responsibilities of office and then
complain if his actions are dealt with as
they have been in this case. He had
explained the law and defined the legal
application of the evidence. The story
as they had heard it, he left entirely
with them, and they would decide
whether or no the accused was guilty
of the charge preferred.

MANAGER’S REPORT ON OPERA-

It is pos-
sible, now that the strike at the Crow’s
Nest collieries has been . settled, that
three furnaces ecan be kept in continu-
cus operation, and this number can ba
added to immediately the new coke ovens
are completed at Morrissey.. The Crow’s
Nest Coal company has taken advan-
tege of the monopoly of production
which it enjoys to impose 50 cents per
ton additional upon the Michel coke,
and 25 «cents per ton additional
upon the Fernie product.
It is doing this on the pretext that the
arrangement it has just made with its
employees involves an increased cost of
production. Smelting costs will be di-
rectly affected by this decision. 'The
coal company is unable, by virtne of

.ernment, to increase the price of its coal
to British Columbia consumers, but no
limitations have been placed upom it

MANAGER GARDE PAINTS BRIGHT
OUTLOOK FOR PAYNE
MINE.

L}
LARGE RESERVES—CONCENTRA-
TOR WORKING WELL—PRO-
FITS FROM ZINC.

A bright prospect of profitable opera-
tions and steady advancement is paint-
ed by Alfred C. Garde, general man-
ager of the Payne mine, in his annual
report to the company. The report was
presented at last week's meeting in
Montreal and elicited favorable com-
ment from the directors and share-
holders in attendance.

It would appear from the statement
of finances that the Payne earned a
profit of $71,793 last year. A balance
of $98,000 was brought forward from the
previous year, ore sales brought in
$127,236, and miscellaneous receipts

of work was done in the mine-during
the year. :

Considerable emphasis is placed on
the discovery of the vein in the eighth
level. Mr. Garde states that the drift
on that level had been driven for &
long distance and that no encourage-
ing signs were discovered. until the
drift reached a point directly under
the No. 7 level, where a fault-fissure
was reached. This reminded him of
other fault-fissures observed in upper
levels and caused him to believe that
by following the same in a southeast-
erly driection the wveiln would be re-
covered. ‘Consequently a sharp turn
in the workings was made, and at 98
feet from the turning point the vein
was picked up. Unexpectedly the wvein
was found to extend both ways, and
the ledge appears to be well defined
and strong. The ore is wider 'and
higher grade in the floor of the tunnel
than in the roof, which leads Mr. Garde
to believe he has entered the top of a
new and important ore shoot.

Under the head of proposed develop-
ment work, the suggestion is made
that the No. 8 drift should be extended
300 feet west to a point under the.crest
of Payne mountain, where a central
shaft could be sunk approximately 350
feet deep from which the ninth, tenth
and eleventh levels could be turned off.
This would give within two years a
new ore reserve, while the present re-
serves would hardly be worked out by
that time.

From the 1901 report of 100,000 tons
of ore in reserve, 33,000 has been suc-
cessfully concentrated in the Payne
mill, leaving 67,000 tons on hand. This
can be milled within twelve months
and will produce 2000 tons of high grade
silver-lead concentrates and 4000 tons
of 60 per cent zinc-blende. To this re-
serve can be added 20,000 tons of ore
in other parts of the mine. .

The report of concentration opera-
tions is interesting. The percentage of
concentration was 25 to 1 and the esti-
mated miil capacity of 125 tons In 24
hours has been exceeded by '35 tons.

The conservation of zinc contents of
the ore will occupy an important place
in thé Payne’s Interior economy this
year., Several hundred tons of 43 to 46
per cent zinc concentrates were dis-
posed of to the Iola, Kansas, smelter,
netting $8300. After this Mr. Garde
found by careful experiments and tests
that a far higher grade of concentrateés

‘could be produced by giving the ores

a slight roast, whereby the spathic
iron ‘is partly converted into magnetite.
Upon this being determined the direc-
tors decided to construct the zinc plant,
whi¢h is now under way. The plant
will be completed in June, and the ma-
chinery consists of roasting furnace,
magnetic separators, screens, eleva-
tors, fine rolls, etc., housed in a build-
ing 60 by 40, forming a western addi-
tion to the concentrator. The product
of this process will be approximately
60 per cent zinc, and 16 to 20 ounces
silver, with a small percsntage only
of iron and less than two per cent lead.
He expects to produce 6000 tons of
zinc from the present ore reserves, and
predicts, in consequence, a bright fu-
ture for this branch of the mine’s
business.

The McNeill col-
lieries have just completed the instal-
lation of a thirty-drill compressor, the
work being done under the supervis-
jon of Mr. Sangster, who left Rossland
on March 4.

more ceollieries, which have produced
an excellent quality of steam coal for
the past twelve or fourteen years. The
workings extend over a distance. of
two or three miles, and up t9 a recent
date the mine has had a daily produc-
tion of 400 tons, the total output being
purchased by the Canadian Pacific for
use in locomotives. With the increased
plant now installed and under way, thé
collieries will enhance their output con-
siderably. :

The property is exceedingly gassy.
The fans could not be  stopped for
thirty minutes in the twenty-four
hours without grave danger, hence they
are operated steadily, and great pre-
cautions are exercised to prevent trou-
ble from the gas. Even in the face of
this, accidents occur from a rather re-
markable cause. Throughout the work-
ings pockets of gas under extraordin-
arily heavy pressure are found, and as
the miners work up to these pockets
explosions take place and men  lose
their lives unless they .are able to
reach the doors of the chambers in
which the trouble occurs. ‘While Mr.
Sangster was at the mine such an
explosion occurred. Two brothers were
at work in a chamber; one was buried
by the coal thrown out in the explo-
sion, and the other was ‘gassed” be-
fore he could reach the exit.

The vein producing the coal is rather
broken, and necessitates underground

‘hoisting works. In the past this hoist-

ing hés been done by steam power
genérdted at ‘the collar ‘of “the ‘shaft.
The steam was allowed to escape into
the mine, which made the workings
almost unbearably hot at times, With
a view to overcoming this the company
installed the compressor plant already

‘referred to on the surface, and will

pipe the air into the mine for hoisting
and other power. While working about
the mine Mr. Sangster was shown hor-
ses which had never seen the light of
day for six years, >

Shipment of Ore from the
Mine Soon to be Com=
menced.

Plate Mine Under Way
Yesterday.

(From Saturday’'s Daily.)
Negotiations are under way for the
purchase of a tramway by the Jumbo

the structure at the earliest possible
date. It is understood that one of the
disused Le Roi trams will be purchased
by the Jumbo people, and as the timbers
are all in shape to be erected without
additional framing, the work will be
materially expedited.

The inauguration of shipments on a
considerable scale from the Jumbo mine
at a comparatively early date has made
a tramway almost an essential feature
of the mine’s equipment in view of the
management’s determination to reduce
expenses of operating to the lowest notch
compatible with efficieney. The tram
will connect the adit of the first level
with a point on the wagon road conven-
ient for loading ore, and the cost of
handling will obviously be reduced very
materially.

MWhile no statement has been issued
by the management as yet, it is quietly
intimated that the Jumbo product will
be shipped to the Northport smelter.
The latter works has an advantage in
bidding for the ore inasmuch as loading
on the Spokane Falls & Northern is more
convenient than hauling to the Canadian
Pacific depot for transshipment to Trail.

‘While the Jumbo tramway is not
likely to employ a considerable number|
of men for any long period, it is a factor
in the program of the Rossland camp
this summer. The construction of two
tramways, two concentrators and two
compressor plants will provide work for
men in the building trades as a prelim-
irary, and the working force of miners
in the camp is eertain to be very largely
angmented as the result of the enter-
prises thus to be undertaken by various
mining companies.

AT THE NICKEL PLATE.

The unwatering of the Nickel Plate
mine was commenced yesterday. A
small force of men is engaged manning
the compressor plant and pumping ap-
paratus, and the work will be proceeded
with steadily until the water is removed
from the workings. The management
has not taken the public into its confi-.
{dence as yet regarding its intentions
| after the mine Is unwatered, but it is
intimated that some work will be under-
taken in the mine. This was announced
some months ago, but when the topic
was last discussed the management
stated that nothing would be done with
the Nickel Plate until the Kootenay's
affairs were working smoothly. This is
the case at 'the present time, except that
the Kootenay tramway has yet to be
constructed, and this undertaking will
engage the management’s attention
somewhat closely when work is started.
However, a change in plans is not un-
vsual, and citizens will view the oper-
ations at the Nickel Plate with satis-
faction as opening the probability of
further increases in.the local payroll

The big automatic bucket apparatus
is being used for unwatering the mine,
and with this method the work will be
carried ahead rapidly.

FIRST SOD TURNED.

The first sod was turned yesterday
for the Le Roi Two concentrator. The
company broke ground for the foun-
dations of the mill building, and the
staternent ‘is issued that the work will
be carried ahead continuously until the
foundations are in. The question of
laying the concrete floors and putting
up the superstructure will then be taken
up. The present work is by day’s la-
bor, and it is uncertain whether the
balance of the enterprise will be car-
ried out under this plan or by con-
tract.

The Elmore process machinery, deliv-
ered in Montreal a couple of weeks since,
has not yet been located by the com-
pany, but it is presumed that the long-
shoremen’s strike has caused a delay
in the forwarding of the plant. It is

The new U. S. immigration regulations
arg causing much inconvenience and ir-
ri . The WVancouver World says:
“On Saturday a new regulation went

whereby all passengers save those of
_American, Canadian, Mexican, Cuban
or Porto Rican nationality are obliged
to fill in a long declaration-form and
deposit the sum of $2 with the local
agent before embarking. This law ap-
plies to Britishers, and in fact to all
people except those mentioned, and will
involve a great deal of extra labor in
local shipping offices. The regulation
is said to be an old one and only broad-
ened in its scope so as to apply to steam-
ers from Canadian ports. Heretofore
Canadian transportation companies have
had an arrangement with the govern-
ment of the United States whereby the
sum was remitted, provided the for-
eigner who entered Canada by one of
their vessels removed to the United
States within a certain time. The new
system ‘is calculated to greatly simplify
the work of the immigration depart-
ment, and aims at the better enforce-
ment of the immigration laws. The

Buildings—The Koot-
enay Tram.

Rossland will have an excellent ex-
hibit of minerals at the St. Louis ex-
position. A good start has already been
made in the direction of accumulating
mctmens,and&weekortenday-
further work will see a collection prob-
ably as extensive and interesting as
any sent out of the district in previous
years. In fact it is probable that in
several important respects the exhibit
will surpass anything of the kind ever
assembled in Rossland.

The largest sample yet sent to the
Rossland branch of the Provincial

650 level of the Centre Star mine. The
specimen weighs half a ton, and is
heavily mineralized. The Centre Star
company has also furnished a 600-
pound sample from the 200 level of the
mane.

The Rossland-Kootenay company
has sent in two specimens aggregating
abouit 300 pounds from the Kootenay
mine.
