" DEATH-DEALING LYDDITE.

A Durban, Natal, desputch says :
Lieut. Anderton, who commands a
section of the Natal Naval Volunteers
st Ladysmith, has arrivéd here. In
the course of an interview he said that
towards the close ot the Pitcher's Hill
engagement, the naval guns threw
lyddite shells on a koptje 2500 yards
distant. When the place was evacu-
ated by the Boers he visited the
trenches and counted therein ninety-
eight dead Boers who had been killed
by the concussion of the lyddite, -not
one of them having a wound of any
kind.

Lieat. Anderton declared that the
fomes of the lyddite tnrned the hair
and beards of the dead men to a pecu-
liar greenish hue, while the colour of
their skin was a strange yellow. Fifty-
two Boers were captured in one of the
trenches. They were unable to flee,
having been paralyzed by their fear of
the lyddite shells.

Maple surgar ‘makers believe this
last cold snap will have a tendency
to help their business.

‘River. The Boers stubbornly con-
tested every foot of ground, fleeing
only at dusk when Lord Roberts threw
most of his troops against the weaken-
ed line. The Boers,. howeyer, ulti-
mately hoisted the white flag. When
Col. Broadwood advanced he” was sur-
prised to find the Boers had taken
advantage ot the cessation of fire to
escape during the night. The Truns-
vaal prisonérs showed they were en-
tirely surprised by Lord Roberts’
tactics.

London, March 18.—Lord Roberts
telegraphs from Venter's Vlei, at 5.20
o'clock this morning, as follows : “I
directed (General French if there were
time to sieze the railway station at
Bloemfontein and thus secure the roll-
ing stock.

British Now Pushing Ahead on
the Road to Bloemfontein.

resistance in face of reverses, and the
prevalence of a spirit of desperate
resolve, several English correspondents
continue to declare that not only are
the Free State Boers demoralized and
anvious for peace, but the Transvaal-
ers nre wavering and seeking a settle-
ment by which they may escape a pro-
longation of the exhausting struggle.
President Kruger and President Ht,u_yp
are credited with approaching the Bri-
tish Government with a proposal of
the terms on which they are prepared
to negotinte for peace.

The Daily Mail’s Pretoria correspon-
dent, In a despatch dated March 8th,
and sent by way of Lorenzo Marques,
the message being prefaced by the
words, *Censore:d by the Boer Govern-
ment,” says: °*

‘Convergations T have had with the
highest State officers show that the
Boers consider that the time has now
arrived for clearing up the misunder-
stanlings and misrepresentations from
wliichk they believe the war emanated.
They deny the existence of any Duteh
conspiracy. They assert that they oc-
curied extra-territorial positions mere-
ly on strategic grounds, whiie the ab-
stinence of the colonial Dutch from
participation in the hostilities demon-
strates their unshaken loyalty. If
England is waging a war of conquest
the Republics will fight to a linls'h.
otherwise they believe that a plain
statement of the Dritish intentious
wil! revenl a basis for negotiations,
now that England’s prestige is re-
paihred. I'residents Kruger and Steyn
conferred at Bloemfontein on Monday
on the incorporation of the above re-
presentations in a telegram to Lnyd
Salisbury. . The preservation o_l tie
independence of the two Republics is
a sine qua non.”

The vast bulk of opinion in Great
Britain continues to be wholly 0ppos-
ed to peace on any terms except “he
unconditiona: surrender of the two
Republics, and that is the same view
that is held by the Government.
Though this fact hardly needs asser-
tion, it is shown in the following note,
which is prominently printed this
morning in the Morning Standard, a
Ministerial organ: }

“ W have ‘reason to believe that

an authoritative announcement will

short!sy be made by Her Majesty's
Government, reaffirming the impos-
sibility of conceding any terms of
peace to the two South African Re-
publics which would involve the
perpetuation of the political and
military, independence that has led
to the present costly amd sanguin-
ary conflict.” .

Rumors have been current in the
lobbies of Parliam®nt for two days
that the Republics have made repre-
sentations looking for peace, but that
these are inadmissible. Members who
are acquainted Wwith the Oramge Free
State express confidence that, in any
case, the Free State wiil shortly break
away from the Transvaal and make
an arrangement on its.own account.

In addition to the foregoing rum-
ors, the English correspondents in
South Africa report that l'rl:&dlll(‘llt
Kruger's personal influence with the
Transvaal Boers is waning. Old po-
litical animosities agninst him and
Commandant-Genernl Joubept, whois
also Vice-President of the Trans-
vaal, are cropping out again. One
story, that is supposed to have
reached Berlin - from Johanmesburg,
declares that these dilferences have
culminated in Gen. Joubert resign-
ing his command, anl in a decision
by P'resident Kruger to assume the
active leadership of the burgher
forces in the field. All this comes
from interested sources. which ob-
viously discounts it, but it is the
feature in a section of to-day's Lon-
don  newspapers.

The correspondent of - the Daily
News,  telegraphing from Poplar
Grrove. says the Boers were seized
with a panie, thus spoiling the whole
plan. which had been beaatifully cal-
culated to destroy them utterly.

As the sixth division emerged from
a hidden position and appeared on
the crest with the mounted in-
fantry in skirmishing order, the
Boers thought the whole earth cov-
ered with soldiers in their front and
rear and on their fianks. They did
not wait to verify their supposition,
but fled. seized, apparently., with a
dread that they might share the
same fate as Cronje.

Mr. Spencer Wilkinson, in the
Morning Post, dealing with the dis-
appointment expressed by the war
correspondent regpecting the Popar
Grove battle, says ! 15
“ Doubtleys it was \not a great vie-
tory, sincee the enemy was not pun-
ished, and no great strategic advan-
tage was gained. "It canpot be Jdenied
that the Boers have pursusd a wise
course in defiaunce of ver
and strategical advie~ of
Kruger and Pres’dent Stayn.

Boers, who were completely paralyzed
by Lord Roberts’ masterly tactics.
They were too demoralized to heed his
expostulations, and declared that the
British cannon were everywhere.”

Poplar Grove, March 7, 2.30 p.m.,
via Kimberley.—The Boers, who were
holding positions extending for 10
miles along the kopj2s and ridges
south of the Modder river, where they
were carefully and skilfully entrench-
ed, evacuated their ground after a
few hours’ desultory shelling, when
they saw eight thousand British cav-
alry and forty-two guns moving rap-
idly south between them and their
reinforcements, without whom it wa
impossible for them to hold their
long, irregular position. The force
that was isolated between General
French and the river, probably did
not exceed five thousand men.

The British attack worked exactly
as it was planned, and it has resulted
in the British taking over eighteen
miles’ of Orange Free State territory
with small" casualties. The splendid
weather had improved the roads, and
this helped the success of the move-
ment.

The troops began to move Tuesday.
Gen. French re-<crossed the river in
the afternoon and bivouacked in front
of Osfontein. At three o’clock Wed-
nesday morning the troops moved
south, and marched for four miles,
where they rested until it was day-
light. Then the march was resumed,
the force moving eastward.

The Boars, from their sowth posi-
tion on a group of kopjes called the
Seven Sisters, delivered an ineffective
shrapnel fire, the cavalry. turning
further south over a grassy ridge to
Kalkfontein. From this place they
moved three miles east, and then
wheeled north behind the Boers.

Meanwhile, in response to the shell-
ing from the kopjes, tha artillery drop-
peld a few common shells into the Boer
laager at a range of 7,300 yards. The
langer was located among the Saven
Ssters, and the " British fire brought
out n score of wagons and some hun-
dred horsemen helter-skelter north.
wanrd across the ridge.

The navy guns at 5.50 a.m. had given
the signal for the infantry to advance.
The ninth division, including the Cana-
diang, under Gen. Sir H. E. Colville,
[ mo along the north bank of the
river, and the seventh division, under
Gen. Tucker, moved along the south
bank, both marching in parallel lines.

‘The Boers retreated before the ar-
tillery fire. it

The sixth division had worked south
on Gen. French's rear flank. The en-
tire Boer position became untenab
and threatened to become a second
Faardebarg. The occupants hast ned
soven m'les enst under a rear guard
fight. At midday the 12th Lancers
tried to charge, but their horses were
not. equal to the task.

Gen. French had gone twenty :miles
south. He ewept the snipers and ocea-
s'onally a gun before him, but there
was never a stand up resistance.

The British are holding ‘from Uop-
Iir Grove almost as far east as
Abraham’s kraal. The Guard’s Bri-
gade, with Gen. Roberts, occuples the
centre position. where there is a great
| force of mounted infantry, including
I the colonial and volunteer contingents,
These did smart work in drawing the
kopjes before the general advance.

In the Doer retreat a Cape cart con-
taining the Russian and Dutch mili-
tary attaches to the Poer army broke
down. The attaches are now in the
Pritish eamp. The British losses were
probably under 50.

An examinat'on of Fo-r r'fl2 pits and
run embrasures shows that it was in-
tended to make a grent defence with
a large force. The works, however, re-
mained practically unused, daylight
rhowing the Boors that those intended
for frontal resistance were useless in
view of the position of the British
cavalry.

Gen. Delarey commanded the Boers.
Gens. Potha and De Wet, with their
commands, were unable to join him.
The half-heartedness of the resistance
of\the Orange Free State Boers is un-
denfable.

The Ninth Division, Including the
Canadians, captured a Krupp gun on
top of a kople.

Cavalry Moved Too Quick.

London, March 9.—The significance
of General Roberte’ flankin move-
ment is not yet evident, and 1t is not
known whether or where the Boers
reconcentrated.

The Morning Standard’s correspond-
ent at Poplar Grove says that the
movements of the mounted troops
were too repid for the supporting in.
fantry, and, consequently, the r
position was turned before the main
body could strike effectively.

98 Boers Killed by Lyddite.

Durban, Natal, March 7. — Lieut.
Andertou, who commanded a section
of the Natal Naval Volunteers at
Ladysmith, has arrived here. In the
course interview he said that
towards the close of the Pleter’s hill
engagement the naval guns threw
lyddite shells on a kopje 2,500 yards
distant. When the place. was evac-
uated by the Boers he visited the
trenches and counted therein 98
Boers who had been killed by the
concussion of the lyddite, not oneof
them having a wound of any kind.

Lieut. Anderton declared that the
fumes of the lyddite turned the hair
and beards of the dead men to a
peculiar greenish hue, while the
color of the skin was a strange yel-

Fitty-two Boers were captured in
one of the trenches. They were un-
able to flee, having been paralyzed
by their fear of the lyddite shells.

Kruger‘Couldn’t Stop It.

London, March 9.—Both Presidants
have been very active during the past
few days in encouraging the burghers.
President Kruger only returned to
Pretoria from Natal on March 3rd.
He then hastened to Bloemfontein,
from which city he pruceeded with
President Steyn to hearten the fight-
ing line facing Gen. Roberts.

A correspondent at Foplar Grove
telegraplis that President Kruger was
far in the rear on March 7th. He
tried to arrest the flight of the burgh-
ers, but the retreaters refused to stay.
The Bloemfoutein police also vainly
tried to stop the retreat:

The correspondents continue to state
that the Free State Boers are tred of
the war, and that they are hostlle to
President Steyn.

A despatch from Poplar Grove camp
to-day says that Gen. French isstill
pursuing the Boers.

The Situation in Natal.

London, March 9.—A despatch to the
Dailly News from Lady:smith, Jdated
March 7th, reports that Gen. Buller's
force i8 now ready to advance after
2 much-needed rest, but its future
empioyment is unknown.

Some readjustment of tke com-
mands is being arranged, and, accord-
ing to the Standard’s correspondent,
General White is going to Stormberg,
while Gen. Hunter will be given com-
mand of the tenth division.

Repairs to the railway as far as
Colenso are nearly completed. It is
expected that passemger traffic will
be resumed on Saturday, but it will
také some time to complete the tem-
porary bridge across the  Tugela
river.

It is announced from the Boer side
that the Biggarsberg mountains are
strongly entrenched, indicating that
the apex of the WNatalian triangle
north of Dundee and Glencoe is still
in their hands.

A despatch from the Boer Hoofd
laager at Glencoe records that a gen-
eral council of war, held on March
5th, appointed Louis Botha lieuten-
ant-general for Natal, with Lucas
Meyer Schalkburger, David Joubert,
Daniel Erasmus, and Fourie as as-
sistant generals. The appointments
are thoroughly emdorssd by the
burghers. That such prominent lead-
ers will be in Natal is taken to show
that a large part of the army remains
to guard the southern mountain bar-
rier to the Transvaal. A British re-
port states that the Boers are s:rong-
ly massed at Nelson’s kop bahind the
Drakensberg moumtains.

De Wet’s Appeal.

Lorenzo Marquez, March 8, —The
Pretoria newspapers state that Com.
mandant De Wet’s report announcing
the surrender of Gen. Cronje recom-
mended the burghers not to upbrald
him, but to remain silent before the
Lord in this the hour of their trial.
He added: "“Let ws trust that God
will alrengthen our offizers and burgh.
ers and give them a better concep-
tion of their duty to Him and the
Government.”

Female Home Guard.

A WARM WELCOME

Given Ladysmith's Naval Defenders
at Durban.

Durban, March 8.—The naval bri-
gade from Ladysmith arrived to-day
in command of Captain Lambton,
They number about two hundred and
were enthusiastically received. The
railway station was lined with men
from H. M. S. Terrible, and the meet-
ing of comrades caused many touch-
ing scenes. When the gunners who
piayed such an important part in the
defence of Ladysmith marched down
the street headed by the band and
flags of tke Terrible, and carrying
the tattered Union Jack from the H.
M. S. Powerful, which had flown
throughout the siege of Ladysmith,
the cheering was tumultuous. ‘The
crowd which assembled was of im-
mense proportions.

Lunch was prepared and served in
a shed adjacent to the railway sta-
tion, and the men ate heartily. The
majority of them looked well, but
shqwad signs of the rough work and
fatiguwe they had undergone.

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Explosion in the Red Ash Mines
in Virginia,

FIFTY DEAD BODIES TAKEN OUT.

Fire Creek, Va., despatch: Th? mo .t
isastrous mine explosion ever known
in the New River district ocourred at
the Red Ash mnes shortly after the
miners went t work this moraing.
Althought the most herolc work of the
resculng party has been going on in-
cessantly all day, it is impossible to-
night to estimate the full extent of
the lose of life and property. More
than 50 dead bodies have already been-
taken out, and the number of the
dead may reach 75 er more. It is
thought to-night that at least 45
miners are yet entombed ia the
wrecked mine.

The Red Ash mine is a large dJrift,
and the explosion occurred near the
entrance, which was thus closad by the
falling siate, entombing a large num-
ber of miners. The scene of the disas-
ter is between this place and Thur-
mond, on the south branch of the Ches-
apeake & Ohio Railway, and every as-
sistance possible was rendered by the
raillway company and by the adjoining
mining towans. Relief parties from
great distances arrived as soon as pos-
sible. State Mine Inspector VFinckney,
with a corps of experts and many
workmen, hag been on the ground dur
ing the day rendering all as:istance
possible and devoting his attention
more toward relief than to an official
investigation as to the cause of the
disaster. J. Fred Effinger, of Staun-
ton, Va., the principal owner of the
mines, epared no efforts in the work
of rescue and rellef, and his manager,
Ferdinand HoweH, had all the men
available at work in trying to clear
away the debris and rescue the en-
tombed men.

‘The managers and bosses of all the
mines in this district came to the
scene as soon as possible and joined in
the work of rescue. It is impossible
t0o describe the amount of work done
by this concentrased army of men, but
they were greatly impeded because of
the extent of the enormous blockade
at the entrance to the drift. The large
heavy side tires of the entrance were
blown out to some distance, together
with a lot of heavy timbers. Even
mules were blownh out some distance.
The force of the explosion caused au
immense falling of the slate and other
debris, s0 that the entrance was filled
up for a great distance, and the diffi-
culties in digging through it caused
delay in the work of rescue. As many
men as could work at one t'me were
digging away with all their might and
were relleved in short relays by other

men.

The first successful strike of the
rescuers was about 10 a. m., when
ten bodies were recovered. Seven of
them were already dead, aad the
other three men were ‘dying. As the
miners were located at different
places in the drift and the explosion
caused the falling slate to blockade
the rooms in different parte of the
mine, the work of rescue met with

great obstruction after an-
other.

At the mouth of the mine the
scane was beyond description. The
wives and children, the nelghbors of
those who were known to be en-
tombed, were there in full force, and
their anxiety and distress were most
intcnse. While they were all seeking
to help and to get the mine re-
opened, yet these bereaved people
were for the most part in the way
of the rescuers, and had to be held
back from the entrance.

The mine is one of the largest in
West Virginia, and wae very heav-
ily timbered in the different drifbs.
It was for this reason it was fear-
ed that those who had not been
killed by falling debris at the time
of the explosion would be pinioned
by these connected timbers and suf-
fer death from suffocation. Air
was forced into the mine by engines
on vhe surface, which were kept work-
ing after the explosion, but it was
found that air could be pumped into
the drift for only a short distance, as
the coanl, stone and earth shut off all
possibility of reaching the interior.
The pumps and all other machinery
in the mine were demolished, so that
everything had to be dome through
;-emporary arrangements on the sur-
ace.

After the men got under headway in
the work of rescue they reached the
first party in less than an hour, but
they met greater difficulties after
that time. It was then that telegrams
were sent to Montgomery, Charleston,
and other places for physicians,
nurges and caskets, but during the
greater part of the day there was use
only for the caskets.

Had the accident occurred an hour
later many more would have been en-
tombed in the mine. The estimates of
the numbber in the mine when the ex-
plosion occurred are based on the
number who entered at 7 o'clock.

The population of this mining vil-
lage is only 500. All are miners, and
the calamity will reach almost every
little house in the mining town.

The Widow Wins.

In High Court: Potts vs. Potis.—

BRITISH  WAR  BUDGET

Passed by the Commons With-
out Opposition.

——

CHANCELLOR -HAS A SCHEME.

London cable says: The House of
Commons was crowaed to-day, and all
the public galleries were thronged, in
anticipation of the budget statement.
The return of the Chancellor of the
Exchequer, Bir Michael Hicks-Beach,
introducing the budget, shows that an
expenditure of £154,082,000 has to be
provided for the budget of 1900-1901:

‘The same statement shows that the

exchequer account of 1899-1900
would have given a surplus of up-
wards of £5,000,009, but that the sup-
plementary war estimates of £23,-
000,000 make the expenditure exceed
the revenue by £17,770,000.

CHANCELLOR’S EXPLANATION.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer, af-
ter laying the figures before the
House, pointed out that the country
had to face a total estimated expen-
diture, in consequence of the war, no
less than six times as much as had
been estimated in October last. He
next explaine® the present financial
situation, dwelling with satisfaction
on the increase of the actual over the
estimated revenue,-due to the steady
and substantial increase of business,
and pointing out that, as the increase
in the value and volume of foreign
exports had been quite exceptional, it
had not been at the expense of home
industries.

REVIEW OF THE ITEMS.

Reviewing the principal items of
revenue, the Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer said tobacco had been dis-
appointing, and that the increase in
wines had not been as large as ex-
pected, perhaps due to the absence of
the ordinary winter festivities.

Against the estimated expenditure
of £154,082,000 for the coming year
the Chancellor of the Exchequer esti-
mated the revenue on the existing
basis of taxation at £116,900,000, or a
deficit of £37,000,000.

THE WAR EXPENDITURES.

Dealing with the war expendi-
tures, he sald the Government had
made the best calculations as to
the amount it ought to ask from
Parliament, with the view of a suc-
cessful prosecution of the war, but
it was impossible to be certain when
the war would be concluded, and
the expenditure might be larger. On
the other haand, however, a happy
change had recently taken place in
the military situation. and the fact
that the season now fast approach-
ing was, in the opinion of all the
authorities, unfavorable to Boer
operations, had to be considered.

He might be obliged, in July or
Auvgust, to nask Parliament for fur-
ther relief, but he believed he was
fairly justified in hoping tha%t the
intended expenditure would suifice
to succescfully conclude the war.
He estimated the total war expen-
diture, including the deficit of £17,-
770,000, at £60,000,000. 3
METHODS, NOT IMPRACTICABLE.

The Chaacellor of the Exchequer
characterized the suggested meth-
ods of fresh taxation as in no way
impracticable, saying the Govern-
ment felt justified in raising a por-
tion of the war funds by a loan,
but. he added, it was also justified
in calling upon the taxpayers for an
immediate and substantial sacrifice,
In this connection he thought that
they could reasonably anticipate
that the more acute and most costly
phases of the war would. not last
long.

APPEAL TO THE TAXPAYERS.

He asked the taxpayers to aub-
scribe to the cost of the war by an
increase of the income flax to one
ehilling in the pound, which would
produce an additicmal £6,500,000; he
a:so proposed that the stamp duties
on sliock exchange con'ract notes be
extended to the sales on the produce
exchange ; that beer duties would be
increased to a shilling a barrel of 36
gallons, and that there would be an
increase in the dulyy on spirits of six
pence per gallon, tibacco fourpence
per pound, foreigh c:gamns sixpence per
pound, and tea twcpence per pound.
He anticipated that the above
changes would increass the revenue
£12,317,000, and he propz:ed Lo save
£4,640,000 by suspending the sinking
fund in relation to certain tenminable
annuities. He propsed tio borrow the
rest’ of the necessary funds.

£43,000,000 TO BE RAISED.

A total of #£43,000,000 had to  be
ra.sed, of which £8,000,000 was now in
the treasury, and £35,000,000 wou.d be
raised by bond or siock n2payable
n a term nol exceeding 10 years.
CAPACITY OF THE TRANSVAAL.

During the ¢&ourse of his remiarks,
ithhe Chancellor of the Exthequer, re-
ferring w0 his previously expressed
cpinion regarding ihe capacily of the
Transvaal to bsar a nesponsible share
of the expenditure of the war, he stiil
adhered io that opinion, but he was

THE SURPLUS COMES HANDY.

year £5,600,000 surplus was ava lable
towards the war expenditure.. There
had beea a remarkable increase in the
rece!pts from the death duties, sotall-
ing £17,471,000, of which £2,271,000
was from the estate of m!llionaires,
including £ from the estate of
one man, a fofeigner, who lived on
15 shillings a day in a West End Lon-
don club. That one person, he con-
tinued, however unwillingly, had con-
tributed to the exchzquer more than
the cost of an ironclad. (The foreigner
referred to is the late Gebrge Smith,
the pioneer banker of Chicago, who
d:ed Oct. 7th, 18399, in his rooms at
the Reform @iub, London.)

Explaining the proposed loan, Sir
M:chael Hicks-Beach said he believed
it would be a mistake to try to raise
it by a new lssue of consols, as it would
create a permanent debt, which the
nation could not pay off at par until
1923. He thought it would be better

t part of the £35,000,000 be re-
! ved, say an amount not exceeding
1 £5.020,000, for a further iscue of treass
ury bills. The rest he proposed to
raise by bonds or stocks.
OPPOSITION WILL NOT OBSTRUCT

The Opposition leader, Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman, said the Oppo-
sition would give every facility for
the passage of the necessary resolu-
tions. He complimented Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach on the straight, states-
manlike and discreet measures by
which he proposes to deal with the fi-
naneial difficulties ani said that he
thought the Government would be
met in no grudging spirit in prosecu-
ting its financial propositions. Very
properly, he added, a considerable
proportion of the burden would fall
on the shoulders of the income tax-

payer. X
TIM HEALY HAD HIS SAY.

Mr. Timothy HRealy, Irish National-

ist, followed Sir Henry Campbell-Ban-

. He protested against Ireland
having to pay anything towards the
war expenses, asserting that not a
penny had been expended in Ireland,
Germany, the United States and
Brazil all had a share except Ireland.
The tax on whiskey, he further as-
serted, was an attempt to bleed Ire-

| 8&IR W. V. HARCOURT'S POINT.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt, Lib-
eral, complimented the Chancellor of
the Exchequer on the soundness of
his financial principles, but said the
country would like to know how the
Government intended to insure that
the Transvaal would ultimately pay
a large part of the cost of the war.

IRISH MEMBERS PROTEST.

Mr. John Redmoud, the Nationalist -
jeadér, said the Irish members were
bound to protest against the pro-
posals of the Government. This was
especially. thelr duty, he con-
tinued, because an increase of
taxation always fell more heavily
upon the poorer classes in Ireland
than in England.

fir Michael Hicks-Beach, -in closing
the debate, thanked the Xouse for
the reception given to the proposals,
and sald the Government hoped for
an early conclusion of the war.

About the Tugela.

The Tugela, or Startling River,
across which the Boers and British
have fought each other back and
forth several ; times. is the longest
stream in Na and is described as
picturesque and ificent. It rises
on the Free State side of the Mont-
aux Sources, in the Drakensburg,
and at once leaps down 1,800 feet
with a fall broken only by one or
two ledges and reputed to be the

highest in the world. It then tears '

through a great canyon for two
miles and is joined by several rush-
ing mountain streams. The firstim-
portant tributary to the Tugela is
the Little Tugela, which flows in
from the south. Then comesthe Klip
‘River from the north—the stream on
which Yadysmith is situated. An-
other tributary is the Bushman
River, on which Estcourt stands,
while still another is the Suynday's
River, which flows past Elands
Laagte. The largest tributary is
the Buffalo River, which enters the
Tugela at the Zulu border and
which played a prominent part in
the Zulu War of 1879. The Tugela
reaches the sea after a tortuous
course of 200 miles, attaining at
its mouth a width of 450 feet.

It is supposed
that the call of Matthew followed
8oon after the healing of the paraly-
tic. Sepylast lesson. By the seaside
—He may have gome there for room,
as he could clearly see that no house
was of ‘sufficient size to accommodate
the great'crowds that desired to see
and hear him. This must have been
near Capernaum, “where there was
probably a suburb of fisher's hute and
custom houses. He taught them—
Jesus was always busily engaged.

14. Levi—The same as Matthew.
He was a Jew, and he calls himself a
publican (Matt. 10: 8), or tax-gath-
érer, an office which was very odlous
to the Jewish people. The son of Al-
pheus—Henry thinks Levi, James the
Less, Jude and Simon the Canaanite,
were brothers; but Lange and oth-
ers think differently. The recelpt of
custom—Tollhouse, or custom house.
It was a busy centre of merchandise
—the landing place of many ships, and
“a natural place for the collection of
tribute and taxes.”

15. Bat at meat in his house—This
was soon after the call. The feast
(Luke v. 29) was made to show his
thankfulness to God for his remark-
able deliverance from the old Custom-
house. “‘He also wished to introduce
his friends and old companions to
Chrépt ’ —Burn. Many publicans—

who belonged to his

16. When the ecribes and Pharisees
—They would not believe in Chriet
themselves, and were always trying to
hinder others.

*pirit of indenendence on the part of
onr Lord to thus violate their tradi-
tions. Jesus desired to save men, and
He knew He must mingle with them.

17. When Jesus heard it—Jesus is
ready for them; he can answer their
caviling. They that are whole—You
scribes and Pharisees consider your-
selves whole; you are, in your own
astimation, righteous persons ; you do
not ‘need a physician ; you do not need
ray counsel and advice, and the salva-
tion I bring ; but these puhblicans and
sinners—these ontcasts—know they are
sick, they know they are the worst of
sinners, and I came to call and save
them.

18. Used to fast—In the law we rfind
only one inri-day enjoined, namely, the
tonth of the seventh month, on which
the national, annual atonement was
made. But the Jews, of their own ac-
cord, observed many other days of
fasting (see Isa. Iviil. 8), and in our
Vord’s time the Pharisces fasted twice
n week. They were surprised to find
Him overlooking this duty. But Thy
Alsciples fast not—Jesus not only of-
fended them by eating with publicans
and sinners, but by eating at all.

19. Jesus said unto them—He pro-
creds now with three familiar illustra-
tions, by means of which He justifies
His disciples in the course they were
taking, and at the same time brings
ont fome very important truths. Wh'le
the bridegroom is with them—This
wan not a proper time to fast. His dis-
ciples were then in the firat flush of
enjoyment in their new-found Tord,
and while He was with them there
was no occaslon for fasting.

20. The days will come—It is im-
possible to formulate rules to meet
each individual case. The days would
come when His disciples would fast,
but not now. Away from them. He
would leave them after a time. In
those days—Of calamity and dark-
ness that are coming, then it will
be proper to fast. * Fasting is good,
but to make a merit of it or even
to burden the comsclence with it, is
oprosed to spiritual freedom.

The salvation of men of
such character and reputation wag
regarded as impossible; “but with
God all things are possible.” A money
extortioner, whose very business re-
quires him to take advantage of
necessitous cases for his gain, is the
hardest-hearted of all men, and there-
fore the farthest removed from the gos-
pel, and the most difficult to
reached. Yet even such can be saved.
Matthew ceases his extortion, makes
restitution and follows Jesus.

2. Received many other publi-
cars—The conversion of a man of such
character and reputation must
have made a great stir in his cir-
cle and a great impression on his
acqualintances. The publicane and
sinners are attracted to him. Toen-
courage this and to bring those of
his own class in closer contact with
Jesus, Matthew makes a * great
feast,” or rather, as the Greek word
implies, a great receptiom, in-which
eating was secondary; and a large
company of publicans and others
were there.
