The claimant to the same class among
the duck tribe is surely the White
Pekin.
‘The points of likeness between the

White Embden goose and the Pekin |

“are_jocularly apparent. Not alone in
the color scheme, which they obvious-
1y share, but in habits, carriage dispo-
sition and dependable quaiities, these
breeds of two tribes are parallel.

To the Pekin belongs the’credit for
the impetus given to duck-raising in
this country.

ARE NOT SPECTACULAR

Its qualities are mnot spectacular.
The Pekin is not a sensational layer,
mor pre-eminently a table fowl, nor a
showbird, thopgh its white plumags,
yellow shanks and orange bill might
well put it in the last-named class.
It is simply & dependeble breed of
honest laying habits, valuable for its
large white eggs, and its feathers.
The test without challenge is its value
in market—and Pekins alive or dress-
ed always overtop other ducks by two
or th cents & pound. It r‘vals the
Muscovyy not because it is considered
as fine table fowl, but because of
its soft /white feathers. In some see-
tions where Pekins are raised in num-
bers, they are picked at regular in-
tervals, as geese. When dry picked,
the fathers command a price almost
equal to that of the best goose fea-
thers.

Beginning about February, the Pe-
kin lays prolifically till late in sum-
mer in favorable environment. The
eggs, large and pinkish white, grade
higer in market than the dark ‘Pud-
dle-duck eggs, and coustitute ore of
the Pekin’s points of superiority.

farm lot may consist of ten ducks and
two drakes. The layers are good for
two or taree years. The flock should
have its duck house with nests and
be penned each might. The next day
at 10 or 11 o'clock, by which time
the daily laying is over, they may be
turned out for the day. Many egss
are lost by neglecting to hold the
flock each morning. I have seen
scores of eggs lost on creek-shore,
due to negligence on the part of own-
ers. On the other hand, detention
of the flock too iong shorteas their
working day and cuts the regular
quota of eggs. The seasom’s first
eggs should be sold unless one has
facilities for protecting the young
from uncseasonable cold snaps. Duck-
lings fare ill if confined too closely
in one place.

The ducks may be permitted to in-
cubate, hatch and rear their young,
but most raisers prefer the more ef-
ficient plan of using kens or incu-
bators. This turns the ducks out as
egg machines. The sturdiness and
independence of the little ones makes
it very easy to rajse them ia houses
or coops, in small or large flocks.

Ducks of any breed
should have waf® ot sufficient depth
to plunge their bills in to their eyes.
This is backed by hygienic reason.
Their nostrils become gummed and
sealed o0 that breathing through them
is impossible. Whether soft feed Is
partly responsible is not certain, but
they must be able to wash their bills
to their hearts’ content. Young ducks
alternately shovel a mouthful of food
then rush to the drinking-cap, not
so much to drink as tc cleanse taeir
bills.

ARE GREAT QUACKERS

Pekins to the number of six or elght
are good vavkyard fowls if rumnning
water is accessible and one's neighbors
are sufficiently removed not te be dis-
Pekins are
firm believers in voice culture, and
give voice regardléss vr place and hour.
They can be raised with less cost on
creek and river shores. They have a
very good idea of locality, and in their
ability to return nightly are real
“Homers.” Numerous enemies de-
plete their numbers.

WILL BRING GOOD PRICES

Despite the generai dependable aad
likable qualities of Pekins, it is qiite
sur@ that less will be raised this yeor
than formerly It is undeniable that
with Pekins it is a case of ‘‘spare the
feed, spoil the product.”

LESSON II., OCT. 10TH, 1920.
Baptism and Temptation of Jesus.
Matthew 3: 1-4:11. -3: 3-4:11,

Commentary.—1. Beginning of John
the Baptist’s Ministry (2: 1-12). John
the Baptist was a cousin of our Lerd
and older by six moanths. He went
forth as the herald of Christ, preach-
ing repentance and the coming of
Jdesus. He announced himself as the
voice of one crying in the wilderness.
preparing the way for the Messiah.
Multitudes from Judea and from parts
beyond Jordan went out hear John
preach. They were baptized by him
in the Jordan and confessed their sins.
John toid them to show by a correct
life that they had truly repented.

11. Jesus baptised (3: 13-17). 13.
then cometh Jesus—While John was
busy fulfilling his ministry prepara-
tory to the coming of Christ. Jesus
himself drew near. from Galilec—He
had come from his home at Nazareth
in Galilee, which was ahout fifty
miles norihwest . of the place where
John was baptizing. This is the first
twelve years nld. to be baptized—
John’s baptism was for the remission
of sins, but Jesus had no sins to con-
fess mor to have remitted. His bap-
tism was for two principal purposes:
1. To sanction John’s ministry and
to identify himself with it. 2. “To
fulfill all righteousness.” Jesus was
thirty years of age, the age at which
priests were introduced into their of-
fice, and as Christ was Priest, as well
as Prophet and King, this rite, pub-
licly performed, set him apart for the
priestly office. 14. John forbad him
—"Would have hindered him“—R. V.
John felt deeply his unworthiness to
batpize nne so superior to him as was
Jesus. need to be baptized of thee—
John was by nature a sinner. Jesus
was sfinless. John felt human weak-
ness and he felt it the more as he
stood in the presence of the immacu-
late One. 15. suffer it to be so now
—Lay aside your feeling of unworthi-
ness. You are a properly constituted
priest. Your missifon is to prepare
my way before me, and this is part of
your work. 16. went up—Luke tells
us (3: 21) that Jesus was praying. “It
came to pass, that Jesus also being
baptized, and praying, the heaven was
opened.” The best things come to us
in eonnection with prayer. 17. voice
from heaven—God spoke so that Jesus
heard it as did also John and the
others who were near by. This is the
first of three occasions upon which
the Father bore direct witness to
Christ’s authority. The second was at
the transfiguration (Matt. 17: 6), and
the third at Jerusalem shortly before
the crucifixion (John 12: 28). this is
my beloved Son—Jesus was human as
well as divine and this testimony of
-the Fatherf came as an encouragement
to him as well as an indorsement to
the world of his nature and mission.

ITl. Temptation of Jesus (4:1-11).
1. then—The experiepce of Jesus at
the Jordan where he was baptized by
John was one of exaltation, and it
was followed at once by the tempta-
tion period. *“And immediately the
spirit driveth him into the wilderness”
(Mark 1:12). led up of the spirit—It
was the same Spirit that eame upon
Jesus at the baptism that led him to
the scene of the temptation. wilder-
ness—The more desolate rezions of
Judea. Tradition has it that the scene
of the temptation was an elevated re-
glon in a northerly direction from
Jericho called Mount Quarantania. to
be tempted—In order that there may
be temptation, the one tempted must
have the power of choice and must be
capable of being solicited to evil.
There must also be a nerson or being
to solicit. Christ had the power of
cholece as we have, but in the exercise
of that power we can not conceive of
him as making a wrong cholce. Temp-
tation fs not sin, but sin is committed
when the person ylelds to the solici-
tations to evil. 2. fasted forty days
and forty nights—This corresponds to
the forty-day fasts of Moses ard of
Eltjah. (Exod. 34:28:; Deut. 9:9, 18;
1 Kings 19:8). 2. the tempter came—
Satan did not hestitate to make his
assault on the Anointed One. much
less will he refrain from attacking us.
if thou be the Son of God —The Father
had but recently declared him to be
his Son. Now Satan suggests “if.”
The enemy attemnts to inspire a doubt
into the mind of Christ. command
that these stones be made bread—
Jesus was hungry and weak, and es-
pecially suscentible to this temptation.

ROYALISTS IN
HUNGARY- FAIL

Ex-Emperor Charles Balked
at Conditions.

Wants Tacit Consent of the
Nations.

—— .

{ﬁerun, Sept. ‘—A royalist coup
0 place the former Emperor Charles
on the throne of Hungary has just
failed, but the effort is not to be
abandoned,

It was the plan of the Toyalists to
have the monarch, made throneless
by the defeat of the Central Powers,
fly to Budapest by airplane and then
proclaim himself back on the throne,

Charles, on advice of his eniourage
balked. He saw the dramatic possi-
bilities of the scheme, but also saw

the other side. He believed that a
failure to gain the throne through
some mishap or, another would make
him the laughing stock of Budapest,
of Hungary, and of the world, for-
ever, debarring him and his son from
the royal rule,

The details of the plan are fully
given in a Vienna despatch. The
royalists placed their case in the
hands of former Minister of Interior
Benecky. He saw Charles in Switzer-
land and laid the plan before him.

With the refusal to “fall” for the
Toyalist scheme in which they placed
not so much at stake as he, he made
a counter proposal. He will agaip as-
sume the throne of Hungary if three
nations, preferably France, Roumania
and Poland, either agree to publicly
approve his act or to give their tacit
consent by remaining silent.

In addition Charles said he would
on which he left. That would satisfy
the demands of dignity and would
make his return something of a na-
tional invitation.

The veto of the Council of Ambas-
sadors at Paris of his return was
‘made the subject of talk, The sug-
gestion was made that if Charles
would renounce all rights to the Aus-
trian throne and, would also agree
not to accept any other throne with-
out the consent of the Hungarian
Parliament, the matter would become
wholly internal to Hungary. The
Allies are on record as not intending
to meddle in an entirely internal af-
fair.

But Charles refused to renounce the
Austrian throne. According to the
correspondent it was then decided to
do some work in Paris in an effort
to get the French silent consent to
the coup.

In an old Spanish geographical
work on America, first published in
1562 by Francesco Lopez de Gomara,
a priest of Sevilla, it is mentioned that
Labrador was reached for the first
time by Norwegian sailors, piloted by
John Scolvus (Jon Skolp). This in-
formation was first made public by
the Norweglan professor of history,
Gustav Storm, in 1886. But at that
time this part of the history of the
discoveries was still in its infancy,
and isolated as it was then, the infor-
mation had to be used with great cau-
tion. Later on new material was
found pointing in the same direction.
One of the sources w a famous
globe, dating from 1537, and made by
the Dutch physician and mathemati-
cian, Gemma Frisius, who points out
that North America was reached in
1476 by Johannes Scolvus.

Johannes Scolvus {8 a name un-
known in Norweglan history Dr. Lar-
sen connects it with the Norwegian
surname Skolp, which means a man
from the shores or fishing places of
northern Norway. His deed became
famous in his own times, but on ac-
count of various conditions not trace-
able now, it was velled in obscurity
and forgotten. The account of his
vovage undoubtedly has been of sig-
nificance to other expeditions. Norwe-
glan a3 we!l ss Fnelish and Portu-
guese. Dr Fridtiof Nansen in one of
his scientific works has proved that
even 100 years later Enslish explor-
erg were familiar with the expedition
of Tohannez Sk~™, namnlv when pre-
paring for Martin Trobisher's travel
to Greenland in 1576.

Whilesthe concern of ‘the:great na-
tions of‘the earth for commercial se-
curity and predominance, the small-
er nations in Europe are struggling
for life itself. ;

Poverty-Stricken -
Po

Working in populations greatly
weakened . by lack of food and cloth-
ing, exposure and the mental anxie-
tles of the war, contagious diseases,
particularly typus, have made their
apearance and are doing deady
work among the men, women and
children of the stricken countries.
The increased privatations, due fto
winter conditions, will give a further
impetus to the spread of disease and
the expert advisers of the Rad Cross
predict that, unless steps are taken
to check it, the epidemic of typus
now raging may threaten the whole
world on account of the rapidity with
which it spreads,

In the great area between the Bal-
tic and the Black Sea there is appal-
ling misery. Thig terriory includes
the new Baltic States, Poland, Cze-
cho-Slovakia, Ukraine, Austria, Hun-
gary, Roumania, Montenegro, Alba-
nia, Servia and Eastern Russia. In
these countries there is lack of medi-
cines and sanitary appliances.
tors, nurses and hospital equipment
are pitifully inadequate. ¥Food and
clothing are insufficient to make life
tolerable, and disease, bereavemen?
and suffering are present in practi-
cally every household.

In Western Russia, Poland and
Galicia, typhus has been raging for
four years. Instead of diminishing,
it is spreading, as the following fig-
ures show:

Typhus is an intensely destructive
and rapidly spreading disease, and
its extenmsion throughout the world
can only be arrested by the introduc-
tion of enforcement of strict hygiene
and sanitation in affected popula-
tions. The infection is carried by
parasites in the clothing, and cloth-
ing material is so scarce in the suff-
ing countries of Europe that the
poorest people are driven to wearing
the infected garments of those who
have died of the disease.

Typhus is running its course in
Bessarabia without effective means
of control. Owing to the low salaries
paid to State Doctors, and lack of
means of transportation, the rural
districts are largely without medical
attendance. Everywhere there is a
lack of soap, linen and clothes, In
Roumania medical supplies cost 12
times, in Poland 50 times and 1n
Czecho-Slovakia 14 times the normal
cost.

In the Ukraine villages of 2,000 to
3,000 population, sometimes half the
people have been taken ill at the
same time. Some doctors have had
to treat areas in which there were
20,000 to 30,000 typhus patients at
once, and could get no medical sup-
pliesg,

In addition to typhus, which is the
most prevalent disease, tubercuiosis,
dysentry, scarlet fever and smallpox
have taken strong hold upon the
weakened constitutions of millions
of people. In Roumania tubercu-
losis is spreading in an -alarming
and unprecedented manner.

According to an estimate procured
by the London Times there is only
one doctor for every 150,000 inhabi-
tants in Galicia. This year the mor-
tality reached the alarming figure of
60 per cent.

In Jugo-Slavia the Union Interna-
tionale for the saving of children
found 500,000 war orphans, of whom
100,000 had neither father nor moth-

THE REPRISALS
UPON MALLOW

Cork County Town a Blas-

Brutal Work of Sinn
Avex_nged.

éeilr

; Dublin, Sept. “—Mallow, County
Cork, was a %azln; furnace to-day,
This evening couds of smoke were
still rising from ruins. Fifty -houses
and factories are leveled. Half the
population have fled from their
homes.

Briefly, that summarizes the sum
total of Ireland’s latest reprisal.

The “black and tans,’ so promi-
nently active in the sacking of Irish
towns recently, were not the leaders
of the Mallow torch-bearers. This
time soldiers, the 17th Lancers, ex-
acted the figurative eye for an eye.

A Sinn Fein force precipitated the
reprisal. Yesterday they accom-
plished s carefully planned coup at
Mallow,  when forty strong they
rushed the military barracks. Most
of the garrison of G0 Lancers sta-
tioned there were away exercising
their horses when the Sinn Feiners
drove up in automobiles and rushed
the guard. A sentry attempted re-
sistance and was stunned into in-
action with a revolver butt.

The sergeantb of the guard hearing
shots rushed out, rifle in hand, but a
bullet was sent inic his body as he
was crossing the threshold of the
barracks. He was killed and the re-
mainder of the guard was captured. -
“Then the reaiders proceeded to
clear out the barracks, taking all
arms and ammunition. These weré
quickly placed in waliting automo-
biles, which carried off the booty.

A Lancer in the barracks, seeing
the attack, rushed out, and pro-
curing a horse, rode barebacked and
only scantly clad to the main de-
tachment at their exercising grounds
to give warning of the raid. The
troops hastened to return, but, the
raiders had accomplished their pur-
pose, and were away before the
soldiers regained the barracks.

The raiders succeeded in obtain-
ing considerable arms and ammuni-
tion, but an atter:j;t to fire the bar-
racks was unsuccessful. '

Hearing of the raid, Mallow town
immediately feared reprisals. Heavy
shutters soon barred windows, and
heavy locks protected doors. Dur-
ing the night these fears were borne
out when the soldiers rushed the
town and attacked the barricades
Wth the butts of their guns. Shots
were fired, but there were no casual-
ties among the civillans.

Burning masses of material were
pushed against buildings, and in a
short time Mallow was ablaze.

The burned buildings  include
some of the most important of the
town’s industries.

It is believed considerable of the
Cestruction at Mallow could have
been prevented had the fire depart-
ment been able to go to the blazes at
their start. The curfew. however,
stopped the firemen. They swood
vigilantly at their apvnaratus until 3
a.m., when it is legallv permissable
to go wupon, the streets, and they
rushed out to the burning buildings.

A shipyard worker, proceeding
along the leading thoroughfare of
Londonderry, was shot and wound-
ed to-day. His assailants escaped.
A crowd which collected was dispers-
"ed by the military.

A police patrol at Drimoleague,

near Skibbereen, was gttacked last
night. A sermeant of the patrol was
seriously wounded.

4ng waiting for many hours {h ' thé
streets in the terrific cold, so as to
receive one log of woad each, of about
three feet long and five inches thick.
This iog they had come miles to fetch,
and would have to drag it home
through the deep snow as best they
could. All this misery to obtain
about one hour’s warmth.
CHILDREN BORN IN PRISON.

Many children have been born in
Bolshevis' prisons. I give as an
instance the case of a Rusdian lady
who was arrested with her husband
in the town of Vologda. They were
taken to Moscow, and there kept in
a criminal prisom for months, the rea-
son for this being that they had given
hospitalitv to English people. About
a fortnight after their arrival in Moe-
cow @& little girl was born in prison,
and only after two days’ hard work
Were we able to ecllect a small bun-
dle of suitab': clothing, which,
through the kindness of a sister in the
prison hospitals, I was able to deliver
to this poor mother.

In Vinland three weeks ago I talk-
ed to a *olish dodtor who had just
esoaped fvom Petrograd, and who had
been working for many months in
the hospitals in that astrieken eity.
He told me that infantile mortality
there bas reached the most terrible
proportiong; 76 per cemt. of the chil-
dren are still-born, and few cof those
mkm bora altve live beyond a few
weeks. ;

This is vhe outedme ©f Bolabevist
culture, ord 1t were surely we!l for
any who think Dolshevism @& fine
thing for 'a country to ponder these
matters, as in no way do they arise
ount of the bicekade, but are the direct
resuit of tbe systematic cruelty praec-
ticed for years by the -sg-called
“saviors” of Russia.

If that is the treatment the young
suffer, what of the Bolshevist atti-
tude toward the old and infirm? I
venture to think the two following
examples will suffice to give one a
fairly clear idea.

I went with a friend in Petrograd
to distribute a very small quantity of
food to some 50 or 60 old Russian
ladies, who were under the care of the
Soviet Government. These old people
had all been mercilessly dragged from
the charming and peaceful alms-
houses where they had been ending
their days under the particular care
of the Empress herself. They were all
of them educated wowmen and had
filled posts in connection with the
courts, posts which only gentlewomen
could fill. ;

ALL IN ONE BARRACK ROOM.

We found them in the most horrible
Pplace one could imagine; all crammed
into one barrack of a room, bed
againsi beu, witn only space between
eacn tor a rour-iegged stool. The only
Piace they nad to wash in was a ter-
ribly coid, damp outhouse _with a
trough running aown the middle of it
and taps ac intervals over the trough.
The tioor was swimming in water.
Until one was able to calm them down
and help them to talk guietly it was
hard indeed to realize that they were
women of education and culture; they
seem to have lost all semblance of civ-
itized human beings. They kissed one’s
clothes, they .clung to one, followed
one about talking, crying, laughing
hysterically—trying to tell one of the
horrors they 'were suffering. 1 noticed
how several of them, seeming sudden-
ly to realize to what depths they had
been brought, withdrew and sai hud-
dled up dejectedly on- their beds, re-
fusing to talk to one any more. They
told us of how nearly every day some
one of their number passed away in
that room of pandemonium and hor-
ror. How one of them had been so
desperately hungry she had aetually
chewed and swallowed the leaves of
her prayer-book and had finally gore
quite mad. They were all starving to
death. .

While I was there a meal was in
progress. Each of these old ladies had
to go out in many degrees of frost to
a kitchen across the yard, where they
were given the smallest imaginable
bowl of soup . This latter was literal-
ly nothing more than dirty potato
peelings in hot water. The “soup”
was brown because of the earth oft
the peelings, and had a most revolt-
ing smell. They were given this and
hot water twice a day, and that was
all. L

corting a roughty made” sledge con-
sisting of two planks on runners, and
on it a miserable coffin, through the
gasping chinks of which I could see a
dead body. This was being pulled
along by a woman and pushed by a
man—an ex-Russian officer. They had
several miles to walk to reach the
cemetery, and the road was so sifp-
pery that it meant going very, very
slowly, at the risk of getting feet, ears
and hands frost-bitten. Suddenly they
were stopped by a ‘“Re”” soldier.

“Where are you going?" *To the
cemetery.” ‘“Who-ve you got in that
coffin?”’ “My mother.” “How old was
she-" “Over 70,” “Over 70? Why, man,
you must be a fool to go all that
way and risk dying of cold for the
sake of burying that old hag. Throw
her on the dust heap, that’s the place
for her.”

In no way can the above examples
of the Bolshevist attitude toward the
old and infirm come under the head-
ing of atrocities. They are purely and
simply Bolshevist methods put into
practice, and the soldiers in my siory
is merely practicing what his task-
masters teach—teach at the point of
the sword. I have known the Russiam
peasant and workingman for the iast
sixteen years, and I know it is not he
who speaks, but that he has temporar-
ily been infected with this systematic
and callous cruelty. He has seen every-
thing he once reverenced, loved and
respected, dragged through the muéd—
his church, his zzar, his country, the
sanctity of marriage, home ties. Every-
thing which could have a refinting
and softening influence has been de-
liberately and systematically ridicuied
and degraded in his eyes, and this,
added to the despotism and tyranny of
the Bolshevist rule, has rendered him
apparently case-hardened and brutal.
