The Oxford Mills are having an electric 
light plant installed now for their own 
special use mid other new machinery and 
improvements are in contemplation. —

Cooks Pcnatietine Plasters.

Chamberlain Airain.

London, Nov. 16.—Joseph Chamber- 
lain, who was the guest of the Conserva­
tive Club in this city this evening, spoke 
on colonial matters. He predicted an 
“immense future” for Rhodesia and 
Great Britain’s other acquisitions in 
Africa, and warmly defended the govern­
ment’s Chinese policy. Regarding the 
contention that Great Britian ought to 
have an agreement with Russia he said: 
“Experience has taught us that we re­
quire a better guarantee than a paper 
guarantee to secure the policy of an open 
door. The best security, in my opinion, 
is the desire of other nations, like Japan, 
Germany and the United States, to pre­
serve an open door. Japan is becoming 
an important power with whom our rela­
tions throughout have been those of cor­
dial friendship; while with Germany and 
the United States, our relations, I rejoice 
to say, are now closer and more cordial 
than they have been for some time. Ger­
many and the LTnited States are the two 
great commercial nations whose interests 
are identical with our own. In what I 
have said I have not meant a permanent 
formal treaty of alliance, nor need I say 
this now but that a speech of graine some 
months ago gave rise to misinterpreta­
tions. Those persons are very premature 
very much mistaken, who think that 
Great Britain is in need of an alliance for 
her.own security, or in order that other 
powers may pull chestnuts out of the tire.
I rejoice” he said in conclusion, “at the 
change which has occurred in the rela­
tions between Great Britain and the 
United States. To us they stand in a re­
lation different from that occupied by any 
other people. I know a hundred reasons 
why we should be friends, none why we 
should be otherwise, and I believe that it 
has been the true feeling of this country 
toward jtbe United States for many 
years. All misunderstandings have been 
happily removed, and the union of the 
two English speaking nations would fear 
no other alliance.”

London, Nov. 17.—Mr. Chamberlain’s 
speech last evening does not meet with 
the unqualified approval bestowed by the 
press upon the Manchester address. The 
disappointment felt concerns chiefly his 
manner in dealing with the Chinese 
question. All the papers, however, 
recognize the importance of the s] 
and notice Mr. Chamberlain’s repudiation 
of his earlier idea of an Anglo-German 
alliance. “

Cushing arrived on the scene yesterday 
morning, and is said to have told those 
engaged in rafting the logs, that he would 
staqd between them and any trouble 
whiiÿi might arise.

The work went merrily on until the 
midàle of the afternoon when everything 
was completed and the tug Champion be­
ing in readiness took the raft in tow and 
started with it for St. John.

"the affair has created considerable ex­
citement in and about Oromocto and is 
the chief topic for conversation. It is 
not yet known what action is contem­
plated by the counsel for the lien holders, 
but they are certain to make trouble for 
somebody. Sheriff Holden was in Fred,' 
ericton'F rid ay seeking legal advice, and 
though he declined to make any state­
ment, it is hinted that he intends insti­
tuting proceeding against Cushing & Co., 
on his own behalf. One thing is certain, 
Pushing & Co. now have possession of 
the logs, and possession is said to be a 
good sized portion of the law. The 
friends of the Messrs. Cushing & Co. 
claim that in view of the lateness of the 
season, they were justified in pursuing 
the course they did. They claim that 
prompt action was necessary to prevent 
the lumber from becoming frozen in, and 
lost to everybody. On" the other band 
the lien holders and their friends say, 
that the logs could have been removed at 
once had the owner furnished bonds to 
the amount of the claims.

In the month of July last, Sheriff 
Holden of Sunbury, seized about a mil­
lion and a half feet of logs, which had 
been cut on the Oromocto river last winter 
by W. A. Anderson ot St.John and hung 
up in the spring. It appears Anderson, 
in his lumbering operations was supplied 
by Andre Cushing & Co., who held a 
claim against the season's cut for the sum 
of 814,000, the amount which they had 
advanced. Now the men who had been 
in Mr. Anderson’s employ had not been 
reiiumerated for their work, and when 
satisfied that there was no possibility of 
the drive being out last season, naturally 
availed themselves of the privileges of the 
lien law. There were 43 of them in all 
and their claims aggregated the sum of 
82400. They engaged the services of C. 
E. Duffy and A. R. Slipp, barristers of 
Fredericton, who injAugust last, obtained 
for their clients an order from Judge Wil­
son, calling upon Cushing & Co., to pay 
the amount of the liens, and in the mean­
time had the logs attached by the Sheriff. 
Cushing & Co. appealed against this ord­
er to the supreme court, aud last week, 
the order was set aside, the judge taking 
the view that the logs had been illegally 
seized, because they had not reached their 
destination.
• The late rains brought the water up-in 
the Oromocto and tributaries, and caused 
most of the logs, which had been hung 
up since spring, to float out into the main 
river. They were at once taken in charge 
by men in the employ of Cushtng & Co., 
and brought to the mouth of the river to 
be rafted.

THE OLD BLUE LAWS.
SOME THAT ARE STILL ON THE STAT­

UTE BOOKS OF NEW JERSEY.

Beeson» Why, Though Out of Date, They
Bsn Never Been Repealed—Things It
Is Unlawful to Do on Sundays—Can’t
Klee Your Sweetheart on the Street.

Jersey Is the bluest state in the Union, 
probably not even excepting Georgia, Del­
aware or Connecticut, if one judges by its 
laws. Not only have the famous blue 
lew# never been repealed, but an examina­
tion of the records of bar police magistrates 
shows that they are still in operation.

Common scolds are still liable to fine 
and If persistent may be Imprisoned and 
possibly subjected to a good, old fashioned 
ducking. Blasphemy and profanity are 
still penalized, and only recently in Eliza­
beth a young man was arrested and fined 
$3 for kissing his sweetheart on the street. 
The girl acknowledged the young fellow 
as her true and only love, and that she 
had allowed herself to be kissed, believing 
It to be quite proper. The magistrate 
said, “Not in Elizabeth.”

In Newark there used to be a chain 
stretched each Sunday morning across 
Clinton avenue on the Springfield road, 
as it was called. An officer of the town 
stood guard and allowed no vehicles to 
pass except they were bound for church or 
some mission of mercy or great necessity. 
The mercy and necessity had to be ex­
plained to the entire satisfaction of the 
ohainkeeper before he would say, “Pass 
on.”

Jersey offers slight encouragement to 
golfers.

Orange had something of a sensation on 
account of the willfulness of certain ten­
nis players who persisted in playing on 
Sunday.

If they wished to play tennis 
on Sunday, they must go elsewhere, and 
to enforce this suggestion upon their 
minds he fined them each $6.

Swearing has got men into trouble 
time and again. It costs 50 cents to swear 
In Hackensack on Sunday If an officer of 
the law Is nigh. So all over the state. If 
the profanity was elaborate, the magistrate 
Will go sometimes as high as $5, though 
technically this would appear contrary to 
the wording of the statutes.

Football on Sunday is expressly forbid­
den, as are all ninepins, bowls and quoits’ 
so is the merry game of fives, which seera- 
eth In this day to have fallen Into innocu­
ous desuetude.

According to the general statutes of the 
state of New Jersey for 1896, under “vice 
and immorality,” it Is declared not law­
ful to fish with a hook or with a net on 
the lord's day. Hunting la forbidden; 
nor may one fire off a gun for Joy or for 
any other reason. Work is forbidden ex­
cept such as is absolutely necessary or la 
for charity, which must be patent to the 
officer of the law. To east a seine or drew 
one or to make usé of one In any way la 
vicioue .and immoral. Driving la not to 
be dene. Especially are draymen, drovers, 
carters, wagoners and butchers to beware 
of unseemly acta snob ae driving sheep, 
cattle or any animals.

of late been very frequent within the state, 
w hereby many strangers and worthless 
persons have unjustly gained and taken 
to themselves the money of the people, and

Clever Smoke Device.
The Japanese have a curious way Of 

elearing railroad tunnels of smoke and 
gases. Kaeh end of the tunnel is provided 
with a canvas curtain, hung at the top so 
that when It Is dropped It covers the en­
tire mouth of the tunnel. When a train 
enter» the tunnel, the curtain at that end 
I» dropped, and it ia kept down until the 
train leave» the other end of the tunneL 
The result is that all the smoke and gases 
are carried along with the train and forced 
Into the open air at the farther end of the 
tunnel. It la asserted that this plunger ac­
tion is eo perfect that smoke from an en­
gine seldom reaches as far back as the
middle of the train. Scientific men are 
puzzled to account for the success of the 
system.—Boston Budget.

It is quite safe to say that the quantity 
of liquor sold in Maine no\v is not one- 
twentieth as much as it was before the 
law was passed. It is quite within the 
mark to make that statement. Portland 
is the largest city in the State, and it is 
within the truth to say that the quantity 
of liquor sold there now is not one" 
hundredth of what it was before. We 
had seven distilleries and two breweries, 
and ive had many cargoes every year from 
the West Indies, which the people 
brought over for their own use. Now 
whatever liquor is sold, is sold on a very 
small scale, and un the sly.

We are saving directly and indirectly 
at least §24,000,000 every year, which 
but for this law would be wasted in drink 
as it was in the olden times. In the old 
times the people of Maine spent in strong 
drink the entire value of their property; 
now it is far within the truth to say that 
§2,000,000 would pay for all the liquor 
smuggled into Maine and sold in viola­
tion of the ; law. So the saving to the 
people of Maine has been very great, and 
has been the means of making the State 
prosperous, as it was not in the olden 
days. We expect to achieve still greater 
success in the future. The liquors sold 
m>w are the result of certain deficiencies 
in the law, and we have been trying to 
have these deficiencies corrected.

If the enormous amount of wealth thus 
absorbed by the liquor business remained 
in the hands of the taxpayers of the com­
munity, a great deal of it would, no 
doubt, he found .in the shape of taxable 
property, and there would thus be speed­
ily added to the aggregate assessment an 
amount that would furnish the whole 
revenue now derived from the liquor 
system, by a taxation rate less than the 
maximum authorized by law. This re­
sult, it must be noticed, would be attain­
ed, even if there was no material progress 
in the community as the result of the 
more temperate and industrial habits 
that would inevitably follow the abolition 
of the drink system

If we close up all our shops to-day we 
would have in one year a community so 
much richer, that, taxation on the addit­
ion of pur wealth w ould more than make 
up fur the lust municipal revenue.

The choice between prohibition paying 
annually m hard cash over 839,000,000 
or only paying a moderate tax-rate upon

property of that value, and keepiqg the 
property still in possession, earning 
probably four times the amount paid in 
taxes.

The Caranchnas had to flee to the is­
lands by the sea. Still tbe Ripas pur­
sued my people. The Caranchnas were 
bat few ; ifcc Ripes were many.

"It was not only my people the Ri­
pas murdered and plundered. The Ta­
wakanies and tbe Wncoes lost all their 
cattle, and their1 young squaws were 
taken by the Ripas until none but the 
Ripas were in all this country. >

“The Great Spirit.was angry with 
the Ripy, but the Ripas thought they 

nÆapoœerful than the Great 
Spirit. ^HfGrlat Spirit sent à messen­
ger to .* Ripas and ■ fold them they 
must sentF back tbe squaws they had 
stolen and must make war no more on 
my people or on the Tawakanies or the 
Lepans or the Wacoes. The Ripes held 
conncil, and they decided to make war 
on the Great Spirit. When they went 
to tell the messenger that they defied 
tbe Great Spirit and challenged him to 
battle, the messenger had disappeared. 
They searched the woods and they 
searched the great river, they searched 
the prairie and they searched tho sky, 
but they oonld not find the messenger. 
He left no trail.

“Then they had much fear that they 
bad done wrong, and some chiefs want­
ed to make peace with the Great Spirit. 
Again they had conncil, but while they 
held talk the heavens opened, the rain
tell, the sky seemed all afire, the thnn- 
1er roared, and the messenger appeared 
in a flame of lightning. The Ripas fell 
upon the earth and begged the Great 
Spirit for mercy. But it was too late.

The farmer bought a- plow made 
in mincis, a cultivator made in Michigan, 
hoes ane rakes made in Indiana, and a 
reaper made in Chicago. He took these 
home and set them out on a vacant lot 
exposed to the rain and sunshine, where 
they were ruined in one year. That 
farmer is always complaining of hard 
times.” It is needless to add that The 
Banner belives in encouraging home in­
dustry, and recognises that St. Louis, 
New York, Chicago and Pennsylvania are 
no more “home” to a Greenville man 
than Sheffiield or Birmingham.

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Mr. Bulyea Recounts the Difficul­
ties which Confronted Him at 

Dawson.

(From rhe Regina “Leader.”!
(Concluded.)

Major Walsh reached Dawson on the 
21st May, a Saturday. He met the Ma­
jor who seemed quite affable, evidently 
not haying thought that lie (Mr. Bulyea) 
would have been so presumptuous as to 
proceed with his duties after being told 
by the Great I Am that he had no busi­
ness there. Next day they met again, and 
the Major seemed in very laid humor. 
Major Walsh said that he was surprised 
that after what he had told Mr. Bulyea 
the latter should have interfered with the 
liquor business. Bulyea replied that he 
was acting strictly by authority of law 
aud under express instructions from the 
lawful authority. The Major got hot, 
and as it was Sunday, on the open street, 
and a crowd commenced to gather, Bui 
yea, thinking it would be unfortunate 
that the people should be led to believe 
that there was any conflict between the 
authorities, moved away, Walsh informing 
him that he (Bulyea) had do jurisdiction, 
that he (Walsh) would see all the parties 
and tell them that anybody had a right to
engage in the retail liquor business re­
gardless of Bulyea, and that Bulyea had 
no machinery for enforcing regulations. 
On the next day Mr. Bulyea wrote Ma­
jor Walsh for the purpose, if possible, of 
avoiding trouble which would only con­
fuse the dealers and tend to lead the 
populace to disrespect Canadian law. Mr. 
Bulyea read the letter to the House. It 
was couched in courteous language, and 
suggested a friendly argument of the 
question at issue before Judge McGuire, 
rather than that any step should be hasti­
ly taken such as the Major had threaten­
ed on the previous day. Mr. Bulyea 
said he thought his suggestion was reas­
onable and judicious, and that a friendly 
arrangement would have been better from 
the point of view of Canadian law and 
order. Major Walsh never deigned to 
acknowledge the letter. Mr. Bulyea 
learned in a few days that the dealers had 
been notified that he had no authority. 
A deputation representing the liquor and 
gambling element waited on him to ask if 
he intended to continue his restrictions. 
The deputation, composed of Messrs. 
Jenkins, McPhee,. Taggart, Lloyd, and 
Wilson (Mr. Bulyea gave the conquîmes 
or saloons with which each was connect­
ed) informed him that Wash had repudi 
a ted him and guaranteed those who had 
no permits immunity from any action 
which Bulyea might take. The position 
resulting was that those who had not tak­
en permits opened up in business without 
them while the ones who had taken per­
mits complained that they were unfairly 
dealt with. Nearly all of them were 
Americans. They considered Walsh the 
head of government and took his word 
for law.

Before the regulations had been enforce 
ed gambling tables weye permitted in sa. 
loons. "Constantine’s reasons for taking 
no action was that he had instructions 
from the formerJMinister of Interior (Mr.

TAdy/not to attempt to deal with the 
gambling or liquor element, which in­
structions bad not been revoked by the 
pres»3t rt-mister. The Commission of 
course did n*t recognize or sanction gam­
bling at all, and none was permitted in 
the “permitted” places under the regula­
tions. To show the peculiar ideas pre­
vailing there, Mr. Bulyer instanced some 
applications received for licenses for 
dance halls, gambling places and saloons 
in connections. These applicants were 
of course told that the Commission had 
no power to grant immunity from penal- 

‘ ties for gambling or operation of dance 
halls. Major Walsh’s powers apparently 
were not so limited; he assured these peo­
ple that so long as he heard no complaints 
of crooked gambling, they could carry on 
business without interference. Walsh al­
so assured them there would be no inter­
ference with the liquor business, making 
at first one stipulation, namely that there 
would be no Sunday sales. The natural 
result was that the Commission’s instruc­
tions were ignored ; the Major’s were so 
much lighter. The dances were kept up 
—so he was informed; of course he did 
not witness them (laughter)—from 7 at 
night until 7 in the morning. Shortly, 
however, some dissatisfaction became evi­
dent. Complaints were made to the Ma­
jor, and his regulations were changed 
from time to time. There was a place on 
the eebrated water front kept by two 
ladies who sold lemonade, and of course 
nothing else. (Laughter.) That was a 
fact, for at that particular time there was 
m* whiskey in Dawson. The liquor sup­
plied was a brand called “Hootch,” and 
he believed he had a receipt for making 
it somewhere about him; he believed one 
of the effects of the stuff wfas very bad 
head;; -.iu. (Laughter.) Well, these two 
ladies, dealing only in lemonade, kept 
open on Sunday, and some of the dealers 

nplained against them. Major Walsh 
te to Capt. Stearns to enforce Sunday 

sing, and the town police threatened 
-he ladies with prosecution. They of 
course did not like it, and they formed 
themselves into a delegation to visit the 
Major. Result: Former order cancel­
led: instructions issued that the ladies 
mb in sell on Sunday, but must sell no 
spiti-aou\ liquors. To soothe the other 
dealers, th\q privilege was granted them 
to sell cigars and tobacco on Sundays, but

not over the c tier they must be kept 
on a side-table.- (Laughter.) Two weeks
later the result of another deputation to 
the Major was that light drinks were al­
lowed to be sold over the bare on Sun­
day. Hon. members would perfectly well 
know the.,meaning of that. . Dawsqn-.City 
was back again to to the old system of no 
restriction. i-.i; . ;

The question naturally arosç, Why did 
he not have the law àud liis regulations 
enforced? Again 'the peculiarities of the 
situation must be considered! ; It did not 
occur to (he Attorney-General before the 
expedition went out that there might be 
need for other than Dominion magis­
trates at Dawson. If an independent man 
under Territorial Ordinances had befen 
appointed, it mi^ht' have tieeh better. 
Every magistrate there was under the 
authority of Major Walsh, who warned 
them against instituting actions for . Bul­
yea, and they were practically prevented 
from hearing any complaints of his Or un­
der Territorial authority. Before passing 
judgment on the magistrates the House 
might well consider their position' Which 
was in every Way awkward. On the one 
hand they were faced with their duty as 
magistrates to administer law without fear 
or favor, and on the other hand t.hey 
wefe confmnted with the fact that they 
were subordinates of a man who had prov­
ed to be arbitrary. He (Mr. Bulyea) 
felt that theic action if they undertook it 
would be visited upon them. One of 
them said to him: “For heaven’s sake 
don’t compel us to act; the sheriff’s fate 
will surely be ours. The sheriff was 
Staff-Sergt. Richards who for the offence 
of displeasing Walsh had to get out of 
Dawson at six hours’ notice. Mr. Bul­
yea said he would avoid getting the ma­
gistrates into trouble if he could do so. 
Under the Act action could be instituted 
either before a magistrate or judge, and 
the Commission intended as soon as they 
got in a position to ask J edge McGuire 
to undertake a case, as he was an inde­
pendent man and not subordinate. An­
other difficulty was the scarcity of legal 
talent in the early part of the season. He 
felt that the position was important 
While confident that all tl-at was neces­
sary was to get the evidence put forward 
in regular fotm, yet he Could not tell what 
legal point might be raised; technical ob­
jections are often fatal to perfectly good 
cases, and he hesitated to undertake a 
case without, legal assistance. Mr. Wade 
was the 4>nl£: lawyer there; he was-Crown 
prosecutor^," He s$>oke to Wade, who 
said that While he would notbecompelled 
to defend, he might have to intervene 
for the Dominion Government. Lawyers 
were reported to be on the way in. The 
first to arrive was Mr. Taybor of Vancou 
ver. After waiting a time to find out 
about his ability, he (Bulyea) approached 
Taybor and explained the case. Taybor 
consented to take it, but asked time to 
see Wade. Next day Taybor declined 
the case, saying he did not care to anta­
gonise Walsh. Burritt & McKay were 
the next arrivals. They took the case. 
Informations were drawn up against two, 
parties who were selling without permit 
contrary to the N. W. T. Act. They ap­
plied to the Judge to hear the cases, but 
he took the grofuri that the principle of 
justice contemplated the right of appeal, 
and he was the only one to whiiin appeal 
could be taken. To the judge was ex­
plained the awkward positions of the ma- 
gistrates, but he held his ground, so Mr. 
McKay finally applied to Insp. Stefas. 
After delay and consultation Sterns ag­
reed to hear the cases. They were set 
down for trial. Wade intervened, and 
postponements began—from day to day, 
and from week to week, on the ground 
that news of a Yukon Bill was dailyr'e'x- 
pected. A peculiar circumstance was that 
on the first day that the cases came up, 
two other cases were tried under the same 
section of the N. W. T. Act. Some liquor 
had been taken in not covered by permit. 
The police charged two men with having 
liquor in possession without permission 
of the Lt.-Gov. N. W. T. Both these 
men were convicted and fined by the ma­
gistrate, while the other cases were post­
poned by request of the Crown prosecut­
or “because there were grave doubts 
whether the law applied.” This was an 
example of Dawson justice. Three en­
tirely similar cases under the same sec­
tion of the Act ; two conviction and two 
fin as, and the third case held over because 
there were doubts whether there was any 
such law on the Statute Book. On the 
7th July the informations were entered 
to test the position. On the 16th August 
decision was reached. As regarded the 
delay he absolutely could not help him­
self. The decision given on 16th August 
upheld the Territorial position., The 
parties complained against were each fin­
ed $50.00 and costs. Not withstanding 
Major Walsh’s authority we secured the 
conviction of the parties who depended 
on the Major’s assurance of immunity and 
the Territorial position was sustained. 
(Applause.)

Mr. Bulyea continued by saying that 
the importing question was still more 
serious, and might be followed by conse­
quences more serious than some people 
expect. The first liquor arriving under 
N. W. Govt, wholesale permit was taken 
in by Mr. O’Brien. O’Brien had been at 
Ottawa and he led Bulyea to understand 
that the question between the Dominion 
and the North-West Governments had 
been settled, and that N. W. T. permits 
were still to be recognized. However, 
O’Brien’s liquor was seized by Walsh, 
notwithstanding that his particular per­
mit was signed byjthe N. W. T. Adminis

—
trator and endorsed by the Interior De­
partment. Walsh demanded $2 a gal. on 
the liquor. O’Brien asked Bulyea's ad­
vice; he wits anxious to get t-lie liquor out 
at once as it would command a bettor 
price just; "ttiieri than Jater. Bulyea ad­
vised him to pay Walsh's fee under pto- 
test. He did so and obtained the liquor. 
The same thing occurred with" the itext 
permit that arrived (Menzies 600 gal­
lons.) t The third permit arriving belong­
ed to-Chambers of. Brandon, who made 
his boast that-lie • would not pay. He 
stood off the authorities for a few days, 
then instructions issued that, as this per­
mit had been granted before - Walsh's ap­
pointment, it should not be subject to 
the fee, but be allowed in without pay­
ment. Mr. Bulyea said lie did ndt pre­
tend to understand the method of reason­
ing which governed; he was simply stat­
ing facts for the information of the House 
and the public in general. Later; the 
liquor of one McCauley which had passed 
CoL Steele, at Bennett, and Insp. Strick­
land; at Tagitii, was seized by Walsh, ht 
Dawson, the latter stating then that he 
had definite instructions-to recognize no
N. W. Govt, permit. He (Bulyea) ex­
plained to McCauley that he had differ­
ent information, and offered on behalf of
and at the expense of this Government to 
apply to the Judge for release of the 
liquor. McCauley, however, had not 
been regularly appointed us agent of the
owners of the liquor. He preferred to 
return to Vancouver and notify the two 
Governments. He did so and was advis­
ed from the Ottawa that the liquor should 
be released. At the same time instruc­
tions issued from Ottawa to the Com­
mander in Yukon to recognize all permits 
which he was satisfied bore the signature 
of the N. W. T. Administrator. There 
were several other cases of parties whb 
went back to Vancouver and got release, 
But Walsh refused to be governed by 
these precedents, and appeared, more de­
termined than ever in his course. One 
young gentleman, Mr. Burpee, agent for 
certain owners, went to Walsh to find 
out what action was to be taken with his 
liquor. Walsh said it would be seized. 
On the same day another party whose 
liquor had been stopped up the river had 
received and submitted to Walsh a tele­
gram from the Interior Department, and 
his liquor had been -released. Burpee 
knew this and spoke' of it. Walsh made 
the statement that the telegram referred 
to a permit issued at Ottawa. This ad­
mission showed that Walsh -knew of the 
confirmation ef the N. ,W. Govt, per­
mits. The Commission’s solicitors applied 
for mandamus to restrain Walsh from 
seizing Burpee’s permit, claiming that it 
was legally imported. When the matter 
came before the Judge, Wade asked -for 
delay on the same old ground that the 
Yukon Bill was expected, and that there 
was reason to believe that the bill con­
tained a clause abrogating all Territorial 
permits. The Judge granted the delay 
until the liquor -should have arrived at 
Dawson. Finally on August 13th the 
Judge gave adverse decision on account 
of a lawyer’s technical error, at the same 
time plainly intimating that but for the 
fatal technicality the injunction should 
have issued; But the Judge’s feel: 
was so strong on the merits of the case 
that he intimated that he might recon­
sider the decision, as iio other case could 
be brought before him, he having arrang­
ed to leave on the 15th. A few hours- 
later he (Bulyea) met Wade, who was 
virtually in command then, Walsh having 
left. He asked if the contention could 
not be settled, telling Wade that he had 
seen the disputed permit on a list which 
the police were instructed to honor. Mr. 
Bulyea learned later that the police up 
the river received the list, of permits to be 
honored, three weeks before this date. 
Why the instructions did net reach Daw­
son was a mystery not yet explained. 
Wade agreed to settle on the production 
of an affidavit to the effect of the list. 
The affidavit was made, and Wade issued 
orders to the police accordingly. The 
same day the full list to be honored ar­
rived. This was on the 13th August. On 
the 16th the convictions in the other 
cases were obtained. Mr. Bulyea was 
then ready to close up his business and 
leave. He had expected no such delays, 
and had sent word to the Goverment and 
to his family that he would be home by 
10th July.

The situation then was that there were 
ten men who had paid in good faith for 
retailing permits, and they claimed pro­
tection in their business. Other men in 
good faith upon Walsh’s assurance had at 
great expense set up in business, The 
expense would be understood when he 
explained that a very ordinary building 
in Dawson cost from $75,000 to $100,- 
000. Lumber was 8300 per M, nails $5 
per lb., and carpenters’ wages $25 a day. 
These men would have taken permits but 
for Walsh’s interference. Then there 
were the low groggeries; The board had 
intended to limit the places of retail busi­
ness to 18 or 20. The result of Walsh’s 
interference was that 80 retail places 
were running. - He felt impelled to pro­
tect the board’s licenses. These men had 
been extremely patient. They seemed to 
realize his (Bulyea’s) good faith. They 
made no particular complaint except of 
the unfair competition to which they 
were subjected. They naturally felt that 
if others did not have to pay, their money 
should be refunded. After the, convic­
tions were obtained, a numbei applied 
for permits. But the Yukon Act had be­
come law and the Commission could not 
issue permits then. He discussed the

position with: Steams, and the following 
arrangement was agreed to: —

Applicants for permits to agree to re­
spect the regulations, to each deposit. 
$1,000 to the credit of Insp. Stearns and 
D. W. Davis (who is chairman of a pub­
lic improvements committee), aod agree 
tv pay at the rate-of $2,000 a year to­
wards public improvments, the time to be 
computed from the date the permitted 
place openfed te the date u[«m which the 
subject may be dealt with by the Yukon 
Council. The arrangement was particul­
arly in the interest of those who had de­
pended on Walsh’s assurance, and had 
gone to expense in building. They were 
quite w illing to conform to the 1-tw as 
soon as they were satisfied as to what 
was the law. The only difficulty at any 
time was that they did not know whom 
to obey. These men put up the money 
to the credit of Stearns and Davis, to the 
amount of $8,000 or $10,000, a third. of 
which was available at once for improve­
ments as several of the saloons had been 
open prior to date of the arrangement. A 
part of tho stipulation, to which Capt. 
Stearns agreed, was that as soon as Supt. 
Steele arrived all the groggeries should he 
closed. Having got the business to that 
very satisfactory basis, his mission was 
finished. He left Dawson as soon as 
possible and came home as fast as pos­
sible to report to the hon. gentlemen of 
the Assembly. He trusted that, his course 
was satisfactory to the House, and he 
hoped that he might never-again be plac­
ed in so difficult a position. The regret­
table part w'as that there had bee t no ne- 
essity nor occassion for any difficulty. 
With a little more diplomacy and less 
egotism on the part of the Dominion 
Commissioner there would have been no 
difficulty. (Prolonged applause).

Nov. 15.—As I have noticed no items 
from Thnmtown or Cody’s of late I 
thought a few notes on the doings of 
these places might be of interest to many 
of your readers and especially to those 
readers who formerly lived here.

On the 13ult. Cody's was favored with 
a visit from Hon. A. G. Blair, Minister 
of Railways. The meeting was well ad­
vertised and a general desire on the «art 
of the electors to hear the policy of the 
present government explained by our re­
presentative drew out a large crowd dis­
regardless of political opinions. I might 
mention the fact that the palace car 
which the electors had heard so much 
about in former times was an object of no 
little curiosity and its contents caused lu­
dicrous remarks as the visit from the 
minister happened when the minds of 
the people were stirred on the prohibi­

tion question. There were three speak­
ers proceeding Mr. Blair viz.; Messrs. 
Trueman, Milligan and McAlpine. The 
speech of the evening was delivered by 
Hon. A. G. Blair.’ After introducing 
himself to the people and paying a very 
high compliment to the place he took
sometime in defining his position as re­
gards the two great political parties of 
Canada. He denied ever being a Liber­
al-Conservative but owned that, he had 
not been a life long Liberal, and ho took 
the i>eople in his confidence and told 
them that he formerly was a. Smasher. 
He then proceeded to justify the govern­
ment in their general policy, especially 
their R. R. policy such as the Drummond 
County Deal, the Crow’s Nest pass, etc., 
telling his hearers that the government 
gave the C. P. R. company eleven thous-’ 
and dollars per mile, a clear gift for some 
hundred and twenty seven miles He 
also spoke alxrnt the contract with 
MncKenzie & Mann to build a road to the 
Yukon country, telling how it was defeat­
ed in the Senate. He dwelt on the ne­
cessity of opening up the mineral lands of 
the West, aiul the need of the Govern­
ment to give large grants for that pur­
pose.

The most remarkable feature of the 
speech was the absence of any reference 
to the R. R. that is surveyed from Chip- 
man to Newcastle seemingly forgetting 
that we have mineral lands and require 
an outlet to the world’s market as well as 
our western friends.

Senator King made some remarks re­
garding the absence of Mr. Tarte and as 
the “wags” have it canonized Tarte.

On the 18 ult. we were visited by Dr. 
Silas Alward, H. W. Woods and H. B. 
Hetherington in the interest of the local 
Opposition. The hall was packed and 
when the speakers entered the hall they 
were greeted by a burst of applause. 
Mr. Wood was the first- speaker. He in­
troduced himself to the audience as being 
a son of the late Hon. Frank Woods, our 
former representative. He then proceed­
ed to deal "with the income and expendi­
tures of our province pointing out the in­
ability of the present government, and
the pressing need of a charge of adminis­
tration. The next speaker was Mr. 
Hetherington. He had not spoken long 
before It was evident that he had his sub­
ject well in band. In his review of Mr. 
Blair’s political career he showed, a mas­
ter hand. Sometimes he had h»s audi - 
ence in roars of laughter and again in a 
few moments he had them spell bound on 
the gravity of our political situation. 
After an hour’s address bristling with 
logic, facts and humors he took his seat 
amid a roar of applause. His speech was 
considered by all parties one of the ablest 
political addresses ever delivered in the 
parish of Johnston. Dr. Alward follow­
ed. After paying a very high compli­
ment to the last speaker he proceeded to 
arraign the government for their inability 
proving his contention by quoting from 
the Blue-Book and the speech was one 
of his carefully prepared production deal­
ing with the accounts of the province in 
no uncertain Way.

The friends joi1 ’cio"" Government are 
anxiously awaiting the arrival of our M. 
P. P’s to defend their actions on the pub­
lic platform.

On the 2nd inst. the Johnston Baptist 
Sewing circle held their public sale of 
fancy goods and a pie social.

Nov. 21.—A number of experienced 
miners from Danville, in the state of Il­
linois were passengers on the Central 
train last Thursday bound for the Elkins 
Coal Mines, which have been in active 
operation since they fell into the hands of 
the present company several years ago.

These mines are not located on the 
Grand Lake; neither are they what used 
to be known as the Grand Lake Coal 
Mines with which they are frequently 
confounded by many intelligent people, 
otherwise well informed, but they are lo­
cated in the parish of Chipman, only a 
little more than a mile back from the 
station and the banks of the Salmon 
River.

The recent arrivals number eleven all 
told among whom aw three wfaifa fami­
lies and a foreman fa die praMi of Mr.
