One of the j aid est jokes of the»i« m tine —1.1 *1. Î—Not many days ago the House of Com­
mons passed a resolution which at one time 
would have had profound political signifi­
cance, but which now poesesses merely an 
antiquarian or historical interest Notice 
was given to the East India Company that 
its accounts are to be finally wound up and 
arrangement made for the redemption of 
the dividend upon its stock by the end of 
April, 1874. A bill for effecting these ob­
jects is being carried through Parliament by 
Mr. Grant Duff and Mr. Ayrton. The com­
mutation proposed by the bill is favourable 
both to the finances of the Indian Govern­
ment and to the pecuniary interest of the 
proprietors of East India stock. If any of 
the latter class think fit to refuse the terms 
of commutation, their claims will be paid off 
by the 30th of April, 1874, at the rate of 
£20Q sterling for every £100 of stock. In 
these fiscal srrrangements there is nothing 
that calls particularly for remark. But an­
other clause of the bill provides for the dis­
solution of the Company itoelf, and the final 
extinction of all its powers, on the 1st of 
June, 1874. This is an event which brings 
to mind reflections not unlike those aroused 
by the news that a Royal or Imperial exile 
has passed away at Claremont "or Chisel- 
hurst. The dissolution contemplated bv the

With the Berlin 
Thiergarten there are few points of com­
parison. The Thiergarten is a large forest, 
a solitude just outside the Linden and the 
Brandenburg gate, that can be rdached from 
the centre of the city within five minutes, 
while the Prater combines both forest and 
meadow, but lacks the quiet majesty that is 
connected with the Thiergarten. True, the 
Thiergarten has nothing better than the 
muddy Spree in the shape of river, bnt the 
Prater ie washed by the “beautiful blue 
Danube,” which, by the way, is gray or lead 
colour, I hardly know which. The park is 
selected on all occasions by the Viennese for 
their great festivals. A magnificent festival 
was held there in 1854, on the occasion of the 
Emperor’s marriage. In 1868 the Third 
National German Federal Schtitzenfest was 
held there. The present Emperor, after 
visiting the Paris Exposition in 1867, de­
termined, after he returned home, to beautify 
his Prater, and the model he had in mind 
was the Bois de Boulogne. His plans have 
not yet all been completed ; bnt the Viennese 
boast thatjwhen the park shall be finished it 
will be the finest and most picturesque 
pleasure ground in the world. Bat the 
natural beauties of Prater forest and meadow 
should not attract our attention longer from 
the wondrous creation of art that has risen 
in the midst of the Park—“ the glorious 
temple of the world’s progress.” No wonder,

Thanks, 
however, to the influence oftoe British rule 
and the interference of tne Governor-Gener­
al’s agent, it was not practicable to revive 
the barbarous custom of human sacrifice. 
On previous similar occisions as many as a 
dozen women were obliged to submit to selî- 
immolation, but on this occasion everything 
passed off quietly and without any injury to 
human life. The successor to the throne, 
Rajah Saewant Singh Bahadoor, boldly re­
fused to countenance any return to snch an 
inhuman rite, and has solemnly sworn to

ing done in this direction, as most of us 
are able from experience to affirm. About 
this season of the year, or a little earlier, 
our town and city markets are by far too 
plentifully supplied with “ fresh roll 
“ butter” from farmers’ waggons, which 
when taken home, turns out to be old 
butter of the vilest quality, kept 
over for months, in order to ob­
tain for it the high prices of the 
season when the article is scarcest. 
This is a phenomenon of the spring sea­
son only, but at all seasons those who 
take a patrigtic pride in “ Canada, our 
“ Home,” are from time to time grieved 
at reading in the papers something about 
quantities of Canadian butter sold for 
“grease” in England, it being abso­
lutely unsalable as food to even the 
poorest classes of customers. We have 
heard much, to be sure, about the in­
genuity of some London butter manu­
facturers who keep no cows, and it is 
possible that much Canadijan “grease,” 
supposed to have been purchased for 
the lubrication of cart wheels, ac­
tually comes into use, along with 
tea and toast after all, having first under­
gone some cheap and nasty process of dis­
guise or restoration. Be this as it may, 
there are those amongst us to whom the 
poor quality and low reputation of Cana­
dian butter in thé English market is not 
merely a matter distasteful to read about, 
but something practically affecting the 
pocket, and frequently causing serious 
loss. The mere ants and traders who met 
in Goderich lately are among thin class, 
and no doubt most of them have had 
painful personal experience of the evil 
complained of. *

We need not recapitulate here what 
was done on the occasion, further than to 
say that an “ Ontario Butter Association” 
was formed, and that rules looking to­
wards the securing of competent inspec­
tion, and the paying of prices strictly ac­
cording to quality, were adopted. The 
movement begun in the west of this 
Province will probably extend eastward, 
and we doubt not that the new Associa­
tion—which we trust all dealers and 
shippers will hasten to support—will be 
the means of effecting a great deal of 
good. Our present object is, however, 
to suggest another means by which the 
object in view will be greatly promoted, 
and the revolution in butter-making 
which we all desire to see materially 
hastened. We allude to the establish­
ment of butter factories—the applica­
tion to the butter manufacture of 
the same system which has proved 
so successful in the manufacture of cheese. 
Those in the trade will scarcely need to 
be reminded of the great value of uniform­
ity of appearance and quality in “lots” of 
butter, and how desirable it is to secure

A New Device.—The Albany Legislature 
have an investigating committee at work, 
which is looking into New York municipal 
swindles. Some of these are in the shape of 
claims for advertising brought by various 
obscure papers, and there are extraordinary 
features in the case. The New York Times 
has been throwing some light upon the sub­
ject. Some of the papers, scarcely known 
to have ever existed—the Official Railway 
News, the New York Argus, and the Home 
Gazette—presented an enormous claim of 
$365 868. The proprietor of these, a Col. 
Harlans, presented affidavits that his files 
were lost, and as no copies of either of his 
papers could anywhere be found, though the 
board had repeatedly asked for them, they 
could not act on his claim. Col. Harfciim’ 
claims were a type of a large class of claims 
from defunct Ring journals, such as the Sun­
burst, the Irish People, and the Transcript. 
Another class of claims were of the charac­
ter of one presented by the Daily News, 
where a whole file of the paper for six 
months was manufactured afterward, and a 
bill duly sworn to for six months’ advertis­
ing sent in, with the bogus file, for payment. 
The discovery in. an April number of a full 
account of the Boston fire, which did not 
occur till the November following, and also 
an account in the same number of the can­
vass of the November election, opened the 
eyes of the examiners to the bill, and the bill 
was rejected. Before this discovery was 
disclosed to the proprietor, the board ob­
tained poseoeaionef a previous file, and found 
he had collected $6,000 by a similar fraud. 
The re-payment of this sum has been de­
manded. The bogus files, bound np in vol­
umes, were shown to the committee. The 
trick had been done by taking stereotype 
plates of the November issue, chiseling out 
plates and altering heads. The true file for 
the same period, bat having no city adver­
tisements, was also shown. All of which is 
very pretty, and makes one wonder where 
the end of interesting discoveries is to be.

Carlists and Neutrality.—A little un. 
pleasantness occurs in England with refer­
ence to the Carlist struggle in Spain. The 
Uarlist sympathizers in London have or­
ganized a committee to obtain money for 
their friends who are fighting against the 
Spanish Government, and the Westminster 
Gazette, a Catholic paper, advertises an ap­
peal for the same purpose. The amount 
collected so far does not appear to be large, 
bnt the Spanish Minister at SL James’ com­
plains of the movement. He thinks it ought 
not to be tolerated within the dominions of 
a friendly power. A statement of the facts 
has been before the Cabinet. The case was 
referred, it appears, to the Law Officers of 
the Crown, and their opinion was “ that the 
advertisement being a request for gifts, 
though a contract for that purpose would be 
illegal, and not capable of being enforced in 
an English Court, it did not amount to any 
infraction of the law at alL” Mr. Gladstone 
points out that according to this exposition 
of the law the Government had no power in 
any wise to control the conduct of the 
Carlist sympathizers. To this answer ex­
ception has been taken, rather, however, on 
the score of its tone than of its substance. 
The Economist thinks that the Premier 
“ might have inspired his bald statement of 
Ministerial powers and responsibilities with 
something of that glowing earnestness of 
moral condemnation of u hich he can make 
such an effective rhetorical instrument. The 
matter is a serious one, and if the reprehen­
sible practices of which the Spanish Govern­
ment so justly complains cannot be legally 
prohibited, it is all the more important that 
they should be firmly held in check by the 
influence of public opinion.”

CANADIAN WRECKS IN 1872.
“ The. number of casualties to sea-goiqg 

vessels dnrmg 1872, as appears by the wreck 
returns, was 221, of which 95 were ships 
and barks, 40 were brigs and brigantines, 76 
were schooners, and 10 were steamers; and 
the probable loss may be estimated at about 
the sum of $2,083,974. The number of 
casualties to lake and inland vessels daring 
last season, so far as is known to the De­
partment, yi 69, of which 21 were steam­
ers, 36 were schooners, 6 were brigantines 
and barquantines, and 6 barges, and the es­
timated loss about $423,364. The number 
of lives lost, as appears by the returns, was 
237, bet there is no doubt it was much 
larger than this.” Marine and Fisheries Re­
port, 1872.

In the details of which the above is the 
summary, there is to be found a record of 
the causes of the wrecks, which shows 
that in too many cases errors of judg­
ment, such as that which sent down the 
ill-fated A tlantic, sink the ship and 
drown the mariner. Of the 221 wrecks 
and casualties of sea-going vessels, thirty- 
one, which resulted in the most serious 
destruction of life and property, are at­
tributable to “ error in judgment,”

The demand for Sterling Exchange

The obligation of 
the Treasury to provide the Banks with 
gold for Dominion notes has no more 
force than the obligation of the Banks to 
pay to the Treasury its deposits ; that is, 
the arrangement ia mutually obligatory. 
The Government has its financial necessi­
ties to provide for, its credit to protect, 
its creditors to satisfy precisely as any 
merchant or banker. There is no more 
mystery about the nature of a public ac­
count with a Bank like that of the 
Treasury than that of a private trader. 
There is no operation which either can 
initiate or puisne affecting the other 
which is not a well known contingency. 
Consequently the lack of provision for this 
contingency, from which complaints arise, 
must indicate either defective foresight 
or lack of prudence.

THE MARINE AND FISHERIES 
REPORT.

This- volume contains a very large bulk 
of information and gives us a little of 
everything like an encyclopaedia. One of 
the most interesting portions of it is that 
relating to the progress made last year in 
the study of meteorology. During 187? 
$10,000 was spent in' increasing the num­
ber of signal stations ; and although the 
system is by no means perfect, yet much 
has been done for scientific, shipping and 
maritime interests. Chief stations are 
established at Saugeen, Port Stanley, Port 
Dover, Kingston, Montreal, Quebec, Hali­
fax and Fort Garry, with Toronto as chief 
centre. From the beginning of autumn 
to the end of the year fifty-four special 
warnings were sent to the varions ports ; 
but owing to the somewhat crude and in­
complete arrangements, the value of the 
warnings was in many cases lost. To put 
the system in an efficient state under the 
direction of the Government, about 
$30,000 would be required annually. 
In the United States the service 
is performed by the War Department, 
and costs about $400,000 a y ear ; while 
last year the expense of supporting onr 
system, which embraces eight chief sta­
tions, eleven reporting stations, and one 
hundred and six ordinary stations, ex­
tending from Fort Garry to Newfound­
land, was, as before stated, but $10,000.

During the year Mr. Wilmot’s fish- 
breeding operations at Newcastle were 
conducted with marked success. A suc­
cessful attempt was made to introduce 
young salmon into Lake Huron and the 
Ottawa and Salmon rivers. The follow­
ing is an extract from the stock book :—

“ It may be safely estimated that, at the 
present time, there are three hundred and 
fifty thousand living salmon eggs undergoing 
tbe process of incubation in the breeding- 
troughs here. Their present healthy ap­
pearance and soundness are true character­

almost as many different methods of 
making and management, it must be dif­
ficult, even with the best attainable in­
spection and assortment, to be more than 
partially successful in securing that each 
one of four dr a few more grades shall be 
uniform all through for large lots. 
Strictly honest and skilful assortment and 
grading will do much, but after all it will 
not be an entire success in securing those 
two great requisites, uniformity and cer­
tainty, on the large scale. But imagine 
the rase of a large butter factory, well 
situated, with all the latest improve­
ments, and under the best management. 
Why, such a factory, with its uniform 
treatment of milk in large quantities 
would not. except on occasion of acci­
dent, produce any quality at all but No. 
1, and in a short time would be able to 
establish such a reputation for uniformity 
and certainty in the quality of its product, 
or of each one of various lots of the same, 
that at last we should have grades almost 
abolished, except those founded on the 
fine distinctions between the butter pro­
duce of different pasture districts and of 
different seasons of the year.

Carlists and Neutrality.—A little nn- 
pleasantness occurs in England with refer­
ence to tbe C&rliat struggle in Spain. The 
(Jarlist sympathizers in London have or­
ganized a committee to obtain money for 
their friends who are fighting against the 
Spanish Government, and the Westminster 
Gazette, a Catholic paper, advertises an ap­
peal for the same purpose. The amount 
collected so far does not appear to be large, 
but the Spanish Minister at St. James’ com­
plains of the movement. He thinks it ought 
not to be tolerated within the dominions of 
a friendly power. A statement of the facts 
has been before the Cabinet, fhe caae was 
referred, it appears, to the Law Officers of 
the Crown, and their opinion was * • that the 
advertisement being a request for gifts, 
though a contract for that purpose would be 
illegal, and not capable of being enforced in 
an English Court, it did not amount to any 
infraction of tbe law at all. ’ Mr. Gladstone 
points out that according to this exposition 
of the law the Government had no power in 
any wise to control the conduct of the 
Carl.sfc sympathizers. To tbia answer ex­
ception has been taken, rather, however, on 
the score of its tone than of its substance. 
The Economist thinks that the Premier 
“ might have inspired his bald statement of 
Ministerial powers and responsibilities with 
something of that glowing earnestness of 
moral condemnation of vhich he can make 
such an effective rhetorical instrument.

the resolution». The subject would, how­
ever, receive tiie careful attention of ^he 
Government, and he was in hopes that next 
session they would be prepared to introduce 
such a measure as would prove satisfactory. 
The Committee then rose rod reported the 
bill as amended, rod the amendments were 
read a first rod second time.

On merthm* of Hon. Mr. Tilley the 
House went into Committee of Supply on 
item of $157,700 for salaries of officers rod 
inspectors of excise.

Mr. Wilkes referred to the excise duty 
of five cents per gallon charged on petroleum, 
rod expressed an opinion that it would be 
better to charge a round sum per barrel on 
the inspection of oil The five cent tax had 
been imposed at the request of some oil cor­
ners, (hear, hear), rod the Government had 
left the duty in force, after the corners had

Mr. Mackenzie arid the article con­
sumed in Canada was subjected to the tax, 
while the oil sent out of Canada was not 
subjected fo it. The Minister of Justice had 
been pleased on the hustings to connect his 
(Mr. Mackenzie’s) name with some oil trans­
actions. He had defied him to prove any 
such connection on his part. Neither him­
self, nor any one connected with him, had 
had any connection, good, bad, or indiffer­
ent, with any agitation for the imposition of 
duties. Neither did any one connected with 
him derive any advantage from it. He 
made this statement publicly, because hon. 
gentlemen had cheered when the member 
for Centre Toronto referred to some comets 
having had the duty imposed. When his (Mr. 
Mackenzie’s) opponent at the election in 
Lambton had, not by himself, but by infam­
ous placards printed without the name of 
any ^individual or printing office being at­
tached, circulated these statements, he (Mr. 
Mackenzie) had taken the most effectual 
means not only to make it impossible 
for any one to prove them, but to 
emable himself to prove them 
false. As to the imposition of this 
duty, he did not' think the manner of 
levying it was the wisest that could be 
adopted, or one that could well be defended, 
while it had been almost unanimously de­
nounced by the |trade. It was not wise to 
place exceptional burdens of this kind on 
any one article, unless there was a complete 
system of inland taxation upon productions 
of all kinds. The oil manufactured in 
Canada, so far as safety was concerned, was 
far superior to any manufactured in the 
United States, rod now Canada oil was folly 
able to compete with United States oils.

Hon. Mr. Tupper had- learned with a 
good deal of surprise that such an ardent, 
extreme, almost ultra, free trader as the 
hon. member for Toronto, should have in 
another place very ably sustained a principle 
which appeared to him to strike at the very 
foundation of anything in the shape of free 
trade. We must have a revenue, rod if we 
did not secure it by the imposition of cus­
toms duties, we must obtain it by 
means of direct taxation. The hon. gen­
tleman must not object to custom duties 
on the one hand rod to excise on the 
other, at all events not until he had 
developed farther some more tangible scheme 
of direct taxation by taxing the land of the 
country. There was a body to which the 
hon. gentleman belonged to whose opinions 
he (Mr. Tapper) deferred a good deal, name­
ly, the Dominion Board ol Trade. Their 
opinions yrere entitled to considerable 
respect, though not to be implicitly followed 
by the House. This subject was very ably 
considered by this body recently, and the 
motion to remove this excise duty from 
petroleum was defeated by an amendment 
which declared that no change in the duties 
should be recommended during the present 
year. This amendment was carried by 33 to 
18, rod the course taken by the Government 
was, therefore, in consonance with the opin­
ions of the Dominion Board of Trade on the 
question.

In addition to “ Go down, Moses,” “ Roll, 
Jordan, roll,” rod “ Turn back, Pharoah’a 
army,” there will be a fresh collection of the 
most weird and plaintive hymns sung in 
the plantation cabins in the dark days ot 
slavery.

He says that one can 
hardly fail to think of these singers rod the 
children of Israel as all but identical in 
their early history, which is heavy on the 
singers for the crowd that came up from 
Egypt was a rough one indeed.

There 
is much poetic interest attached to the 
Exodus, nevertheless, but I doubt the 
wisdom of drawing such a comparison as that 
suggested by the author of “The Vicar’s 
Daughter.”

Public attention has been directed to 
Egypt within the last few days far more 
seriously thro in the matter just referred to, 
namely,on the rumour of the massacre of Sir 
Samuel rod Lady Baker, which sad report 
has doubtless been telegraphed to you. The 
anxiety occasioned by the report of the death 
of Dr. Livingstone was not more general or 
intese; rod it was with great relief that the 
following telegram from Her Majesty’s 
Consul-General at Alexandria to the Foreign 
Office, under date of April 17th, was read:—

“ No intelligence of any sort respecting 
Sir Samuel Baker has, as far as I can ascer­
tain, been received either by the Egyptian 
Government, or by others, since the_ date of 
my last communication to your Lordship on 
the subject, viz., 5th of March.”

The expedition under the distinguished 
traveller, whilst having the direct purpose of 
suppressing slavery, the great obstacle to 
civilization in Africa, bears the impress of 
two great ambitions; the one of the Khedive 
being that of his remote predecessor, the 
second Raineses, to extend the Egyptian 
power into Nubia rod the still more southern 
regions of the Nile; rod that of Sir Samuel 
Baker, the reflex of a still more remote 
period, even a pre-historic, I may say a pre- 
mythical time, preceding the mgn of Mem., 
in which the canal to the city of This and 
the great Bahr Jusuf Canal were constructed, 
an unhitinn to make the river by scien­
tific navigable from the Lakes
Albert and Victoria Nyroza to the Mediter­
ranean. He indulged the hope that the 

. suppression of slavery would have eacour- 
aged legitimate trade, and so have made 
large engineering works, admitting of steam­
boat traffic, feasible and payable. It will 
be remembered that the little army under 
him was at first successful ; but being hem­
med in by the hostile tribes a relief party 
had to be sent from Zanzibar. The fact of 
relief being obliged to meet rather thro 
follow him pointed to failure; rod gave 
colour, to the recent rumour that he had 
been murdered. The charm of romance

In fact we should take the position 
that we were entitled to, of preventing our 
fisheries everywhere being invaded ana en­
joyed by the United States, rod some regard 
should be had for the provisions of the 
Treaty of 1818. Then it.was said that the 
greatest possible danger was to be appre­
hended from this, rod that the Government 
were starting upon a perilous course. It was 
known that all the advantages inoonsideration 
of which we had surrendered our fisheries, 
had been withdrawn by the United States, 
while at the same time the fishermen of the 
United States enjoyed the privilege of fish­
ing in our waters in common with our own 
fishermen, rod that we received no compen­
sation for this whatever. Under these cir­
cumstances, he had held that we should 
claim the fisheries of Canada for the people 
of Canada. Now as regarded the set­
tlement of the headland question, he 
would tell the hon. gentlemen that at every 
step in their argument they had ignored his­
torical facts in connection with this country. 
On this question it had always been held by 
us that we had a right to the headland 
limit. This position had always been held 
by British jurists, rod had always been 
maintained by the Imperial Government ;
