THE HOLLAND SUCCESSION.

Princess Wilhelmina I'roposed as Successor
to the KRegency,

Tae Hacur, June 23.—It is said the Prin-
cess Wilhelmina will be proclaimed successor
to the regency under Queen Emma in case of
the King’'s death. The Cabinet has deter-
mined to refuse to share tuteiage with any
German branch of the royal family.

WARLIKE CONTINGENCIES,

The scrious illness of William III., King
of Holiand, who is over sixty-seven years of
age, and the death of his son the Prince of
Orange, heir to the crown, renders the ques-
tion of the succession a matter of grave im-
portance to the Dutch people. The longex-
1sting sense ot danger to the national autono-
my, both of Belgium and Holland, from the
recognized longiong of Prussia for the aggran-
dizement of these two countries, was ex-
hibited by King William during his recent
visit to Leopold IL, King of the Belgians, at
Brussels, when at a banqnet, - addressing the
general officers present, he alluded to a posai-
ple union of the armies of the two countries
to oppose invasion of one or the other by
some power which he failed to designate.
Last year the two kings bhad a friendly meet-
ing at Spa, and the entenfe cordiale existing
between them is noticeable,

KING WILLIAM IS NOT LIKED

by the Hollanders, He is irascible, over-
bearing, and takes no pains to ingratiate
himseif with his subjects. - Queen Emma,the
daughter of Prince George Victor,of Waldeck
and Pyrmont, whom he married in 1879, on
the contrary, is the deiight of the people, her
affable manners, her charming person, and
the ease with which she wmanages the ill-
tempered old monarch having made her a
universal favourite. It is not strange, there-
fore, tnat a large and powerful party should
be preparing to- support her for the regency
in the event of the demise of the King, and
that determined objection should be made to
Bismarck’s intrigues in favour of- the House
of Nassau. Germany, which is hungry both
for Antwerp and tor the mouth of the Rhine,
may yet find herself confronted by the Bel-
gian and Dutch armies, which combined
would be by no means an ignobie foe.

A Vessel Surrounded by Whales in a Dead
Calm.

New York, June 23.—The schooner M. B.

Three Men Buried under Burning Ruwins.

New Yorg, June 22, —The wholesale
bakery of A. D. Huseman, at Wilhamsburg,
was burned to-day. The fire originated from
a defective flue. The firemen were unable
to saccessfully resist the flames, and while
engaged in an effort to save the adjoining
building the wall of the burning structure fell
into an alley-way where the firemen stood.
Three were buried beneath the ruine, Henry
Lyeck, George M. Haight, and Steven Allen.
In spite of the intense heat every effort' was
made to rescus the men. Allen was first
taken out; he was burned and mangled but
alive, and may recover. The other two were
dead. The building was entirely destroyed,
Loss over $100,000. The adjoining house was
damaged $3,000. A stable in the rear took
fire and eight horses were burned.

Death of Bishop Simpson,

PHILADELPHIA, June 18,—Bishop Simpson
died here this morning.

Rev. Dr. Simpson was the senior bishop of
the Methodist Episcopal Church in the
United States.

Supposcd Dynamiler Discharged.

QuEENsSTOWN, June 22, —Great excitement
was caused here by the arrest of Patrick
Joyce on board the steamer Illinois, The
tube found in his baggage is supposed to be
an iofernal machine of a novel and ingenious
pattern. 1t resembled a wooden log, but
was found to be hollow, a hoie having been
pierced through it, jeading to a chamber con-
taining  liquid supposed to be explosive.

It is notimprobable that
an amendmens will again be proposed, hav-
ing for its object the extension of the® pro-
visions. of the bill to women,

THE FRANCHISE FOR WOMEN,

The memorialists who prayed that the
Goverument would allow woman’s suffrage to
be an open question reierred to the pretedent
of Mr. Mili’s amendment in 1867. But there
is a radical difierence between now and then.
Seventeen years ago woman’s sufirage was a
mere opinion, altogether beyond the range of
practical politics. Members were as free to
vots with Mr. Mill as they were to vote for
extracting sanshine irom cucumbers. To-day
it is another miatter. *'If Mr. Woodall’s
amendment is left to the free and unbiassed
decision of the House on 1ts own merits,”
says the Pall Mall Gazette, *‘1t might be car-
ried, and, as not a sinule member of the
Cabinet is in favour of woman's sufirage, it
is not surprising that they should object to
expose themselves to so humiliating a defeat.
Prosperity has its drawbacks as' well as ad-
versity, and the popularity now commanded
by woman’s suffrage deprives it of the kindly
sheiter of indifference which it formerly en-
joyed.”

WILL THE WOMEN REVOLT?:

However, the women’s rights agitation is
likely to assume a new phase. ne of the
leaders of the movement announced at a pub-
lic meeting held recently that she meant to
retuse to pay the Queen’s taxes until her right
to be directly represented in Parliament was
conceded, and tnat she was willing to take
all the consequences of her refusal. This
course of action i founded on the principle
put forward at the time of the secession of
the American colonies, as well as by the
Chartists, that there shomld be no taxation
without representation, and, that a refnsgl to
pay taxes 1s justifiable on that ground aione.

The Pope’s Life Threatened,

RoMmE, 'June 22.—It is now officially ad-
mitted at the Vatican that serious threats
against the Pope’s hife have been received
from dynamiters. Recently a letter was re-
ceived at the Vatican from a source entitled
to credence, stating that a well-arranged plan
to attack the papal residence by dynamite
bhad been matured, and would be carried out
at the first favourable opportunity, the con-
spirators aiming at the life of the Pope.
This intelligence has astounded the cardinals,
who held a conference and took steps to foil'
the would-be assassins, An extra guard
of picked men was’ posted around
the Vatican. The Pope was keptin ignorance
of the receipt of the letter. The Pope
observed the extra double senties, and in-,
sisted ugon knowing the reasons for it. -
When told he became deeply agitated, and |
said, ‘‘I am not alarmed with any personal
fear, but at the thonght that the dynamite
contagion has reached this city.” The Roman'
clergy do not hesitate in saying that they at-.

Death of the Crouwn Prince of the Nether-
lands.

Tue Hacug, June 22.—The Prince of
Orange, Crown Prince of the Netherlands, is
dead.

William Alexander Charles Henry Fred-
erick was born on August 25, 1851, so that
he was not quite thirty-three years of age.
He became Prince of Orange by the death of
his eldest brother in Paris on June 11, 1879.

King William of Holland, and with him a
strong party of the people, are decidedly op-
posed to the choice of a German to occupy
the throne on the death of the reigning King. .
During the recent visit oi the.King of the
Netherlands to Brussels, his Majesty, mak-
ing a speech at the last gala dinner at court,
turned to the generals present and spoke of
the Belgian army in most flattering terms.
Half in earnest and half in jess, he added :—
“]f ever necessity compelled, the Dutch-
Belgian army united would give the enemy
some unpleasant moments.” The Berlin
prints have aiready noticed the remark, and
one of the prints, commenting -thereon, says
that in using these words William IIIL could
only have contemplated the possibility of a

VIOLATION OF THE BELGIAN NEUTRALITY
by France in another war with Germany.
‘It is clever,” says the Paris Soir, ** to point
out your neighbour when it is felt that suspi-
cion attaches to yourself, At Brussels, as
well as at The Hague, it is well understood
that danger for the Netherlands will not come
from the south ; butit is more to be fcared
from the eastern side, It1s not toward Paris
that unguiet eyes are directed, but towards
Berlin. The hypocritical insinuations of the
print in question will not succeed in deceiv-
ing either the Belgian or Dutch Goverments.”

PRINCE BISMARCK'S VIEWS.

Prince Bismarck, during the iliness of the
Prince of Orange, caul German repre-
sentatives at the various European courts to
declare that any attempt to make a successor
in the regency of Holland a European gues-
tion would find instant opposition from Ger-
many.

Accidental Death of a J, P,

Weight of Canned Goods,

Considerable trouble has heen occasioned
by the discrepancy in the weight of canned
goods, and this led last session to an emend-
ment being made to the Weights and Mea-
sures Aet of 1879, which will be welcome to
the retail trade as well as to the consumers,
The Intérnal Revennc Department has issued
a circular calling attention to the date at
which the amendmert goes into force, the
lst of January, 1885. The subsection added
to section 26 of the Act reads as follows :—
‘‘Every hermetically sealed packsge of
canned goods, such as fruit, vegetables, fish,
and the like, shall have the weight of the
contents of the tin can or package, contain-
ing the same, legibly marked on i1t, and any
packer or other person found guilty of sell-
ing or exposing for sale such goods in any such
tin can or package on which the weight of the
contents is not marked or on which such
weight is misrepresented shall for the first
offence incur a penalty of $2 for each such
tin can or package, and for each suwbdequens
offence a penalty of w ess than §3; or-more
than $20 for each sa n can, or package.”
The amendment might go furthér and add
the date ot packing, which would enable the
consumer to know whether be was purchas-
ing old or new canned goods.

Crozier had the provisions and live stock ve-
moved and built a bastion, After several
parleys the Indians were induced to come
within 600 yards of the barricade, but they
refused to come further. They proposed
several ‘chomprgmhoa.‘ but Groziez;t woi;ld ac-
cept nothing but the surrender of the men
wanted,  He selected a small ‘Sqhad of men,
and arrested oné, but the others contrived
to escape into the bush, ~ Great confusion
prevailed, some of the Indians trying to
rescue the prisoner, but others endeavouring
tostop violent measures. Inspector Antrobus
and forty men arrived on the scene and
covered his retreat. Afterwards, while
Crozier was distribusting provisions as a re-
ward to the well-disposed Indians, he secured
the man he wanted, who came up boldly for

rovisions, and was arrested by Urozier. The

ndians scattered, and the police returned to
Battleiord. In the mélée several policemen
were disarmed, but their arms were recovered.

lives, One man, s lodgerin the hotel, named
Belmore, a young shoemaker, was taken out
at onoe, but as the men were carrying him to
the street the poor fellow breathed his last.
A second man camed Joseph Lerous, a
boarder also, was pescued in & very dan-
erons state and takem to the General
ospital, where he is in a very, critical,
state and may live until morning, Four
others, named -Alfred Dubue, ' Adoiphe
Spinore, Louis Lemieux, and another whose
name is not known, were also released from
their perilous positions, their lives being
saved, with their bodies and heads only
being slightly injured, through the fortunate
circumstaces that beams fell upon them.
The hotel-keeper Lemieux escaped by his
own piano-forte falling above him and saving
him from being crushed to death by the mass
of brick. Scars on their faces and heads are
all these fortunate men complain of exceps
Lemieux, who feels sore around the chest.

'THE CANADIAN LOAN.

Five Millfon Pounds at Three and a Half
Taken Up,

Loxpox, June 18,—The 'placing of the
Canadian loan on the market proved a com-
plete success. So favourably was the three
and a half* per cent. loan received that not
only were the five million pounds taken up at
about £9]1 2s. 6d., but £600,000 were ten-
dered for above the sum required. Leading
financiers consider the favourable terms and
the eagerness with which the loan was taken
indicative of the high credit of Canada.

Orrawa, June 18,—The tenders for Sir
Leonard Tilley’s loan of five million pounds
sterling were opened to-day in London, Eng-
land. © There were ninety-one tenders, and
the offers were six hundred thousand pounds
in excess of the amount wanted. The whole
loan was taken up at prices which averaged
about 2s, 6d. above the minimum. This is
equal to 102 for fours. 'The loan is there-
fore taken on more favourable terms than
any former Canadian loan.

THE EGYPTIAN CONFERENCE.

The Question Discussed in the Lords and
Commons,

Loxpox, June 23, —The House of Commons
was packed this evening to its utmost
capacity, the members’ benches being fully
ocoupied, and the 'galleries crowded with
people anxious to hear Mr. Gladstone’s state-
ment of the preliminary negotiations for the
Egyptian Qonference; The Prince of Wales,
and scores of members of the nobility, ocecu-
pied seats in the Peers’ gallery. The Liberals
to-night are profuse in- their expressions of
approval of Mr. Gladstone’s presentation of
the subject, and the Tories are thoughtful
and indisposed to talk.

MR. GLADSTONE'S EXPLANATION,

Loxpoy, June 23.—In the Commons to-
day Mr. Gladstona said the neutralization of
Egypt would be deferred until England with-
'draws from the country. He stated the pro-
visional conference of the Powers would de-
cide with regard to Egyptian finances, but no
decision which they might form would be in
force uatil Parliament gave its assent.

IN THE LORDS.

In the Lords Earl Granviile explained the
conference scheme. Lord Salisbury said the
statement of the Foreign Secretary contained
much that was perilous to British interests
and was full of menaee for the future peace of
the world.

EARL GRANVILLE’S NOTE,

It is officially announced that on June 16
Earl Granville addressed a note to the French
Minister, the substance of which was as fol-
lows :—*‘ England undertakes to withdraw
her troops from Egypt at the beginning of
the year 1888 in case the Powers censider
such withdrawal possible without endauger-
ing public order.

M, FERRY REVIEWS THE SITUATION.

PaAris, June 23.—In the Chamber of De-
puties w.dgﬁe M. Ferry said that in 1884
France has been quite inactive as far as
Egypt is concerned, inasmuch asshe declined
to take part in the British expedition. It
is too late now to think .of reviving the
scheme of co-dominion., Egypt is neither
French nor English. Her fate is a matter ot
concern to all Europe and will always be a
European question. Mr. Gladstone’s Gov-
ernment recognized this fact, and was the
first to propose the neutralization of Egypt.
France has the best chance possible to settle
the question with the Gladstone Cabinet, and
it is necessary that harmony be maintained
between the two nations, whose accord is so
important to the peace and liberty of the
world. (Apblause.) Itis necessary also to
limit the Englisn occupation of Egypt, ‘but
France has no intention of substituting a
French occupation.
LORD CHURCHILL ON EGYPTIAN ANNEXATION,

Discussing the conference in his recent
speech at Aylesbury, Lord Randolph
Charchill said :—*‘Engiand has virtvally an-
nexed Egypt. A fresh Government cannot
undo the annexation ; it must render it more
complete and effectual. Theg motto must be,
* Egypt for the Egvptians,’ which a prolonged
British occupation will best effect, with the
acquiesence of Europe.’’

COALITION AGAINST THE GOVERNMENT,

Intense discontent prevails among a group
of Independent Liberals in regard to Mr.
Gladstone’s statement concerning Egyptian
affairs. Private meetings were held to-
night. A coalition of the Conservativss, the
Parnellites and a section of the Laiberals is
probable. The Tories express themselves as
contident that the Government will be de-
feated by a small majority.

THE PERSECUTED JEW,

Conflict Between Christians and-Jews in
Russia,

St. PErERSBURG, June 24,—Intelligence
from Nizhnee, Novgorod, confirms the re-
ports of a conflict between the Christians and
Jews which were yesterday denied. Last
Thursday a rumovr was circulated that aJew
had kidnapped a Christian child and taken it
to his synagogue. A mob quickly collected
and attacked the synagogue. . Many Jews
were harshly handled and several were kilied.
Much damage was done to the houses of Jews.
A large force of police and Cossacks at last
restored order. One hundred and fifty ar-
rests have been made.

THE STORY OF JOSEPH SCHARF,

Hungarian Jew baiting has been brought
to the attention of Londoners by the arrival
there, in an almost starving condition, of
Joseph Scharf, who bas been obliged to flee
from Hungary. Scharf was the chief prisoner
in the recent trial at Tisza-Ezler of a number
of Jews on a charge of having kidnapped
and murdered a Christian maiden in order |
to offer her as a sacrifice in one of their re-
ligious rites. The charge was disproved and
the accused were acquitted, but have since
been subjécted to a series of persecutions.
Scharf has been the chief sufferer. His
health has been shattered, his business
ruined, and his . property destroyed. He,
therefore, fled to London, and his co-religion-
ists in that city are mow raising a fund to
give him another start in life,

THE JEWS IN THE PAST.

The Jews in the past were early subjected
to persecution,  In England they had their
worst days in the reign of Richard I., at
whose coronation they were massacred at
York in 1189, John and Henry III. con-
tinued the persecution, and Edward I. ex-

RUSSIAN ADVANCES,

An uneasy feeling has been created in Eng-
lish diplomatic ecircles for some time back by
Russia’s persistent advances in Asia, The
conquest of Merv occurred at a time when
attention was chiefly directed towards the
campaign in Egypt and the more recent ac-
quisition of Sarakhs by convention with Per-
sia, has irresistably pointed to the importance
of the movement, which may be ultimately
directed against our Indian Empire.

He was of opinion that England should not
await the enemy outside of Afghanistan, but
should advance ourselves and occupy Canda-
har, *‘As to the position of Afghanistan,”
said Sir E. Hamley, ‘‘with a power like
Russia closing on it, holding Russia and
Persia’s resources subject to its will, it 1s
vain to think that Afghanistan would be long
independent, even inname. It was ‘ between
the devil and the deep sea.’ Afghanistan,
which was an aggregate of tribes, and
not a station, would lose no time in
siding with the Power which would promise
most or could lay the strongest hold cn them.”
He urged—The first step, then, is to realize
that, it the Aighans are not with us, they
will be against us. It is upon the Helmund,
then, that we must direct our march, if we
occupy Candahar. ‘And if we do not occupy
it, we can never be certain that Russia wiil
not anticipate us on the Helmund. He had
now endeavoured to set forth a statement of
existing circuomstances.

A STRONG GIRL.

Lifting Big Men Easily and Astonishing
Washingtion People,

Miss Lulu Hurst, a Georgia girl, who
claims to have extraordinary strength, gave
an exhibition of her powers at a Washingtor
hotel on Thursday night before Professors
Hilgard and Taylor, of the Smithsonian In-
stitute ; Senator Ransom, Congressman
Reese, of Georgia ; Congressman Willetts
and wife, Judge Harris, of Virginia ; Richard
Townshend and a number of peopie promi-
nent in Washington politics anfsocillly.

In the light of a blazing chandelier the
Georgia girl showed herself the possessor of
most curious strength. With her hands rest-
ing lightly upon the handle of an umbrella
beld by a stout young man from among the
spectators she was able to shoot the umbrella
through space by a simple exercise of her
will. Congressman Reese, of Georgia, who
is a very powerful man, tried to hold a chair
in his arms while Miss Hurst rested her hands
lightly upon it.  The chair was forced down
in spite of the most violent struggles of the
muscular Congressman until it was about two
inches from the floor. **Now push tbe chair
down to the floor,” cried Father Hurst. Mr,
Reese changed his resisting powers and bore
his whole weight upon the chair withous
being able to make it touch the floor.

This experiment was repeated with two
men, and then three tried to hoid the chair
still unfler the touch of the young woman,
but in vain. It was tested in various ways,
but no one was strong enough to resist the
so-called force.  Professors Taylor and Hil-

TORONTO CONFERENCE,

The first session of the Toronto Conference
of the Methodist Church commenced Thurs-
day in Elm street chureh, Torontp. Con-
trary to expectation, Rev. Dr. Rice, first
general superintendent, was enabled to pre-
side at the opening proceedings.

The conference was opened by singing the
739th hymn, commencing, *“‘See how great
a flame aspires, kindled by a spark of
Grace,” aiter which Rev. Dr. Dewart read
Isaian lxvi, and Ephesians ii. Prayer was
offered by Rev. S. J. Hunter and v. E.
Roberts. The conference was then opened
for the transaction of bhusiness.

The president asked for- nominations for
secretary pro lem, and Rev. H. 8. Matthews
was appointed to the postion, Some time
was spent in correcting the lists of delegates
as prepared by the distriet meetings, after
which the roll was called, 186 mimsters and
124 laymen responding to their names. By
the time this duty had been fulfilled the
hoar for adjournment had arrived. ...

DR. SUTHERLAND'S ADDRESS,

Rev. Dr. Rice then introduced the presi-

To provide a sufficient number
of teachers, the committee recommended the
ministers to establish classes for the study of the
lessons by teachers and others. and the Sabbath
lesson to form the subject for the week evening
service. The committee recommended more
frequent preaching on child conversion and re-
ligious instruction in the home, An open meet-
ing once a quarter on the subject of Sun-
day schools was recommended to promote closer
connection between Church and school. The
committee was pleased at the establishment of
the Aja and Extension Fund, and commended it
to the'support of the Church, and regretted that
the Methodist catechism is not as widely used as
its importance demanded. The committee re-
commended that the newspapers and periodi-
cals of the Church should be asked to publish
articles on Sunday school work. Thecommittee
recommended the appointment of Rev. E. Bar-
rass as treasurer for the year.

CHILDREN'S FUND.

The Committee on the Children's Fund sub-
mitted a constitution providing that the fund
should be managed by a committee composed of
the financial secretaries of the districts, a lay
member from each district, elected by the mem-
bers of the May district meeting, and a trea-
surer to be appointed annually by the confer-
ence. May 15th was recommended as the close
of the year, no child born after that date to have
a claim for the current year. They recommend-
ed assessments to be made upon all the circuits
according to their ability to pay, and not per
capita on the membership. They recommended
that the income of the year, including preacher’s
salary, board, and fuel,should be made the basis
of assessment, and a percentage levied thereon
that shall no§ exceed what may be equal to 30
cents per annum on the entire membership of
the conference, provided such percentage shall
be required to give $25 a year to each claimant.

Considerable discussion took place on the
clauses reiating to the basis of assessment.

Rev. J. G. LAIRD moved, in amendment to the
report, ** That the basis be not only the salary,
but the amount raised for the connexional funds
as well.”

Rev. S, J. HUNTER moved. in ameandment to

by his fervent zealn the interests of the Re-
deemer’s kingdom, by the purity of his life,
and by the amiability oi his disposition en-
deared himself to all who knew him, and
whose early death is deeply depiored asa
great loss to the Church and to the missionary
cause of Christ in this diocese, Also the
Rev. Wm, Murphy, who was early in his
ministerial life 1ncapacitated for active
ministepal work by a painful disease, and
who by much patient endurance of sufferin
and meek resignation to the Divine wil
which manifested to the world the sustaining
power of vital Godliness entered into that
eternal rest which remains to the people of
God.” Carried.

CONDOLENCE WITH HER MAJESTY,

Rev. Canon INNES proposed that the rules
of order be suspended while Ven. Archdeacon
Nelles moved, seconded by Rev.* Canon
Innes, the following resolution : —

‘‘That th:s synod, deeply sympathizing
with hermost gracious Majesty Queen Victoria
in the bereavement she has sustained in the
death of her son his Royal Highness Prince
Leopold, Duke oi Albany, respectfully re-
quest his Lordship the Bishop to appoint a
committee to draw up a loyal address expres-
sive of the sentiments of -the synod in this
regard, such to be signed by his Lordship on
behalf of the synod, and forwarded ior
presentation to her Majesty.”

evi& of intemperance, was adopted.

Rev. Dean Boomer, Canon Innes, and Mr.
Dymond were appointed a committee to draft
an address of condolence with her Majesty the
Queen and the Duchess of Albany on the death
of Prince Leopold.

NEW CANON ON DISCIPLINE.,

Mr. CHARLES JENKINS, of Petrolia, introduced
his canon on the discxg}iue of the laity, second-
ed by the Rev. James Chance. The mover ex-
plained his object, which was to as far as pos-
sible keep the important legisiation of the
Church from falling into the hands of persons
who had not lived up to the rules of
the Church; also to elevate the franchise,
and for the purpose of avoiding that yielding of
authorily in such matters so often usurped by
persons whose only qualification was their
ability to pay subscriptions, and whose whole
life was very often a protest against the rules
and rubrics of the Church.

Rev. Mr. CHANCE, seconder of the motion, said
the apostles of our Lord had the power of dis-
ciplining tho early Church. He referred to
some of the laymen who opposed the eanon not
as ** Woe unto ye lawyers,” but *“ Woe unto ye
inconsistent lawyers”—(laughter)—who had as-
sisted in passing a unique and unprecedented
canon for disciplining the clergy, while object-
ing strongly to take a littie of their own medi-
cine.

The vote was taken by orders. The vote of
the clergy wasin favour of the canon by 50 yeas
to 15 nays. The laity voted itdown by 12 yeas
to 28 nays.

The canon was declared lost.

The BisHOP then stated that at a recent meet-
ing of the Standing Commitiee he had asked
that a motion containing a reference to the
action of Rev. Mr. Wright might have the refer-
ence struck out. as it was calculated to irritate
that gentleman’s relations with the synod. He
would now request the synod to also authorize
the rescinding of that portion of the motion re-
ferred to. .

Chancellor CRONYN accordingly, at the
Bishop’8 request, moved that the resolution
finally pass by the Standing Committee, re-
flecting on the conduct of the Rev. J. T. Wright
and subsequently adopted by the synod. having
been rescinied by the Standing Committee the
synod now rescind the same, Carried unani-
mously.

Fourth Day.

LoNDON, June 22,—The Synod of Huron closed
its session last night. Amongst the business
transacted was the leaving of the appointment
of a missioner to the Bishop and to the Standing
Committee. X

The Standing Committee’'s revort was then
taken up. On their recommendation to provide
a suitable sea-house at a cost of $15.000. ana to
provide mecans for thesame, the committee was
authorized to appoint a sub-committee to take
action in the premises. . .

Mr. CRONYN read a motion of the Standing
Committee. to the effect that their Bishop’s sti-
pend be at ieast $4,000 a year, with house rent
and travelling expenses. . Adopted.

Ven. Archdeacon MARSH proposcd to expedite
the business of synod that a committee on
canons be appointed. This had been customary
in the synod ever since its existence up to 1881,
and would be found to. work well. He moved
that a committee be appointed, consxsun}g of
seven meinbers from the clerical and seven fro;
the lay representation, to be a Canoa Commit-
tee. éurned.

Mr. MAGAHY moved a vote of thanks to the
Bishop and Mrs. Baldwin for their hospitable re-
ception of the delegates.

TRE NEW LOAN.

THE new Joan of £5,000,000 sterling at
8% per cent. at £91 2s. 6d. is accepted gen-
erally by business men as a very satisfac-
tory arrangement. It will not of course
suit those whose interests lie in political
criticism, but in grave business affairs they
do not count.

The new loan is part only of the sum
which Sir LEoNaARDp TriLLEY has to raise.
It is in fact only half of what he needs for
purposes explaiped in the last session of
Parliament. The public debt maturing at
b per cent., the Canada Pacific railway

loan, and other public necessities, make
these loans necessary. And they will not
materially add to, if indeed they do not
eventually very greatly decrease, the
public burthens.

The average .interest payable on our
debt in London has gone down from b5.556
ver cent. in 1867 to 4. 37 per cent. in 1883 ;
and the decline from 4.73 in 1878 to 4.37
In 1883 is very marked. 1In 1878 we paid
more interest for less debt than we did in
1883. Thus:

It is obvious that to replace such a loan as
that at five per cent., with a loan at three
and a half per cent., will effect a very con-
siderable saving in the payment of in-
terest on the public debt.

The sum is a loan, for which we have
security. THe company pay 5 per oent. to
the Dominion for it. The Dominion may
perhaps borrow it at 34, and in that case
thege will be a very considerable gain of
interest.

The new loan has been negotiated under
certain disadvantages. The actual de-
pression, however slight, 1n business has
been magmfied by the Opposition, and
this exaggeration has had . its effect
on the market in England. It
is obvious of . course that Canada
is courageously bearing great burthens
in the laudable effort to develop the North-
West and connect the two oceans by rail.
These effort= are expensive, and we cannot
expect all ghe world to think of them as
wedo. Butinavery few years, perhaps
in two years, we hope to see the world re-
cognizing the wisdom of the Canadian Goy-
ernment in undertaking great works and
incurring serious responsibilities for the
sake of accomplishing for Canada the des-
tiny of a great and prosperous country.

LOAN CONSIDERATIONS,

TeE new loan of £5,000,000 sterling
will bring inat £91 2s 6d. about $22,-
181,937. The interest at 3§ per cent. will
reach ahout $852,250, This will effect a
saving of about $400,000 in interest on the
five per cent. loan which the new loan
replaces.

Ii is _pretty clear that if the loan had
been at 4 per cent. it would have been
taken at par, quite an unprecedented thing
in our history. That would have oost us
$947,000 per annum. The same sum of

money at 3% per cent. now costs us only
$862,250. But we get about $2,161,000
less money, it may be said. Now adding
the interest on the difference to the inter-
est on the full sum we still would pay
only $917,880. or about $57,000 less than
the possible par loan at 4 per &ent.; while
we have permanently lowered the rate of
interest payable on our financial transac-
tions in the future.

Let us again indicate the features of the

rincipal loans since Confederstion. The
fo‘n of 1869 was a mixed loan of £3,-
000,000 at 4 and B per cent., the & per
cents to the sum o £1,600,000 being

d. The average rate of ium
“was £0 12s. 11d. It waa issued by Sir
Joux Rose.

The loan of 1873 was raised by Sir
Lzoxarp Tiiey. The amount was
£1,800,000, at 4 per cent, (guaranteed),
and it was taken at an average premium of

£4,000,000 sterling at 4 cent. The
subscriptton was fixed at 90 (a great mis-
take), and the loan was “taken at an
average di. t of £9 19s. 3d.

The loan of 1875 was also taken by Sir
RicrarDp CarTwrieHT. It was for £3,500,-
000(at 4 per cent. ), £1,5600,0006f which was
guaranteed by the British Government. On
this there was, notwithstanding the guar-
antee, at 4 per cent., a discount of 18s. 4d.
per cent., besides £21,684 for expenses.

The loan of 1876 was also taken by BSir
Ricuarp CarrwriGHT. It was for £2,-
500,000, at 4 per cent, The price was
Jized at 91 (another mistake) and the ave-
rage rate of discount was 9 per cent. be-
sides £41,957 for expenses and £15,165 for
discount. It has been made very clear in
many discussions that this loan really
brought only 87%, and Sir RicEARD has
given up defending it.

The loan of 1878 was taken by Sir
Leoxakp Trurey. 'It was for £3,000,000,
at 4 per cent., one-half guaranteed.  The
price was' fixed at not less than £96 10s.,
and the loan was taken at £96 12s. 6d.,
ora discount of oply $3 7s. 6d., in spite
of all the previous bad loans and the de-
nunciations of Grit organs,

The loan of 1879 was again Sir LEoNARD
Tmiey's. It was for £3,000,000 sterling
at 4 per cent. Sir LeoNarp boldly stated®
that no tender would bhe accepted at less
than 95. And the loan was taken at an
average discount of £4 18s. 13d.

The business men of Canada are, of
course, all taking their own views of the
affair. We have yet to hear the very fivst
intellizent objection to the new loan,
either on its own merits or as compared
with previous loans.

THOSE DEMONSTRATIONS.

‘We are told that at the Bowmanville
‘“demonstration” “not a single element
“of success was wanting.” The same
thing was said of all the Grit campaign
meetings prior to the last general election.
There is an old saying that ‘‘the most
‘“successful thing is success.” If this be
80, the chief element of success is want-
ing in these Grit meetings. They are not
successful in accomplishing anyghing. It
may be very satisfactory, of course, to see
a large crowd present, ‘‘ very many of
‘“ whom voted for the Conservative candi-

‘¢ date at the last election,” but it would
be more assuring.to the party-pushers if
they could feel that even a small propor-
tion of that ‘‘ very many” would not do
the very same thing at the next election.

The *‘ numbers, intelligence, and re-
‘‘ spectability” of the andienee 1s vouched
for in the presence of the'same *‘ very
‘* many,” while the ‘* earnestness ”’ cannot
be questioned. Wherever Mr. Brake
speaks on political matters there is sure to
be *‘ earnestness,” if the audience is at all
desirous of carrying away any intelligent
idea of the political situation. We were
told that at Newmarket this element of
success was due to the efforts which the
audience was obliged to make to under-
stand what the honourable gentleman was
driving at. The same feeling must have
pervaded the assemblage at Bowmanville.
The ‘ enthusiasm” is easily accounted for,
if the ‘‘ laughter,” which Mr. PArDxE's re-
marks seem to have created, be taken
into consideration.

We are told, moreover, that if these
recent meetings indicate the state of public
opinion, Mr. BLAkE will at no distant day
become several things—the Honoured.
Trusted, and Faithful Exponent of the
views of the people of Canada, the Guar-
dian of their Rights, their Guide, their
Chief, their Premier. This is very pretty
and quite soul-stirring, but wecan imagine
the subject of it shaking his head in pity
and saying, in the words of Mr. PEox-
SNIFF .

“ My fellow-men, you &re mich-mistaken

My wormy relatives, 7od aré much decgived
The stars are perfestiy @itented. (I auppose
80) in their several spheres. Why are not
you? Oh ! do not strive and struggle to em-
rich yourselves, or to get the better of each
other, my deluded friends, but look up there,
with me !”
In speaking, however, of the above situa-
tions which the party seeks to obtain for
Mr. Brake the little word ** if” is used in
such a manner as to make it a most im-
portant one. If so-and-so is so-and-so,
Mr. BLAkE will secure the engagement. It
may not be amiss to suggest to the organ
that it should wind up its article on the
next ‘‘ demonstration” in the following
style : ** If Mr. BLAKE manages to defeat
“ Sir JouN at the next election, he (Mr.
‘ BLoke) will be the H. T. and F. Expo-
‘‘ nent, &c., the Guide, Chief, Premier,
“ &c., if he can also succeed in suppres-
‘¢ sing Sir R1cHARD.”

The people of Canada are also informed
that ‘‘ they umderstand the situation
*¢ thoroughiy.” There is not the slightest
doubt of it. But there is room for apore-
hension that if these weekly *‘ demonstra-
‘ tions " continue the Grit portion of the
veople wili be speedily driven into a state
of mind bordering on distraction. The
exercise of so much *‘ earnestness and
‘‘ enthusiasm ” with so little to work on
must be injurious and even maddening.
It is well that Mr. BLAKE and Sir Ricrarp
have been kept off the same platform since
the Toronto meeting. There are certain
gases which explode with violence when
brought together.

MR. BLAKE AND LORD LANS-
DOWNE.
In the (3rit organ’s report of Mr. BLAXE'S
Bowmanville speech there occurred the
following paragraph :

‘‘ The speaker quoted from a recent speech

made by Lord Lansdowne, in which his Ex-
cellency dwelt on the magnitude of the task
entered upon by the framers of Confederatjon,
and the difficulties before the Capadian peo-
ple, amoug others vast extent of territory and
differences of interest, race, and creed,
Under such circumstances, said Mr. Blake,
there must be a wide measure of local con-
trol over local affairs ; and the keystone of
the situation was the question of disallowance.
1f the Local Legislatures had the right to legis-
late upon local matters without the im-
pertinent interference of the Ottawa authori-
ties, they were able to judge what was fair
and reasonable without the aid of thirteen little
gods sitting in the Privy Council Chamber, If
the principle of Dominion interference was to
be admitted there was no seourity for pro-
vincial rights.”
He pointed out at the time that Mr. BLAoxg
was obviously misinterpreting the Gov-
ernor-General. Noapulogy or explanation
has come from Mr. BLAKE or his organs
for a report which *seems to make Lord
LANsDOWNE responsible for deductions in-
sulting to his Ministers, .

In order that the public may see what
Lord LaxspowNE really said, we will give
the language he used at Montreal. It is
as follows :

** Will the deromimating sentiment here-
after be national or local, or Canadian or
Provincial ? That is the question which will
have to be answered by the thriity farmers .of
this province, by the dwellers in the rich

If anyone can find in that extract any
language justifying Mr. BrLake's deduc-
tions, we shall be glad to have the words
pointed out. In the meantime we ven-
ture to point out that Mi. Brake owes
Lord Laxspow~e an apology for a misin-
terpretation ; or else the Globe owes Mr.
BLAKE an apology for a bad report.

KEEPING IT UP.

TaEe Grit organ would not be happy un-
less it could find a fresh opportunity for
criticism every day. There was once a
western town so wicked and dishonest that
they altered the form of the Lord’s prayer
into **Give us this day our daily
‘¢ stranger.” In the Globe office the for-
mula appears to be “ Give us this day our
¢ daily crammer.” !

In the last 1ssue, in defaultof any better
criticism on the loan, the organ said :—

“The Canadian Finance Minister, for
some reason which may yet be explaned,
chose to give the Bnglish public very little
time to discover the advantages of the loap
he put on’the market. On Monday we re-
ceived London papers to June 12th.. The
most diligens search did not enable us to find
in any of them an advertisement of the Can-.
adian loan or any allusion to it. The firss
special cable telegmam to the Globe stating
that the loan had been placed on the market
was sent on June 16th. | What can be the
reason of giving such short notice to the pub-
lic in & mattey of such importance? It
certainly cannot be that the Minister was
afraid of receiving too many bids, or of ob-
taining too high a price. And yet at this
distance it does look asif more bids and a
better price might have been obtained had
the notice been even a little longer.”

We give it in full in order that the reply-

may be appreciated the better. Let us
look at the dates of the opéning and closing
of the various loans since 1869 :—

It would be a very siily thing
to throw a loan of ' £5,000,000 on the
market, and submit it o the operations of
the . bulls :-and - beéars|"and piratical. per-
sonages ofsthe Stock Exchange, for two or
three weeks. The organ must really find

,some better argument against the loan

than it has advanced on this occasion.

A COMPLIMENT TO SIR LEONARD.

WHILE the partisans of the Mowar
Government are pretending to be tremen-
dously outraged because Sir LEoNARD
Trrey did not float a three per cent. loan,
the Mowar Government itself is strug-
giing to float on behaif of Ontario a four
per cent. loan.. This is one of the curiosi-
ties of Reform. Surely if the Dominion,
considering its alleged hideous financial
condition, can get money easily at 34 per
cent., Ontario with its boasted, though it
must be admitted, fictitious, surplus
should be able to borrow at the same or a
lower rate. But the Mowar faction ap-
parently has not sach faith in Ontario
under Grit rule as it has in the Dominion
under Conservative mule. It therefore
thinks that Ontario, cohsidering the state
of its finances, cannot borrow under four
per cent., while the Domihion, considering
its finances and prospeocts,' should be able
to borrow at three per cemnt. This is a
well-deserved compliment to the Finance
Minister. - It is a confession that despite
their assertions to the contrary.the Reform
leaders know in their hearts that Canada’s
financial condition is good, and that the
condition of Ontario under Reform ex-
travagance and waste is not so good by
twenty-five per cent.

SPECIMENS OF GRIT CRITICISM.

AmoNG the curiosities of criticism to
which the loan has been subject, let us cite
some that have appeared in the Toronto
organ. They will amusé the reader who
cares enough about the subject to follow
us in our exposivion :

**The Finance Minister was heavily handi.

capped by the outrageons misconduct and
flagrant folly of the ‘Government during the
past two or three years.”

‘“‘ corruption” and extravagance which
have been invented for political purposes.
Nevertheless he has made a loan which, to
the mipd of every man of business, is the
best yet taken, for Canada, on the London
market,

The organ also says :

** The people of England regard a people
who, sitnated as we are, adopt a high taxa-
tion policy as devoid of common sense.”

Is this a declaration that, if the organ's
party comes into power, they will make
our fiscal policy just what the English
people may choose to have it—and wiil of
course change it whenever the English
people change their minda? 1f this is the
Grit policy of the future we shouldlike to
know it. As for the English people at
fmunt, we doubt the genuineness of their
ondness for free trade. It has not been

Possibly it may. If the financiers of Eng-
land ' thought ‘that the Government was
guilty of * mad extravagance,” of course
they would hesitate about the loan, The
organ and Sir Ricrarp CarrwricHT did

eir best to give the London wmoney-
changers & fairly vivid idea of the * mad
** extravagance.” But the attempt was
only a partial success. It left us with a
good loan,which but for the Opposition here
might Havé been a point or two better.
The speeches .of Sir RicEHARD and the
articles in the'Opposition press have éost
the country say about £100,000 sterling.
It is a high price to pay for so much bad
English. :

inally we are told :

‘' Bat, notwithstanding all this, the Finance

Minister mignt have obtained all the money
he wanted on better terms if he had shown
sufficient courage, skill, and energy, and had
put the loan on the market properiy.”
Of course ! “Otherwise there would be no
Opposition criticism. If Sir LeoNArD had
fixed the price at -say 90, and had dropped
his sinking fund, and had made the affair
a three per ‘cent. loan just to oblige the
Globe and Sir RicHARD, then no doubt all
the ‘“ mad exiravagance” would have been
forgetten ; them no doubt our National
Policy would haye been forgiven ; then no
doubt ‘‘the:Grand Trunk” would have
been nowhete ;'then the Globe's articles
would have been flattering ; but perhaps
the loan might not have been taken at all.
As it is the”loan is a success, and our
chances of putting the balance on the
market on good terms are so reasonably
good that the organ is doing 1its best to
destroy them for fear of another success.

THE TEACHERS TO SUFFER.

THe Ontario Government gives semi-
offigial notice that the system of superan-
nuating school teachers in their old age is
to be discontinued. It says the province
has to contribute $40,000 annually to the
Superannuation Fund, and that the sum
is far too large. Besides, it argues, an
annual payment to worn-out teachers
savoyrs 80 much of pauperism that it 1s a
wonder the beneficiaries are not ashamed
to accept 1t.

While the teachers who, on small
salaries, have grown grey in the ser-
vice of education are to be inhumanly
thrown upon their own slender re-
sources the moment their powers begin
to fail, the party hacks, it is safe to say,
will st1ll be well looked after. No ques-
tion of economy, no delicate insinuation
that it looks so much like pauperism, will
ever lead to the €mancipation of the Trea-
sury from the cluiches of some partisans
whose names it would be easy to mention.
These persons acknowledge the public
money handed over to them by personally
working in the cause of Reform. or by
making handsome contributions to Grit,
election funds, The people’s morey that
goes to them is thus not altogether lost
to the party. But with the aged teachers
the case is different.’ Their pittance is so
small that they cannot afford to hand over
even a amail portion of it to the grasping
party managers, and they have no energies
to consecrate to Gritaolitics, partly because
they are advanced in years, but chiefly be-
cause they are conscjentious and patriotic.

It thus happers that the $40,000 spent
on superanduatingbtmachers, fails to bene-
it the Grik y ,«#»,m: ~extent of five
cents, For this reaspn the superannuation
grant does not pledse 'the Reform leaders,
and has therefore to be dropped.

M. DE MAUPAS ON THE COUP
D'ETAT.

The name of M. de Maupas is not one
which the average reader of English history
of modern times is- inclined to reeeive with
respect. He is looked on as one of the
““tools” of Napoleonin the Coup d’Etat of
1851, And the Coup d’Etat of 1851 has, in
popular literature and in public estimation,
taken rank asone of the greatest crimes of
this century. We have before us a book in
which the memory of that event is vividly re-
vived. It is *‘The Story of the Coup
d’Etat,” by M. de Maupas (New York, D.
Appieton & Co.; Toronto, Williamson & Co. ),
and it may be worth space to give it a more
extensive review than 1s customary in the
daily papers.

As we have said, the Coup d’Etat has become
established as a crime. he whole Napo-
leanic legend, which was 8o sadly terminated
on that far African field of needless slaughter,
has been deprived of much of its romance.
The name of the elder Napoleon has not sur-
vived the terrific fire to which his private as
well as his public character has been subject-
ed by criticsa ranging irom M. Lanirey to
Madame de Remusat. The name of Napoleon
the Third has had even a fiercer fire to sus-
tain. He was ridiculous till he became ter-
rible. And when the first sensation of his
great triumph was over, his enemies for
twenty years did their best to make him ridi-
culous again,

He had literature against him ; poetry was
his enemy ; art tarned from him ; wit was
his organized opponent ; society was shy of
him ; but he was Emvperor of France and
ajly of sovereigns ; and he gave France the
only period of restful prosperity she has
known in ourtime. And in the end all the
evil forces of his fortunes came together in
one startling storm on his head, shatteridg
his Empire, shearing bhim of his crown, de-
priving him of liberty, tearing away his
fame, and giving him up to death in exile,
How to. judge of such & man is
very difficult. He is represented as a
feeble man, but tvhat must npecessariiy
be . rubbish. He is. represented as a
vigious man, but. that ran in his blood, and
has never been much ‘of a drawback to the
power or authority of rulers, He is branded
as & conspirator, perjurer, and murderer ; but
humanity shrinks from accepting that esti-
mate,

The story of the Cowp d'Etat, as told by
M, de Maupas, 1s of ocourse the story for the
defenge. It is an aceeptdble story, for de-
fencé has long been needed, It was obvious
that political passion, peraonal hatred, indis-
‘criminate liberalism, the ardour of young
enthusinsts for liberty, and the hijstoric
batred of Europe for the Napolsonioc name,
bave had much to jdo with the
clond of calumny and? the atmosphere
of - libel which = have jsurrounded the
name . of the [Emperor. No serious
attempt was ever made to defend the Em-
peror or write the history of his reign, Mr,
Blanchard Jerrold did, we' believe, accept a
commission from the Empress to write a Lifa
of the Emperor, bus we

The method of
Nepoleon's Minister of the Interior in the
Coup d'Etat, is, up to a certain point, one in
which we join, He attacks at the outset the
revolutionary forces which ‘‘sapped and
overthrew the old monarchic fabric whence
had issued centuries of grandeur and pros-
perity to France.”

The revolution which quite destroyed Louis
XVL, and shook the foundations of every
throne in Earope, was prosent in the. forces
which assailed Charles the Tenth, and he
had to shootthem down in the streets, though
in vain, They were present in tne tumults
which the Guizot Ministry tried to
repress by judicious shooting in 1848, but
they overturned Louis Philippe. And when
Napoleon first entered npon his career
the Revolutionary party, with its tra.
ditionai characteristics, was in full force. M.
de Maupas’ felicitons description réads like a
good description of the Liberal party every-
where—with " a little alterasion it will ad-
mirably suit the Grit party of Ontario :—

*1 ““The country was flooded with agents who
spread fear everywhere, and the majority of
whom preached the most subversive doc-

trines, Some - deputies of the Left of
the last Chamber and some honest
Republicans. had  sccepted this mis-
sion. Fortunate indeed were those

Departments where their saving action was
exercised. But they were only the feeble
exceptions, - The majority of those imvto-
vised delegates hailed from some doubtful
haunts. Some were the dead-sea fruit of the
bar, or of journalism.; others the pillars of
third-rate cafés and beer shops, street orators,
or former political offenders. Such men gave
but a sorry idea of the power that had
accredited them. The Provisional Govern-
ment naturally wanted to inaugurate the
Republic with ** the Republicans de laVielle,”
to use an expression of the gime._. Those who
had been in the struggle meant to have a
rt of the spoil, They had to be tolerated.
ose men, with sinister faces and vulgar
habits, who could only threaten and be
violent, treated sheir departments like con-
quered countries, Where would the Govern.
ment stop with such auxiliaries? Such ,was
the question which eweryone asked ‘of himself
from one end of France to the other.”
It was with those men and with such faroes

that Napoleon had to struggle, " How he did
it we shall see in other issues.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The Winnipeg Free Press characterizes our
contemporary’s comments on the Picton exe-
cutions as ‘‘flapdoodle” which will not aid
the administration of justice.

If the utagn.;ion prevni-ix;ng in England ex-
isted here the free-traders would rise to
anmounce that it was all on account of the
tarifi. Butas there is no protective tarif n
England the trouble is, to them, inexphcable ;
so they skilfully evade the question.

Cleveland is now said to be the favourite
for the Democratic momination; but the
American statesman -who says that in his
private opinion he does not know who will
be nominated is nearer the truth than a large
majority of the guessers.

Mr., Blake appears to be determined to re-
peat his disastrous tour of two years ago. The
result of it was the loss of every constituency
in which he spoke, He is, however, wise by
experience ; he has not brought a Globe re-
porter with him this time,

Mr. Blake has made a third public speech
without making any reference to Anuexation,
Independence, Conglomeration, or Recipro-
city. We incline to believe that there is no
such person as Mr. Blake, and thatitis
Mr. Casey, of Elgin, that is going about
taking his name in vain.

In his speech at Knowlton Mr. Laurier
said that ‘‘all men, whether French or Eng-
lish, had the same privileges,” Surely he
could not have meant this. There are hun-
dreds of thousandsof people in: Canads who

OtTAWA, June 22,—I notice that at Knowl.

Out of the Government supporters
there were only six and two-fifths per cent,
whose majorities did not exceed fifty, while
out of the Opposition no less than sixteen
jer cent. were returned by majorities not ex-
ceeding fifty, -This is for the whole Do-
minion.

Taking the Province of Ontario by itsel
there were returned 54 Government suppor-
ters (not 1ncluding Bothwell) and 37 Liberals.
Of the Government supporters only 13, or 24
per cent., were returned by majorities under
100, while of the ILaberals 15, or forty and
one-half per cent., were returned by majori-
ties under 100.

ON THE GOVERNMENT SIDE

there were only four, or seven and two-fifthy
per cent., who had not.more than fifty
majority, while of the Liberals not iess than
eight, or twenty-one and three-fiftos per
cent. were returned by majorities under fifty,
A distribution of a couple of hundred votes,
accordinz to Mr. Biake's ideas as pro-
pounded at Knowlton, would have reduced
the Liberal contingent of representatives irom
Ontario to twenty-nine out of ninety-two,
Mr. Blake seems to have forgotten the pro-
verb that it isa poor rule that won't work
both ways.

vou an idea of the weapons which are at
present being used, and not without effect,
to deter people from emigrating to Canada.
We are certainly going to have a very bad
year, notwithstanding that everythinz pos-
sible has been done in the way of advertising
and distributing printed matter.

1t is very disheartening when the Canadian
press turns round and practically destroys all
the labour we have hu({ besides permanently
damaging the best interests of the Dominion.

In the whole of my experience, extending
over thirty years, I have never yet seen in
the New Zealand, Australia, or United States
press, anything at all approaching the viru-
lence which has been from time to time
exhibited against emigration by the press of
Canada, and ivis very difficuit, on this side,
to explain to the representatives of the press,
public men, and 1ntending emigrants the real
motive which actuates such onslaughts,

Of course every country occasionally passes
through a period of depression, and the de-
pression which at present exists in the Do-
miuion is not the first we have seen.

However, past experience has proved to us
the advisability of always keeping Canada
before the public, and you need not fear that
our efforts will be slackened on account of
these bad reports from your side: on the
contrary, we shail do everything that it is
possibie for us to do in order to keep the
current running to Canada, in preference to
the United States,

PROPOSITION TO- ESTABLISH AN ANNUAL DOMIN-
ION EVENT IN CANADA.

HaLiFAX, June 19.—The Chronicle of to-day
contains the foliowing :—* An Ottawa telegram
of a few days ago announcea a proposition made
in sporting circles for the establishment of an
annpal event in Canada similar to that known
in Kngiand as the Derby. The idea is a mew
one, but the suggestion shou!d in all respects be
one easy to carry out. particularly in Halifax,
which is reputed everywhere as tbe most Kpy-
lish city on the continent. where the military,
forming a good portion of its leading gitizens,
renders the city predominant in Canada fu its
number of admirers and enthusiasm displayed
in horse racing, and ought to be the foundation
of the event, which would be feasible with their
perfact knowledge of the practices and govern-
ment of the race-course in England. The lat-
ter's representatives here would no doubt find
much iess trouble than sportsmen of any other
Canadian citiv{in bringing the idea toan issue
and making Halifax the scene of a Derby that in
time might become of such importance and in-
terest in Canada as_the English Derby possesses
in England. Already containing many fine-bred
and fast racers, a large number in addition would
be attracted to the city on such an annual occa-
cion from other portions of the Dominion, and
each succeeding year should witness a greater
assemblage and greater success.

THE MATCH ON THE ROSEDALE GROUNDS ON
BATURDAY—A PECULIAR GAME,

The fact that the Torontos are pitted against
the Shamrock’s next Saturday for the champion-
ship had the effect of dctracting considerably
from the interest in their bout with the Caugh-
nawaga team. Besides this the heat of the sun,
which was almost uncomfortable at times dur-
ing the afternoon, assisted in causing a rather
slim attendance on the grand stand compared
with that on former events this season. About
eight hundred spectators were present, The
ladies appeared in the msgority, 80 much 8o in
fact, that looked at from a distance the benches
seemed a sea of airy white and blue costumes
and fluttering fans, with here and there stragg-
ling patches of black, The Indian team ap-
peared on the grounds about a quarter past
three wearing their regular tawny shirts and
black trunks.

HEAVES IN HORSES.

MARKHAM.—Would you -kindly inform me
through THE MAIL & remedy for heaves, as I
have a valuable mare lately taken with the
disease ?

Heaves is incurable, but the disease may
be palliated by careful feeding, Give no corn
or hay of any kind, but feed on oats, clean
wheat or oat stfaw, and occasionaily at
night half-drachm doses of powdered digi-
talis leaves. Clover hay is especially aggra-
vating to horses suffering from this disease.
Doses of potassium of iron and arsenic wili
also give relief, but should only be adminis-
tered under the direction of a veterinarian.
Some time ago the Country Gentleman recom-
mended the foliowing remedies :—Put one
pound of quicklime in a pail of water, and
when the lime is slacked takea pint of the
lime water, and add to it two gailons of
water intended for the animal to drink, Put
balf a pound of flaxseed ip a stable pail at
pight, and add a gallon of boiling water,
Next day give a third with Lmeal, or
pour off the liquor and mix the z
‘and. giving thasea as gei

LIVE STOCK.

A correspondent of the Western Rural gives
the following advice to those who have cattle
infested with lice :—** Go to the drug store
and get a pound of quassia and boil it up and
wash the animals with it once or twice and
yot\will not be troubled with them agan.”

One of the beauties of sheep husbandry is
that a sheep can be kiiled at any time and
the carcass used or disposed of, It is very
easy to dispose of what is not needed. This
cannot be dome with cattle. Where sheep
are kept, therefore, fresh meat is practically
at hand any time. o

Woodward, of Lockport, N.Y., says
that he has grown early lambs for market for
years, but never succeeded in making any
money from them until he began growidg a
supply of rogts-for feeding the ewes so as to
make a free flow of milk.- He preférs mangel

Summer Care of Cattle,

Daring the winter months cattle keptunder

protecting roofs are brought more closely
under the eyes of their attendants than
throughout the grass season, especially where
the range of pasturaga is extensive; and if
those attendants and fheir eyes are worth
anything, the slightest symptom of illness,
or of any other event, casual or periodical,
ncodoi:? special attentiod will be instantly
noticed. It is not necessari Yy 80 in summer,
Wwhen the cattle mostly attend to their own
wants as regards food and water, and, ex-
coptini the cows when band-milked, those
which live out of doors are not brought under
tbe notice of anyone, for hours or even ddys
at a streten, unless special provision is made
for the frequent and systematic inspestion of
the whale herd,

Where the cattle are of any considerable
'value, and a single loss falls heavily upon the
‘owner, it is all the more important that the

intervals between the rounds of inspection
should not be too long. A great deal.of dam-
age may be doge in a short time, particularly
where the various ages are not separated, aund
in-calf ‘eows and -heifers herd together with
those which are not in a breeding atate, If
the bull runs out with the mixed herd of
cows and heifers less harm is likely to be
done to those which are heavily pregnant by
attentiop to others at certain perjods than if
the cows and heifers, breeding and pot breed-
ing, are left to themselves. In that case the
excitement and exertion they undergo often
cause premature calving, zbortion in the
early.stages, or at later stages cali-casting.

THE FARM.

The earth should not be drawn towards
bean plants in hoeing, nor shou'd any cuitiva-
tion be attempted while the leaves are wet
with due or rain. If dirt touches the leaves
it will rust or rot them. No hoeing should
be done aiter the beans have blossomed.,

A light seeding of buckwheat, notmore than
one-half bushel per acre, is ample where a
grain crop is desired. The plants, when
standing thinly, spread more widely, 80 as to
cover the ground and produce more seed than
a greater number of plants standing so thickly
as to crowd each other,

Beans are one of the crovs for which it
would be thought that salt was not needed.
Bus an old farmer informs us that a little
sfrinkled on the rows of beans just as the
plants are coming up makes them more
vigorous aud greatly increases the profusion
of pods. The salt probably acts on the soil,
releasing plant food that would otherwise re-
main inert,

Every weed that secures growth on a field
deprives the soil of so much fertility and robs
the crop to that degree. The labour of eradi-
cation is also greater, the stronger the weeds,
suditisa welfrknown fact that the majoriiy

Jnabit, duing

Two stalks in a potato hill will give more
merchautable potatoes than a greater num-
ber. Often the two stalks can be got from a
single strong eye, especially if planted rather
deeply. But it is sater to plant more eyes
and then pull out the excess of stalks, select-
ing of eourse vhose least vigorous. Too many
stalks in a hill of potatoes are as unprofitable
as too many in a hill of corn.—A4dmerican Cui-
tivator,

Recently a farmer who had ploughed up a
fence row relaid the fence after seeding with
timothy and clover. It was a rail fence, laid
worm fashion, and under the rails where the
heat of the sun wasshaded,the grass was vig-
orous aud at least three times as large and
think as it was where no shade was had.
This burning ur of the plants by heat, perhaps,
explains some failures im growing grass seed
without caution.

A great deal is said about pulverizing the
clods which turn up io the most heavy land
after ploughing. Prevention is the best cure.
If the fleld is well drajned and not ploughed
when wet there will be no clods. It wil,
however, take two or three seasons to thor-
oughly fine the soil that has been injured by
previous mismanagement.  Fall “ploughing,
turning vhe land " in ridges and leaving iv as
rough as possible so as to expose the moist
surface to the frost, will do the work; but
unless there are under-drans to carry off the
water the ploughing will do as much harm as
good.

Summer Fallows,

The increase of weeds, which rob the soil
and injure the erop, is reviving in some
places what had “become the neariy obselete
practice of sumwer fallowing for winter
wheat. Itis, however, a wasteiul method,
for it requires the fertility developed by two
years of thorough cultivation to make one
crop. It is, however, less wasteful than
growing weeds, and if the Jand 18 well seeded
when cfeared it is permissible in some cases-
The best farmers will, however, prefer to
clean their land whilein hoed crops, which
will utilize some of the fertility tEu would
otherwise be wasted.

ORCHARD AND GARDEN.

Market gardenets find the growing of small

cucumbers for pickles one of their most profit-
able crops. * In most farm neighbourboods a
patch of cucumbers for pickies wiil find a
market among farmers at better prices than
the market gardeners obtain at wholesale for
their crop. :

Farmers who are near a good market can

make money from their cherry trees every
year. There 18 an intreasing demand from
canning factories. It is quite comwbn in
some fruit-growing sections fof women and
children to pick cherries on halves with the
owners of the trées, and eaeh party will make
a good profit from the transaction.

The best way, #iys a correspondent, to ap-

ly salt to path¥ to destroy weeds is as fol-
ows :—Boil the salt in water, one pound to
one gallon, and apply the mixture boiling hot
with a watering-pov that has a spreading
nose ; this will keep weeds and worms away
for two or three years. Put one pound to
the square yard the first year ; afterward a
weaker solution may be applied when re.
quired. f

No animals should be kept in a young
orchard less they might injure the trees. In
a well-establisbhed orchard that ds seeded to
grass or slover sheep would be the best stock
to keep ; they would return to the,soil nearly
all they took from the ground ; they will
consume the fallen fruit and the sprouts from
the roots if there are any, but these rarely
appear in an orchard that bas not been plough-
ed, and they will do no barm to the trees or
disturb the soil., Pigs are for yomueuogn

doors. The lice come from eggs laid by the
small winged flies which appear in the first
warm days in the spring in thick clonds.
The eggs are laid on 'the buds on the tips of
the branches, and the flies disappear aiter
twoor three days. If every terminal bud of
the tree could be dipped in or washed with
strong tobacco wafer, this would bes remedy,
but to do shis is clearly impracticable, The
lice are'so abundant 1s some localities as to

entirely prevent the growth of cherries and
plums. g

To Destroy. Weeds én Paths,

Weeds growing upon footpaths are easily
destroyed %ry theqibel;':l use of salt scattered
over them. The salt should be scattered
over the weeds when they are wet with dew,
and as much as will quite whiten the ground
should be wused. It is bhetter to use
too much than too’ little, as in the
one case no harm is dome and the
plants are totally destrcyed, while with
sn insufficient quantity the weeds are ouly
checked and soon recover and both salt and
labourare expended worthlessly. By using
salt to keep down the weeds a very good
walk may be made of common earth or loam
mixed with sand, A gravel walk appears
very bright and clean after a dressing of salt.
If the soil is clayey the walk should be well
rounded, and then sanded and rolled, No
walk shouid be made flat so as toretain water;
if so made it is never dry,

As my.experience. in making butter with
-different breeds of cattle runs back for nearly
balf a century, it may be excusable here to
give some of my own results. My present
herd consists about entirely of full-bred or
grade Jerseys and Guernseys, and with them
the unifor;y result oi consecutive years is
about as follows :—One cow in the course of
a year consumes 30 bushels of corn at 50s,,
$15; 400 pounds of cottonsead meal at lie.,
$6 ; 1ton of hay at $10. and summer pasture
5 months, $15; making a total of $46. The
average product for the year has been 200
pounds per cow, which at 23 gents per pound
would amount to $46, The whole herd thus
considered embraces a number of . young
heifers, with which some of the feed goes to
build up the animals. With only cows in
their prime, the yearly produet wounld be
greater. But, on the other hand,no account is

Cost of Producing Butter,

A correspondeant of the Country Gentleman,
a practical dairyman, gives the iollowing on
this subject :—

The Live Stock Indicator says, a farmer
who bought & cow which neither he nor his
men could milk found he could make her
profitable to suckle calves, which were very
higa-priced that season. Her own caif sold
for $15. Then another was left for her' to
rear, and brought $12. During the season
the farmer sold $65 worth of calves reared
on_ the kicking cow, fed her a few dollars’
worth of meal and turped her off for beef the
following winter. This plan is well adapted for
a large dairy where a number of cows calve
in succession.

The most useful man on a dairy farm is a
good milker, says the Dairyman, one who
not only likes cows but whom the cows like
in return, and if you ever get hold ot such a
man do not let go of him so long as he can
with reason be retamned, Probably women
make the best milkers, but they are not
strong enough to periorm this work profit-
ably in a dairy, We have always found the
livtle men from Switzerland the best milkers,
so far as nationality is a guide. Americans,
as a rule, are not patiens enough, while some
nationalities are patient to the border of
laziness. :

The Shorthorn.

This has long been a popular breed, and
there may be said to be a stroug public pre-
judice in its favour. Its undisputed and
perhaps unequalled beef qualities have been
1fs strongest recommend. It was, however,
originally a milch breed, and some families of
the breed are still hard to excel for the dairy.
But it is quite difficult to seiect and maintain
a milking strain, so long bave the shorthorns
been bred for ‘' beei and beauty,” and so
effectually have the milch qualities thus been
bred out of them., In some of the best beef
families the cows do not give milk enough to
support their calves. Yetmaay dairymen cling
to tnis breed and keep unprofitable dairies be-
canse they can get a good price for the old
carcass as beef when the cow is no longer
tolerable in the dairy berd. This 1s shiort-
sighteduess, and holding beef for market too
long and at too great a cost, The profit
should be in the dairy products, where a
dairy herd is kept, and beef should be aito-
gether & subordinate consideration. The
Shorthorn is usually red or roan, and occa-
sionally red and white, though we always
suspéct other blood —Ayrahire, for instance—
in the spotted animals. As a rule, we do
not consider the Shorthorns as resily profit-
able dairy cows, though there are many ex-
ceptione where a milking strain is cultivated.
But there is no disputing their value for beef.

Save the Chicks.

Fully one-half the chicks are sacrificed to
the carclessness or ignorance of tbeir owners.
Well may they say, with the reported epi-
taph : ““If so soon I'm done for, what was I
begun for ?” for surely it is a great waste to
have the little things hatched, and then per-
mit them to be lost for want of care. Some
are killed with kindness, overfed, and fussed
t0 death.. At this season they are better
without the hen as soon as they are four
weeks old. Having a warm, dry coop they
will nestle there alone, and be free from the
filth and overcrowding of -the hen. They
should be fed three times a day; and
supplied with fresh clean water morning,
noon, and evening, and coarse corameal, not
the cracked meal, but the ground meal,
scalded with sufficient water to awell it, but
not to make it mushy, is the best food.
Wheat screenings for a change and a feed of
crushed or pounded fresh bone will be found
bea.ltl% and satisfying, Then arunina
grasay Of weedy field, where they can find in-
sects and some green food, will keep them in
health and growing.® At eight weeks old
they are large enough for broilers, and just
now sell for 40 to 50 cents a pound, er 75 to
80 cents each.

FRENCH DIVORCE BILL.

Some Amendments to the Bill in the Sen-
te,

Paris, June 20.—The Senage has ndo?‘t’ed
an amendment to the bill re-establishing
divorce, permitting the wife to demand a
divorce on the Eroof of adultery by the hus-
band, even if the act is not committed uander
the conjugal roof. It rejected the amend-
ment demanding that cruelty only shall con-
stitute a case for separation, not for divorce.

The provisions of the new French Divorce
bill, if it passes the Senate as it lefy the
Chbamber, will constitute a great departure
irom-the priaciple of inditsolubilisy, To be-
gin with, it sanctioas divorce when either
party to the marriage contract is guilty of
infidelity. In the French Chamber the pringi-
ple oi treating the sexes on & iooting of
equality in this matter was warmly defended
by the majority, and carried oa a division by
a majority of 224 to 147, The bill ailows
either hasband or wifc to obtain a divorce ifor
cause of (1) adultery, (2)cruelty, (3) serious
insults, (4) a sentence of. imprisonment for
dishonesty or offences against public morals,
(5) amy ignominious punishment (pemne in-
fapante) other than banishment or degrada-
tion for political offences, (6) absence for a
term of years. It also provided for divorces
by mutual consent; but this provision was
surrounded by many restrictions,

THE DECLARATION,

Any couple finding their ~married life
unsupportable, but not wishing to acouse
£ach other of an{ of the offences nullifying
marriage, can make a declaration that th
are no longer able to live together. This
formal declaration must be supported by tne
acquiescence of three of the nearest relatives
of both husband and wife, and repeated tour
times in the course of a year, The possessions
of the howh:ld I:i'l. nln:!d. ‘;:d one-half is
settled upon the children marriage, to
“become tg:in on attaining their majority.
One of the  parents must contract to under.
take entire responmbility for bringing up the
children. = After all this is done the court
will be empowered to pronounce a dearee-of
divorce, but the divorced persons will not be
aliowed to marry again before the lapse of
three years. In the case of divorce for.adul-
tery, cruelty, crime, or al ce, DO restric-
tion is placed upon the remarriage of
divorced persons, with the exception, that if
‘& husband and wife aiter being divorced re-
marry each other the State will nos undo
their contract a second time, unless one or
other of thistwicemarried coupleiscondemned
to an infamous punishment. Three years after

party ean on appheation have it conversed
into a decree of divorce, It can also be so
converted at the option of the court on the
application of the injured party within a
period of three months. Marriage with a co-
respondent is permitted after divorce, it bei
naively observed by M. Naguet that sue
permission would inculcate the moral obli

The penalty affixed by the Civil Code to a
wife’s infidelity in case of judicial separation
is abolished. A proposal that a settlement
should be made in all cases upon the children
of a marriage dissolved for specific cause was
defeated.

PRODUCE,

THURSDAY, June 2.

The late dulness and inactivity have remained
unabated since our last. There has been very
little of any sort of either flour or grain to offer,
and that little holders have seemed inclined to
hg{d steadiiy and buyers to seek slowly. There
has been scarcely any business done. and prices
have been aimost nominal all over. The ten-
dency, however, has been decidedly downwards,
both from the disinclination to buy here,; and
from  the weakness outside. There
been -but little change in_ the stocks in
store during the week. They stood
oa Monday morning as follows:—Flour, 2,000
bbis.; fall wheat, 63.023 bush.; spring wheat, 79,-
493 bush.; oats. 6.816 bush.; barley, 4,041 bash.;
peas, 27,738 bush.; rye, 333 bush., against the cor-
responding date last K.enr :—Flour, 3,095 bbis.;
fall wheat, 139,663 bush.; spring wheat, 140,574
bush,; oats, 1,000 bush.; barley, 68,132 bush.; peas,
7,58¢ bush.; rye, 116 bush. rop reports ve
been meagre. but no complaints have been
heard, which at least looks well. Englich ad-
vices show a fall of 2d. on red wheat, 14d. on
corn, and 1d. on peas. ¥For the last three days
there seems to have beer little or no demand for
wheat, and the tendency of prices appears to
have been downwards; and this, although
supplies last w . were again _very
short. ‘Home deliveries in the whole King-
dom for last week, taking those in the
registering towns as 40 per cent. of the whole,
were abont 119,000 gquarters; and imports
were 130,000 Lo 135,000 quarters of wheat and 185,-
000 to 190.000 barreis of flour,being equal to a total
supply of from 353.000 to 300, quarters.
The_quantity of wheat and flourin transit for
the United l&n om on the 19th inst. was 2,175,-
000 gxm against 2,168,000 on the 12th inst
and 2,237,500 last year.
flour from September 1 to

year were 10, 000 quarters, whence it
appears that therateofimportation has decreased
considerably in the present year. The decrease,
however, seems not to have set in very much
until the last two months, in which they ainount-
ed to only 2,202,000 quarters. or at the rate
of 13.352,000 for the year. Accordingly in these
two months supplies have been only 3,078.508
quarters, including imports and home deliveries,
against 4,080,000 quarters estimated consumption,
indicating a d iency -under ption in
eight weeks of 1,001,492 quarters, and the supply
for the eight weeks ended May 31,1884, was 1,510,-
177 quarters less than for the gorresponding eight
weeks1n 1883. Continental advices report French
markets during the first week in June to have
been quies in almostall quarters. At Paris, how-
ever, flour was rather firmer, with stocks of
both flour and wheat decreaging. That of wheat
had decreased 23,250 quintals. or 85,250 bushels,
during May, and stood about 197,000 oushels.
Cotntry’markets quiet and dull on wheat. Of &
total of 96 reports received from wheat markets,
70 guoted no' change in wheat, 14 a_ decline,
8 armnesa. and 4 a rise. In the ports
business in foreign wheat contihued very
.restricted. Quietude, indeed. seems to
have been the general rule over the conti-
nent. No change in values at Antwerp or
